(brief, please) about your experience.

On the political side, Harold Isenring's article
on the Sears “Election Model” radio seems more
than timely. tn 1936, not only was Franklin D.
Roosevelt running for a second term, he was also
running against the governor of a small state —
Alfred M. Landon of Kansas. Taking advantage of
the season, Sears put out its 5-tube set and touted
it as an “Election Model.”

Photo Review Identification

Dear Editor:

Lastissue[September 1992, p. 15], Gary Arnold
of North Carolina asked for information about a
man in a picture he had. ...Last summer, |
purchased some photos from a dealerin Columbus,
Ohio. The pictures were supposedly from a
Cleveland newspaper morgue, and they caught
my fancy. Included is a photo identical to the one
Mr. Arnold is curious about. On the back of my
copy is the following:

James Harris Rogers of Hyattsville, Md., is
the inventor of an underground radio system
by which wireless message may be sent and
received under ground or water without the
use of aerials. The chief and obvious
advantage ofthe invention isthat it eliminates
or greatly reduces static disturbances, both
voluntary andinvoluntary, which have hitherto
interfered with the complete success of
wireless. The invention was practically
perfected when the U. S. entered the war,
and Mr. Rogers promptly offered it to the
Navy. It has been adopted, and played no
small part in winning the war.

In this photograph, Mr. Rogers is shown
with the apparatus which he has installed in
his own premises, where he has received
messages from Berlin, Paris, and Rome. At
his feet is a small case which contains a
portable outfit for setting up anywhere a wire
can be stuck in the ground. This portable
apparatus can communicate with the nearby

home station as well as receive messages
from afar.

Our Boys Work to Win Radios

BY CARL SHIRLEY

In the 1920s, '30s, and '40s, countless thou-
sands of boys in America were “employed” by
national companies to sell goods door-to-door in
their hometowns. These young entrepreneurs
earned a small amount of money, but worked
primarily for prizes, which were awarded based
on the quantity of items sold and the value of the
premiums.

A small monthly magazine called Our Boys
was sent to what was apparently a huge number
of young salesmen of The Saturday Evening Post,
The Home Journal, and The Country Gentleman
— all products of the Curtis Publishing Company.
Our Boys informed these “P-J-G” salesmen, as
they were called, about forthcoming articles in
the company's magazines, provided them with
tips on better salesmanship, entertained them

with jokes, and told them stories about the ac-
complishments of other boys.

In addition, the magazine undertook a little
moral training and encouraged the boys to do
wellin all their endeavors: “The successful P-J-G
salesman will set aside a part of each day for
study, another for play, another for his Curtis
business, and will do nis level best to make a
high mark in every one of them.”

The super premium for October 1922 was the
Aeriola Senior set, shawn in Figure 1. Any boy
could earn this set by selling a whopping 800
more copies of The Home Journal than he had
sold in August. Other prizes included a Gled
radio crystal set, shown in Figure 2, and Federal
53-W headphones.

The cover of the October 1922 issue [repro-
duced on our cover] illustrates the pleasure the
boys would have from the radio prize they had
worked so hard to win. In addition, the article
reprinted on the following pages entitled “When
You Hook Up Your Radio Outfit” both generated
and reflected the excitement of radio in the early
1920s. (More “Our Boys” on following pages.)

The Election Model Radio

BY HAROLD ISENRING

Harold Isenring reminds us that times haven't
changed. Election news coverage was as impor-
tantin 1936 as itis in 1992, and the radio industry
hastened to meet the demands of the day. (Editor)

The Sears Silvertone Model 4500 radio, shown
in Figures 1 and 2, was promoted in 1936 as the
“Election Model” to appeal to the voters' appetite
for news coverage about the
coming presidential election.
The radio coverage of the 1936
election was sure to eclipse that
of 1932.

Model 4500 is a good exam-
ple of the innovative radio de-
signs built by the Colonial Ra-
dio Corp., 254 Rano St., Buffa-
lo, New York. Colonial was the
prime source of radios for Sears
Roebuck & Co. from the early
1930s to the late 1940s. Since
1936 was Sears' 50th anniver-
sary year, special effort was
made to create quality in the
Model 4500.

THE COMPONENTS

As noted in the diagram in
Figure 3, the set uses 5 tubes, 2
Type 6D6s in the tuned RF stag-
es, a Type 6C6 detector, a Type
43 audio output and a Type 1V
rectifier. The first RF input is
untuned and includes the set's
volume control. Both RF tube
cathodes are controlled. A 2-
gang variable capacitor tunes
both RF stages. The 6C6 power
detector drives the Class A 43
output tube to about 1 watt into
a 5-inch electromagnetic speak-
er. The audio range is from 100
to 3000 Hz. (AM stations in 1936
did not broadcast audio beyond
3800 Hz.) A very stable, well
bypassed source for the 15 volts
required by the Type 6C6 de-
tector screen was obtained by
connecting it to the Type 43
cathode.

The 4500 was one of the first
radios to use the new iron core
coils in the RF stages. Because
of these coils, the set is unusu-

ally selective for a 2-RF stage TRF radio. The RF
pentode plates are loaded up on RF chokes. The
signal is “over the top” coupled by a 15 pF capac-
itor to the tuned iron core RF coils.

The 4500 is different from the usual, hot run-
ning, midget radios of its day. It has no internal
filament ballast resistors or hot line cords. Itis a
cool operating set — it has a power transformer!

The power transformer is of the auto type,
making the chassis hot to ground. The cabinet
completely encloses the chassis. The bottom
metal pan is insulated from the chassis by four
rubber, mushroom-type insulators. Later versions
used a power transformer with a separate pri-
mary winding. A bypass capacitor from one side
of the line to the chassis was added to eliminate
hum modulation on powertful local stations.

An AC-DC chassis was made available for the
DC districts that still existed downtown in some of
our large cities in 1936. The Type 1V rectifier and
power transformer were replaced with a 2575
voltage doubler and a ballast resistor in the line
cord. A screwdriver is required to switch the set
manually from AC to DC.

THE CABINET

The cabinet made by Chicago Molded Prod-
ucts is of solid color Bakelite. The special dyes
for the cabinet cost around $20,000. Early pro-
duction had three colors — black, brown and
ivory. Many other colors were added in 1937.
The black one, Model 4500, sold for $10.95 —

Sears Roebuck and Co.

Election Model. Made to sell at a low
price, this “compact” offers many features.
The cabinet is moulded in modern design
and may be had in 3 color schemes. Five
tubes are used and the speaker is of the
dynamic type, enabling fine reproduction
of the 2 W. of audio power. The dial is
calibrated in Kc from 540 to 1,720; which
is the tuning range of the receiver. An
iron core antenna coil assures high sensi-
tivity from the TRF circuit.

$8.88 on sale. Ivory was $2 more.

The antenna is a hank of flexible wire usually
stretched out in back of the cabinet and hidden
under the rug. Loop antennas were not to be
rediscovered until 1938.

1936 was the start of Sears’ present identifica-
tion system. Each set was identified as to its
cabinet style by a model number. Changes to the
cabinet caused a letter to follow the original model
number. The original Model 4500 was black with a
white dial. Model 4500A was black with a more
eye-pleasing black tuning dial with gold lettering.

The chassis have their own numbering sys-
tem. Model 4500A had a chassis Number 101393.
The first three numbers are the source number
for Colonial Radio Corp. In this case, 393 was the
actual chassis identification. If a change was made
in the chassis, the number was increased.

Atwater Kent Model 21 Compact
Dry Cell Receiving Set

In the summer of 1925 the Atwater Kent Com-
pany made what turned out to be a limited edi-
tion, very special radio — the compact Model 21.

This 5-tube, tuned radio frequency (TRF), dry
cell radio looked just like the Model 20C (20
Compact), except for the chassis. See Figure 1.
Instead of using the standard 201-A tubes as the
other Series 20 radios did, the Model 21 used the
RCA short-pin, UV base 199 dry cell tube, as
seen in Figure 2.

An Atwater Kent ad reads as follows:

Model 21 compact dry cell receiving set.
This model is exactly the same in size and
finish as the Model 20 compact, except its
electrical assembly is designed for the use of
dry cell tubes and dry cell batteries. It is espe-
cially useful in those places where storage
battery charging facilities are not available.

Two stages of TRF amplification, a detector
and two stages of audio frequency
amplification. Non-squealing, non-radiating.
Part No. 7780 Model 21 compact receiving set
including battery cable, but without tubes,
$80.00.

Note the manufacturer’s label and warranty
label on the bottom of the photo in Figure 3.

Radio manufacturers of the time, except, it
would seem, for Atwater Kent, were putting pres-
sure on RCA, the maker of the UV199 tube, to
stop making the short-pin UV base in favor of the
longer pin UX base. The UV 199 tube had a small
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bayonet pin protruding from one side of its base.
As the tube was pushed down into the restraining
shell, the bayonet pin would lock into place when
engaged in the L-shaped slot of the shell. The

AK 21 Ring Design

By Dave Crocker

It is possible to distinguish an AK
Model 21 from an AK Model 20 Com-
pact by looking only at the front panel!
Look carefully at the small bump, or
bubble, at the top center of the rheo-
stat control unit — the unit on the far
right in Figure 1 above. The Model 21
has a ring molded into the bump
whereas the Model 20, like all other AK
models, has a smooth bump without a

ring as shown below:

Atwater Kent expert Ralph O. Will-
iams has suggested that the Model 21
ring design provided a way for assem-
bly line workers to distinguish the
unique rheostat control unit used in
the Model 21 (required for the 1 %-volt
Type 199 tubes) from the unit used in
other models.

manufacturers wished to eliminate the much more
expensive tube-restraining shell of the UV 199 for
a less expensive spring clip design that simply
grasped the longer pins as they were pushed
down into the sockets.

RCA complied and began to manufacture the
UX199. This new tube was unusable in the small-
er rings of the Model 21 because the side pin had
been eliminated and a rim had.been placed around
the UX base.

Atwater Kent had just put the Model 21 into
production when all this happened. The company
had made 17,584 sets when it stopped produc-
tion in 1925. No Model 21 receivers were made
in 1926. However, factory records indicate that
7,208 of the ones made in 1925 were returned to
the factory in 1926. This means that only about
10,376 of the radios found their way into house-
hold service.

Why Atwater Kent wasn't aware of this major
tube design change that would adversely affect
one of its production radios is unclear. It is clear,

however, that Atwater Kent made no other radios
using either the UV or UX199 dry cell tubes.

COMMUNICATIONS RECEIVERS

The Lafayette KT-320
Communications Receiver

Back in 1942, | went to work for RCA as a
tester. | wanted to test transmitters, but that line
had not yet started production. Instead, | began
aligning and smoke testing AR-44 receivers. Af-
ter about two months at this job, | had developed
a warm spot in my heart for a communications
receiver; however, the war interfered with my
desire to own one.

After the war was over, | tried some of the
receivers available but was not satisfied with any
I could afford. | had assembled dozens of small

kits — many produced by Lafayette Radio, a
company that stocked everything in the radio
line, much like Radio Shack today.

In 1961, Lafayette advertised a communica-
tions receiver in either kit or finished form. This
turned out to be just what | was looking for. This
radio had everything a shortwave listener or ham
could desire. Of course | bought the kit, Model
KT-320, shown in Figure 1. Two notable goodies
were a Q multiplier and provisions for single side-
band (SSB}) reception. In all, there were 11 front

panel controls and a professional finish on the
steel cabinet.

The instruction book was much better than i had
expected, with a 2-sided 16- x 20-inch parts loca-
tion and wiring diagram. As t completed each step,
tfound many more pages with good diagrams. The
larger diagrams were included in the book, re-
duced to page size but still very readable. The
assembly was beginning to look quite regal, and |
hoped that it would work as well as it looked.

FEATURES

As can be seen in Figure 1, the dial face is an
elaborate piece with 4 main bands and 6 band-
spread markings calibrated for the ham bands. A
vertical tuning meter is on the left-hand side of
the dial glass. Along the bottom from left to right
is a phone jack, the function switch, the audio
gain control, a selectivity control, the Q multiptier-
BFO (beat frequency oscillator) controls, the band
select switch, an IF gain control, an antenna trim
control, and two toggle switches for manual or
automatic gain and automatic noise limiter on-off.
On the right side are the main tuning and band-
spread tuning controls. For a cheap receiver, alt
these features are a big plus.

The function switch has four positions: OFF,
REC-AM, SEND, Q-MULT. The SEND position
takes the B-plus off the two IF tubes to quiet the
receiver during transmission. This SEND posi-
tion is connected to a jack on the rear of the set
for a station automatic cut off during transmis-
sions. The Q-MULT position is for SSB and con-
tinuous wave (CW) reception. The two toggle
switches are set to MVC (manual volume control)
and ANL-OFF (automatic noise limiter-off) for
CW and SSB operation.

ASSEMBLY

Assembly is straightforward, and the wiring
instructions are quite easy to follow. in the appro-
priate places, simple tests are listed to keep you
on the right track. On completion of the wiring,

more simple tests are recommended before the
smoke test. A full-page chart lists all pertinent
voltages before alignment. After IF alignment,
the BFO and Q-multiplier are adjusted quite eas-
ily because of good design. The RF alignment is
most complicated and covers two pages. | con-
nected a 100 Kc and t Mc marker generator,
zeroed to station WWV for RF alignment. This
resulted in a precision alignment which holds
today!

About here | should explain that a terminal
strip on the rear provides connections for a match-
ing 8-ohm speaker. A headphone jack on the
front panel shuts off the speaker when a phone
plug is inserted. The instruction book then de-
scribes the design and construction of suitable
antennas, followed by connections for automatic
shutoff when transmitting. Several pages give
hints on operation of the controls. Circuit theory,
dial stringing, a good schematic and a spread list
of worldwide shortwave stations complete the
instruction book.

This has been one of the best kit projects ever.
The instruction book has no errors and is more
than adequate, much more than average. The
material furnished is very good, and the design is
excellent. | live on the East Coast, and this set
still brings in WWVH in Hawaii when the skip is
right. For a 31-year old kit, I think this reception is
exceptional. Lafayette Company is long gone,
but this product still serves its purpose.

More on Auction Prices

On the issue of listing or not listing auction
buybacks or seller's reserves: buybacks should
be [listed] because they are almost as valid as true
sales. Forexample, if | buy back my radio at $300,
someone else in the audience obviously bid $290
or $295. Thus, buyback prices are only slightly
higher than the best bids in the group and are
legitimate indicators of value! Reserve limits, on
the other hand, are nat very useful since they may
be much higher than the best bid.

August 6-8 — Elgin, Illinois

COMPILED FROM REPORTS BY BILL ROSS AND JEFF AULIK

The Antique Radio Club of lllinois (ARCI) held
its annual Radiofest on August 6-8, 1992, at the
Holiday Inn Holidome/Convention Center in El-
gin, linois. This tenth anniversary meet was a
tremendous success by any measure. Ideal
weather, over 300 sellers’ permits issued for the
flea market, and more than 800 guests from 39
states and 5 countries combined to make this the
largest Radiofest ever. The panoramic view of
the flea market on these pages, taken by Bill
Ross, gives a sense of the enormity of this event.

The main exhibit, capably orchestrated by Scott
Hagerman, featured radios and televisions of the
Art Deco period. Chrome-front, mirror and other
seldom seen sets of the 1930s, including a pre-
war GE television, rounded out the display. Tours
of the new Motorola Museum and Ralph Mu-
chow's Historical Radio Museum were another
interesting offering, and both were well attended.
Several items from this display, plus a few old
equipment contest entries are shown here.

The Thursday night auction included 375 lots
which sold for over $30,000. (This total excludes
seller buybacks of about $3,000 and lots failing to
receive a minimum $25 opening bid.)

Among the more interesting items were several
seldom seen crystal sets selling in the $300 range,
such as the Beaver Baby Grand and Lambert
sets. Prices for foreign crystal sets were strong —
up to $700. The Atwater Kent breadboards, not in
the best of condition, were not the most sought-
after models and fetched no more than $625. A
Regency TR-1, the first transistor radio, brought
$325.
