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EDITOR'S COMMENTS
A.R.C. celebrates its 100th issue with a striking

black and silver cover, reproduced from a 1930s
WLW brochure. Station WLW in Cincinnati, Ohio,
was owned by the Crosley Corporation, which mar-
keted airtime with this brochure. Operating on
500,000 watts for a short time, WLW received com-
mendations from listeners around the world, accord-
ing to this brochure. Our lead article about WLW,
written by A.R.C. staff member Dorothy Schecter,
ties in well with Philip Whitney's interesting article
about what radio listening was like in 1925.

As WLW was the leading station in the 1930s, so
A.R.C. is the leading publication for radio collectors
in the 1990s. Our annual Statement of Ownership,
Management and Circulation (required for maga-
zines by the U.S. Postal Service) is printed below
and shows that our circulation for the September
1992 issue was 7,461 - an increase of 453 from a
year ago.

One hundred issues ago, in June 1984, a free
sample copy of A.R.C. was mailed to collectors
across the U. S. By the time the second issue was
mailed, in September 1984, 440 enthusiastic collec-
tors had signed up; 303 are still diehard subscribers
today! With a current subscriber count of over 7,500,
A.R.C.'s growth since 1984 has been extraordinary.
Judging from the many kudos in our incoming mail,
we feel confident that this growth will continue.

The report on the 1992 Antique Wireless Associ-
ation (AWA) Annual Historical Radio Conference
highlights five days of flea market, auctions, semi-
nars, contests, kibitzing and visits to the AWA muse-
um - all enjoyed by 1,000 -plus collectors. The
auction total was about $41,000. An early wireless
item, a Mark III WWI crystal set, not all original, sold
for $1,900. Photos are included from the auction, the
Old Equipment Contest and the flea market.

Arthur Harrison contributes a Home Brewing arti-
cle this month. Since early board crystal sets are
rare and expensive, Arthur decided to reproduce
similar sets from authentic components. He offers
many small details that are very important to anyone
involved in board crystal set projects.

Charles Conte began his collecting of radios with
a Bakelite set he remembers from his boyhood days.
This set sparked his passion for radio and remains a
treasured possession.

The response was overwhelming to the Faragos'
questions on radio and power in the May 1992 issue.
Ray Bintliff took on the task of combining the an-
swers in the article included in this issue.

Welcome contributions from our readers are fea-
tured in our regular Radio Miscellanea and Photo
Review sections.

Renew Now and Save! Another reminder that
our subscription rates must be increased on January
1. Call or write to renew/extend your subscription at
the current rates to avoid the increase. Advertising
rates will be increased also, in order to spread the
financial burden more fairly.

With the holiday season approaching, club activi-
ty is moderating.

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VINTAGE BROADCASTING

WLW - "The Nation's Station"
BY DOROTHY A. SCHECTER

The information in this article was taken from
an elaborate 1930$ Crosley Corporation brochure
about WLW, Cincinnati. The brochure illustrates
the advertising style of big corporations like Cros-
ley in pursuit of customers for radio air time.
(Editor)

WLW - "So tremendous, so vital, so swiftly
changing is the nation which it serves, that the
story of this great station must be a saga of
change, a paeon [paean] of progress to tell how it
reaches out toward each tomorrow, ready to meet
the ever increasing demands of its audience."

So says a 1930s Crosley Radio Corporation
brochure which touts the advantages to prospec-
tive clients of WLW broadcast advertising as a
means of selling their wares. The "pitch" is both
similar to and different from today's advertising
- similar in its exaggerated tone; different in its
sophisticated vocabulary. But, the aim is the same
- to sell a product - in this case, radio advertis-
ing time on WLW, Cincinnati, Ohio.

In design, the brochure has an elegance that
would appeal to an upscale audience. Twenty-six
illustrations and thirty-five reproductions of testi-
monial letters make each page visually interest-
ing, while detailed text accompanies the pictures.
The purely Art Deco cover, reproduced on
A.R.C.'s cover, has an embossed brown leather
look. The whole effect is "class."

With this marketing tool, the Crosley Corp.
obviously targeted "Big Business" and sought to
live up to its claim that WLW was "the most
popular broadcasting station in the nation, with
the greatest coverage in the world's richest mar-
ket." On one page, Powell Crosley, Jr., the presi-
dent of the Crosley Radio Corp., is pictured hail-
ing the success of WLW and stating the obvious
- that "WLW has at all times the 100% support"
of his $6,000,000 organization.

NEW FACILITIES

A prospective client had to be dazzled by pic-
tures of WLW's grand facilities on the 8th floor of

Crosley's new factory and office building. Lined
completely with felt, the five large studios were
"entirely vibrationless and sound proof'; in fact,
they "floated in this felt." Studio A, shown in
Figure 1, displays the ultimate in luxurious ap-
pointments - spacious enough for a full sym-
phony orchestra, "ample enough to accommo-
date the most pretentious program" and "exquis-
itely decorated, evenly lighted...supplied constant-
ly with fresh washed air." A picture of WLW's old,
single studio, shown in Figure 2, is in stark con-
trast to the elegant new ones.

WLW's technical prowess is demonstrated in
the latest microphones, the private control room
attached to each studio and maintained by a
"skilled technician," and the master control room
manned by "specially educated radio engineers."
A special viewing room allows the client to hear
and see his program as presented over the air.
Furthermore, the client is assured of a personal-
ized approach to his program, with "only the very
best artists" chosen to represent his product.

The brochure implies that WLW retained a
large corps of fine musicians who had "refused
offers to play with symphony orchestras." In addi-
tion, a "staff of versatile organists" presided over
the splendid organ that was specially constructed
for broadcasting. No union could have controlled
these artists' hours because the brochure claims
that "only after the most exhaustive rehearsals"
was a musical program permitted on the air.

BEHIND THE SCENES

WLW's advanced technology is the subject of
another chapter of the brochure - "Fifty thou-
sand watts, 100% modulation, and a cleared chan-

nel make WLW the bright spot on the dial." A
picture of radio amplifying tubes, shown in Figure
3, supports the claim of a "fortune" invested in
tubes - the price tag of each was $650.

A giant 50,000 watt transmitter, shown in Fig-
ure 4, had been built 25 miles from Cincinnati
and had solved the problem of static which inter-
fered with programming. The transmitter was pow-
erful enough to "ride over" the huge amount of
electrical interference in the air. The brochure
claims that listeners had written letters of com-
mendation to WLW from as far away as New
Zealand.

Finally, specialists in "radio technique" were
available to prospective clients. WLW had a built-
in "Madison Ave." staff -a seemingly full-scale
advertising agency. A "Merchandizing Research
Department" advised on the most effective ap-
proach to selling a particular product. A "Program
Building Department" analyzed the product, its
distribution, and its current advertising methods.
In turn, the "Continuity Service" helped the client
to sell his product convincingly and entertaining-
ly. Other services included the "Artists and Rep-
ertoire Bureau" and the "Publicity and Press Re-
lations Department."

NATIONAL COVERAGE

WLW claimed to do "in one hour what it takes
weeks to accomplish with other media." Com-
plete national coverage gave the client "more
listeners per dollar" and "while the advertising
rate may be the highest, the listener cost is the
lowest."

Today, we are inundated with polls, but they

are nothing new. In the 1930s,
WLW was hard at the polling
process - known then by more
genteel terms, such as "surveys"
and "inquiries."

Surveys to determine listener
interest in the station and in var-
ious types of programming were
conducted regularly. The offer
of a booklet, "Behind the scenes
at WLW," prompted 12,818 re-
quests from the U. S., Canada,
and "12 remote areas outside of
the U. S." Twenty-five percent
of those who received the book-
let responded to its question-
naire. The tabulated answers ex-
pressing listeners' reactions to
radio entertainment were made
available to prospective clients.

Clients, in turn, reported suc-
cess in getting mail response
from broadcast offers. In fact, a
major section of the brochure
entitled "Big Business Buys
WLW Time" is composed of 32 pages of testimo-
nials by companies largely from the eastern half
of the U. S. An example of high praise came from
the Producers Co -Operative Commission Asso-
ciation, sponsor of WLW Stock Market Reports.
This service enabled association members to
keep in touch with "live stock markets."

"Live" was certainly the word for it. WLW placed
a microphone in the Cincinnati Stockyards to keep
farmers posted on prices the minute they were

quoted. One can't help wondering how the lucky
reporter felt about this aromatic assignment.

A grand total of 170 clients is listed on the final
page. Everything from shoes, iron, oil and tooth-
paste to seeds and watches is represented.
Names, still familiar, appear on the list - Sears
Roebuck, Chrysler, Singer Sewing Machine, Pep-
sodent, Bulova, American Cyanimid, Standard
Oil, etc.

It is clear that the prospective WLW client
would find, the brochure claims,
"enough between these covers to
be convinced that his advertising
dollar, to yield 100% return, cannot
ignore the greatest single advertis-
ing medium in the world, WLW."

It is also clear that hyperbole was
the name of WLW's advertising
game - and that times have not
changed, except in the power of
today's technology to disseminate
advertising to every nook and cran-
ny of our lives, rather than simply
to send an elegant brochure for our
reading pleasure.

Without Tubes

Why are so many people offering old radios

with no tubes? When [the old radios] quit, people
didn't say, "Oh, we must remove the tubes and
store the radio in the attic or basement." I'm kind
of new to this field, but it seems to me that maybe
the couple of bucks you get for a used tube might
be better added back into the radio you want to
sell.

I collect lots of stuff, but I don't see clock
collectors taking hands off or gun collectors tak-
ing locks off to sell them separately. Sure, tubes
were extra when you bought your 1925 Acme
TRF, but if they are in the radio when you find it at
this auction, flea market, garage sale or garbage
heap, why not leave them in the radio?

Thanks for a good publication that could be
expanded with a few more how -to-do articles.
There are a lot of us out there who are not going
to pay $40-$50 to someone to fix our $5 radios
that we can sell for $60 when we are done. We
have a growing field for many, many people who
are looking for help. Run the how -to-do stuff
without the prerequisite for a degree in electron-
ics for us to understand.

Tubes often are not included with battery sets,
many of which are priced well under $100, mainly
because tubes can, in some cases, be worth more
than the set itself. For example, tubes fora 6 -tube,
3 -dialer can add $30 or more to its price, and the
four WD -11s for a Radiola 3A themselves are
worth over $100. Many collectors use dud (burnt -
out) tubes in their sets for display purposes and
move a good set of tubes between radios when
they wish to hear them play.

A.R.C. runs frequent articles on both electrical
and cabinet repair. We also recommend two
books: "Old -Time Radios! Restoration and Re-
pair" by Carr, and "Fixing Up Nice Old Radios" by
Romney, which are available from A.R.C. and its
advertisers.

Radio Broadcasting in 1925
BY PHILIP WHITNEY

The year 1925 was a good one for radio "fans."
It was five years after the birth of broadcasting in
1920 when KDKA had come on the air for West-
inghouse Electric and Manufacturing Company
in Pittsburgh, and four years before the crash
and depression.

Station licensing was in the hands of the De-
partment of Commerce, headed by Herbert
Hoover. In that year a tobacco company in Rich-
mond, Virginia, applied for a station license and
was rejected because there were already too
many stations! With a little political pressure from
a senator, the company was granted a license.
Eventually, the station - WRVA - became that
state's only 50,000 watt AM station.

Many of the early stations were owned by
churches which broadcast services only on Sun-
days. Others were built by electric companies
which needed local stations in order to sell radio
sets. A few were built by newspapers to broadcast
the headlines; they then sold the papers for "in-
depth" coverage. A few, such as WPG in Atlantic
City, were erected by cities to advertise their
vacation facilities. The call letters "WPG" stood
for "World's Play Ground."

Some stations were built to help sell radio
receivers. For example, WDBJ in Roanoke, Vir-
ginia, a powerful little 50 -Watt station, provided
the transmitter for the Richardson -Wayland
Electric Corporation. When a customer came in
to hear a radio, the salesman would turn on the
transmitter and play a phonograph record which
was heard on the new radio. If he liked the sound,
the customer would buy the receiver.

In Chicago, Sears Roebuck wanted people to
know that it was the largest store in the world, so
its call letters were WLS for "World's Largest
Store." Detroit put station KOP on the air and
dispatched its police cars on 1150 Kc. WRR in
Dallas dispatched both police and fire equipment.
In Baltimore, the Fifth Infantry, Maryland National
Guard, put WFBR on the air. Today, it is one of
that city's leading stations.

KNT was on the air in Kukak, Alaska, while
KYQ was Honolulu's station. The Boy Scouts of
America operated WDBZ in Kingston, N.Y. WEEI
in Boston, still one of that city's leading stations,
has call letters which stand for "Edison Electric
Illuminating."

Some stations lasted only a short time. The
newspaper -owned station in Bluefield, West Vir-
ginia, went off the air suddenly when the engi-
neer spilled battery acid on the boss' carpet. That
was when the boss threw all the station equipment

out. Ironically, a station in the same size market
recently sold for five million dollars. Does the
Bluefield newspaper today remember that exec-
utive for his foresight?

CROSLEY'S STATION WLW

Powell Crosley, Jr., was a dynamic man who
made a fortune in Cincinnati building radio re-

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ceivers, and then autos and refrigerators. He had
what he called "The Nation's Station" on a clear
channel with 50,000 watts. He also owned a
second station in the same city, something which
is no longer permitted.

Crosley went before the Federal Radio Com-
mission with an idea of a very few super power
stations serving wide areas of the country. Be-
cause he presented a convincing argument, the
commission decided to see what ten times the
power limit would actually do. As a result, Cros-
ley received an experimental license to change
WLW to 500,000 watts. It was an expensive
project, and he was warned not to use the high
power for economic advantage.

The station's modulation transformer stood as
tall as the first floor, and cubicles of water-cooled
power tubes occupied the walls of the transmitter
room. The coaxial cable looked like a stovepipe.
When the station went on the air, a neighbor's
metal barn roof began arcing, and Crosley had to
reroof the barn. The operator of nearby tourist
cabins connected the cabins' lights between a
short antenna and ground and reduced his elec-
tric bill. However, the tourists complained about
the lights flickering with the music. WLW was
lighting the area!

A few years later Crosley mailed out a color
brochure touting his station as the world's most
powerful; see Figure 1. The government felt that
the station was taking a competitive advantage
-a forbidden act - and told the licensee to go
back to 50,000 watts like all the other high power
stations in the country.

PROGRAMMING

In 1925, there were 465 Class A stations in
this country, but program listings would hardly
gather high ratings in today's competitive indus-
try. There were oil market reports, stock market
reports, educational hints, and cooking schools
of the air. Many artists performed because they
wanted to be heard on the air, although few
stations paid performers. WIP in Philadelphia
scheduled "Ocean Music" each weekday after-
noon for an hour. A microphone beneath the pier
at Atlantic City picked up the sounds of the waves
for this very low budget program. That hour must
have been nap time for many.

A lot of mistakes were made when stations

broadcast live in those days before tape or even
wire recorders. Some listeners tuned in just to
hear what wasn't supposed to be on the air.

Most stations were on the air irregularly or on
an on-again/off-again schedule. Few actually
broadcast throughout the day and night at that
time. Commercials were frowned upon, but slow-
ly it was discovered that a radio station could be
an enterprise in itself with profits. Eventually, the
motivation for broadcasting changed.

RECEIVING EQUIPMENT IN 1925

Receiver manufacturers and listeners in-
creased by the thousands, and families spent
$150 for a radio at a time when $15 a week was a
good salary. Walnut cabinets with Bakelite pan-
els graced many a table at home, but "A" batter-
ies leaked and "B" batteries were expensive. Many
buyers soon discovered that storage batteries
ate carpets and ruined Type 199 vacuum tubes.
Still, few homes could be without a radio.

In 1925, most receivers were of the regenera-
tive type, and just one incorrectly operated re-
generative set could block out everyone's recep-
tion in a small city. Some enterprising young
people even put a "borrowed" telephone trans-
mitter in series with the set's antenna, set the
feedback control wide open and broadcast to the
entire community.

Today, the thrill of owning one of those old
sets brings back the excitement of the early years
when father brought home a crystal set or a
"squealer" regenerator with more dials than peo-
ple had hands to turn. A single tuning dial with
ganged condensers was a notable step ahead in
radio's development. So were "battery eliminators"
followed by completely AC sets. Now, with solid-
state technology, the swing appears to be back
to batteries again.

Before Marconi...Naturally!
What many people don't know is that a

wireless message was first actually sent
across 17 miles, from Virginia to Maryland,
in 1868, or eight years before Marconi was
born. A Washington, D.C., dentist conceived
an idea which he tried when hostilities
ceased in the Civil War. Before that,
Washingtonians were not very welcome in
the Confederate state of Virginia.

In 1866, Mahlon Loomis flew a kite with
600 -foot wires at Bluemont, Virginia, in the
Blue Ridge Mountains. His accomplice flew
another at Point of Rocks, Maryland, 17

miles away. Loomis sent a wireless coded
message over that path using "natural elec-
tricity." Sometimes, as his notes document,
there was too much electricity!

Loomis secured a patent and then formed
the "Aerial Wireless Telegraph Corporation."
The franchise was signed by President
Grant, but Mrs. O'Leary's cow kicked over a
lantern in Chicago where most of Loomis'
backers lived. The resulting fire suddenly
made them bankrupt. Eventually Loomis
died, and wireless had to wait to be rein-
vented.
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MEET AND AUCTION REPORT

Antique Wireless Association
1992 Conference & Auction Report

The Antique Wireless Association (AWA) held
its thirty-first Annual Conference in Rochester,
New York, September 23-26, 1992. Over 1,000
persons attended. The conference was held at
the Thruway Marriott Hotel south of Rochester
and featured over 225 active flea market spaces,
4 auctions, an old equipment contest, several
seminars, and trips to the AWA Museum. Al-
though rain dampened the unofficial Tuesday
flea market opening day, beautiful weather graced
Wednesday through Friday. A Saturday flea mar-
ket rain -out brought additional attendees inside
to hear the excellent seminars.

The AWA implemented a new flea market man-
agement scheme to ensure that space was avail-
able for all who had purchased flea market spaces
in advance. In the past, individuals who paid for
spaces sometimes were dismayed to find that
there were none available. This year, spaces were
preassigned, and although more spaces were set
aside, many went unused. Some potential sellers
stayed home because they had received a sold -
out letter. The AWA assures A.R.C. that they
have learned from this year's experience and that
the procedure will be fine-tuned for next year.

This year, the conference theme was the Gen-
eral Electric Company. One half of the categories
in the Old Equipment Contest was devoted to GE.

A.R.C. reports each year at length on this
conference and its auctions for those of you who
could not attend, as well as for those of you who
were there but also want a record of the event.
We include a listing of most of the auction items,
plus photos from the Old Equipment Contest and
the flea market. Additional information on confer-
ence activities appears in the November 1992
issue of the Antique Wireless Association's The
Old Timer's Bulletin.

Vacuum Tubes, Literature, Radios/Miscellaneous
Equipment and Communications Equipment -

totalled about $41,000. Even though there was a
30 percent decrease in the number of items of-
fered for sale, the total was down by only 20
percent. (A large number of items from a single
estate inflated the auction totals last year.)

There were no original spherical Audions (an
item whose price has been approaching $1,000)
in this year's auction; however, a replica went for
$150. The highlights of the vacuum tube auction
were a Weagant valve selling for $400 and a
display of about 100 Western Electric tubes which
sold for $625.

In the Radios/Miscellaneous Equipment Auction,
a nearly mint Hallicrafters SX-62A sold for $305.
Early battery gear commanded premium prices with
DeForest, Firth, and Cutting & Washington sets
selling for $650 to $1200. A Mark III set by Johnson
& Phillips sold for $1900. Two Atwater Kent bread-
boards were offered - one very nice Model 10C
sold for $800; the other, a Model 10A with wiring
partially restored, failed to reach its $650 minimum.
There also were more recent sets offered - an
Emerson AU 190 butterscotch Catalin set sold for
$790 and a Sparton blue -mirrored (glass chipped)
Bluebird sold for $1400.

This report represents a selection of the auc-
tion items. Deleted are some items in poor condi-
tion, items with inadequate description, and some
items with low selling prices. In each category,
items have been placed in alphanumeric order.
The report is our best attempt to combine all
information available to A.R.C.; however, no guar-
antee can be made for accuracy. Many thanks to
those providing information for this auction re-
port. (Editor.)

Constructing Wireless -Era Receivers
from Authentic Components

BY ARTHUR HARRISON

Unlike colleagues who began collecting early,
the newcomer may despair of ever owning and
operating his own wireless -era receiver. (The term
"wireless -era" here is used to denote that period
prior to and during World War I.) Commercially -
built wireless gear now rarely enters the market;
when it does, competition for it is keen.

Yet, authentic wireless components can still
be collected because several manufacturers sold
parts in large quantities to experimenters and
universities. With patience, by watching the ads

and attending auctions, the newcomer today can
collect components one -by -one until that happy
time when he has all the necessary parts for
assembly.

I constructed the receivers shown in Figures 1
and 3 from mostly Murdock and Clapp-Eastham
components, after a wait of over a decade to
accumulate the suitable period components. In
the case of the Murdock, I failed to find the right

detector. Some compromise may have to be made
if you want to enjoy your set in your lifetime.

Although commercial gear did sometimes com-
prise a mix of brands in components, the compo-
nents were, of course, of the same time period.
Thus, the amateur historian will not construct a
receiver with a 1915 loose coupler inappropriate-
ly placed next to a 1930 crystal detector. Instead,
he will use a crystal or other detector of the same
period.

By studying the literature, observing illustra-
tions such as those in McMahon's Vintage Radio
and in old catalogs and periodicals, you can ac-
quire information for positioning components the
professional way. Visiting private and radio asso-
ciation museums to inspect their collections will
also help.

A treasure-trove of components, however, will
not be well displayed by sloppy or inappropriate
assembly. Again patience will be rewarded. A
construction of even the best components doesn't
look convincing if mounted on a contemporary
base of an inappropriate species of wood.

This article will describe my reproduction of
three different wireless era receivers - the Mur-
dock, the Clapp-Eastham, and a Bunnell. The
Bunnell is a 3 -slide tuner set constructed of dif-
ferent manufacturers' products, but of the same
time period as the Murdock and Clapp-Eastham
sets. However, before detailing the assembly of
the components for each set, I should discuss an
appropriate mounting base, or "breadboard,"
which applies to all three sets.

SELECTING AND PREPARING
BREADBOARD STOCK

Much old gear was constructed breadboard
style on cherry, walnut, or mahogany - very rare-
ly oak (usually darkened as seen on Grebe cabi-
nets). Suitable wood, 1/4 -inch thick, can be ac-
quired by cannibalizing antique furniture as cabi-
netmakers of the old school still do. Or you can
purchase suitable wood from an exotic lumber
outlet. If the lumber dealer will not cut the plank,
you may have to buy more than you want or join
with another person to share what you buy.

The wood you need is very expensive, but
hopefully you will need very little. Do not skimp
on the quality of breadboard if you want the
ensemble to look good. Consider the plank as
one of the components and figure cost accord-
ingly. The plank (3/4" thick x 12" x 27") used in my
Murdock set, shown in Figure 1, set me back
$50, including the cost of the wood and the pro-
fessional cutting, routing, and adding each end

mortise; however, I did the sand-
ing and finishing myself. If you
are a woodworker or have a
friend who is, of course you are
ahead that amount!

The breadboard should be
supported on four rubber (or plas-
tic that is indistinguishable from
rubber) tacks available at hard-
ware stores. The rubber heads
are approximately 1/2 inch in di-
ameter. The expensive cherry or
equivalent wood you use can be
so hard that these tacks cannot
be nailed in without first provid-
ing a drilled hole as guide, slight-
ly less in diameter than the tack -
nail. (You wish also to avoid split-
ting the wood.)

But in the name of all that is
holy, do not use white tacks! -
or other inappropriate supports.
Ideally, genuine rubber pads
from old gear should be used,
but I have never found sound

ones. Warning: Do not tack these on until after
the V8 to 1/4 deep grooves to recess the underside
wiring have been made.

The underside grooves should be cut with cau-
tion after the components have been positioned
exactly and removed to avoid damage to them.
These grooves can be scored with a router (with
the appropriate bit) or with a rotary saw blade.
This nicety provides a professional look under-
side, but is not absolutely necessary, if the plank
is raised on the four rubber tacks. But keep in
mind: the commercially -built equipment usually
had its wiring underside recessed in straight
grooves.

Needless to say, antique components are not
wired with brightly -colored, plastic -insulated wire,
ca. 1950! If you do not know what kind of wire to
use and have no museum models to inspect,
look at the wire in unaltered oak wall -telephones
or other electrical instruments, ca. 1900-1920.
This kind of wire (or wire which closely resembles

it) is acquired in the old-timer's
parts box, and scraps of such
can be picked up also at auc-
tions and through advertise-
ments. You need very little.

Fastening the components to
the plank also has its hazards.
The wood I used was terribly
hard - I had to use drill bits
meant for cutting steel! Thus,
after the holes were drilled, I

prepared threads (screwing the
relevant screw in and out re-
peatedly) in the wood before af-
fixing the components.

Moreover, the hard rubber of
the variable condenser case is
brittle; you should use a soft fiber
washer under the machine screw
head and take care not to tighten
the screw excessively. Too loose
is better than too tight, especially
considering the stress the latter
condition may cause. Screws with
a patina of age look much nicer
than new ones. Be sure to take
the trouble to find matched sets. Also, it is prudent
to use steel screws; with some hard woods, brass
screw shafts snap.

The most critical step in construction is the
correct placement of parts and holes topside,
and of grooves for wiring underside (mentioned
earlier). How often one forgets that everything
appears reversed in position on the underside!
Here it is prudent to be simple-minded and draw
pictures of above and below configurations. All
measurements should be carefully made - holes
marked with pencil (lightly so they may be erased);
grooves underside outlined with pencil and stud-
ied carefully before any cut in the wood is made.
Check everything several times!

It is possible, without taking adequate care, to
end up with at least one superfluous hole. Among
the beautiful components, this single hole can be
amazingly ugly, providing the first hint to the

knowledgeable visitor that your assembly is a
home brew, not professional quality! That one
superfluous hole can drive even the most strong-
willed, macho collector bonkers. The only thing
you can do is fake it - fasten a screw through it
and pretend that screw does something signifi-
cant. But if your visitor strokes his chin knowingly
and mumbles "Uh-huh" - well, your wife already
knows the telephone number of those tough -
looking guys wearing white coats, carrying the
straight -jacket. Anyway - good luck!

THE MURDOCK SET

The Murdock set is shown in Figure 1 and its
schematic is shown in Figure 2.

Since the slide -tuned primary winding of the
Murdock loose coupler tunes only shortwaves
(1915 terminology), the Murdock loading coil lo-
cated in front of it can be inserted in series with

the antenna to receive long
waves. In parallel with the loose
coupler secondary is a conven-
tional Murdock variable con-
denser, located in the lower right
hand corner. To the left of this
condenser is a rare, incremen-
tal -type Murdock variable con-
denser. In series with the input,
this condenser is used to fine-
tune the antenna.

The Murdock has three dif-
ferent crystal detectors which
can be chosen by the tap switch.
One tap selects a modern ger-
manium diode for tests and com-
parison. This handsome brass
detector is located to the rear of
the tap switch. This detector is
certainly commercial, although
it bears no inscription. As a cat's whisker, it uses
a fine metal brush, which looks like a miniature
shaving brush.

The diode can easily be disconnected if it

offends. It is fun to use - to check the antique
solid-state detectors. By careful selection amongst
iron pyrite and galena specimens, you can find
crystals every bit as good as a modern germani-
um diode in performance! This surprised me -
and has pleased me.

Another tap selects the commercial Jove detec-
tor located behind the Murdock bypass condenser
at the extreme lower right. A third tap selects a
home brew detector built on a defunct Jove base,
seen in the upper right-hand corner of the set.

The single binding post on the tap switch is
used to connect to an external detector - for
example, an audiotron tube.

Performance: With coupling suitably loose and
all circuits tuned optimally, I can resolve two 1 -
kilowatt local stations 5 miles distant, broadcast-
ing at 1400 kHz and 1580 kHz respectively. (Few
1920s crystal sets show this degree of selectivity.
The Aeriola Jr. and some other RCA products
can, but they are exceptional.) Naturally, recep-
tion is with a wireless -era Murdock headset.

THE CLAPP-EASTHAM SET

The Navy -type loose coupler used in my re-
production shown in Figure 3 must have been
used experimentally on tabletops, since it had no
screw holes anywhere in its base when I pur-
chased it. The schematic for the Clapp-Eastham
set is seen in Figure 4. The brass plaque lists
1898 and 1904 patents and acknowledges Mar-
coni patents. The glass -enclosed Blitzen (Clapp-
Eastham) variable condenser is connected con-
ventionally across the secondary of the induc-
tance.

The blue marble base of the detector unit has
been clamped (with felt padding) to the bread-
board because it too lacked holes. It is inscribed
"Clapp-Eastham" on the crystal holder in which
has been inserted a large crystal of iron pyrite. The
headphone bypass condenser is of Murdock man-
ufacture, as I have been unable to unearth any
made by Clapp-Eastham. The wiring could be short-
er if retained topside, but it would be out of keeping

with the construction of the perioc and would yield
a less attractive construction.

Performance: The iron pyrite used for rectifi-
cation equals contemporary germanium as semi-
conductor - as far as reception measured by
ear can tell. The loose coupler does not tune
much above 1400 kHz so I cannot compare se-
lectivity between this and the Murdock receiver.

THE BUNNELL 3 -SLIDE TUNER SET

The Bunnell 3 -slide tuner set, shown in Figure
5, is a mix of different manufacturers' products,
but they are of the same time period. See Figure
6 for a schematic.The slides on the Bunnell serve
the following functions: one tunes the antenna
(equivalent to the primary coil of a loose coupler);
a second in parallel with a variable condenser
tunes the output from the inductance (equivalent
to the secondary moving coil of the loose cou-
pler), and a third serves to alter the degree of
coupling with the antenna (equivalent to the slid-
ing of the secondary coil within the primary coil of
the loose coupler).

One Murdock variable condenser fine-tunes
the antenna, being in series with it; the other
tunes the output as indicated above. The detec-
tor is the Wireless Specialty Co. triple detector
which carries its own switch for crystal selection.
Performance: The 3 -slide tuner is more difficult
to tune than a loose coupler, since the three
slides all share a common inductance; but once
they are set optimally at a given wavelength, the
receiver performs surprisingly well. To return to a
new, widely different wavelength is a trouble-
some undertaking, more time-consuming than
with a loose coupler receiver, where settings can
be more easily logged for retuning.

The Saga of My 1946 Philco 46-250
One Collector's Story

Charles Conte's whimsical, real -life radio ex-
periences will awaken fond memories for many
collectors with similar tales to tell. (Editor)

PART I: MY MOTHER -
THE VINTAGE RESTORER

The first person in my family ever to undertake
the repair and restoration of a vintage plastic
radio was my mother. The radio was a 1946
Philco Model 46-250 -a classically styled, if not
unusual, brown Bakelite radio with a slide rule
dial and a wraparound louvered grille. This radio
is shown in the middle of Figure 1.

In 1956, I was nine and my sister was four. As
my mother remembers it, we were throwing her
oven mitt at each other. As I remember it, we
were firing a slingshot -propelled, plastic F-104
fighter plane at each other. However, my mother
says, "No, it was the oven mitt with a magnet
sewn into

Maybe it was the hurricane lamp we broke with
the F-104. In any case, we took aim at each other
with a lot of things in those days, so it's hard to
remember exactly what broke what. But I trust
my mother's memory when she says that the
oven mitt, tumbling end -over -end, missed my sis-
ter and hit the glass dial of her '46 Philco dead
center.

The Philco had been a twentieth birthday
present from my grandmother to her daughter.
The year was 1946. My mother was working for
McGraw-Hill publishers and living in New York
City at the Webster Hotel for Women on 36th
Street. She had a small room with a closet, sink,
single bed, window with a view of the rooftops,

and bathroom down the hall. She had the basic
necessities, except for one - music.

So her mother offered to buy her a radio. My
grandmother took the train into the city from
Poughkeepsie, met my mother, and together they
went radio shopping. In 1946, radios, like a lot of
appliances, were in very short supply. My mother
and grandmother went along 9th Avenue from
store to store - stores with no display counters,
just stacked boxes - asking for radios.

Finally, in one shop, the proprietor went into a
back room and came out with a radio - the
Philco 46-250. No choice. My mother recalls that
it cost about $20. (A Philco ad from a 1946
Saturday Evening Post, framed and hanging on
my wall, pictures my mother's set and gives a
retail price of $27.95 - "Slightly higher Denver
and West," reads the asterisked fine print at the
bottom.)

She was married in December of that year,
and her radio went with her to her new home,
back in Poughkeepsie. Later, when she and my
father (and I) moved seven miles north to Hyde
Park, the radio went with us.

So by 1956, the Philco that my sister and I had
broken was already a keepsake for my mother, a
remembrance of that brief time in 1946 when she
was unencumbered by a 9- and a 4 -year -old who
broke dials. Mainly by me - the 9 -year old.
Since I was older, I should have known better.
My mother had no idea, even at that time, where
she would find a glass dial for a 10 -year -old
radio.

I don't know where she looked, but she couldn't
find a replacement. Eventually she penciled in

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the station call letters on the paper dial -backing,
now left naked by the missing glass.

Somehow the radio made it into my room. It
sat on the shelf at the head of my bed. Late at
night, long after I was supposed to be asleep, I'd
listen to it. It was tricky to keep the volume at a
level that I could hear but my parents could not
hear in their room. On this Philco 46-250, I first
heard Miles Davis, Monk's strange and beautiful
music -"Brilliant Corners" and "Round Midnight"
- the Everly Brothers, Elvis, and others.

PART II: UNCLE LEE -
THE COLLECTOR

Sometime later, my mother renewed her quest
for a replacement dial, as if she'd never given it
up. Whether out of desperation or sheer inspira-
tion, I don't know which, but the next step in her
search took her into Uncle Lee's basement.

Uncle Lee was a collector before that particu-
lar avocation had become respectable. He was a
collector of what other people gave away or threw
away. Back then we called it junk.

Uncle Lee was a serious collector. On Pough-
keepsie Clean Up Day, he would travel the
better neighborhoods early in the day in front of
the clean-up crews and pick the best of what
was left curbside. In his double garage, Uncle
Lee had any number of outboard motors, lawn
mowers and bicycles at one time, all waiting for
the repair which he could do himself. However,
a hundred cane -bottom chairs hung from the
beams there, most waiting for recaning, which
my uncle couldn't do. The profusion of strange
objects in that garage, the vision of so much
stuff, fascinated us kids.

For years, Uncle Lee kept a bullet -nosed
1948 Studebaker in the backyard (no room in
the garage, of course), knowing that someday it
would be valuable. He just couldn't hold out
long enough. His wife, my aunt, finally pres-
sured him into getting rid of it. He had to pay a
kid $25 just to haul it away.

UNCLE LEE -
A MAN BEFORE HIS TIME

Admittance to my uncle's garage was a real
treat for us kids. Actually what we got was more
like a viewing, always accompanied by an adult,
since it was physically impossible to squeeze a
body into Uncle Lee's garage.

But while the garage was open to the public,
Uncle Lee's basement was the inner sanctum of
his world. No one in the family, as far as I know,
had ever entered there.

My aunt had a key to the basement, but rarely
went down there. When she did, it was often to
make "disappear" one of her husband's "collecti-
bles." She would return it to the curb (from whence
it had come) for pickup, before Uncle Lee knew
what had happened.

Not even his sons and daughter, my cousins,
were allowed down there among the treasures.
Nobody got in - except my mother, once.

She played a hunch. Maybe Lee had an old
Philco down there from which she could snatch a

dial that would at least substitute for the missing
one. What were the odds? - ridiculously slim.
But still, this was Uncle Lee's basement. Any-
thing was possible.

She told my aunt what she was after. My aunt,
sensing an opportunity to get rid of one piece of
junk, no matter how small, leapt at the chance
and agreed to let my mother into the basement
while Uncle Lee was out of the house.

My mother has no clear recollection of what
exactly she saw down there. She does remember
that the basement of the old house was divided
into a number of rooms, at least one of which was
locked. I like to think that what she saw was so
overwhelming, so splendiferous, like breaking into
the tomb of a great Pharaoh, that her mind went
blank and she became forever unable to describe
what incredible riches she saw.

But whatever the reason for her lapse of mem-
ory, my mother does remember reaching up on a
shelf to pluck a dial out of a Philco identical to her
own. Exactly how my mother went about placing
the dial in her own radio is lost to us. But we can
imagine that she accomplished the repair much
as we do today.

PART III: CHARLES CONTE -
THE COLLECTOR

Many years later, sometime after I had moved
out of the house for good, my mother gave me
that old Philco. Now she says that she thought I
could make a lamp or something out of it. Luckily,
I never did get around to turning it into "a lamp or
something." I still have it, and, after some elec-
tronic repair by my partner, it plays as well as
ever now, probably better.

That's how my radio partner and I got started.
One day at work, he showed me a Bakelite radio
he had restored, one of a very few he'd done at
the time. The next day I showed him my mother's
Philco, and he said, "Yes, it is Bakelite."

"Could you check it out for me? It plays, but it's
got this hum...," I inquired.

That was our humble beginning, five years
ago. Since that time, together we've amassed a
fortune collecting, trading and dealing with Bakelite
radios. Yet, I am still not too proud to ask my
partner to do my electronic repairs for free.

My mother's Philco 46-250 is the core of my
collection, as it was the core of her "collection." I
now have any number of radios that either sur-
pass it for style, are far more colorful, are "cool-
er," or have more exciting dials.

But that radio will stay with me as long as I
have my collection, as long as I have a wall outlet
to plug it into.

The Faragos Ask "Why?" - Readers Reply

A letter from Jim and Nadiene Farago suggest-
ing several topics for future articles appeared in
the May 1992 issue of A.R.C. The Faragos pre-
sented these topics in the form of questions. As
always, the readers of A.R.C. rose to the occa-
sion. The following explanations have been com-
piled from readers' replies along with some addi-
tions by this author.

We begin with the responses to the questions
that are more specifically radio -related. The re-
sponses to the power -related questions follow.

Why do some tubes utilize a black coating
on the inside of their glass envelopes while
others do not?

This question was the real puzzler. It drew the
least number of responses and most writers con-
fessed to some reservations about their answers.

Two writers indicated that the
coating was used mainly on beam
power tubes such as the 6K6,
6W6, 6V6 and 6L6. One response
indicated that the coating was
conductive and served to prevent
the buildup of electrical charges.
Another suggested that the coat-
ing was decorative. The color of
the coating can be either black
(or is it a very dark gray?) and
gray. The color suggests that it
may be a conductive coating.

A cursory inspection of my tube
stock indicated that the coatings
also appeared on such "non -power" tube types
as the 57, 58, 75, 6A7, and 6C6 - all 6- and 7 -pin
tubes from the early and middle 1930s. Later
octal -based tubes in which the coating appears
include Types 6F8, 6SL7GT, 6SN7GT and some
beam power tubes, as noted above.

The use of this coating seems to have begun
with the ST type bulbs. Also, the coating does not
appear to serve as a getter (that silver -like coat-
ing on the inner surface of the glass), since both
the getter and the coating are present on some
tubes. It does not seem to serve as a shield
because there is no visible electrical connection
between the coating and the metal structure of
the tube.

The coating is present in different brand names
of the same tube type. This fact may not be
significant since one manufacturer sometimes
made a large production run of a particular tube
type and branded it for sale to other radio and

tube manufacturers. Such arrangements resulted
in lower tube costs.

Perhaps other A.R.C. readers can provide ad-
ditional explanations.

Why were tubes, such as the 201-A, made
with 5 -volt filaments, rather than 3-, 4- or 6 -
volt filaments in the very beginning?

The filaments of early vacuum tubes were not
very efficient, and they required high filament
power to create the necessary cloud of electrons.
For example, the UV -201 has a filament rating of
5 volts at 1 ampere or 5 watts of power for each
tube filament.

Early tubes like the UV -201 and UV -201-A
utilized filaments made of plain tungsten and
thoriated tungsten respectively. Plain tungsten
was an obvious choice for the filaments of the
UV -201 since it was the filament material used in
contemporary incandescent lamps. In fact, much
of the early tube manufacturing technology was
based on the materials, methods and machinery
used in the mass production of incandescent
lamps.

Keep in mind that, at the end of World War I,
the UV -201 was a state-of-the-art tube. Although
it had a high filament current requirement, its
availability made the UV -201 a standard in the
fledgling radio industry. Tubes with reduced fila-
ment requirements came later.

Battery Choices. The high current needed to
heat the filament of the UV -201 dictated the use
of a storage battery. Lead -acid storage batteries
were chosen because they were readily avail-
able. In addition, the storage battery was more
economical because it could be recharged, while
dry cells had to be discarded after they were
discharged. Further, dry cells were not capable of
producing the high current needed to heat the
filaments.

Other Filament Voltages. So why wasn't a 6 -
volt filament chosen? Wouldn't it be a good match
for a 6 -volt storage battery? Sure, this combina-
tion represents a good match in terms of voltage,
but it also presents a serious problem.

Running a 6 -volt filament from a 6 -volt battery
would not allow for any significant voltage drop in
the wires from the battery to the radio set or for
discharge of the storage battery. As a storage
battery discharges with use, its output voltage
decreases which means a drop in the filament
voltage. A low filament voltage can adversely
affect a radio's performance. Therefore, if a 6 -volt
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filament was operated from a 6 -volt battery, it

would be necessary to keep the battery fully
charged at all times.

However, the use of a 5 -volt filament permits a
radio to be operated on a partially discharged
battery and will extend the time period between
battery recharges. An additional explanation of
filament voltage control is provided below.

OK, but why not a 4 -volt or 2 -volt filament?
Some tubes with 4 -volt filaments were produced
but were never a success commercially. The
basic problem is that a decrease in filament volt-
age dictates a corresponding increase in the cur-
rent requirement. Increased current will, in turn,
cause a heavier drain on the battery. The choice
of 5 volts and 1 ampere was probably considered
a good balance of voltage and current require-
ments which could be supplied by the readily
available storage battery.

Filament Voltage Control. As noted above, it
is necessary to use a battery that produces a
voltage which is higher than the required filament
voltages so that a partially discharged battery can
still provide enough voltage to operate the fila-
ments. Because the battery voltage will vary de-
pending upon its state of charge, some provision
must be made to compensate for the variations in
battery voltage.

For example, connecting the full 6 volts from a
fully charged battery to a 5 -volt filament can
shorten the life of a tube. As a result, early battery
radios used rheostats to reduce the battery volt-
age to the correct filament voltage. As the battery
voltage dropped, the rheostats were adjusted to
compensate for the change in voltage. The
rheostats also served to control RF amplifier gain,
detector sensitivity and volume by controlling elec-
tron emission from the tube's filament. A very
simple but effective scheme.

Some radios included a voltmeter to measure
filament voltage. Others relied on "eyeball" ad-
justments of filament voltage as evidenced by the
peepholes in the front panels of early battery
sets.

Advances in Tube Technology. The intro-
duction of the UV -201-A, with its thoriated fila-
ment, represented a substantial improvement
since it required only a quarter ampere of filament
current. But by this time, the 5 -volt filament was
so common that a change in filament voltage was
unlikely. Also, with five or more tubes in a radio,
the total current requirement still required the use
of a storage battery rather than dry cells.

Advances in tube technology brought the UV -
199 which made portable radios possible and
permitted home receivers to be operated from dry
cells. Its initial filament rating was 3 volts at 0.06
amperes. Other tubes with more efficient fila-
ments were introduced, but the 5 -volt 01-A was
the workhorse, the tube of choice for many years.

For simplicity, the RCA Types UV -201 and UV -
201 -A have been used as examples in the expla-
nations provided above. But variations of these
tubes types were also in wide use, such as the
long -pin UX-201 and the UX-201-A. The same
tubes produced by Cunningham were identified
with a 300 series number - e.g., the UX-301-A.

Over a period of time, the long -pin UX series

replaced the short -pin UV series. Eventually, the
UX prefix was dropped, and the tubes were iden-
tified by number only, such as 201-A. This simpli-
fication was carried further when the first digit
was also dropped and the 201-A and the 301-A
became generically known as the 01-A. Even
though 01-A is written "zero -one -A," it is pro-
nounced "Oh -one -A."

Why were most radios from the 1920s and
1930s constructed without safety features in
mind?

During the Great Depression the cost of any
product was an important factor, and this was
certainly true for radios. Radio manufacturers
sought ways to minimize costs. The AC/DC radio

is a prime example of efforts to reduce costs.
Elimination of the power transformer resulted in
lower material and labor costs as well as a smaller
cabinet. While the design did increase the risk of
electrical shock, manufacturers took steps to pro-
tect the user by the use of wooden or plastic
cabinets with back covers.

Although cost considerations may have taken
precedence over safety during the 1930s, the
associated health hazards did not seem very
great at the time. The present day concern for
safety is a fairly recent occurrence. [Some be-
lieve that safety may be carried too far by the
various bureaucracies. Consider for an example
the fact that today the Occupational Safety and
Health Administration (OSHA) classifies ordinary
table salt as a hazardous chemical.]

Very early battery -operated radios, with ex-
posed B+, were usually operated by knowledge-
able owners who were aware of potential shock
hazards and who exercised care. In any event,
the risk of serious electrical shock from dry cell
batteries, because of their limited current capac-
ity, was quite low. AC powered sets capable of
producing high voltage at relatively high current
were another matter.

On the positive side, radio publications of that
era stressed both the need for caution when
working with high voltage and the dangers of
lightning. Most radios offered some protection for
the user, and lightning arrestors were used widely.
It was the radio serviceman who was most likely
to be injured by electrical shock or burns. These
risks were usually written off as part of the job.

Some dangers were simply not understood.
Carbon tetrachloride was a commonly used
degreaser until its toxicity was recognized. Some
electrically -operated medical equipment, both
quack and legitimate, was probably a greater risk
than radios. Many physicians used diathermy
machines which generated high levels of RF en-
ergy. Quack medical devices produced ultraviolet
radiation and electrical shock with dubious ben -

efits and uncertain risks to the patient. Even the
electrical shock generators found in amusement
arcades could produce lethal voltages.

Why do resistors and capacitor values
progress in odd numbers like 10, 12, 18, 22,
27, etc?

In the early days of radio, "nice round num-
bers" were usually selected for the values of
resistors and capacitors. These round -number
values represented the desired or rated value. A
resistor's actual value might be more or less than
the rated value. The difference between the rated
value and the actual value of a resistor is a
measure of its accuracy.

The acceptable limits of a resistor's accuracy
is called tolerance. Tolerance is expressed as a
percentage and can be a positive or negative
number. As an example, a 1,000 -ohm resistor
with a 20% tolerance can have an actual value as
low as 800 ohms or as high as 1,200 ohms. If the
tolerance was specified as 10%, then the allow-
able range would be from 900 to 1,100 ohms.

The manufacture of early resistors was not a
precise process. The actual resistance of parts
coming off the production line sometimes differed
from the intended value. Consequently, resistors
with a tolerance of 20% or 10% were common.

There was no special effort taken to produce a
10% resistor. It was largely a matter of chance.
Both the 10% and 20% tolerance resistors came
off the same line. The resistors were measured
and then declared to be either a 10% or 20%
resistor. One reader reports that in a 1940 era
batch of 20% resistors, no resistors would be
found closer than 10% to the rated value because
they would have been marked 10%. Likewise, no
resistors would be found closer than 5% in a
batch of 10% resistors. As manufacturing and
quality control methods improved, resistor toler-
ances were tightened to 5% and 10%.

Standardization. Round numbered resistors
offered the circuit designer little flexibility. As the
complexity of radio circuits increased, a need
was created for additional resistor values, and
some odd resistor values began appearing in
radios. The Radio Manufacturers Association
(RMA) recognized the need for standardized re-
sistor values which would minimize the number of
resistor values but still provide the circuit de-
signer with an adequate range of values. The
RMA's effort resulted in what appears to be a
strange progression of values. But upon closer
inspection the choice of values is quite logical.

Standardized values for resistors with a 10%
tolerance begin with the following 2 -digit numbers:

10, 12, 15, 18, 22, 27,
33, 39, 47, 56, 68, and 82

Larger values of resistance are specified in
multiples of 10, 100, 1,000 and 10,000 plus a
high -end value of 10 megohms. Thus, resistor
values from 10 ohms to 10 megohms are avail-
able in the steps shown above. The RMA scheme
does employ a decade relationship after all.

Another look at the 1,000 -ohm resistor used in

the previous example may help us understand
why the RMA picked these values. We know that
if this resistor has a 10% tolerance, its value can
range from 900 ohms to 1,100 ohms. How does
this range compare with the standard values im-
mediately above and below the 1,000 ohm value?

The next highest standard value is 1,200 ohms
with a possible range of 1,080 to 1,320 ohms.
The next lowest standard value is 820 ohms with

a possible range of 738 to 902 ohms. It becomes
obvious that the possible values of the next high-
est resistor (1,200 ohms) and the possible values
of the next lowest resistor (820 ohms) will overlap
the possible values of the 1,000 ohm resistor.

If you were to examine the possible resistance
ranges for a series of consecutive resistors, the
same overlapping of values would become ap-
parent. The same overlapping of values exists for
5% resistors. Because the range of possible val-
ues is smaller, a greater number of standard
values is available in that tolerance class.

If you have not grown weary of this explanation
and have the desire to explore this subject fur-
ther, the Radiotron Designer's Handbook pro-
vides a complete listing of RMA standard value
resistors with tolerances of 5, 10 and 20%.

Also of interest is the article by Arthur Van
Dyck entitled "Preferred Numbers" in the Pro-
ceedings of the Institute of Radio Engineers for
February 1936. Van Dyck invites comment from
the radio industry on the "preferred numbers"
recommended by the American Standards Asso-
ciation. The preferred number system establishes
several series of numbers increasing by stan-
dardized percentages for broad application across
many industries.

The Happy Ending. The availability of such a
large selection of resistors was sure to please the
design engineers. The manufacturers of resistors
must have been jubilant. Considering the overlap
of standard resistor values, every resistor coming
off the production line was bound to fall within
some range of accuracy. It was a production
foreman's dream come true.

Essentially, capacitor values were standardized
in the same manner and for the same reasons.

The six questions regarding electrical power
distribution have been consolidated into the fol-
lowing simplified question:

Why do power companies use a variety of
frequencies in generating electrical power,
and why were certain frequencies adopted?

Like so many things in life, making a decision
regarding the frequency at which electrical power
is generated and consumed is a matter of com-
promise. Each frequency range has certain ad-
vantages and disadvantages.

Without getting too deeply into the theory of AC
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electricity, a few brief statements regarding some
basic principles may be helpful. Electrical motors
and transformers are frequency -dependent. They
perform differently as their operating frequency
changes. In addition, electrical devices are not
100 percent efficient and will exhibit power loss in
varying degrees according to their type.

Probably the most dramatic example of power
loss is the heat generated by a resistor. In similar
fashion, the copper wire in a transformer or motor
contributes to power loss because of its resis-
tance. But fortunately, at power line frequencies,
the resistance (or "copper loss") is not frequency -
dependent. So for the purposes of this article, we
need not address this relationship.

But a transformer or motor does suffer a fre-
quency -dependent loss which is called "iron loss"
or core loss. Iron loss results from hysteresis and

eddy currents in the magnetic core. Because iron
loss increases as frequency increases and dimin-
ishes as frequency decreases, it is a significant
factor in electrical design and thus pertinent to
this article.

On the other hand, as the power line frequency
decreases, the required amount of "iron" or mag-
netic core material increases. While one type of
problem may be solved by selecting a higher or
lower power frequency, the advantages offered
by that selected frequency may be offset by cer-
tain disadvantages. Thus, the need for a compro-
mise in frequency selection becomes obvious.

Radio Design Considerations. Some ex-
amples of how the power line frequency affects
radio design may be useful. Radios designed for
operation at the lower frequencies (25 to 50 Hz)
require power transformers with more "iron." Ad-
ditionally, the filter capacitors in the radio's power
supply must have a larger capacitance. These
requirements are distinct disadvantages in terms
of cost, size and weight. Naturally, radio design-
ers would prefer a 60 Hz power source.

Although we have cited some examples of how
the choice of power line frequency affects the
design of radios, the same fundamental rules
apply to electrical motors and power distribution
transformers.

25 Hz Power. Using 25 Hz has an additional
disadvantage. An incandescent lamp operated from
25 Hz power produces a noticeable flicker which
can be very annoying. The human eye is incapable
of detecting flicker at higher frequencies.

On the positive side, large industrial motors
operated on 25 Hz are more efficient than those
that run on 60 Hz. Additionally, at 25 Hz genera-
tor design and construction is much simpler and,
of course, cheaper. These generators run at a
lower rotational speed which reduces mainte-
nance problems. When used for industrial pur-

poses, the motor's large size and heavy weight
are offset by the advantages of greater efficiency
and lower operating costs.

On the other hand, small fractional -horsepower
motors typically used in household appliances
would have to be much larger and heavier when
designed for use with 25 Hz power. As in the case
of the radio transformer described above, more
iron and copper are required. Consequently, 60
Hz is a better power source for small motors
where cost and weight are important factors.

Higher Frequencies. Since the size and weight
of transformers and motors can be reduced when
designed to operate at higher frequencies, the
answer seems simple - let's use a higher fre-
quency. A great idea except for one problem.
Remember that iron losses increase as the oper-
ating frequency is increased. So again we are
faced with a trade-off decision.

Can we accept lower efficiency to achieve a
smaller and lighter transformer? Probably not in
most cases, because lower efficiency means more
power lost in the form of heat. The generation of
excess heat in transformers and motors is not
desirable. This is particularly true for household
appliances.

But in some applications the reverse is true. In
airborne equipment for example, small size and
light weight are very desirable characteristics. As
a consequence, avionics engineers have chosen
to sacrifice efficiency for reduced size and weight
by utilizing 400 Hz power. Because 400 Hz is
more easily filtered, its use has the added advan-
tage of reducing the size of filter capacitors.

The Best Frequency. So, is there a "best"
frequency for the generating power? Not really. It
all depends on the needs of the user. Table I

summarizes the pros and cons of higher and lower
frequency choices. However, 60 Hz seems to be a
good compromise. Is it superior to 50 Hz? In "real
life" terms, probably not. As several writers pointed
out, if qualified people were given the task of
selecting a frequency for widespread power gen-
eration, they would very likely select 50 or 60 Hz.

Consider that the European countries have
used 50 Hz power for many years and at 220

volts as well. Some writers addressed this sub-
ject of Europe's preference for 50 Hz. They indi-
cated that 50 Hz was chosen because it was
more suited to the long-distance power distribu-
tion from hydroelectric plants. At Niagara Falls in
1893, 25 Hz was chosen as a compromise among
several possible frequencies dictated by the al-
ready fixed turbine speed of 250 rpm.

Once a nation, or geographical area, selects a
particular power source, it is pretty much locked
in. Economic considerations usually prevent ma-
jor changes in the characteristics of generating
stations even if another frequency might offer
some advantage. So, decisions to use 50 or 60
Hz that were made long ago are unlikely to change.

Some writers pointed out that high -voltage 25
Hz power is still used in the U. S. to run electric
railway trains and heavy industrial machinery.
The November 1990 IEEE Spectrum reports that
Canada, at Niagara Falls, still has about 250
megawatts of 25 Hz generating capacity being
distributed to Canadian industry which has not
converted to 60 Hz.

Advantages of Direct Current. The reasons
power companies use 500 kilovolts DC for long-
distance transmission are many. For one, a DC
system requires only 2 wires as compared to 3 for
an AC system. A DC system is also more efficient
because it is not subject to the line reactance
losses which occur in an AC system. In an AC
system, very long transmission lines have an
inductive reactance which requires the use of
corrective capacitor banks. Another advantage of
a DC system is that it does not present the phas-
ing problems associated with AC.

Disadvantages of Direct Current. As you
might suspect, there are some drawbacks to a
DC system. In an AC system, transformers can
be utilized to increase or decrease line voltages.
Since transformers can only be used in AC cir-
cuits, this ability to change line voltages easily is
lost in a DC system. And in a DC system the
electrical power, which is generated initially as
AC, must be (1) rectified to DC for transmission,
and (2) converted back to AC at the end of the DC
line for local distribution.

Rectification and conversion are accomplished
by huge banks of solid-state devices. Because of
the high cost of these equipment banks, the use
of DC is usually reserved for situations that call for
very long transmission lines. In the case of long
transmission lines, the savings realized from the
use of the more efficient DC system more than
offset the added cost of conversion equipment.

Why was Tesla's proposed use of a "wire-
less" or high power RF method of power trans-
mission squashed?

Tesla's proposal failed on both technical and
economic counts. On the technical side, wireless
transmission of power is extremely inefficient.
While it is possible to transmit very high powered
radio signals, the characteristics of radio propa-
gation are such that a transmitted signal is sub-
jected to high losses as it travels through space
or the earth. As a result, received radio signals
are usually measured in terms of millivolts or

microvolts rather than volts.
Even by employing very large, or highly direc-

tional, transmitting and receiving antennas, it is
not possible to obtain sufficient energy at the
receiving end. It is unlikely that the possible health
hazards created by high power electromagnetic
radiation were a factor in Tesla's time, but such a
scheme would certainly be opposed today.

On the economic side, serious questions arise
concerning just how a power company could moni-
tor power consumption or collect payment from
the consumers of radiated power.

Why did farm systems use 32 volts instead
of 24 or 36 volts?

Farm systems were operated from 2 -volt lead -
acid cells connected in series to supply 32 volts
DC. Recharging was accomplished by genera-
tors driven by gasoline engines or wind power.
Manufacturers of the gasoline engine types in-

cluded Kohler and Delco. The windmill -type gen-
erators were built by Windcharger.

Only a few responses to this question were
received, and all the writers admitted to guess-
work or some degree of uncertainty. One writer
suggested that the selection of 32 volts might
have been related to the 32 -volt lighting system
used by the railroads in passenger cars, a fact
which would have made lighting fixtures and lamps
readily available.

At the time, 8 -volt batteries were used in some
trucks and tractors. The availability of these bat-
teries may have influenced the selection of 32
volts. Four of the 8 -volt batteries would, of course,
produce 32 volts.

The use of 32 volts had an obvious advantage
over 24 volts because a smaller gauge wire could
be used in the 32 -volt system. Then why not go to
36 volts and use even smaller gauge wire? It was
probably desirable to keep the number of 2 -volt
cells to a minimum because of their cost.
