Among the improve-
ments he describes are a better high -voltage power
supply design, the replacement of octal tubes by minia-
ture tubes, and the development of "twinlead."

Radio Miscellanea, a
recently reinstated feature, has excited much interest
as a medium for information exchange, O & A, and
comments on recent articles.

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Ron's Radio Rectifications
The Silver -Marshall Model Y

Hello out there in Radioland! This time I wish
to set aside my usual topic, Philco radios, in
order to describe a more "classic" radio receiver
- the Silver -Marshall Model Y.

Not long ago, I was asked to repair three sets
owned by a fellow in Illinois. One of these was the
Silver -Marshall Model Y. The owner had found
this set at an estate, and it was given to him.

Before I go any further on the actual receiver,
some background on Silver -Marshall is in order.
A gentleman named McMurdo Silver started the
Silver -Marshall Company in 1924 in Chicago.
Silver -Marshall sold components for superhet-
erodyne receivers, plans for which could be found
in such publications as the Citizens' Radio Call
Book. Later, Silver -Marshall made complete re-
ceivers for home and auto.

In 1932, the same year the Model Y was built,
Silver changed the company name from Silver -
Marshall, Inc., to McMurdo Silver, Inc. Then, in
1933, the company began producing its Master-
piece sets. (For a photo of one of these, the
Masterpiece VI, see A.R.C's Photo Review, De-
cember 1990, page 17.) The company went out
of business in 1938 but was purchased by E.H.
Scott, another manufacturer of classic radios.

The Model Y, shown in Figures 1 and 2, is an
8 -tube set which picks up the broadcast band
only. The set uses no RF preselector stage. A
Type 58 tube is used as the mixer or first detec-
tor, a Type 56 tube as an oscillator. The set has
two IF amplifiers, both Type 58s. A Type 55 duo -
diode triode serves as second detector, AVC
diode, and first audio amplifier. Two Type 47
tubes are used as audio output hooked up in
parallel, not push-pull as is usually the case. Of
course, the rectifier tube is a Type 80.

The schematic diagram of the set can be found
in Rider's Perpetual Troubleshooter's Manual,
Volume VI, in the back of the book under "Miscel-
laneous," p. 6-29. The Rider's schematic shows
only one speaker; however, this set has two
speakers hooked together in parallel. Both speak-
ers are 8 -inch Jensen units. You can see the twin
speaker arrangement in the back of the set in
Figure 2.

The Silver -Marshall's owner told me he had
tried the set out, but it had begun to smoke, and
he unplugged it. Of course this is a no -no; you
should never plug in a set until its tubes and
components have been thoroughly checked for
signs of trouble. Sometimes power transformers

can be saved by checking the filter capacitors,
rectifier tube, and other components for shorts -
sometimes not, as we will see later.

RESTORATION

Aware that the radio had smoked, I first re-
placed its filter capacitors. This set had an extra
filter capacitor and a filter choke not shown in the
Rider's schematic. After studying the schematic
and seeing how these extra components were
hooked up, I removed them and hooked up the
power supply circuit as originally designed by the
manufacturer.

All of the wax paper capacitors were replaced
with new components, since the old ones looked
as if suffering from dry rot. When I checked the
resistors, all were within 20% of specified values,
so these were left. The two 47 tubes tested as

nearly dead; these were replaced. Finally, the old
power cord was not in the best shape and was
7eplaced with reproduction cloth -covered power
cord.

Knowing that the set had smoked before, I did
not trust the power transformer, sa I hooked the
set to a Variac and tried it out. Sure enough, the
transformer was bad; it began to smoke at 70
volts. This fault with the transformer led me into a
completely new adventure. Although I had never
done it before, I unwound the power transformer
and found that the high -voltage winding - the

innermost winding on this trans-
former - was obviously burned
out. This winding looked almost
as if it had been in a fire!

I decided to rewind the pow-
er transformer myself - mainly
to see if I could do it or not.
First, I unwound the transform-
er, carefully counting off the
tums and writing down the num-
ber of turns for each winding.

What followed were five trips
to three different motor rewind-
ing shops in two different cities
to obtain the same gauge mag-
net wire I needed to replace the
original wire. The first shop
gauged the four wire sizes I

needed and provided three dif-
ferent gauges of wire for the job
- free of charge. Another shop
sold me 11/2 pounds of 32 -gauge
magnet wire for $10.

Armed with all the wire I

needed, I then spent three days
rewinding the transformer. Most
of that time was spent rewind-
ing the first winding, the high
voltage winding. It used the fine
32 -gauge wire and required 12
layers with 180 turns each lay-
er. Each layer had to be insulat-
ed from the next layer, and then
every winding had to be insulat-

Noticehowthetwin ed from every other winding. I

will not go into further details
because not all power transform-

ers are the same. Finally, with all new windings,
the transformer was reassembled and reinstalled
in the set. It had taken three days because I was
winding by hand - I do not have a coil winder!

Once again I hooked the set to the Variac
(variable voltage autotransformer) and slowly tried
it out. I got it up to 70 volts - still OK. I slowly
increased the voltage - 80, 90 - everything still
all right. The tubes and pilot light were lit. At 100
volts, I began hearing static from the speakers. I
then hooked up the antenna and ground, turned

the voltage to 115, and began
tuning in stations! You see, I

approached this test very care-
fully because, after all, I had
never rewound a power trans-
former before.

And you may be wondering
about the temperature of the
power transformer. I ran this set
for over three hours and then
put my hand on the transform-
er. It wasn't even lukewarm! The
only heat I detected was from
the 47 tubes which are located
next to the transformer.

Now that the set was work-
ing again, all that remained was
to give it an alignment. No infor-
mation for this is given in Rid-
er's, so I had to make up my
own alignment procedure. Not
knowing the intermediate fre-
quency, I turned on my signal
generator and hooked it to the
set, removing the grid clip from
the first detector tube and con-
necting the "high" lead to the
grid cap of this tube and the
"ground" lead to the chassis.

I tuned the signal generator
around until I tuned the signal
generator "beep" in near 450
Kc, using a weak generator in-
put. I made sure this was the
correct signal by tuning the gen-
erator around some more; no
signal was received at any oth-
er point, so I tuned the genera-
tor to 450 Kc and aligned the IF
transformers to 450 Kc. Then I
found the antenna and oscillator
trimmers, which are shown in
Figure 4, and aligned these. An
alignment table with trimmer lo-
cations for this set is shown in
Table 1.
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PERFORMANCE CHECK

Now that the alignment was complete, I could
give the set a good performance check. I found
the set to be very sensitive, and its selectivity was
not bad, either. There are two strong AM signals
here in Kentucky; both are in Madisonville - 16
miles away. As an example of the Silver -Mar-
shall's sensitivity and selectivity, I tuned in WFMW
in Madisonville on 730 Kc. Then I tuned around
this area, and I found two other stations - one on
720 and one on 740 - that I had not heard
before. (I was doing this test in the daytime.)

Although there was some interference from
WFMW, I could hear the programs on 720 and
740. When tuning on the other end of the band
around WTTL in Madisonville, which operates on
1310, I also found that I could pick up signals
near 1310 with little interference. Overall, the
Silver -Marshall Model Y is a great performer.

To say the least, this Silver -Marshall was inter-
esting to work on, and it is a joy to listen to. I am
very impressed with its performance. Its tuning
range is 550 to 1500 Kc, although it will tune as
high as 1550 Kc but no lower than 550. It outper-
forms similar Philco sets such as the 7 -tube 71
and the 9 -tube 90, but of course, the Silver -

Marshall is in a different league from the Philco.
Silver -Marshall, along with the better-known E.H.
Scott, has become known as the manufacturer of
radio's "classic" sets. Although an AM -only set
and not as much of a radio as some of Silver-
Marshall/McMurdo Silver's other sets, the Model
Y is still quite a radio receiver!

The Radio Shaver - An Interesting Accessory

I have radio perfume and radio hand lotion
bottles and a radio bank. I own radio games,
radio puzzles, and a radio razor strop. I possess
radio advertising, radio signs, and a radio neon
clock. But now, I have it all - I have the Radio
Shaver Model 200, as shown in the photo. Adver-
tising for it reads: "Shave in Car! Operates all
shavers in 6- or 12 -volt cars."

I was curious when I spotted the Radio Shaver. I
knew I had to have it, whatever it was. I assumed it
was some type of small shaver that operates on a
car's cigarette lighter. Wrong! The Radio Shaver,
manufactured by the Robert M. Parks Co. of Holly-
wood, California, enables you to op-
erate your home electric razor from
your car radio - yes, I said radio.

To use the razor in your car,
unscrew the lid from the top of
your old, tube -type car radio. Next,
remove the Type 6X4, 12X4, 6X5,
or OZ4 rectifier tube - whichever
your car radio uses. Yes, you take
out the tube. Then you insert ei-
ther the 7 -pin miniature or octal
Radio Shaver base into the tube
socket. Now replace the tube in
the Radio Shaver. The single wire
from the Radio Shaver is connect-
ed to the female 110 -volt socket
which you have mounted to the
dashboard of the car. It actually is
screwed into the dash!

Now you can start. First, turn on
the radio and wait for it to warm
up. Possibly tune it to a station
that plays oldies. Then plug your
razor in, and away you go!

Does it work? To find out, I had to come up
with an old car radio that used one of the pre-
scribed tubes. Since I have a beard, I next had to
find an electric razor. Finally I plugged it in, and
sure enough it works!

Apparently the Radio Shaver never took off,
nor was the company able to persuade car man-
ufacturers to install them permanently in new
models. Nevertheless, the Radio Shaver is an
interesting accessory.

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WITH THE COLLECTORS

Atwater Kent Model 33

The Atwater Kent Mfg. Company, 4700 Wissa-
hickon Avenue, Philadelphia, Pa., began produc-
tion of the AK Model 33 (8930) on May 11, 1927.
For this new set, shown in Figure 1, the first
advertised date was July 1927, and old factory
records show that a total of over 70,000 were
produced.

The story of the Model 33 touches on some
interesting developments in the fascinating saga
of Atwater Kent and his radio manufacturing busi-
ness. First, most TRF radios in use at the time
required the tuning of each individual stage utiliz-
ing the common 3 -dial arrangement. Earlier Kent
had foreseen the need for radios with 1 -dial tun-
ing and had produced Models 30 and 32 with

ganged tuning and only 1 dial. Model 33 contin-
ued this feature, but with significant circuit im-
provements as described further on.

The problem with 1 -dial ganged tuning was the
fact that different types of antennas were in use at
the time. Whether you had a long-wire or short -
wire antenna affected the first tuned amplifier
stage. This was not a problem with the 3 -dial set,
because the first stage could be separately ad-
justed to match it to the antenna. But with ganged
tuning, a separate adjustment was not possible.

Some manufacturers produced 2 -dial sets
ganging only the second and third stages and
using the first stage to compensate for antenna
differences.

Kent had approached this problem before in
the Model 30 by using an isolation tube and in the
Model 32 with an isolation tube plus an added RF
amplifier. But in the Model 33, he decided upon
the unique and inexpensive approach of drop-
ping the isolation tube and adding a trimmer
condenser across the secondary of the antenna
transformer and a tap in its primary. The trimmer
control is on the extreme left in Figure 1 and is
seen as a smaller variable condenser on the
extreme right in Figure 2. It is used to tune the
antenna for maximum sensitivity, while the trans-
former tap is used for long or short antennas. The
back of the set actually has two holes for antenna
entry - one marked "long antenna" and the oth-
er "short antenna."

Figure 3 shows a top view of the unique sys-
tem Kent used for ganging the 4 stages in the
Model 33 for 1 -dial operation. Here a pulley is
connected to each of the four condenser shafts.
The pulleys are then connected by means of
phosphor -bronze loops which enable all four as-
semblies to track together from a single front
panel dial.

The next interesting point about the Model 33,
with respect to the AK line of radios, is that it

provided an inexpensive means for Kent to ride

the new wave approaching radio - the conven-
ience of plug-in power instead of batteries. Al-
though the Model 33 was itself a battery set, it

yielded easily to the changes requ red for AC
operation. With the new AC tubes and an added
power supply, the Model 33 was transformed into
the 1928 AK Model 36 AC Radio.

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Technical Advances In Early Television
BY RAY BINTLIFF, K IYDG

Some elements of television technology have
been around for such a long time that it must
seem that they were a part of television right
from the beginning. However, an examination of
the technical advances which were made during
the period from 1939, when RCA introduced com-
mercial television, through 1946 shows that sig-
nificant technical progress was made during that
short period of time.

Efforts to improve commercial television equip-
ment came to a halt when the United States
entered World War II and the nation's industrial
capacity was redirected to military production.
The value of television in support of the war effort
was recognized, and an accelerated effort began to
adapt television technology to wartime purposes.

After the war ended, much of the experience
gained in the design and production of military
television equipment was applied to commercial
TV. In 1946, General David Sarnoff of RCA ac-
knowledged the value of wartime research and
development. He wrote, "Aided by research ac-
celerated by the demands of war, the develop-
ment of television has reached a point that other-
wise might not have been expected at least until
1950."

THE PREWAR MODEL TRK-12

Some of these technical advances become
obvious when we compare prewar and postwar
TV sets. RCA Models TRK-12 and 630TS will
serve as examples. The TRK-12, shown in Figure
1, was a prewar television set which featured a
12 -inch picture and a 3 -band AM radio. The set
consisted of four units: a video chassis, a TV
power supply, a radio chassis and a radio power
supply. These units were housed in a large con-
sole cabinet. The TV channel selector covered
Channels 1 through 5.

In addition to supplying B+ and filament voltag-
es, the TV power supply contained a 7,500 -volt
DC supply for the picture tube's second anode.
This high voltage supply was of conventional de-
sign and was powered by 120 volts AC. The high -
voltage transformer was large for two reasons. It
needed thick insulation to withstand the high volt-
age present in its secondary winding, and it re-
quired a large iron core because it operated from
120 volts/60 cycles.

Since it was capable of delivering more current
than was required for operation of the picture
tube and used a 0.03 microfarad output filter
capacitor, the power supply presented a serious
shock hazard during servicing. While not lethal, it

was a power supply to be treated with caution as
witnessed by the precaution notice that appeared
in service literature.

The video chassis, which utilized octal -based
metal tubes, provided a low-level audio output
which was fed to the radio chassis for amplifica-
tion. AM sound was used because that was the
FCC standard at the time.

The TRK-12 had some shortcomings. Its tuner
lacked an RF stage. Consequently, the local os-
cillator signal was radiated by the TV antenna
and could cause interference in nearby TV sets.
The absence of an RF stage also limited the set's
sensitivity, but since most of these sets were
operated in areas of high signal strength, this
was not a significant problem. Another problem
was discoloration of the face of the picture tube.
After extended use, the center of the picture tube
became discolored because of ion bombardment.

In summary, the TRK-12 was a well designed
set that employed the best technology available
in the late 1930s.

THE POSTWAR MODEL 630TS

RCA's first postwar commercial TV set, the
now famous 630TS, is illustrated in Figure 2. This
set featured several noteworthy improvements of
which only a few of the most significant are de-
scribed here.

First, a flyback transformer replaced the 60 -
cycle high voltage transformer used in the prewar
set. A flyback transformer utilizes energy from
the horizontal deflection circuit which operates at
a frequency of 15,750 cycles. This higher operat-
ing frequency permits the design of a much smaller
and lighter transformer as well as the use of a
smaller filter capacitor. The flyback transformer
performs two basic functions. In addition to pro-
viding the horizontal deflection output, the trans-
former also produces high -voltage pulses which,
when rectified and filtered, supply 9,000 volts to
the second -anode of the picture tube. The use of
a higher anode voltage and an improved picture
tube resulted in a much brighter picture. In addi-
tion, the flyback design lowered the hazard of
shock from the high -voltage supply.

The use of 7 -pin miniature tubes in the RF and
IF circuitry also made a smaller set possible. The
savings in space and weight enabled designers
to use a single chassis which, in turn, allowed
the 630TS to be produced as a table model,
complete with an audio amplifier and a small
built-in speaker.

Steps were taken to eliminate the old problem
of screen discoloration because of ion bombard-
ment. Screen discoloration occurs because the
electron gun of the picture tube emits both ions
and electrons. The electron beam is necessary
for operation of the picture tube, but the ions
cause damage when they strike the screen of the
picture tube. To solve this problem an improved
picture tube was developed for the 630TS, and
an ion trap was added. Installed externally on the
neck of the picture tube, an ion trap magnet is
capable of deflecting the slow moving ions so that
they do not reach the screen. The electron beam
is unaffected by the ion trap. Electromagnets were
used in the early ion traps and were replaced by
permanent magnets in later production runs.

The RF tuner of the 630TS bears a close
resemblance to a tuner designed for World War

II military TV receivers used in a
Navy airborne TV system. The
same tube complement, three
6J6s, was used as an RF ampli-
fier, mixer and local oscillator.
The inclusion of an RF amplifier
stage produced improved re-
ceiver sensitivity, and the local
oscillator radiation problem was
minimized.

The tuner in the 630TS was
capable of selecting 13 chan-
nels - 1 through 13. As you
may recall, the Federal Com-
munications Commission (FCC)
later dropped Channel 1 from
the television frequency alloca-
tions, and Channel 1 disap-
peared from the dial of later TV

sets. Channel 1 which covered the frequency
band of 44 to 55 Mc was reallocated to land -
based commercial communications. The 4 Mc
gap between Channels 1 and 2 (50 to 54 Mc)
became the Amateur Radio 6 -meter band.

The FCC also revised the standard TV sound
mode for postwar sets from AM to FM. The 630TS
used FM sound.

From the above descriptions, it is apparent
that the 630TS was vastly superior to the TRK-
12. It is true that the 630TS lacked a radio, but
that omission was more likely the result of a
marketing decision than a technological limita-
tion. Its picture size was slightly smaller, by about
roughly one inch in width and height, but it pro-
duced better quality pictures and sound and of-
fered the convenience of a table model cabinet.

With the introduction of the 630TS, commer-
cial television had truly come of age.

OTHER IMPROVEMENTS

Improvements in the overall television system
were not limited to TV receivers. Notable advanc-
es were made in the design of cameras and other
studio equipment as well as TV transmitters. Im-
provements in one field tended to drive technolo-
gy in the other fields, with benefits accruing to all.

Another development, which at first may seem
unrelated, helped to make commercial TV a suc-
cess. Prior to World War II, dipole receiving an-
tennas typically used twisted -pair transmission
cable. As its name implies, the cable consisted of
two insulated wires wrapped around each other
and covered by a cotton braid. This type of cable
had some serious disadvantages. Most signifi-
cantly, it was not an efficient transmission line.
The strength of a radio frequency signal pro-
duced at the antenna was reduced greatly as it
passed through the twisted pair transmission line.

As a result, a much weaker signal was deliv-
ered to the radio or television set. Although trans-
mission line losses may be tolerable at the lower
frequencies commonly used for radio at the time,
the losses become excessive at the higher fre-
quencies used for television. And like any trans-
mission line, the line losses increased as the
length of the line increased.

The twisted pair cable that was available in the
(Continued on following page)
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(Advances in Early TV, continued)

1930s and 1940s did not withstand environmental
conditions very well. It deteriorated quickly when
exposed to sunlight and weather. As the cable
aged, its losses became even greater and the
received signal strength was further diminished.

In the absence of any better cable, twisted pair
cable was used in most prewar TV antenna in-
stallations. It proved to be troublesome, and its
limitations were recognized. Other types of cable
were available, but they also had drawbacks. At
the time, coaxial cable was quite expensive and
its transmission losses were relatively high at
television frequencies, although its performance
in this regard was superior to twisted pair cable.

Clearly, a durable low -loss transmission line
was necessary if television was to be successful
commercially.

The cost per foot of cable was also a major
consideration in the selection of a TV antenna
transmission line. Expensive cable could drive up
the cost of a TV antenna installation and make
the purchase of a TV set less attractive. It was
expected that, initially at least, most new TV sets
would be installed in metropolitan areas where
multistoried buildings were prevalent. Since the
TV antennas would be installed on the roof, long
runs of transmission line could be expected and
the cost of coaxial cable transmission would be
prohibitive.

Low cost, low loss, and durability were the
important characteristics of an ideal TV transmis-
sion line.

The use of "open -wire" line offered some hope.
It had been used successfully in radio transmit-
ting stations and had found wide acceptance by
amateur radio operators. Open -wire line has the
advantage of being a low -loss transmission line,
especially at television frequencies.

At first, open -wire line may seem to be the
answer, but it has a serious disadvantage as
well. Open -wire line consists of two insulated or
bare wires positioned parallel and equidistant to
each other. Their position and separation is main-
tained by insulated spacers. The separation be-
tween the two wires must be maintained reason-
ably constant. Therein lies its weakness. The line
is easily deformed and difficult to support me-
chanically; thus, it was not suitable for use in
consumer -type installations.

The answer was found in a variation of the
open -wire line. It was the now familiar "TV lead-
in" cable which is called by many names includ-
ing "TV ribbon cable," "300 -ohm cable," and "twin -
lead." It consists of two wires encased in a poly-
ethylene plastic jacket. The plastic serves as an
insulator and keeps the two wires properly spaced.

The cable met the requirements of low loss, low
cost, and the ability to be handled and supported
easily. RCA began field-testing this transmission
line in 1945 and introduced it commercially in 1946.

Initially, the line was manufactured using a
clear plastic, but long exposure to sunlight caused
the plastic to crack. This problem was solved by
the substitution of a brown -colored plastic.

The 300 -ohm TV line quickly became an in-
dustry standard and is still used for many home
FM and TV antenna installations, while cable TV
systems use coaxial cable because of its shield-
ing properties.

FURTHER IMPROVEMENTS

Major advancements were made during that
brief, but highly productive, period from 1939 to
1946. But even then, further improvements were
already being planned. A large -screen projection
set based on World War II research was in the
works, and an all -electronic color television sys-
tem was showing promise.

Later developments - including the introduc-
tion of intercarrier sound, UHF channels, solid-
state devices, and commercially available color
TV - are impressive, but somehow the achieve-
ments of those early years seem to have a spe-
cial significance.

Intercarrier Sound
Early postwar TV sets utilized two sepa-

rate intermediate frequency (IF) amplifiers,
one for audio and another for video signals.
Intercarrier sound is a detection circuit that
extracts the audio signal from the combined
video and audio signals after amplification
in a single IF strip. The use of the intercarri-
er sound circuit eliminates the need for sep-
arate sound IF amplifier stages and produc-
es savings in terms of cost and space.

Letters - On Bending Wires
Dear Editor:
Have you ever bent a terminal lug, a resistor or

capacitor lead, maybe a piece of bus bar, with your
trusty needlenose pliers, and then found the bend
wasn't quite right? You attempt to straighten the
lead in order to rebend it, and - instant disaster!
Snap goes the lead! This is caused by the sharp
bend from your pliers. If the bend had a slight
radius, you could have avoided the problem.

The cure is to keep two pairs of needlenose
pliers. Use a file or a small bench sander to
slightly round off the edges of the jaws on one
pair. Wrap some colored tape around the han-
dles, so you can easily identify this pair. Use your
sharp -jawed pair for maximum gripping power,
your rounded -jawed pair for bending. You'll save
a lot of parts and a lot of headaches.

More on Tubes with Black Coating
Dear Editor:
...Why do some tubes utilize black coating on

the inside? Based on my experience, I would say
the answer is to enhance the cooling of the tube
elements. The inside black coat absorbs the radi-
ated heat, and then through conduction, passes it
on to the outside where it is radiated to the outside
air via the polished glass surface of the tube. This
theory is reinforced by the fact that this technique
was used mainly on the higher powered audio output
tubes where heat dissipation was a significant factor.

George Kaczowka of Boylston, Mass., also sug-
gests the black coating helps dissipate the heat.

More on Repairing Push Buttons
Dear Editor:
I read with interest the September issue's ar-

ticle on "Repairing Electrically Conductive Push
Buttons." I have repaired them over the last few
years. I have found that a soft pencil will work
when recoating the conductive side of the buttons.
The tip of the pencil must be cleaned with fine
sandpaper if you're recoating more than one but-
ton, as the buttons sometimes leave a greasy film
on the tip which inhibits graphite deposition.

An even more interesting article is in the current
(October) issue of Scientific American. Research
in using diamond films instead of silicon in transis-
tor and IC productions has led the research team
to speculate that a properly doped diamond "cath-
ode" could function as a cathode in a vacuum tube.
The article states that "tubes" could be manufactured
with no filament that could bring about a resurrection
of vacuum tube technology. Very interesting!

Our Boys, Battery Drain & Electrolytics
Dear Editor:
Our Boys - sure, I delivered The Saturday

Evening Post from 1919 to 1922, but I have little
memory of the publication, and I am sure the radio
prizes did not impress me, as my total patronage
was only about 40 subscribers per week in our
village of about 400. I also sold the GR/Tweekly.

I also want to add my memory (it may soon fail
- I am 86) about the Atwater Kent Model 21
receiving set. Dealers of the Model 20C were
losing sales to other makers using the dry cell 199
type tubes. It was not any great effort by AK to
dispose of the Model 20C components - it just
seemed simple [to make a Type 199 tube version
of the Model 20C]. How they botched up the
project seems unique now, but was probably not
seen as pertinent then. The Model 21 receiving set
was a tube eater. The two 199 RF tubes had
practically no negative grid bias (other than about
1 1/2 effective volts, center of filament) with prob-
ably 90 volts 13+.

they
tried to dispose of Model 35s about 1930. The two
RF tubes were biased negative but the antenna
coupler tube was not, and the detector plate was
connected to the total B+. Sooner or later, people
noticed that their neighbors with new battery sets
with new type tubes did not need to take their
filament A batteries to be charged as frequently as
they did. Since the new 30 -type tubes fit in the 201-
A sockets, this raised the possibility that their old
sets could use the new type tubes. Many wiped out
complete sets of tubes. The circuit changes needed
for the Type 30 tubes were so extensive and costly
that they were seldom made. However, there was
a plan devised to correct the AK Model 35 both as
revised by factory and original. I did three or four.

The handling of electrolytic capacitors as spelled
out by James A. Di Ruzza in A.R.C. in February
and October is the best treatise on that subject I
have seen published lately. I knew that there was
a formula for the procedure, but I had lost it.

Recollections of a "P -J -G Salesman"
BY HAROLD G. HEINAMAN

The article "Our Boys Work to Win Radios" by
Carl Shirley in the October issue of A.R.C. brought
back memories of my boyhood in northwestern
Pennsylvania. My family lived in Sheffield, then a
lumber and tannery center, in what is now known
as the Allegheny National Forest. From 1921 to
1923, I sold the three Curtis publications: The
Saturday Evening Post, The Country Gentleman
and The Ladies Home Journal.

All business transactions were carried on by
mail between Sheffield
and Philadelphia. The
magazines arrived by
Pennsylvania Railroad,
and were delivered to
my home by a horse-
drawn American Ex-
press Company wagon.
The Posts arrived on
Tuesday, and I deliv-
ered them to my cus-
tomers on Thursday.
Among these custom-
ers were bulk distribu-
tors such as drugstores,
soda fountains, etc. The
other two magazines
followed similar sched-
ules of delivery.

It is my recollection
that the Post and the
Country Gentleman
cost 23/4 cents and sold
for 5 cents. This allowed
a princely profit of 2 1/4
cents per copy. Howev-
er, those delivered to
bulk distributors cost
them just 3 cents, giv-
ing me 1/4 of a cent prof-
it. The Ladies Home
Journal sold for 10
cents, and cost between
6 and 7 cents - I am
not sure of the exact amount.

We salesmen were encouraged to sell yearly
subscriptions also. A subscription for the Post
(fifty-two issues delivered by mail to the subscrib-
er) went for just over $2. I made a small profit on
this, but it was attractive since there was no
weekly delivery and no waiting for weeks and
weeks to collect. Then as now, those who deliv-
ered magazines or newspapers faced customers

who habitually forgot to have the needed nickels
or dimes on hand when it was time to pay.

The Curtis Publishing Company had a very
effective organization that gave support to their
young salesmen. I remember many individual
letters praising my modest achievements, sug-
gesting ways to improve, and encouraging me to
try for yet another "prize."

The monetary compensation was not large, as
can be judged by the figures given above, but

there was provision for
"earning" what were
called "brown vouch-
ers." These could be
accumulated to qualify
for various items such
as radios, skates, etc.
For a limited number
of vouchers we could
get business cards and
stationery imprinted
with our name and ad-
dress. I took advantage
of this opportunity.
From time to time there
were sales competi-
tions which provided
additional brown
vouchers.

In retrospect, the
support I received was
very significant, and
not limited to sales
achievements. An of-
fer was made to all suc-
cessful salesmen to
help them find suitable
employment when they
finished school and
were ready to work in
their chosen fields. I

never took up this of-
fer, but I imagine that
some P -J -G salesmen

did. I would like to believe that they received the
promised assistance.

During these early years, I desperately wanted
a wireless set. A drawing of a simple crystal set,
shown in Figure 1, was sent to me in February
1922. I had the opportunity to buy it for a very
modest amount but did not have the money at
the time.

Curtis listed a somewhat better set as a prize,

one made by the Gled Company of Philadelphia,
as shown in Figure 2. However, the whole set
called for a considerable number of brown vouch-
ers. I succeeded in accumulating enough vouch-
ers to acquire the loose coupler, variable con-
denser, crystal detector and headphones.

I subsequently got another set of headphones
via brown vouchers. With each of us using a
separate earpiece, my father, mother, sister
and I listened to KDKA in Pittsburgh (it then
used an experimental call sign designation), as
well as stations in Cleveland, Chicago,
Schenectady and one or two other places. We
were in a good location for radio reception. I

had a long, high antenna, and there were few
stations in the immediate locality to interfere
with such reception.

I graduated to a single -tube regenerative set in
a short time. This included the usual variocou-
pler, variable condenser, and vacuum tube used
as a grid -leak detector. I bought the separate
components from a friend who was a student at
Rensselaer Polytechnic in Troy, New York. Re-
sults were of course far better than with the crys-
tal set.

After retiring in 1972, I took up antique radio
collecting, and over the years built up a fair col-
lection of battery sets from the 1920s. It was a

pleasure to relive those early days, and to restore
the sets to their original operating condition. Un-
fortunately, the years have taken their toll, and it
was necessary to get rid of most of the collection
two years ago. However, I still have an Atwater
Kent breadboard on my bench which is working
much as it did long ago. Also there is a Radiola III
(a basket case) waiting for the time when I can try
to restore it.

This opportunity to recall my early days in
radio has been most rewarding, and I most sin-
cerely thank Carl Shirley for opening up the
subject.

More on Repairing IF Transformers
LETTERS FROM DANIEL SCHOO, AL SMITH AND JIM FARAGO

A.R.C. has been overwhelmed, both by mail
and by collectors' comments at meets, with a
positive response to Daniel Schoo's article, "Re-
pairing Intermediate Frequency Transformers,"
which appeared in the September 1992 A.R.C.
On these pages we include additional tips from
Daniel Schoo, Al Smith and Jim Farago. (Editor)

FROM DANIEL SCHOO...
Dear Editor:
After the article on repairing IF transformers

was published (see September 1992 kR.C.), I

received several letters requesting more informa-
tion. Below, I have summarized additional types
of repairs that can be made other than repairing
the internal capacitors. With a few spare parts
pulled from junkers, you can usually fix the com-
mon problems that arise. For all of the repairs
listed you must first remove the transformer from
the radio. This in itself is usually the worst part of
the job. Use the guidelines given in the previous
article to help you with the removal and disas-
sembly for repair.

When the repair is complete, put the trans-
former back into the radio. Retune it if necessary.
If the problems are any more serious than the
ones I describe, the transformer will have to be
replaced.

Bad Solder Connections. A simple ohmme-
ter test will tell you if a winding has opened. A
frequent problem is a bad connection of a coil
wire to a lead pin inside the transformer. This can
be easily fixed by removing the shell and resol-
dering the wires. It may be necessary to scrape
some vamish off the end of the coil wire that was
not removed sufficiently at the factory and is
causing a bad connection.

Broken Coil Wires. If a coil winding is open
because of a broken wire, the repair depends on
the location of the break. If the break is on the
outside of the coil winding and is just short of
reaching the lead pin, unwind a turn and reattach
the wire to the pin. If the break is close to the coil
and there is enough left for splicing, select some
wire similar to the broken one and splice it onto
the coil wire to make up the length needed. If the
break is at the inside of the coil right at the form or
broken inside the coil, your transformer will have
to be replaced.

Broken Cores. It can happen! For example,
you are adjusting the slug on a tranformer and it
sticks. You turn a little harder and you hear an
almost inaudible "snap." You break into a cold
sweat and try again, but the deed is done. You
have broken a core.

Cores get broken when they reach the end of
travel or get stuck in the form. The core can be

removed by removing the shell, disconnecting
the coil wires (as described in the previous arti-
cle) and pulling out the coil form. Use a slender
tool like a small screwdriver to push and/or un-
screw the broken core out. The core can then be
replaced by a good core taken from a similar type
spare transformer from a junk radio. The Miller K-
Tran has a core that surrounds the form on the
outside so the replacement is slightly different for
it. Once the plastic frame is out of the shell and
the leads are removed (necessary for the bottom
core only), unscrew or break up the remains of
the core and screw a new one on.

Broken or Bad Lead Wires. The old style
transformers from the thirties and forties frequently
use rubber insulated wires that connect the points
inside the transformer to the circuits of the radio.
After years of use the rubber becomes hard and
crumbles easily. Remove the shell, unsolder the
wires and replace them with new ones, one by
one. Try to use the same color wires as the
original. Besides being aesthetically correct, it

also preserves the standard color code that was
used on the leads of these old transformers.

Broken Lead Pin. A transformer with a broken
lead pin can be fixed by disassembling the trans-
former as you would to replace the capacitors.
When the base is apart, remove the broken pin
and replace it with a pin taken from a spare
transformer of a similar type. If the base is held
together by a rivet, you will have to complete the
repair by removing the wafer capacitors, reas-
sembling the base with hot glue as the previous
article describes, and installing fixed capacitors.
If you are repairing a Zenith large footprint type
that is held together with a screw and nut, it is
very advisable to replace the wafer with fixed
capacitors but not absolutely necessary. If you do
not, you will probably have problems later and
have to take it apart again.

I read with considerable interest the article in

the September issue by Schoo on "Repairing IF
Transformers." I would like to comment on the
portion that relates to large footprint (1.125 inch-
es square) Zenith transformers.

Everyone contemplating the repair of these
transformers should also read the article "Leaky
IF Cans in Old Superhets," by Haworth and Zim-
merman that appeared on page 25 in the Novem-
ber 1988 issue of the Antique Wireless Associa-
tion's The Old Timer's Bulletin.

Haworth and Zimmerman take a completely
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different approach from Schoo. They clean and
reuse the original mica capacitor disc instead of
replacing it. Their approach certainly has the ad-
vantage of simplicity. The coil leads inside the
can do not even have to be unsoldered to apply
their technique. Also, for the purist, their method
has the advantage that the transformer is still in
original condition after the repair. It has to be
admitted, however, that after a number of years,
a transformer cleaned by the Haworth -Zimmer-
man technique will probably have to have its mica
disc cleaned again. The Schoo repair should last
virtually forever.

There is another important difference between
the Schoo and Haworth -Zimmerman articles. They
have completely different reasons for why the
transformer causes the radio to malfunction.
Schoo says that the insulating tarnish on the
silver electrodes puts a high resistance in series
with the capacitor, thus detuning the coil. Haworth
and Zimmerman say that a conducting residue on
the mica between electrodes causes DC leakage
currents between the primary and secondary.
This leakage puts a positive voltage on the AVC
line and in the detector circuit with consequent
bad effects on the radio's operation.

I am currently repairing a Zenith A825 which
certainly exhibits the Haworth -Zimmerman symp-
toms. There was no appreciable tarnish on the
silver surfaces, just black crud (silver oxide?)
between the capacitor electrodes. Primary -to -sec-
ondary leakage currents were present in four of
the transformers; the currents disappeared after I
cleaned off the black crud.

I wonder if what happens to the mica disc
depends on where you live. It is certainly true that
silver spoons tarnish much more rapidly if you
live in an industrial city than in the country. Per-
haps there is sufficient corrosion to cause capac-
itor opens in city radios but not in those used in
the country!

I hope someone reading this letter is knowl-
edgeable enough on the chemistry of silver con-
tacts to explain how the black crud forms between
the electrodes. If you really understood this phe-
nomena, there might be a simple cure for it. Per-
haps one could apply some coating between the
electrodes to inhibit the formation of the crud.
Then we could follow the Haworth -Zimmerman
technique and still have a permanent repair (per-
manent in country radios anyway!).

Dear Editor:
Daniel Schoo's article on IF transformer prob-

lems and cures was very interesting and informa-
tive, but only touches upon the multitude of IF
transformer problems. There are many more!

The types having trimmer screws (see Shoo's
Figure 1, the RCA RC -462) have many problems:

Stripped screwthreads, making adjustments
impossible - caused by a former technician's "I
must tighten up all these loose screws" mentality.

Shorted trimmer capacitors - caused by met-
al filings or drillings getting into the holes on top
and fouling things up.

Open windings - same problem as in audio

interstage transformers. Sometimes charging a 10
mF capacitor to, say, 400 volts and then discharg-
ing it into the "open" coil will fix it. Sometimes this
will only permanently "open" the coil instead.

Crackling noises - caused by poor solder
joints, especially on litz wire (tiny stranded wire
making up the coil). Resoldering the internal con-
nections may help.

Crackling noises that cause the automatic vol-
ume control (AVC) voltage to rise and fall errati-
cally - even go positive. This problem, in this
type transformer, is usually caused by primary or
secondary wires actually touching, causing Et+
voltage to leak" primary -to -secondary - wreak-
ing havoc with the AVC voltage. The cure is to
move the wires away from the other coil so they
do not touch.

Rotten rubber -covered wires, especially on
1940s Zeniths. The cure here is obvious: Rewire
with modern quality wire or remove all rubber
insulation and slip new, modern insulation onto
the now bare wires.

Where the coils are moved closer together or
farther apart to change the coupling, especially on
Philcos, look for broken wires on the movable coils.

The trimmer screws are not always on top!
Sometimes they are on the bottom - sometimes,
on the side!

On the K-Tran style (usually sold by J.W. Miller
Company and manufactured by Automatic Manu-
facturing Company) "open" tank circuit capacitors
are not the usual problem. What is the usual
problem is electrical leakage on the mica sheet
from primary capacitor directly to secondary
capacitor(s). This causes the B+ to "leak" onto
the AVC line, making the voltage intermittently
rise, fall, and even go positive. This is evidenced
by a lightning storm crackling sound in the radio,
along with rising volume and decaying volume
and distorted volume.

The volume rises as the negative AVC voltage
is being controlled by the leakage of B+ voltage.
The volume then distorts (at least on strong sta-
tions) as the AVC decays to zero, overloading the
tube(s). Then the voltage goes positive, resulting
in decreasing volume.

Usually, all these symptoms happen at once or
randomly change around, making the set owner
frustrated! The most notorious sets for doing this
are those made by General Electric.

IF transformers that you repair should always
be marked on their cases with a code of some
sort - your initials, symbol, etc. Why? So that if
you get the same set back for repairs, even years
later, you'll know enough not to rip the IF's apart
again. Unless, of course, you retest and find
actual IF troubles.

Always check the ohmic resistance of the pri-
mary and secondary coils and when possible,
look at the physical size of both coils. Are they the
same size? Is one larger?

Primary and secondary coils that are the same
physical size will usually have the same value
trimmer capacitors and will usually be close in
resistance measurement. Those having dissimi-
lar coils will have different resistance measure-
ments and will require less capacity on the larger

coil and more capacity on the smaller coil (Note
that both coils must tune/resonate at the same
frequency. This is very important!)

Not many people know it, but a 262 Kc IF
transformer can be made to work on 175 Kc, 140
Kc, and other lower IF frequencies. Likewise, a
455 Kc IF transformer can also be made to work
on lower frequencies. How, you say? Easily. You
add circuit capacity to make the coils resonate at
the lower frequency. I've done this hundreds of
times with excellent results.

To determine the values of the capacity to be
added in parallel to the primary and secondary IF
coils, connect a 365 pF variable capacitor in paral-
lel with each coil. Connect a signal generator,
through a 10 pF capacitor, to the primary coil.
Connect a signal tracer, also through a 10 pF
capacitor, to the secondary. Ground the IF can.
With the signal generator tuned to the new IF
frequency, adjust the variable capacitors to reso-
nance, adding fixed capacitance if necessary. Re-
move the variable and fixed capacitors, and mea-
sure their capacitance with a capacitance meter.
Solder fixed capacitors with the measured values
in parallel with the IF coil primary and secondary.

When replacing air core IF's with ferrite core
types, the higher gain of ferrite core type may
cause instability, especially when tuning to reso-

nance - squealing, birdies, etc. If this happens,
add loading resistors in parallel to the primary
and to secondary coils to lower the "0" [ratio of
the reactance to the resistance of an electrical
circuit or component] to that of the original circuit.
Less resistance means lower "O." This will broad-
en tuning somewhat. Do this by experiment. Try
the following resistance values: 1 meg., 470 K,
220 K, 100 K, 47 K.

Like the "twist prong" capacitors, the K-Tran
type IF cans usually come with an aluminum
stamped mounting (adapter) plate that allows
their use in place of the older, larger cans. Yes, I
know, they'll look funny in that old radio. But, that
old radio will play again (with the new IF's in-
stalled). Do you want to just look at your old set?
I prefer to listen, not look!

If you give your customer the option of a high-
priced original part or a low-priced modern substi-
tute part, 90% will opt for the lower price. So, give
the radio owner the option.

There is always a way to make that old radio
play. If you cannot find a good original part, find a
modern substitute. I don't use old parts to fix old
radios. I use new parts to fix old radios. I always
tell my customers first, so purists, please - no
hate mail.

An advertisement in a local trader's publication
caught my eye. I read the display ad twice! It said
that an upcoming radio auction was to be held on
the evening of October 1, 1992, at 6:00 P.M. It
mentioned hundreds of radios including names
like Radiola, Grebe, Federal, Fada, etc.

Since Manchester, Vermont, is only about 60
miles north of my town of Dalton, Mass., I couldn't
miss this one. I called my friend Melvin Ossenfort
to see if he would like to go with me. Of course,
his answer was affirmative.

We enjoyed the afternoon drive up to Vermont.
A few of the maples were already turning their
prettiest pale reds and yellows, so it turned out to
be an early "leaf peeper's" trip. Nice part about it
was that the usual foliage viewers were not yet
aware of this, so the traffic was on the light side.

Our arrival time at the big barn in Manchester
was 4:00 P.M. This gave us ample time to have a
snack at the mobile snack bar set up at the
auction location. The night before had been a
frosty one, and the lady who ran the food trailer
said that she had had water pipes freeze and
burst overnight. Nonetheless, it was a most pleas-
ant afternoon, but as soon as the sun passed
below the horizon, the air chilled noticeably.

After our snack, we passed on into the big
auction barn. Egad!! This must have been the
absolute granddaddy of radio auctions!! Inside
there were three long rows of console radios, two
levels deep, with two or three levels of table
radios atop them. One large area was filled with
small Arvin type midget sets. There were several
crystal sets including a Martian and a Little Gem.

In addition, there were several home brews,
telegraph keys, a couple of boxes of rare, tennis
ball -shaped, 3 -pin tubes, a few ham radios, some
chairside types, and at least 25-30 battery sets -
Freshman, Fada, Freed-Eisemann, Crosley, Mo-
hawk, Grebe, a red Neutrowound, and other cov-
eted names. There were two early Bristol 1 -tube
amplifiers, at least six Radiola Ills, three Aeriolas,
and a couple of Radiola IIIA models. Conditions
ranged from junk to excellent. Many of the battery
sets were even equipped with full tube lineups.

In one front corner of the barn were big stacks
of sets, boxes of parts, and boxes of tubes and
incomplete, cannibalized sets. Along one wall
were several 6 -feet high piles of equipment: record
changers, empty battery set cabinets (unfortu-
nately, not one for my Federal DX -58), war sur-
plus equipment, 75-80 speakers of all kinds and
sizes, but many badly damaged. The other front
corner of the barn had many boxes of books and
magazines of the '20s, '30s, and '40s.

The auctioneer stated that they had spent three

days preparing for this sale, and by 3:00 A.M. of
the auction date they were fed up with old radios.
What a horrible way to feel - ha!

A good-natured fellow, the auctioneer every
now and then advised viewers to get their bid
cards. The highest number appeared to be 114.

This chanting auctioneer was very fast. Once
the show got underway, he often sold lots at the
rate of 3 to 4 per minute. The two secretaries
were obviously well trained and efficient because,
despite the speed, I did not hear of a single error.

Some prices were high, but perhaps no higher
than some of those at club auctions. A few exam-
ples follow. A fine little crystal set for $450. Mar-
tian and Gem crystal sets for $260 and $315. Two
Zenith black dial consoles for $100 or more each.
Two Radiola Ills at $50 and $80. Two Aeriolas -
one for $135 and one in "cream puff' condition for
$260. Philco and Zenith cathedrals from $65 to
$35. An Emerson Talking Book for $315. I got a
pretty decent Atwater Kent Model 20 Big Box for
$37.50, complete with five 201-A tubes.

As time wore on, the auctioneer picked up the
pace. He put units together, auctioned off the
large piles along the walls, and announced that
the three huge piles (half a pickup truck load
each) outside the hall would be up for bids.

A highlight of the evening occurred when three
runners wheeled in a 3' x 6' baggage cart with a 7 -
foot stack of chassis, cabinets, etc., all lashed to
the cart with rope and wires. The auctioneer
started his chant at $100 and gradually dropped
to $5, still with no opening bid. No one would take
the pile away even for a measly $1! He tried
placing $10 on top of the cart and then $30 to
bribe someone to take it away. Finally, one fellow
got a round of applause for offering to take it,
provided he didn't have to do it that night.

After that the auctioneer offered to sell any-
thing anyone brought forward to the highest bid-
der. Many other $1 to $3 sales followed.

With the auction over, we loaded up our "good-
ies." At this point, we realized that the tempera-
ture had dropped to about 40°F. A quick cup of
hot chocolate from the snack bar helped. I think
nearly everyone went home feeling that it had
been a great auction.

A chat with the auctioneer revealed that the
auction contents had come from the estate of a
doctor who had stockpiled the equipment in three
barns and never touched it or even looked at it
again. This auction represented just a fraction of
the total. There are two or three trailer loads to be
processed in the near future!

Tenth Anniversary Celebration

A little more than ten years ago, collectors
George A. Fathauer, and his father, George H.
Fathauer, were in the process of restoring an
Atwater Kent battery set. In need of 201-A tubes,
the Fathauers delayed the project since they knew
of no ready source to replace these early tubes.
Past mail order sources, as well as manufactur-
ers and distributors, either no longer existed or
had discontinued all tubes from their inventory.
Local sources, such as radio/television repair
shops, might have had a few remaining tubes in
stock but only of more recent vintage.

Eventually, the Fathauers learned of an elderly
gentleman in West Phoenix, Arizona, who had
been collecting tubes and radios for some time.
From him they secured the tubes they needed,
along with the information that he wanted to find
a buyer for his entire collection of 40,000 tubes
and more than 200 radios.

George A., (who, to reduce the confusion, also
answers to the name "George, Jr.") thought a
while about the availability of this collection. He
then approached his father about the possibility
of starting a business around what George A.
perceived as an untapped market among collec-
tors and restorers of early radios. The senior
Fathauer agreed that such a venture had a good
chance of success, and he was willing to help
finance buying the collection and starting a busi-

ness. A partnership was formed, and George H.
retired from a distinguished career as an electri-
cal engineer -a career which included the hold-
ing of 75 patents in radio and electronics and the
design of the Bearcat scanning receiver.

On August 25, 1982, Antique Radio and Tube
Co. opened its doors in Tempe, Arizona. The
first location of the business included a back
storeroom, a customer counter, a service area
for repairing older radios, and a sizable display
area for early radios. As the acquired radios sold
out and it became more difficult to make selling
radios in the local market profitable, this side of
the business, along with the servicing side, was
dropped in favor of concentrating on marketing
tubes and radio parts primarily by mail order.

In the early days of the business, only George
A. worked full-time; his father helped out on a
part-time basis. Now celebrating their tenth anni-
versary in business, George A. largely takes care
of marketing, publishing an annual catalog, and
buying non -tube items in their inventory, as well
as the day-to-day operations. George H. now
works full-time in the partnership, and is largely
responsible for the buying of tubes and develop-
ing the computer programs which keep track of
the inventory and shipping. Assisting them are 20
employees in a business that has far outgrown
any earlier expectations.

This new building of 9600 square feet is the home of Antique Electronic Supply in Tempe, Arizona.
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George H. Fathauer and his son George A. Fathauer.

In the fall of 1983, the name Antique Radio and
Tube Co. was discontinued in favor of its present
name, Antique Electronic Supply (A.E.S.). The
business has moved twice to accommodate an
ever increasing inventory, and now is housed in a
new building of 9600 square feet. [This relocation
was described in the October 1990, issue of
kR.C.] To give an idea of the size of the last
inventory move, eleven full-size moving vans were
needed to make the change.

INVENTORY AND SERVICES

On an average working day, 150 orders are
shipped. Last year alone, 175,000 tubes as well
as 150,000 high voltage capacitors were sold to
customers in some 40 countries. The average
inventory of tubes is well over 300,000, with some
200,000 tubes acquired in the last year alone.

In addition to other new -old -stock parts, repro-
duction radio logo decals, early style grille cloth,
early cloth -covered wire, square bus wire, batter-
ies, knobs, solid-state vibrators, and crystal set
parts can be found in the new 1993 catalog. Also
available are high voltage capacitoi.s and resis-
tors, transformers, some early small diameter tele-
vision tubes, power supplies, and kit form radios.

Ten years ago, the only books on the market
were the three well known volumes by Morgan
McMahon - Vintage Radio 1887 - 1929, Radio
Collector's Guide, 1921-1932, and A Flick of the
Switch. A.E.S. still offers these books and lists
over eighty other publications. Last year 16,000
volumes were sold. Some are reprints of earlier
books or compilations, but many are by recent
authors reflecting the high interest today in early
radio collecting and history. Presently in the hands
of a publisher for A.E.S. is a book entitled 75
Years of Western Electric Tube Manufacturing by
Bernard Mager, formerly a senior engineer with
Western Electric.

The manufacturing of receiving tubes in the
United States for all purposes ended some years
ago. A group of General Electric employees
bought from GE the tube manufacturing equip-
ment and rights. This group continued to produce
tubes under the GE label until recently, but this
too has now ceased. However, the countries of

Czechoslovakia, Russia and
China continue to manufacture
some popular types of audio and
transmitting tubes such as EL -
34, 5881, 12AX7, 6DJ8, 6L6GC,
and 6146B. These can be found
in the A.E.S. inventory. While
compatible in many cases, these
tubes have occasional differenc-
es in direct applications, and
buyers should inquire about pos-
sible problems.

A.E.S. makes an effort to an-
swer technical questions for cus-
tomers, such as finding the right
transformer, part number, or re-
placement possibilities. In addi-
tion, schematics from the Rider
manuals or Sams Photofact fold-
ers can be purchased.

For those living in Phoenix or
those visiting the Phoenix area, a trip to Antique
Electronic Supply is useful when seeking a rare
part. A collector can request that bins be brought
to the customer desk so that he can search for a
miscellaneous item that has not been properly
identified or acquired in sufficient quantity to be
listed in the catalog.

Very early and unusual tubes, as well as the
older audio output tubes now favored by audio-
phile enthusiasts throughout the world, have be-
come increasingly scarce. This fact is reflected in
higher catalog prices or the notation price quoted
upon inquiry.

While some items are becoming even more
scarce, A.E.S. has brought together an inventory
which is difficult to match anywhere else. It serves
as a remarkable resource for tubes and parts. A
32 -page catalog is available by writing to Antique
Electronic Supply, 6221 S. Maple Ave., Tempe,
Arizona 85283, or calling (602) 820-5411.

Both father and son continue to be collectors.
George H. collects radios that have a special
meaning to him from his early engineering days,
as well as Atwater Kent breadboards and early
battery sets, both longtime interests. George A.,
with a growing family, has found it necessary to
change his collecting interests and focus on small-
er items. More recently, he has been concentrat-
ing on late 1930s and early 1940s AC/DC receiv-
ing sets of unusual design.

Both father and son were active in the forma-
tion of the Arizona Antique Radio Club in 1983
and have continually supported its activities.
George H. served as the club's first president,
and as president again for a two-year term in
1986-88. George A. is now in his second year of
serving as club president.

Of all the early adventure stories about radio for
boys and girls, the most sought after by collectors
today are the thirteen Chapman and the ten Breck-
enridge books. Synopses of the Chapman stories
appeared in the September and December 1991
issues of A.R.C., while synopses of the first five
Breckenridge books appeared in the May 1992
issue. Here, Mike Adams completes the Brecken-
ridge series with Books 6 through 10. (Editor)

The Gerald Breckenridge
Radio Boys Stories

6. The Radio Boys Seek The Lost Atlan-
tis, 1923. This volume begins with a pref-
ace by the author discussing the legend of
Atlantis. In several pages, Breckenridge pre-

sents an histor-
ical treatise on
the Middle East;
he recommends
books for fur-
ther reading
and credits
them for the in-
formation which
he uses as
background for
this story.

The story be-
gins with the
boys on camel -
back in the Sa-
hara Desert.
They arouse the
curiosity of Arab

guides because of the loop aerial mounted
on the camel and the ground wire trailing in
the sand. We learn that a Professor Sou -
chard is responsible for their being there,
his search for the lost city having been fund-
ed by Mr. Hampton. Suddenly, the profes-
sor's cry for help is heard in the headset of
Jack's radio.

At a nearby oasis, the professor and his
party are found dead. His radio had been
smashed by his attackers, a band of evil
Athensians. There is one survivor -a revo-
lutionary Athensian named Amrath who
agrees to help our boys find the lost city of
Athensi in the Valley of Korakum in the
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Shaitun Mountains. Each boy prepares for
the trip by installing a tiny receiving set in
his helmet.

Bob is captured by the Athensians. Jack,
Frank, Mr. Hampton, and a small group of
Arabs set out to rescue him before his cap-
tors take him to the "lost city," as they be-
lieve he will be used in the upcoming annual
"Sacrificial Games." Gulp! Using directions
given by Amrath, they begin an arduous
trek into the mountains, stopping at times
to transmit a message to the captured Bob,
who may or may not be in a position to listen
on his helmet radio.

Once at the Shaitun Mountains, the party
meets revolutionary friends of Amrath who
agree to help; together they make for the
mountain pass, the entrance into the city.
Battles ensue between government and rev-
olutionary forces, but Bob is not found.
Meanwhile, on his radio, Frank hears the
voice of old friend Roy Stone who just hap-
pens to be in the area. Stone has an air-
plane, which he offers for Bob's rescue.

A rescue plan is formulated: Frank will fly
Stone's plane over the Athensi Coliseum dur-
ing the Sacrificial Games, drop gas bombs to
knock out the bad guys, and then swoop
down onto the field and grab Bob from his
drowsy captors. The plan works. With Bob
saved, the boys use their plane and more
gas bombs to help the revolutionaries march
into Athensi. They triumph, explore the great
city, visit its libraries, learn a lot, and re-
turn home so that Bob and Frank can at-
tend their senior year at Yale.

7. The Radio Boys in Darkest Africa,
1923. Like the other stories, this one gets
right to the point. It is Nairobi in Central
Africa, where Mr. Hampton and cameraman
Oscar Nielsen are photographing wild game.
Close by, the boys watch as their guide
Wimba is on trial for murdering a man in
self-defense.

Before Wimba is sentenced, the boys re-
member the loudspeaker they hid in the tree
the day before and propose to the chief (who
is also judge and jury in this trial) that
perhaps the gods might speak from the sky
and clear Wimba. Using radio, the gods
speak, order the release of Wimba, and the
expedition continues. Meanwhile, a motion
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picture company has engaged the boys to
obtain some African footage. Once again,
they delay their final year at Yale.

Because of
the boys' grow-
ing internation-
al fame, they
use their power-
ful radio to
make nightly re-
ports to a wait-
ing world on
their discoveries
in the "dark con-
tinent." This is
a rambling ad-
venture, with
much African
folklore, the
usual supersti-
tious natives,
lots of dancing,

plenty of campfires, more than enough charg-
ing wild animals, and, of course, the stan-
dard capture and escape by less -than -friend-
ly natives - all recorded on motion picture
film.

Most of the harrowing adventures are
brushes with nature, animals or natives. In
all of them, radio was used either to rescue
the party or to fool superstitious natives into
believing that the "voices from the gods"
were real.

After half a book filled with minor adven-
tures, the boys plan to leave the area of
Kikuyus for Lake Victoria and Mt. Kenya.
Here, they meet a Mr. Ransome who wants
them to accompany him to the Mountains of
the Moon (MOTM) in the Belgian Congo in
the heart of darkest Africa. Ransome is a
secret British agent and his reason for going
to the MOTM is to thwart a group of Ger-
mans attempting to foment unrest among
the natives of this British colony. As the
boys draw closer to MOTM, they hear tales
of a great white god known as the "Prophet"
and feared by the natives.

A plan, like the one that saved Wimba in
Chapter One, is devised to make "great spir-
it speak from sky" and thus turn the natives
against the Prophet who, as it happens, is a
"soured German professor who doesn't know
the great war ended years ago." Professor
von Hertwig, obviously insane, is tied up
and ordered sent to an asylum by the Brit-
ish colonists. The colony is stabilized, radio
has saved the day dozens of times, and the
boys return home as heroes once again.

Patrol, 1924. The setting is Laredo on the
Texas -Mexican border for this adventure,
which features Captain Cornell and the Bor-
der Patrol. Radio boy Jack, having already
graduated with a degree in electrical engi-
neering from Yale, is alternately spending
time with his girlfriend Rafaela at her fa-
ther's Mexican ranch and working on many

soon -to -be -important radio inventions. Lat-
er that spring, Bob and Frank also graduate
from Yale, and they join Jack in Mexico.

As the story
unfolds, Rafae-
la's father, Don
Ferdinand
(called Fernan-
dez in Volume
One), is con-
cerned because
a man called
Ramirez is steal-
ing workers from
his silver mine
in the hills. The
Don disappears,
and Ramirez is
spotted and fol-
lowed into a
nondescript
house in an or-

dinary neighborhood in Nuevo Laredo. Bob
notices a radio antenna on a neighboring
house where he meets a young boy, Juan, a
radio hobbyist. From Juan he learns that
many Japanese and Germans have been
coming and going to and from the house.

While investigating further, Captain Cor-
nell is captured, and Bob responds by using
Juan's radio to get help. Border Patrol offic-
ers storm the house, finding no one there
except two tied up prisoners - the Captain
and Don Ferdinand. Ramirez has gotten
away, but it is obvious that the occupants of
the house are engaged in the smuggling of
Orientals across the border.

Once free, the Don explains how he had
been trailing Ramirez to learn why his men
were being taken from the mine. The Don
had originally believed that Ramirez was get-
ting an army together to overthrow the Mex-
ican government, and the Don's employees
were being conscripted. Now Don Ferdinand
knows that Ramirez is smuggling Orientals
from Mexico to the United States -a kind of
"underground railroad."

Now that the Don is safe, Jack wonders
about his lovely Rafaela, left now unprotect-
ed on the Don's ranch. In the end, the where-
abouts of Ramirez is discovered, and with
the Border Patrol's assistance, he is cap-
tured and Rafaela is saved.

Throughout this story, the boys talk a lot
about their uncertain future. All three have
graduated, and while they are assured Jobs
with their parents' companies, is this really
what they want? There is much lamenting
about their days of adventure being over,
and the inevitable marriage, children and
settling down to a humdrum life in a New
York office. These are the concerns of radio
men.

In the end, a formal celebration in Laredo
provides the stage for the announcement of
the engagement of Radio Boy Jack and Rafae-
la. The boys return to Yale for commence -

ment, and Jack and Rafaela are married
several months later. The story ends as Jack
gets a job with the Radio Trust, and he and
his new wife go to Washington to begin their
new life. Is this the end of the Radio Boys?

9. The Radio Boys as Soldiers of For-
tune, 1925. This is my all-time favorite

venture, the
boys reunite,
and Jack
Hampton in-
vents television!
And why not?
While Chap -
man's boys
spent the entire
1920s building
crystal sets and
figuring out how
to get out of
high school, the
Breckenridge
boys were at
Yale studying

engineering. Why they were even going out
with girls!

But, back to the story. The setting is again
Mexico, and as our readers will remember
from the previous volume in this series, Ra-
dio Boy -turned -man Jack Hampton has got-
ten a job with the Radio Trust after gradua-
tion from Yale's engineering school. He has
set up stations for his "Radio Vision" experi-
ments, but the territory where his equip-
ment is located is in the middle of a political
dispute between the Dictator of Valopia, Don
Pedro, and a growing band of rebels.

Jack talks with his assistant, Professor
Bonatelli, about how they can get the local
Dictator to give them access to one of the
experimental stations. Will revolution stop
the invention of television?

As we know, Jack Hampton, older than
the other two boys, has been out of college
for over a year, has a good job as an elec-
tronics inventor, and has married the lovely
Rafaela. They have set up housekeeping and
a well-equipped radio lab in her native Mex-
ico. They have maids, cooks, drivers - the
good life one would expect of an educated,
patrician man of the 1920s. Unfortunately,
Jack's important work is being impeded due
to the paranoia of Don Pedro, who suspects
Jack has been aiding the rebels.

But what about the other two Radio Boys?
Far away, chums Bob Temple and Frank
Merrick grow increasingly bored with their
new existence. Having just graduated from
Yale. the two boys are in New York City
learning the export business they are ex-
pected to take over someday from Bob's fa-
ther. All three have agreed that it has been
difficult to break up the Radio Boys. Have

the years of adventure ended?
But Bob and Frank convince Dad that

many new trade possibilities exist south of
the border; they travel to Mexico, surprising
Jack in Valopia. He proceeds to fill them in
on the local revolutionary climate and de-
scribes his "Radio Vision" experiments, in-
cluding the all-important secret "synchro-
nizer." Bob and Frank tell Jack that during
their boat trip to Mexico they overheard a
group of Germans discussing how they were
going to beat the American Radio Trust to
the invention of television. The boys decide
to hide temporarily the synchronizer, just in
case dirty work is afoot.

Later, when the Dictator allows the boys
to visit the El Miraflores station to pick up
needed equipment, they discover that the
station's caretaker, an old man named Jose,
is not the wizened peasant he appears to be.
He reveals himself to the boys as a leader of
the rebel forces, and he explains his plan to
overthrow the Dictator. Jack is sympathetic,
saying he would like to help, but he is there
only to invent "Radio Vision." The Dictator is
getting suspicious; German spies are every-
where; revolution hangs heavy in the air.

Jack returns home from his trip to El
Miraflores to discover the Dictator's men at
his house. Professor Bonatelli has been tak-
en away, and Rafaela is under armed guard.
So while Jack voluntarily returns home to
house arrest, Bob and Frank have a plan to
save the day. They ask for the help of Anto-
nio, the guide they brought from New York.
As it turns out, servant Antonio is really the
rebel leader who has been in exile in New
York, just waiting for an opportunity to re-
turn to Valopia.

Meanwhile, Jack, still under arrest, has
been moved to the Dictator's palace. The
Dictator wants the missing synchronizer so
he can sell it to the Germans. It looks as if
Antonio and his band of rebels are the boys'
only hope.

"Radio Vision" will save the day. The plan
was to set up the television transmitter in
the Dictator's office on the pretense of dem-
onstrating it. They would then secretly leave
it on in order that rebel leader Antonio might
have some insight into his enemy and Jack's
captor. There is much discussion about how
the device works. An ordinary motion pic-
ture camera is used to break down the pic-
ture into dots and lines; a photoelectric cell
is used to transform light waves into sound
waves and then transmit them. At the re-
ceiving end, a mysterious synchronizer di-
rects the ray of a projection lamp over a
screen "in zig-zag fashion, from top left to
bottom right, thus reproducing dot for dot
and line for line those broadcast."

Using "Radio Vision" to spy on the Dicta-
tor, Antonio learns that the rebels are being
betrayed by one of their own - Feldman,
and the Germans are seen talking with the
Dictator. For a truly happy ending, it turns
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out that the old rebel leader Jose is really
the long -believed dead father of Antonio.
The two of them lead their troops in a rout of
the palace, overthrowing the Dictator and
rescuing our radio "men." Jose is returned
to the presidency of Valopia, and the televi-
sion age is born, about 20 years too soon!

This ninth volume spends a great deal of
time on the universal issues of boys coming
of age - leaving college and a life of carefree
adventure and getting jobs and wives. Read-
ing this volume, I got the feeling that their
lives as "Radio Boys" had ended, a fact that
they talked about many times throughout
the story. Moreover, because I had read the
books in order, I lived the boys' lives and
watched them grow. Now after this ninth
volume, I felt completed.

It was a year after this experience that I
learned of the existence of the tenth and
fmal volume of the Breckenridge series.
Someday. I would read it, and my time
with Jack, Bob and Frank finally would be
complete. I was really looking forward to
that day.

10. The Radio Boys with the Air Patrol,
1931. The first nine books were written
between 1922 and 1925; the tenth appeared
six years later, in 1931. For almost five years.
I had owned all but this hard -to -find final

volume. Be-
cause I was
writing this ar-
ticle, I turned to
an expert on ju-
venile boys fic-
tion -Jim Max-
well, my neigh-
bor here in the
Santa Cruz
Mountains. I

asked him if I

might borrow a
copy of this fi-
nal story. You
can believe that
after years of
waiting for the
final book in my

all-time favorite series, I was really looking
forward to"Air Patrol."

Was this final volume worth the wait? Not
at all. While I had believed - hoped, at least
- that Breckenridge had been coaxed out of
retirement to write a finale, this volume was
not his work. Zap! After a six -year hiatus,
our college graduate radio boys/men are
back at Yale, and Jack's Mexican wife doesn't
even exist. I really felt cheated.

Other elements in the story are wrong too:
the style of writing, the interaction between
characters, the level of expertise in radio
possessed by the boys -a whole lot! It is
obvious that the writer of this volume didn't
bother to read any of the previous volumes:
he or she was given a list of names, basic
character traits and locations, but no infor-

mation on previous adventures.
You can guess why this volume was

"tacked on" to the end of an otherwise fine
nine -book series. Perhaps it was the De-
pression and people were buying escape
again; or the entire series was to be re-
released and the publisher felt ten was a
good number; or the publisher owed a rela-
tive a favor, and so he gave him a book to
write: or the volume was originally written
on spec for a different but failed series, so
the story was adapted to the names of the
existing radio boys characters. Whatever the
motivation, clearly the writer of this volume
was a different person from the one who
wrote the previous nine volumes.

But now to the story. The Temple home
gets a call from the girls' camp where Bob's
sister Della has been sent for the summer.
Della has been kidnapped by a notorious
New York City gang, one that specializes in
taking the children of wealthy people. The
boys and their dads get in an airplane, fly to
the camp, and learn that the camp matron
may have been involved in a nefarious plot.
She has a prison record and is the girlfriend
of the top mobster in New York City. Would
you send your children to this camp?

While all this is happening, Della is in her
captors' car, as they drive away from the
camp. The criminals are stopped on the road;
Della hears the boys' airplane motor over-
head and escapes to get their attention. They
fail to notice her, and she is recaptured and
taken to a nearby mansion on Long Island.
The elder Temple calls his friend, the Police
Commissioner of New York, who sends offic-
ers Graham and Downey of the Air Patrol.

This is really a lame story so I'll make it
quick. A phone call is followed by a note
demanding a $50,000 ransom for Della's
return. The money is to be delivered by the
carrier pigeons sent along with the note.
Jack has an idea. They will let one of the
pigeons loose, follow it in their airplane,
watch it land, and radio the location to the
Air Patrol plane hovering overhead. Clever!

Jack and Bob land their small plane close
to the abandoned house that is the pigeon's
final destination. Jack, with his knapsack
transmitter - his great new invention - in
constant contact, sneaks up to the house,
rescues Della, and gets away. The gang leaves
the house, and Jack radios the Air Patrol to
follow the car. The car crashes, and the gang
goes directly to jail.

So why is this story so different from the
other nine? Let me count the ways. While
this radio -related story would be almost good
enough to qualify as a Chapman story, as a
Breckenridge book it fails on a number of
counts. First, the writing in this final volume
is not as good or interesting as the original
nine. There are differences in the spelling of
common words and in the use of punctua-
tion, slang and colloquialisms. Plot -wise, the
first nine stories are filled with twists, inter -

national intrigue, and plenty of connections
to the social and political climate of the
1920s. This tenth story is about a poorly
developed gang of New York kidnappers -
nothing more. Were international locales out
of favor in the 1930s?

Second. there is a big difference in the use
of radio invention: In the earlier volumes,
these boys invented ring radios and televi-
sion, but in this story -a knapsack trans-
mitter? Give me a break!

Furthermore, the close, well -developed re-
lationships between the boys and their fa-
thers are not evident in this story. But most
importantly, there is no reference to earlier
adventures as in the previous nine volumes.
This volume is no more than a cynical at-
tempt by a publisher to squeeze a few more
dollars out of an above -average, juvenile fic-
tion series.

CONCLUSION

For years, I have tried to put my interest
in Juvenile fiction in perspective. I read all
the Tom Swifts. all the Hardy Boys, all the
Ted Scott Flying Adventures, and countless
other Stratemeyer Syndicate offerings, know-
ing full well that I was reading the work of
any number of house writers with all man-
ner of artistic and monetary motivation. I
believed Breckenridge was different because
his writing was better, and he was not part
of the Syndicate. But after speaking with
expert Chris Sterling earlier this year, I was
finally and grudgingly prepared to see Breck-
enridge as just another house name, a capi-
talist trick of the publishing industry, as
opposed to a person with a single-minded
dedication to the writing of exciting adven-
ture books for boys. Was one of my favorite
authors simply a "wannabe" journalist - an
aspiring playwright or a college professor
looking for extra cash?

I wanted more conclusive information on
both authors. Again, I turned to Jim Max-
well for answers. He suggested that I consult
Stratemeyer expert Deidre Johnson of the
University of Minnesota Library. I asked her
about Chapman. Her sources indicate that
the identity of writers using the Chapman
name, other than perhaps Stratemeyer him-
self, remains unknown.

Then I asked about Breckenridge. She
searched the indexes of the Dime Novel
Roundup, Yellowback Library and Mystery
and Adventure Series Review, but there was
no information on who he might have been.
It was at the San Jose State University Li-
brary that I looked in Volume One of Science
Fiction and Fantasy Literature and found
Gerald Breckenridge listed as a real author.
Chapman is not listed in this or other writer
information resources. Lacking evidence to
the contrary, I am prepared to continue to
believe that Breckenridge was more "real"
than Chapman.

If you want to know more, the best re-

source that I can recommend is the Hess
Collection of the Children's Literature Re-
search Collections at the University of Min-
nesota Library. Collector George Hess has
donated over 50.000 items of inexpensive
popular literature from the 19th and 20th
centuries, including 5000 hardcover series
books. You could spend a lifetime in that
library.

And, as you can see from the length of this
article, dozens of researchers could spend
several lifetimes just reading and studying
the role of the juvenile fiction series in the
first third of the 20th century. And now a
final question: What killed the series as a
boyhood staple of growing up? Our old friend
and collecting interest - television, perhaps?
