Battery set collectors will find the article on the
Cutting & Washington Type 11, reprinted from
the June 1922 Radio Digest Illustrated, informa-
tive.

Philco's Classic Cathedral Radio Design
BY RON RAMIREZ

The following is an excerpt from the forth-
coming book, "Philco Radio: 1928-1942," by
Ron Ramirez with Michael Prosise, to be pub-
lished by Schiffer Publishing Ltd., Atglen, Penn-
sylvania. A Philco-related article describing a
method of determining approximately when a
set was made follows. In the near future, A.R.C.
will publish a survey of popular Philco cathedral
radios and a followup article reporting the re-
sults. This report will assist collectors in identi-
fying these models more accurately. (Editor)

For many years now Philco's Model 90 cathe-
dral has been the most popular old radio among
collectors and noncollectors alike. In more recent
years, many old radios have been reproduced as
transistorized AM -FM sets. But, it was Philco's
Model 90 that was the first to be reproduced, as
Philco-Ford issued an AM -FM replica of the Model
90 in the early 1970s. At that time, old radio
collecting was not nearly as popular as it is today.

However, Philco's Model 90 was not the first
set to be offered in this particular cathedral style,
which became the most famous of radio designs.
To trace the history of this classic set, we have to
go back to November 1930, when the first Baby
Grand - Model 20 - made the Philadelphia
Storage Battery Company number one in radio
sales. Meanwhile, as Model 20 sets continued to
sell, work began on its successor. By March
1931, Model 21 was released to the public.

Inside, this new Baby Grand was identical to
the Model 20, since it also used seven tubes in a
TRF circuit. But its cathedral cabinet, designed
by Edward L. Combs, was destined to become a

classic. Combs was responsible for the design of
several Philco cabinets, including the Models 30,
41 and 96 highboy, the Model 296 lowboy radio -
phonograph, the late Models 90X and 112X
(Philco's first Inclined Sounding Board consoles),
and the Model 15X console cabinet. Philco filed
for a design patent for the new cathedral cabinet
on February 28, 1931, not long before the new
Model 21 went on sale. U.S. design patent num-
ber 83,956 was issued on April 21, 1931.

Early Model 21 sets used the same knobs that
Model 20 receivers had used. Later, Philco be-
gan to use the rosette knobs on Model 21. In late
production models, two Type 45 audio output
tubes were used instead of the Type 71A tubes
used previously.

In June of 1931, Philco introduced its new
1931-32 line. Model 21 was discontinued and
was replaced by two new sets - Models 70 and
90. All three sets are shown in Figure 1. The new
baby grands continued to use Edward Combs'
cathedral design. Model 70 was the same size as
Model 21 and also used seven tubes; Model 90
was slightly larger and used nine tubes. The two
new Baby Grands performed better than the Model
21, as both used the superheterodyne circuit. They
also had tone controls, which Model 21 lacked.

Two other Philco cathedrals, also introduced in
June 1931, used the Combs cabinet as well.
Model 35, a battery operated 7 -tube superhetero-
dyne, was identical to Model 70. Model 46 oper-
ated on direct current, and used six tubes in a
TRF circuit. It resembled Model 21.

Altogether, five Philco models used the cathe-

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dral cabinet designed by Edward L. Combs. It is
interesting that, while the Model 90 is the best
known example of this style, it was not the best
selling version. More than two and a half times as
many Model 70 cathedrals (288.620) were made
as Model 90 baby grands (106,050). The reason
was simple - price. Model 70 sold for $49.95,
while Model 90 cost $69 95.

Today, although Model 90 is the most -sought-
after example of Combs' cathedral design, Mod-
els 21 and 70 are also popular among old radio
enthusiasts. Collectively, the three are among
the most popular of all cathedral radios. Models
35 and 46 are not as popular as the AC -operated
version either because they are more scarce, or
because they do not operate on alternating cur-
rent. Edward Combs probably never dreamed his
cathedral design would become the best known
and most popular of all cathedral radios.

Philco Tube Date Code

For those of you who have
Philco radios in your 1930s col-
lection, here is a method to de-
termine approximately when
your set was made.

Philco tubes made from mid -
1930 on have a special code
which tells the month and year
the tube was made. This date
code is located on the tube base,
as shown in Figure 1. This code
consists of a letter and a num-
ber. The letter represents the
month the tube was made; the
number is the last number of
the year.

For example, a Philco tube
with the code "4H" or "H4" was
made in February (code letter
H), 1934 (code number 4). The
code letters do not stand for the
first letter in a month. The chart
in Figure 2 gives complete de-
tails on the Philco tube code.

Of course, the accuracy of
this method of determining a
Philco radio's age depends on
whether the set in question still
has any of its original Philco
tubes! For example, I have a
Model 30 lowboy, Philco's first battery operated
receiver, made from mid -1930 until mid -1931.
When I acquired it, most of its tubes were Philco
tubes - but they were all taper -top tubes (the
Model 30 was made during the globe -shaped
tube era), and the Philco tubes in it dated from
1936 and 1937! On the other hand, I also have an
89B, and 5 of its 6 tubes are Philco tubes, coded 3B
(October 1933). Obviously, this set still has 5 of its
original tubes, and more than likely this particular
set was not made any earlier than October 1933.

The code letters listed in Figure 2 were used
until sometime in 1935 when the code letters
were changed. Philco tubes made after this time

have code letters which are different from those
shown in Figure 2. However, the number still
stood for the year of manufacture, so for those
Philco tubes you come across coded "60" and
"7S", at least you'll know what year they were
made. (If anyone ias any information on Philco's
later tube code, please let me know.)

By the way, you may have seen some older
Sylvania tubes which have this same code. That
is no coincidence - the tubes Philco had begun
selling and instal ing in its radios in 1930 were
made by Sylvania for Philco! Therefore, this tube
code is also applicable to Sylvania tubes of the
same period.

Keeping in mind the fact that some (or pehaps
all) of the tubes may have been changed in your
Philco set through the years, you should fird this
method of determining a Philco radio's age use-
ful. Through this method, I have found that about
half of my Philco sets still have at least some of
their original tubes. Try it for yourself and see
what you come up with.

[Philco also used a date code
in its radio model numbers, start-
ing with sets built in 1937 and
apparently endirg in 1953. The
first two digits represent the year
of manufacture, followed by a
hyphen and the nodel numbers;
i.e., 38-9. This rreans that 1938
is the year when the Model 9
was made. Editcr]

Removing Rust and Corrosion
BY ROBERT E. LOZIER, JR.

Whether you are restoring a Federal 51, a
Scott Allwave 16, a Zenith R-3000, or any other
set with nickel or chrome plating, you will have to
deal with removing some rust or corrosion. The
usual method is to use some sort of metal polish
containing a mild abrasive and a rag or motorized
buffing wheel. This method often removes a lot of
good plating in the process and can leave very
fine scratches. If you are willing to invest the
time, there is a method that will often prod Jce a
much better result.

I have observed that rust/corrosion beg ns in
microscopic blisters or fractures in the plated sur-
face. The oxide crystals actually grow up and over
the top surface of the plating much like lava flDwing
out to form a volcano. It is possible to remove this
growth of oxides that is covering up good plating,
thus greatly reducing the size of the visible flaws.

These brittle oxides stick to the plating lather
well so that it takes considerable friction :o re-
move them. A rag or buffing wheel charged with
abrasive tends to ride up and over these "volca-
noes" and then take a dive down into the good
plating on the other side.

A better way is to smear paste car wax onto
the broad side of a wooden popsicle stick, and
then rub over the rust/corrosion using very small
circular strokes. The abrasive in car wax is very
fine and would not ordinarily "cut" fast erough
into the rust/corrosion, but the semirigid wooden
stick allows you to localize and to increase great-
ly the pressure on the mounds of oxides. The car
wax and the wood are not hard enough to gouge
the plating. As soon as the stick becomes soiled
with oxides, wipe the stick on a cloth; app y an-

other smear of car wax to the stick, and repeat
the procedure.

I use TR-3 brand car wax for this job. Consum-
er Reports magazine does not ra*e this brand of
wax very highly because it is considered too
abrasive for automotive fin shes sill in good con-
dition. There are several other brands listed with
similar ratings that should do as well for this job.
This brand also works well on Bakelite- and Cat-
alin-type cabinets and parts.

After you have cleaned any surface that has
damaged plating, you must exclude any moisture
that will start new rusting or corrosion. I do this by
thoroughly cleaning the plated part with a nonoily
solvent such as acetone or trichlorcethylene. Then
coat the part with a high quality clear lacquer
such as Sherwin-Williams Clear Brushing Lac-
quer. If the surface is supposed *o have a satin
finish, give it a spray coat of F umiSeal Type
1673 conformal coating, as used on electronic
circuit boards. This product is available at large
electronic parts distributors.

Give this technique a try. The results can be
surprising.

More on Metal Radios -A New Fad?
BY STAN LOPES

The manufacture of radios with metal cases or
cabinets dates back to the 1920s. Atwater Kent
built them, contrary to the advice of his staff, as
he firmly believed - correctly, I might add - that
the metal provided shielding. A typical example is
the Atwater Kent Model 42 shown in Figure 1.
Even metal consoles were offered to the buying
public - and pretty they were not!

One exception, some might argue, was the
Philco 511 series with dif-
ferent colored cabinets
and hand -painted floral
decorations. One of the
more decorative models
is shown in Figure 2. The
use of metal cabinets for
communications type re-
ceivers used commer-
cially and by amateurs
continued until the ad-
vent of solid-state sets
made petroleum plastics
the better choice.

When the ladies got
into the act of purchasing a family radio, they
firmly injected the need for compatibility with house-
hold furnishings. The radio manufacturers of the
day readily responded. Obviously, there was an
additional profit to be made in wooden cabinets,
floor models, or consoles which pleased the femi-
nine eye, just as additional tubes or new circuit
developments were buying incentives for the men.

Some exceptions to the dearth of metal cabi-
nets in the 1930s were the RCA R -17-M indicat-
ed as a 1933 model (Rider's, Volume IV) and the
1934 General Electric M-40, as shown in Figure
3 (RCA schematic, Rider's Volume V, page 25).
Both used four 6 -volt filament tubes and a line -cord
dropping resistor. A 37 was con-
nected as the rectifier. The Mod-
el R -17-M used Type 36, 37, 38
and 39 tubes, while the Model M-
40 used Type 36, 37, 77, and 78
tubes. (Type 77 and 78 tubes are
6 -pin versions of the 5 -pin Types
38 and 39 tubes.)

Metal cabinets reappeared in
1939 when Noblitt-Sparks, com-
ing out of the dark Depression,
had sales of almost 7 million
dollars in 1938 - over a million
in profit! The company had dis-
covered a way to make metal -
stamped shells, such as those
used for automobile heaters,
economically. Among its new

products were carburetor silencers, containers
for soft drinks, portable radios, radio -phonographs,
as well as the company's first radio set in a metal
cabinet, which was to become very popular.

Other companies, like Sears and Ward, fol-
lowed suit with ratios similar to Montgomery Ward's
Airline Model 84KR 1520A, shown in Figure 4.
Today, these later model metal cabinet radio have
become popular with many radio collectors, due

perhaps to their tiny size,
and in some cases, bright
colors.

ARVIN METAL SET
DURABILITY

A letter written to
Noblitt-Sparks Industries
late in the World War II
years attests to the du-
rability of early Arvin
metal sets, such as the
Arvin Model 442
in Figure 5. These sets
were made in 2-, 3-, and

4 -tube versions without a ballast tube or line -cord
dropping resistor In the letter, A.L. Jellin, a Brit-
ish Navy man, requests new coils for his stalwart
Arvin Mighty Mite. [See this set, the Model 40
Mighty Might, in A.R.C. January 1993, page 4.]
He then traces the history of his set, starting with
its purchase in London in July 1940. A summary
of his itinerary - with Mighty Mite playing all the
way - follows:

On board ship from London to Egypt, "he" (the
Mighty Mite) played on 110 VDC; in Bombay,
India, on 100 VDC; on board again, on 116 VDC
- "still OK and none the worse for wear"; on
shore in Athens, Greece, on 220 AC [How did

Jellin do this?] and "still a good one"; into the
thick of the Matapan battle and blown from one
side of the radio room to the other - "still as
chirpy as ever"; to the western desert where
there were no power lines, so a big 150 -volt dry
cell battery made him "play lovely" with a reduc-
tion to 100 VDC.

Smothered in the dust of a "Kamseen" or sand-
storm, he emerged unscathed after being blown
out with a pair of bellows; in an air raid in Alexan-
dria he had a lot of paint scratched off, but no
serious damage; he was back to England in 1942,
and then off on another 20,000 -mile trip to South
Africa and the British West Indies; and f nally,
back to Glasgow.

And so this little Mighty Mite, with the help of

new coils, supplied happily by Noblitt-Sparks,
lived on with the Jellins who were "very much
attached to the little fellow."

Some of today's collectors have taken to chrome -
plating these metal sets, and that. in my humble
opinion, is in the same category as gutting a beau-
tiful wooden console to convert il into a bar or
storage cabinet! But as the sayings go - "To each
his own," or "Different strokes for different folks."

A high school "Radio Shop" course started
Stan Lopes' radio career off with building sets
from TRFs to superheterodynes. After retiring in
1971 from a Navy career in electronics, he decid-
ed to restore the Philco chairside that his mother
acquired in 1938 as collateral for the $5 she had
loaned to a customer in her restaurant. His cur-
rent special interest is small ACDC table sets,
especially metals, and he sometimes trades his
radio repair expertise for sets to add to his collec-
tion or selling stock.

Co, Ltd., Montreal, Que-
bec, Canada. It's a 4 -tube set: 12SA7, 12S07,
50L6, 35Z5, ivory colored, and works well.
...Howard is right - "Fleetwood" was a brand
name manufactured by Electrical Products Mfg.
Co. of Montreal.

The Cutting & Washington Type 11
Short Wave Regenerative Receiver and Amplifier

This article is adapted from the June 3, 1922,
issue of "Radio Digest Illustrated" and is one of a
series showing how to hook up and operate pop-
ular sets of the 1920s. Certain spellings that are
no longer standard remain unchanged, since this
is basically a reprint. (Editor)

The set shown opposite is the Cutting & Wash-
ington Type 11 Short Wave Regenerative Re-
ceiver and Amplifier. The hook-up is the regener-
ative circuit under the original Armstrong Patent
No. 1,113,149 taken out on October 6th, 1914.
The Cutting and Washington Corporation is li-
censed to build sets using this circuit.

Simplified controls replace the usual compli-
cated and critical dial adjustments and enable an
inexperienced operator to select the desired sig-
nals and to easily eliminate interference from
other sources.

With a single wire antenna 150 feet long, this
receiver will not only detect signals from distant
points but amplify them to such volume that con-
nection to a "loud speaker" is possible and an
entire group may listen in.

EXPLANATION OF CONNECTIONS

This unit is a vacuum tube receiver with two
stages of amplification. The manufacturers rec-
ommend using hard vacuum tubes (amplifiers) in
all three receptacles.

There are eight binding posts for connections
all located on the front of the panel. On the left
side there are two, the top one for the aerial
connection and the bottom one for the ground
connection. The two binding posts on the right
hand side are for the terminals of the receivers or
loud speaker as desired.

At the bottom of the panel under the two large
dials are four more binding posts. The two to the
left are for the positive and negative connections
of the "A" or 6 -volt storage battery. The two bind-
ing posts to the right are for the positive and
negative connections of the "B" or plate batteries.
Since all amplifying vacuum tubes are used, the
"B" battery can run from 60 to 90 volts. The
batteries can be tapped so that tests can be
made to investigate the voltage that will give the
best and clearest results. All the binding posts
are marked so that no mistakes need be made in
connecting the set.

THEORY OF THE CIRCUIT

The design of this receiver is particularly note-
worthy for the elimination of a variable coupling

control between the antenna or primary, and the
secondary circuits. A fixed and proper coupling
between these circuits insures maximum signal
strength and selectivity. At the same time it re-
moves the control that is most frequently mis-
used by the average operator.

The above paragraph although self explanatory
to the experienced fan will be difficult for the novice
to understand. For this reason it has been consid-
ered advisable to go a little more into detail in the
explanation of the principle of the circuit.

The antenna, the lead-in and ground wiring
have a fixed wave length that can be determined.
The primary coil adds to this wave length, but the
windings of wire on this primary are controlled by
the two tapped switch knobs on the lett side of
the panel.

That is to say, it is possible to use all of the
windings or any number as desired by simply
adjusting the two knobs. These knobs then con-
trol the proper ad,ustment for wave length.

Next it will be noted that there is a secondary
coil that is firmly fastened to the panel. There are
no taps on this coil, and because it is immovable it
is said to have a "fixed coupling." That is to say, the
proper proportions of windings and the distance
between primary and secondary coils have been
calculated and tried by experiment for the best
results covering a limited range as desired. In the
vario coupler the secondary is turned about a shaft
inside of the primary while in the "loose coupler"
the secondary is slid in and out of the primary, and
in addition there are usually taps on the secondary
winding. This gives more tuning operation and re-
quires more skill and experience on the part of the
operator. The fixed coupling then eliminates un-
necessary tuning for a fixed range.

TICKLER COIL EXPLAINED

Since the circuit is regenerative, there is a
tickler coil for controlling the feed back. This feed
back is a bugbear in the minds of the novice, but
its operation can be easily understood by use of
the following analogy. In the gasoline motor of an
automobile it is known that there is plenty of
unused gas ejected from the muffler. Now, if it

were possible to simply sift out the good unused
gas from the muffler and feed it back to the motor
to be used over again, the process would be a
"feed -back." That is exactly what happens in the
regenerative circuit. The tickler coil is affected by
induction in the same way as the secondary coil,
and the result is fed through to the plate circuit.
Of course if too much is fed back, the circuit is

choked, so that control of the feed -back is provid-
ed by rotating the tickler coil. In one positbn, it is
in line with the primary and secondary coils and
gets the full strength of the induction. As it is
turned from this position, the effect of induction is
decreased so that the feed -back is gradually cut
down.

TUNING FOR RECEPTION

In tuning, the filament rheostat Knobs are ad-
justed for that point of illumination of each fila-
ment which exists just before the hissing com-
mences. The tickler dial, and the secondary con-
denser dial are turned to full capacity, that is, so

that the graduation mark of 100 is on top. The
knob on the right with the four spring contacts is
set to the left. This connects the phones to the
detector alone. In the center position, the phones
are connected to the first stage of amplification,
and when the knob is to the extreme right posi-
tion, two stages of amplification are in use.

At the start of the tuning, this knob should be to
the left for the detector stage. The two knobs of
the tapped switches on the left are used for tun-
ing to a proper wave length. The lower knob
connects to taps of 5 turns of the primary winding
for rough adjustment. The taps of the upper knob

are to single turns and permit fine adjustments
for wavelength.

In setting for proper wave length, reception will
usually be indicated by a howling in the receiv-
ers. The tickler dial should then be turned back
until reception is strongest. Then the secondary
condenser dial should be adjusted for increase in
strength of signals.

It will usually be found that the secondary con-
denser dial and the knob of the units tap on the
primary should be worked in conjunction in tun-
ing. After the detector stage has been adjusted,
the receivers are turned to first and second sta-
ges of amplification and readjustment made for
the proper amplification of the signals.

RCA's Little Nipper - The Model 5X5
BY FRED GEER

Keep in mind that the economic depression
still lingered in 1939. All the inventiveness and
dreams of the 1920s and early 1930s came to
reality in the 1939 New York World's Fair, which
focused on what would be. Modernism dominat-
ed that futuristic exhibition. Every conceivable
object reached its design apex, including radio.
Sight was added to the sound of radio, and televi-
sion became a reality. Ultra modern streamlined
designs with automatic everything abounded.

Even RCA Victor's smallest radio - the Model
5X5 Little Nipper- did the unexpected. Although
the Model 5X5 (Chassis No. RC -406), shown in
Figure 1, looks like a small standard radio, inside
its sleek cabinet the little chassis does more than
pick up a local station.

First, it is a standard 5 -tube radio that can be
placed on a table for personal listening. Second,
it can operate any other radio in the home by
remote control. And third, it includes a provision
for the hookup of a phonograph attachment.

When used for the remote control of other
radios, the Model 5X5 functions as both a tuner
and a transmitter. The low -powered transmitter in
this model can be set at any frequency in the 540
to 800 kHz range. Other radios in the home can
be tuned to the Model 5X5's transmit frequency
to receive any station tuned in by the 5X5 or to
receive a signal from the attached phonograph.
The Model 5X5 is set to its remote mode by a
rear panel switch.

The Model 5X5 transmitter uses the house
wiring to radiate its signal to other radios in the

house. If noise or hum is experienced, a coupling
unit can be used to improve signal strength.

The PLF-10 coupling unit, shown in Figure 2,
extracts the RF signal from the house wiring for
the remote radio. This unit has a switch that
disconnects the radio's outside antenna and
ground and safely hooks it to the house wiring
when operated with the Model 5X5 in the remote
mode.

Practical experience shows that this kind of
transmission may reach more than one home.

Transformers on power poles stop the RF. There-
fore, any home on the same transformer circuit
would pick up all transmitted programs. Because
the 5X5 Little Nipper has an adjustable transmit-
ting frequency range, a quiet spot on the dial can
be selected to prevent interference between 5X5's
operating in the neighborhood. Also, any radio
with a loop antenna can pick up the signal by
radiation directly from the house wiring.

Judging from its versatility, Model 5X5 was a
World's Fair show stopper. 1939 was a banner
year for the new, the imaginative, and a dream of
life in the future.

A few more facts about WLW. [See November 1992

A.R.C. for two articles on WLW.]
WLW's experimental license whin had call letters

W8X0 operated at 500,000 watts on 700 kHz. At that
time a number of AM radio stations used experimental
license call letters of a letter followed by a number, the
same as amateur radio stations.

Area coverage of WLW was much greater than that
of any AM station today. One reason is that man-made
interference was much lower. Also most radio receivers
were designed to be used on external antennas plus
earth ground The result was a much greater noise free
signal, and the set stayed listenable even with most
normal signal fading.

WLW was an NBC affiliate and was licensed to
transmit facsimile.

Two of the programs on WLW that remember most
were "Paul Sullivan Newscaster" and a late night pro-
gram called 'Moon River" -a beautiful program with
organ music and a male voice at a soft low pitch reciting
poems and readings of a romantic nature.

Associate with the Crosley Corp. was the Ken-Rad
Corp. [manu acturer of tubes], and the slogan on the
radio shippirg cartons in the early ':30s was "You're
there with a Crosley."

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Creative Key Collector
Tattoo Tells the Tale

Steven Berkule recently submitted a photo-
graph to A.R.C.'s Telegraph Review section which
piqued our interest enough to ask for more infor-
mation. We're sure you will understand why when
you examine the subject matter in Figure 1. Pic-
tured is the tattoo that Steve says, "...resides on
my right shoulder." It is the picture of an 1881
Bunnell key, one of Steve's prized possessions
in his Telegraph Museum.

The key was given to Steve by his parents in
1980 and sparked his interest enough to make
him a full-fledged collector by 1985. The splendid
display case shown in Figure 2 attests to that fact.

THE TATTOO

The tattoo depicts the key without the mount-
ing legs found on this model. It is not, after all, a
blueprint but an illustration, designed by Steve in
collaboration with tattoo artist Al of "Bodyworks
By Al" in Holmes, New York. It is obviously a
labor of love for our hobby, as
ed it to "those who strive to remember, restore,
and enjoy the old radio arts."

The tattoo design was developed over a peri-
od of 2 ' months. Application took one month,
and the job was completed in about five weeks.

Thematically, the tattoo bids farewell to all the
fine radio and communications traditions that our
society has chosen to throw away. This includes
the art of telegraphy, both radio and landline. The
tattoo also recognizes a few of Steve's favorite
historical figures. One is H.G. Martin, who invent -

ed the Vibroplex semiautomatic key around the
turn of the century, and whose definitive design
ruled landlines and radio rooms worldwide for
decades. The Vibroplex has a special place in
the hearts of those who, as Steve says, "can still
make the old bugs sing."

Two other heroes are also memorialized in the
tattoo. One is Samuel B. Morse, inventor of the
Morse code, who needs little introduction to al-
most any audience. The other is Edwin Howard
Armstrong, inventor of super -regenerative and
superheterodyne circuitry, whom Steve consid-
ers to be the greatest radio genius of the 20th
century. Steve recommends Tom Lewis' Empire
of the Air, the book or video, for a broad perspec-
tive on Armstrong.

THE KEY AND BUG COLLECTION

Steve reports that the days of finding collectible
keys and bugs at reasonable prices at hamfests
are just about over. However, along the way, he
has been fortunate enough to acquire some of the
most -sought-after keys and bugs at a modest cost.
He has concentrated on collecting Vibroplex, Mar-
tin, Bunnell -Martin, Bunnell, Speed -X, and McEl-
roy. His two prize bugs are a pair of Ultimate, fold -
around bugs, one chrome and the other with a
black, wrinkle -finish outer case, circa 1925.

He has two very early Vibroplex bugs, circa
1904, but he is missing the classic "X" and "up-
right" models. A number of excellent pre -World
War II Vibroplex bugs are included in his collec-
tion. The Model 4 is a favorite. Among other
prizes are a Les Logan Speed -X Model 501 (mint),
a Martin Flash key, and two Bunnell -Martin Flash
Keys - Models 5-46 and 5-48.

Any pre -1920 Vibroplex is a real treasure and
getting very hard to find. However, Steve has
some fine samples from this era, as well as a

wide range of straight keys and sounders.
With so -nuch variety to this key collecting

business, Steve says he has barely scratched
the surface. He advises new cohectors to take
heart - "There's lots of good stuff out there, but
you just have to be patient and keep looking! And
if the key seems way overpriced, 1 probably is."

THE "HAM SHACK'

Steve is also a serious collector of ham gear,
as indicated by some of the equipment in his
"ham shack," shown in Figure 3. First licensed as
WN2JUT in 1969 when he was a teenager, he
allowed this nonrenewable license to expire in
1971. Early Novice tickets expired if the ham did
not upgrade; therefore, Steve was unlicensed
from 1971 to 1978. However, in 1978, he reen-
tered the hobby "with a vengeance."

Steve's v ntage ham gear includes the follow-
ing: a Johnson Viking transmitte-, ca. 1950; a
Johnson Ranger transmitter, ca. 1954; and vari-
ous receives from the late 193Cs to the early
1950s, such as Hallicrafters S -20R, S-22, SX-24,
SX-25, and S -40A, as well as Collins 75A and
R390.

A.R.C. is grateful to Steve Berkule for sharing
his collecting interests with our readers. His tat-
too is, of course, a unique way to pursue one
aspect of our hobby, but as Steve says, 'When
someone has something to say or a statement to
make, some people write a poem or a song.
Others write a letter to the editor. A few express
themselves through the art of tattoo." Ours is a
hobby open :o every kind of expression that works
to preserve our antique radio heritage.

Questions posed by Jim and Nadiene Farago in
the May 1992 issue generated enthusiastic re-
sponses from many A.R.C. readers.

POWER LINE FREQUENCIES AND
MODES OF TRANSMISSION

One reader described Tesla's discovery of a
single conductor mode of transmission. Tesla
found that high frequency electrical currents (ra-
dio waves) could be transmitted over a single
conductor, and he considered the earth to be a
single conductor of such currents. Quite correct-
ly, this reader pointed out that this mode of prop-
agation differed from attempts to radiate high
power from an antenna system. Radio waves
can travel through the air as "sky waves" or along
the earth as "ground waves." Unfortunately, the
transmission of electrical power by ground waves
is also impractical because the earth is a poor
conductor. Ground conductivity varies widely de-
pending upon the type of soil and the moisture
content of the soil. Dry and sandy soil, for ex-
ample, represents a very poor transmission me-
dium.

Tesla's scheme faced another hurdle. How
did he expect to accomplish an efficient power
conversion from radio frequencies to DC or low -
frequency AC suitable for use in the home or
factory? Perhaps some reader can shed light on
this aspect of Tesla's plan.

Another reader also had Tesla in mind. He
mentioned the inventor's selection of 60 Hz for
a synchronous motor. When properly geared
down, this type of motor could be used to oper-
ate an electric clock. Such a clock is very accu-
rate because its speed is determined by the pow-
er line frequency and is not affected by normal
variations in line voltage.

Odd power frequencies still survive as seen
in the Figure 1 photograph of a Niagara -Mo-
hawk generating station which still operates gen-
erators at both 40 Hz and 60 Hz. The original 40
Hz, 3 -phase generator built in 1897 appears in

the background.
In addition to the increased iron losses which

occur in 400 Hz power systems, one writer cited
the adverse effects of inductive and capacitive
reactances at 400 Hz.

VACUUM TUBE COATING

Initially, A.R.C. readers expressed some un-
certainty regarding the purpose of the black or
dark grey coating used on the inside of certain
tube types, but later correspondents were more
confident. Most writers agreed that the material
is graphite or carbon. The carbon coating serves
two purposes. First, because the coating is con-
ductive, it reduces the build-up of static charges
on a tube's glass envelope which might other-
wise add "snap, crackle and pop" to the radio's
audio output. Second, the carbon coating mini-
mizes secondary emission caused by electrons
striking the bulb, a condition that can also cre-
ate unwanted noise and distortion.

As evidence of the true purpose of the car-
bon coating, the Radiotron Designer's Handbook,
Fourth Edition, page 5, was cited as a refer-
ence.

Conversely, some readers pointed out those
functions which the coating was not intended to
perform. It was not meant to dissipate heat. Oth-
erwise, logic would tell us that the coating should
appear in rectifie- tubes as well - it does not.
The coating was not meant to be decorative be-
cause it was frequently scratched when the tube
assembly was inserted into the coated bulb -
hardly a case of added eye appeal. Since the
coating is not connected to a chassis ground
point, it cannot function as a shield.

The coating siould not be confused with the
getter. Close inspection of a typical tube will re-
veal the presence of both the carbon coating
and the getter. Further, the carbon coating ob-
scures the getter and provides evidence that the
inside of the bulb is coated before the tube struc-
ture is inserted and the getter flashed.

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More On The Silver -Marshall Model Y
and Determining IF Frequency

The December 1992 issue of A.R.C. included
an article by Ron Ramirez which described the
restoration of a Silver -Marshall Model Y (see
"Ron's Radio Rectifications," page 4). His article
provided some background information on the
Silver -Marshall Company. In a letter to Ron, an
A.R.C. reader, Thomas Peters, commented on
the article and provided some additional infor-
mation regarding the Silver -Marshall Company.
In turn, Ron responded with a letter to the editor
which offered certain clarifications as well as add-
ed material.

In this same article, Ron described an align-
ment procedure which included a method for
determining the unknown frequency of an inter-
mediate frequency amplifier. Richard Foster and
Daniel Schoo offer some suggestions in this
matter. (Editor)

EARLY HISTORY

The Silver -Marshall Company was indeed
formed in 1924, but went into bankruptcy it 1932.
Silver promptly regrouped and formed a new
company, McMurdo Silver, Inc., which begar op-
erations at a West Austin Avenue address in
Chicago, Illinois. During its brief history, the com-
pany relocated several times within the city. In
1933, the company's address was 1747 Belmont
Street.

In his letter, Thomas Peters pointed out that
this address was, at one time, also that of
Howard Radio. The use of a common address
seems to confirm that in addition to the radios
that were built "in-house," some McMurdo Silver
radios were actually manufactured by Howard
Radio.

("Communications Receivers" by Raymond S.
Moore describes Silver's difficulties in obtaining
a license from RCA to manufacture radios and
states that Howard Radio produced sets for Sil-
ver during the period from early 1934 to late
19351

The connection between Silver -Marshall and
Hallicrafters is less clear than the relationship
with Howard Radio. Ramirez indicated that Bill
Halligan of Hallicrafters reorganized the bank-
rupt Silver -Marshall as the Silver -Marshall Man-
ufacturing Company in order to obtain a manu-
facturing license from RCA. But in 1934, Mc-
Murdo Silver, Inc., ceased production as the re-
sult of a lawsuit by RCA. This event casts some
doubt on whether the Silver -Marshall Manufac-
turing Company held a license from RCA. How-
ever, it is certain that early Hallicrafters radios
were marketed under the Silver -Marshall manu-
facturing name.

QUALITY COMPARISONS

The issue of how the Silver -Marshall radios

compared with contemporary "production -line"
radios, such as the Philco models, is not settled
easily. This is clearly a matter of personal pref-
erence. But considering the relative scarcity of
Silver -Marshall radios, most collectors would
probably we come the opportunity to acquire a
Silver -Marshall.

DETERMINING INTERMEDIATE FREQUENCY

Richard Foster's suggestions ter determining
the unknowr frequency of an Intermediate Fre-
quency Amp ifier are the following:

(1) After hooking up the signal generator to
the set, the radio's local oscillator should be dis-
abled by shorting the local oscillator's tuning ca-
pacitor.

(2) The use of an audio output meter is rec-
ommended to determine peak output.

(3) The peak output should occur at one of
the more commonly used intermediate frequen-
cies - in this case, 465 Kc. Be alert to the
possibility th.at you may have the signal genera-
tor tuned to a frequency that is not the IF's fun-
damental frequency. To make certain that the
radio's IF ci'cuits are responding to the signal
generator's 'undamental frequency and not a
second harmonic, the signal generator should
be retuned to twice the generator frequency set-
ting. There should be no output f the original
setting was correct.

(4) The use of an incorrect intermediate fre-
quency will adversely affect the accuracy of the
tuning dial tracking.

IF FREQUENCY CORRECTION

Based on information received from Richard
Foster and Daniel Schoo, Ron Ramirez states
that the correct IF for the Model V is 465 kHz,
not 450 kHz as indicated in his December 1992
article.

[The use of an output meter is a good idea
since it is a more accurate indicator of IF peak-
ing than the human ear. As Ron stated in his
article, it is important to keep the output from
the signal generator as low as possible to avoid
erroneous indications. Richard Foster's sugges-
tion to disable the local oscillator will minimize
false indications as well by minim zing spurious
signals. Even when you use these procedures,
the frequency may not be the true intermediate
frequency. The resonant frequency of IF trans-
formers can change somewhat with age, or per-
haps the IF Transformers may have been adjust-
ed incorrectly during some previous repair.)

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The Collector's Guide to Antique Radios, Second Edition

Let's face it. When
antique radios are
bought, sold or
swapped, both transact-
ing parties need some
determination of value.
Marty and Sue Bunis
have attempted to fill this
need. And since price
guides do have a limit-
ed shelf life, constant
updates are necessary.
The Collector's Guide to
Antique Radios, Second
Edition, takes over
where the first edition left
off. Input from collectors
on corrections and de-
letions has been includ-
ed, and this publication
is now respected and
quoted by most mem-
bers of the hobby.

This price guide was
no simple task. The
book was compiled us-
ing a 30,000 -unit card
file consisting of a constant flow of data taken
from auctions, antique radio publications, sales
at swap meets, and advice from the collectors
themselves. All this information was then put into
a computer and averaged out.

The first edition of the Collector's Guide to
Antique Radios has 416 photos and deals with
5,000 individual sets. The Second Edition fea-
tures 550 radio photos, all different from the first
edition. A total of 7,800 models is
listed! While I would like to see more
crystal sets and early battery radios, I
feel Marty and Sue have covered a full

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range of sets with be-
lievable accuracy. One
suggestion would be to
include the number of
tubes for each model, as
this would help to identi-
fy sets with similar cabi-
net characteristics.

The marvelous color
cover done by Bill Bell is
called 'Magic Box," and
is similar in style to the
one he did for the first
edition. We can only
wonder what the cover
for the third edition will
look like. Will there be a
third edition? Absolute-
ly. Marty and Sue are
now compiling the infor-
mation, visiting collec-
tions, and photographing
sets. Any input you may
have to this effort will be
welcomed by the authors.

The Collector's Guide
to Antique Radios, Sec-

ond Edition, by Marty and Sue Bunis, is published
by Collector Books, a division of Schroeder Pub-
lishing Co., Inc. It has 216 pages covering radios
from 1920 to 1960.
