The news is good for antique radio collectors. Qur
community is growing! And that growth is most evident
in the explosion of meets all over the U. S. and Europe.

In the last several months, A.R.C. has attended
meets from Birmingham, England, to Elgin, lllino s. In
Birmingham, over 2,000 enthusiasts browsed through
200-plus vendors' displays, while Radiofest in Elgin
attracted more than 400 vendors this year. Meets like
Extravaganza in Lansing, Michigan, and the New En-
gland Antique Radio Club quarterly events, which usu-
ally draw nearly 1,000 participants, continue to grow.

Even if you are not actively buying and selling, what
a great chance a meet is to interact with other collec-
tors! In England, a number of European A.R.C. readers
stopped by our booth to say “hi." In the U. S., Radiofest
in the Midwest is an ideal place for collectors from
anywhere in the country to meet collectors from every-
where else. Meets are also becoming more family-
oriented, as many of them schedule a wide range of
activities, from seminars and auctions to museum vis-
its and excursions for noncollectors.

The upcoming big event in Rochester N. Y. — the
Antique Wireless Association Annual Historical Radio
Conference — from September 22 to 25, is a meet not
to be missed. Nearly 1,000 collectors will enjoy four
days of radio events. And don't forget that the Flea
Market will not open until 6 a.m. on Wednesday!

On to this issue. Our cover and our lead article by
Wally Worth present the Tower Manufacturing Compa-
ny, producer of horn and cone speakers. A striking
selection of these speakers, circa the mid-1920s, makes
this an article rich in detail.

Kevin Silva contributes an interesting bit of -adio
history in his article on Noblitt-Sparks, the maker of
Arvin radios. Kevin's approach s a personal one, since
his grandfather, “Duke” Silva, brought the metal radio
idea to Noblitt-Sparks.

ON THE COVER

The cover this month shows the Tower Model 28
cone speaker one of the more dramatic speaker de-
signs of 1927. The grille is constructed of molded
repwood. This design preceded the cast metal ship
and tower des gns frequently seen in collections today.
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The Tower Manufacturing Co. of Boston

This is the story of the Tower Manufacturing
Co. of Boston, Massachusetts, and its products
— headphones, horn and cone speakers, and
the rightly famous “ship speakers” coveted by all.

HEADPHONES

The story starts in January 1924 with the Sci-
entific Electric Works, located at 98 Brookline
Avenue in Boston. This company manufactured
“Scientific” headphones, shown in Figure 1, which
sold for $2.95 and had a relatively high resis-
tance of 3,000 ohms. The advertisements claimed
that the $200,000 company guaranteed every set
of headphones.

However, in the fall of 1927, the same pictured
headset was being advertised as “Tower's Scien-
tific Headset.” The manufacturer claimed its 14-
day production would reach a mile high if the
boxes were placed on top of each other. Like the
Scientific Electric Works, the Tower Manufactur-
ing Co. was located at 98 Brookline Ave., Boston.
Frank S. Tower was the president, and Edward
T. Isaac was the treasurer.

This company continued to advertise itself as
a $200,000 company, just as the Scientific Elec-
tric Works had done. Did Frank Tower buy out
the Scientific Electric Works? Did the companies
merge? | could not establish this as a fact, but
given the use of the same phrases and the same
pictured headset in both ads, | believe that they
did merge.

The Tower Manufacturing Co.
also made the Tower “Super
Sensitive” headphones in two
sizes — a small one with 2,500
ohms resistance and a larger
one with 3,000 ohms resistance
like the plain “Scientific” set.

HORN SPEAKERS

An advertisement that ap-
peared in the November 1925
issue of Radio News, featured
the Tower Meistersinger “Cabi-
net” speaker, shown in Figure
2,inalong, low, mahogany cab-
inet priced at $15. The Cabinet
speaker used a wooden homn
laid horizontally in the cabinet
and presumably used the Tower
phono attachment which could

horn speaker at $4.95, shown in Figure 3, the
Tower “Scientific” horn speaker at $8.50, and the
larger Meistersinger horn speaker, shown in Fig-
ure 4, at $15. The “Scientific” headphones were
still priced at $2 95.

CONE SPEAKERS

In September of 1926, Tower advertised its
first cone speaker, the “Tower Cone,” at $9.50,
and also addec to its horn speaker line with a

“Scientific” model at $8.50. At this time, the horn
speakers were becoming obsolete, and radio
listeners recognized the deficiencies of the horn’s
tonal quality. The cone speakers gave better
tone, especially to the bass notes, and more
volume.

Then in January of 1927, Baker-Smith adver-
tised a radio cone speaker, “The Enchanter.”
This speaker had a sailing ship on the front cast
iron face, and was “hand decorated in polychrome
colors of silver grey, green, yellow, and red.” The
price was $30.

Also advertised that year was the “Fiat” cone,
to be used for table or wall mounting, using the
“Majestic” horn reproducer. This speaker appar-
ently was a standard paper cone with a sailing
ship, silk-screened or painted on the cone itself.
The price of the Fiat cone was $12.50.

Apparently Baker-Smith's sailing ship design
was well received, as later, in September of 1927,

there appeared another cone speaker in the guise
of a three-dimensional galleon ship model, “The
Melody Ship.” The Miniature Ship Models Co.
offered this model ship as a kit. It includes an
electromagnet driver attached to the main mast.
The driver is connected to the speaker's dia-
phragm, which is shaped like the shlp’s mainsail.
The kit for this unusual speaxer cos: $12.50 com-
plete. Ship kits were popular in the 1920s, and
this shape and construction method inspired the
Tower Co. to bring out several more cone speak-
er designs.

Tower made a departure in its style in Novem-
ber of 1927, and introduced the Model 28, as
shown in Figure 6. It was a cone speaker housed

in a metal drum placed on a decorative, cast
metal base. The front grille work was of pressed
wood and depicted the accoutrements of chivalry.
The rear grille was pressed cardboard, and both
front and back were backed by a gold net cloth.

Tower's regular line of cone speakers contin-
ued with three new models of the familiar cast
iron, circular framework design. The now famous
“Adventurer,” a handsome table speaker, was
priced at $11.95; the “Castle Cone" at $11.95;
and the “Pirate Ship” at $8.95. These models are
shown in Figures 7, 8, and 9.

The Adventurer speaker is the one most often
seen and sought after today. The Castle Cone
speaker has a cast iron front and is painted in a
mixture of green and gold. The front is a replica of
the official Tower logo used in many ads.

The Pirate Ship speaker is painted with a vari-
ety of bright colors similar to the Enchanter of
January 1927, made by Baker-Smith. Notice that
the Pirate Ship is sailing to the right, while the
Adventurer ship is sailing to the left.

CONE SPEAKER STRUCTURE

Most of the Tower cone speakers mentioned
above use the same speaker driver mechanism
— a well-made, rugged unit, many of which are
still usable today. They have a resistance of from
1,200 to 1,500 ohms. Almost all are adjustable by
the movement of a lever located behind the cen-
tral part of the ship. This lever centralizes the
armature between the magnet poles to increase
the sound or to avoid hitting the poles on the loud
passages.

Cones for these speakers consist of a single
piece of parchment reinforced at the center with
soft felt on the outer edge. This cushioned the

edge of ihe cone against the cast iron frame. The
cones were known as “free-edge,” since they
were not restrained 'n any way except at the
attachment to the pin drive at the center.

All of these cone speakers became a decora-
tive addition to the decor of the home, as well as
a pleasure to early radio listeners in the late
1920s, until the dynamic speakers of the 1930s
superceded them.

Tower's address in 1927 was 122 Brookline
Ave., Boston, the same address as the Automatic
Radio Co., makers of Tom Thumb radios from the
late 1920s through the 1950s. Did the Tower Man-
ufacturing Co. and the Automatic Radio Co. ever
co-exist at this address? | have no information on

the later years of the Tower Manutacturing Co.

This is a good time to encourage someone to
write a book on all the cone speakers in general.
Horn speakers have been ably written up by Floyd
Paul in his book Hom Speaker Encyclopedia, but
cone speakers have not been documented.

WITH THE COLLECTORS

Arvin Metal Radios and A. D. Silva

BY KEVIN DEVERE SILVA

In anearlier A.R.C. article (March 1991), Kevin
DeVere Silva wrote about the Atwater Kent Mod-
el 810 prototype, a gift to his grandfather, Albert
DeVere Silva, from Atwater Kent himself. A.D.
Silva was chief engineer at Atwater Kent for 12
years before the plant’s closing in 1936 when he
moved on to Noblitt-Sparks and the development
of Arvin metal radios. (Editor)

As a radio collector, | guess I'm lucky. Not only
do | enjoy collecting, | enjoy the fact that | have
an insight into the history of
radio manufacturing. My
grandfather Albert DeVere
Silva, affectionately known
as “Duke,” was a pioneer in
early radio engineering.

Duke Silva, pictured in
Figure 1, had the privilege
of entering the electronic in-
dustry at its inception. Dur-
ing his work with the Signal
Corps in World War |, he
and Edwin Armstrong de-
signed the first tank com-
munications. He was senior
chief engineer with the At-
water Kent Manufacturing
Co. from 1924 to 1936. See
Figure 2.

With the Depression at its
peak, Noblitt-Sparks Indus-
tries (see A.R.C. July 1989)
needed a product that would
assure the company of
some success in the field of
home entertainment. The company never knew
that such success might have been decided by
the simple toss of a coin.

Duke Silva had two options when Atwater Kent
closed its doors in the spring of 1936. He could
choose to work for Wurlitzer in Chicago or for
Noblitt-Sparks in Columbus, Indiana. To make
his decision, he called his family into the kitchen
and flipped a nickel. Duke started at Noblitt-Sparks
in June of 1936. He found it difficult to “break the
ice” because business there was done differently
from business at Atwater Kent. In his opinion,
Noblitt-Sparks' line of radios needed improve-
ment.

Earl Booth was Noblitt-Sparks’ chief engineer
in 1933, when with Ben Irwin and Walt Peeks, he
designed the company’s first car radio. Booth, a
mechanical engineer, was in charge of all as-

pects of design. His electronic background was
limited, so he concentrated on cosmetics, leaving
the electronics to Irwin and Peeks.

Unfortunately, the wooden cabinets Booth de-
signed for the early home sets were rather elabo-
rate, and consequently expensive to produce.
The Rhythm Series, introduced in the spring of
1936, was an example of his work. The Rhythm
King Model 1127 was an 11-tube set with a list
price of $150. Although one of the nicest radios
of the time, it was a little out of the average
person’s price range.

Duke, with the help of a
close friend, W.A. Mac-
Donald, Vice President and
Chief Engineer of Hazeltine
Service Corp., persuaded
Noblitt-Sparks to rethink its
position on radio manufac-
turing.

In the early part of 1937,
Duke, along with Ben Irwin
who became the assistant
chief engineer, made sever-
al trips to the closed Atwater
Kent plant. Together they ac-
quired the equipment nec-
essary for Noblitt-Sparks to
manufacture its own elec-
tronic components (i.e., IF
coils, transformers, chokes,
etc.). Now instead of design-
ing radios around OEM (orig-
inal equipment manufactur-
er) parts, Noblitt-Sparks
could design and manufac-
ture every aspect of its radios.

With this manufacturing process in place, the
next objective was to find a way to produce an
inexpensive radio cabinet. The company already
manufactured mufflers, so it had the tooling and
machinery to stamp metal. Thus, with an idea
brought directly from Atwater Kent, Noblitt-Sparks
began producing metal cabinet radios. The radio
division of Noblitt-Sparks merely became an ex-
tension of the manufacturing process used by
Atwater Kent.

In 1938, the first Arvin metal set was intro-
duced — the Model 40, or “Mighty Mite,” as
shown in Figure 3. This radio is especially inter-
esting because of its small size and tube comple-
ment. It used only 2 tubes, but these 2 dual-
purpose tubes performed the functions of a con-
ventional 4-tube TRF set. A Type 25B8GT tube,



a triode/pentode, served as an
RF ampilifier/detector. The recti-
fier and audio output functions
were performed by a Type
70L7GT, a beam power/rectifier
tube.

Since this AC/DC radio con-
tained only about two dozen
parts, it was a simple and inex-
pensive radio to produce. “It
started out as a novelty, a toy;
we didn’t expect it to ‘'mount to
anything,” said Ben Irwin.

But it did! At $4.10 each, the
2-tube set successfully kept
Noblitt-Sparks in the radio busi-
ness.

Another interesting feature of
the 6 Y-inch wide Model 40 is
the 4-inch speaker. Duke Silva
believed in using the largest
speaker available, given the
cabinet dimensions. The bigger
the speaker, the better the tone.

According to a 1939 letter to
Duke Silva, Atwater Kent him-
self obviously agreed. In it he
wrote, “I cannot thank you
enough for the beautiful little ra-
dio set [Arvin Model 40] that you
sent me. it is certainly a marvel
in volume, tone, and selectivi-
ty... | appreciate so much your
thought of me and letting me
see what marvelous results can
be obtained from such a small
instrument.”

The Arvin Model 40 was only
the first in a series of metal cab-
inet radios produced by Noblitt-
Sparks Industries.

VINTAGE TELEVISION

More on Early Television
BY RAY BINTLIFF

My thanks to those readers who have taken
the time to telephone or write regarding my article
“Technical Advances in Early TV,” which appeared
in the December 1992 issue of A R.C. Itis gratify-
ing to know that so many of you found it informa-
tive. One reader, William McGuigan, commented
on my rather brief, and somewhat inaccurate,
explanation of the ion trap. Oh, how advancing
years dullthe memory! The purpose of this article
is to expand on the previous article for the benefit
of Mr. McGuigan and other readers.

SOME BASICS

The electron gun in a picture tube is used to
produce the beam of electrons that “paint” the
picture on the tube’s screen. Unfortunately, the
gun also produces ions which can burn the TV
screen. Over time, ion bombardment will produce
a brown spot at the center of the picture tube. lon
traps were developed to prevent this discolora-
tion of the TV screen (Keep in mind that we are
discussing early black and white TV).

TYPES OF ION TRAPS AND GUNS

Early TV sets employed two basic ion trap/
electron gun configurations. The earliest type, as
used in the RCA Model 630TS, consisted of a
straight electron gun and a dual-magnet ion trap.
Later versions used a single magnet in conjunc-
tion with either a tilted or bent electron gun.

Anion trap is installed externally on the neck of
the picture tube near its base. When first in-
stalled, an ion trap must be adjusted by sliding it
back and forth while rotating it as well to produce
maximum screen brightness.

THEORY OF OPERATION

Figure 1 provides a side view of the straight
gun and double magnet combination.

The diagonal gap between grid 1 and grid 2 of
the electron gun is essential to the operation of
the ion trap. The voltage difference between the

two grids produces a strong electrical field across
this gap. This electrical field in conjunction with
the large rear magnet deflects both the electrons
and ions toward the top of the gun.

Because ions are heavier than electrons, a
stronger magnetic field is required to deflect them,
while the lighter electrons are deflected more
easily. Consequently, the small forward magnet
has no effect on the heavy ions which continue on
their previously deflected path and harmlessly
strike the inside of grid 2. However, the electron
beam is deflected by the small forward magnet
and is directed to the picture tube's screen.

As Mr. McGuigan pointed out, some picture tube/
ion trap combinations used an offset, or ftilted,
electron gun as skown in Figure 2. Again the diago-
nal gap is used, but this time in combination with a
single magnet. The tilted gun and the gap’s electri-
cal field aim the electrons and ions at the bottom of
grid 2. However, the single magnet deflects the
electron beam toward the picture tube screen. Un-
affected by the single magnet, the ions continue on
the same path and strike the inside of grid 2.

The bent election gun, a variation of the offset
electron gun, is shown in Figure 3. Operation of
the bent gun is similar to the oftset gun. The ions
travel in a straight line and strike the grid. The
electron beam is deflected by the ion trap magnet
and is directed to the picture tube screen.

THE NEXT STEP

Picture tube technology continued to advance.
The introduction of aluminized picture tube
screens eliminated the need for ion traps and
produced brighter pictures as well.

Restoration/Service Tips

Dear Editor:

Black Shellac, commonly used on the bottom part
of 1930s-1940s radios, ...may be made by the follow-
ing process: (1) Break an old 78 rpm record into small
pieces; cover with 50/50 mix of lacquer thinner and
alcohol (approximately 4 oz. each); let stand 24 hours.
(2) Strain through a paper cone paint strainer and
dilute as necessary with additional alcohol.

Cleaning Turret Tuners: (1) Remove cover from
tuner; use ordinary red rubber eraser to clean all con-
tacts until shiney. (2) Carefully using needlenose pli-
ers, re-tension contact wipers. | do not advocate using
any lubricatingtype cleaner on anything that may gather
dust or dirt, which the lubricant definitely attracts. Never
use this in computers. The leakage paths generated
will destroy ICs. Artists' gum type erasers may be
safely used to clean PC contacts.

A filter then removed the upper
sideband and the carrier. A second modulator
shifted the SSB signal to the desired output fre-
quency and fed it to a high-powered linear ampli-
fier for transmission.

As in today’s SSB operations, a carrier had to
be inserted in the receiver for intelligible recep-
tion. This was provided by a local oscillator. Ap-
parently, this system was considered too expen-
sive and impractical, and thus it was discarded.

{Loomis notes on page 431 that the Bell Sys-
tem Technical Journalof October 1923 published
a discussion of the single sideband. This article
describes the tests made between London and
the telephone station at Rocky Point, Long Is-
land.

THE TUCKERTON, N. J.
GERMAN RADIO STATION

Information on the Tuckerton transmitting tow-
er was obtained by talking to residents of the
area and several historians who had published
their findings in local newspapers. | visited the
area several times while RCA was using the
facility. At that time, | was working at RCA’s
Camden, New Jersey, plant as a technical writer
and editor; this job gave me access to much
material not available to outsiders.

About 1915, before the United States entered
World War |, the German High Command decided
that a radio station was needed on the United States
East Coast to direct its U-boats. A sparsely populat-
ed area located near Tuckerton, New Jersey, was
selected. Without the U.S. government's knowledge,
the Germans constructed a high-powered radio sta-
tion using local help but bringing all the construction
materials in by ship. The marshland selected added
to the security of the operations, and was just what

was needed for ideal grounding.

The transmitting tower was about 300 feet tall,
supported by a giant insulator. There were other
smaller towers for receiving. it is believed that this
station signaled the U-boat that sank the Lusitania.
After we entered the war, our government discov-
ered the station and confiscated it for U.S. use.

Atthe wa+'s end, the location was handed over
to RCA for its overseas use. Later RCA made it
into a shortwave multiple frequency station with
antennas and counterpoises all over the place.

In the late 1960s, the property was sold to a
developer to build a village with lagoons. After
RCA built its replacement s:ation, the tower had to
come down. With much fanfare and the public
watching, the tower was dynamited, ending an era
for the people of Tuckerton. | was not able to see
the tower demolished as | was away on vacation at
the time. Today, the road leading to the old station
location is still known as Radio Road.

Early Radio
Loomis, Hertz & Fessenden

There are those who still believe that Marconi
invented radio. Although Marconi put the theories
and equipment into practical use, many before
him had produced basic equipment some years
prior to his efforts. In 1866, for example, the
Washington, D.C., dentist Mahlon Loomis suc-
cessfully transmitted wireless signals from Vir-
ginia's Blue Ridge Mountains to Point of Rocks,
Maryland, 17 miles away.

Hertz, whose name now replaces the old “cy-
cles per second” term for frequencies, discov-
ered radio waves and experimented with them
during the 1980s in Germany.

Another pioneer was Reginald Fessenden, a
genius who had been a college professor and
Edison’s chief chemist. When employed by the
U.S. Weather Bureau, Fessenden sent wireless
messages along the outer banks of North Caroli-
na early in 1901 for a distance of 50 miles. He
used a spark transmitter and an electrolytic de-
tector. An article in Electrical World and Engineer

magazine, dated August 1902, described appa-
ratus with a potential range of 100 miles made by
Fessenden.

Later, using his high frequency alternator, Fes-
senden was the first to modulate a radio wave
with voice ar music. On Christmas Eve in 1906,
he broadcast the first entertainment program — a
surprise to ship radio operators at sea who heard
it. Previously, in 1905, he had sent wireless mes-
sages across the Atlantic from his Massachu-
setts station.

Fessenden's genius made possible the air-
craft radio altimeter and sonar, as well as tur-
boelectric drive for battleships. When he died at
age 66 on July 22, 1932, in Bermuda, he held
over 500 patents in this country alone. He had
received many awards for his inventions, but it
can now be truthfully said that Fessenden was
the first to broadcast an entertainment program.

HVRA/AWA Convention and Auction
Galveston, Texas — May 7-9, 1993

The 14th annual Houston Vintage Radio Asso-
ciation (HVRA) and Antique Wireless Associa-
tion (AWA) convention, billed as the “Lone Star
Radio Roundup,” was held May 7-9, 1993, at the
historic Galvez Hotel in Galveston, Texas. Two
large auctions, a swap meet, an old equipment
contest, and an awards banquet made an active
and enjoyable weekend for a large number of
buyers and sellers.

The Friday night auction was for tubes, Bakelite
sets, and other lower-dollar value items. A total of
317 lots sold for $3,581. The high bid of the
evening was for a Philmore tube radio kit selling
for $100. Among the good tubes auctioned was a
brass-base, tipped 01-A, which sold for $30.

The Saturday auction offered wood, Catalin,
and other higher-dollar-vaiue radios and equip-
ment. Among the many fine cathedrais were sev-
eral Philco 70s and an uncommon Philco 51. The
high bid on a radio was $600 for a beautiful
Midwest console, while the highest speaker bid
was for an excellent “dancing girls” speaker.

The 126 lots offered on Saturday sold for
$6,807, bringing the total of the two auctions to
443 lots with gross receipts of $10,388. Only 66
lots failed to get minimum bids and were passed.

Winners of the Old Equipment Contest were
honored at the Awards Banquet on Saturday
night. Ron Stone, the former TV anchor for Chan-
nel 2, was the guest speaker. On Sunday morn-
ing, the weather continued to cooperate for the
busy flea market.

The Michigan Antique Radio Club (MARC) and
the American Wireless Association (AWA) held
the 8th annual Extravaganza convention at the
Holiday inn South Convention Center in Lansing,
Michigan, July 16-18, 1993.

AC Hum — Tracking It Down

BY ROBERT GATES

Robert Gates has come up with a unique sug-
gestion for solving the problem of hum in classic
radios. Perhaps there are readers out there with
similar experiences to share with A.R.C. (Editor)

Years of restoring classic radios have taught
me much, including showing me where | had
better retreat. | have learned that | fare badly in
combat with certain kinds of residual hums and
am no longer willing to challenge them. But |
won't dwell on that; let me instead recount some
of the hum-ongous battles that | waged when |
was young and knew not of hum-ility.

One of my first challenges involved a 1938
410-G Capehart, a handsome radio-phonograph
with 2 IF stages, 3 rectifiers and 6 output tubes. |
attacked it confidently, renewing every paper
and electrolytic capacitor and replacing all open
resistors. Imagine my pride when the set was
finally all together and installed in the refinished
mahogany console cabinet. Imagine my dismay
when both foreign and domestic stations
emerged with clearly audible 60 and 120 Hz
hum tones, a cacophony uninfluenced by vol-
ume control setting.

Obviously, a filter cap was bad, or at least so |
thought. | checked each one for value and leak-
age, replacing a couple just for drill. The hum
seemed louder (or perhaps | was more sensitive
to it). At this point | deserted, telling myself that
this was simply nature's way, and went on to
other combat.

But, of course, this “nature’s way" rationaliza-
tion was simply battle fatigue. Classic radios
should not hum. | have tested other restorers’
work by sticking my ear right into the speaker
with the volume turned down. Their rebuilds were
as quiet as a retirement-home recess period.
Why wasn't mine?

THE CAPEHART CHALLENGE

Capehart 400-Series radios (numbered after the
“Four Hundred,” the social elite of the time) have
two amplifier/power supplies on separate chassis,
each with its own speaker. In many sets, one
amplifier is for the bass and midrange, the other for
the treble. Since my hum came from the bass unit,
| focused upon it when | returned to the set.

A little before this, working on a table model of
indifferent quality, | diminished a stentorian 120
Hz tone by increasing the capacity in the R-C
filter. But even when | doubled the values of the
filter caps, the drone was still apparent. And it was
not a good thing to do to the rectifier, because the
outrush current upon warm-up became more than
the tube would care to handle. | would not play
that sort of game with the Capehart.

| read somewhere that ground faults might be
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responsible. Man, did | re-solder grounds! | fid-
dled with grid and heater lines to no avail. Finally,
with my back to the wall, | built a steel barricade
to surround the power transformer and rectifier
tubes and mounted it on the chassis. The hum
was reduced to a tolerable level, and | again
deserted the Capehart. Apparently there had been
sufficient coupling between the power transform-
er and the adjacent output transformer to create
an audible output where none should have exist-
ed — what a funny way to design it.

| know from experience that power transtorm-
ers, interstage transformers, output transformers,
chokes and all other inductors both mutual and
celibate, forever lie in ambush. I've had sets come
back with only a sullen silence to show for my
work, or making a popping and frying which |
would finally track down to something irreplace-
able wound with copper hair. Another Capehart
would fire off a cannon every time | turned it on
and snap at me while it played. | eventually locat-
ed the interstage transformer which was letting go
and put in a dissimilar unit, only to find that | had
improved the high-frequency performance by the
swap. You just never know how it will work out.

THE MCMURDO SILVER CHALLENGE

My next war story concerns a McMurdo Silver
Masterpiece VI, chromed within an inch of its life,
which emitted a loud 120 Hz snore after a total
overhaul. As before, the buzz was not changed
by the volume control. Everything checked out —
lead dress, grounds, capacitors, you name it.
With the Capehart in mind, | turned to the induc-
tive parts of the power supply filter.

The first thing | noticed was an industrial-
strength AC magnetic field surrounding each of
the two chokes. My screwdriver tip would vibrate
when brought near either one. It occurred to me
then that these components, placed cheek-by-
jowl, were inductively coupling, passing code
messages in the dark of their Bifarian enclosure
— Silver's name for the bass-flex speaker enclo-
sure used on these radios. | reversed one of the
lead pairs, but that didn't help. Finally, | spliced in
wires and removed the input choke from the




chassis. The humming all but stopped.

What nagged at me then was the following:

1. Why did McMurdo Silver go to the trouble of
chock-mounting these coils only to overlook mag-
netic interaction?

2. How could he have missed the hum in the
first place?

3. Why don't E.H. Scott's dual chokes, which
have similar mutual orientation, couple? Do they
have the same flux leakage? (The answer to the
last question, in the sets | have explored, is “no.”
The screwdriver test showed very little fiela es-
caping these units.)

4. Assuming that Silver really did make a quiet
radio, what could have taken place to make it
hum?

Reviewing all | had done in the rebuild, | could
not spot anything contributory. Although replace-
ment capacitors were installed, they were locat-
ed as were the originals, right down to having
new innards put into the top-mounted electrolytic
cans. And, as | have said, no other changes were
made; the filter chokes were left as the only
culprits. With both again in position, | quieted the
radio with a surreptitious wrap of mu-metal over
the laminations.

| did more screwdriver tests, and found big
differences between sets. The screwdriver hard-
ly quivered when waved at the power transformer
of a Scott Philharmonic, but it danced over the
Capehart. Other radios gave variable results, but
there was some correlation between screwdriver
action and residual hum. Once these observa-
tions were in place, a theory began to emerge.

A THEORY

Most transformers and filker chokes consist of
a coil form placed over a laminated core. The
laminations have to be shaped to allow insertion
after the coils are wound, which in turn means
that no individual piece can provide a closed
magnetic path. The flux must pass through the
sides of each lamination to adjacent segments to
complete its traverse around and through the
coil, every interface acting as a small air gap.

If oxides build up in these air gaps, they may
become less permeable. Pemaps they are opened
as ice splits a rock, perhaps the relative permeabil-
ities of the corrosion products are controlling. What-
ever the cause, as the magnetic circuit becomes
impaired, the leakage flux increases, increasing
the coupling to susceptible neighboring components.

If my theory is right, it means that before you
buy a classic radio that isn't playing or has a
residualhum, you must plan your campaign care-
fully. Your best strategy would be to ask the
owner to pull laminations cut of the choke and
transformers to make sure they are rust-free. But
if you don’t mind, I'll wait outside in tne Jeep while
you suggest this.

OOPS! — Philco Radio Survey

Ron Ramirez reports that a number of errors
crept into the Philco Radio Survey appearing in our
August 1993 issue. Some were typos and some
were in the data available to us. So, get out your
issue and make the following corrections (most are
indicated by underlining):

1. Under Basic Identifying Methods, second
paragraph, “Model 70" was used to designate High-
boy consoles as well as cathedrals.

2. Figure 4 is a Model 90.

3. Under Data Guide Explanation, Trimmer

paragraph, add: “In early Model 20s with one or two
rimmers, one m moun nder the chassis.”

4. In the Figure 7 tube layouts for the early and
late Model 70s, the serial numbers should ead

above and below B-22,000.

5. In the Figure 7 tube layouts for the Model 90s:
(a) The serial number ranges should be the same as
in the Data Guide. (b) The early and mid-Model 30
tube layouts should be reversed. (¢) The tube layout
for the late Model 90 shouldhave one more tube (a
27 to the right of the left-most 27) and the four tubes
(2-47s, 80 and 27) should be moved upward about
one-tube diameter. (d) Delete the “1st, 2nd and 3rd
type” designations on the tube layouts.

6. In the Data Guide, the No. of Tubes-Types
column for the late Model 70 should read: 3-35, 1-
24, 1-27, 1-47, 1-80. The mid-Model 90 listing
should be cotrected to 3-24 and the late Model 90
listing should be corrected tc 1-24.

OOPS! — Line Voltages and Old Radios
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Rudy Cartier noticed that Figure 2 in the article "Line Voltages and Old Radios™ (A.R.C., August 1993, p. 21) is
incorrect. The transformer portion of the wiring should have been the same as in Figure 1of the article. The corrected

schematic is shown above.

photos. It is available only
in hard cover, and all cop-
ies are numbered and
signed.

In A.R.C.’s March 1987 issue, we ran a review
written by Richard Foster of the first edition of
“Radio! Radio!" Here we present an updated ver-
sion of that review. (Editor)

The broad plan of the book is to give a brief
history of early developments touching on such
figures as Wheatstone, Faraday, Maxwell, Tesla
and others. The second edition also acknowledg-
es Loomis and Goldschmidt. The fundamental
inventions and people are all there. This well
illustrated book invites the eye to move over early
developmentsin wireless proper up through World
War |, and then to take in the broadcast years in a
decade-by-decade view.

A set of chronologically arranged photos ac-
companies each main section. The very detailed
captions must contain as many words as the text
itself. Jonathan reports that the text and cagtion
word count is 180,000! In all, there are nearly
1,000 figures. As if this were not enough, there are
12 appendices, including an illustrated loudspeaker

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encyclopedia.

The essence of the
book is contained in five
chapters, each covering
a decade from the 1920s
through the 1960s.

For example, |
thought at first that the
grouping ot sets by man-
ufacturer might have
been a moie useful idea
for collectors, but the
more | looked at the pic-
tures, the more | appreci-
ated the chronological
arrangement and the
possibility of comparison.

Mr. Hill may be criti-
cized for brevity. | won't
doil. He moves us expe-
ditiously from the basics, well documented in
many books, to the real point of hs book — a
history of rad o in Great Britain. He nicely draws
the distinction between inductive communication
and the true reception of Hertzian waves. Branly
gets his due as the inventor of the coherer, the first
practical device for detecting the presence of radio
waves. Marconi and other wireless pioneers, the
dramatic use of wireless in the trenches of World
War, Baird and his TV experiments — these are
only a few of the historical topics ccvered.

An alphabstical manufacturer index of alt radi-
0s is easier tc use than the one in the first edition,
and the excellent subject index is arranged in
chronological sections.

To design a good index requires courage and
stamina. To create such a book requires even
more. Radio!Radio!is a fine work right down to its
beautiful cover, and one tha: no serious collector
or historian can afford to overlook.
