Although the call to winter sports, or more likely to
shoveling, in snowy New England is strong for the
A.R.C. staff, the call to produce a better A.R.C. for
you ardent collectors is always stronger. This month
we have assembled a wide range of informative
articles, beginning with Doug Houston's “The RCA
Radiola 60 Series.” The Model 66 is on our cover.

Doug presents comprehensive coverage of the
five superheterodyne receivers produced by RCAin
1928-1929. The basic Model 60, a table model, was
offered in 1928 for $175. Four other console models
followed, priced as high as $690. The repackaging
of the Radiola 60 series sets by such companies as
Brunswick, Graybar, and the Victor Talking Ma-
chine Co. is also included in Doug's article.

The collector of early sets will be interested in lan
Sanders’ article on the British GECoPHONE crystal
sets. lan shows exterior and interior photographs
and selections of advertising and circuits used by
GECOoPHONE. Although not frequently seenin U.S.
collections, British and other foreign sets are rea-
sonably easy to obtain from foreign advertisers and
are often fairly inexpensive.

An interesting short article on the Silvertone “Powr
Shiftr” by John Schehrer pigued the interest of our
staff. The spelling of the “Powr Shiftr" was the first
mystery. Next, the unusual use of a triode as a
rectifier caused the technical folks among us to look
again. Finally, when your editor actually saw a Powr
Shiftrin a flea market and took a photo, the decision
was made that this article should certainly run. Now
you must read John Schehrer's article to find out
what a Powr Shiftr is!

Several months ago, Ray Bintliff, a consultant to
A.R.C., asked me if | knew what pot metal is. Ray
and | spent some time scanning A.R.C.'s resource
library and were unable to answer the question. The
question then put to A.R.C. readers elicited a num-
ber of replies, and in this issue, Ray condenses
them into “The Pot Metal Story.” Perhaps the title
should be “More Than You Ever Wanted To Know
About Pot Metal.”

Collections of old radios are being offered more
and more by auction companies, whose sales are
becoming an important adjunct to the traditional
radio meet auctions.

Since this advertisement has an RCA copyright,
we proceeded to track down RCA to obtain permis-
sion to use the illustration. We found that RCA had
been sold to GE Consumer Electronics, which, in
tum, was sold to Thomson Consumer Electronics,
owned by the French govemment and based in
Paris. The cover illustration is “Reprinted by permis-
sion of Thomson Consumer Electronics, Inc.” — a
satellite company in Indianapolis, indiana.




WITH THE COLLECTORS

The RCA Radiola 60 Series

Without any question, RCA was the superhet-
erodyne company. This is easy to understand,
because RCA held the superhet patent.

The RCA catacomb superhet receivers of the
mid-1920s were big sellers. Furthermore, they were
amagnificent achievement, since only battery tubes
were available with which to design a practical
superheterodyne receiver. Operation of these sets
required great caution, as it was easy to put too
much voltage on the Type 99 tubes and burn one
or more out,

By the late 1920s, technology had sped ahead,
delivering the new AC-operated tubes, which were
far more rugged than the frail little Type 99s. The
indirectly heated Type 27 tube was ready to revo-
lutionize radio design for the next couple of years.

In September 1928, RCA announced its new
generation of superheterodyne receivers. There
were to be five models in the Radiola 60 series.
The 60, 62 and 64 were announced in Septem-
ber 1928, and the 66 and 67 appeared a year
later. Each of the modeis was unique in itself,
and each was targeted at a different market level.

Al of the 60 series sets had one-dial tuning. The
receiver chassis were very similar and flexible
enough in circuit design to offer some interesting
features. These are very sensitive and selective
sets, as superhets would logically be. In their day,
they offered excellent stability and sold very well.
Let us now examine each model of this fine quintet,
and even have a look at a couple of the other
bonus Radiola appearances along the way.

THE RADIOLA 60

This table model, shown in Figure 1, was the
“entry level” model, selling for $175. It was housed

in an unusually handsome cabinet of dark walnut
with deep brown borders. The cast control be-
zels, were in a dark metal finish.

The Model 60 had a straightforward superhet-
erodyne circuit that was the basic circuitry for all
of the 60 series. The recently introduced 71A
tube was used in the single-ended audio output
stage for connection to an external speaker. Typ-
ical RCA speaker options were the magnetic loud-
speakers Models 100, 100A, 103 or the hand-
some electrodynamic loudspeaker 106. The 106
sound truly brought out the best in this radio.

THE RADIOLA 62

The Radiola 62 consisted of a Radiola 60 chas-
sis, which was installed in a richly designed highboy
cabinet with doors, as shown in Figure 2. This
cabinet was done in walnut veneers and solids, with
birc's-eye maple ornamentation and beautifully ex-
ecuted airbrush shadings.

The Model 62 included an electrodynamic loud-
speaker. So, in addition to the regular Model 60
chassis, another chassis was placed in the cabinet,
which contained the rectifier and the output cou-
pling network for the speaker. All this equipment
contained in the Radiola 62 makes it perfectly obvi-
ous that this set is heavy! The price was $375.

THE RADIOLA 64

Technology had been taxed to the very limit by
this stately $550 behemoth, for the Radiola 64
(Continued on following page)

was the finest set that RCA could produce. Once
again, the Radiola 60 chassis was the basic re-
ceiver, but a new circuit was added.

For the first time, automatic volume control
(AVC) appeared in a radio receiver. The AVC
voltage was amplified by an additional Type 27
tube, providing the necessary voltage swing to
control the receiver's gain adequately. A tuning
meter showed the relative signal level, and a
switch on the tuning control muted the audio
when the station selector was tumed. A sensitiv-
ity control limited signal input and allowed the
AVC to operate in its ideal range.

The dial still retained the old 0-100 numerals,
as had the other earlier 60 se-
ries sets. In order to make this
set the grandiose creation that
it was, the newly introduced
Type 50 power amplifier tube
was employed to drive a dy-
namic loudspeaker.

The power supply chassis was
a newly designed unit, carrying
the Type 50 power stage and
two Type 81 rectifier tubes. This
gave the Radiola 64 approxi-
mately 4.5 watts power output,
which was sensational for a
home radio, although very much
in keeping with the fine pieces
that were appearing on the mar-
ket at that time.

Not surprisingly, this remark-

able set was housed in a lavish example of a
cabinetmaker's craft, as shown in Figures 3 and
4. Necessarily, the cabinet was large. The inte-
gration of handsome walnut and bird’s-eye ma-
ple veneers added up to a cabinet with the de-
gree of elegance that the buyer of such a set
would expect. The finish was subtly, but beauti-
fully, shaded with airbrush artistry typical of the
cabinetmakers of that day. Oh yes, the set is
heavy!

THE RADIOLA 66

In 1929, the last two of the 60 series Radiolas,
the 66 and the 67, were released to the market.
The Model 66 is the only console of the “tamily™ to

have an open front cabinet, as seen in Figure &.
The controls and bezels were integrated into the
speaker grille cloth design, somewhat similar to
the RCA Radiola 46 of the same year.

This model had ne AVC, but was equipped
with a local-distance switch to avoid overdriving
the set on strong local reception. A major im-
provement in tuning appeared in the form of a
backlighted perforated dial scale, which project-
ed the numerals onto a translucent screen in the
bezel. The numerals carried frequency gradua-

tions, as well as the old 0-100 scale. This projec-
tion dial became a standard RCA feature on
many sets in the 1929-1931 model years.

The makeup of the Radiola 66 was much the
same chassis as the Radiola 60 but included the
newly available Type 45 power amplifier tube.
This tube permitted about double the output of
the Type 71A tube used in the previous year's
sets. The electrodynamic speaker's field coil op-
erated directly off the 310-volt output of the 80
rectifier tube. This eliminated the need for the
separate speaker supply chas-
sis used in the Radiola 62.

The Model 66 was priced at
$179, quite a bit less than the
Model 62. It was the superhet-
erodyne price leader in the line
for that year.

THE RADIOLA 67

The Radiola 67 was the sum-
mit of the Radiola 60 series radi-
os. It featured a manually operat-
ed phonograph, playing through
the audio channel of the radio.
The $690 price tag on this fine
creation is easliy understood.
There were several modestly
priced cars in that price range,
but, of course, those who could
afford a Radiola 67 also bought
their cars in a much higher price
range! Records show that 4,939
of these sets were made.

The Radiola 67 was intro-
duced in late 1929. The cabi-
net, shown in Figures 6 and 7, is
a handsome example of Art
Deco, done in the best of taste.

The radio receiver and power
amplifier, shown in Figures 8 and
9 respectively, were installed in
the lower section of the cabinet,
leaving the upper quarters of the
cabinet for the speaker and pho-
nograph compartments. These
sections are closed over by
doors done in beautifully
matched veneers. The small
doors closing over the radio pan-
el are veneered inside and out
in handsome burl, probably Car-
pathian elm (usually mistaken for
walnut). The cabinet would, and
surely did, please the most de-
manding buyer. This was the top
of RCA's line for 1929.

OTHER APPEARANCES

Victor Talking Machine Co.,
Brunswick Balke-Collender Co.,
and Graybar were important cus-
tomers of RCA, and Radiolas
appeared in many of the offer-
ings of those companies.

Victor used the largest variety
of RCA sets. The Radiola 64

chassis appeared in the Victor
9-18, shown in Figure 10, the
Victor 9-54, shown in Figure 11,
and the Victor 9-56. The power
chassis was slightly different
from the Radiola 64 as RCA
used it. The radio chassis had
special circuitry to accommodate
the phonograph input.

TECHNICAL ASPECTS
AND OBSERVATIONS

In all permutations, the Radi-
ola 60 series sets are impres-
sive performers. They represent
radio at its best in 1928-29. The
big sets — the 64 and 67 — had
a few Achilles’ heels, however.
In 1934-35, power transformers
had a tendency to go up in
smoke. It is unknown whether
or not the transformers were hot
vamish-dipped, as transformers
should be prior to potting in the
tar-like sealer that was used. It
is easy to understand the high
voltage winding insulation’s
breaking down and shorting in-
ternally — the winding produc-
es 1500 volts, center-tapped.

The voltage divider resistors
always seem to have one or
more sections open. In the chas-
sis in my Victor 9-54, every section was opent In
all four of these amplifiers in my collection, the
interstage transformers have had to be replaced,
as either the primary or both windings were open.

My Radiola 67 has a Stancor exact replace-
ment power transformer from the 1930s. It was
the most expensive transformer in the catalog,
and this should help explain why most of these
sets were replaced with more modem chassis in
1934-35. Since | had to reptace a cremated pow-
er transformer in my Victor 9-54, | simply had a
new one designed and made. It came to a mere
$250. The altemative was a dead radio!

The Radiola 64 was an old-fashioned looking
set by the mid-1930s. The owners replaced the
chassis in many of the Victor sets, and just plain
dumped the bumed up Model 64 in favor of a new
multiband radio of that day.

For those who may be restoring any of the 60
series Radiolas, it is beneficial to check the align-
ment of the IF channel. On Radiolas 60, 62, and
64, the IF is 180 Kc, while it is 175 Kc on the 66
and 67. On all but the 66 and 67, the tuning
condenser must be removed to get at the IF trim-
mers, but you will often find the alignment to be
off, sometimes by quite a bit. On these models,
RCA seemed to want to keep the IF adjustments
out of reach of the home tinkerer. On the 66 and
67, the trimmers are accessible through the tun-
ing condenser tub. Alignment procedures outlined
in the RCA Service Notes should be followed.

These sets are incredible performers. With a
good dynamic speaker, a Radiola 60 will produce

excellent sound. All of the other models have
sound that is hard to beat.

Note that RCA never used push-pull output
stages, except in its Photophone units for theatre
use. It appears that the superior performance of
the superhet receivers caused the customer to
overlook that technical aspect of the audio; that's
a sort of mystery. Other companies — such as
Sparton, Majestic, and Edison — were big on
audio, using push-pull Type 50 tubes in many
models, thus securing their market.

So, with the great performers in the Radiola 60
family, it is easy to understand RCA's success in
the market. This family of superheterodynes was
the prelude to another generation of RCA super-
hets that would appear in the following year —
the Radiola 80 series.

WITH THE COLLECTORS

The Silvertone “Powr Shiftr”

Although the title might lead you to believe that
the proofreaders at A.R.C. failed in their duties,
Sears, Roebuck and Company really did call this
Silvertone battery eliminator the “Powr Shiftr.”
This article describes its operation and provides
useful information regarding restoration of these
and similar units. (Editor)

| have found something that | would like to
share with A.R.C. readers — the Silvertone “Powr
Shiftr.” It is one of those little rectangular power
supplies that was made so that the 1%-volt bat-
tery-operated radios could be played from AC
power sources. Many radio collectors may have
one of these items around, and they can be
easily restored to provide an authentic power
source for certain battery sets.

OPERATION OF THE POWR SHIFTR

The Model 139.150 Sitvertone Powr Shiftr, shown
in Figure 1, was designed as a universal A and B
battery eliminator for portable and farm radios with
tube filaments that operated from 1'/z volts DC. Its
socket arrangement, depicted in Figure 2, allowed it to
be used with a wide variety of battery-operated radios.

The unit uses a Type 6J5 tube, connected as a
diode, as the rectifier for the B+ supply and a non-
tube type bridge rectifier for the A supply. See
Figure 3. Most of the battery eliminators that |
have seen use non-tube rectifiers, such as cop-
per-oxide or selenium, in the A and B supplies.

RESTORATION OF THE POWR SHIFTR

To restore one of these battery eliminators, it
is usually necessary to replace the rectifiers and

the electrolytic capacitors. For-
tunately, replacement solid-state
diodes and bridge rectifiers are
easily found today. If the output
voltage is too high after the old
rectifiers are replaced, it may be
necessary to add a voltage drop-
ping resistor in series with the
output of the power supply.

An alternative approach would
be to add a zener diode or solid-
state voltage regulator to set the
output voltage. It is a good idea
to use replacement electrolytic
capacitors with a somewhat high-
er voltage rating than the original
capacitors.

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The GECoPHONE Crystal Sets —1922-1925

In this article, lan Sanders provides a compre-
hensive review of the crystal sets produced by
Britain’s General Electric Company under their
well-known and respected “GECoPHONE" trade-
mark. In a future article in this series, he intends
to cover the company's early 1920s range of
battery operated, valve-type (tube-type) receiv-
ers and amplifiers. (Editor)

“If you would enjoy to the full the many plea-
sures and benefits of broadcasting, ‘Listen-in’
with a GECoPHONE Set which, being devoid of
alltechnical complications, can be easily installed
and operated...,” so says an April 1923 advertise-
ment in the monthly magazine Modern Wireless.
In an equally confident advertisement in Popular
Wireless for the same month, the public was
advised that “Once you have installed a GECo-
PHONE in your home, dullness and ennui will
disappear...”.

The General Electric Company Limited (G.E.C.)
of Kingsway, London, (not to be confused with
the U.S. company of the same name), produced
an extensive range of beautifully constructed re-
ceivers during the 1920s. Included were three
models of crystal sets: the GECoOPHONE No. 1
(1922), the GECoPHONE No. 2 (1922), and the
GECOoPHONE Junior (1925).

Claimed by the manufacturer to be “The Best

British Broadcasting Sets,” they are indeed char-
acterized by a very high quality of workmanship,
particularly in the cabinetry. They were apparently
quite popular with the listening public. In addition to
the quality of its products, G.E.C. attracted would-
be buyers with a proliferation of GECoPHONE
Service Depots linking most towns and districts,
and ensuring expert advice and attention for cus-
tomers.

Of the three crystal sets, the GECOPHONE

No. 1is the one most commonly found today and
was undoubtedly produced in the greatest num-
bers. In fact, judging from the very large numbers
that have survived, the GECoPHONE No. 1 is
arguably one of the most common models of any
British crystal set of the period.

Although it is not known how long the produc-
tion runs actually were, it is interesting that a
December 1925 advertisement in the popular
monthly Wireless Constructor describes the full
range of GECoPHONE products, but the only
crystal set shown is the No. 1.

GECOPHONE NO. 1, TYPE BC-1001

The GECoPHONE No. 1, also known as the
Type BC-1001, was first offered in 1922. (Crystal
sets were given BC-1xxx designations, while the
BC-2000 and 3000 series were used for battery-
operated valve sets). This was prior to the post
office registration period, and presumably the
earliest models carry no BBC stamp or GPO
registration number. Later models, like that shown
in Figure 1, bear the BBC approval stamp and
the Post Office Registration Number 102 on the
front of the cabinet beneath the “GECoPHONE"
trademark. Figure 2 shows the original packing
box for the GECoPHONE No. 1.

The receiver is constructed in a cabinet mea-
suring 6 %" x 9" x 6°, with a lift-up lid, and is
usually found in polished mahogany. However,
according to Gordon Bussey in Vintage Crystal

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Sets, an oak cabinet version is also known. Each
set carries an instrument serial number engraved
on an ivory label mounted in the lid.

The tuning is by a variometer, a less common
feature in the very earliest British broadcast sets
compared to those developed in the U. S. at the
same time, as shown in the test review shown
below.

The GECoPHONE Crystal Set

...Tuning is by variometer, an instru-
ment that has lately and deservedly found
favour over here [England). In America,
of course, it has been almost universally
adopted. The necessary tuning is so easy
and so free of complication that it will
appear to the expert rather a soulless and
uninteresting process. So, indeed, it is,
but this model is not meant for the expert.
For the man who lives near a broadcast-
ing station and is content to hear with a
minimum of trouble, it serves a useful
purpose. Additionally, it has a far wider
scope in acting as a steppingstone to bet-
ter things.

Amateur Wireless, June 16, 1923

The set was produced with either an open
galena/cat’s whisker detector assembly, as shown
in Figure 1, or a glass-enclosed version. The
open type is most commonly found in surviving
sets. Three spare mounted crystals could be
housed on a bracket inside the lid. All of the
fittings on the ebonite control panel are nickel-
plated.

The standard tuning range of the GECoPHONE
No. 1 was 300-550 meters. Three specially de-
signed plug-in loading coils were available to
extend the tuning range to wavelengths over 550
meters, replacing the U-shaped shorting link on
the panel when required:

Coil Number Stations Wavelength

BC900 Eiffel Tower 1850-2850 meters
BC904 The Hague 775-1200 meters
BC908 Paris Radiola  1200-1850 meters

The construction of the GECoPHONE loading
coils, shown in Figure 3, is particularly interest-
ing. The coil is enclosed in a circular, fiat ebonite
case with a nonstandard, 2-pin plug, rather than
the universally adopted pin and socket arrange-
ment. It also has the unusual feature of an adjust-
able aluminum hinged vane on each side for
tuning purposes.

An interior view showing the construction of
the set is provided in Figure 4. Two aerial sockets
were provided, allowing for either long or short
antennas. The aerial socket making connection
with the tubular inductance also serves as the

The advertised range of the
set was approximately 25 miles
trom the local BBC transmitter.

The GECoPHONE No. 1 sold
for five pounds ten shillings
(£5.50) in 1923, which included
a pair of 2,000-ohm headphones
and aerial accessories. The lat-
ter comprised the following: two
10-foot lengths of wire for con-
necting to aerial and earth, one
coil of 100-foot copper aerial
wire, insulators, lead-in terminal
and earth clip. The loading coil
was an additional nine shillings
(£0.45).

GECOPHONE NO. 2, TYPE
BC-1501

The most sophisticated of the
GECoPHOPONE crystal sets,
the GECoPHONE No. 2, Type
BC-1501, was introduced in the
fall of 1922, and, except for the
earliest models, carries the BBC
stamp and GPO Registration
Number 103. This set is shown
in Figure 6.

One top-of-the-line feature of
the GECoPHONE No. 2 is an
integral test buzzer for optimiz-
ing the detector sensitivity in the
absence of a signal. Another is
a refined, variable-coupling tun-
ing arrangement, incorporating
both a variometer and variable
condenser, in addition to a
tapped aerial inductance.

Constructed in a similarly
styled, but much larger cabinet
than the GECoPHONE No. 1,
the GECoPHONE No. 2 is a gi-
ant among crystal sets and mea-
sures 9 %" x 12 %" x 6 U". Itis
most commonly found in pol-
ished mahogany, but it was pos-
sibly also produced in an oak
finish. In common with the GE-
CoPHONE No. 1 are all of the
nickel-plated fittings, and there
is space for three spare crystal
assemblies to be stored in the
lid. Similarty, each set also has
an individual aerial number en-
graved inside the lid.

The buzzer is operated by
means of a push button located
between the tuning dials and is
powered by a 4 Y2-volt battery
housed in a compartment at the
front of the panel beneath a slid-

ing cover. The battery compartment can be seen
in the underside of the panel shown in Figure 7.

The detector is of the galena/cat's whisker
type, and only unenclosed versions are believed
to have been produced. Headphone connection
is by the G.E.C.-type plug and socket.

The tuning range is 300-550 meters, and there
is the usual provision for a plug-in coil for long
wavelength reception. However, the recommend-
ad coil is of a conventional design and does not
have the hinged aluminum tuning vanes used
with the GECoPHONE No. 1, presumably be-
cause of the already rather complex tuning ar-
rangement. Sockets are provided for connecting
two pairs of headphones. The schematic for the
GECOoPHONE No. 2 is shown in Figure 8.

The range on the local BBC station was adver-
tised to be about 30 miles — only 5 miles more
than the No. 1— but the real advantage of this set
is the much improved selectivity afforded by the
tuning arrangement.

Retailing at nine pounds fifteen shillings (£9.75)
in 1923, the GECoPHONE No. 2 certainly
matched its size with its price, which was at the
very high end of the crystal set market. This price

included one pair of 2,000-ohm headphones and
the same aerial accessories supplied with the
GECoPHONE No. 1.

GECOPHONE JUNIOR, TYPE BC-1700

The GECoPHONE Junior, also known as Type
BC-1700 and shown in Figure 9, was introduced
after the No. 1 and No. 2 models. It was first
made available in 1925. As its name suggests, it
is a simpler, less expensive design, intended to
compete at the low end of the receiver market at
a time when the popularity of the humble crystal
set was waning.

Since the set was manufactured after the end
of the post office registration period, there is no
registration number, but the set does carry the
BBC stamp surrounded by the words “Entirely
British Manufacture,” as shown in Figure 10. This
logo was voluntarily adopted by several manu-
facturers, designed to play upon the patriotism of
the buying public.

Aerial and headphone connections are made
by means of screw terminals, rather than the
more costly G.E.C./Marconiphone-type plugs and

sockets found on the GECoPHONE No. 1 and
No. 2. Two pairs of headphones can be connect-
ed, and there are terminals for attaching either a
long or short antenna.

The detector is of the glass enclosed galena/
cat's whisker type, and tuning over the range
300-550 meters is by a variable condenser. A
plug-in coil for the long-wave station 5XX on
1,600 meters — which had opened in 1924 —
was made available, but the use of the nonstand-
ard double pin connector was continued. The set
is constructed in a polished mahogany open-style
cabinet with a mahogany panel, measuring 3* x 8"
x 5 ¥4". The fittings are nickel-plated. The schemat-
ic for GECoPHONE Junior is shown in Figure 11.

The label from the original box, shown in Fig-
ure 12, describes the model as the “Popular Type,”
but this appears to have been the only model
type produced. In 1925, the price of the GECo-
PHONE Junior at sixteen shillings (£0.80) was
much less than that of its predecessors; the long-
wave coil was an additional seven shillings and
sixpence (£0.375).

A GECoPHONE Catalog cover, September
1922, is shown in Figure 13. Early on, G.E.C.
realized the need to provide readily available
service facilities and established “Service De-
pots,” as noted in the ad in Figure 14, to assist
customers with problems.
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lan Sanders has been collecting and restoring
early 1920s crystal and battery receivers since

RESTORATION TOPICS

The Pot Metal Story

Ray Binlliff's questions about pot metal in a letter
to the Editor in the October 1993 issue of A.R.C.
gave him the challenging job of putting all the an-
swers together in the following article. (Editor)

Some radios used pot metal castings as capaci-
tor frames, dial drives, dial drums, bushings and
other mechanical parts. Unfortunately, pot metal
tends to crack and change shape over time. This
article offers some insight into the causes of pot
metal failure along with some suggestions for re-
pairing and replacing defective castings.

COMPOSITION OF POT METAL

As its name implies, pot metal may consist of
whatever is thrown into a pot and melted. Although
it may contain any metal or mixture of metals, the
troublesome pot metal found in old radios is usually
a zinc alloy. While the zinc content predominates
(usually greater than 90%), other metals such as
aluminum, copper, lead, magnesium and tin are
added to the zinc as alloying agents.

ADVANTAGES OF POT METAL

A low melting point combined with low moiten
viscosity makes pot metal ideal for die casting. Die
casting is the process in which a molten metal
under pressure is forced into a mold. Pot metal
exhibits low dimensional change during solidifica-
tion. Itis lightweight, can be cast into intricate shapes,
takes a good finish and is easily machined. Pot
metal castings can be produced inexpensively.

DISADVANTAGES OF POT METAL

The disadvantages of pot metal are well known
to most radio collectors and restorers. Pot metal
may develop cracks, expand in size, and change
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shape with age. Even an old radio that appears to
be in good condition may harbor a dial drive that
cannot be budged because of a bad pot metal
casting. Worse yet, a casting may be broken. Ex-
amples of cracked castings are shown in the pic-
tures below.

CAUSES OF FAILURE

The problem with pot metal lies in its composi-
tion. The combination of zinc and the alloying met-
als can produce an effect called “intergranular cor-
rosion” — the growing, warping and cracking that
appears in deteriorated pot metal castings.

Around 1900, available zinc used for die casting
had a purity of about 98%. Tin and copper were
added to the zinc to give it strength and make it
easier to cast. Later, the addition of a bit of alumi-
num (0.5%) was found to be beneficial. Unfortu-
nately, it was discovered later that this alloy promot-
ed intergranular corrosion and produced an alloy
with very poor dimensional stability. But in 1922, it
was determined that aluminum was not the culprit
so much as the presence of such impurities as lead,
cadmium and tin.

Controlling and limiting the number of impurities
in zinc was not an easy task. For economic rea-
sons, it was customary for foundries to rely on the
scrap metal market as a source of zinc ingots. The
purity of those ingots was not always a certainty.

In 1926, it was discovered that a small amount of
magnesium (0.1%) helped to counteract the impuri-
ties and thus reduce intergranular corrosion.

By 1929, improved processing made it possible
to produce zinc ingots with a purity of 99.99%. This
high degree of purity permitted foundries to exer-
cise greater control over the content of the zinc
alloy used to produce castings. Consequently, the

quality of their finished products improved.

So why was the quality of some casting so poor?
It was probably a combination of ignorance and
economic pressure. The practice of adding a bit of
lead to the alloy was a popular method for improv-
ing “meltability.” The consequences were disas-
trous. The addition of lead resulted in serious inter-
granular corrosion. To quote Michael Kitner from
his book The Mills Violano-Virtuoso, “Today'’s stan-
dards permit a maximum lead content of 0.005%.
This is considered to be so important that most die
casting plants will not even allow a lead hammer to
be brought into the building.

“What it amounts to is that in the early years, no
one knew any better, and if it would meltin the pot -
great! Gradually over the years, however, the inter-
granular corrosion problem came to the surface,
especially in the warmer and more humid climates.”

High levels of humidity appear to be particularly
hamiful to old zinc alloys. The damage done by
electrolysis is not as well documented, but it also
appears to be a factor.

Economics quite likely played a role as well.
During the 1920s and 1930s, cost was an especial-
ly important factor in the manufacture of mass-
produced radios. When castings were purchased,
the lowest bidder usually prevailed. Also, specifica-
tions were less sophisticated than they are today.
And besides, radio manufacturers of that period
probably never expected their products to be col-
lectibles sixty years later.

REPAIRS

So much for the past. What can we do about
those deteriorated castings in old radios? As you
might expect, there are some limitations on the
degree of repair or restoration that can be achieved.
However, there are some practical repair techniques
that can be applied.

But first, a waming. Never attempt to straighten a
pot metal casting by bending or pounding it back
into shape. Such attempts will surely result in a
broken casting. Similarly, be careful not to drop a
pot metal casting.

Previously, pot metal could not be soldered, but
now a product called “Solder-it Paste” makes it
possible to solder pot metal.The paste is heated by
a torch and is most effective on lap joints and as a
crack filler. Butt joints can also be soldered satisfac-
torily if the repaired casting is not used in a high
stress application. Information on this product may
be obtained from Solder-It, Box 20100, Cleveland,
OH 44120.

Pot metal can be welded by several processes
including the “Lumiweld” process. But, it requires a
skilled operator, and the cost would probably be
prohibitively high.

Epoxy or cyanoacrilite glues provide a conve-
nient means for rejoining a broken casting. Epoxy
glues are available in several types. Some are quick
setting while others produce a greater bonding
strength. Most epoxy glues set rather quickly and
their working time is brief. If an epoxy glue begins to
thicken and is difficult to apply, discard it and mix a
new batch.

Since a broken casting's surfaces are usually
very rough, epoxy or cyanoacrilite (Super Glue)
glue will produce a strong bond. However, the bro-
ken surfaces must be perfectly clean. Use lacquer
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thinner or a similar cleaning agent to clean the
surfaces to be glued. Allow the parts to dry thor-
oughly before gluing. The use of clamps and guide
blocks to hold the parts in alignment until the glue
sets will help to achieve a good bond. Try some
practice runs before actually applying the glue. Also,
remember to allow sufficient time for the glue to set.

The same glues can be used to fill cracks in
castings. Besides filling the cracks, the glue seems
to stabilize the pot metal and prevent the cracks
from becoming worse. One writer recommends the
application of several thin coats of cyanoacrilite
glue to fill cracks. The amount of glue required will
reflect the porosity of the casting. Aliow each coat of
glue to set up before the next application. | have
achieved satisfactory results with epoxy glues. But,
either type of glue should work.

Depending upon the amount of stress to which a
repaired casting will be subjected, some form of
reinforcement may also be desirable. If appropriate,
use either metal pins or splints to provide added
strength. Drilling holes to insert reinforcing pins may
not always be practical, and mechanical interfer-
ence may prevent the use of metal splints. Drilling
should be accomplished only after the glued or
soldered joint is set and strong.

There seems to be no simple method for repair-
ing distorted castings, such as eccentric dial drums.
For swollen castings, it may be possible to file down
the oversized area after the cracks are filled with
glue or solder. Tuning and control shafts that are
seized in pot metal are best treated with the usual
penetrating lubricants.

REPLACEMENT

Sometimes, the only practical remedy may be
replacement of the defective casting. An adin A.R.C.
may locate a good casting that can be installed in
your radio or be used to cast a new part. Fabricating
a new part entails making a plaster mold and pour-
ing a new casting using a product called “casting
metal.” This material is available from many hobby
or art supply stores.

Obviously, duplicating a part by this method can
be complicated. The degree of complexity will be
influenced by the shape and size of the item to be
duplicated. Your decision to reproduce a casting
will probably be based on the value of the radio or
your degree of determination.

SOME FINAL THOUGHTS

These suggested repair and replacement tech-
niques are by necessity quite basic. Each repair or
restoration seems to present its own particular chal-
lenge. But give these ideas a try (preferably on
some junker), and develop your skills.

2 BOOK REVIEW

Philco Radio 1928-1942

By Ron Ramirez with Michael Prosise

For the glorious years of
the radio industry, Philco
moved right in and watked
right off with the industry’s
sales records. Many collec-
tors favor Philco because of
its superb engineering, con-
tracted with Hazeltine, and
the resultant performance.
Philco’s success was well
earned and is documented
in a fine book by Ron Ramirez
with Michael Prosise —
Philco Radio 1928-1942.

Philco offered many mod-
els each year, always re-
sponding to the market trends
that the company carefully fol-
lowed. In fact, the collector is
often befuddled by the vast
array of Philco pieces that
could fill his collection. in Ron
Ramirez's words, he had to specialize in Philco,
simply to control the size of his collection! The result
of his sharp focus on this fine product has qualified
him to be an authority on the Philco line.

In this day of intense interest in historic electron-
ic creations, the time was at hand for someone to
assemble a comprehensive review of Philco’s role
in radio history. Ramirez and Prosise have done a
mastertul job of assembling Philco data and mem-
orabilia in this book. It is the first venture into such
a publication by each of the coauthors.

The story spans from the beginning of radio
production in 1928 through the short model year of
1942. Even examples of the adaptations of leftover
auto radios that appeared after production ended
for regular home radios are included.

The book begins with several illustrations of
Philadelphia Storage Battery products that led to
Philco’s entry into radio manufacturing. Following
that, each chapter is devoted to a model year, with
an introduction telling the major features of that
year. Each chapter is filled with a tastefully laid out
mixture of color and monochrome illustrations show-
ing examples of the offerings of that model year.
Each illustration is accompanied by a description
of the basic characteristics of the item. The authors
drew heavily from photographs supplied by collec-
tors where available, and have included brochure
illustrations where needed.

While strong enthusiasts may feel that they
are well acquainted with the Philco brand, this
book springs numerous surprises that came from

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the Philadelphia-based com-
pany over the years.

Ron explains that exam-
ples that are in less than per-
fect condition, or that have
stain and varmnish refinishes
or wrong speaker grille cloth,
are offered as “real life” ex-
amples. Other illustrations
were simply not available. His
intention was to compromise
occasionally in order to pro-
vide a strong likeness to a
particular example. That he
has done well.

Ron and Mike's book in-
cludes a “rarity scale,” show-
ing the relative degree of rar-
ity of each model. This scale
was included under protest.
Ron told me that he had been
forced to compromise and
settie for the rarity scale, after stubbornly resisting
the publisher's request for a price guide. Ron’'s
feelings (and mine) are that a price guide, which
would soon be out of date, would have severely
degraded the character of his book. There is no
shortage of price guides!

The text does not delve deeply into technical
details, which might have been redundant, since
there is enough descriptive material. | did run into a
small technical error, but it was not enough to de-
tract from the good marks that the book has eamed.

Automotive radio is not covered in this book,
although Philco had become a major supplier of
original equipment manufacturers (OEM) auto ra-
dios through the 1930s, as well as a big name in
aftermarket sets in the same era. However, this
subject is covered very well in Don Matteson’'s
book The Auto Radio.

So, for those who hunger for good information
about Philco, nourishment has finally arrived in
abundance! This book is well worth the price and
well worth the wait for its release.
