Of co Jrse,
a few failed to pick up on our offer, but these were
a distinct minority.

This transition time for former Radio Age sub-
scribers has brought home the fact that new
subscribers are a boon not only to A.R.C. but also
to all collectors. With new subscribers comes an
increase in ads, which means a greater range of
buying and selling opportunities for everyone

And there's more good news for former Radio
Age subscribers - the name Radio Age lives on
and will become the name of the newsletter c f the
Mid -Atlantic Antique Radio Club (MAARC). MAARC
also will be soliciting prior Radio Age subscribers to
become members of their club.

On to this issue... No, the set on the cover is
not a Westinghouse Aeriola Jr. crystal set, which it
so closely resembles. Although based on the West-
inghouse set, this Western Electric Model 44001
crystal set, along with a companion amplifier, was
manufactured by the British Western Electric Com-
pany. Since I own both sets, I was able to confirm
that they have an almost identical panel layout,
binding posts, and variometer. Once again we are
grateful to Ian Sanders for keeping us irformed
about British -made sets.

John Okolowicz, author of the Radio/TV Finder,
offers the first of several articles on the industrial
designers of the radio industry. This month, he
writes about Edward L. Combs, who designed over
60 Philco radios, including the popular Philco 90.

Alan Douglas, author of the 3 -volume Radio
Manufacturers of the 1920s, offers valuable advice
on the selection of radio test equipment. Lots of
tube -based test equipment is turning up in old radio
and amateur radio flea markets. Although this equip-
ment is still quality gear, it is being replaced today
with transistorized equipment. For those who want
to repair older radios with vintage equipment, Alan
suggests specific models and prices.

George and Michael Potter report on the Dallas,
Texas, area Vintage Radio and Phonograph Soci-
ety (VRPS) spring auction. Although about one-half
the size of the fall auction, it still produced nearly
$16,000 in total bids for 337 items. True to the word

"phonograph" in the VRPS name, an Edison Home
phonograph brought the top bid of 5600.

Also reported this month ty Jim Eastwood, auc-
tioneer, is the Jenkins Estate Auctioi. Two items, a
Dictograph horn and a Westinghase Aeriola Jr.,
brought twice what I would have expected. Al-
though these items probably would not be commonly
seen at all flea markets, neither is extremely rare.
Readers are encouraged to heed our regular auc-
tion warning statement every time they read an
auction report.

Dean Kazmierczak reports on the auction sale
of a blue -mirrored Sparton Bluebird 'adio. Here the
expectations were out -of -line, and t:-Ie set brought
about what the current market price is.

When we get responses to articles from several
sources, we ask Ray Bintliff to make sense of the
various bits of information received. The result this
month is an article incorporating responses to Wade
Sick's Roth -Downs "Orpheus" (Jan. '94) and Nor-
man Braithwaite's E.H. Scott (Dec. '93) articles.
Ray is currently wading through over 50 letters
responding to the permeability turing topic pre-
sented in our March 1994 issue. ._ook for more
discussion on permeability tuned sets in future
issues.

Radio Miscellanea includes a f o low -up on the
"Powr-Shifter" (Feb. '94), as well as repair tips,
information, and comments on articles. Our ever -
popular Photo Review shows a TV and radios from
the 1920s to the 1940s. And for those of you trying
to figure out those codes on tubes, Dan Baker
contributes a vintage letter explaining the codes
used by Spa -ton in the late 1920s.

The Western Electric 44001 Crystal Set

The Western Electric Com-
pany established an office in
Britain as early as 1883. In 1922,
British Western Electric became
one of the six original members
of the British Broadcasting Com-
pany (BBC), and during the
1920s, manufactured a range
of wireless products which dif-
fered markedly from those of-
fered on the domestic U.S. mar-
ket. [One of the Western Elec-
tric amplifiers was described in
an earlier article in this series -
see A.R.C. Dec. 1991, pages
12-13.] In 1925, British Western
Electric merged with Internation-
al Telephone & Telegraph to become Standard
Telephones & Cables, Ltd.

Included in the product line was the Model
44001 crystal receiver, introduced in late 1922
and followed
"Weconomy" amplifier, using Wecovalves. The
Wecovalve, shown in Figure 1, was the British
version of the well-known 215A peanut tube pro -

duced in the U.S. A description
of the Wecovalve appears at the
end of this article.

The design of the 44001 re-
ceiver, shown in Figure 2, was
adapted from the well-known
1921 Aeriola Junior crystal set,
manufactured in the United
States by Westinghouse. It is
almost identical to the Metro-
politan -Vickers' Cosmos set (see
A.R.C. Jan. 1993, pages 14-17]
and the Aeriola Junior by the
Aeolian Company produced in
Britain.

The set is constructed in a
polished mahogany cabinet with

lid which contains a headphone compartment.
The control panel is made from wood and is
finished in gloss black. The panel carries the
BBC approval stamp in gold and the Post Office
Registration

Two types of terminals were used. Some sets
feature black wooden terminal caps engraved
'Al', 'A2', 'E' and 'P', while other models have
nickel -plated fittings, similarly engraved. The tun-
ing pointer moves over a circular aluminum dial.
Unlike the Aeriola Junior in which the dial is of
plated brass, British versions of the receiver -
including the Metropolitan -Vickers' Cosmos -
seem to be exclusively aluminum.

Tuning is by means of a variometer, over the
range of 300 to 500 meters. Both the variometer
tuning and the open perikon detector (a crystal
rectifier utilizing a piece of zincite in firm contact
with a piece of chalcopyrite) designs were "cop-
ied" directly from the Westinghouse Aeriola Jun-
ior. Details of the detector are shown in Figure 3.

The matching 2 -valve Weconomy amplifier unit
was produced in 1923, and is shown in Figure 4.

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The amplifier, measuring 61/2 x 3' x 43/4 inches,
was designed to fit snugly in the headphone
compartment of the Model 44001. Combined to
give a rather neat overall appearance, the crystal
set with the amplifier installed is shown in Figure
5. The amplifier carries its own BBC stamp and
Post Office Registration Number 3415.

Unlike the crystal set, the amplifier panel is
constructed from ebonite; the terminals are nick-
el -plated. The only user control is a pull -type on/
off switch in the center of the panel. Designed to
operate using two Wecovalves, the supply re-
quirements were 45 volts (anode), 2 volts for the
filaments and 3 volts grid bias.

The Wecovalve
The Wecovalve was manufactured in Great

Britain between 1922 and 1925 by several
manufacturers, including the Mullard Radio
Valve Co., Ltd. The design was provided by
the Western Electric Company and was actu-
ally identical to the miniature U.S. Type 215A
or "peanut" tube. The Wecovalve was produced
with either the American 215A bayonet base
(as used in the Weconomy amplifier) or the
conventional British 4 -pin arrangement. An
adaptor was also made to allow the U.S. base
types to be fitted to the British socket.

The device was also produced by British
Western Electric between 1923 and 1924
and was given the designation 4215A for the
bayonet and 4215AB for the 4 -pin versions.

Other versions are known to have been
made by British Thomson -Houston and the
Radio Communications Co., Ltd.

The Wecovalve was designed to operate
from a single dry cell, with a filament rated
at 0.25 amps at 0.8-1.1 volts An anode
voltage of 17-22 volts was recommended
when the Wecovalve was used for detector
applications and 22-45 volts when used as
an amplifier. Economy was touted by the
manufacturer with the claim that "...two of
the special 'Mullard' dry cells connected in
parallel will last eight it nine months on
one Wecovalve." In 1923, the bayonet -type
Wecovalve sold for £1.50; the 4 -pin version
was slightly more.

Philco's First Designers - Part 1
Edward Lee Combs (1906-1941)

John Okolowicz has embarked on an ambi-
tious project - writing a book on industrial de-
signers. He has already accumulated information
on over 30 radio designers, many of whom have
remained anonymous, despite the popularity of
their work. The following article is the first in a
series that A.R.C. will publish from time to time.
(Editor)

The Philco 90 cathedral, shown in Figure 1,
has been one of radio's hottest collectibles since
the beginning of this hobby. Now with the publi-
cation of Ron Ramirez's book on Philco radios,
even more people will be exposed to this won-
derful set and the fact that the cabinet was de-
signed by Edward Lee Combs.

Through perseverance and a lot of luck, I was
able to talk with Ed's "kid" brother, John Combs,
who is still going strong at age 85. Now Ed's
story can be told for the first time.

THE EARLY YEARS

Edward Lee Combs, pictured in Figure 2, was
born in 1906 in Camden, New Jersey, where he
was raised. John Combs remembers that his
brother was both academically and artistically
very gifted. He was also an eager, aggressive,
"give it all you've got" kind of a guy; when he
made up his mind to do something, he went all
the way with it. For example, he joined the Boy

Scouts and was one of the few to make it all the
way to Eagle Scout.

After graduating from Camden High School in
1923 and through the influence of his father, Ed
got his first job witn Albert Carl Mowitz, a furniture
designer in Philadelphia. Mowitz designed furni-
ture for Van Sciver's, a furniture store dynasty,
where Ed's father had been a bookkeeper at one
time. While working for Mowitz, Ed went at night to
the Philadelphia School of Industrial Art, a trade
school. John is convinced that if Ed had not gotten
the job with Mowitz so quickly, he would surely
have gone on to a more prestigious college, such
as the Philadelphia Museum School of Art.

Albert Mowitz had an active design practice in
Philadelphia but did not care very much for de-
signing this new tangled thing called radio. Albert
wanted to stick with designing furniture and left Ed
to do the radios. Mowitz had the Philco account in
1928 when he did the Model 551 highboy, the 591
console, as well as another unnamed model, all
sharing the 511 and 86 chassis.

There is a design patent registered to Albert
Mowitz for a console radio cabinet (#80,578, filed
2/11/29) and assigned to the Radio Cabinet Mfg.
Corp. John believes strongly that all of these
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designs actually were Ed's work. While with Mo-
witz, Ed also worked for the Pooley Furniture
Company, where he filed for his first rad o cabi-
net design- patent #79,878.

Ed had great respect for Mowitz, who always
paid him a phenomenal salary for the times. After
two years with the firm, Ed was making about
$50 per week, which was at least three or four
times the average wage of the day.

STRIKING OUT ON HIS OWN

Shortly after he had graduated from night
school, Ed left Mowitz at the tender age of 23 to
open his own design firm in 1929, of all years.
One can only imagine the guts he had to open a
business in that precipitous year and to survive to
tell about it the next year. But survive he dic, and
what's more, he actually prospered!

Ed had started out as a one-man operation,
but his brother John joined him after being laid off
from RCA in 1931 due to the deepening reces-
sion. In spite of the depression, things kept get-
ting better for their company. Their office started
out as a small room in Ed's mother-in-law's house
in north Philadelphia. Later when things get bet-
ter, they moved to a "real" office in the heart of
the center of the city at 16th and Sansorn in the
Otis Building. At its peak, the company had a
staff of about four people.

THE PHILCO CONNECTION

Ed was soon able to get about five good furni-
ture accounts, and along with them, he latched
on to the Philco radio account. John recalls that
Philco made overtures to Ed to sign an exclusive

contract while he was still working for Mowitz. He
remembers Ed saying, "You watch, John, Philco
is going to be number one."

Starting with the Model 306 highboy on March
9, 1929, Ed designed over 64 different models for
Philco. There were some very interesting de-
signs, such as the Model 570 grandfather clock,
shown in Figure 3, the 551 colonial mantel clock,
the unique slant speaker consoles (such as the
112X, 15X and 16X, etc.), and the well known
Models 70/90. The Model 16X is shown in Figure
4, and the Model 70 is shown in Figure 5.

Ed designed his first Philco cathedral cabinet,
the Model 20 "Baby Grand,"showi in Figure 6, on
June 6, 1930. The Model 90 is a refinement of
that design concept. One thing is for sure - the

Model 70/90 design was the most successful by
any yardstick (sales of 394,690 for both models).

On February 17, 1931, Charles S. Bradley was
the first to apply for a design patent for a cathe-
dral (#84,316) - the Atwater Kent Model 84,
shown in Figure 7. This was a full 11 days before
Ed Coombs applied for his two patents (#83,956
and #83,957) on the Philco 70/90 series. Patent
design 83,956 is shown in Figure 8. What is
unusual is that, although Bradley submitted his
application first, Ed's patent was granted first.
Consequently, Ed won the distinction of owning
the first design patent for a cathedral.

The design patent is of little practical value
because it does not really protect the holder from
very much - except perhaps from a complete
100% line- for- line copy. Nevertheless, it does
provide a way for the patentee to document his

idea for posterity. Companies do not make a
practice of permanently documenting who did
what, and this kind of design history is usually
nonexistent. The few design patents that were
issued are a great help in preserving this history.

CHANGING TIMES

As the depression dragged on, Philco too be-
came more successful and reached out for other
designers to augment its design staff. Philco hired
Ben Nash from New York, Clyde Shuler, and the
world famous Norman Bel Geddes. The hand-
writing was on the wall, according to John. They
saw the end coming. Ed's last designs for Philco
were the 118D, the 49D, and the 28D, all using
the same cabinet style and completed in October
16, 1934.

When Philco did not renew his contract, Ed
was able to pick up the Sears and Roebuck
account the next year. He worked with the Colo-
nial Radio Division of Sears in Buffalo, New York,
and occasionally with its cabinet plant, the Adler

Manufacturing Company, in Louisville, Kentucky.
Because Ed's cash was short, Sears agreed to
pay him a commission based on sales. If tne set
bombed, so would his paycheck. But such was
not the case. Again he did well. "One model, later
identified as the 4586 [and shown in Figure 9],
was even nicknamed the 'million dollar baby'
because it took off like a house afire," said John.

MORE BIOGRAPHICAL FACTS
Ed was a "joiner" according to John. He loved

to socialize and was very active in the Episcopal
Church as well as in the Freemasons. In keeping
with his style, Ed rose to become a deacor of the
church and Master of the Parkside Lodge of Ma-
sons. He also joined the National Guard where
he learned to play the tuba. For whatever reason,
he had this crazy desire to learn the tuba, and
through the National Guard, he was able to mas-
ter that instrument.

Among Ed's other passions were a new Ford
purchased every year, photography, and the new
home he had built for himself and his bride, Al-
berta. It was located in Haddonfield, New Jersey,
now a registered historic district. This architect -
designed, Old English -style house reflected many
of Ed's ideas, one of which was to emplcy used
brick, then a very unusual concept. At the same
time his brother John moved into an existing
home just across the street, so the brothers were
able to commute to work together, as well as to
maintain their close relationship.

Tragically. Ed's stunning good fortune did not
hold out. He had a chronic probkem with high
blood pressure which took its toll. In those days,
little was known about how to keep this subtle
killer at bay, and his health deterorated rapidly.
Ed died on May 22, 1941. at Cooper Hospital,
Camden, New Jersey, only 36 years after his
birth in the same place.

Misfortune did not end here. His wife, who
suffered kidney problems all the while Ed's health
was deteriorating, died a year later, leaving two
young children orphans.

"Baby Grand" -A Winner!
The following excerpt is from a speech

entitled "Philco: An Autobiography of
Progress" given by William Baiderson, Pres-
ident and CEO of Philco, at the 1954 "Phil-
adelphia Dinner" of the Newcomen Society.
He gives credit to the "Baby Grand" (pre-
suniably the Model 20 designed by Ed
Coombs) for Philco's success in the early
1930s.

"Many wise heads scoffed at the idea. But
Philco, with the courage of its convictions,
borrowed 7 million dollars at the bank to
finance the reconditioning of its plant, the
installation of a conveyor sptem, the pur-
chase of materials, and the founding of a
complete merchandising program aimed at
leadership in the radio business.

"And the investment paid off! In 1929,
right through that black autumn, Philco
sold 400,000 sets and jumped to second
place in the industry. In 1930, with the
introduction of a table model known as the
'Baby Grand' at the then unheard of price
of $69.50, we took over first place - and
completely repaid that 7 million dollar
loan."

WITH THE COLLECTORS

More on the Roth -Downs "Orpheus"
COMPILED BY RAY BINTLIFF

Wade Sick's article on the Roth -Downs "Or-
pheus" in the January 1994 issue of A.R.C., pag-
es 16-18, drew some comments from reader Rob-
ert J. Goad. In return, Wade responded with
some additional information. This exchange is
the basis of this follow-up article. (Editor)

The "as found" tube complement in the "Or-
pheus" consisted of five tubes: the 01-A RF am-
plifier, a 112 detector, an 01-A 1st AF amplifier,
and two 01 -As wired in parallel as the audio
output stage. Figures 2 and 3 in the original
article show clearly that the radio has only two
stages of tuned RF (the 1st RF and the detector
stages). Simply stated, the "Orpheus" is a 4 -tube
radio with a fifth tube added in parallel with the
audio output tube.

It was suggested that use of the Type 112 tube
as a detector was inappropriate, although it would
probably work OK. This tube type was designed
originally for use as an audio output tube. A
sampling of tube data from some handbooks
does little to clarify this matter.

The 1930 edition of the Radio Amateur's Hand-
book does indeed describe the UX-112A as a
power amplifier, while the 1932 edition calls it a
general purpose receiving tube and an audio -
frequency output amplifier. However, the 1935
and 1936 editions list it as a triode detector/
amplifier. Whatever the original application may
have been, it seems that the tube was also em-
ployed as a detector.

As to the use of two Type 01-A tubes in parallel
in the audio output stage, Wade Sick is convinced
that this arrangement is the original factory wiring.

Since a tube layout diagram is not available for
the radio, the original tube complement will prob-
ably remain a mystery. Unfortunately, the radio
does not appear in Rider's. Other reference books
do list Roth -Downs radios but do not really an-
swer the question of tube complement in terms of
specific tube types.

It is possible that two Type 112 tubes may
have been used in the audio output stage and
were replaced by 01 -As and that one of the 112s
was inserted in the detector socket by a previous
owner. Some other reference books do not re-
solve the matter.

DETERMINING OPERATING VOLTAGES

Before applying A, B or C voltages to an un-
tested radio, a visual examination of the radio
should be performed. Look for such things as
shorted wires and terminals, loose or broken con-
nections and evidence of overheated parts. (Spi-
der webs and mouse deposits are commonly
found cosmetic problems.)

A visual inspection should be followed by a
check for shorts and continuity using an ohmme-
ter. This is also a good time to check the audio
transformers. Any needed repairs should be ac-
complished prior to the application of power.

Power should be applied by starting at low
voltage levels and increasing the voltages rather
than the other way around. Starting with high
voltages may lead to "fried" transformer prima-
ries or insulation breakdown.

More About E.H. Scott Receivers
COMPILED BY RAY BINTLIFF

Readers John T. Meredith, Ron Ramirez and
Russell E. Worthy sent some interesting com-
ments on Norman Braithwaite's article about E.H.
Scott receivers (A.R.C. December 1993). The
following article highlights their comments and
includes Norm's responses. (Editor)

John T. Meredith, director of the E.H. Scott
Historical Society, provided some interesting back-
ground information about the designer of the Scott
Allwave Superheterodyne. Ernest Pfaff, a prolific
writer and designer of radio circuits, was hired by
Scott as chief engineer and given responsibility
for the design of the Allwave.

Scott instructed Pfaff to design the best possi-
ble radio without regard to cost. Scott's philoso-
phy was to design the best receiver and then
lower costs through changes and modifications
in the manufacturing process. This approach is
reflected in the early promotional advertisements
for the Allwave. The receiver shown in those
advertisements differs in appearance from the
production version.

While it is clear that Pfaff was a gifted design-
er, Braithwaite believes that given the opportuni-
ty to design a receiver regardless of cost, other
design engineers could have produced an excel-
lent radio as well.
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Prior to joining Scott, Pfaff had been associated
with McMurdo Silver. Pfaff's departure may have
created hard feelings between Silver and Scott.
John Meredith writes of a "feud" between the two
men. There are differences of opinion as to the
cause of the feud and exactly when it began.

One event that occurred in 1933 could have
started the feud or heightened an already strained
relationship. McMurdo Silver had commissioned
the Clough-Brengle Corporation to conduct per-
formance testing of his Masterpiece I and two
competitive radios. One of the two receivers may
have been a Scott. In any event, Scott criticized
the report because of close ties between Clough-
Brengle and Silver, along with other reasors.

AUTOMATIC VOLUME CONTROL
As to the matter of a practical automatic vol-

ume control, AVC had indeed been developed by

1931. Philco employed a practical AVC circuit in
its Model 111 that was introduced in March of
1931. In addition, RCA had employed an AVC
circuit as early as 1928. Norman Braithwaite of-
fered the following clarification: AVC was practi-
cal and proven in broadcast receivers but was
considered impractical for allwave receivers.

Those A.R.C. readers interested in the prob-
lems of AVC in allwave receivers are referred to
the Silver -Marshall Radiobuilder No. 25, Febru-
ary 10, 1932.

SELECTIVITY AND SENSITIVITY
Regarding the lack of an RF stage in the Lin-

coln Model SW -1, Braithwaite concurred that the
lack of an RF stage would have a greater effect
on sensitivity than on selectivity.

Buy, Buy, Bluebird

The 17th Annual Thanks-
giving Weekend Auction,
held at the South Wales
Community Center, East
Aurora, New York, on No-
vember 27, 1993, marked
the end of the auctioneer-
ing season for Williston
Auctions. By 10 A.M., the
Center's second floor
"dance hall" had filled to
standing room only, with
over 200 potential buyers.
In fact, some shoppers had
resorted to taking seats on
the antique chairs being of-
fered for bid, much to the
consternation of the auction
staff, who scrambled for
extra folding chairs to han-
dle the crowd.

Among the genuine antiques, and tne many
common household items purported to be an-
tiques, there was what many would regard as the
virtual Holy Grail of collectibles - a Sparton
Bluebird radio in very, very good condition. Ap-
parently, the auctioneers knew something of the
worth of this item. It had received mention in the
newspaper classified ads prior to auction day,
and it was placed on stage with the auctioneer for
safekeeping.

The auction company even had the foresight
to set a particular time when the Bluebird would
be placed on the block for bidding and recom-
mended that bidders interested in only this item
spend the time catching a late breakfast or a few
extra cups of coffee. Surprisingly, only three par-
ties left the hall, but when the radio finally sold,
nearly one-third of the attendees exited.

During the wait for the arrival of the bidding
time, my companion reported to me that rumors
were wildly circulating in the lobby downstairs

that the Bluebird would
quite easily fetch $6,000.
Although my hope of af-
forcing anything so extrav-
agant was well beyond my
wildest dreams, I decided
to remain out of curiosity.
Perhaps tne competition
for such a coveted big -tick-
et item mignt end in a hock-
ey -style brawl, which is one
show I wouldn't want to
miss.

Things ran a tad late, so
the radio went on the block
rather close to 12:30 P.M. I
then witnessed something
I had never seen at any
auction before - the auc-
tioneer put a guarantee on

the radio that the purchaser must be satisfied
with it in every detail, or he/she could return it and
receive a full refund.

An opening bid of $3,000 was requested. No
takers. The opening bid was then pared down to
$2,000. Still no takers. Someone in the house
countered with an opening bid of $1,000, and the
race was on. Bids were being taken from the floor
and by phone. The group of bidders was very
small, numbering perhaps fewer than six. The
fracas ended in a few short minutes. The winning
bid was a mere $2,300! Adding the 10% buyers
premium ($230) and 8% N.Y. state sales tax
($202.40), still meant this lovely and elusive Spar -
ton Blueb rd seemed a bargain at $2,732.40 -
particularly in the wake of that $6,000 rumor!

Professional Test Gear on a Budget
BY ALAN DOUGLAS

Good test equipment, like good radios, used to
be very expensive. If you grew up with a Hallicraft-
ers or Knight -kit receiver, you probably also made
do with Heathkit or Eico test gear. But times have
changed. Now you can buy the finest radios ever
made for peanuts. Likewise, you can own real test
equipment. I won't claim that vacuum -tube test
gear is better than the modern stuff, but it can be
just as good, if you don't mind the size and weight
and the fact that it uses (horrors!) tubes.

Commercial users must recalibrate their equip-
ment every six months to a year. This consider-
able expense quickly exceeds the original price
of the instruments, especially if factory repairs or
replacement parts are needed, so it's not surpris-
ing that large companies dump perfectly good
equipment. Also, government contracts come and
go, as do the companies themselves. When they
do, their loss can be your gain.

RF SIGNAL GENERATORS

RF signal generators can be pretty simple.
Ham shacks, cellar workshops, even TV service
benches are full of them. Sure, a basic Heath will
put out enough signal for aligning your radio and
is perhaps all you need. But, it is a real pleasure
to own a generator that puts out a clean signal,
stays where you set it, and has a calibrated
output with no leakage. It's the difference be-
tween tuning a Hallicrafters S-38 and a Hammar-
lund SP -600. Yes, a Hewlett-Packard 606A does
handle as smoothly as an SP -600. Hey, if H -P
ever made receivers - well, the company did
actually, but called them wave analyzers or se-
lective voltmeters. However, most of them were
not hollow -state, so that's another story. Back to
business.

My first signal generator was a Lafayette -
you pays your money and they're laughing yet -

made in Japan. It worked all right, in conjunction
with an LM frequency meter to tell where you
were. But when Bill Slep advertised the TS -413/U
RF generator, shown in Figure 1, for about $100,
I bought one. It arrived in its original shipping
crate, and has worked more or less flawlessly for
20 years. Its weak points: the dial could be more
accurate (it does have a crystal calibrator though),
it will only modulate to 50%, and it is calibrated
into an open circuit. On the plus side, being able
to read output and modulation on two meters is
really convenient.

I had no immediate plans to replace the TS-

413/U, but a friend asked me to find him an RF
generator at the Deerfield, New Hampshire, flea
market on my semiannual pilgrimage.

I came
across a scrap -metal dealer with a pallet full of
URM-25Ds that had seen better days; see Figure
2. Since I was his first customer, I picked out the
three best ones manufactured by the same com-
pany (Trad Television, whoever they were) and
with the most lid accessories. Figuring I could
make one good one from the three, I paid him
$50. He'd probably have sold me the whole two
dozen for $100, but I wasn't sure I wanted them.

In any event, when I got home, I did assemble
one complete generator for my friend, and anoth-
er one for myself. The third one needed some
noisy potentiometers cleaned, but it worked too.

The URM-25 is well -made and nice to use. Its
compactness, which makes it hard to service, is
a defect, as is the single meter for both RF output
and audio modulation, which requires frequent
switching back and forth. But the calibrated out-
put makes up for everything. Some buyers have
had trouble with sticky meters; I have not. If you
can borrow a stereo microscope, you can see the
offending rust particle or whatever and remove it
with a bit of masking tape on a toothpick. There is

a URM-26 series of generators that looks superfi-
cially like the URM-25, but covers 4 to 400 MHz.

The ultimate vacuum -tube RF generator is the
Hewlett-Packard 606B, shown in Figure 3. It's
big, no question, but the panel space is neces-
sary for the large dial and the two meters. It's
beautifully made and a joy to use, has better
specs than the receivers you'll be calibrating, and
needs no exotic tubes. The 606As turn up every-
where now for $100 or so.

The 606B model has an auxiliary RF cutput for
a frequency counter and a little tweaker control
for setting the frequency to the last .0000 (you
know how it is, when you're watching a digital
display). The prices in 1968 were $1,350 -or the
606A and $1,550 for the 606B.

Incidentally, a frequency counter can be used
with the TS -413/U or URM-25D, both of which
have high-level BNC output jacks on the front
panel. The only thing to watch is that leakage
from the coax cable doesn't interfere with low
level measurements.

FREQUENCY COUNTERS

If I might sneak in a word about frecuency
counters, the only sensible course nowadays is
to buy a modern instrument. However, i4 you just
like the older ones. I suggest the H -P 5245
counter, shown in Figure 4. It has all the "advan-
tages" of vacuum -tube equipment - size, weight,
and a noisy fan, but it is completely trarsistor-
ized. Seriously, its big advantage is the Nixie
readout, visible from across the room. I wouldn't
recommend column readouts to anyone, but Nix-
ies are beautiful.

The 5245 is easy to use, accurate, and cneap. I

bought mine from a test -equip-
ment dea:er at Deerfield for $20
(its marked price!) because it had
a bent swtch shaft and a broken
knob. I took it home, bent the
shaft straight again, swapped the
knob with one or the back panel,
and presto -a good instrument.
Adding a resistor in series with
the fan quiets it considerably. If
you're paying very much for a
5245, you should plug it in and
verify that it reads 10000.000 in
self -check mode. If it does not,
the mischievous digit module can
be moved over to the extreme
left where you'll never use it.

The 5246 is a budget version
with fewer operating modes
(and, if they weren't installed as
options, fewer digits and a less -
accurate crystal standard). Both

models wil. work fine witiout pl.ig-ins and are
complete in themselves. The plug -ins improve
sensitivity (to 1 mV, with a 526' video amp) or
extend the frequency range beyond 50 MHz by
using a 5253 converter, (but don'r buy one with a
sluggish tuning dial).

AUDIO SIGNAL GENERATORS
An audic oscillator is perhaps ess useful than

an RF signal generator (unless you do audio
design or servicing), and RF signal generators
usually provide uncalibrated audio output at 400
or 1000 Hz But if you want something better, you
can hardly go wrong with a Hewlett-Packard
200CD, shown in Figure 5, that covers 5 Hz to
600 kHz. I don't know how many millions of these
things were made, but the number is right up
there. They work well, last forever, and are cheap
at flea marKets - typically $30.

There are other models that look the same, with
different frequency coverage, as well as rack -mount
versions, bit the 200CD is the most common one.
It has no output attenuator, which is a separate box
- an H -P 350D, (0-100 dB in 1 dB steps).

OSCILLOSCOPES
If you're in the market for a scope, the new

ones are really bargains and getting cheaper all
the time. But if you have to have a tube model,
then buy Stan Griffiths' book, Oscilloscopes: Se-
lecting and Restoring a Classic, and study up; it's
available from Antique Electronic Supply and from
Stan himself. Check both for ordering information.

Griffiths is big on Tektronix Models 535 and
545, which I find a bit bulky - the first word that
comes to mind is "humongous." I use a 506, with a
561A (essentially identical) for backup, and be-
cause it came with a plug-in I wanted. I also have
a T912 "congealed -state" model that I don't like
very much, but it was cheap. Hewlett-Packard
and others also made scopes but parts and plug -
ins for Tektronix scopes are much easier to find.

CAPACITANCE MEASUREMENT
Sure, you can buy hand-held digital capaci-

tance meters now that run rings around the old
ones. And if all your capacitors were perfect and
you only needed to know their value, great. But,
capacitors aren't perfect - especially those in
old radios, which are the kind you want to replace
if bad, but leave alone if good. You would also
want to check your replacement stock of capaci-
tors, especially if it came from a flea market or
has been around for a long time. Check it for
leakage, as well as capacitance value. An ohm-
meter will give a vague indication of leakage at a
low voltage.

There were at least a couple of dozen hobbyist
or servicemen's capacitance bridges made by
Sprague, Heath, Eico, etc., that incorporated a
leakage test at high voltage, usually with a magic
eye tube as an indicator. (By the way, these testers
are called bridges because they use a circuit sim-
ilar to a Wheatstone bridge). At least one military
model, the ZM-3A/U made by Shallcross, also
had a leakage test. This ZM-3 is easy to spot
across a parking lot, with its red, yellow, and
green panel and with the entire operating manual
printed on it. A friend of mine swears by his.

Laboratory bridges measure capacitance and
dissipation and will catch leaky capacitors even
though they don't measure leakage directly. They

also measure inductance (and Q) and resistance.
The granddaddy of RLC bridges (R for resis-
tance, L for inductance and C for capacitance) is
the General Radio 650A from the 1930s. It works
but is a real clunker to use.

Its replacement, the 1650A shown in Figure 6,
or the 1650B, is much smaller, more convenient,
and very popular. It is self-contained and battery -
powered. Trouble is, no one gets rid of them, so
they're not cheap, except for the one I bought for
$40 and found out why soon enough, although it
works fine now.

The very best RLC bridge, in my opinion, is the
Hewlett-Packard 4260A, shown in Figure 7. It
was designed, if not made, in Japan and cost
$1,780 in 1982. While it is tethered to the AC
power line, it takes less bench space and is much
faster to use. I bought my first one at an Antique
Wireless Association flea market. It looked as if it

had been in the middle of a food fight, although
the seller assured me it worked (they all tell you
that, but this one actually did work). The second,
purchased for a friend who fell in love with mine,
looked much better, and was also guaranteed to
work. It didn't even come close, but eventually I
won the battle. I'm still looking for a third (have to
do something about all those friends!).

To make accurate leakage measurements, and
to reform electrolytics before using them, I built
my own tester. Essentially. it's a variable power
supply, capable of furnishing 0 to 700 volts at 10
mA, with a 100 uA meter shunted to measure a
full-scale reading of 1 mA or 10 mA. The design
was published in Radio Age in August 1993.

Bias Cell Replacement
Dear Editor:
I have repaired several radios of late that utilized a

small "bias cell" in the AF stage (typically between the
volume control and first AF grid). On some of the
schematics, these appear as a circle in the wire, and are
not otherwise identified. These cells tend to go high
impedance when long dead. Two symptoms are: the
radio has weak output, but plays even with the volume
turned all the way down, and, the first AF uric is very
sensitive (you can cause hum in the output by getting
anywhere near it). Both symptoms are caused by the
first AF grid floating. To repair these sets. I convert this
stage to grid leak bias, using a .01 pF cap where the bias
cell was and return the grid side to ground with a 1 meg.
to 10 meg. resistor (select value for best operation).

Bias cells may also be replaced by installing a cath-
ode bias resistor and a bypass capacitor. The "Resis-

More on the Powr Shiftr
Dear Editor:
I have wanted to write for some time in praise of your

magazine. Reading the articles is a fascinating glimpse
into an earlier world when radio was truly magic. ...Re-
garding John Schehrer's February ' 994 article on the
Silvertone Powr Shiftr, the schematic puzzles me. Two
questions: (1) Capacitor/condenser C-1 - Why would
you couple one part of the NC line b the negative B+
output? Since the line cord was not polarized, then
either the 110 hot or 110 neutral would appear on one
side of this condenser. It couldn't, I don't think, be an
electolytic as the NC potential would cause it to explode
or rupture. Also, why put C-1 in the circuit at all? I just
don't see its function. Is there some voltage doubling
going on that I am not aware of?

(2) The grid and plate of the 6.:5GT are coupled
together. This means the grid is functioning as what -
an additional plate? Why use this type of tube at all?

C-1 is a paper -dielectric capacitor that functions as an
AC line bypass to reduce AC line noise. This feature is
found in most older AC -operated radios. Some radios
used two such capacitors - one connected to each side
of the AC line. Typically, these bypass capacitors were
connected to the chassis ground or B-.

Depending upon the position of a ncripolarized AC plug
in a wall socket, Cl could be connected to either the "hot"
side or neutral of the AC line. When connected to the "hot"
side, C-1 provides some degree of line noise suppression.
When connected to the neutral side of the line, its effect is
minimal. For this reason, radio owners would sometimes
reverse a radio's AC plug for better reception.

The practice of using a triode tube connected to func-
tion as a rectifier was rather common during the '30s and
'40s. Connecting the grid to the plate got it "out of the way,"
and the tube functioned as a half -wave rectifier. Pur-
chased in large quantities, the triodes were most likely
cheaper than half -wave rectihertubes For example, some
RF signal generators used Type 6,15 tubes as the RF
oscillator and audio oscillator/modutor, and also em-
ployed a diode -connected 6J5 as a rectifier. Using three
tubes of the same type simplified production and likely
reduced the cost of the tubes. (Editor)

headsets priced at $14. In 1922, this was about two
weeks' pay! There never has been a more efficient
receiver unit to this day. On a crystal set, they give
several times more output. However, the company's
statement, "They are equal to two stages of radio
amplification," is stretching it to the breaking point! This
invention was patented by Nathanie' Baldwin, Salt Lake
City. Utah. May 10, 1910, and Oct. 26, 1926.

VRPS Spring Auction
Irving, Texas - March 26, 1994

The Vintage Radio and Phonograph Society
(VRPS) held its annual 1994 Spring Auction at the
Holiday Inn, Dallas/Fort Worth Airport South, Irv-
ing, Texas, on March 26, 1994. The total atten-
dance was 210 with 130 registered bidders. Sales
totaled $15,907 for 337 items, with only 42 passes.

Michael Sherman, auctioneer and VRPS mem-
ber, managed to turn a late starting auction, due
to computer problems, into one that finished 25
minutes early.

Auction highlights were a nice Edison Suit-
case Home phonograph which sold for $600, a
1924 Radiola/Brunswick crank phono with an AR
813 Radiola for $325, a Fada 160 for $130, a
mint Zenith 3000 transistor for $375, and a beau-
tiful Trav-Ler cathedral for $170. An unusual item
was a Catalin mousetrap for $25!

Two of the items passed were a 1949 Coke
Cooler radio due to a $600 minimum and a Radi-
ola V with only a $250 mininum. Prices were up
considerably on 3 -dialers of the 1920s, but ca-
thedrals and Bakelites took a nose dive for the
second straight auction. Phonographs have also
made an excellent comeback in prices.

More on Tube Codes

The following letter to Sparton Radio Dealers is
reprinted from a 1928 Sparks-Withington Company
sales booklet called 'The Pathfinder." As indicated
in an earlier A.R.C. Philco article by Ron Ramirez
(June 1993) and a "Radio Miscellanea" letter from
Tom Margaretic (October 1993), knowing the codes
that manufacturers used for tubes can be enor-
mously helpful in identifying your sets. (Editor)

Effective May 15, 1928
Gentlemen:
Due to the tremendous increase in ow radio

business last season, we found it necessary to use
various makes of AC tubes, some of which did not
come up to Sparton standards, and for that reason,
we have replaced same with Kellogg or Cardon
tubes free of charge.

Every effort has been made to insure the utmost
satisfaction with Sparton receivers, and we believe
the tube replacement policy outlined below will
prove entirely satisfactory.

Since November 1927, we have been placing
a date on the base of each tube; in other words,
tubes manufactured during the first week of 1928
would be stamped as follows: 018, indicating the
tube was inspected during the first week of 1928.
Tubes inspected at our plant the last week of
1927 would be dated as follows: 527, the first two

numerals indicating the week, and the last, the
year. All tubes purchasec by The Sparks-With-
ington Company are thoroughly tested and in-
spected; this inspection and test as outlined by
our engineers is very rigid and makes it possible
for us to guarantee AC and power tubes for 18
weeks. We will stamp a date on the base of each
tube which will be 18 weeks from the date of
inspecton at our plant, or, in other words, the
expiration date; for example, tubes inspected this
week will be dated 358.

Tubes received in the following condition are sub-
ject to immediate replacement: loose bases, defec-
tive welds, unsoldered terminals, and gassy tubes.

Tubes received in the following condition are not
subject to replacement: broken glass, cracked glass,
heater to emitter short circuited, grid to emitter short
circuited, and grid to plate short circuited, open
heaters, pins pulled off or elements out of line.

We sincerely hope that this arrangement may
meet with your entire approval, as this step has
been taken in the spirit of service, which is the
keynote of Sparton success.
