A.R.C. wiiters, including four who contributed in the
first year — Frank Heathcote, Dave Crocker, Jim
Kreuzer and Ralph Williams.

We pulled Frank Heathcote away from one of his
current passions, restoring old cars, to bring “Col-
lectors Corner” back to our pages. This month, it
features three “midget” cathedral sets from the Trans-
former Corporation of America. Frank has written
more than 30 A.R.C. “Collectors Corner” articles.

Dave Crocker's “Crosley Review” dates back to
the third issue in October 1984. His aricle this
month covers the unusual “book” condenser which
opens and closes like a book and which Crosley
used in its early sets. Today, Dave is on A.R.C.'s
staff, and his long commute from Cape Cod to our
office attests to his passion for old radios.

Jim Kreuzer's popular “Collectors Value Guide”
series also first appeared in A.R.C.'s third issue. In
addition, Jim has contributed a number of articles
on early wireless equipment over the years. Jim and
his wife Felicia own a significant collection of early
wireless gear and run New Wireless Pioneers, an
antiquarian book business. They write in this issue
about the acquisition of a collection which weighed
in (including the truck) at 11 tons.

Ralph Williams began his “Atwater Kent Bread-
board Review" series for A.R.C. in 1985, our second
year. This month, he takes us back to Atwater
Kent's preradio days, when the company prcduced
the clinometer, a device to help aim gurs during
World War |.

Several other writers from A.R.C.’s early years

are included in this anniversary issue. They are Jim
Fred, Howard Stone and Paul Bourbin.

Jim Fred's “Antique Radio Corne” in Elementary
Electronics during the 1970s may have initiated
many of us into radio collecting. For A.R.C., Jim
instituted the “All You Need to Know About Repair-
ing AC Radios” series in 1988. This month, in addition
to a profile on Jim, we include his article on the little-
known Palco Company.

Howard Stone and Paul Bourbin nelped broaden
A.R.C.'s topics beyond just old U.S. radios. In De-
cember 1986, Howard Stone began A.R.C.'s series
on foreign sets, which has been continued by lan
Sanders in recent years. Howard writes this month
on the Pye Model M78F. Paul Bourbin has intro-
duced us on a regular basis to vintage test equipment
— how to collect, repair, and use it. His current
article is an overview of recommended items for
your repair bench.

Other interesting features in this issue are a re-

COLLECTORS CORNER

A Trio of “Midget” TRFs from TCA
Models AC-60 Junior, AC-61, and AC-70

Frank Heathcote’s history as a writer for
A.R.C. goes back to 1984 when Gary
Schneider first asked him to write an article
for the second issue of A.R.C. In his elev-
enth A.R.C. article (August 1985), Frank
wrote about the Clarion Model AC-61, made
by the Transformer Corporation of Ameri-
ca (TCA). Now, ten years later in the fol-
lowing article, he has expanded his inter-
est to include a trio of TCA sets.

Frank has written to express his plea-
sure at being asked to contribute to this
tenth anniversary issue and to extend his
congratulations to A.R.C. for having
reached this milestone. Frank also shares
with us an amusing anecdote about his
far-reaching A.R.C. “fame.” He says that
he always gets a chuckle when he thinks
of the flea market near Chicago where he
was introduced to another collector who
exclaimed, “Oh, you're the Frank Heath-
cote who writes for A.R.C.!I" Frank says,
“It was the only time in my life that | felt
like a celebrity!”

We're delighted to contribute to Frank’s
“celebrity” status any time and hope that
he'll write many more articles for A.R.C.
in its next decade. (Editor)

The Transformer Corporation of Amer-
ica (TCA) came on like gangbusters when
it entered the radio manufacturing field
for the 1930 model year with its line of Clarion
radios. Prior to that, TCA was well known through-
out the radio industry as a manufacturer of iron
core transformers and chokes, speakers, and
power packs.

In a 4-page ad in the June 1930 issue of Radio
Retailing, TCA claimed to have “perhaps the most
modern radio plant in the world, where every part
that goes into Clarion radios is fabricated from
raw material, finished, and assembled.” The plant
was located at Ogden and Keeler Avenues in
Chicago, lllinois.

TCA's president, Ross Siragusa, saw to it that
Clarion kept a high profile in the various radio
retail magazines. Nearly every issue had photos
of different personalities visiting the plant, Clari-
on's spiffy delivery trucks, or a Clarion display at
some overseas trade show. Clarions were good
sellers in Latin America and in the smaller coun-
tries of Europe. TCA seemed to go after the

export market with more vigor than most other
radio manufacturers.

MODEL AC-60 JUNIOR

The Clarion “midget” series started with the
Model AC-60 Junior, shown in Figure 1. [The first
midgets were considered to be cathedrals.] This
set was released in the 1931 model year for
$63.30 with tubes. It employs a TRF circuit with 2
RF stages using Type 24 tubes. A third Type 24
functions as a detector transformer coupled to
push-pull Type 45s in the output stage. A Type
80 rectifier provides DC well filtered by two chokes.

In a rather unusual practice, the speaker field
coil is used to obtain grid bias voltage for the
audio output tubes. Volume is controlled by vary-
ing voltage to the screen grids of the RF tubes. A
local/distance switch is used to disconnect the
antenna in the “local” position, and there is a 2-
position tone control switch.




MODELS AC-61 AND AC-70

Early in 1931, the Junior was superseded by
the Mode! AC-61.shown in Figure 2, which sold
for $55.50. The 7-tube Model AC-70, shown in
Figuie 3, was introduced at the same time. Of-
ferec with a matehing table as a consolette, its
price was $79.50

The AC-61 has much in common with the AC-
60, but the main difference is the volume control
circuit. This was changed to one varying grid bias
on the RF and detector tubes, thereby shorting
out the input signal at the antenra.

The AC-70 is very similar to the AC-61, and
indeed, all three chassis will interchange in the
three cabinets. A Type 27 tube was
added to the lineup as a detector. A
Type 24 tube functioning as an untuned
RF stage was added ahead of the de-
tector. This feature is, | am quite sure,
unique to this set.

SUMMARY

These early Clarion midget sets are eas-
ily recognized by the asymmetrical place-
ment of the tuning dial and controls. The
cabinet designs are quite distinctive. The
chassis are very well built and heavily plat-
ed. All the RF and detector tubes are shield-
ed as are the antenna and RF coils. A
bulkhead underneath the chassis sepa-
rales RF and AF circuitry and adds addi-
tional strength to the chassis. Clarion called
it “battleship construction.”

All three are very good performers.
They are very sensitive, and the tuned
titers and well designed speakers pro-
vide excellent fidelity for that time. Clari-
on boasted of “98% pure tone.”

There are a few other considerations
when working on these sets. The inter-
stage transformer is specially designed
forthe AC-60 and AC-61, since the push-
pull output stage Is driven by a Type 24
tube rather than a Type 27 tube. The use
of a substitute intarstage transformer ad-
versely affects reproduction.

Another problem is the use of a potted
filter unit. The two chokes and, depend-
ing on the model, the five, seven or eight
capacitors are in a single container; there-
fore, replacement is difficult and messy.

TCA also sold these models under the
Camden brand name on an aftermarket
basis. Clarion quit making radios in its
Chicago plant and moved to 69 Wooster
Street, New York City, in 1934. Later
Clarions were manufactured by the War-
wick Manufacturing Company of Chica-
go well after Warld War Il. The Clarion
name can still be found in the U. S, but
the radios are made in Japan.

CROSLEY REVIEW

The Crosley Book Condensers

BY DAVE CROCKER

Dave Crocker's first A.R.C. article appeared in
the fourth issue in November 1984. Known as
“The Crosley Collector,” Dave wrote over a doz-
en articles under the “Crosley Review” banner.
As A.R.C.’s layout artist, he is also on hand as
one of our consultants. The following article on a
unique component in early Crosley sets is typical
of Dave's radio expertise. (Editor)

Anyone who has ever looked inside a Crosley
receiver manufactured before 1926 remembers
its odd-looking tuning device. This book-type vari-
able condenser is the one component made fa-
mous by the Crosley Radio Company.

The book condenser was introduced by Powel
Crosley as an inexpensive tuner put together in
his flourishing woodworking shop, where he was
busily making cabinets for other radio manufac-
turers. He was already producing, along with the
cabinets, his own line of radio parts, such as a
porcelain tube socket, a simple rheostat, a tap-
switch unit, and miscellaneous small components.
Producing the tuning unit enabled Crosiey to build
and market his own complete radio receiver.

The first book-type tuning condenser Crosley
manufactured was filed under Patent No.
1,538,472 on May 23, 1921. Although this book
condenser was filed under Powel Crosley's own
name, some believe that it was the result of the
genius of Dorman Israel, a newly hired Crosley
engineer. This same young engineer would later
design Crosley's Harko crystal set. Still others
think the book condenser concept goes further
back and that the design should be credited to

Hugo Gernsback, inventor of a similar device.
The idea behind the book condenser was that
instead of small variable metal plates meshing
together for tuning purposes, two flat areas of
metal plates could open and close like a book. A
sheet of insulation separated the metal plates.

THE TYPE A BOOK CONDENSER

The first book condenser design, the Type A,
was a crude piece of engineering for sure; see
Figure 1. Its panel mounting is a solid piece of
mahogany which can fit any panel-hole configu-
ration. To mount the condenser on the panel, the
set builder simply made holes in the mahogany
block for the wood screws wherever necessary.
A short piece of metal tubing inserted through
this mahogany block enables a shaft and cam to
rotate with the dial and to open and close the
spring-held bookplate.

The bookplates are made of plywood with the
two facing plates having thin aluminum sheets
glued to them. A separate sheet of mica sepa-
rates the plates for insulation. Two more plywood
pieces nailed in place hold the unit together.

The Type A scid for $1.25. The only known
Crosley set to use this tuner is the 1921 Harko
crystal receiver described in the December 1993
issue of A.R.C.

THE TYPE B BOOK CONDENSER

This primitive Type A tuner was redesigned in
1922 and called the Type B. As shown in Figure
2, it too has the familiar plywood bookptates, but



the pot-metal-cast panel bracket is new. Two
springs hold the movable plate for better stability.
A hole in the casting serves as a bearing for the
cam shaft. The cam head rides against the head
of a large tack. The patent notice is stamped into
the wood plates.

Early Crosley receivers, such as the Models V,
VI, VI, X, XL, RFTA, Model 1 crystal set, and
other pre-1924 sets used the Type B urit.

THE TYPE C BOOK CONDENSER

An adaptation of the Type B has heavy, cast
white porcelain bookplates. It is called the Type
C, and the idea behind it was either for lower loss
of the plates or to carry higher voltages if the unit
was used in a transmitter. The Type C is shown
in Figure 3.

THE TYPE D

Next came the Type D, shown in Figure 4. It is
the most familiar Crosley book condenser of all. It
incorporates a slightly more rugged bracxet. Also,

the cam now rotates against a specially designed
metal strip, which also holds the two tension
springs. Most noticeable are the thick black book-
plates, made of the same “molded mud” used on
Crosley dials and knobs. The molding process
allowed Crosley to include the company name,
address, type and patent notice on the pivoting
bookplate.

Crosley sets made from 1924 to 1925, such as
the Models 50, 51, 52, XJ and some Ace models,
use this tuner in their circuits.

THE CROSLEY PUP TUNER

Special notice must be made of the Crosley
Pup tuner. Because of the Pup’s cramped space
requirements, the Type D had fo be altered. A
stamped metal plate became the bracket holding
the molded bookplates and also attaching to the
tin side of the box. A ball-shaped knob with num-
bers inscribed on it worked micrameter-style to a
numbered shaft. This fine-threaded shaft pressed
against the bookplate for adjustment. The Cros-
ley Pup tuner can be seen in Figure 5.

OBSOLESCENCE

Because of the increase in the number of broad-
casting stations and the somewhat limited me-
chanical resolution of the book-type condenser,
tuning became difficult. As a resuit, Crosley found
it necessary to retire this type of tuning device.
His 5-year-old darling was suddenly obsoletel
When Crosley produced the Models 51-S, 52-S,
51-SD, 52-SD and the entire Trirdyn series, he
reverted to the variable-plate condenser, used
then throughout the industry.

WITH THE COLLECTORS

The Palco Engineering Company —
Makers of Ham Radio Equipment

It's a pleasure to have Jim Fred writing again
for A.R.C. Many readers will remember his excel-
lent series on repairing AC radios, beginning in
the February 1988 issue. Jim's long radio collect-
ing and writing career is the subject of the “Col-
lector Profile” on the opposite page. In the follow-
ing article about a small local company, Jim once
again demonstrates that there is always some-
thing new to learn about antique radios. (Editor)

One of the facets of radio collecting | enjoy
most is researching vintage radio manufacturers
no longer in business. Recently, | came across a
packet of photographs of products made by the
Palco Engineering Company of Frankfort, Indi-
ana, the town where | was employed by the
Mallory Control Company for over 25 years. These
photographs set my mind to working overtime, as
| tried to remember everything | could about the
Palco Company.

I remembered that Palco was the result of a
merger of the talents and assets of Marshall
Dossett and a Mr. Palin. Both men had success-
ful businesses in the area, but their radio inter-
ests brought them together in a new enterprise.

Dossett, a Frankfort, Indiana native and an
avid radio amateur, had started a radio parts
store in his garage. He sold ham radio equip-
ment, as well as tubes and parts, to radio/TV
repairmen. | was well acquainted with him in the
early 1960s because | had a pant-time radio/TV
repair business in my home in Russiaville, Indi-
ana. Around 1960, Dossett moved his parts busi-

ness to a side street in downtown Frankfort.

About the same time, in Carmel, Indiana, Palin
had established the Palin Construction Co., which
was known for constructing office buildings and
the like. Other business aside, Dossett and Palin
decided to set up the Palco Engineering Compa-
ny to manufacture ham radio equipment in the
back room of Dossett’s parts store. Hand-operat-
ed sheet metal cutting and forming equipment
was installed to manufacture metal chassis, pan-
els, and enclosures. Several women were hired
to install parts and to wire the components into
finished electronic products. Dossett, who had
the necessary FCC licenses, did the electrical
testing and final acceptance of the products.

The company did not do well, and sometime
later Dossett decided to retire to Florida. An auc-
tion sale was held to dispose of the parts and the
ham radio equipment still in stock. | bought a pile
of literature that included photos and information
on the Palco line.

Some Palco products that were actually pro-
duced were power supplies, as shown in Figure
1. Other products included a mobile transceiver
shown in Figure 2, and VHF-UHF ham band
converters. One such converter is shown in

Figure 3. The larger chassis on the left contains
the power supply and input and output connec-
tors. The smaller unit on the right is a plug-in 6-
meter converter. Similar plug-in units were used
for other VHF-UHF Amateur bands. Unfortunate-
ly, | have found no technical data, circuit dia-
grams, or advertising sheets.

In the past 28 years, | have been to many ham-
fests and antique radio meets, as well as to the
AWA Conference 13 times. In all that time, | have
never seen a piece of Palco equipment. If anyone
out there in “Radioland” was involved with this
company or has Palco equipment, advertising, or
literature, | would be happy to hear from him or her.

A R.C.s 10-year
history cannot
compete with Jim
Fred's 59-year ca-
reer in radio. A
feature article in
the December
1993 Indiana His-
torical Radio So-
ciety Bulletin tells
Jim’s long radio
story. It began
with a schematic
in a seventh-grade
science book that
sent him home to announce to his parents
that he was going to be a “Radioman.”

In 1935, Jim opened his first radio repair
shop in the basement of his parents’ home.
He charged a phenomenal 50¢ an hour plus
parts for his services. During World War II,
he served as a radio instructor in the Army
Air Force Technical Training Command. His
first classes were in Radio School #5, located
in the Stevens Hotel, Chicago, Illinois. Lat-
er, as a radio materials inspector for the
Signal Corps, he had his first assignment at
the Kingston Products Corp. in Kokomo, In-
diana. There, in 1943, he electrically tested
and accepted the first Gibson Girl emergen-
cy radio transmitters.

After the war, Jim was employed by the
radio division of Kingston as a junior radio
engineer. By 1954, when Kingston went out
of the private brand radio business, his ex-
perience designing and building test equip-
ment for UHF converters led to a job with
Bendix at its guided missile plant in Misha-
waka, Indiana. Later, he became a develop-
ment engineer at the Mallory Controls Co.
in Frankfort, Indiana, makers of radio com-
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ponents for the Department of Defense.

Since retiring from Mallory in 1982, Jim
has been running his own business — Antique
Radio Laboratories. He repairs tube-type ra-
dios, manufactures replacement plug-in coil
forms, and rebases World War II surplus Type
864 tubes to become plug-in replacements for
WD-11 tubes. He also publishes a sales cata-
log of radio equipment and literature.

Jim’s radio publishing resumé is almost as
extensive as the rest of his radio career. Since
1955, he has written over 200 magazine arti-
cles on radio and electronic subjects, which
have appeared in such publications as Popu-
lar Mechanics, Popular Electronics, Radio
Electronics, Radio News, Science & Mechan-
ics, and Mechanix lllustrated. From 1970 to
1978, Elementary Electronics featured his “An-
tique Radio Corner,” a column that may well
have started a great many of us down the road
to serious collecting.

From 1974 to 1983, Jim wrote Antique
Radio Topics, the first publication for radio
collectors by a collector. The Antique Radio
Collection Newsletter followed for about three
years, after which its subscribers became
A.R.C. subscribers, and Jim began to con-
tribute articles to A.R.C. He wrote the first
six articles in the series, “All You Need To
Know About Repairing AC Radios.”

Jim may also claim international publica-
tion, since among his articles in electronic
handbooks is one published in Australia.
His work has appeared in The Antique Ra-
dio Gazette and The Old Timer’s Bulletin, as
well as other club newsletters.

There is no question that Jim has fulfilled
his childhood goal of becoming a “Radioman.”

ATWATER KENT REVIEW

The Atwater Kent Clinometer
A Genesis of Radio

Ralph Williams has been contributing to A.R.C.
since October of 1985 when he began a series of
nine articles on the ever-popular Atwater Kent bread-
boards. A well-known authority on Atwater Kent,
Ralph has also written a series of over twenty-five
articles for “Radio Age,” in additon to many pieces
for the "AWA Review.” The following article on At-
water Kent's preradio days is an interesting twist on
Ralph's usual product-line topics. (Editor)

The clinometer is an instrument that enables a
user to determine the angle of a line or surface with
respect to a reference. The Atwater Kent clinome-
ter, shown in Figure 1, was used during World War |
by an artillery man to measure the elevation angle
of his gun, usually a howitzer or a rifle.

Radio collectors reading this article may won-
der what such an instrument has to do with a
breadboard. Perhaps a little of the story of Mr.
Kent and his enterprise would be of interest and
might enhance the historical depth of the read-
er's collection. The story of Kent's business ac-
tivities before the age of radio (entertainment and
public information radio, not wireless) is best seen
in the context of several other businesses that
became well known radio names.

PRE-RADIO MANUFACTURERS

One of these other businesses is the company
behind the trade name Radiola. Very quickly a
collector/historian will identify the Radio Corpora-
tion of America (RCA), and the complex of names
that are very familiar today — General Electric,
Westinghouse, as well as RCA. For those who
keep current on the changes in the radio busi-
ness the key name in the complex is Thompson.
But for the students of industrial history, the key
name is Marconi.

During the two decades before radio, when
Atwater Kent was manufacturing non-radio elec-
trical equipment, Marconi put together a world-
wide system of wireless communication. In late
1919, General Electric created RCA, turning over
the use of its patent rights and agreeing to sell
radios in the domestic market only through RCA.
Westinghouse and American Telephone and Tele-
graph also became owners of RCA and made the
same agreements. The background of RCA was
therefore communications, and its experience was
with the wireless devices which later became
radios for the general public.

Another famous name in the same complex
was Thomas Edison, who with others was a

founder of General Electric. Edison also became
a brand name in the radio business in the 1920s.
Even though Thomas Edison favored phono-
graphs, Charles, his son, lent their surname to
radios. The more interesting point for this article
is the business that provided the avenue for Edi-
son to get into the radio market. That was Split-
dorf. Do those of you who have a Splitdorf radio
know where that brand name came from?

The earlier work of Splitdorf was the manufac-
ture of automotive ignition equipment. Perhaps a
Splitdort spark plug should be exhibited with the
radio. The parallel to Atwater Kent's history is
strong, since it too was in the ignition equipment
business. Electrical experience, especially with
condensers and coils that are inherent in ignition
systems, is directly applicable to radio production.

Freed-Eisemann was yet another well-known
name in the manufacture and sale of radios that
competed with Atwater Kent in the mid-1920s.
The earlier history of Freed-Eisemann exempli-
fies the parallel in the dynamics of the electrical
industry during the first two decades of the twen-
tieth century. Eisemann was also in the automo-
tive ignition business.

At the beginning of radio (not wireless) Eise-
mann was joined by Joseph Freed, a very creative
engineer who developed the NR line of radios. The
combination of the Eisemann experience in the
automotive/electrical business and the capability
of Freed in radio technology resulted in another
very effective competitor of Atwater Kent.



EARLY ATWATER KENT PRODUCTS

Atwater Kent's early interest in electrical devic-
es led him into that developing industry well be-
fore the turn of the twentieth century. His interest
was in electric motors and their uses rather than
in lighting or generation. At the same time Atwa-
ter Kent's personality drew him toward working
for himself rather than for someone else. The
result was his starting a manufacturing business
in Massachusetts to make and sell small motors
and motor-driven devices.

Arthur Atwater Kent had an acute sense of
utility. He realized that the businesses tnat fo-
cused his interest (motors, batteries and instru-
ments) were not the stuff of central Massachu-
setts and New Hampshire but of the well devel-
oped technological experience available in Phila-
delphia. He therefore moved himself and his am-
bitions to that center of technology.

One of Kent's products in those beginning days
in Philadelphia was a horn suitable for use on a
boat or on an automobile as long as a 6-volt
supply was available. Kent called his horn the
Monoplex. He also produced a domestic tele-
phone, applicable within a residence, and again
called it the Monoplex.

But Kent also had an early interest in boats
and their engines. During his formative years,
Kent's family had a small steam launch and pre-
sumably added an internal combustion engine
when it became available. Kent's interest in gas-
oline engines may have started then because
when Arthur, as he was called by his family, left
for college, he was strongly interested in intemal
combustion engines. Whether that interest was
predominantly in the electrical aspect of igniting
the fuel charges or in the means by which the
thermal energy was converted to shaft torque
and rotation is not known.

However, Kent's interest in the proolems of
precise ignition was clearly evidenced laterin one
of his inventions — the spring-mass interrupter.
This device and the embodiments of it with the
necessary coils, condensers and switches into
several ditferent ignition systems brought the At-
water Kent Manufacturing Co. to the forefront of
automotive/electrical system manufacturers,

Another critical function in the practice {and in
those days, mystery) of the electrical art was the
making of measurements. The engineering de-
pantments of the big manufacturers and of the
universities had reduced the basic theory of mea-
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suring instruments to accepted practice, but the
devices were neither generally available nor af-
fordable ta mechanics and technicians. Kent saw
an opportunity to manufacture and sell a modest
volt-ammeter. The instrument was simple in the-
ory and construction.

Between 1903 when the voltmeter patent was
issued and 1907 when the interrupter was mar-
keted, Kerit moved from Seventh Avenue in Phil-
adelphia to the Stenton Avenue plant in German-
town. The company had grown far beyond its
capacity to expand in downtown Philadelphia.
The vigorous growth of Kent's automotive electri-
cal business during the years before World War |
led to expansion into the Stenton Avenue factory.
The wartimr e production of electrical products and
the expansion that was needed 1o produce opti-
cal and setting equipment for gun-laying resulted
in a factory of major size in Philadelphia.

THE CLINOMETER

Hitting a target with a medium artillery piece,
e.g. a 75 mm rifle, requires the gunner to set two
angles to align or aim the piece (barrel). One is
obvious: the rifle must be pointed in azimuth (left
to right). The other angle is more complex: The
barrel must be elevated to achieve the desired
range. The amount of elevation angle depends
directly on the characteristics of the shell; more
specifically, on the achieved muzzie velocity. For
each specific kind of shell, a set of firing tables
were provided to the gunner to enable him to
select an elevation angle that caused the shell to
first rise and then fall and impact at the chosen
range.

Large transportable rifles have elevation angle
controls and are equipped with levels and quad-
rants to facilitate aiming. During each firing, the
gun and its carriage move. This results in the
need to recalibrate the aiming controls. The cli-
nometer was used to adjust the elevation angle
without having to relevel the carriage and reset
the quadrants. After the elevation angle was cho-
sen from the firing tables, the clinometer was set
to the required elevation angle and placed on the
aiming sur-ace of the barrel. The barrel was then
elevated cr depressed until the bubble in the
clinometer was level.

Figure 2 is a simplified diagram of the Atwater
Kent clinometer. There are three fundamental
parts to the instrument. The dashed line parallel
to the bottom is the sight line or aiming line. The
second fundamenta! part is the bubble which is
shown at the upper right. It is
viewed from the sight aperture
as a split image with the target
along the aiming line. The third
important part is the angular
scale and its pointer which indi-
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cate the angle between the aim-

' ing line and the horizontal (when
| the bubble is centered).
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strument is a square cylinder with
a sighting wire stretched across
its middle at the end away from

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WIRE the sighting aperture. When the

instrument is used to determine the vertical (eleva-
tion) angle of a gun, the bottom of it (which is
parallel to the sighting line) is placed on the barrel.
The level is viewed from the top of the instrument
with the angle preadjusted to the desired value.
The instrument was also used as a simple
transit to determine vertical angles. Sighting was
done by pulling out the circular cylinder that car-
ried the aperture and looking through the square
cylinder past the sighting line to the object being
measured. The split image was used to view the
level and the target at the same time while ad-
justing the knurled knob for a level bubble. With
the aiming wire on target and a level bubble, the
pointer on the calibrated scale on the face of the
instrument indicated the elevation angle in mils.
(1600 mils = 90°).

EXTENSION LEADS TO SUCCESS

The needs of the military in World War | com-
bined the earlier requirement for many soldiers
with a new demand — the application of technol-
ogy for the production of highly precise and very
sophisticated war weapons. This meant that com-
panies that had achieved success in building
advanced devices were called on to extend their
capabilities to support the military in arming both
the United States and the Allies.

Kent succeeded in the ignition business be-
cause he had perceived the need for high preci-
sion in the timing and duration of the ignition
spark for internal combustion engines. He capi-
talized on this knowledge by building advanced
mechanical and electrical components. It is easy
to see why his capability would have been called
upon to build gun setting equipment.

His extension into optical equipment for the

war effort did not reduce the production of auto-
motive/electrical equipment. The wartime de-
mands probably increased for his product line
because it was reapplied to trucks and military
vehicles. The resulting capability was a further
increase in the skills which would lead to success
in the future.

Each of the four businesses discussed earlier
in this article drew on experience gained in a
related field before the age of radio. RCA had
Marconi, General Electric and Westinghouse.
Edison had Splitdorf. Freed-Eisemann had Eise-
mann. Atwater Kent had more than two decades
of experience in auto/electricity and precision elec-
trical manufacturing.

Atwater Kent's well-recognized capability, sup-
plemented by the extra experience of optical pro-
duction in World War | and guided and controlled
by the inherent acuity of the man himself, led straight
to the success of the Atwater Kent Manufacturing
Company in the field of radio. The clinometer is an
enduring symbol of the beginnings of that success.

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A.R.C. — The Beginning

With this month’s 10th anniversary issue of
“Antique Radio Classified,” which now has over
8,000 subscribers, itis very likely that most read-
ers do not know how this magazine started. This
is a brief review of that beginning by the founder
and former publisher/editor of A.R.C., Gary B.
Schneider. (Editor)

To fully describe how A.R.C. grew from an idea
to the final product you are now reading would take
up A.R.C.’s full allotment of 100 pages or more.
However, | will be brief and save more room for the
classified ads in this month's issue.

Yes, classified ads — the full idea behind the
conception of A.R.C. and its apparent success.
To tell the story more fully, 1 must regress to the
roots of my early collecting days.

The year is 1970, and | find this strange look-
ing device called a “1920s battery radio” in an
antique shop. Being an electronic nut, | buy it
and start to tinker with it at home. Since the
battery connections are clearly shown on the
back of the radio, | hook it up to a power source
and presto — music comes out of this crude
looking device.

Well, | thought this was really neat. Time to
find another radio — which was possible in the
early days — to play with. Within months, | was
going bananas trying to locate more radios and
tubes to play with. Like most collectors at the
early stage of collecting, | began to wonder if
there were any other people who liked this “old
stuff.” Through the normal progression in the
pursuit of radios, | met a few other people who
also collected. At last | knew | was not alone in
my love for these old radios.

Reading magazines like Popular Electronics got
me more contacts with collectors who lived out of
state. One thing after another enabled me to get
information about publications dealing with old ra-
dios. With subscriptions to two of them, Radio Age
and The Horn Speaker, came the ability to find
more radios and the supply of tubes and parts |
needed to continue my pursuit of the hobby.

Next came the awareness of several radio
clubs. Wow! | was able to attend meets (small at
that time), see all kinds of stuff for sale, and sell
things | didn't want. Now | know why people
loved to see me come to the meets to sell my
stutf — where else could you get a Radiola |
crystal set for $15!

This all leads to the point that as a new collec-
tor | was not fully aware of the true value of some
items. It was only by reading every publication,
book, and club bulletin | could find that | finally
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became aware of the inner depths of any hobby
— the buying and selling that perpetuate the
activity of the hobby.

Buying and selling are necessary to stimulate
interest in a hobby. A collector's interest may lag
it he is unable to locate needed items for his
collection. My travels led me to understand that
most collectors were still in their own little worlds,
not aware of radio collecting activity other than in
their own backyards.

The year was 1983 and lurking in the back of my
mind was the idea for a radio publication. The
monthly publications at that time did not seem 1o fill
the bill of what I thought the hobby needed. Radio
Age was a super publication for the presentation of
articles on radios and restoration. The Horn Speaker
was a mixture of topics. Most radio clubs issued
their publications only quarterly.

My idea was simply to have a monthly publica-
tion that focused on the buying and selling aspect
of the hobby and unite collectors in a single forum
where their ads could be seen by all. This eliminat-
ed trying to place ads in the over 15 publications
and club bulletins published at that time.

But how does one start a publication from
ground zero? A mind boggling task needless to
say. Fortunately, | had met many collectors dur-
ing the preceding 14 years. | got the views of this
core of people by sending out questionnaires
about a new publication. Most said, “Go for it.”
Why not, no skin off their necks!

So | went for it. The first task was to make up a
sample copy of what the format of the new publica-
tion would be. This sample copy (June 1984) was
mailed to over 1,000 collectors free of charge.
From this mailing, | got my initial subscription base.
Over 300 brave souls had faith that my publication
would make it. From this encouraging response, |
mailed out several thousand subscription forms to
other collectors who had not gotten a free sample
issue. By the time of the premier issue (Septem-
ber, 1984), | had 440 subscribers!

Because of the large mailing, | decided to mail by
Second Class postage rates at some future issue
date. However, postal regulations mandate that a
centain percentage of the total pages must be arti-
cles of an informative nature, not purely classified
ads. Now | was in trouble — no articles! Quickly, |
called upon some of my friends to write articles for
me. They came to my aid and helped A.R.C. grow.

There is much more to this story. However, for
the lucky ones who have the early issues, my
editorials in the June and September 1984 is-
sues spelled out bluntly and in detail exactly what
I had in mind for A.R.C. and what | expected of



the collectors. A quote from page 4 of the June,
1984, issue perhaps sums up the whole idea of
A.R.C: “With the support of collectors like your-
self, this publication will become the standard of
this great hobby — this publication will succeed!”

And so it has, but not without the faith of all
those early subscribers who helped make it hap-
pen. To all of you, | give thanks. | dcn't like to
mention names because there were so many in
the beginning, but | must mention a few who stand
out in my mind. The following people contributed
a series of monthly artictes which took much work
on their parts: Frank Heathcote, James Kreuzer,
Dave Crocker, Gil Schiehman, Ralph Williams,
and Henry Rogers. And finally, thanks to a lovely

lady, Janet, who gave me constant encourage-
ment during those early struggling years.

A.R.C. has grown beyond my greatest dreams
into a worderful source of fulfillment of your radio
needs, nc matter what aspect of the hobby you
wish to pursue. Enjoy and use it to its fullest!

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Pye Model M78F
The Last “Rising Sun” Radio

BY HOWARD STONE

When | became A.R.C.'s new publisher/editor
in October 1986, | was relieved to find several
articles by Howard Stone ready for publication. In
the years since then, it has been a pleasure to
have Howard on our roster of writers. (Editor)

In the 1940s, a rising sun signified more than
the start of a new day. It was the emblem for
imperial Japan, the “empire of the sun.” As such,
the image must have triggered painful memories
and associations for people who had fought or
lost loved ones in World War II.

This surely would have been so in America, as
well as in England, where the rising sun caused
complications for a prominent British radio manu-
facturer, the Pye Company, located in Cambridge.
Back in the 1920s, a Pye worker, admiring the
design of a colleague’s cigarette case, sketched a
stylized sun with rays streaming outwards through
narrow slivers of clouds that soon became the
grille fretwork of countless Pye radios. Eventually
the design also became the company's logo.

The rising sun first appeared on a 1927 porta-
ble receiver, and it was greeted with consider-
able success. Subsequently, the grille design was
used for a number of Pye models, until radios
with fancy grilles fell out of favor. Other well-
known examples of Pye radios with this design
were the Twin Triple of 1930 (Figure 1), the

Model MM of 1931 (Figure 2), and the Model G of
1932 (Figure 3).

Pye stopped using the rising sun as a speaker
fretin 1933, but continued using it as a logo. (The
rising sun speaker grille design was reintroduced
once in 1937 on the Baby Q, shown in Figure 4).
In Great Britain in the 1930s, these Pye radios,
with their smartly designed wooden cabinets, were
as distinctive as the Art Deco-inspired, molded
Bakelite Ekcos, such as the round Ekco.

THE PYE MODEL M78F EARLY HISTORY

After the end of World War [l, Pye decided to
reintroduce the old motif which had been so suc-
cessful from the late 1920s to the mid-1930s.
The Model M78F or Pye “Personal,” shown in
Figure 5, was the first of the postwar Pyes to use
once again a grille with the sun and its shining
rays, now without clouds.

This model came out in June of 1948 and sold for
£12 12s. It is a compact portable radio using four
miniature tubes and two batteries — a 1'%-volt and
a 67'-volt. It covered two bands — long wave and
broadcast. The chassis is partitioned into separate
units attached to the frame of a 5-inch speaker.

The M78F measures 7% inches high, 5% inch-
es wide, and 3'% inches deep. It is one of the
smallest British tube portables — about one half
the size of most of the first transistor sets in
England. This postwar rising sun Pye was not

from Brite Divinity School, Texas Christian Uni-
versity. | have become acquainied with radio
collectors, antique dealers, and retired workers
at Pye in this historic city where Pye manutac-
tured its radios. | have done some poking around
to see it | could learn more about what happened
to the 800 M78Fs. Officially, Pye destroyed the
recalled sets. Most published accounts of the
subject say that the 800 sets weie burned. The
most common response to my questioning con-
firms these accounts — the radios were burned.

But, there are other versions of the demise of
those offensive radlos. One theory is that they
were simply thrown into the Cam, the river that
snakes through Cambridge and past the old Pye
plant. Another is that the radios were destroyed
in a giant bonfire. My natural curiosity posed still
another possibie theory — perhaps they hadn't
really been destroyed. Had some gmployees tak-
en a few of the doomed recelvers home in their
lunch boxes?

cased in wood, as the earlier models had been,
but in two tones of solid acrylic called Perspex —
either cream and black or cream and green.

The war was over but not forgotten, and the
rising sun design on the grille of the M78F contin-
ued to remind the public of its recent enemy’s
flag. Anti-Japanese sentiment may not seem rea-

sonable now, but in 1948, three years after the
conclusion of the wai, such sentiment was more \ ;
understandable. The recent tragedy and loss of - ‘

life had affected too many British families for
them to forget easily.
The public reaction against the evocative ris-
ing sun emblem was intense. There are stories -\_.\
{which | have not yet substantlated) of dealers’
windows being smashed in reaction to the rising
sun on the M78F. Pye reacted quickly and re-
called the remaining 800 unsold radios of the
thousand produced.

PYE UPDATE

But, the story doesn't end here. As | write this,
| am living in Cambridge, England, on sabbatical

| was helped greatly in my search for answers
by Tony Bottrill who worked at Pye from 1944 to
1967. He suggested that 1,000 sets were most
likely a preproduction run, since Pye would usu-
ally produce a minimum of 20,00C receivers once
they were in production. He also said that the
association of the sun's rays design of Pye radios
with the Japanese rising sun symbol simply had
not occurred to the company.

| have to admit that when | started my research
on the M78F | wasn't so sure about the buming
story. So | asked Tony about it. He said that what
caused the end of the M78F “was not common
knowledge amongst those in the laboratory. It
was hushed up.” But he did say, “They used to

bum everything in those days. The stench of
burning plastics was quite common in the back
part of the factory.” He added that he still remem-
bered the acrid smell of burning plastic. “We
hated to be in contact with the smell, although at
times it couldn't be avoided.”

Tony made clear that burning was the way Pye
disposed of unwanted Bakelite and plastic items
in those days. | began to believe the story that the
radios were burned. He said that he had seen
only three M78Fs since 1948, when they were
pulled from production.

Exactly what happened to the M78Fs may
never be known, but we do know that they are
rare. If they were not destroyed, then certainly
they were well hidden! When | have discussed
the set with several British Vintage Wireless So-
ciety members, not one has been able to count
more than a dozen or so still in existence. A few
sets may yet show up in and around Cambridge
or the United Kingdom, but given the original low
production number, its breakable plastic case,
and its recall due to the offensive rising sun grille
design, the M78F will always be rare.

The set also is very handsome, as Figure 5
shows. There is a high contrast between the
ivory center and the black edges emphasizing its
modified ziggurat [pyramid] shape. The subtle
abstract design of the grille cloth behind the styl-

ized rising sun unobtrusively adds visual detail to
the set’s elegant and striking modernistic design.

CONELRAD! What Is It?
Emergency Civilian Defense Broadcast System

BY FRED GEER

On December 7, 1941, Japanese warplanes,
using radio direction finders, homed in on their
target using the broadcast signal from AM stations
in Hawaii. Many sleepless nights passed in fear
that this tactic would be repeated on the mainland.
Long after World War Il our leaders came to the
rescue, developing “CONELRAD" (Control of Elec-
tromagnetic Radiation). The Civil Defense (CD)
triangles on radio dials made tuning CONELRAD
stations easy in case of a war emergency.

Here is how CONELRAD worked, as reported
in Radio and Television News, January 1955,
“During a national emergency the low frequency
AM stations will all shift their operating frequen-
cies to 640 Kc while the high frequency stations
shift to 1240 Kc. The stations in each group will
then be keyed on the air so that each one will
transmit for a certain number of seconds. This
will prevent the enemy from homing in on any
one station since the signals will be constantly
coming from a different direction.”

CONELRAD was a bit slow coming into use as
many problems had to be worked out. Some time in
late 1953, everybody involved came together, and
the little triangle marks began appearing on radio
dials in 1954 with the letters CD inside, as shown in
the above illustration. Later the symbol was re-
duced to a triangle which had vanished by 1965.

Actually those little marks gave the public a
false sense of security. Facts show that radar
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had long replaced the need for attacking war-
planes to rely on radio homing.

The chief engineer at a local station offered
the opinion that shifting a station frequency would
be very difficult. Station records indicated that
they never had a low power auxiliary transmitter
that worked on either of the two frequencies.

Remembering those days so long ago, how
safe ! felt drifting off to dreamland listening to my
Emerson clock radio with those little triangles on
its dial.

WITH THE COLLECTORS

Jim and Gary's Excellent Adventure

Jim Kreuzer was one of A.R.C.’s first contribu-
tors with his “Collector Value Guide” series, be-
ginning in A.R.C.’s third issue, October 1984,
and running through February 1986. These in-
staliments listed over 400 radios and remained
the most comprehensive value listing available to
the collector for several years.

In this article, Jim and his wife Felicla describe
how they, along with A.R.C.'s founder Gary
Schneider, came to find and purchase a “dream
collection™ of radios. Collectors attending radio
meets since last summer may have had a chance
to purchase some of these sets from Jim and
Gary. (Editor)

We radio collectors all have dreams; some-
times they can come true at the most unlikely
moments. One warm August evening last sum-
mer, while | was relaxing after entering some
wireless books into my computerized data base,
the phone rang. it was Gary Schneider, my radio
buddy.

Gary had just received a letter from an old-time
radio collector in southern California whom we
will call “Mr. Doe.” Mr. Doe had enclosed a list of

30 radios he wished to sell, and he requested a
fair offer. Gary mentioned such sets as a Kennedy
110, a Federal 61 and 110, a couple of Westemn
Electric SCR 68s, a Wireless Specialty IP 501A
and 503 loading coil, and a few Atwater Kent
breadboards. The list aiso included some books,
magazines and parts.

Gary and | decided that the only way to evalu-
ate the collection would be to see it in person.
Monday, our excitement overriding caution, we
took a big gamble and arranged to fly to Califor-
nia two days later. That's when my wife, Felicia,
yelled, “Southern Californial Not againll You'e
always traveling somewhere nice without mell” |
solemnly promised | wouldn't look at any of the
pretty girls out therell

We flew out of the Cleveland, Ohio, airport on
Wednesday armed with some large empty suit-
cases, tape, bubble wrap. and 30 labels for the
radios we planned to ship back. On the way to
view the collection, we exchanged illusions of
grandeur, as we wondered if Mr. Doe had any
crystal sets, rare books or unusual homs.

Upon our arrival, we rented a Dodge minivan

to better facilitate transpoding the boxes to UPS
or the post office. Within an hour and a half, we
were knocking on Mr. Doe's door. We introduced
ourselves and sat down in a living room filled with
antiques — furniture, glassware, paintings — ev-
erything but radios; there wasn't one in sight!
After ten minutes of getting to know each ath-
er, we moved on to his bedroom. Wowl What a
sight! AK breadboards were hanging from the
ceiling; an Ediscn 1882 Bi-Polar dynamo adorned

his dresser; a DeForest RJ9 was screwed to his
wall; and there was a showcase filled with crystal
sets!! He opened his closet, and instead of clothes,
it was packed with about 30 large boxes of early
radio books, parts, magazines and receivers. Hid-
den in a cormer was a mint Collins KWS-1 and
75A3 combination!

Next, we followed him down the hall to a bed-
room which was truly wall-to-wall, celling-to-floor
— radios, horns, tubes, light bulbs, telegraph
keys, telephones, etc. We were bowled over to
say the least! He then led us to the garage which
was so packed, we couldn't see any of the walls!
Mr. Doe also told us of three outbulldings which
proved to be so full that the doors were actually
bulging and coming off their hinges!!

After the tour, we sat down, negotiated a price
and proceeded to work out the logistics of mov-
ing all the equipment, magazines and books back
east. Our original idea of shipping 30 boxes was
out of the question after reassessing the quanti-
ties we had seen. We rented a 14-foot truck and
agreed that 65 boxes should be enough to pack
everything.

Gary and | began wrapping many of the items
and loading up the minivan with the choicest
pieces until late that night. The next day we
began early, and in a short period of time, we had
completely filled all the boxes! We bought 65
more and after working late into the night, we
came to the realization that some experienced
help was badly needed.

I called a local collector, Joe Knight, who was
very surprised to leamn that we were in his back-
yard buying up a large collection! After meeting
us at our hotel and eyeing some of the goodies
we had dragged up to our room, he quickly decid-
ed he could miss the next two days of workl We

gave Joe the tedious job of wrapping and pack-
ing the light bulb collection, which, as a light bulb
collector, he thoroughly enjoyed.

Mr. Doe lived in an area prone to earthquakes
and tremors, so he had an unusual way of dis-
playing his radios. To protect his sets, he screwed
as many pieces as possible to shelves. He used
the rest of the shelves to arrange telegraph keys,
tube sockets, switches, meters and coil mount-
ings in the front to prevent any item from falling
off. Armed with three power screwdrivers, one of
which we bought, we proceeded to remove the
many hundreds of screws holding the collection
in place. Some screws were as long as three
inches. His key collection was an excellent mix-
ture of more than 100 bugs, 20 straight keys, and
a half dozen spark keys, including a vertical Vi-
broplex, an early Mecograph, and an Indepen-
dent Wireless Telegraph Co. key.

Mr. Doe described to us how he and his wife
had collected the radios and antiques over the
past 40 years. Most were acquired at the swap
meets in southem California, which sprang up as
a result of relocations during the building of the
massive freeway system from the 1940s to the
1970s. He bought his last radios in the 1970s and
left the collecting game “because old radios were
getting too expensive and hard to find.”

We continued to make more discoveries, as
many shelves were stacked two sets deep! The
garage yielded numerous surprises, such as ear-
ly tubes, desirable books, and magazines. The
loading continued, and when the truck was ¥4
full, Joe came inside and said he had something
to show us. He led us to the side of the truck
where we were shocked to find the body resting
directly on the tiresl

The next day we were forced to rent an 18-
foot, 18,000-pound gross moving truck. We also
hired a couple of local young men to help transfer
the entire load. While they moved boxes from
one truck to the other, we packed the radios and
parts remaining in the house and garage. All the
while, we still found treasures here and there,
such as a trunk of early tubes, quack medical

devices, and a hidden closet filled with hundreds
of brand new 01-As, 199s, and other desirable
vacuum tubes!

Finally, we were packed and 1eady to go on
Tuesday, August 31, 1993. Sadly, we realized
that there was no time to see the ocean, much
less the other delectable sights on the beach. It
was 2:30 p.m., and rush hour was upon us, SO we
resisted temptation, hoping to anive in Las Ve-
gas, Nevada, in about five hours. We were quite
dismayed when it took four hours to get past San
Bernardino because of all the teaffic! It was a
slow trip; the truck’'s maximum speed was 55
mph, so going uphill took a great deal of patience
and time.

After entering Colorado, we pulled onto the
weigh scales and weighed in at over 22,000
pounds!! The officar immediately signaled for me
to come in. He wanted to know why we were
more than 4,000 pounds overweight, as well as
what we were transporting and where we were
going! Upon hearing our explanation, he told us
to “git out of there and git home!”

While passing over the Continental Divide, we
ran into a snowstorm at Lovelaad Pass, Colo-
rado, (12,000 ft.), and were so weighted down
that we climbed at a maximum speed of 18 mph.
We finally arrived in Cleveland on Friday, Sep-
tember 3, after a trip of over 2,500 miles! While
unloading, we counted a total of 252 boxes of
radios, books, parts, tubes, light bulbs, maga-
zines, etc.

We wish to thank Mr. Doe again for the oppor-
tunity to purchase his collection. Due to his pains-
taking collecting habits, many fine items will be
preserved for and appreciated by future genera-
tions.

VINTAGE TEST EQUIPMENT

Test Equipment Primer

Paul Bourbin is a longtime contributor to A.R.C.
We are pleased to have had his popular “Vintage
Test Equipment” series as a feature since the
August 1988 issue. (Editor)

One of the questions asked me most by peo-
ple interested in starting to repair old radios is,
“What kinds of test equipment should I get, and in
what order?” Many collectors would like to get
into repairing old sets but are not sure how to get
started. In this article | will attempt to answer this
question by listing and discussing the various
pieces of test equipment needed to repair old
sets in a suggested order of acquisition. | will also
discuss some of the books useful to repairmen.

MULTIMETERS

The first and most important piece of test equip-
ment the beginning repairman should have is a
good multimeter, also called a volt-ohmmeter
(VOM). It should be the best he can afford. A
multimeter will allow you to measure AC and DC
voltages, resistance, and current. It will allow you
to diagnose radio problems by both the voltage/
current and resistance methods. These two meth-
ods were the ones used most by early radio ser-
vicemen and are still quite basic and valid. In addi-
tion, a VOM can be used to test capacitors, resis-
tors, transistors and diodes. It can also be used as
an output meter when doing alignments. For many
early servicemen, this was their only tool.

When buying a VOM, one of the most impor-
tant considerations for the voltmeter is that of
sensitivity. Sensitivity is measured in ohms-per-
volt. This is the amount of resistance the meter
has in parallel with the circuit being measured. A
meter that is very sensitive requires less current
to make it operate; therefore, it can present a
higher resistance to the circuit being measured
and less of a load.

The less load the meter puts on the circuit, the
more accurate will be the reading. For a DC
meter, 20,000 ohms-per-volt is common today,
while 2,000 ohms-per-volt is common for an AC
one. Before World War I, servicemen had to
make do with DC meters of 1,000 to 2,000 ohms-
per-volt. Service literature was written for ser-
vicemen using these meters, so do not be sur-
prised if the voltage you are reading is a bit
higher due to your more sensitive meter. The
other reason for higher voltage readings in AC
sets is due to the higher AC line voltages preva-
lent around the country.

Be sure the ohmmeter function can read accu-
rately at least to a few megohms. High resistance
carbon resistors and old grid leaks tend to change
qQuite a bit from their rated value.

Other things to look for in a good meter are
ruggedness and convenience. The case should
not be made of fimsy plastic, and the knobs and
switches should have a solid feel to them. Meters
that use a switch to change ranges and type of
test are much more convenient than meters that
require moving the leads to different jacks to
change ranges. You will be using this meter a lot,
so it should be easy and convenient to use.

Another tip: check what type of battery or bat-
teries the meter uses for the ohmmeter. Try to
find a meter that uses common types of batteries,
they are much cheaper and easier to find than
special batteries.

When using your meter, treat it carefully. When
in doubt, start at the highest range and work down.
Make sure the set is tumed off before using the
ohmmeter function. Be especially careful using the
ammeter. Ammeters have a very low resistance
and are placed in series with the circuit you are
testing. If the range is set too low, the meter can be
badly damaged. [An attempt to measure voltage
when the VOM is set to the “ammeter” function can
also damage the meter. Some VOMs are fused to
prevent meter damage.] Keep the meter clean and
be gentle with it lest the meter mechanism be
damaged.

VACUUM TUBE VOLTMETERS

Although some will disagree with me, if you
can afford only one meter, get a vacuum tube
voltmeter (VTVM). My reason is quite simple.
The VTVM can do everything the VOM can do
and more. The VTVM puts an infinitesimal load
on the circuit being tested. The shunt effect of the



VTVM is negligible; therefore,
readings are more accurate. In
most circuits, this shunt effect
does not matter; but in some
circuits, like automatic volume
control (AVC), the load of a reg-
ular VOM would make the read-
ing useless.

If you had a problem with a set
that required monitoring the AVC
circuit, you would have to use a
VTVM. Also, most VTVMs can
be set up so that the meter can
be set to zero at the center of the
meter at any given value. This is
useful when watching a variation
from the original reading in either
direction and when aligning or
trying to track down intermittents.
Itis also handy for watching vari-
ations in signal strength. On the
negative side, the VIVM requires
either AC house current or bat-
teries. This makes them less con-
venient to use. Many take time to warm up and
stabilize before they can be used.

Of course, if you can afford botha VOM and a
VTVM, by all means, get one of each.

DIGITAL MULTIMETERS

| have tried the new digital multimeters and
have not liked them. Many of them are designed
to be used with circuit boards and are ircenve-
nient to use on old radios. Also their autorange
feature makes them take forever to get a reading.
The numbers seem to be constantly changing —
a very annoying problem. The ranges do not
always cover the areas that are needed. They
are quite accurate, however, and might make a
good third meter.

[This article makes a strong case for analog
multimeters. However, the autoranging feature of
the digital units eliminates the need to “start at
the highest range and work down" as noted above.
The digital readout eliminates the need to inter-
pret the meter readings as in the case of analog
meters. Before dismissing digital multimeters al-
together, readers may want to try one.)

ISOLATION TRANSFORMERS

The next piece of equipment to get is an isola-
tion transformer. If you work on AC/DC sets, this
is a must. One side of the AC line is connected to
the chassis of most AC/DC sets. |f the cord is
plugged in the wrong way, the chassis is not
relative to ground. If you touch the set and ground
(which can be surprisingly easy) at the same
time, you can get a serious, even fatal, shock.
The isolation transformer will protect you bacause
the set is not directly connected to the AC line.
Mine provides three separate output voltages —
low, normal, and high. The lower setting provides
the proper AC voltage for which the earlier sets
were designed. The high settings can be used to
help bring out intermittents.

SERIES LIGHT TESTERS

An interesting device which is most usetul in
radio servicing is the series light tester; see Fig-

tube tester.

ure 1. Wher: | first saw the light tester in David
and Betty Jchnson's book, Antique Radio Resto-
ration and Price Guide, | wondered why every-
one does not have one. The device consists of
two porcelain light sockets wired in series with an
AC cord. An adaptor is screwed into one socket
to permit plugging in the set to be tested. A high
wattage ligh: bulb (200 watts is fine) is screwed
into the other socket. The light buib’s filament is
of low resistance and permits a fairty high amount
of current to pass. If the set draws too much
current, the filament gets hot and :he resistance
rises, reducing the current to the set. This pro-
tects the set from further harm while also protect-
ing the house wiring.

When a set is drawing a normal amount of
current, the filament either will not glow or will
glow a faint red. If the filament glows brightly,
then the set is drawing more current than it shouid.
The usual causes are a shorted power transform-
er, defective filter capacitors, or a gassy rectifier.

The series light tester is also useful during
bench testing after repair in case something goes
wrong with the power supply. You can vary the
wattage to suit your needs. The lower the watt-
age of the bulb, the less current the set can draw.

TUBE TESTERS

An extremrely important part of test equipment
for the repaimman is a good tube tester. While it is
fun to use early tube testers, a postwar, mutual
conductance tube tester of high quality is neces-
sary for serious radio work. The early emission and
grid-shift type testers do not subject the tube to as
stringent testing as the mutual conductance testers.

A good tube tester will conveniently tell you
whether a tube is gassy, has snorts, or has
reached the end of its useful life. However, a tube
tester has its limitations. For instance, it cannot
tell you if a tube will oscillate, as 1t should, in a
specific circuit as a local oscillator/mixer. A tube
can test perfectly fine yet will not oscillate; how-
ever, it may work just fine in other applications; it
may even oscillate in a different circuit.

If a tube in an oscillator circuit tests good, yet
fails to oscillate, then try substituting a different
tube. Sometimes a tube will test weak, yet stil
work in a specific circuit (though probably not at
optimal levels) and vice versa. On occasion, a
tube will test good and yet fail to operate in a
nonoscillatory circuit. In this case, there may be a
fault in the circuit, causing reduced iube life (faulty
grid bias, for example).

Choice of a good tube tester is important. Gen-
erallly, the postwar testers made by well4aown
test instrument manufacturers are good. You can
look through old catalogs and advertisements to
find which were the premium models. Make sure
the tester comes with documentation. There
seems to be a lot more test equipment around
than documentation.

Most manufacturers pub-
lished listings for older, obso-
lete and little used tubes not on
the roll chart. These are often
the tubes in which collectors
have an interest. The card-op-
erated tube testers, shown in
Figure 2, while convenient to use
and almost foolproof, often lack
the cards to test older tubes. If
you can determine the proper
settings and if blank cards are
available, these blanks can be
punched to test older tubes.

Another important consider-
ation in choosing a tester is that
of convenience. You will be us-
ing it a lot. Therefore, it be-
hooves you to acquire an in-
strument that Is convenient to
use. | use a Hickock Model
6000A, shown in Figure 3, be-
cause, in addition to its high
quality, it has an instant and au-
tomatic short check and an easy
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gas test. It also tests transis-
tors, note that not all 6000As
will test transistors.

While all military instruments
are of high quality, some are
inconvenient to use. Do not sac-
rifice quality for convenience,
however. Those testers with
dozens of sockets, while conve-
nient to use, are of mediocre
quality.

Tube testers can also be used
to rejuvenate thoriated tungsten
filament tubes. A tube that tests
weak can often be brought back
to life by burning the tube at
approximately twice the normal
filament voltage for exactly 30
seconds and then by ageing the
tube at one voltage setting
above normal filament voltage
for 2 minutes.

Return the filament voltage
to normal and, after waiting a
few seconds, test the tube. If
the tube tests good, you are done. If not, repeat
the ageing cycle at one voltage setting above
normal and retest the tube at 2-minute intervals
for up to half an hour. Stop when the tube tests
good. If after half an hour the tube does not test
good, the tube has reached the end of its useful
life. [See A.R.C. Nov. 1985 and Apr. 1990 for
more on rejuvenating tubes.]

SIGNAL GENERATORS

A signal generator, shown in Figure 4, is an
essential tool for anyone who works on superhet-
erodynes. It is also useful for other types of radi-
os. It can be used for set alignment and diagnos-
tic work. When tubes and components are
changed and components age, resonant circuits
fail to resonate at their optimum frequency. It is
also amazing how many sets were “repaired” by

kitchen table repairmen who screwed down all of
the trimmer screws!

While some repairmen claim that they can align
a set by ear, the human ear is not nearly as sensi-
tive to changes as a calibrated meter (a good use
for your VTVM). One cannot judge the quality of a
set without first checking the alignment.

The signal generator can also be used ta diag-
nose problems by injecting the proper signal (stan-
ing at the output and working back to the anten-
na) and isolating the defective stage. When the
signal disappears, or gets weak or distorted, then
the defective stage is between the point being
tested and the previous test point.

The three major considerations in choosing a
signal generator are the following:

(1) t must cover the range of frequencies of
the sets you are repairing (100 Kc to 30 Me or
more if you are working on shortwave sets).

(2) The generator must be calibrated accu-
rately. This is especially true at the intermediate
frequencies where peaking can be critical. A sig-
nal generator can be calibrated in two ways. The
best way is to use a frequency counter. Most
hams have one, and | am sure many would be
willing to calibrate your generator. The other meth-
od is to beat the generator’s frequency against a
generator of known accuracy. This is like tuning a
musical instrument — when both are at the same
frequency, the beat note will disappear. See my
article on the Readrite service oscillator (A.R.C.,
Feb. 1989) for information on calibrating and us-
ing the signal generator.

(3) The instrument must be stable. Once cali-
brated, it must stay at the desired frequency
throughout the aligning session. Most of the post-
war, good quality generators had heat stable
components and circuits to minimize dritt. It is
wise to check the frequency of your unit after

warm-up and then again after a couple of hours
to determine if your generator has excessive drift.
You can align an FM receiver witn a regular AM
signal generator, but for a better job, a sweep
generator and oscilloscope are needed.

VARIACS

A very handy device around the shop is the
variable AC transformer often called a Variac.
The Variac can be used to bring up the voltage
slowly on a set that has not been used for a long
time. This reduces stress on the components. It
also can be used to run a set at tre original listed
voltage wkich is often lcwer than the voltage
available to households taday. You can also use
it to provide voltage at higher than normal to help
bring out intermittents.

When acquiring a Variac, make sure the rated
amperage i3 higher than that of the sets you will be
plugging into it. Three amperes is sufficient for
most work. It is a good idea to mount the Variac in
a box and permanently attach an AC voltmeter and
ammeter tc it. It is also prudent to fuse the Variac
and ammeter with a fuse slightly kelow their rated
amperage o protect them; see Figure 5.

It has been said many times, but it bears men-
tioning again — the Variac is an auto-transformer
and does rot provide any protection from shock.
It is not an isolation transformer. If you want to
use the Variac and want shock protection (es-
sential with: AC/DC sets), olug the Variac into the
isolation transformer and the set into the Variac.

SIGNAL INJECTORS

There are other pieces of test equipment, while
not as essential as the above, which are still handy
in certain circumstances. For example, the signal
injector (often called “mosquito”) is a penlight
shaped device that emits a broadband AF and RF
signal. While useless for alignment, it can be used
to find a sick or dead stage quickly in a set. Since it
is portable, it can be used at flea markets.

CAPACITOR CHECKERS

Capacitor checkers can be useful since ca-
pacitors are high failure items in old sets. Some
can test capacitors in the circuit. but others can
not. While almost all capacitor checkers test for
open, leaky and shorted capacitors, many also
provide other tests that give a better idea of a
capacitor's condition. Some of the best ones were
made by companies that manutactured capaci-
tors such as Sprague, Solar, and Tobe Deutch-
man. Figure 6 shows an Eico Madel 955 capable
of testing capacitors without the need for remov-
ing them from the circuit.

Capacitor checkers can also be used to bum
off the aluminum oxide “hairs” that sometimes
form on variable capacitor plates. They are use-
ful in finding the value of an unknown capacitor.
Even if the capacitor is leaky, one can usually
find the value at a low voltage.

SIGNAL TRACERS AND OSCILLOSCOPES
Signal tracing is a system of diagnosing a
problem based upon the idea that, no matter
what the device is, what 1s important and univer-

sal is the signal. By injecting a signal into the
input (with radios using a signal generator at the
antenna terminal), the signal can be followed as
it is processed throughout the electronic circuit. If
the signal deviates from what is expected, the
repairman has an indication as to what is wrong.
Signal tracers, as well as oscilloscopes, are used
with signal injection.

Oscilloscopes are also useful for tracing down
hum, searching for high frequency oscillations,
and tracing distortion and performing alignment.
In fact, oscilloscopes can be quite useful. They
are, however, more complicated to use and more
expensive than other test equipment. Often you
can find one at ham meets and electronic flea
markets at a reasonable cost.

POWER SUPPLIES

Low and high voltage DC power supplies can
be useful. Low voltage, high current types can be
used to supply filament voltage for battery sets
and power to car radios. High voltage, lower
current types can supply B voltages and be used
to reform electrolytic capacitors. [Reforming ca-
pacitors can also be done with most capacitor
testers.]

DECADE BOXES

Decade resistance and capacitance boxes are
useful when you need to determine an unknown
resistance or capacitance. [A decade box con-
tains components of many values which can be
switched to obtain almost any value desired.)
Simply attach the leads in place of the original
component and try different values until you get
the one that works best. Replace the selected
value with a component of the same value.

SET ANALYZERS

Set analyzers ware quite popular before World
War ll. They are basically a multimeter connect-
ed to a cable that plugs into the set’s tube sock-
ets. The tube that is removed from the socket is
plugged into the analyzer. Then the set is turned
on, and the analyzer permits voltage and current
readings to be made during operation at each
tube pin. With some units, resistance readings
could be made with the set off.

Analyzers permitted the repairman to make a
diagnosis without removing the chassis from the
set. They were useful when sets were not too
complicated. As sets and tubes became more
complicated, analyzers were phased out. How-
ever, they can be useful for checking out sets at
flea markets. When acquiring an analyzer, try to
get one that was made in the late 1930s. That
way you will be aole to use it on the greatest
number of sets. A typical analyzer is illustrated in
Figure 7.

Remember, all the test equipment in the world
will not make up for poor service technique. Good
service technique can be learned from someone
who is knowledgeable in vintage electronic re-
pair. Depending on where you live, finding some-
one who can and will help you can be more or
less difficult.

If no one is nearby, or you want to supplement
your training, there are many good books that will



help you. The above-mentioned Antique Radio
Restoration and Price Guide by David and Betty
Johnson has a good section for the neophyte
repairman. The TAB book How fo Repair Old
Time Radio by Clayton Hallmark is more ad-
vanced. However, it has a few serious errors that
could get you into trouble. Fixing Up Nice Old
Radios by Ed Romney is a very nice book using a
graduated “case history™ approach by an old-time
radio instructor.

You can also use older books written to instruct
the serviceman. Many were published by Rider,
Ghirardi, Gemsback and others that are full of
information. Often you can find complete sets of
old radio repair correspondence courses at radio
swap meets and in radio hobby magazines.

Once good service technique is mastered and
good equipment acquired, bringing old sets tack to
life can be a most pleasant part of our radio hobby.
