Meets, auctions, increased action on the radio

front - this is the usual exciting news of summer
for antique radio collectors. But this summers big
news item is the proposed merger of the Antique
Radio Club of America (ARCA) and the Antique
Wireless Association (AWA). The merger into a
single national organization, which the clubs be-
lieve will serve their members better, was announced
at the annual convention of ARCA in Little Pock,
Arkansas, June 9-11. Read a little of the history of
the two clubs in our article on page 17.

Our feature article on World War II mobile radios
is appropriate in this 50th anniversary year cf D -
Day. Howard Grant, who had firsthand experience
with these sets during the war, contributed this fine
article. He describes the SCR -609, a portable, FM
transmitter/receiver, featured on our cover, as well
as the SCR -610, the vehicular version of the set.

Harry Kalker, who spent many years with Am-
perite and Sprague, is featured in an interview
contributed by Norman Krim. Harry reflects on his
early days in radio as a sales representative. Nor-
man, in his own retirement by the way, is a histo-ian
at Raytheon Company. A.R.C. is interested in hear-
ing from other individuals or companies engaged in
documenting and preserving company history and
developments in communications technology.

The Philco Survey results are in and the first of
several reports on the survey is included in this
issue. Ron Boucher and Ron Ramirez received near-
ly 90 responses on the Models 20 and 21, which are
covered in this report. A follow-up questionnaire is
included so that Philco collectors will have still an-
other chance to add to this research project.

Auctions and more auctions are reported this
month - four, in fact, with total sales of over $40,000
for all auctions. The Harris auction in Marshall:own,
Iowa, brought a total of over $18,900, including
$1,500 for a Philco console. At the Houston Vintage
Radio Club's annual show, more than 500 items
were offered at the auction with top bids of $400
going to an Atwater Kent 555 and a Radiola 26.
Over $10,000 was bid for 87 lots at the Radio Daze
'94 auction in Bloomington, Minnesota; the top bid
of $875 was for a damaged Sparton 557 blue -mir-
rored set. At the New Jersey Antique Radio Club/
Antique Wireless Association auction in Hightstown,
New Jersey, bids totaled $9,500 for nearly 250 lots,
with the highest bid of $375 for a Federal 110.

Ray Bintliff has contributed an article this month
on how to use tube testers to test tubes that are not
on the tube tester chart. Ray also has compiled
more information on repairing IF transformers.

You may have noticed that A.R.C. has grown in
page count over the last few months. With several
hundred Radio Age subscribers added in January

Special Mobile Radios of World War II
The SCR -609 and SCR -610

BY HOWARD C. GRANT

Howard Grant's memoir of FM radio's contri-
bution to the success of World War 11 reached us
in time for this summer's celebration of the 50th
anniversary of D -Day. The Allied landing on the
beaches of Normandy on June 6, 1944, integrat-
ed ground, naval and air forces in a solid military
front never before achieved. Collectors for whom
this event remains a poignant memory will be
pleased to be reminded of radio's role in this
hard-won victory. (Editor)

In the late summer of 1944, mighty U.S. armored
field artillery and infantry divisions were rushing
across France in hot pursuit of the fleeing Ger-

mans. Patton and his Third Army would lead this
blitz until being finally stopped by the forts at Metz.

It was a new era in mechanized warfare. The
world had never seen such speed and coordina-
tion in battle. While the news of our great military
victories was broadcast daily, little was heard about
a family of state-of-the-art mobile radio sets, whose
existence made such military exploits possible.

This is the story of how these radios came into
being, as told by U.S. Army Signal Corps Major
William S. Marks, Jr., in an article entitled "FM in
World War II," which appeared in the February
1944 issue of Radio News. Two such sets - the
SCR -609, shown in Figure 1, and the SCR -610

- will be described in detail.
While participating in the

above military action as a field
artilleryman, I was assigned to
operate these sets as part of a
forward observer team. Howev-
er, I must confess that much of
the story of their origin was un-
known to me at the time. History
has filled in the gaps. And with
the help of a number of A.R.C.
subscribers who are also mili-
tary collectors, I have been able
to add a set of these mobile
radios to my collection.

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SIGNAL CORPS ENVISIONS
NEW WEAPON

The year was 1937, and the
radio broadcast industry was
quite enthusiastic about a new
type of radio transmission. Ma-
jor E.H. Armstrong had invent-
ed a virtually static -free system
to transmit intelligence by a ra-
dio wave. The system obviously
held promise for military, as well
as commercial, use.

According to the Marks arti-
cle, "It was evident to Signal
Corps engineers that this thun-
der -defying type of communica-
tions, as FM was popularly
called, was able to offer far more
than crystal clear, static -free re-
ception to homes within a 50 -
mile radius.

"These same technical char-
acteristics, it was believed, might
well transmit a clear message



to a tank in battle through the severe ignition
interference and track static produced by a doz-
en or so machines in a column. If so, FM would
be a military weapon fully as effective as any
produced for modern warfare. With this in mind,
the Signal Corps began a series of tests and
experiments to find out if FM was perhaps the
answer."

By the middle of 1939. the General Electric
Company, working closely with Major Armstrong,
had demonstrated to the Signal Corps' satisfac-

tion that FM did indeed have great promise. De-
sign work was shortly authorized for the first
mobile FM radio set

RADIOS FOR
ARMORED FORCES

The first priority was to develop radios for the
Armored Forces. Our military leaders knew that
eventually the United States wou.d face Hitler's
panzer divisions, and they wanted every advan-

(Special Mobile Radios, continued)
tage possible. Suffice it to say that after many
tests and evaluations of different sets, the Signal
Corps decided on two types - one a rugged
push-button tank set, the other a small light-
weight pack set.

TESTING AM AND FM MODELS

The final plan for these sets was to procure
identical AM and FM models and do comparative
tests. This would be convincing. Major Marks
reported, "The average results of these tests
showed that FM had a range advantage over AM
of 3 to 2 under identical operating conditions. At
extreme range FM was 4 to 3 above AM in intelli-
gibility, while at medium range FM was 3 to 2
over AM in intelligibility."

The Signal Corps would go with FM. Soon there-
after these sets were put into production. Before
Pearl Harbor was attacked, the Signal Corps and
the radio industry were ready with mobile FM de-
signs for all of the Army's combat branches. It was
a momentous achievement in the field of radio
communications which may not, even at this late
date, be widely known and appreciated.

RADIO SET SCR -609

Although the Armored Forces were the first
beneficiaries of the Signal Corps' work, no time
was lost in supplying field artillery units with their
own particular sets.

As described in the War Department Techni-
cal Manual TM 6-235, "Radio Set SCR -609 is a
portable low power, ultra -high frequency trans-
mitter and receiver. It is used for frequency -mod-
ulated voice communication over distances up to
five miles. All equipment required for transmis-
sion and reception is carried in two suitcase -type
cases, each provided with a carrying strap. One
case, the BC -659, consists of the complete re-
ceiver and transmitter with telescopic antenna.
The other case is the battery case which holds
the handset and the batteries for operating the
receiver and transmitter. ...This radio set has a
frequency range for 27.0 to 38.9 megacycles
divided into 120 crystal -controlled operating chan-
nels spaced 100 kilocycles apart. Any two of the

120 channels may be set up at one time. Either
channel is then readily available for use. the one
desired being selected by a channel selector
switch on the receiver -transmitter unit [BC -659,
shown in Figure 2]."

The operating instructions of the manual give
detailed information for selecting a site for a radio
set. See Figure :3.

RADIO SET SCR -610

Radio Set SCR -610, as described in TM 6-235,
"consists of a complete radio set SCR -609 with
auxiliary equipment to permit vehicular operation.
[See Figure 4.] This auxiliary equipment consists
of a vehicular artenna with its mountings, a vibra-
tor power supply for operation from the ignition
system of the vehicle, and a mounting rack for
mounting the set in a radio car. ...The vibrator
power supply is housed in a case which is the
same in size and appearance as the battery supply
case." Figure 5 shows the major components of
the SCR -609/610 radio sets. Figure 6 shows an
interior view of the BC -659 receiver -transmitter.

COMBAT DUTY

While the SCR -609 is designed for ground
transportable operation, it is by no means in the
walkie-talkie class. The total weight of the SCR -
609's two cases is 51 pounds. Nevertheless, a
good amount of time was spent in manning ob-

or inadvisable to drive the jeep.
Most of the time it was a walk-
in, carry -in operation with the
rugged SCR -609. Under these
conditions, camouflage was al-
ways a prime consideration in
as much as German 88s were
especially attracted to O.P.s and
radios. Whether at the O.P. or
in the jeep, the SCR -609/610
was always up to the task.

CONCLUSIONS
Three things contributed to

the success of radios like the
SCR -609/610: (1) A clear stat-
ic -free signal from FM; (2) Low
power output that minimized interference between
radio sets; (3) Good operating practices - l'sten
before you transmit, speak clearly and distinctly,
use phonetics as necessary, and make messag-
es as short and concise as possible.

The importance of these radios to the war
effort is somehow enhanced by the "Dest-uction
Notice" in the introductory section of the manual.
See the box below.

Looking back on those days of World War II, I

certainly didn't consider myself to be a part of
anything special. After all, everyone in the war
was just doing his own little job. However, through
the hobby of radio collecting and radio history, I
now find considerable satisfaction in knowing that
I had a small association with a great epocn in
the field of military radio communication.

The Early Radio Days of Harry Kalker
CONTRIBUTED BY NORMAN B. KRIM FROM A TAPE RECORDING OF THE EARLY

RADIO MUSINGS OF HARRY KALKER ON SEPTEMBER 17, 1993

Now in his nineties, Harry Kalker began a
remarkable radio -related career with his gradua-
tion from M.I.T. in 1923 and his first job with
Amperite as a sales engineer. In 1926, Kalker
joined Sprague Specialties Co. at its original
plant in Quincy, Massachusetts, as its first sales
representative. In 1933, he arranged with Rob-
ert C. Spague, then president of Sprague Elec-
tric, to represent Sprague capacitors exclusively
in the replacement parts
field.

For this purpose,
Kalker organized the
Sprague Products Co.,
which purchased, pack-
aged and merchandised
Sprague electronic com-
ponents. Among the im-
portant product innova-
tions for which Kalker
was responsible were
the "600" line of capaci-
tors and the use of ce-
ramic -insulated wire in
the Sprague Koolohm
resistors. After his retire-
ment from Sprague in
1967, Kalker went on to
become an entrepreneur
in the insurance busi-
ness.

Harry Kalker attend-
ed his 70th reunion at
M.I.T. in June 1993, still
plays 18 holes of golf,
does not need glasses, and still drives his 4 -
door 1966 Lincoln convertible. We have to con-
clude that a lifelong interest in radio ensures
longevity and the good life. [Editor]

In 1917, people like me in the Boston area
could listen to radio signals from 1XE, a low -
powered station in Medford, Massachusetts, by
building a crystal set. I used an empty oatmeal
box around which I wound a cotton -covered cop-
per wire and then shellacked it to keep the turns
in place. I attached a small switch on which I

used a slider I had purchased at Woolworth's,
plus a galena crystal and headphones, to tune in
1XE. Radio Station 1XE changed to WG I on May
20, 1921.

It was a thrilling moment to get sound from the

dyne or the
perite parts,
that it would

transmission of a signal through the airways with-
out wires. People used this kind of amateurish
instrument until the early 1920s when commer-
cial radio sets came on the scene.

Every Saturday, The New York Sun published
a 32 -page supplement on how to build various
circuits. Everyone followed the writings of Stuart
Blyden, the radio editor at The Sun. The Tele-
gram's editor Dave Casson competed with a 20 -

page supplement. At that
time, I was a sales engi-
neering representative
for Amperite, whose au-
tomatic filament control
for every tube in the cir-
cuit replaced rheostats.
Also on the market were
Yaxley switches, Bodine
loops, Karas transform-
ers, Sprague capacitors,
and International Resis-
tance Company resis-
tors.

If I wanted to live well
the following week, I reg-
ularly called on Thurs-
days to see if Blyden of
The Sun and Casson of
The Telegram had spec-
ified my Amperite parts
by name in the "Circuit of
the Week" for that issue.
A circuit like the Ham-
marlund Hi -Q, the Larry
Cockaday Superhetero-

Karas Equamatic Kit, using my Am -
might be so successfully received
run for six consecutive weeks in the

particular paper.

CORTLANDT STREET

Every radio experimenter would crowd onto
Cortlandt Street, better known as "Radio Row" in
downtown New York City, on Saturday morning
and buy the parts specified by the radio editors.
Many of the circuits published were the first cir-
cuits used with modifications by the early set man-
ufacturers like Freed-Eisemann, Atwater Kent,
Fada, Garod, Grigsby-Grunow, RCA, Majestic,
Zenith, and others. Majestic and Philco were two
of the manufacturers who really led the industry in
further improvements to their receivers.
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From 1930 to 1941, RCA patented its own
circuits and licensed many manufacturers to use
them. However, during Wcrld War II, there was a
slowdown in the entire radio business.

SUCCESSES AND FAILURES
The radio industry, like all new industries, had

its successes and its failures. The outstanding
successes were RCA Victor, Philco, Majestic,
Zenith, and Magnavox, as well as Motorola which
specialized in automobile radios. The failures were
mostly of small, individual lot manufacturers that
could not compete. However, some larger ones
also failed.

The failure of Freed-
Eisemann, manufacturer
of the best selling radio
in the New York metro-
politan area, could be
traced to greed. In 1927,
Earl Radio, which was
listed on the New York
Stock Exchange, bought
the privately owned
Freed-Eisemann Compa-
ny by offering radio stock
to the stockholders. The
Freed brothers and Eise-
mann wound up owning
a lot of paper; Earl stock
wound up being worth-
less in the 1929 crash of the stock market.

By 1927, another company, Somerset Radio,
was becoming the victim of a crook. Somerset
had designed a single -control radio set, while
most other radio manufacturers' sets had three
dials to tune in the stations, plus rheostats and
switches to control the current. Hugo Gernsback,
publisher of various radio magazines, was be-
hind the manufacture of Somerset radios. Ge-ns-
back had hired a sales manager from Chicago
who turned out to be crooked.

This manager made a deal with the company to
get a commission on each shipment. He then set
up phony distributors around the country who
placed orders for Somerset radios and then re-
turned them, claiming they were defective. The
sets were reshipped and the commissions were
paid again, as if these were new orders. The fraud
was finally discovered, and the company failed.

The Somerset Radio Company was one of the
first to take out full -page ads in The New York
Times; the ads featured the single control tnat
drove the three variable condensers with gears.
Amperite filament controls were used on each
tube in the set, thus eliminating rheostat controls.
All you had to do to get a radio signal was turn
one switch to light up the tubes and turn one dial
to tune in the station. Unfortunately, the future of
this innovative set was ruined by crooked man-
agement.

I personally lost out on this deal, since I had
sold the company the Amperites that would nave
earned me a commission of 50 cents on each set
sold - an experience I never forgot. At that time,
most of those who started the radio industry were
in their 20s, like me. Today, we have a similar
situation - the leading computer and software
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people are also in their 20s and 30s. When will
the next cycle begin?

GILFILLAN AS LANDLORD
In 1930, I called on the Gilfillan Company in

Los Angeles, California, and was amazed at what
I saw. The Gilfillan Company had been granted a
license by RCA to manufacture radio sets under
RCA's patents. Although Gilfillan owned a large
empty manufacturing facility, instead of produc-
ing its own radio sets there, the company subli-
censed space to 25 other nanufacturers.

In this factory, the spaces were partitioned off
with chicker wire, so that each company could

see what the other one
was doing. I was happy
with this arrangement, as
I could call on 25 differ-
ent manufacturers in one
locale. It was never
kncwn that Gilfillan, a re-
spected name in the in-
dustry, collected royalties
from each iicensee.

In those days, the 25
companies were all busy
because any radio set
when completed was sal-
able. Now they are all out
of business. Even the
names of Philco, Majes-

tic, Atwater Kent, and Freed-Eisemann have dis-
appeared. Companies like Zenith, Magnavox, and
Motorola are still in business, but in new and differ-
ent facets of the industry. New names crop up all
the time, as the electronics industry has an impact
on other industries, particularly communications.

INDUSTRIAL DISTRIBUTORS
In the late 1950s, we saw the growth of indus-

trial distributors who started in the early days of
radio as replacement parts distributors. As the
radio business moved into various areas of elec-
tronics, industrial distributors were needed to sup-
ply laboratories with small quantities of parts, as
well as to supply manufacturers of future produc-
tion models. As a result, the job of getting exactly
what you need when you need it was simplified.
Many of these industrial distributors became public
companies and are in existence today through-
out the country. They are fulfi'ling a badly needed
service when you think of the tens of thousands
of specifications that have to be met. Industrial
distributors are truly an industry that is volatile
and moving forward.

The future of the electronics industry is really
mind -boggling The technological possibilities of
what started off in a very amateurish way are
limitless. In fact, there are times when I look back
at the types or resistors, condensers and trans-
formers that we offered for sale and know that
they would never pass the quality tests of the
parts used today. We apologize, but that was the
only way we young people in the early days of
radio were able to keep things going.

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RADIO SURVEY RESULTS

Philco Cathedral Survey Results
BY RON BOUCHER AND RON RAMIREZ

In the August 1993 issue, A.R.C. published a
questionnaire by Ron Boucher and Ron Ramirez to
gather information on Philco cathedrals. The re-
sponse was excellent, and we report here some of
the interesting results that will assist collectors in
identifying their sets. This first installment covers
Models 20 and 21. (Editor)

The goal of this survey was to gather enough
data on the early Philco cathedrals to determine
when various versions and features were
introduced. What made this study possible was the
fact that Philco often stamped dates of manufacture
under the early cathedral cabinets. About 44 percent
of the radios in this report had dates.

The survey data enabled us to produce a graph
whereby the approximate date of manufacture could
be determined from a serial number. The graph
appears as Figure 1. Only radios with serial numbers
and dates were used for this graph. The circles
indicate individual data points, and the solid line is
our best guess as to where most of the radios would
fall. There are several data points that are way off
the line. We believe these to be mismatched cabinet/
chassis combinations. It's possible that these were
the result of a cabinet or chassis being taken off the
assembly line and sent back for repair. A matchup
of cabinet and chassis known to be not original was
not included in this graph.

A serial number belongs to the chassis, but a
date belongs to the cabinet, but the two were
made in different factories. The matchup depends
on when and how the cabinet and chassis came
together. We expected a graph that is not well
defined. To our relief, the graph shows a
recognizable pattern.

Figure 1 shows when various versions were
made, as well as the relationship between serial
numbers and date stamps. The grouping of radios
on the left indicates the beginning of Model 20
production. It makes sense that Philco would start
out by producing a batch of these radios to supply
the distributors. Not knowing how well they would
sell, Philco probably stopped making this model
for a while. When the Model 20s began to sell well,
Philco had to increase its production. During the
full production period, the company probably had
several assembly lines making nothing but 20s.

In the 700,000 range, the line levels off. This
may indicate that Philco production planners
decided to make a large number of chassis(or just
empty chassis pans) for later use. Perhaps they
were anticipating the superheterodynes that were
to come out a month later and wanted some

breathing room while they worked out problems
with the next generation of radios. It's interesting
to speculate.

The Model 20 Deluxe replaced the plain Model
20 in mid- to late -November of 1930 (approx.
serial number 650,000). We'd be interested in
knowing if the decorative groove on the front of the
plain 20s can be found under the arches and
columns of some of the early Deluxes. The
company may have added parts to already
manufactured plain cabinets in order to make the
early Deluxe versions. In any event, there is a
clear production change over to the Deluxe style
in November 1930.

There are reports that not all Deluxe cabinets
have the same number of grooves in the columns
on the sides. Minor variations like this could occur
when more than one outside supplier produced
the same cabinet.

There is a Deluxe with a Serial Number 625392
in our survey which seems a little out of place. It
may be a mismatch or an early test run of the new
cabinet design.

Figure 2 includes all the serial numbers we
have surveyed. Each radio is represented by a
small circle. Serial numbers were issued throughout
the model year, and where there is a high
concentration of circles, we can say that there
were manyof these serial numbers being assigned
to Model 20. Where there are few circles, we can
say that Philco was concentrating on producing
other models. Model 20 production seems to be
slow at first but increased a lot, especially in the
600,000 range. There was a little production in the
transition phase of the 800,000 range, and there is
a group of Model 21s in the 900,000s. There seem
to be groupings on the left side of this chart, but we
would like to see more data to confirm this.

EARLY MODEL 20

The model year began in June 1930, but the
Model 20 was not introduced until August. This is
probably why the serial numbers don't seem to
start much before 300,000. The publication date
on the Model 20 Service Bulletin is September
1930. There were two of the very early Model 20s
reported that had only two trimmer capacitors
(300275 and 301900), although a lower number
(294123) had the later style 3 trimmers.

The 2 -trimmer chassis were hard to align, and
Philco decided it was in the company's best interest
to add a third trimmer. As this change was being
implemented, there was probably some disruption

in production which caused the serial numbers to
get shuffled around a little.

The early Philco 20 chassis havea third (unused)
hole on the front of the chassis originally intended
for a tone control, which Philco decided against. It
is located between the on/off and volume controls.
It's not unusual to find unused holes in other
places in these chassis.

Sometime during the production of Model 20s,
Philco added under the model number label a
recommendation to use only Philco tubes in these
radios. This change occurred because Philco
began marketing its own tubes in 1930.

The console 20s were first made in late
September, and according to the data we've
received, they were only made for a month or so.

TRANSITION FROM MODEL 20 TO 21
There were three radios in the 800,000 serial

number range. One was a Model 20 chassis in a
Deluxe cabinet. Another was a 20 chassis in a 21
cabinet. The third was a 21 chassis in a21 cabinet.
This was truly a mixed-up transition period.

The Model 20 chassis in a Model 21 cabinet is
an interesting problem. Did someone at Philco
make a mistake on the first batch of Model 21
labels? Did Philco just grab some leftover 20
chassis to put into the new 21s, disregarding the
confusion that would ensue? Or, did Philco
originally intend the 21 to be just another version
of the 20? If so, its dealers might have complained
that the 21 looked too different to be called a 20.

The Model 21 came out in March 1931 (approx.
Serial Number 880,000). The cabinet design patent
application was filed February 28, 1931, because
the patent had to be filed before the radio was
offered to the public. The early Model 21 had the
same tube complement as the 20; Philco must
have been using up the remaining Model 20
chassis. Only one chassis that was labeled a 21 in
the survey had this tube lineup. In mid -March 1931
(approx. serial number 950,000), the company
switched to a chassis that used two Type 45 tubes
instead of two 71A tubes. The 45s had a higher
audio output rating than the 71s.

We haven't been able to find a schematic for the
Model 21 with (2) 45s, even though this is the more
common version. Most references to the Model 21
in Philco literature tell us that it's the same as a 20.
The 21 with 45s seems to be a forgotten model.
The Philco Cabinet History makes no reference to
the 21.

In particular, the survey question that asks
about patent decals allowed us to date some
Model 21s. The Philco 21 cabinet design patent
was issued on April 21, 1931. The models that
replaced the 21 were introduced at the June 8-12,
1931 Radio Manufacturers Association (RMA)
convention at the Stevens Hotel in Chicago. This
means that a 21 with a patent sticker had to be
made in May. By then, Philco was already
producing Models 70 and 90 cabinets.

Philco switched to rosette knobs in May of
1931, probably after choosing this style for the
upcoming Models 70 and 90. Philco was already
making cabinets for Models 70 and 90 in May of
1931.

Even if there are no original knobs on a Model
21, one can tell for which type the cabinet was
made. For rosette knobs, the hole in the cabinet is
3/8" diameter. The holes for the older Model 20 style
knob were about 15/16* diameter-the same as the
20 - because the shank of the knob had to go
through the hole in the cabinet.

The chassis for the early Model 21 with the two
71As is identical to the Model 20. The only real
difference is in the label that gives the model
number. The model designation is different, and
the wattage specification changes from 75 to 85
watts. Even the patent number list is the same.

There was one report of a Model 21 with 71A
tubes, and there's something odd about it. The
chassis has extra holes which are the same as
holes used in the earliest of the Model 20s - the
ones with only two trimmers. One of the holes was
to gain access to a trimmer that became obsolete.
Perhaps Philco resurrected an old chassis
stamping die to make these Model 21 chassis
pans. The extra hole is near the antenna
connection. There's another one near the locking
screw for the tube shield. We have no idea if this
hole was ever used for anything.

A DC VERSION OF THE MODEL 21

There was a Model 46 which also had the new
style cabinet. It was a TRF radio, designed to be
powered by 110 or 220 volts DC. It came out about
the same time as the 21, so it should be considered
a DC version of the 21. It is listed in the October
1931 Radio Retailing, so it was apparently carried
over into the next model year. Unfortunately, only
one of these radios has been located.

MORE DATA REQUESTED

In the next installment we will look at the Models
70 and 90. In the final installment, we will publish
updated data sheets for all these radios.

We would like to take this opportunity to thank
those who have contributed and to urge those who
have not to send in their info. We would also like
to include the Model 50 in this survey, as that will
help fill in some gaps. Any new 50-70-90 data will
be included in the next report. Also. send info on
the 20 and 21, as we still need to fill in some
blanks.

We're sure many of you will be looking more
closely at your Philcos after reading this report.
Bring a pencil with you, and as you look, fill in the
questionnaire below; then, send us a photocopy.

We would, of course, like to hear from anyone
involved in the manufacturing process at Philco
during this time.

Your Philco radio is one part of a large puzzle.
Whether it's a serial number, a chalk mark inside
the cabinet or just the way the glue dripped inside
the cabinet, your radio is a record of a moment in
time. Look inside the cabinet when the chassis
and grille cloth are out, and you can see evidence
of how the cabinet was sprayed at the factory.

The people who made these radios were
doing it with the best system they could devise.
Fortunately for us, it was an efficient and
successful system as evidenced by the quantity
of these beautiful radios still left for us to enjoy
and cherish.

Antique Radio Club of America and
Antique Wireless Association to Merge

At its 1994 con-
vention in Little
Rock, Arkansas,
the Antique Radio
Club of America
(ARCA) announced
that it will merge
with the Antique
Wireless Associa-
tion (AWA). The
combined club will
keep the name
"The Antique Wireless Association," and its quar-
terly publication will retain the AWA's title, The Old
Timer's Bulletin (OTB). The former Antique Radio
Gazette of ARCA will merge into the OTB.

Negotiations between the two clubs had been
proceeding since last fall, and a decision to merge
was made at a meeting of representatives from
both boards of directors in March. Members of
ARCA will be asked to vote on the proposal by
mail in August or in person at a members' meet-
ing during the AWA conference in September.

In contrast to its outreach program today, AWA
once limited its membership size and focused on
early wireless and amateur equipment. In fact, a
telling quote from the OTB of June 1971 reveals
that "AWA does not solicit members. It is not inter-
ested in a large membership because of lack of
facilities and manpower. ...Yes, AWA is a clique."

Wishing to broaden this focus and en.3oJrage
a wider membership, as well as the collection of
al/ types of early radio equipment, 24 collectors
and historians founded ARCA in 1972. One goal
of the new club
was to promote
"moving meets"
so that more col-
lectors from differ-
ent parts of the
country could at-
tend. As interest
in radio collect-
ing spread, many
regional and local
clubs were found-
ed. ARCA, in turn,
developed a
chapter system,
which the AWA
will now adopt
and expand. The
states of Arkan-
sas, Hawaii, Ken-

AWA

tucky, New York
(Hudson Valley/
Campbell Hall
area), and West
Virginia currently
have chapters of
ARCA.

ARCA has had a
successful history.
Besides publishing
the quarterly Ga-
zette, the club has

sponsored an annual 3 -day convention, as well
as the events of local chapters. Over the years,
its membership grew to about 1.000; however,
with the AWA's change to a broad -based organi-
zation and with the proliferation of independent
regional and local clubs, ARCA membership has
dropped to about 650. It has become increasingly
clear that a combination of the two national clubs
will give the growing ant que radio community
greater continuity.

Founded in 1952, the AWA is a worldwide orga-
nization of over 4,000 members dedicated to re-
searching and documenting the history of wireless
communications. In addition to its annual, nation-
al, 4 -day conference - September 21-24, 1994,
in Rochester, N. Y. - AWA cosponsors regional
meets with regional clubs. It also maintains a
public radio museum in East Bloomfield, New York,
which houses 25,000 historical radio artifacts.

With the merger of these two national antique
radio clubs into a strong, single organization, the
needs of both members and regional chapters

and clubs scat-
tered across the
country will be met
more effectively
and efficiently.

Tube Tester Settings
BY RAY BINTLIFF

How many times have you wanted to test some
tubes only to discover that they were not listed in the
tube tester's chart? This article provides some sug-
gestions for generating test settings for such tubes.

The testing capability of a tube tester will de-
pend upon its make, model and vintage. It would
probably take a collection of tube testers to test
every possible tube type. A relatively new tube
tester may lack instructions for testing older 4 -pin
tubes, while an older tube tester may not provide
data for certain octal -based tubes. Fortunately,
many tubes have an electrically equivalent tube
type, except for the filament voltage or the pin
arrangement. In many cases, it is possible to de-
velop additional test settings by using your tester's
tube chart, a tube manual and a little ingenuity.

For example, suppose that a tube tester does
not cover a Type 2A3 tube, but does provide the
test setup for a Type 6A3. The 2A3 is identical to
the 6A3 except for its 2.5 volt filament. In this case,
it is a simple matter to use all of the test setup
information for the 6A3 except for the filament
voltage setting. In this instance, the filament volt-
age should be set to 2.5 volts instead of 6.3 volts.

Not all cases are that simple, so let's try another
example. Tube Types 2A5 and 6F6 are electrically
identical except for filament voltage and pin ar-
rangement. The 2A5 is a 4 -pin tube with a 2.5 volt
filament, while the 6F6 is an octal -based tube with
a 6.3 volt filament. If a tube tester does not include
a means of switching filament connections to its
own test sockets, it may be possible to test the 2A5
in the tube tester's 4 -pin test socket by setting the
filament voltage to 2.5 volts and using the remain-
ing test settings specified for a 6F6.

Some tube testers include switches for apply-
ing filament voltages to specified contacts of a
test socket. For such testers, you will need to
determine the correct settings for the filament
switches. In the case of the 2A5, the switch set-
tings for similar 4 -pin tube types can usually pro-
vide a clue as to the correct filament settings.

In some cases, the correct setup for test sock-
et connections can be derived from looking up a
tube type with similar base connections. The 5U4
and 5Z3 are identical except for their bases, but
the 5U4 has the same 4 -pin base connections as
a Type 80 tube. Thus, the correct settings for a
5U4 can be determined by examining the test
settings for the 5Z3 and 80 tube types.

Since there are so many types of tubes and
models of tube testers, it is not possible to provide
specific instructions for generating test setups. How-
ever, by using the information from your tube tester's
manual or test chart and a tube manual, you should
be able to generate test settings for those tubes
not covered in your tester's instructions.
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BEFORE PROCEEDING

A voltmeter should be used to check all of the
voltages present at the test socket before any
attempt is made 10 test a tube using the newly
developed setup nformation. Try comparing the
filament, plate, screen grid and bias voltage read-
ings with the typical operating voltages shown in
a tube manual. Except for the filament voltages, it
is unlikely that the voltage measurements and
the tube manual -atings will be an exact match.
However, a comparison will provide some assur-
ance that all of the necessary test voltages are
applied to the test socket and that they are within
a reasonable range. Observe safety precautions
when working with high voltages!

IDENTICAL AND SIMILAR TUBES
A list of tubes that are electrically identical, or

nearly so for testing purposes, is provided below.
The "Remarks" column describes how the sub-
ject tube differs from an identical or similar tube.
The "Base/Same As" column describes the type
of base used on the subject tube and shows
other tube types with the same base connections
as the subject tube.

In addition to the tubes listed above, there are

many octal based tubes with 12.6 -volt filaments
that are otherwise identical to their 6.3 -volt ver-
sions. For example, the 12SF5 type tube is iden-
tical to the 6SF5 except for its filament voltages.
Other examples include the 12A8, 12AL5, 12F5,
12H6, 12J5, 12J7, 12K7, etc.

With some research you can probably expand
this list to inc.ude other tubes for which you require
test data. Be sure to check the voltages at the test
socket before attempting to test a tube using any
newly genera:ed data. Lethal voltages will be present
at the test socket, so take the usual precautions
when working with high voltages. Most likely, some
A.R.C. readers have their own solutons for devel-
oping tube test data. Let's hear from you!

Even More on Repairing IF Transformers
COMPILED BY RAY BINTLIFF FROM INFORMATION PROVIDED BY ROBERT GOAD

The September 1992 issue of A.R.C. carried an
article by Daniel Schoo that described methods
for repairing IF transformers. That article resulted
in the letters from A.R.C. readers that were pub-
lished in the December 1992 issue under Resto-
ration Topics. One writer, Al Smith, asked about
the chemistry of silver and sought an explanation
of "how the black crud forms between the elec-
trodes" of an IF transformer. The following article
is based upon Robert Goad's letter and some
data obtained from the library at A.R.C.

FAILURE MODES AND FIXES
The failures of miniature IF transformers, such

as those manufactured by Miller and Meissrer are
frequently caused by the migration of silver from
the primary to the secondary of a transformer.
Silver migration occurs when moisture and con-
taminants accumulate between the capacitors used
with the primary and secondary windings because
of the voltage difference between the capacitcrs.

This action is similar to that of electroplating,
except that this migration is a much slower pro-
cess. Such migration may occur with other met-
als, but it is most common with silver, to and
nickel. These tiny threads of metal particles can
usually be seen by using a magnifying glass with
a power of 10X or 20X.

Previous correspondence indicated some dis-
agreement as to the electrical characteristics of
the tarnish that appears on the silver compo-
nents. Is it an insulator or a conductor? The black
or brownish tarnish may be silver oxide or silver
sulfide, or perhaps a combination of the two.

At room temperature, silver oxide forms as the
result of exposure to ozone. Silver oxide has high
resistivity. Silver sulfide develops on the surface
of silver that is exposed to sulfur or sulfide oases.
Silver sulfide is a conductor of electricity, but not
a particularly good one.

Silver oxide and silver sulfide both contribute
to failures in IF transformers, but in different ways.
Silver oxide prevents good electrical contact be-
tween the silvered surface of a capacitor and its
terminal lugs. On the other hand, silver sulfide

creates unwanted electrical paths.
While the chemical and electrical properties of

silver oxide and silver sulfide may be of some
interest, the more significart concern is their ef-
fect on the performance of an IF transformer.
Silver oxide and silver sulfide develop only on the
surface of silver. The thread -like material that is
created by silver migration is most likely com-
posed of silver particles that exhibit surface dis-
coloration along with contaminants such as dust
and smoke particles. This mixture is certain to be
conductive. It may have high resistivity, but it is a
conductor nevertheless.

Daniel Schoo's fix - the substitution of dis-
crete capacitors - is probably the most perma-
nent solution, but a repair of the mica sheet on
which the silver capacitors are deposited is a
practical method worthy of consideration. Re-
pairing a mica sheet is quite simple, less time
consuming aid long lasting. The mica may be
round, square or hexagonal in shape, but the
repair technique is the same regardless of shape.

The object is to separate electrically the prima-
ry and secondary capacitors when conductive
silver sulfide bridges have developed because of
silver migration. Since both capacitors are de-
posited on the same piece of mica, a repair can
be accomplisned by cutting the mica in half. Sim-
ply make two cuts on the disc between the prima-
ry and secondary capacitors leaving a gap of
approximately V32 inch between the two capaci-
tors. Use a sharp X-Acto knife or single edge
razor blade to make the cuts. Then carefully
remove any silver particles or other material from
the area. When this operation is complete, you
will have two separate mica capacitors. Although
this operation may sound complicated, it only
takes about 15 to 20 minutes, including unwiring
and rewiring tie IF transformer. You may want to
try this repair technique the next time an IF trans-
former repairs necessary.

On some sets, alignment of the IFs can be difficult

(especially if somebody has lightened all the loose
screws" in the IF cans) due to tuning to an image
frequency. An easy way to avoid these problems and
reduce outside interference is to disable the local oscil-
lator. This can typically be done by using a clip lead from
the oscillator grid to cathode. In the case of a converter,
this leaves the rest of the tube functioning normally. If
the set has a separate oscillator, that tube can be
removed. With the LO disabled, IF alignment proceeds
as per the instructions for the set.

The Vacuum Tube -
"It Ought To Get A War Medal"

Dear Editor:
The above illustration and quote appears in an

October 1943 Bell Telephone System service book that
I found in the memoirs of my father-in-law, W.B. Frizell,
who worked for Bell for 48 years. The following excerpt
tells of the importance of the vacuum tube to the
success of World War It.

"This little tube can't help you smell. But it can help
you talk, see, and hear. Right now, it helps direct guns,
planes, ships. It ought to get a war medal. It has given
birth to a new art called Electronics.

"In 1912, in the Bell Laboratories, Dr. H.D. Arnold
made the first effective high -vacuum tube for amplifying
electric currents. Vacuum tubes made possible the first
trans -oceanic telephone talk by the Bell System in
1915. Vacuum tubes are now used on practically all
long distance circuits to reinforce the human voice.
That's why you can talk across the continent so easily.

"Over 1,250,000 electronic tubes are in service in the
Bell system. Bell Laboratories developed them, West-
ern Electric made them. But both Bell and WE are busy
now with war - turning out tubes and putting them to
work in many a device to find and destroy the enemy on
land, in the air, and under the sea.

"After the war, this Bell System army of tubes will
work in thousands of ways for peace."

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Oops! - Cathedral Patent Error
As a result of a letter from Richard Gray referencing

Floyd Paul's Los Angeles Radio Manufacturing, as well
as additonal information from John Okolowicz we have
determined that Edward Combs should not be credited
for the first cathedral design patent. Instead, according
to Alan Douglas in the Paul book, three design patents
for cabinets were taken out by Elmer W. Zwieoel on
October 8, 1930, several months prior to eithe Charles
S. Bradley or Ed Coombs, as described in the Okolowicz
article (A.R.C., May '94).

John Okolowicz researched three more cathedral -
like design patents that preceded the Combs' design.
They were #82,464 by Harry B. Warner, #82,879 by
Fritz W. Falck, and ft 83,855 by John Geloso. The Falck
and Warner designs are very common mantel clock
cases - a fact that reveals that most radic cabinet
designs of that era were copies of some pre-existing
furniture. (Editor)

Dear Editor:
I feel compelled to add another comment on the

ongoing "restoration vs. improvement debate in A. R.C.
In the October 1993 issue, Richard Bell draws a parallel
between the restoration of antique cars and radios,
which at first seems like an apt analogy, especially
given the number of radio collectors (including myself)
who also enjoy the old car hobby.

Unfortunately, he makes a major error in staling that
car restorers feel free to embellish their cars with
"modern color schemes and creative ideas." Actually,
car restorers and car show judges are generally fanati-
cal about authenticity, down to and including original
paint colors and such minutiae as bolt head types and
the proper lettering on the radiator hoses!

There is another large group of car owners who
liberally modify their old cars: they call themselves
"street rodders" and their work is usually quite creative
and skillful. But - and this is the important pcint - I
have never heard any of them refer to their cars as
"restored." They prefer terms such as "custom" or
"modified."

So to finish the analogy, those who chrome plate and
otherwise modify their old radios are the "street rodders"
of radio collecting. To them I say, "Enjoy your hot by, but
please don't refer to your radios as 'restored.' "

clearly states "All models refinished," meaning not the
original color. He should remember that many radios in
existence today were modified extensively inside and
out by secondhand owners.

One other thing: In my other hobby, restoration of
antique Chrysler automobiles, specific terms distin-
guish "modified" from "original." "Restoration" means
the car is restored to original showroom condition.
"Restification" means the car has nonoriginal features
added, but the integrity of the car remains intact. Adap-
tation of similar nomenclature in the radio hobby would
help the buye' to know what he's getting.

Also, if Mr. Lopes disagrees with chromed radios, he
is free not to have any in his colection. However, finger
pointing and name calling doesn't do anybody any good.
