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EDITOR'S COMMENTS

As summer slips along into August, the radio
collecting community revels in the pleasure of many
meets and auctions. The season lends itself to
lighter moments. How could we resist the urge to
portray on our cover a Clinton radio, seen in “Clin-
ton Country” at the recent ARCA convention? Surely,
the White House will now request that a Clinton
radio be placed among the national treasures.

Of course, the Clinton radio was not the only
item worth noting at the ARCA convention neld
June 9-12. As our report indicates, in addition to a
quality flea market and contest, a number of cther
radios were auctioned for a total of $3,500.

The sales total was $24,000 at the Estes Vintage
Radio Auction in Medina, Ohio, on May 21. In addi-
tion to several vintage phonographs selling in the
mid-hundreds, a breadboard sold for nearly $1.000
and a Philco Predicta TV for $500.

The highlight at the Madison, New York, auction
on May 22 was a red Regency TR-1 trans stor
radio, which sold for $290. The Chapman auction in
Ozark, llinois, did not meet the expectations of
those attending, as many items did not reach their
minimum. Ron Ramirez reports that the top price of
$45 went for an electro-medical device.

In our lead article this month, Bob Murray de-
scribes his retrieval of an Eaton 1-tube Canadian
kit set — from his parts box. Earlier, thinking that
the Eaton set was a home brew, Bob had disas-
sembled it. Later, when he realized it was a
manufactured set, he was able to retrieve the parts
and reconstruct it.

Not all of us specialize in collecting radios. Some,
like Brian Rhodes, consider electric meters the fo-
cus of their collections. In this issue, Brian writes
about the early days of the Weston Instrument Com-
pany and includes photos of a wide assortment of
early Weston meters.

In our March issue, John Stanley asked it there
were any AM radios using permeability tuning out
there. Now that we have received over 50 replies
on the subject, we know that the answer is urequiv-
ocally “yes!" Ray Bintliff sorted through this
record-breaking response and presents the first of
a 2-part compilation of the information we have
received. The number of manufacturers reported to
us now totals over 30 and probably will grow, since
letters are still coming in.

The long list of contributo-s to the permeability
article is a great testimony to A.R.C.'s success in
serving the radio community as a forum for the
exchange of information. We urge all our reade-s to
participate in this exchange whenever possible. A
response to a Photo Review question, a picture for
the Photo Review, anything from a tip for Radio
Miscellanea to a full article — all are welcome.

Two contributions from foreign readers are in-
cluded in this month's Photo Review. Radio
collecting truly is becoming a~ international avoca-
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tion — note that English horns ar2 collected in
Holland and american pocket radios are collected
in Austria. Also pictured are an unusual “model-
unknown” Crosley, a Sparton TRF console and a
rare Amrad RF Model 3071 amplifier

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Eaton Single Circuit Set, 1923

I never thought | would do it —
dismantle a rare commercially-
made receiver of the 1920s and
scatter the components into my
parts bins. | assumed that, after
having been active in the hobby
for ten years, | would be proficient
in distinguishing commercially-
made from homemade sets. This
one tumed out to be a special
challenge.

The radio shown in Figures
1 and 2 was designed by Lynn
V. Salton, an engineer. Since it
was a kit, it was assembled by
individuals with varying levels
of skill. Introduced at close to
the low price end of the market,
this set accordingly used very
inexpensive materials and tech-
niques. Furthermore, the manu-
facturer's name appeared no-
where.

I know of the existence of two
of these sets. Mine is one of them,
while a collector friend, Jerry
Gamache, has another. | disman-
tled mine but saved the parts,
panel and cabinet. Jerry saved
his intact, except for the cabinet,
which he discarded. We both dis-
covered later what we had when
we saw the ad in the Eaton radio
catalog. Eaton's was, and still is,
a Canadian department store.
Jerry kindly lent me his receiver
to help with my restoration.

THE RECEIVER

The receiver uses one Type
215-A peanut tube. The instruc-
tions for assembly are almost
nonexistent, but preformed bus
wire (#14 unplated round cop-
per) was supplied, as well as
both a schematic diagram and
a scale drawing. Extreme economies had been
taken in the physical design. The tube socket is
mounted on a %" wide L-shaped brass bracket.
The bracket is supported by the rheostat shaft.
The stiff bus wire connected to the tube socket
prevents the bracket from rotating as the rheostat
is turned.

The grid leak resistor is attached at one end
to a small brass L-bracket extending from the
bottom of the grid condenser. At the other end, a
%" brass eyelet is soldered to the bus wire to
hold the resistor; see Figure 3. The rheostat is an

unusual type wherein the resistance wire fits in a
groove around the back of the knob, and the
wiper is fixed to the front of the panel.

The Eaton Single Circuit Set was introduced
in 1923 as a kit including tube, headset, batter-
ies, and aerial for $29.75. The blueprint alone
cost 25¢. In the spring of 1924, the price of the
kit was reduced to $28, and a 2-stage amplifier
kit using peanut tubes was added for $22.50. In
1925, the receiver was offered for $21.95 and
the amplifier for $16.50. By 1926, the receiver kit
was $19.95 and the amplifier was still $16.50. In




the fall catalog for 1926, the set was no longer
oftered. However, the Everyman crystal receiver
was still available (the Canadian version of the
DeForest). Its price as a surplus item was a
mere $1.95!

THE PERFORMANCE

Salton's single circuit set came with little in the
way of assembly instructions and no operating
instructions as far as | could tell. | was interested
to find out how it would perform and whether it
would regenerate effectively. Being cynical by na-
ture, | decided to examine the 1924 E.I. Co. publi-
cation 100 Radio Hook-ups, by M.L. Muhleman, to
see whose design might have influenced Salton.

Except for the arrangement of the grid leak
resistor, the circuit of Saltor’s single circuit set is
identical to No. 28, the DeForest single coil Lltra-
audion circuit. Muhleman says, “A single layer
tapped coil is employed rather than a honeycomb
coil, so that a less critical means of wavelength
variation can be had. The ultra-audion circuit,
although very sensitive, is rather unstable in op-
eration. Better control can be had by the use of a
variable grid condenser having a maximur ca-
pacity of 0.0005 mfd.”

| connected the receiver to antenna, ground
and power source to hear it ‘or myself. B+ was 25
volts obtained from a regulated ABC supply. The
supply would not provide much under 2 vol:s at
the A terminals, so | heated the filament ot the
215-A with a “C" size alkaline cell. The antenna
was a 70-foot length of wire under the peak of my
roof in an urban area, and the ground was a cold
water pipe.

The results were mildly disappointing. The
receiver covered the broadcast band, from aoout
.5 to 1.3 MHz with modest volume to the head-
phones. The tuning came predominantly from the
8-point tap switch on the coil. The variable con-
denser had comparatively little effect. The net
result was somewhat more selective and louder
than commercial crystal sets | have tested re-
cently, but not by much of a margin.

Volume could be increased by adjusting the
filament voltage, but | was not comfortable rais-
ing it much above 1.2 volts on the 215-A tube.
None of the controls would throw the receiver

into oscillaticn. With these results, was not sure
whether my reception was kbenefiting from regen-
eration. Regeneration was not mentioned any-
where in the Eaton description, but the circuit
was labelled regenerative in the E.I. Co. book.
For considerable extra expense, the user had
obtained a receiver that performed only margin-
ally better than a crystal set.

He was then appointed Fed-
eral Radio Inspector for Western Canada,
but resigned in 1922 in order to follow other
business interests. In that same year, he
was elected a member of the Institute of
Radio Engineers

casting station in Manitoba for the Winnipeg
Free Press newspaper in 1922. The inaugural
program, on April 2, consisted of a few musi-
cal numbers and a talk by the Reverend Dr.
George F. Salton, Lynn’s father.

On May 1, 1922, Salton joired the T.
Eaton Co. as their radio engineer. He re-
mained with Eaton for the duration of his
career and eventually managed its radio re-
tail business across Canada. The Employee
Relations group at Eaton no longer has a
record of his retirement date. One of his
former employees from Winnipeg in the
1940s recalls him as, “a hittle peacock of a
man, always very well dressed and strutting
about.”
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Radios With Permeability Tuning — Part 1

Over the past several months, permeability
tuning has proved to be a “prime-time” topic. In
fact, the response to John Stanley's article “In
Search of Permeability Tuning,"(A.R.C. March
1994), has been so great that we are dividing this
report into two parts.

As the original article indicated, permeability
tuning was commonly used in auto radios and
FM sets, but its application was thought to be
less common in home radios. John Stanley asked
about permeability-tuned radios used in the home.
The following article is based upon the informa-
tion provided by the host of readers listed below.

This long list of contributors indicates that
A.R.C.’s policy of encouraging reader response
is reaping a great harvest. (Editor)

As you might expect, the content of the individ-
ual responses to the Stanley article varied great-
ly in terms of detail. In compiling the data, we
have endeavored to provide as much information
as possible by integrating each reader's response
and then attempting to fill in missing information.
However, complete details are not available for
all of the radios described in this article. Model
numbers have been confirmed where possible.
Some model years may be approximate. Unless
identified as TRF sets, all other radios are super-
hets. Also, all are AM broadcast band radios
unless they are noted to be capable of receiving
both broadcast (BC) and shortwave (SW) bands.

BRAND NAMES AND TYPES
Over thirty radio companies were identified as
having produced or sold AM sets with permeability
tuning. The types of radios include AC and AC/DC

sets, as well as battery-operated radios. As you
will see, the use of permeability tuning, also called
“slug tuning,” was not limited to inexpensive table
radios. Styles include portables, table models in
both wood and plastic cabinets as well as console
models, some with phonographs.

ADMIRAL

The Admiral Model 6C71-10A1 is a 1946 10-
tube floor mode! radio and 78 rpm phonograph.
Its tuning range includes the AM broadcast (BC)
band and three shortwave (SW) bands. As Fig-
ure 1 indicates, the set uses a slide rule dial, a
feature common to most of the permeability-tuned
radios. Figure 2 shows the tuning mechanism
with its tuning slugs in their “full out” position.

AIRLINE

The Belmont Radio Corporation of Chicago
built many of the Airline radios sold by Montgom-
ery Ward, inclucing those listed below.

Models 04BR-511A and -512A are 5-tube AC/
DC table models. Their tuning range, 535 to 1720
kHz, is quite wide and typical of permeability-
tuned radios. The sets featured a slide rule dial.
These radios are 1946 models.

Models 04BR-513A and -514A, also 1946 mod-
els, are similar to the -511A and -512B. They use
the same tube complement, essentially the same
circuitry, but a d fferent chassis layout.

Models 04BR-515A and -515B are AC/DC ra-

dio-phonographs that use the “All American Five”
tube lineup — a 12SA7 convenrter, 12SK7 IF, 125Q7
detector and 1st AF, 50L6 output and a 3525
rectifier. Their model year was 1940 or 1941. These
radios included an “antenna plate” coupled by a
small capacitor to the grid of the converter tube.
The metal plate adds some capacitance to the
tuned circuit and serves as an antenna. Typically
the plate consists of a sheet of metal foil or screen
attached to the back cover or cabinet. It probably
works best for local stations. An external antenna
can also be connected to the set for improved
reception. Its tuning mechanism is illustrated in
Figure 3. This radio uses the same chassis as the
Belmont Model 533 listed below.

The use of slug tuning was not limited to AC/
DC table models. Models 04BR-903A and 04BR-
907A are 9-tube AC sets that cover the BC and
four SW bands. A total of 10 permeability-tuned
coils were required to cover the 5 bands. Models
04BR-904A and -906A were similar 9-tube sets.

In Models 04BR-1105A and -1106A an addi-
tional audio stage and a 2nd IF stage were added
for a total of 11 tubes. So, permeability tuning
was used in Airline’s top-of-the-line models as
well as in the inexpensive AC/DC sets.

Models 14BR-521A and -522A are 5-tube AC/
DC sets. Circa 1941, these radios also have a
tuning range of 535 to 1720 kHz.

Models 54BR-1501 and -1502 are small AC/
DC radios from 1946. Both use a slide rule dial
and octal tubes. These and similar radios are
illustrated on page 75 of Radios — The Golden
Age by Phillip Collins.

Model 64W-1511A and several simitar models

are 6-tube, AC/DC sets. Instead of the antenna
plate used in other models, this series of radios
uses an RF transformer-coupled loop antenna, with
a provision for connecting an external antanna.

Model 64BR-2701A is an 8-tube AC radio-
phonograph combination ihat covers the BC band
(540 to 1,600 kHz) and 4 SW bands (49, 31, 25
and 19 meters). It also uses a loop antenna.

Models 64BR-1205A and -1206A are 4-tube
battery-operated table radios frcm 1946.

Model 74BR-1501B is anothar small AC/DC
radio that also uses the “All American Five” tube
line up. Housed in a brown Bakelite cabinet, this
radio is illustrated in The Colfector's Guide to
Antique Radios, Second Edition, by Marty and
Sue Bunis. Model 74BR- 1502B is the same radio
except that the cabinet is finished in an ivory-
colored paint.

Airline Model 84KR-1502A is a 4-tube AC/DC
model from 1949 that uses a slide rule dial. This
radio anc its tuning mechanism are shown in
Figures 4 and 5 respectively. The set is a TRF
which is unusual for a radio of this period. Its
tuning range covers 540 to 1620 kHz. Because it
is a TRF, the radio uses 4 permeability-tuned
coils. A hank of wire serves as an antenna.

The 1940 tine of Airline radios included a Mod-
el 93BR-420A. This radio is an AC/DC set. A
similar model is illustrated in the Photo Review
section ot the April 1992 issue of A.R.C.

Rider's Volume XIH contains a number of other
Airline models such as the 14BR-629A, a BC-
only radio with a disc recorder and player. Mod-
els 14BR-911A, -912A and -913A, are 9-tube
BC/SW radios with a 5-gang slug tuner. A review
of Rider's Volumes Xl thru XV will revea!l a num-
ber of additional permeability-tuned radios.

AMC

A model number is not available for this AMC
radio. It is an AC/DC table mode! from 1946,
possibly a Model 126.

AVIOLA

Sold by the Aviola Radio Corporation of Phoe-
nix, Arizona, this AC/DC table radio also uses the
“All American Five" tube lineup. A model number
is not available, but the model year is probably
1946 or 1947. The set has a slide rule dial.
Because it is permeabilty-tuned, the radio also
uses a plate antenna instead of a loop.

BELMONT

As noted above, Belmont Radio supplied Air-
line brand radios to Montgomery Ward. The num-
ber of permeability-tuned radios produced under
their own brand name is equally impressive.

Belmont Models 151 and 536 are 5-tube BC-
only AC/DC sets with 4 mechanical push but-
tons. Their tuning mechanism is depicted in Fig-
ure 6.

Model 509, from 1940, is a battery-operated,
4-tube table radio that covers the BC band and
four SW bands. Tuning features include a slide

rule dial and 6 mechanical push buttons.

Model 518 is a compact AC/DC set. It uses an
antenna plate and includes a connection for an
external antenna. Its model year is probably 1940.

Details of Model 533 are provided above un-
der Airline Models 04BR-515A and B. Belmont
Modei 536 appears to be similar to the 533,
except that it does not include a phonograph.

Model 800 is an 8-tube AC set that covers the
BC and 4 SW bands. It also offers 6 mechanicai
push puttons. The model year is 1940.

Model 801 is also an 8-tube AC set similar to
the Model 800, but offers a record changer or
disc recording option.

Model 902, a 9-tube AC set, is similar to the
modet 800, but includes a tuning eye tube.

Model 1100, aiso a 1940 model, is an 11-tube
set similar to the 902 except for the addition of
the 2nd IF and 2nd audio stages.

In addition to the Belmont radios identified by
A.R.C. readers, a review of Rider's Volume XlI|

revealed some additional slug-tuned radios. These
sets are described below and a typical Belmont
slug tuning mechanism is shown in Figure 7.

Model 4BA1 is a 4-tube battery-operated radio
with a tuning range of 535 to 1720 Kc. The tuning
mechanism is shown in Figure 8.

Model 4BA2 is similar to the 4BA1, but its
tuning range is 540 to 1700 Kc.

Models 4B16 and 4B17 are also battery oper-
ated portables from the early or mid-1940s.

Model 5AD1 is a 5-tube AC/DC radio with the
same tuning range as the Model 4BA1.

Model 5D 16 is also an AC/DC set with a spec-
ified tuning range of 535 to 1690 Kc. This radio
inctudes a 78 rpm record changer.

Model BAE1 is a rather elaborate 8-tube, AC-
operated set. In addition to the AM broadcast band,
it tunes 4 shortwave bands. The radio includes an
RF stage, and it appears to use a permeability
tuner consisting of 15 coils and tuning slugs.

Model 11AE2, an 11-tube set, is similar to the
Modei BAE1 but has an extra IF stage, a tuning
eye and an additional AF amplification stage.
This radio chassis differs only slightly from the
chassis used in the Airline Model 04BR-105A.

At this point, the similarity between Airline and
Beimont radios is quite apparent.

BOWERS
This AC/DC radio, possibly a Bowers Model
TO5, uses a slide rule dial and the usual tube
complement.

CORONADO

Coronado Modet 43-6321 is a 4-tube, battery-
operated table radio with a slide rule dial. Its
tuning range is 535 to 1,720 kHz. It was probably
manufactured by Belmont in 1948.

DETROLA

The Detrola Model 420 is an AC/DC set that
uses the “All American Five” tube complement
and an antenna plate.

The Detrota 571X, built from 1946 to 1948,

was reportedly sold under 50 different brand
names and was probably produced in greater
numbers than any other slug-tuned radio. An AC/
DC set, it uses 5 loktal based tubes. The tuning
mechanism is shown in Figure 9. A similar set,
the Model 571, uses capacitor tuning.

ELECTRONIC LABS

Electronic Labs Model 2701 is a 194€ AC/DC
table radio, illustrated in Figure 10. The dial scale
is nonlinear, crowded at the center and stretched
at the ends. The slide rule dial employs a typical
drum and cord drive. The tube complement in-
cludes a tuned RF stage which more than likely
compensates for the loss of efficiency at tha high
end of the broadcast band. Readers’ reports of
the radio’s performance range from “nct an ex-
ceptional performer” to “better than most sets.”

EMERSON

The 1947 “Emersonette,” Model 540, described
as “the world's smallest superhet” is a midget radio
with a slide rule dial. The use of permeability tuning
contributed to the compactness of this AC/DC BC
set.

Model 540A is a 5-tube set with a venical slide
rule dial. Also a 1947 model, the radio sold original-
ly for about $13. The radio is illustrated in Figure 11.

FIRESTONE

The Firestone Models 4-A-21 and -22 are 6-
tube AC radios with a slide rule dial. They use

permeability tuning for manual tuning and the
oscillator circuit of the electrical push buttons, a
rather unusual combination. Most permeability-
tuned sets utilized mechanical push buttons.
The set covers the broadcast band and one SW
band.

GAMBLE-SKOGMO

Model 5338 is an AC/DC table model manu-
factured by Belmont Radio. It uses the same
chassis as the Airline 04BR-515A. Yes, you
guessed it — Belmont also built radios for Gam-
ble-Skogmo.

Model C509 is a battery-operated table model
that tunes the BC and 4 SW bands, with 6 me-
chanical push buttons.

Model C800 is an 8-tube AC radio that covers
the BC and 4 SW bands. This chassis is identical
to the Belmont Model BOO and obviously was
built by Beimont.

Model C901 is a 9-tube AC set that tunes the
BC and four SW bands. This radio bears a strong
resemblance to the Belmont Model 902.

Model C1100 is an 11-tube A set that tunes
the BC and 4 SW bands. lts chassis is similar to
the Belmont Models 110G and 1*AE2.

Mode! C6D16 is a 5-tube AC/DC radio, circa
1941, with a tuning range of 535 to 1,690 Kc. The
tuning mechanism is identical to that shown in
Figure 8.

{VINTAGE TEST EQUIPMENT

Weston Electrical Instrument Corporation

BY BRIAN K. RHODES

Most collectors are aware that the Weston
Corporation was a leading producer of electrical
meters and test equipment. In this article, Brian
Rhodes covers some of the earlier, less familiar
Waeston products and provides photos of an as-
sortment of Weston meters and test equipment.
(Editor)

As radio collectors, we have all had some type
of contact with electrical test equipment such as
tube testers, analyzers, voltmeters, etc. Some of
us use these instruments to repair our own sets
or a fellow collector's set. Some of us even col-
lect and display early instruments. Some of these
instruments are so well made and attractive look-
ing that we find them on our sheives next to our
prize radio collections.

But, let's not forget that back in the early days of
radio development the average home owner could
barely afford a radio set, let alone a piece of test
equipment such as a tube checker or voltmeter.
Most people relied on the radio repairman to bring
their sets back to life. Just keeping the storage
batteries charged was costly enough, and owning
your own charger was a luxury indeed!

That brings me to the basis for writing this short
article. It's the story of one man, Edward Weston,
the founder of the Weston Electrical Instrument
Corporation of Newark, New Jersey. My father
worked at the Weston plant for over forty years
before he retired to Florida in 1974. Since then |
have been fascinated with the Weston Corp. and
have collected many Weston instruments, radio-
related or not. They take their place side by side
with my own collection of vintage radios and pho-

Standardized Dates

The standardized dates shown in the
captions for some illustrations refer to the
dates on which the instruments were cali-
brated. Calibration is usually the final step
in the manufacturing process. As a result,
a standardized date can be useful in dat-
ing a meter. The date of calibration was
documented at the Weston factory by the
use of a standardization card.

When an instrument was returned to
the factory for repair, it was also calibrat-
ed as a final step in the repair procedure.
Consequently, the date on a standardiza-
tion card may be that of a repair or its
manufacture.
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nographs. After all, they too are a part of radio
history. Without good quality repair instruments
where would radio be, even in these modern times
of the compact disc and projection televisions?

EDWARD WESTON

To make this story as brief as possible, | will try
to concentrate on Edward Weston's most impor-
tant contributions to this industry — electrical test
equipment,

Edward Weston was born in 1850 on a farm in
England and raised in a small Weish town. In
those days it was customary for a family to choose
a career for its sons. So by his family's choice, he
became apprenticed in the field of medicine. But
Weston was more fascinated with the field of
science and chemistry, and he gave up medicine
after learning as much about chemistry as he
could from the doctors. He soon left his native
country and headed for the United States, arriv-
ing in New York in 1870.

Weston's early work in the United States was
in the field of electroplating which at that time
was still in its first stages of development. The
techniques at the time were crude, and thus, he
took on the challenge of improving the existing
methods of plating. He was soon granted a patent
for a method of evenly depositing nickel.

Weston then realized that his new methods
now called for greater electrical power than that
available from the batteries being used at the
time. So he decided to design and build his own
generators to supply the electrical power equip-
ment needed for the electroplating industry. In
1876, Weston was granted a patent for his newly
developed multi-polar DC machine, and in 1877
he organized the Weston Dynamo Electric Ma-
chine Company in Newark, New Jersey. His com-
pany was one of the first in the United States to
build dynamo electric generators.

LIGHTING

Turning his attention to the field of arc lighting,
Weston began to copper plate the ends of car-
bons and produce carbons with special type cores
to improve the quality of lighting. Shortly after-
wards, he changed the company’'s name to the
Weston Electric Light Company. He soon turned
to the development of complete lighting installa-
tions and even won a contract to illuminate the
newly constructed Brooklyn Bridge in New York
City. Weston's equipment illuminated the Brook-
lyn Bridge for fifteen years until new and more

(Weston Electncal Instrument Co., continued)
modern methods of lighting became available.
Totally independent of Thomas Edison, Weston
was also experimenting with incandescent light.
When Edison was granted a patent for glass
sealing methods, others were halted from mak-
ing evacuated lamps. But according to records,
for at least 25 years all commercial incandescent

lamps used filaments made by Mr. Weston's meth-
od, until the tungsten filament was developed.
Between 1875 and1884, Edward Weston was
granted approximately 140 United States patents
for chemical, electrical, and mechanical inventions.

A NEW LABORATORY

Rather than sit back and enjoy his success,
Waeston decided to build a new laboratory in 1887.
There he devoted himself to the development of
true electrical measurement devices. It had al-
ways disturbed him that there was a great unful-
filled need for accurate and practical devices with
which to measure electrical quantitles. The only
Instruments then available were very delicate lab-
oratory-type apparatus. Truly portable and accu-
rate instruments were unheard of at the time, and
there were no means of standardization. Most
instruments were merely comparative at best.

Weston soon began to develop and build his
own line of practical, reliable, and truly portable
electrical instruments, and in 1888 he organized
the Weston Electrical Instrument Corporation in
Newark, New Jersey. The rest is history.

SUMMARY

For nearly 100 years, the Weston Corporation
produced some of the finest instruments in the
world. Production stopped sometime in the late

1980s, but the plant stands as
grand as ever on Frelinghuysen
Avenue in Newark, New Jersey.
The Weston meters in my own
collection still get put to the test
on some newly found flea mar-
ket relic. They all continue to
work as well as on the day
Weston built them.

These cards
were aftached to the meter case by a small metal trame held on by
four screws with a clear plastic cover to protect the card. Sometimes
older cards were found under the newer dated cards. On the very old
meters these cards were glued to the wooden cases making it
impossible to remove them without damage. Newer cards for re-
paired instruments were sometimes glued over the older cards. This
makes dating these meters very hard.

The Antique Radio Club of America (ARCA),
alongwith its host, the Arkansas Chapter of ARCA
— the Arkansas Antique Radio Club — held its
annual convention at the Riverfront Hilton Inn in
North Little Rock, Arkansas, from June 9 to 12,
1994.

Echophone Model S-3

BY RICHARD ARNOLD

During the years from 1929 to 1931, there were
more than fifty companies making small radios in
the Los Angeles area. At the time, Califomia had
more radios per capita than any other state. In
1928, according to the Department of Commerce,
fewer than one-half of the homes in the United
States had a radio receiver. If what happened in
Califomia was any criterion, then the prospects
for the radio industry looked rather good.

Small radios may have originated in Los Ange-
les. Although the dominant East Coast manufac-
turers were making large table model radios and
even larger console models, the small radios found
acceptance in the Los Angeles area. In fact, Los
Angeles became the “small radio capital of the
world.” Small radios became popular during the
depression years because of their low cost. Floyd
A. Paul's book, referenced below, is an excellent
source of information on small radios manufac-
tured in the Los Angeles area.

ECHOPHONE MODEL S-3

Echophone, one of the first companies to offer
small radios, produced its first “midget” radio in
late 1928 in California. In the fall of 1930, Echo-
phone moved its operations to Waukegan, lllinois,
where the midget Mode! S-3, shown in Figure 1,
was built. By 1931, Echophone was making around
1,000 sets per day. At the time, the Model S-3 was
considered a midget radio because of its relatively
small size — 16 %" high, 14 * wide, and 7 ¥2" deep.

The Model S-3 has two front panel controls, a
conventional rotary volume control and a thumb-
wheel-operated tuning dial. The dial is not illumi-
nated. The set’s off-on switch is located on the
rear apron of the chassis. A TRF set, the Model
S-3 has a tube complement of tube complement
consists of three Type 24s (two RF amplifiers and
a detector), one Type 45 audio output and a Type
80 rectifier. The radio weighs about 25 pounds
and sold for around $49.

Later models of the Model S-3 include two

“Midget Radio”

The term “midget radio” has been ap-
plied to a number of radio styles and sizes.
Mantel clocks have been called midgets.
The early cathedrals were originally called
midgets by their manufacturers. These
early midgets, although small in compari-
son to the larger table models of that time,
would certainly not qualify as midgets
when compared to the AC/DC and other
compact radios that appeared some time
later. The term “midget” is a relative one.

antenna posts — one for a short antenna that is
connected directly to the primary of the RF coil,
and another for a long antenna that uses a 100
pF coupling capacitor. The power transformer's
primary was tapped for operation on either 110 or
125 VAC. Even in the 1930s, variations in line
voltage were a problem.

By the end of 1931, most of the California manu-
facturers of midget radios were out of business.
When many companies in the East failed to meet
sales expectations, they too folded up. Echophone
went out of business in the mid-1930s and was
acquired by Bill Halligan of Hallicrafters fame.

Behind The Front Panel
By David Rutland

This book’s subtitle “The De-
sign & Development of 1920's
Radios” describes it well. In Be-
hind the Front Panel, David Rut-
land provides expansive cover-
age of the history of radio de-
sign during the 1920s.

The book should be of inter-
est to both novices and experi-
enced collectors. Mr. Rutland
offers a brief history of early ra-
dio, along with an easy step-by-
step presentation of basic elec-
tronic theory that a newcomer
should digest easily. In addition
to the basic theory, the author
covers more advanced circuitry
and keeps it interesting by de-
scribing representative battery-
operated radios from the 1920s.
I found the chapter entitled “The
Mechanics of One-Knob Con-
trol” of particular interest.

The glossary of technical terms, despite some ty-
pographical errors, will be helpful, especially to the

newcomer or nontechnical reader.
The book reflects extensive
research effort and provides a
great deal of interesting back-
ground information. Some mi-
nor technical and biographical
errors appear in the text, but
they do not detract from the
book’s usefulness. The text is
supported by numerous illustra-
tions of very good quality. Over-
all, this is a dandy book.
Behind the Front Panelis pub-
lished by Wren Publishers, P.O.

Oscilloscopes and Antique Radios
by Durell M. Roth

REVIEWED BY RAY BINTLIFF

Oscilloscopes and Antique Radios is an excel-
lent book for radio collectors with little experience
in troubleshooting and repairs. As the author
points out, the oscilloscope is a very versatile test
instrument that can be used to advantage in the
testing and repair of old radios.

The book’s introductory chapter uses simple
terms and solid explanations to lead the reader
into the following chapters. The basic theory of
an oscilloscope’s operation and its use is pre-
sented in language that is easy to read and un-
derstand. lllustrations supplement the text.

The later chapters provide practical informa-
tion including some “hands on” experiments us-
ing an oscilloscope. Other subjects include oscil-
loscope probes and how to observe waveforms
in a typical radio. A number of troubleshooting
examples are provided. These examples cite a
symptom, the appropriate test point and possible
solutions. The examples appear to apply to an
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AC-operated radio. If an oscilloscope is used to
troubleshoot an AC/DC radio, the use of an isola-
tion transformer to power the radio is essential.
This is a well written book that reflects Mr.
Roth’s experience and competence. While some
prior knowledge of radio circuitry may be of bene-
fit, the material in this book should be easily
understood by the neophyte. It may also serve as
a refresher for the more experienced collector.
