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EDITOR'S COMMENTS
Making the right policy change is always a diffi-

cult decision. We are happy to report that your
positive feedback on A.R.C.'s decision to separate
"For Sale" and "Wanted" ads indicates that we have
made the right choice. Most of the comments re-
ceived have been overwhelmingly favorable. We
have received no response that requests a return to
the mixed ad format. Although most letters from
readers reveal satisfaction with A.R.C. as it is, we
do take seriously suggestions that A.R.C. could
implement both economically and fairly to all.

In contrast to the largely positive response to the
separation of "For Sale" and "Wanted" ads, reader
response about new media possibilities has been
mixed. Doug Heimstead, along with his "yes" vote,
wrote: "Boy, do you have a dilemma .... to do it as
fairly as possible." Another subscriber is opposed to
the idea since he does not have a computer.

A.R.C. is seeking to bridge the gap between
those who have computers and those who do not,
so that the two camps do not develop separate
buying and selling avenues. We are looking for
ways by which all can benefit. We urge still more
comments and suggestions.

Our lead article this month features a unique
Capeheart radio/phonograph. This 28 -tube set com-
bination is in a Steinway (of piano fame) cabinet and
is hand -painted in an oriental motif. Gerald Schneider
writes about how he obtained and researched the
set, and how he ultimately met Henry Steinway who
recalls manufacturing the particular set in 1946.

Our cover introduces the article by Steve Baron
on the Ken-Rad Corporation. Steve reports on how
this vacuum tube manufacturing company grew from
making lamps in 1899, to a major tube manufacturer
in the 1920s, through several changes in owner-
ship, to making the last receiving tube in this
hemisphere in 1993.

Finding an uncommon 1923 California -manufac-
tured battery set in an Arkansas antique shop, Tom
Millward writes about this experience. The one -tube
Echophone Model J, manufactured by The Radio
Shop, is the earliest set in Tom's collection.

Three auctions appear this month. Ron Ramirez
furnished details of the Eric's Auction Service Octo-
ber auction, where a Hopalong Cassidy and a
Crosley Pup drew the highest bids. Philco sets
brought the top bids at club auctions in Denver,
Colorado, and Kearney, Nebraska.

Beaver" and the "Sage." Read Geors article to find
out what has kept him from the final, and terminal,
stage of radio obsession - sleeping and breathing
radios.

Three shorter articles are presented this month.
Scott Killgore shares his research on the meanings
of radio station call letters: for example - "World's
Largest Store" was used by Sears' station WLS.
Your editor shares photos of radio -slogan automo-
bile license plates seen at radio meets. And Gerald
Schneider reports on the grand opening of the Ra-
dio History Society's exhibit in Silver Spring,
Maryland.

Several unusual radio designs 2.-e shown in this
month's Photo Review - a silk-screened decora-
tive Bakelite panel of the 1920s Polle Royal, the
pointed -top Zaney-Gill cathedral ar J the contempo-
rary -cabinet, 1940s Philco televisbn set. In Radio
Miscellanea, readers identify two Photo Review un-
knowns, while several reader letters concerning
A.R.C. and club events coverage also appear.

Books Available Again. Several previously out -
of -print bcoks are again available. Sonoran
Publishing soon will reprint both Maurice Seivers'
Crystal Clear and Volume 2 of Alan Douglas' Radio
Manufacturers of the 1920s. Both volumes of Guy
Biraud's Radio & T.V. Collector's Guide Book are
now availatle.

Also, more widely available now is Floyd Paul's
Radio Horn Speaker Notebook -a photocopy book
containing lists, reproductions of acs, and data cov-
ering over 620 horns. For a number of years, Floyd
printed only a dozen or so copies at a time, as he
accumulated requests. Though this book is admit-
tedly not as "stick" as his Radio Horn Speaker
Encyclopedia, collectors consider t the most com-
prehensive horn speaker reference available.

Coming Radio Events. Thirty-six events across
the U. S. are scheduled for the radio collector's
February calendar. Close to A.R.0 will be the Great-
er Boston Antique Radio Collectors' February 26th
Radio XXV in Westford, Massachusetts. Last year,
over 450 people attended this 72 -table event.
A.R.C.'s editor's collection will again be available for
viewing in tne afternoon. A full -page ad in this issue
gives details. Hope to see you there.

A Steinway Capehart - Model 406N

Gerald Schneider's article is
the kind of well researched piece
A.R.C. likes to receive. The Mod-
el 406N is the most important in
Gerald's collection, and the suc-
cess of his research is owed to
his consultation with Henry Z.
Steinway, the last of the Steinway
family members associated with
the 115 -year -old famous maker
of concert pianos. Credit is also
due Fred Rice and Ted Hannah
for technical advice. (Editor)

July 1991. A dealer tele-
phones me about a radio with
an oriental -style cabinet. Some-
one else has it; he has not seen
it, but it is too big for him to
handle. Nice to get the call, since
my wife and I specialize in col-
lecting such radios!

I phone the radio's owner in
Sterling, Virginia, about an hour's
ride from my house. He describes
the piece as a Capehart radio/
record player combination in a
large, black, decorated, wood
cabinet. Sounds like one of some
interest that I saw in a Denver,
Colorado, collection while visit-
ing there. Worth a look!

My wife and I drive to the own-
er's home. The radio sits on the inside of an
upstairs landing. It is big - 40 inches high (with
top lid down), 41 inches wide, and 22 inches
deep. Brilliant, hand -painted oriental figures, flow-
ers, and landscapes are all over - inside and out,
top, front, and sides - as shown in Figure 1.
Some paintings are over 30 inches high and a foot
wide. The base cabinet color is painted matte
black, with a piano -type finish. Such artistry puts
to shame the something -like -it radio/record player
unit I saw in Denver.

The owner says everything is there; it is all origi-
nal, but it has not been played in years. That ap-
pears to be the case, although there are some loose
parts, and the record player looks incomplete.

There is a surprise on the inside of the top lid.
Printed in gold lettering are the following words:
"Sold by Steinway & Sons." No wonder the cabi-
net has such a fine piano -like elegance! How
could the owner have failed to tell us about this
legendary piano maker's involvement in advance?

With no further ado, my wife and I make an

offer on the spot. It is accepted. Now we own the
Steinway Capehart!

Moving the un t is another problem. It must
weigh 200 pounds or so - too massive for our
car or for us to carry alone. So I enlist the help of
a fellow collector friend with a van. He and I

remove the tuner chassis and amplifier to make
hauling easier. Finally, we get the Steinway Cape -
hart down the steps, into the van, and to my
house. No hernias!

The Steinway Capehart is placed in a promi-
nent location in my living room. Nearby are my
other radios with oriental -style cabinets. Boy, do I
feel good about the collection.

THE STEINWAY CONNECTION

December 1992. More than a year has passed
since I obtained the Steinway Capehart, and it
still awaits research. A promotional sale of Stein-
way pianos at a local music store sparks action. I
get the Steinway factory address from the store
and write to its advertising and public relations

director at the factory in Long Island, New York.
My letter is dated January 7, 1993. I ask about
years of production, numbers produced. retail
prices, and other pertinent information on Stein-
way radio creations.

January 20, 1993. Henry Z. Steinway himself,
pictured in Figure 2, responds in a letter from
Steinway's retail shop at 109 West 57th Street,
Manhattan. He is 77 years old and the only family
member still associated with the company. This
is the beginning of a regular correspondence and
friendship between us.

THE STEINWAY CAPEHART HISTORY

Thank goodness Henry remembers as much
as he does about my Steinway Capehart! The
company, originally incorporated in 1876, was
sold to CBS in 1972. Many records were tossed
out at the time. More records and history were
lost when Steinway & Sons was sold again in
1984 by CBS to Steinway Musical Properties.

In his first letter regarding the Steinway Cape -
hart, Henry wrote the following: "I came back from
the Army in the spring of 1945 and I renember
those cabinets, so they would have been made in
late 1945 or 1946. I was in charge of the factory at
the time and recall our retail manager, Rudolph
Freimuth, complaining that Capehart had the ma-
chinery but couldn't get any cabinets. So I sug-
gested we make a few, which we did. The design
was ours, by our designer Eugene Ayuso

"We built about 50 of them at most. And they
were costly. About 400 bucks each, which
shocked Capehart. Soon Capehart got their reg-
ular supply, and that was it. We never made any
more or any other radio cabinets."

Henry eventually came up with the orig nal cor-
respondence from Capehart's parent, Farnsworth
Television & Radio Corporation in Fort Wayne,
Indiana. His memory had been correct - the
production year was 1946. Moreover, from the
Farnsworth letter, dated November 11, 1946, and
written by Edward Ross of the drafting depart-

ment, I learned my Capehart's missing model num-
ber - 406N.

About the designer Eugene Ayuso, Henry said
this in a subsequent letter: -His father was Stein-
way's wood carver, as was his brother. Eugene was
the last survivor of Steinway's 'art case' depart-
ment, which had to do with special order pianos."

Our letter exchanges continued. I kept asking
questions, and Henry, lost records or not, came
up with many answers anc original documents.

I was to.d that my Steinway Capehart may
have been the only one that was additionally
"Chinesed," or specially decorated. Mme. Lan-
dau was the artist. All Henry recalls is that she
lived on the Lower East Side in Manhattan and
that "she did all the Chinese Chippendale herself,
from her own design or inspiration."

While Steinway & Sons never made other radio
cabinets, they did sell radios from 1939 to 1949.
All sales were at the Manhattan store where Rob-
ert Caswell was in charge of the -adio and televi-
sion operations. He left after Steinway stopped
selling radios, and nothing more is known of him.

I welcome any additional info-mation readers
have about the people mentioned in this article.

THE CAPEHART MODEL 406N

Technical information for my Model 406N Stein-
way Capehart radio/record player combination
was supplied by Fred Rice of Philadelphia. Fred,
the most knowledgeable person about Capeharts
I know, has restored seven major Capeharts over
the past 15 years.

According to Fred, Capehart spared no ex-
pense in producing the 1946 N Series models.
My Capehart unit alone, without the cabinet, re-
tailed for about 51,400 at the time.

The tuner chassis uses 17 tubes. Separate
front ends and tubes serve the AM and FM sec-
tions. Miniature tubes - Type 6AG5 - are used
for the FM RF and mixer stages. A Type 6C4
tube is employed as the oscillator.

All IFs use Type 6SK7 tubes: (3) in the FM IF,
and (2) in the AM IF. There is one Type 6SK7
tube in the AM RF stage. A Type 6SA7 tube is
used for the AM mixer, and a Type 6J5 tube for
its oscillator. Type 6H6 tubes find use in both the
AM detector and FM ratio detector.

Capehart did not use a limiter -discriminator in
this model as it did before World War II. It claimed
that the ratio detector was insensitive to noise on
very weak signals (a plus). Consequently, Cape -
hart did not waste a tube as a limiter.

A dual eye -tube, a Tyoe 6AF6G, is used with
the Type 6SN7GT control tube. Another Type
6SN7GT serves as the first audio stage and cath-
ode follower.

Meanwhile, a Type 6J7 tube is used as a
phonograph preamplifier stage for Capehart's
unusual pickup. A strain relief element changes
resistance when a record is played. DC voltage is
applied to the element, and a blocking capacitor
lets the signal pass while keeping the DC current
from the preamplifier grid.

Capeh art's 400 series models use an N-1 pow-
er amplifier exclusively. This 30 -watt power am-
plifier is a well designed unit. Four 6J5 tubes are

used: one as an input stage,
one as a phase splitter, and
two as push-pull drivers. They
supply needed drive for the four
push-pull parallel 2A3 triodes. A
Type 5Y3GT tube supplies fixed
bias for the output stage, while
a pair of Type 5U4G tubes pow-
er the entire set.

In summary, for tubes, the
tuner chassis has 17 tubes: (3)
miniatures - (2) Type 6AG5
and (1) 6C4; and (14) octals -
(6) Type 6SK7, (2) Type 6H6,
(2) Type 6SN7GT, (1 each) Type
6SA7, 6J5, 6J7, and (1) Type
6AF6G eye tube. The amplifier/
power supply has 11 tubes: (4)
Type 6J5, (4) Type 2A3, (2) Type
5U4, and (1) 5Y3GT. Twenty-
eight tubes in all!

My model additionally uses a
new 41E record changer that
was an improved version of the
pre -World War II 16E changer.
It plays up to 16 records, one
side or both sides, in proper se-
quence. The pickup tracks at 3/4
ounce and is lightweight com-
pared to the pre -World War II pickups. A me-
chanical play control can be preset to shut the
unit off at a predetermined time.

The loudspeaker is the Western Electric 728B.
This studio monitor speaker is capable of handling
30 watts continuously. It has a 5 -pound magnet
and a 4 -inch diameter voice coil. Capehart listed
this speaker for remote installations at $175 in
1946!

The radio has decorative, clear, Lucite knobs,
as shown in Figure 3. These are unique to Cape -
hart. At the top middle between the knobs is the
Type 6AF6G ("green eye") tube. Less rare, but
saved only for some of Capehart's best sets, is
the vertical dial with AM, SW, and FM bands.

One mystery remains - what did this Stein-
way Capehart sell for? Henry Z. Steinway cannot

recall. No literature on the set has been found. A
sales ad, however, may have appeared in the
Herald Tribune, now extinct, or The New York
Times. My next task, in addition to putting the unit
in operating orde, is to check back issues of
these newspapers from 1946 and 1947 for ads. I
just need time to do this, probably using microfilm
copies that exist at the Library of Congress.

Collector Profile
Gerald and Dorothy Schneider are featured

in a Washington Post article of June 30, 1994,
which describes the collection of 51 radios
that decorate their home. Radios in an Orien-
tal motif predominate, although only four ac-
tually come from the Orient -a 1959 Toshi-
ba transistor model shaped like a rice bowl
with hand -painted lotus flowers, and three
1950s Sharp radios, built when Japan was
still under occupation. Among the treasures
are three 1929 Crosley Gemchest radio mod-
els, which are small "Chinese Chippendale"
metal consoles in three colors - Nanking
green, Peking red, and Manchu black.

The guiding principle for the Schneiders is

that they do not stockpile radios; that is, if a
radio cannot be displayed properly, they get
rid of it. As a result, track lighting illuminates
the built-in shelves that are painted off-white,
in order not to distract from the radios, while
careful dusting is an important maintenance
routine. Almost the entire collection is tuned
to WWDC-AM, which plays music almost ex-
clusively of the 1940s and 1950s.

The Schneiders' dedication to their collection
is clear from their professed goal - "to furnish
the entire house with things that are radios."

Call Letter Meanings
BY SCOTT KILLGORE

Scott Killgore's experience in radio as a news
reporter and director led to his interest in call
letter meanings. He promises more articles on
this subject and would appreciate hearing call
letter stories from A.R.C. readers. (Editori

All radio stations have names - call letters -
and many of these have special meaning That's
especially true of the oldest stations. In the early
days, the government would randomly assign
letters, but specific letters could be requested.
Stories abound about the meanings, and some of
those stories conflict. Some stations have
changed hands several times, so finding the real
call letter story can be difficult. It is interesting
though to consider the origins of these 3- and 4 -
letter combinations.

There are many other interesting calls in each
of these categories. Stations with 3 -letter calls are
among the oldest. The Federal Radio Commission
decided early on that the supply of 3 -letter
combinations would not meet the demand for
broadcast licenses, so it settled on 4 -letter
combinations, dramatically increasing the number
of possible call letters.

Very early, the government also decided that
stations east of the Mississippi River would begin
with "W," while those west of the Mississippi River
would begin with "K." There are some exceptions,
such as KYW-Philadelphia, Pennsylvania; KDKA-
Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania; WHO-Des Moines,
Iowa; WHB-Kansas City. Missouri; WIBW-
Topeka, Kansas; WFAA-Dallas, Texas; and a few
others. These stations received their call letter
assignments before this government ruling.

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VINTAGE VACUUM TUBES

Ken-Rad, and The Last Receiving Tube
in the Western Hemisphere

BY STEVE BARON

The following story is a slice of Kentucky in-
dustrial life, first published in the Mid -South An-
tique Radio Collectors' "Newsletter." Steve Baron
traces the history of the Ken-Rad Corporation,
makers of vacuum tubes, from 1899 to 1993
when the company gave up manufacturing tubes.
Steve's account of the decline of jobs in Owens-
boro, Kentucky, since the 1960s brings home the
recent economic plight of American workers, par-
ticularly in the manufacturing sector. (Editor)

On the afternoon of June 17, 1993, a skilled
technician in Owensboro, Kentucky, attached a
vacuum tube to its base, repeating a task that had
been done by thousands of other workers mil-
lions of times before. However, this was a tube
with a difference - the last general purpose
receiving tube to be made in the United States,
the last link in the long history of the once -huge
radio tube industry.

In a room crowded with onlookers, the con-
struction of the last tube took place in the tube
plant of MPD Inc., an Owensboro -based elec-
tronics company. While not a household name,
MPD is the direct descendant of the Ken-Rad
Tube & Lamp Corp., as well as of the vacuum
tube division of the General Electric Company.

Ken-Rad was one of the largest of the inde-
pendent tube manufacturers during the heyday of
the vacuum tube. It was also the only radio -
related company of any national significance to
be based in the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

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Founded in 1899 as the Kentucky Electric Lamp
Co., the company initially produced electric gen-
erators, motors and incandescent bulbs. The com-
pany moved to a new factory on Ninth Street in
1902, but the operation stayed relatively small
with only a handful of employees.

In 1918, Roy Burlew of Emporium, Pennsylva-
nia, bought Kentucky Electric for $55,000, hoping
to be able to gain lucrative government contracts
for war -related production of light bulbs. Burlew
was able to close the purchase deal on November
8, three days before the armistice. Despite the bad
break, Burlew persevered and the company expe-
rienced slow growth. Eventually, his luck changed.

The turning point came in 1922, when Burlew
and his 175 employees used their experience
with incandescent bulbs to begin making vacuum
tubes for the young radio industry. Local legend
has it that the radio tube business was inspired by
a casual conversation between Burlew and one
of his light bulb customers in Chicago. In any
event, it was a wise business decision, and within
a few years, the radio tube operation had far
outgrown the light bulb business.

KEN-RAD CORPORATION

Burlew incorporated the tube business in 1925
as a separate company called the Ken-Rad Corp.
By the beginning of 1929, Ken-Rad was firmly es-
tablished as a major national player in the radio tube
industry, selling tubes under its own name and
supplying private -brand tubes for other companies.

Needing further expansion, Bur-
lew incorporated a holding com-
pany, the Ken-Rad Tube & Lamp
Corp. This company assumed
ownership of the radio tube and
light bulb companies and issued
175,000 shares of stock.

Its strong position as an in-
dustrial leader enabled Ken-Rad
to survive the Depression and,
in fact, to thrive. Employment
reached 1,000 by 1933, and the
next year another addition to the
factory was built. There were
2,100 employees at the end of
1936, the year that the two op-
erating subsidiaries (Ken-Rad
Corp. and Kentucky Electric
Lamp Co.) were dissolved and
their assets consolidated into the
holding company in an effort to
streamline the organization.
1937 saw the construction of yet



another large addition to the plant, which by then
occupied an entire city block. Figure 1 depicts the
Ken-Rad Tube and Lamp Corp. plant, circa 1930s,
on an old postcard. Figure 2 shows a typical Ken-
Rad ad in one of the several radio marketing
publications of the 1930s.

WORLD WAR II ACTIVITY

Although Burlew had missed
World War I from a business stand-
point, the next war was an entirely
different story. During World War
II, Ken-Rad received major con-
tracts from the Signal Corps, in-
cluding enough orders for trans-
mitting tubes and cathode ray tubes
to justify organizing a subsidiary
company, the Ken-Rad Transmit-
ting Tube Corp.

The fact that Ken-Rad pros-
pered due to military contracts is well illustrated
by employment statistics: there were 2,100 em-
ployees at the end of 1940; 3,491 at the end of
1942; and 4,500 in 1943. This dramatic growth
led to the establishment of branch factories at
Bowling Green, Kentucky, and at Huntingburg
and Tell City, Indiana.

Ken-Rad made the headlines in April of 1944,
when a labor dispute threatened to interrupt pro-
duction. Because Ken-Rad's products were con-
sidered essential to the war effort. President Fran-
klin D. Roosevelt ordered the War Department to
take over and operate the plant. Ken-Rad immedi-
ately filed suit challenging the seizure, but a little
over a month later, an agreement was reached and
the plant returned to the control of the owners.

Ken-Rad made the news again in 1945 for an
entirely different reason. On January 2, the com-
pany sold its entire receiving tube business to the
General Electric Co. for $5.5 million. Then on
May 15, Ken-Rad sold its incandescent lamp
business to Westinghouse Electric Corp. in a
transaction valued at $1.2 million. Following the
latter sale, Ken-Rad Tube & Lamp Corp. was
dissolved. However, GE continued using the Ken-
Rad brand name for a time.

CONSUMER ELECTRONICS BOOM
1950s -1960s

Despite the change of ownership, production
of tubes at the Ninth Street complex of buildings
in Owensboro continued without interruption. As
military contracts wound down in the late 1940s,
the consumer electronics market experienced ex-
plosive growth, fueled especially by the boom in
television. Television receivers typically used as
many as 20 to 30 tubes, so business was good.

In 1956, GE built a 110,000 square foot factory
on Hartford Road so production would be further
expanded. By the end of the decade, the transistor
had begun making inroads into the radio tube mar-
ket, but the advent of color television enabled the
company to continue prospering well into the 1960s.

Employment peaked in 1966 at approximately
6,600. To appreciate how significant this growth
was, one must keep in mind that Owensboro was
a city of less than 50,000 population. Today, the
number of manufacturing jobs provided by all
employers in the county totals just 6,300. As one

historian wrote, Ken-Rad (and later GE) was truly
"the biggest thing in Owensboro.'"

VACUUM TUBE DECLINE - 1970s -1980s

The vacuum tube business entered its inevitable
decline in the late 1960s. In 1970, GE opened a
factory in Singapore to make miniati.re tube mounts,
a move that caused considerable concern among

the citizenry of Owensboro. In ex-
plaining the development. Gener-
al Manager George Farnsworth
said "We have three basic prob-
lems: (1) the change from receiv-
ing tubes to solid-state technolo-
gy; (2) the increase in the number
of imported television sets sold in
the United States; and (3) the sig-
nificant use of imported tubes in
this country.

"The Japanese are most ag-
gressive in miniature tubes from a price standpoint.
In some instances, the Japanese are selling tubes
at a price lower than our direct cost or manufactur-
ing these tubes.... We must make these mounts in
Singapore or the Japanese will price us out of the
marketplace."

Farnsworth also addressed the concern that
GE needed to bring new product lines to the
Owensboro plant as the receiving tube business
declined. "We are making an aggressive effort to

take business away from our competitors [prima-
rily RCA and Sylvania]. Where we have the op-
portunity, we are investing in expanding new prod-
ucts which serve the communications, automo-
tive and computer industries. We're doing every-
thing possible to keep our department strong."

The GE operation in Owensboro changed fun-
damentally in the 1970s. By mid -decade, employ-
ment had dropped to just 1,200. The Tell City plant,
last of the World War II era branch 'actories, was
closed in 1974. In 1978, the relatively modern
Hartford Road plant was turned over to GE's small
AC motors division, and the receiving tube produc-
tion section reverted to the Ninth Street complex.

The company branched into the production of
other electronic devices, including vidicon cam-
era tubes and microwave communication compo-
nents. Several of these new products made use
of the company's important developments in the

science of ceramic -to -metal seals, an outgrowth
of its receiving tube experience.

Although receiving tube production continued
into the 1980s, it was now a small part of the
business. Reflecting this decline, GE's Owens-
boro operation was no longer called the "Receiv-
ing Tube Department," but rather the "Microwave
Products Department."

FROM GE TO MPD INC.

When GE merged with RCA Corp. in 1986, a
federal antitrust order required it to divest the
vidicon production line in Owensboro, since RCA
was already producing vidicons elsewhere. GE
opted to sell the entire Owensboro plant to an
investor group, which took ownership on Jan. 1,
1987. With the new name of MPD Inc., as noted
in its logo shown in Figure 3, and still occupying
the old factory complex, the new company contin-
ued to produce high tech electronic devices for
military and commercial use.

Receiving tube production continued, although
it occupied only a few dozen of MPD's 500 em-
ployees. For about a year after MPD took over,
the tubes continued to carry the GE brand, but
later production carried the MPD name. A 1988
MPD brochure described the tube business in
this way: "We supply radio tubes for the high -
quality end of the high-fidelity audiophile market.
Our tubes are also found in amplifiers used by
musical performers. Radio and TV broadcasting
equipment makers and manufacturers of welder
controllers and non -CB mobile radio gear are
also current customers

"Though this is a declining market in a solid-
state world, we maintain this fine-tuned manufac-
turing capability. It is a unique capacity to fabri-
cate devices comprised of many small parts where
careful, precise spacing is required, and where
chemical control of confined gases and coated
substrates is crucial."

In view of the relatively tiny market for vacuum
tubes, it might seem amazing that they were still in
production in 1988. In fact, MPD continued making
them well into 1993, by which time they had be-
come the only producer in the entire Western Hemi-
sphere. "It was one of those businesses that wouldn't
let go," said Charles Mattingly of MPD. "People
kept wanting to order them." But clearly, time was
running out, and MPD told its customers that it was
time to place their final orders.

THE END OF AN ERA

June 17, 1993, was set as the date for the final
tubes to be manufactured. All former employees
were invited to an open house and ceremony.
Some 500 turned up to take part in the historic
event, including Stanley Burlew, son of the
founder. Honorary cohosts were seven current
MPD employees who had been with the company
since the Ken-Rad days. One was Madge Freels,
who began assembling radio tubes in 1939, little
suspecting that she would become one of the last
people in the country to do so.

As the visitors looked on, the final tubes - Type
6550A beam power amplifiers - were assembled,
evacuated and sealed. One was given to each
employee as a memento of the occasion. The third

from last tube was set aside to be displayed in the
MPD offices; the second from last was given to
MPD President Gary Braswell; and the very last
tube was presented to Stanley Burlew.

And so ended a major chapter in the history of
electronics in the United States. Fortunately, MPD
chose to recognize and honor its roots in holding
the June 17 "last tube" event. The company has
also generously agreed to store several pieces of
tube production equipment until the Owensboro
Area Museum is able to build a suitable display
space. The remainder of the equipment is being
scrapped or sold for unrelated uses.

Mattingly of MPD is confident that receiving
tubes will never again be mass produced in this
country. The small remaining market would make
it impossible to justify the expense of building the
furnaces, vacuum machinery, and other special-
ized equipment needed to produce tubes, he
says. Similarly, it would be prohibitively expen-
sive to order the special metal alloys for cathodes
and other internal parts.

Despite the end of the receiving tube, MPD
remains as a strong company with a high-tech
product line that will carry it well into the next
century. Vidicon camera tubes, planar microwave
tubes and radar devices continue to be made in
the same factory buildings that helped fuel the
radio revolution seven decades ago.

Robert and Shirley Schafbuch's "Emerson Model

Unknown" in the December 1994 Photo Review prompted
responses from Ron Wickman, Robert Davis, Ron
Boucher, William Farrelly, Gerald Larsen, and Michael
Harla. The consensus is that the set is within the FL -414
to FL -419 series, circa 1941, and that the 12SP 7 tube
should be an 12S07 (see Rider's, Vol. XIII, p. 15).

Three of the six respondents are convinced that the
model number is FL -419, while Wickman says he owns
the set, and it is an FL -417. Farrelly sent a 1942 dealer's
brochure showing an FL -419; however, its number of
speaker louvres differs from the Photo Review model.
Larsen suggests that the set could be a Model FT (see
Rider's, Vol. XVII, p. 3). In this regard, owners could
check the electrolytic capacitor, which in the "Fr has 3
elements and in the "FL", 2 elements. Many thanks for
these responses.

The Radio Shop Model J Echophone, 1923
BY T.W.MILLWARD

On a recent trip through
southwest Arkansas, we
stopped in a very small town for
lunch, and while there, visited a
few local antique shops. My wife
Dona was looking for anything
that brought back memories, and
I, of course, was looking for old
radios.

One shop had a few radios,
but none of real interest, until I

spotted an old one -tube regen-
erative receiver that really looked
pitiful. It was dirty and full of
mud dauber nests. Stuffed in-
side the battery compartment
was a completely rusted set of
Brandes headphones and an old
telegraph key, both of which led
me to believe that this set once
was owned by an early ham op-
erator.

The brass plate inside the
cabinet lid read "Licensed Un-
der Armstrong U.S. Pats. For
Experimental Use Only." A pa-
per notice on the bottom of the
cabinet stated in part, "for ama-
teur and experimental use only."
It took very little examination on
my part to determine that this fli111.11.
was a very old set and a real
collector's item.

I told my wife that I wanted
this set, so she did a little dicker-
ing with the proprietor about the
price. I had been willing to pay
the marked price, but soon a
much lower price was agreed
upon. After making our purchas-
es and before leaving the shop,
we were asked, "Why would any-
one want to hear an echo?" Ob-
viously, the proprietor had ob-
served the "Echophone" label on
the front of the set.

I tried to explain that this
"thing" was a radio, but to her, it
wasn't marked "Philco" or "Em-
erson," etc., so it wasn't a radio.

Once home, I consulted Alan
Douglas' Radio Manufacturers
of the 1920's and discovered Figure 2. A view of the Echophone Model J panel, showing the dial
that I had found a 1923 Radio details. A truly beautiful panel layout.

Shop/Echophone Model J, manufactured in
Sunnyvale, California. My reference also indicat-
ed that, in 1920, Mr. A. Bessey and Mr. T. Lam-
bert of The Radio Shop had acquired a license
from Armstrong to build regenerative tuners for
the amateur equipment market. This expiained
the various markings on the set that I had found.

RESTORATION

The initial cleaning consisted only of removing
mud dauber nests, large chunks of debris, and
old battery leads that exited the rear of the cabi-
net. The basic radio appeared to be in very good
shape. I attached my battery eliminator but lad to
bypass the filament rheostat because it had dete-
riorated to a point of being unusable. To my
surprise, I was able to pick up two local stations
using a very short antenna and no ground.

Since the initial test run, I have refinished the
exterior of the cabinet, which is oak. The inside of
the cabinet is stained mahogany and unfinished,
for some unknown reason. The partition that sep-
arates the chassis from the battery set is missing.
I surmise that it was removed to accommodate a
larger -than -intended battery and/or to maFe ac-
cess to an external battery easier.

The UV -199 tube and the tube socket ad3pter,
which I found tucked away in a corner of the set,
have been replaced with a CX-301A tube. The

filament rheostat has been rewound and the set
thoroughly cleaned and oolished. The original
wavelength (tuning) and regeneration (tickler)
variometers, as well as the capacitors and the 2-
megohm grid leak resistor, were in perfect shape.
An interior view of the restored radio is shown in
Figure 3.

This is a beautiful set, both visually and func-
tionally, so the next time someone asks you,
"Why would anyone want to hear an echo?" -
get it!

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RADIO RAMBLINGS...

The Radio Collector - In Four Stages
BY GEOFF SHEARER

Geoff Shearer writes, "For some time, I've had
the urge to write an article, but I keep finding the
same excuse - I don't have time."We're glad he
found the time because it's important that we
hear the views of relatively new collectors. Their
enthusiasm assures a bright future for the radio
collecting community. (Editor)

I've had the privilege of being a collector for
over three years now and probably have very
little ground to stand on to be classified as a
"prime" collector. However, I've come to believe
that this hobby is more than the "feeding frenzy"
too often associated with a really "fine" radio -
believe me, I enjoy the hunt as much as anyone
else. But more important is the admiration of
cabinet design, the deep sound of a large speak-
er, the search for the "proper" grille cloth, tubes
and knobs, and especially, the comradery of kin-
dred collectors.

Sure, there are those who collect as a busi-
ness, and although there is a little animosity to-
ward these folk (some say they're driving prices
up and ruining the hobby), let's face it - we
should feel sorry for them because they're miss-
ing a great deal.

For example, we have enjoyed finding some
nice pieces at reasonable prices, with a little bit of
work. I say "we" because Wendy, my bride of 22
years, is also a collector and almost always gets
better bargains than I do.

THE RADIO BRIDE -A NEW CATEGORY
(NOT EVERY WIFE IS A RADIO WIDOW)
Let me drop my first secret here. Guys, Wendy

became a collector after I had given her for Christ-
mas the cutest little Monarch cathedral you've
ever seen - she loved it, took ownership, and
started looking for other cute little cathedrals.
She volunteered to strip the non -original paint
from a Belmont 5D128 that I had given up on and
did a marvelous job. Recognizing her ability to
refinish cabinets and her attention to detail, I

realized that Wendy had become part of the
"team." She prices the radios, not I, because I
"give them away." Along the way, we have picked
up about 280 more radios. If I had kept them all,
Wendy would have left me, and this article would
never have been written.

My very first radio was or is, since obviously I

couldn't sell it, a Zenith T-825, the 1955 Bakelite
table model with a big speaker in the center. The
bass sound is incredible. This T-825 is brown, but
I've also picked up a beige one and a green one; I'd
like to find a nice grey one to finish out the colors.

Our collecting has worked backwards through

the 1940s to the 1930s, and it has now dipped
into the 1920s. My radios range from crystal sets
(British job and Star K-1) to sets of the early
1950s. I fancy the larger cathedrals, Art Deco
1930s and 1940s, and the Zenith large dial radi-
os (anyone got a Walton to unload?). Wendy, on
the other hand, loves the little cathedrals, early
1930s consoles and wood tabletops - all in all, a
good balance for a couple who enjoy the hobby.

And for those skeptics who don't believe that
couples can do this together, ask the folks at
Elgin about Wendy - there was talk that I could
get top dollar for her in the auction. Alas, the only
thing I would trade her for is a Stratosphere -
just kidding!

THE EDGE COLLECTORS
This leads me to the thrust of this small exposé

- we all have different tastes but we're all bound
by our interest in radios. I briefly mentioned those
who do it purely for profit, and, as I've said, I feel
they're missing a lot. At swap meets, they're in
the middle of the "feeding frenzy," and if you're
really squeamish about them, don't attend the
large meets (i.e. Elgin). There you'll see them
talk someone down on the price of a radio, and
then take it back to their own tables to mark it up
50-100 percent. This group might be called the
"Edge Collectors." They deal in radios but don't
really get into them.

As an aside, I h,ghly recommend Elgin. We got
some terrific buys (Crosley 148, Fada LA -60,
etc.), sold all but three items, met wonderful peo-
ple, and left with 31 radios stacked to the ceiling
in our minivan. Next time, we're renting a U -Haul!
Let's talk about the next group of collector.. .

THE SHELF COLLECTORS

Our next group - the "Shelf Collectors" -
collects radios because they're attractive and they
pose as a potential investment. Unless the "Shelf
Collectors" have a Zenith T-825, they're not real-
ly particular about sound quality; after all, it's
tough competing with a CD player. They collect
to display and may or may not insist that a radio
plays. They'll find someone to fix it for them, if
they're serious enough. That's how I got started
and then moved to the next phase.. .

The next phase - the "Eager Beavers" -
encompasses a large group of people who want
to know what makes a radio tick, and when they
find out, they're hooked. They find out where to
get schematics (this is a must), start going to club

meetings to swap radios, tubes, and what -have -
you, and begin repairing (the really fun part).

These collectors start out buying every radio
they can get their hands on, unless they go bank-
rupt first. They buy test equipment and capaci-
tors, grab the junk box full of resistors in the
auction and start asking the next phase of collec-
tors questions like, "How come I've got high volt-
age on the cathodes?" Scary, huh!?

This kind of collector is dangerous. Aside from
the practical jokes high voltage capacitors can
play, he can be obsessed with radios. lose his
wife, children, house, and dog (not necessarily in
that order), and end up talking, even sleeping
and breathing radios. This group is large and has
a wide range of affliction. If the disease is diag-
nosed in the early stages, it can be controlled. If it
proceeds to the latter stages without going into
the next phase of collecting, it can be fatal. Al-
though I'm still in this stage, Wendy nas been
nursing me back to health.

THE SAGE STAGE
The next stage of collecting might be called

the "Sage Stage." These individuals are looking
for quality pieces to add to their collections at a
fair price. The "fair price" issue nearly makes
these collectors extinct, except that they know
how to repair radios from circuit to cabinet, and
where to get any and all parts. They can turn a
junker from a garage sale or auction into a Zenith
Walton. They have been collecting for a while (I
haven't met an exception), have a good collec-
tion of 100 -plus radios, and are willing to share
time and experience with us "newbies."

The "Sages" are the backbone of radio collect-
ing, and you can spot them at every meeting and
swap meet. They are the ones setting up chairs
and tables for you, making sure the tubes get to
the meeting so you'll be able to fix your radio at
reasonable prices. They provide the grille cloth
you need, the technical demos to help you along,
and the behind -the -scenes preparation to ensure
you have a good meeting. They provide your
newsletter. They provide a schematic and library
service to the membership. To most of us they
are the nameless and selfless - the backbone of
radio collecting In America.

So, where am I going with this article? I have
learned to view each collector as an individual,
participating in the preservation of an important
part of our nation's history. Is it relevant that he
personally collects radio, or that he restores it to
its original operating capacity, or that he sells it
for what ha paid for it, even after he hunted for it
and repaired it? Or should the emphasis be sim-
ply on saving one of these relics from the junk
pile (I've had this pleasure) and having it proudly
displayed on someone's shelf (a little plug for the
"Shelf Collector")? The answer Is yours.

Eric's Auction Service, Olney, Illinois, held its
fifth annual antique radio auction on Sunday,
October 30,1994. Auctioneer Eric Bruner sold
around 200 items at a very fast pace in 41/2 hours.
The auction featured some tubes, test equip-
ment, and books, in addition to radios.

Attendance was up from 1993, as warmer
weather brought out more bidders. Unfortunately,
the number of quality items was down, continuing
a trend from 1993, as plastic and Bakelite radios
from the 1950s, the 1960s, and even the 1970s
were prevalent. More transistor radios were of-
fered at this year's sale, while only a few tomb-
stones and cathedrals went on the auction block.

A mixup in advertising prompted auctioneer
Bruner to postpone the sale until 1 P.M. (CST). As
in the past four years, the auction was advertised
in A.R.C. with a starting time of 11 A.M.; however,
advertising in other outlets called for a 1 P.M. start.
Therefore, most attendees spent several hours
visiting with one another and looking over the
items time and again, waiting for the 1 P.M. start.

Highlights of this year's sale included an Arvin
Hopalong Cassidy at $610, a Crosley Pup with
headphones and a WD -12 tube (condition of tube
unknown) at $360, a Neutrowound 1926 Super -6
missing two tube covers at $285, and a Hoffman
solar -powered transistor radio at $100.

Not all items are listed, as no model num-
bers were given out, and several 1960s and 1970s
generic plastic sets, which are of no relevance
here, also sold.

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RESTORATION TOPICS

Testing Power Transformers
COMPILED BY RAY BINTLIFF FROM INFORMATION PROVIDED BY ROY KRUSBERG

This article is a compilation of readers' letters
written in response to Walter Mosley's request for
information that appeared in the July 1994 issue
of A.R.C. (Editor)

The need to test a power transformer may
occur when the transformer is already installed in
a radio, or it may be necessary to test a trans-
former as a separate unit. This article describes
methods for testing power transformers in each
situation.

A typical power transformer found in old radios
has a primary winding that is connected to the
power line and three separate secondary wind-
ings that provide the operating voltages for the
radio. These secondary windings consist of a
high voltage winding that is usually center -tapped,
a low voltage winding that supplies the filament
voltage for all tubes except the rectifier, and a
separate low voltage winding for the rectifier's
filament. Please note that safety precautions must
be observed when testing any power transformer
since high voltages will be present when the
transformer is "powered up."

IN -CIRCUIT RESISTANCE TESTING

The transformer should be tested with AC power
off. Rather than just turning the radio's power switch
off, the set's AC line cord should be unplugged.

As the first step, take a resistance measurement
of the transformer's primary winding. The resis-
tance of the primary winding will probably fall in the
range of 20 to 40 ohms. Next, measure the resis-
tance of the high voltage secondary winding (plate -
to -plate of the rectifier tube). Record these values
for future reference. If either of these windings is
open, then obviously the transformer is bad. If the
high voltage winding is not open, then measure the
resistance from the transformer's center tap to
each plate pin of the rectifier tube's socket.

The resistance of each half of the winding should
be approximately the same. If the readings differ
substantially, then there may be shorted turns in
the winding with the lower resistance reading. This
condition indicates that the transformer is probably
bad, and this suspicion can be confirmed when
power is applied to the transformer.

It is unlikely that the filament windings will be
bad; consequently, a resistance check of those
windings can be skipped. In any event, a problem
in these windings will become evident when pow-
er is applied to the transformer. After the resis-
tance tests are completed, the transformer may

be tested with power applied.

IN -CIRCUIT TESTING UNDER POWER

Some additional equipment is required to per-
form in -circuit tests with power applied. This equip-
ment consists of a variable transformer (com-
monly referred to as a variac) that is used to vary
the AC line voltage and an AC voltmeter that is
used to monitor the output voltage of the variac.
Some variacs contain a convenient built-in volt-
meter, and thus, a separate AC voltmeter is not
required. In addition, a second AC voltmeter is
needed to monitor the voltage produced by the
transformer's high voltage winding.

To set up this test, the variac must be turned
off, and then the radio should be plugged into the
variac's output receptacle. If an AC voltmeter is
not an integral part of the variac, then an AC
voltmeter should be connected across the output
of the variac. A voltmeter with a full scale of 150
volts should be satisfactory.

The second AC voltmeter is then connected to
one-half of the high voltage winding. In this case, a
meter with a full scale of 300 to 400 volts will be
required. Although we speak of voltmeters with
specific full scale readings, these voltmeters can
be multimeters set to the appropriate AC voltage
ranges. The radio's rectifier tube(s) must be re-
moved before any voltage measurements are made.

To initiate tes:ing, the variac should be set to
zero, and then the variac and the radio should be
switched on. Next, slowly turn the variac knob to
increase the line voltage and observe the high
voltage reading on the meter that is connected
across one-half of the high voltage secondary
winding. An erratic reading may indicate a prob-
lem in the high voltage winding.

As the variac is turned up, listen for hum or
crackling sounds that might be caused by insula-
tion breakdown or shorted turns. Use your nose
to detect overheating or burning insulation. If
there are no apparent problems, keep increasing
the line voltage to about 120 volts as read by the
line voltage meter, and then note the voltage
reading on the meter connected to the high volt-
age winding.

To complete the testing of the high voltage
winding, switch off the variac and connect the
meter across the other half of the high voltage
winding. Then switch on the variac and compare
the reading with the reading taken previously. The
two voltage readings should be reasonably close.

Although most failures occur in a transformer's
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high voltage windings, it is possible that the trou-
ble could be in the primary or filament winding.
Checking the filament voltages is relatively easy.
Most likely, the rectifier tube is a Type 80, in
which case the filament voltage at the tube sock-
et should be slightly higher than 5 volts. Without
the rectifier in its socket, there is no load on the
filament winding, and it is normal to observe a
somewhat higher voltage. You did remember to
remove the rectifier tube, didn't you?

As for the other low voltage filament winding,
typical readings will be 2.5 or 6.3 volts depending
upon the tube types used in the radio. However,
some early AC -operated radios used tubes with
filaments that operated from 1.5 volts, 5 volts, or
a combination of the two voltages. When two
different filament voltages are used, the power
transformer will contain two separate filament
windings, in addition to the winding for the rectifi-
er filament. A rough check of the filament vo'tage
can be made by simply observing the brilliance of
the dial lamps.

The purpose of using the variac to increase the
line voltage slowly is to give you the opportunity
to detect any problems. Use your built-in sensors:
your sense of smell, hearing, sight and touch.
Can you smell burning insulation or melting wax?
Can you hear humming or crackling? Can you
see melting wax or smoke? Touch the transform-
er's case; is it hot? Any of these symptoms wid tell
you that the transformer is defective.

The reason for removing the rectifier tube is
that it disconnects the transformer from any prob-
lems that may exist in the high voltage power
supply circuitry. A shorted filter capacitor will cause
excessive current to be drawn and the pcwer
transformer will overheat. This condition might be
diagnosed incorrectly as a bad power transformer.

At this point, if all indications point to a good
transformer, then the next step is to test the
transformer at full load by replacing the rectifier
tube in its socket. Make certain that the power is
off before inserting the rectifier tube in its socket.
Any questionable filter capacitors should be re-
placed before turning on the power.

Now the radio can be turned on with the variac
set to zero. Slowly increase the variac, and be
alert for any indications of trouble. If all seems
OK, then measure the DC voltage at the input
filter capacitor to see if B+ is at a reasonable
level. Depending upon the radio's intended oper-
ating voltage, a B supply voltage in the range of
300 to 400 volts is likely. If there are no apparent
signs of a problem, let the radio "cook" for about
an hour, but check it periodically for odors, noises
and overheating.

OUT -OF -CIRCUIT TESTING

Out -of -circuit testing of a transformer is ac-
complished much like the in -circuit testing de-
scribed above. If the windings of a transformer
can be identified, it is a simple matter to perform
the resistance tests described in "In -Circuit Re-
sistance Testing" above.

However, before an unknown transformer can
be tested, the wire leads or terminals of a trans-
former must be identified. Wires or terminals that
are common to a given winding can be found by

running a continuity check with an ohmmeter. For
example, the resistance of the primary winding
will probably read in the 20- to 40 -ohm range and
should not have continuity with any other wires,
except for transformers witn a tapped primary.

The high voltage winding is easily identified
because it will produce the highest resistance
reading, on the order of 100 to 200 ohms. The
third wire of the high voltage winding is the cen-
ter -tap. As the name "center -tap" implies, the
resistance reading from the center -tap to either
side of the high voltage winding should be one-
half of the full winding's resistance value. A signif-
icant difference in resistance may indicate short-
ed turns.

The filament windings can be identified by their
low resistance readings, usually 1 ohm or less.
Usually, the wires for the filaments will be of a
larger wire size. And they are frequently solid
conductors, whereas the primary winding and
high voltage secondary windings usually use
stranded wire. In some radios, a center -tapped
filament winding is used to minimize AC hum.
Such a filament winding can be identified be-
cause you w ll find a low resistance winding with
continuity to three wires rather than the usual
two. Its low resistance distinguishes it from the 3 -
wire high voltage winding.

As each set of wire leads or terminals is identi-
fied, it should be marked. Masking tape, adhe-
sive -backed labels, or small tags may be used for
this purpose.

After all wires or terminals are identified, resis-
tance checks of the primary and the high voltage
secondary may be performed as described above.

OUT -OF -CIRCUIT VOLTAGE TESTS

After all of the leads have been identified and if
the resistance tests seem to be correct, the trans-
former can be powered up.

The procedure for testing a transformer out of
the circuit with power applied is similar to that
described under "In -Circuit Testing Under Pow-
er." However extreme caution should be taken
because of the dangerous voltages that will be
present. Before applying power to the primary
winding, make certain that all wire leads are ar-
ranged for easy and safe access when the volt-
age measurements are taken. Bare wires must
not be touching. Wires that are common to a
particular winding should be grouped but sepa-
rated from the wires coming from otter windings.

With the AC power off, connect the transform-
er's primary winding to the variac. An AC line cord
with insulated clip leads on one end is a satisfac-
tory means of making this connection. As a safety
measure, place insulating tape over the bare
ends of the wire leads from the high voltage
secondary winding.

Monitoring the voltage of one of the filament
windings is a safe way to initiate the voltage tests.
Therefore, before applying power, connect an AC
voltmeter across one of the filament windings.
The use of mater test leads with insulated test
clips is recommended rather than test probes.
Next, switch on the variac and gradually increase
its output voltage while monitoring the voltage at

the filament winding. If there are no apparent
problems, increase the variac's output voltage to
120 volts.

The meter across the filament winding will en-
able you to identify the winding. If the meter reads
slightly higher than 5 volts, you have found the
filament winding for the rectifier tube. If the volt-
age reading is not in the 5 -volt range but is a low
voltage, then you have identified the filament
winding for the other tubes in the radio. As men-
tioned earlier, 2.5- and 6.3 -volt filaments are com-
monly used. Next measure the voltage output of
the remaining filament winding(s).

Once the primary winding and the secondary
filament windings have been confirmed, the high
voltage winding can be tested. But first, turn off
the power to the transformer! Remove the insu-
lating tape from the high voltage leads, connect
the voltmeter from the center tap to either of the
two remaining high voltage leads. Now turn on
the power and take voltage readings in the same
manner as described under "In -Circuit Testing

Under Power."
When a transformer is tested out of the circuit,

it will be operating without a load. Consequently,
all measured voltages will be greater than if the
transformer was tested in a radio under operating
conditions. When higher than normal voltages
are present, the transformer's insulation will be
subjected to greater stress.

The presence of higher voltages has some
benefits. If the transformer does not fail under this
no load test, it may be assumed that the high
voltage insulation is in good condition. Applica-
tion of a higher voltage, particularly at the high
voltage winding, may accelerate an incipient fail-
ure and help avoid a failure after the transformer
is installed in a radio.

The suggested tests described above are gen-
eral in nature, but can be adapted to suit the
specific requirements of a particular transformer.
Just remember to work safely.
