We asked Ron to have professional photos shot
and get the material to us ASAP so it could be used
in our anniversary issue. The finishing touches are
still being made to his article as we write this page.

No doubt our readers will enjoy Ron's story of
how he came to own this set, as well as learn
something about it and the company that produced
it. Following Ron's article is more information on the
Radio Apparatus Co., compiled from the research of
several of our contributing writers.

Insight into the much aggrieved inventor Edwin
Armstrong may be gained from David Springer's
story of a friend's personal experience in the late
1940s. Armstrong gave a Zenith radio to several law
firm employees who worked on his defense in his
court battles with David Sarnoff. Springer's article
includes Armstrong's letter of thanks.

Note that the variable capacitors
and the tubular AudioTron shown in the cover photo
are replacements since originals were not available.

Radio Apparatus Company - Pottstown, Pennsylvania
Type 93 Long Wave

An anniversary issue calls for something spe-
cial. We think we've found it in Ron Frisbie's
article on his rare Radio Apparatus Company
Type 93 receiver, which will certainly create a lot
of excitement among collectors of early gear.
Several other individuals have contributed addi-
tional information to this article. Among them are
Alan Douglas, historian and author of the 3 -vol-
ume "Radio Manufacturers of the 1920's;" Lauren
Peckham, collector, historian, and past president
of the Antique Wireless Association; Jim Kreuzer,
proprietor of New Wireless Pioneers; and your
editor John Terrey. (Editor)

Many years ago, Mel Corner, a friend and a well-
known radio collector, said, "Never knowing what
you are about to find, or when, is the fun of radio
collecting." Avid radio collectors know that truer
words were never spoken, and I urge those of you
who have a feeling that there is very little possibility
today of finding some rare piece that has been sitting
in the corner of an attic to read on.

About three months ago, Curtis Nace, an antique
dealer at Renninger's Flea Market in Adamstown,
Pennsylvania, visited a general auction house hoping
to find a phonograph. While browsing, he discovered
the apparatus which is pictured on the cover of this
issue of A.R.C. and in Figure 1. No one, including
the auctioneer or Nace, knew what the pieces were.
In fact, the three units that together comprise the
Type 93 long wave receiver -a Type 94 receiving
transformer, a Type 36 valve detector, and a loading
inductance coil-were scattered at random among
the junk. An advertisement for the Type 93 long
wave receiverfrom an early Radio Apparatus catalog
is shown on the opposite page.

Nace occasionally buys and sells radios, and
when he noticed the label on the top of the long wave
tuner reading "The Radio Apparatus Co., Engrs. &
Mfrs. Pottstown, Penna., U. S. A.," he realized that
perhaps he had come upon something unusual. He
immediately decided to group the three pieces so
that they would be sold in one lot. By the time the

apparatus came to the auction block, two other
dealers had shown interest, but dropped out of the
bidding when they realized Nace was intent on
outbidding them.

After carefully packing his new purchase, Nace

took the pieces to his shop where he promptly
displayed them on the counter. As knowledgeable
collectors walked by and marveled at his recent find,
he quickly learned that he had, indeed, found
something not only rare, but valuable as well.

The word traveled so rapidly that within two days,
he was receiving callsfrom as f ar away as 700 miles.
Because of the interest generated, he decided to

take the pieces to his home and ask for bids. [Even
your editor was shown a photo of the three pieces by
a collector at the Radio XXVI meet and was tempted
to get into the bidding.] I was pleased to be the
successful bidder. Now you know the story of how
I came to own this rare set.

Researching the history of the Radio Apparatus
Co. of Pottstown, Pa., revealed very little. It appears
that the company was in business for fewer than five
years (1916-1920). An ad in the December 1916
issue of QST lists the long wave tuner at $25, the
variable condensers at $4 each, the Audiotron bulb
at $5, the Type 36 valve detector at $17, and the
loading inductance coil at $5.50. For the affluent, the
price for all the pieces, without phones, was $55, a
savings of $5.50. However, since the average weekly
wage for a working man in 1916 was $10, very few
could afford to purchase all the pieces at one time.

The ad goes on to say that the Type 93 receiving set
was designed to receive arc and spark stations and
has a wavelength of 300 to 18,000 meters on a
moderate -sized antenna (100 feet long and 60 feet
high). It would easily tune in the fascinating signals of
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the powerful German stations POZ and OUI with
surprising clearness. We must remember that the
period was World War I, and it was quite understandable
that wireless amateurs were very interested in listening
to signals emanating from the enemy.

The ad also states that the Type 94 long wave
receiving transformer (vertical loose coupler) is 32
inches high and unique in that the counterbalanced
secondaryeliminates all difficulty in tuning; it instantly
responds to the slightest touch and remains in any
position it has been placed. Figure 2 shows the
coupler in various positions, and Figure 3 shows a
close-up of the panel. The balanced weight is
contained in the long brass tube which permits the
secondary to be loose -coupled for 16 inches,
resulting in very selective tuning. Figure 4 shows the
1 -inch pulley attached to the top of the brass rod
which accommodates the movement of the counter-
balanced secondary. Figure 5 shows a close-up of
the smaller tap switch.

The Type 36 valve detector, shown in Figure 6,
was advertised in the November/December 1919
issue of Everyday Engineering. The article states
that a tubular audion bulb is mounted on the front
panel which produces a pure electron discharge.
The telephone battery is enclosed in the cabinet and
has a pressure of 40 volts which could be finely
adjusted by the 19 -point high voltage switch. (In the
early years, the word "telephone" was frequently
used to designate headphones.) To renew the
batteries, it was necessary only to remove several
screws on the panel, thereby displacing the cabinet
and making renewal easy. Figure 7 shows the paper
label on the bottom of the Type 36 valve detector.

The loading inductance coil, shown in Figure 8,

was machine -wound with enameled wire on a very
substantialVh-finch diameter tube fitted with a positive

contact switch on the bottom, which allows for sufficiently fine variation. The
overall height of the coil measures 15 inches.

Other descriptive information on the Type 93 continuous long wave
receiver states that it operates on a regenerative principle, resulting in much
greater amplification. It also states that the tone of the undamped signals
could be varied from the lowest known tone to inaudibility, resulting in the
possibility of selecting any pitch that was best suited for receiving and reading
the signals. Figure 9 shows the schematic for the receiver.

It's hard to believe that all of this equipment, including the beautiful,
colorful labels on the bottom of each piece, remains in almost mint
condition after sitting and collecting dust for nearly 80 years. About the
time the company had perfected one of the best loose couplers on the
market, loose couplers had become obsolete, and so it was with the
Radio Apparatus Co. of Pottstown, Pa.

Information is difficult to find on the Radio

Apparatus Company. A.R.C. wishes to thank those
listed above for sharing their knowledge and files
on the Radio Apparatus Company. (Editor)

Our search through early radio literature yielded
very few catalogs and advertisements for the "Radio
Apparatus Company, Pottstown, Penna." The first ad-
vertisement, which was for the Model 5 and 5A loose
couplers (traditional, horizontal -style units) appeared
in QST for December 1915 (DST's third issue), and
then in the July and August 1916 issues. The first ad
for the Type 93 receiver appeared in QST for Decem-
ber 1916 and was repeated in three 1917 issues.

Following the end of World War I (during World
War I, experimenters were not allowed to broadcast
and QST was not published), the Radio Apparatus
Company advertised in QST and also in Everyday
Engineering. Items from the Radio Apparatus Co. also
appeared in the National Radio Supply Co. catalog.

In the November 1921 issue of Radio News, an ad
appeared for "American Brass Products Company,
Radio Division, Pottstown, Penna." which stated: "Pric-
es cut in half. We have purchased the entire stock of
The Radio Apparatus Company..." Apparently, this ad
signaled the end of the Radio Apparatus Co. itself.

The literature search also revealed ads and a cata-
log for the "Radio Apparatus Company of America,
Parkway Building, Philadelphia, Pa.," apparently a dif-
ferent firm. Their items were mostly components and
the dimensions of their catalog were smaller: 5" wide x
6 %" high, rather than 6" wide x 9'/" high. Their earliest
catalog found was dated 1914 and their ads appeared
in GIST in 1916.

A different Type 93 long wave receiver was shown
in the pre- and post -World War I ads. In the earlier ads,
the Type 36 valve detector shows Fahnestock clips
(see Figure 10). The later version shows different tap
switch arms on the Type 36 valve detector and ordi-
nary hard -rubber binding posts. Also, a Liberty detec-
tor valve tube is clearly identifiable.

The Liberty detector valve actually is an ordinary
tubular AudioTron by E.T. Cunningham with a fancy
paper label. Figure 11 shows the Liberty valve in Lau-
rin Peckham's collection. The rear cover of A.R.C. this
month shows a full page advertising flyer for the Liberty

valve.
The later Type 94 vertical tuner also shows chang-

es from the pre -World War I version - slightly different
binding posts, different knobs for tap switches, etc. The
biggest change is the fact that only two capacitors are
shown instead of three.

Possibly, the Frisbie set was manufactured with-
out variable capacitors since samples from the Peck-
ham collection and the AWA Museum have none ei-
ther. Peckham feels that it is doubtful that all three of
these sets "lost" their variable capacitors over the years.
However, a Type 94 with two capacitors, as shown in
ads for the year 1920, is known to be on display in
another collection.

The Radio Apparatus Co. did sell components
separately. For example, its radio condenser, shown in
Modem Electrics magazine for 1914 is described as a
"mica dialectric" for use as a phone condenser. The
price was $1.50. Apparently, a lot of amateurs bought
the tuner sans the capacitors, a saving of $3.00 to
$4.50!

Thanks From Major Armstrong:
A Zenith 7H822

David Springer's article relates a little-known
vignette out of the complicated legal history of the
battle between E.H. Armstrong and RCA's David
Sarnoff over FM royalty rights. This 1948 story is
confirmed by a letter, printed here in part, from
Carolyn Hodges, who was the recipient of a "thank -
you" FM radio from Armstrong himself. (Editor)

Regeneration, the superheterodyne, and fre-
quency modulation (FM) - in other words, radio
as we know it - was developed by the genius of
Edwin Howard Armstrong. He was affectionately
known as "the Major," a nickname stemming from
his promotion in the U.S. Army Signal Corps
during World War I.

After Armstrong had demonstrated FM from
his lab in New York's Empire State Building in
1933, a gulf developed between him and RCA
president David Samoff, often called, "the Gener-
al." [This title created a classic case of one-
upmanship for the Major, who felt beleaguered by
the "Pharisees," as indicated in his letter in Figure
1.1 For a detailed account of this rift, see Empire
of the Air by Tom Lewis.

At first, Sarnoff was not interested in FM, since
it meant a new broadcasting system, and it ren-
dered the millions of AM receivers obsolete. Lat-
er, he realized FM's potential and offered the
Major a million dollars for the patent. Armstrong
refused, and the gulf widened.

Armstrong resolved to develop FM on his own
and made considerable progress before World
War II. In 1944, David Sarnoff successfully lob-

bied the FCC to shift the FM band from the "old"
band (42-48.7 Mc) to a "new" band (88-108 Mc).
Furthermore, it became clear that the audio stan-
dard for the postwar television industry would
change from AM to FM. Sarnoff decided to ignore
Armstrong's patent. RCA would build its own FM
circuits, and other large electronics manufactur-
ers were encouraged to follow suit.

The Major was continually battling in the courts
for the royalty rights that were his due. He was to
win in the end, because his widow carried on the
fight after the Major committed suicide in January
of 1954.

In 1948, a year of legal battles, the Major sent
the thank -you letter, shown in Figure 1, to mem-
bers of a law office who had gone the extra mile to
help him. He also said "thanks" by sending each
member of the secretarial staff a brand new Ze-
nith Model 7H822 AM/FM radio, as shown in
Figure 2.

Zenith was one manufacturer who gave Arm-
strong credit for his genius. For several years,
beginning with the 1946 Model 8H034, chris-
tened "The Major," and its kin, Zenith placed an
oval emblem on the back of each set. The em-
blem proclaimed "The Armstrong System."

Carolyn Hodges, one of the recipients of Major
Armstrong's "thank -you" radios, contributes an
account of the gift in her letter presented below.
Together, she and her husband Ray have given
the little Zenith a good home, and yes, the set still
works fine - after all, it was "blessed" by its
inventor!

On Receiving a Zenith Gift
In 1948, I was employed at Dow, Lohnes

and Albertson, a communications law firm
in Washington, D.C., as secretary to Horace
L. Lohnes, senior partner. The law firm rep-
resented Major Edwin H. Armstrong in var-
ious radio matters before the Federal Com-
munications Commission, but especially in
his experimental FM stations - five in num-
ber, I believe.

During the summer of 1948, several mem-
bers of the secretarial staff were asked to
work overtime on a case involving Major
Armstrong. Members of the New York firm
of Cravath, Swaine and Moore were involved
in this case and needed information from
Dow, Lohnes and Albertson. Now, I do not

recall whether this was a case before the
FCC or whether it involved Armstrong's
patent infringement case against RCA and
Philco. We worked until about 2 A.M. to
prepare the information.

The Zenith FM radio was given to each of
us for this work, as indicated in Major Arm-
strong's memorandum.

At various times during my years with
Dow, Lohnes and Albertson, I contacted
Major Armstrong's office concerning the re-
newal of the experimental FM licenses. At
one point, my husband Ray was also direct-
ly involved in those renewal applications as
a law clerk in the firm.

Transistorized Tubes
Solid -State Portability for 1920s Vintage Radios

BY DWANE STEVENS

You're at the beach on a beautiful afternoon
enjoying the sun, the surf and music from your
Sony boom box? No! - not from the latest import
but from a good old made -in -America 1920s vin-
tage TRF set.

Well sure, you say, anybody can do that if you
lug along your A, B, and possibly C batteries, or if
you have a very long extension cord for the old
battery eliminator. But why not do it the easy way,
as I did, with solid-state tube substitutes which
require only a few milliamps from 9 -volt transistor
batteries?

Figure 1 shows my wife and me at lakeside
enjoying my "transistorized" 1925 Freshman Mas-
terpiece TRF with a 9 -volt battery pack inside the
cabinet. The horn speaker is a Radiola UZ-1325,
of 1923 vintage, while the loop antenna is home-
made, 1993 vintage. (See my article in the Feb-
ruary 1993 issue of A R.C., page 5, about making
your own loop).

You might be surprised at the reaction you
receive from people when they hear music ema-
nating from that "funny looking speaker" connect-
ed to that "wooden box with big dials" and that
"weird antenna." Of course, some couldn't care
less, and they give you looks that suggest that
you might be better off at the funny farm. But
others are genuinely interested and on occasion,
this provides an opportunity to introduce them to
the fascinating world of antique radio collecting.

There have been interesting articles in A.R.C.
about using transistors as replacements for tubes,
such as Richard Botzum's article, "A Wooden

WD -11 for the Aeriola Sr." in the February 1993
issue, pages 24-25. Transistors can substitute
for practically any of the older tube types.

If you are not a do-it-yourselfer, you might want
to do as I did when making your favorite TRF "solid-
state." Mr. Jacob Anthes of the Antique Radio Tube
Company, Box 52, Lutz Road, Glidden, WI 54527,
offers a unique service to all antique radio buffs -
that of restoring burned -out antique tubes to full
operation. [Check his ad in A.R.C.] He does this by
installing an electronic module in the base of the
tube. Each tube looks original and untouched but
now operates strictly from a module containing re-
sistors, a capacitor and a transistor. With Mr. An-
thes' permission, I have shown in Figure 2 the
basics of his conversion for a Type 201-A vacuum
tube. A tube converted for detector use contains a
1N34 diode, in addition to the other components.

I sent Mr. Anthes six 1920s dud Type 01-A
tubes for a 1990s state-of-the-art conversion and
was very pleased with the results. He works with
several different tube types, but I was only inter-
ested in 01 -As at the time.

Two different modules are available. One is for
use as both an AF and RF amplifier and the other
for use as a detector. When sending tubes to be
converted, you must indicate whether you want
an amplifier or a detector. In my case I needed
five amplifier tubes and one detector tube. I used
a CeCo 201-A as a detector, and Figure 3 shows
the converted tube as Mr. Anthes clearly identi-
fied it for detector use. Converted amplifier tubes
and converted detector tubes cannot be inter -

changed in the radio.
Performance of the solid-state substitute,

whether an amplifier or a detector, matches an
original tube. Therefore, you can substitute only
one tube, if you desire, out of the entire tube
lineup without making any changes or adjust-
ments. I chose to replace every tube so that I

could operate the entire radio from five 9 -volt
transistor batteries (45 volts).

Mr. Anthes explained to me that he uses a
high voltage bipolar transistor instead of FETs
because he found FETs susceptible to damage
from lightning and static discharges. (Always dis-
connect an outside antenna during storms).

I also found these tubes to be a quick and easy
way to check out a set. After buying the Freshman
Masterpiece at a recent auction of the Vintage
Radio and Phonograph Society in Irving, Texas, I
checked it out first with my converted tubes. The
set didn't work at first because of a filament wiring
problem created sometime in the distant past. But
after correcting this problem, I was very happy to
find that all interstage tuned circuits were opera-
tional, and with my 9 -volt transistor batteries at-
tached and an outdoor long-wire connected, music
freely poured from the headphones.

If you use all transistorized tubes in your radio,
one single power source is needed. This power
source can be constructed by wiring five 9 -volt
batteries in series. There are no filaments to light
up and the power hookup is quite simple. A pow-
er supply hookup, based on the schematic dia-
gram for a typical 1920s radio shown in Figure 4,
is described as follows:

The A-, B-, C-, and C+ points are tied together
and connected to the negative terminal of the
battery pack. Likewise, the B+ Power, B+ 67 and
B+ 221/2 points are connected to the positive
terminal of the battery pack. Leave A+ uncon-
nected so that you will be able to turn your radio
off and on by using the radio's filament switch.

If all tubes are replaced with transistor substi-
tutes, the usual way of controlling volume by re-
ducing filament voltage will not work. You must
either slightly de -tune the received station or use a
10K pot connected between the antenna and the
antenna -ground input connections on the radio.

I keep an Atwater Kent Model 33 by my bed-
side equipped with "converted" tubes and a 9 -volt
battery pack tucked inside the cabinet. Beside
the radio is an RCA horn connected to the "house
wiring antenna" I described in the July 1993 issue
of A.R.C., page 22. Whenever I want that 1920s
feeling before drifting off to sleep, I pull out the
filament control switch on the old AK and tune in
some music - no fuss, no muss. Well, occasion-
ally a little fuss from the wife, but fortunately for

me, she endures the oddities of a radio buff.
I am not necessarily promoting Mr. Anthes'

service over a do-it-yourself project or over any-
one else who may offer a similar service. Howev-
er, he is very knowledgeable on the subject. He
was an engineer for Centralab from 1945 to 1953.
He then designed a TV tube tester for service-
men and manufactured them from his own facto-
ry in Fort Atkinson, Wisconsin. His interesting
article "The Complete History of Drugstore TV
Tube Testers" appears in the April 1992 issue of
A.R.C., pages 8-9.

Of course, the ultimate "high" for a 1920$ radio
addict is to be able to see those old tubes glow
while music comes from the horn or headphones.
But this tube conversion makes this experience
no longer possible. However, if you want to save
a little wear and tear on the "good" tubes and not
mess with all the appropriate batteries or the
battery eliminator, then you must consider to-

day's "solid-state" tubes. Besides, who knows
what tomorrow's technology might bring to an-
tique radio collecting.

Feedback from "The Early Days of
Harry Kalker"

Since then, Nor-
man Krim has received a request from Mark
Durenberger for a copy of the tape "to add to our
master collection [at the Pavek Museum of Broad-
casting in St. Louis Park, Minnesota] of reminis-
cences from the folks who helped build the indus-
try." It's great to know that our article led to the
preservation of another piece of radio history.

Other responses to this article from Hy Ness
and Alan DuBois, reprinted below, are also grati-
fying reminders that our articles tap wonderful
memories of the history of radio. (Editor)

From Hy Ness, Cranbury, N. J.:
Your article on Harry Kalker brings back vivid

memories of my years at 74 Cortlandt St., New
York City, where I was a surplus parts dealer from
1946 to the coming of the World Trade Center,
after which I moved to 57 Warren St., a few
blocks north near Chamber St.

Many a deal was consummated at the corner
luncheonette on Cortlandt Street. When radio
manufacturers couldn't get parts for their produc-
tion lines during the Korean and Vietnam Wars,
they sent their purchasing agents to Cortlandt St.
on Saturdays and Sundays to get parts for their
production lines for Monday morning business.

I guess I was lucky because I was working for
the U.S. Army Signal Corps. When the war was
over, there were no parts around to service the
nation since the military had absorbed all the
electronic material. At the cessation of hostilities,
all the surplus became available and was being
dumped by the War Assets Administration and
sold directly to the public at advertised prices.
Since everyone was clamoring for parts, the mar-

ket was very fertile, and the surplus business
boomed, along with the establishment of the au-
thorized factory distributors.

My years in lower Manhattan bring back vivid
memories of a bygone age. Now at the tender
age of 80 -plus, I am still in the electronic surplus
business, but I am now buying and selling aircraft
and helicopter parts as well. The future of the
electronics age is unlimited, and one day we'll
head for the stars. Best regards to Harry Kalker.

From Alan A. DuBois, Jr., Queensbury, N. Y.:
The story of early radio by Harry Kalker brought

back memories for me. I was born in 1918. I re-
member living in what was called a cold -water flat,
a k a "railroad flat." It was comprised of six apart-
ments, two on a floor; water was one cold water
faucet to a laundry sink in the kitchen, next to a coal
cooking stove. Baths were a tub that was stored on
the back porch until needed. We kids were bathed
in the laundry tubs. The toilet was a common one at
the back of the entry hall on each floor.

But, back to radio memories. We kids were told
not to touch Daddy's radio stuff. My dad was
building chassis for the radio circuits that were
published in the New York Sun supplement. He
hung each supplement featuring a new circuit
diagram on the dining room wall. Every Saturday,
he would take the 6 -volt auto battery to the ga-
rage where he worked to get it recharged.

I also remember my patient mother heating a
big copper soldering iron in the stove and throw-
ing it out the third -floor kitchen window so that
Dad could solder his antennas together. She put
up with this radio mess until he scratched her
good table and burned a hole in her good rug with
battery acid. Then she ordered him to get rid of it.

I wonder if those New York Sun articles still
exist in some newspaper morgue.
