Ray Bintliff reviews Jay Miller's Pocket Guide to
Collins Amateur Radio Equipment, which covers
equipment from the 1946 Model 75A-1 through the
KWM-380, complete with photos and variations. This
book and six other amateur radio books are available
from A.R.C.

Photo Review includes several uncommon items
— a receiver for AM, FM and TV sound with Braille
markings, an elaborate two-chassis TRF set from
1939 (very late for a TRF), and a 1930s German
Volksempfanger propaganda radio.

Sources of wire for your transformer
rewinding needs are given, two readers comment on
how A.R.C. helped in their restoration projects, and
Play Things of Past announces its new catalog.

WITH THE COLLECTORS

Art Deco and Radios

As we learned from Gerald Schneider’s Febru-
ary 1995 article in A.R.C. on the Steinway Cape-
hart, he and his wife Dorothy have a collection of
over fifty radios. None is stored; all are displayed
properly throughout their home. Obviously, their
interest in decorative sets as home fumishings
would lead to the following exploration of Art
Deco motifs in radios. (Editor)

Unsure of what “Art Deco”™ means despite us-
ing or hearing the term used all the time? You are
not alone. Not even experts agree on an exact
definition.

Dictionaries published before 1968 will not help
either. That is because the expression “Art Deco”
was first popularized that year by Bevis Hollier in
his book titled Art Deco. He used Ant Deco as
shorthand for “Arts Decoritifs” taken from the
name of the Exposition Internationale des Arts
Decoritifs et Industriels Modems held in Paris,
France, in 1925.

At Deco was simply known as “moderne,”
*modern,” or “modernistic” in the 1920s and 1930s.
It is a classification for a hodgepodge of designs
used between World Wars | and Il. The aim of Art
Deco, if any, is to portray through design the
essence of modernism. This could embrace the
age of machines, technology, jazz, and other

symbols of 20th century progress.

Almost any high-style, vogue fashion can be
labeled “Art Deco,” even if awkward. But Art Deco
is typically identified by certain features, including
extravagant ornamentation, decorative geome-
try, or streamlining.

That which some call *high deco” features the
extravagant ornamentation and decorative ge-
ometry of French art modemne. This design ma-
tured in French salons, and was the focus of the
1925 Paris exposition mentioned earlier. Mixed in
were showy motifs of ancient civilizations with art
nouveau and sprightly figures.

Fabrication materials included but were not limit-
ed to ivory, ebony, bent expensive woods, shiny
metals, and silk brocade. The old and the new were
combined. Added often as well were intense blazes
of colors streaking along slick and other surfaces.

Decorations of lightning bolts, comets, and ar-
rows were used to suggest dynamism, science,
and movement. Squares and other geometric
shapes followed from influences of cubism, con-
structivism, futurism, and related art “isms.”

Tossed in also were slender, classical icons
such as nude nymphs, doing what looks like
aerobic exercises. Also depicted were peacocks,
various flying birds, and leaping gazelles and
deer. Baroque in concept, exuberant French art
modeme life forms seem to want to escape from
their confines.

Ziggurat constructions with consecutively re-
ceding stories (called “zig-zag moderme” by one
authority) were inspired by pyramids. Similar de-
signs were adopted for skyscrapers for esthetics,
and to allow sunshine in between buildings. Pil-
lars and columns used were modeled after those
found in Greco-Roman temples.

French art moderne design also borrowed ideas
from what was found in King Tutankhamen’s tomb
opened in 1922. Coiled adders, chariots, porce-
lain goddesses, and other old Egyptian styles
became part of Art Deco as a result.

Radios in general from the late 1920s right up
to the 1950s incorporate French art modeme
stying. Stressing geometric elements, the 1933
Air King Model 52, shown in Figure 1, is a fine
example of ziggurat construction. An excellent
example of the same is the 1936 Sparton Model
1186 Nocturne radio. Countless so-called “ordi-
nary” radios in most everyone's collection should
be prized because of their Art Deco connections!

Chinese decoration crept into French art mod-
eme design sparked by popular Sax Rohmer Fu
Manchu novels. Notable examples are the Chi-
nese Chippendale patterns in the 1929 Crosley

Gemchest radio models. This decorative radio
appears in Figure 2.

AMERICAN ART MODERNE

Stylistically changed, later Art Deco was some-
times dubbed “Depression modem” because it
blossomed during the 1930s Great Depression. |
prefer the name “American art moderne” since its
manufacture was perfected in the United States,
and to contrast it to French art modeme. Ameri-
can art modeme leans heavily on streamlining,
along with the decorative geometry that it shares
with French art modeme.

Trademarks of American art modeme com-
modity designs include sweep-
ing, paralle! lines and rounded
comers — great for machine
outputl In fact, American art
modeme was the first high fash-
ion adapted for the assembly
line.

Repeal of Prohibition in 1933
further stimulated American art
moderne development. Ameri-

Plastics included celluloid, melamines, pheno-
lics, and other resin formuations.

The need for cheaply-made merchandise with
public appeal grew as the Depression lengthened.
Extravagant decoration gave way to greater sim-
plicity and restraint in design to allow cost-effective,
machine mass-production. Economic hardship
deepened its impact on American art modeme.

A new profession emerged full bloomin the 1930s
— industrial designer. Industrial designers applied
American art modeme to consumer products to
attract Depression buyers. American art modeme
was alluring and looked expensive, but it could be
mass-produced by machines at lower cost.

Leading industrial designers included Norman
Bel Geddes, Frederick E. Greene, Clarence
Karstadt, Raymond Loewy, Walter Dorwin
Teague, Harold L. Van Doren, Gardiner Vess,
and George Walker. They brought American art
moderne applied to everyday fumishings — in-
cluding radios — to its zenith (no pun intended).

Examples of radios by these designers are the
1940 Emerson Patriot Model 400 by Bel Geddes;
the 1939 Fada Model L-56 by Greene, shown in
Figure 3; the 1938 Silvertone Model 6110 by
Karstadt, shown in Figure 4; the 1946 Hallicraft-
ers SX-42 (the first electronic device to win an
international design award from New York's Mu-
seum of Modern Art) by Loewy; the 1936 Sparton
Noctume by Teague; the 1933 Air King, men-
tioned earlier in Figure 1, by Van Doren; the 1935
Kadette Jewel Model 43 by Vess, shown in Fig-
ure 5; and 1939 Detrola Pee Wee by Walker,
shown in Figure 6.

The 1934 Machine Art exhibition at New York's
Museum of Modern Art promoted commodity de-
signs that revealed the inner workings of things
instead of hiding them behind contrived facades.
Featured were commaercial and household prod-
ucts made by and inspired by machines. Machine
parts such as gears, cams, and axles took on
new importance as models for design of prod-
ucts. Also persuasive were German Bauhaus
“functionalism™ (form follows function), and the
austere, so-called “international style.”

Additionally, designers turned to streamlining
to accommodate low-cost, machine mass pro-
duction, while making salable, modem-looking

cans, able to drink openly, vare
encouraged to stock home Dars
with affordable, yet flashy bar
accessories. Art Deco ign
could do the job. Aiding tt s ef-
fort was the availability of new-
er, less costly, machine-friend-
ly, malieable metals and plas-
tics. Among the metals were alu-
minum, chrome, and nickel.

merchandise. Tear-shaped forms originally used
on airplanes and trains to reduce air resistance
were now applied to everything. Commercial and
household furnishings appeared with blunt, round-
ed fronts and tapering rears, suggesting speed
as in mechanized transportation.

Among radios with streamlined designs are
the 1940 Fada Bullet models, and the 1946 Bel-
mont Model 6D111, shown in Figure 7. The epit-
ome of tapering can be found in the 1937 Climax
35 Ruby radio.

FINAL NOTES

Regard for Art Deco peaked
at the 1939 World's Fair in New
York City. Tastes changed!
Many viewed streamlining used
neediessly in consumer prod-
ucts as kitsch. Household fur-
nishings, after all, have no need
to overcome wind resistance.
They do not require the tear-
shaped forms of planes, trains,
and automobiles.

Overly decorative geometry
had dropped from fashion by
World War |l. Simple geometry
in furnishings became the norm.

Interest in Art Deco has re-
vived in recent years. We cer-
tainly see that influence reflect-

ed in radio collecting. Whether that interest will
continue remains to be seen. If price is a consid-
eration, radio collectors will want to be careful
about the Art Deco radios they buy. Unfortunate-
ly, standards being as varied as they are, univer-
sal agreement on good Art Deco design is lack-
ing. Caveat emptor (buyer beware) or carpe diem
(seize the day) — you have to decide.

Corona Model 209
“RCA Model Unknown” Identified

This article was preceded by a letter from Ed
commenting on the several oddball sets featured
in the February 1996 “Photo Review” and noting
how one of them inspired his research. He also
defends the choice of more common sets, in
response to Jay Malkin's complaint in the same
issue (page 24) about the appearance of too
many Philco cathedrals. Ed reminds us that “not
all readers are advanced collectors like Jay, and
that the photos provide an important bit of infor-
mation and education each month.” (Editor)

One evening when | came home from work,
my wife waved the latest copy of A.R.C. [Febru-
ary 1996] at me and declared, “Here's that round-
ended Deco radio of ours in the Photo Review.
It's an RCA Victor.” We had been told that the set
was a Howard when we bought it at an auction in
South Dakota last year, but we never really knew.

Pictured was a set identical to ours, except that
this one had the RCA Victor name decal under
the dial. Our set had no name decal, and there
were two small tack holes under the dial where a
brass escutcheon may have been affixed at one
time. | knew that RCA didn’t use such a name-
plate, and besides, it just didn’t look like an RCA.
So, | remained skeptical.

A couple of weeks passed, and | decided to do
some research. | pulled the round-ended radio off
the shelf and looked again for any markings that
might provide a clue. The patent label on the back
told me it was a Model 209. It also had a serial
number preceded by the letter “C” and the words
“Licensed By Radio Corporation of America™ —
which, of course, did not mean that RCA had
made the set.

| first looked through the Rider Manuals Index
for any sets with a Model 209 made in the mid- to
late 1930s. Among them was one made by Coro-
na found in Volume 9, pages 9-3. | checked the
schematic and discovered that the tube lineup
matched my radio.

Next, | looked in my 1943 edition of Radio
Troubleshooters Handbook for information on
Corona. In the “Directory of Manufacturers” sec-
tion, there were three listings under Corona. The
newest of the three listings referred to J.P. See-
burg Corp. Another listed Corona sets made by
Ciinton Mfg. Co. with “Plant A, Chicago™ on the
patent plate. The third Corona listing said, “early,
usually with ‘C' preceding the serial number.”
Bingo! The mystery was solved.

Radio Troubleshooters went on to list the ad-
dress of the now defunct Corona Radio and Tele-
vision Corporation at 420 N. Sacramento St.,
Chicago, llI., and noted two of their models as the
“Duette” and the “Symphonic.”

As for the picture in the A.R.C. Photo Review,
we can only speculate that perhaps during the
set’s restoration, someone mistook the patent
plate for the manufacturer. Since RCA Victor
decals are readily available, the restorer may
have put one on the otherwise no-name set.

Thanks to A.R.C. for picturing the set and to
Rod Kennedy of Morago, California, who submit-
ted the original photo. Without it, my curiosity
might never have been sufficiently piqued to re-
search the maker of this interesting looking old
radio.

Anatomy of An Invention: The Charles
Herrold Water-Cooled Microphone

In the October 1994 A.R.C., Mike Adams intro-
duced our readers to the story of “Charles Her-
rold — Broadcasting's Forgotten Father.” Now
Mike provides some valuable background infor-
mation on Herrold's invention of the water-cooled
microphone. Those of us fortunate enough to
attend the 1995 Rochester, New York, Antique
Wireless Association Confarence saw Mike’s con-
test display of the actual microphone plus a col-
lage of the drawings and photos he shares with
us in this article. Worthy of note — this entry won
second place in the second decade category!
(Editor)

The radio-telephone years, 1900-1920, were
two decades in which several dozen members of
the inventing community were attempting to bring
a voice to Marconi's wireless telegraph. Sure, the
vacuum tube was poised to replace eventually
the original technologies of spark and arc, but
during these important years, some variation of
the Poulsen arc transmitter was the basis for 30
percent of radio telephone experiments, inven-
tions and patents.

The Audion, developed as an amplifier around
1912, and sold to the phone company in 1915, did
not have popular usage as an oscillator until after
World War 1. Even Lee de Forest himself was
advertising and selling an arc transmitter as late
as 1915. The arc radio-telephone era probably i ot .

(Charles Herrold, continued)
retums to an audience of thousands. World War |
forced him from the air in April 1917.

Early arc experimenter Charles Herrold of San
Jose, California, was on the air daily between
1912 and 1817, using his own patented arc trans-
mitter and some version of a water-cooled, car-
bon-button microphone. Water cooling was nec-

essary because of the the high DC current present
in the arc system.

Herrold constructed and used his microphone,
shown in Figure 1, some time between 1913 and
1915. His notarized, handwritten notes, shown in
Figure 2, bear the date March 1913. The patent,

shown in Figure 3, indicates he applied in Janu-
ary 1914, and was granted U.S. Patent 1,165,255
on December 21, 1915. He shared the patent
credit with a student at his wireless college, Emile
Portal. Herrold used this microphone for his fa-
mous broadcasts until the April 1917 wartime ban
forced him to sign off.

Only three Herrold microphones are known to
exist. | carefully disassembled one from the Per-

ham Electronics Museum col-
lection and photographed the
interior parts, as shown in Fig-
ures 4 through 9. | have labeled
the parts as best | know and
understand. Figure 10 shows
Herrold's infant son putting the
microphone to work.

After the war, Herrold found
his arc system suddenly obso-
lete for radiotelephony — too
broad-banded and unable to
oscillate on the newly assigned
360-meter band (approximately
810 kHz). Most arc systems
worked only between 600 to 900
meters. Herrold built a tube
transmitter and was licensed in
1921 as KQW.

The fourth annual Old Time Radio Days Festi-
val was held in Nebraska City, Nebraska, on
October 7, 1995. The event took place in an area
rich in early radio history, with pioneer broadcast-
ers KMA and KFNF in Shenandoah, lowa, only a
short distance away.

The show featured displays of antique radio
equipment in an auditorium open to the public,
with viewers voting on their favorite sets in four
categories — Best Table Set, Best Transistor
Radio, Best Floor Model, and Best Display. Tro-
phies were awarded for first place, and ribbons
for second and third place in each category. A
General Electric grand piano radio won for Best
Table Set, an Emerson 888 won for Best Tran-
sistor Radio, a General Electric F 96 for Best
Floor Model, and a serigs of Zenith tombstones
for Best Display.

The overall display featured more than 300
sets, from the collections of several of the Mid-
west Radio Club’'s members. Most of the dis-
plays illustrated themes, including Trans-Ocean-
ics, novelties, communications gear, foreign sets,
Coke and Pepsi sets, radio-related collectibles, a
nice tube carton display, Zenith tombstones, Cros-
ley Bakelites, and some battery equipment. Old-
time radio theatre programming was broadcast,
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enabling enthusiasts to hear the old programs
through the various sets. Several videos ran con-
tinuously, providing additional enjoyment for ev-
eryone. A raffle was held, with a Philco portable
rolitop radio as the prize.

Collectors from several Midwest states attend-
ed a swap meet in the adjacent parking lot. A lot
of nice sets changed hands, including an Atwater
Kent 20 in a Pooley 1620 cabinet for $150, a
Philco 90 cathedral for $125, and many others.
Business was brisk among the novelty transistor
radios, as well as communications receivers.

The Tri-State Hamfast was also held on Octo-
ber 7, at the same location, and the usual assort-
ment of amateur gear, computers and miscella-
nea made its appearance. The attendance for
the event was in the hundreds, and the fall weather
was spectacular.

Here the movie moguls of United Artists found a
true site of American entrepreneurship — while they
waited for an elaborate gift basket to send home,
they could also buy an antique radio. Or better still,
they could marvel at Jasper's collection of thou-
sands of radios. And marvel they did, as is evident

in the Figure 1 photograph of Bill Murray with a
Zenith cathedral seemingly mounted on his head.
Could the Zenith set have blown Bill's mind?

If not, perhaps sharing stardom with an elephant
did. In Large as Life, Bill plays Jack Corcoran who
leams that the father he never knew has left him a
very large inheritance — a live circus elephant named
Vera (Tai), shown in Figure 2. One hilarious scene
no doubt leads to another. Vera and Bill on Chero-
kee Street must have caused quite a stir.

Jasper's Museum seems to attract celebrities, as
well as tourists and collectors — from Congressman
Dick Gephart and his wife, shown in Figure 3, to
Tom Lasorda of the L.A. Dodgers, shown in Figure
4, to TV personality Regis Philbin, and to local
school children on a field trip, shown in Figures 5
and 6. Jasper has something of interest for every-
one, even Santa Claus, shown in Figure 7.

Jasper's Antique Radio Museum is one of the
many unusual shops in the Cherokee St. district,
pethaps the last pedestrian shopping area in St.
Louis. The museum is not only a showplace dedi-
cated to the preservation of radio history, but also a
shop for buying, selling and trading, and for repair
services and appraisals. Jasper’s goal is to dissem-
inate information about old radios and to help with

By 1992, Jasper's radio collection had grown to
such proportions that he acquired an adjoining build-
ing to display more than 3,000 radios. That same
year St. Louis Mayor Vincent Schoemehl, Jr., pre-
sented Jasper with an official proclamation declar-
ng September 21 “Jasper Giardina National Radio
Day.”

After all, September 21 marked the 65th anniver-
sary of the first National Radio Day, set in 1927 by

Collectors
had better plan to make a visit in the near future.

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RESTORATION TOPICS

A Philco 60 Re-Creation

BY DOYLE ROBERTS

Purists might not agree, but Doyle Roberts pre-
sents a case for building a new cabinet for a
restorable chassis and speaker, even when the
onginal is hopelessly deteriorated. His finished
product is handsome enough to speak for itself.
(Editor)

Over the past few years, my wife and | have
found many old radios that have been in pretty
bad condition, and | have managed to restore
them to their original appearance. But, | had my
doubts about my ability to do that when we found
this Philco 60 cathedral. It was in a terrible state
of deterioration, as shown in Figure 1. The cabi-
net was dry rotted to the point that just a touch
would cause pieces of wood to fall off.

However, the chassis and speaker appeared
to be restorable. Although dirty and full of mud
dauber nests, the chassis was not any worse
than @ others | had restored. So, | decided to
try to give the chassis a new cabinet.

If | had found just the chassis and not the
cabinet, | would not have undertaken this project.

front of the cabinet, and using a lead pencil, |
rubbed over the openings until | had a pattern of
the front. Next, | traced the board supporting the
arch across the top back and then cut this piece
out, as shown in Figure 2. The
sides appeared to be made out
of %-inch plywood, and | hap-
pened to have a large enough
piece.

Then, clamping the side to
the center of the arch support, |
started steaming the plywood to
bend it for the curve at the top.
As | steamed, | bent it to the
arch support and clamped it.
When | had finished bending the
plywood, | let it dry. | then loos-
ened it from the clamps and re-
installed it, using wood glue.

Next, using the pattern | had
traced of the front, | took a Y-
inch piece of furniture plywood
salvaged from a junked TV and
covered it with carbon paper. |
then transferred the pattem of
the front onto the plywood. Us-
ing my scroll saw, | came up
with a fair-looking front, as
shown in Figure 3.

Gluing the front, bottom, and
reinforcing strips, | completed the
cabinet — all but the trim on the
bottom. Cutting a %-inch piece
of spruce on an angle, | ran it
across the router using a “4-inch
bit and cut the two grooves. |
then cut the corners on a 45-
degree angle and glued the trim
on, as shown in Figure 4.

After sanding, | needed some
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paint to match the original color, which looked as
if it was a very dark brown. | soon found out that
you can’t buy this shade of paint, so | purchased
a can of brown and a can of black, making sure
the two were the same kind of paint. 1 added
small amounts of black to the brown until | had a
color dark enough to match the original.

The Philco label on the inside of the old cabinet
was so brittle that | knew | couldn’t get it off
without ruining it. So, | cut out a piece of the old
cabinet with the label on it and took it to my local
library which has a good copier. Setting the ma-
chine for book copy, | got a great looking label
and glued it to the inside of the cabinet. The
completed cabinet is shown in Figure 5.

While my intentions here are not to present a
pattern for making cathedral cabinets, | think my
experience shows what can be done to restore a
precious old radio. | know there are some who will
not agree to this kind of restoration, but 1 tell you
the Philco 60 chassis is alive and well in its new
home. We now have another radio of which we
are very proud in the display room.

Vintage Tube Testers — Part 5
Some Collectibles
BY ALAN DOUGLAS

This is the fifth of a series of articles by Alan
Douglas on vintage tube testers. The first on the
calibration of a Hickok tester appeared in the July
1995 issue; the second on military models, in
October 1995; the third on commercial Hickok
models, in December 1995; and the fourth on
emission testers in March 1996. (Editor)

Having covered some of the practical sides of
tube testing, | can afford to goof off and show
some collectors items. | suppose you could actu-
ally use these relics for testing tubes, but | wouldn't
bother.

The RCA tube tester in Figure 1, circa 1925,
which measures emission, was an advanced in-
strument for its day, but it wasn't available com-
mercially. | presume it was used by an RCA
employee to check shipboard equipment, since it
came with an RF test oscillator marked “Radio-
marine Corp. of America.”

Shown in Figure 2 is the Jewell tester, circa
1931, which checks both emission and static
transconductance. Instead of supplying an AC
signal to the grid, a DC bias was used and the
plate current noted; then the bias was shifted by a
small amount which was supposed to change the

plate current proportionally. The test conditions
are molded right into the Bakelite case — very
convenient until the tube makers came out with
new tube types.

There was much gnashing of teeth in the 1930s
as new tube bases, along with multielement tubes,
proliferated, making some servicemen’s expen-
sive instruments obsolete.

| didn't know | owned the 1924 Jewell with the
5 meters, illustrated in Figure 3, until | was rooting
around in my shed (this is even better than going
to the flea market). Incidentally, as | remember
the story, Jewell was sued by Weston for patent
infringement and absorbed about 1931.

Robert Hickok, Sr., began making tube testers
about this time also, beginning with the static
grid-shift method and progressing through a se-
ries of patented circuits for dynamic tests.

Another popular class of service instruments in
the early 1930s was the set analyzer, which could
also double as a tube tester. An analyzer was a
sort of combination extension cable and VOM. A
tube was removed from the radio and plugged
into the analyzer socket; then the analyzer cable
and plug was inserted into the empty socket in
the radio. Now every tube element was readily
accessible for voltage and current measurements.

Examples of set analyzers are shown in Fig-
ures 4, 5, and 6. The Supreme Mode! 400B also
appeared in the Photo Review section of the
October 1995 A.R.C., page 11. With the advent
of the octal tube in 1935, and with high-perfor-
mance circuits that would not work at the end of a
one-foot-long cable, the set analyzer had be-
come obsolete.

BOOK REVIEW

The Pocket Guide to Collins Amateur
Radio Equipment 1946 to 1980
By Jay H. Miller, KK5IM

There seems to be a growing interest in older
communications receivers and Amateur Radio
equipment. This impression is reinforced by the
publication of The Pocket Guide to Collins Amateur
Radio Equipment 1946 to 1980 by Jay H. Miller.
Over the years, Collins
Radio gear has been
held in high regard by
the ham community, and
owners of Collins radi-
0s, past and present, are
fiercely loyal. These in-
dividuals wil! surely find
this book a welcome ad-
dition to their libraries.
But newcomers to the
radio collecting hobby or
younger hams will also
find much to enjoy in this
handy book.

SOME DETAILS

The word “handy”
springs to mind be-
cause of the book's
compact size. The book
measures 3%" by 7"
and uses a wire bind-
ing that allows it to lie
flat when in use.

The book, dedicated
to the memory of Art
Collins, is a pictorial
guide to Collins Ama-
teur Radio equipment
that includes an im-
pressive range of Col-
lins accessorigs.

The introduction is a
concise explanation of
the book's purpose and
organization, along with
some words of appre-
ciation. Regarding or-
ganization, the book is
arranged by equipment era and begins with early
post-World War Il equipment. This first section
includes a description of the venerable Model
75A-1, an AM/CW/NBFM receiver from 1946,

The next section, “Finishing Out the A-Line,”
covers equipment produced from 1949 to 1957.
Included are such memorable items as the Model
KW-1 — a one kilowatt AM/CW transmitter that
weighed 600 pounds and stood nearly 6 feet tall,

The
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as well as the Model 51J4 communications re-
ceiver, circa 1957. :

The section dealing with the production of sin-
gle sideband (SSB) equipment for Amateur Ra-
dio use will recall fond memories for many older
hams. Previously, Col-
lins offered equipment
with only AM and CW
modes, and in some
cases narrow band FM
(NBFM). However,
SSB offered hams a
new mode of transmis-
sion and reception,
and the hobby would
never be the same.

The 75A-4 receiver,
described in this sec-
tion, was the first SSB
receiver for amateur
use. The 75A-4 re-
ceived AM and CW
signals as well. When
used with the KWS-1,
a 1 KW SSB/AM/CW
transmitter, the result
was a “dream station.”

A separate section,
devoted to A-Line ac-
cessories, contains de-
scriptions and high qual-
ity photographs of items,
such as a station con-
solg, an antenna tuner,
a wattmeter, low pass
filters, and speakers.

The KWM-1 SSB/
CW transceiver is cov-
ered in a section of its
own, which includes
detailed information on
accessories for the
KWM-1.

A total of 36 pages
is devoted to sections
on “The S-Ling” and “S-Line Accessories.” The
variety of accessories offered by Collins may amaze
you. The period covered runs from 1958 to 1967.

The final equipment section describes the
KWM-380, a solid-state transceiver that covers
the HF ham bands. This section of the book
documents a total of 18 Collins Service Bulletins
and 8 factory-authorized modifications. Appar-
ently, the leap from vacuum tubes to solid-state

A
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was not an easy one. The book concludes with a
“Technical Reference Section” that provides use-
ful data, including rear panel diagrams, tube charts
and S-Line connector information.

PERMEABILITY TUNING

The book also covers Collins Radio’s early use
of permeability tuning. The Model 70E-8 perme-
ability tuned oscillator (PTO) is described in detail
as part of the “Post-War Equipment Section.” Im-
proved versions of the PTO were incorporated
into production as new models of equipment were
introduced. The Collins units are noted for their
accuracy and stability. (The subject of permeabili-
ty tuning and its application to broadcast receivers
has received extensive coverage in A.R.C. (See
March, August, September 1994, and April 1996).

OVERVIEW

The book is organized along equipment lines
rather than chronologically or by model number.
Except for accessories, two pages are devoted to
each model, including at least one illustration. In
some instances, a second photograph is provid-
ed to help the reader identify equipment features
or variants. Equipment descriptions are concise
but informative. Specifications of mechanical and
electrical characteristics are provided in a stan-
dardized format — or at least to the degree that
differences in models will permit.

Because of the book’s pocket size, the photo-
graphs are somewhat smaller than those usually

found in many equipment guides. But they are
crisp and clear, and size does not diminish their
usefulness.

Unless you have an intimate knowledge of
Collins model numbers and equipment types,
locating some models in the book is not a simple
task. Except for the S-Line, models in a particular
series are scattered over several sections. For
example, the 75A-1 appears in the postwar sec-
tion, the 75A-2 and -3 appear in the A-Line sec-
tion and the 75A-4 is part of the SSB era section.
An index of model numbers and page numbers
would be a boon to the uninitiated.

It you have a desire to learn more about Collins
Radio, the book contains a useful bibliography.

The production quality of the book is extremely
good, reflecting the fact that the author is a pro-
fessional graphic designer and operator of a
graphic design and production studio.

The Pocket Guide to Collins Amateur Radio
Equipment 1946 to 1980 is published by Trinity
Graphics Systems, 5402% Morningside Avenue,
Dallas, TX 75206, in a convenient 3'4" x 7° pocket-
size. Consisting of 108 pages and printed on heavy
stock, the book is spiral bound for convenience,
and its covers are laminated for durability. Copies
may be ordered from the publisher, A.R.C., and
other A.R.C. advertisers. The price is $19.95, plus
$3 shipping. Be sure to check with the suppliers
for ordering and shipping information.

A tew modified plumbing parts and sheet brass
went into the coils. The rheostat and tube socket,
along with the grid leak and capacitor, came from
Gary Schneider in Cleveland. The wood came
from my store of odd wood, and some millwork
produced a reasonable copy of Tom's set, as
shown in Rgures 1 and 2.

The set worked on broadcast band right away
and has proved to be an interesting project.
