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EDITOR’S COMMENTS

To New Englanders whose memories span
the last half century or more, the words “Bos-
ton™ and “Garden” are synonymous. Cenrtainly,
there are few who have lived their lives here
who did not attend at least one event in that
nostalgic arena — if not a Celtics or Bruins
game or the Ice Capades, then a concert or a
university commencement. Our lead article on
the 1929 Boston Radio Exposition by Dick Des-
jarlais reminds us that radios in the 1920s could
pack 'em in as well as any rock star does today.
The demise of Boston's “Garden” is a little like
the passing of a family’s big Philco floor model
— gone but never forgotten.

In another article mindful of how times have
changed, Dwane Stevens explains how straight-
line capacity, wavelength and frequency tuning
is achieved in early battery sets. Ray Bintliff adds
more details on the subject from A.R.C.'s library.
The simplicity of tuning in a station on today's
radios with their digital readouts helps us to for-
get how difficult it was to tune those old radios.

A radio built into a drawer is an unusual find.
Joseph Wood describes such a radio — the Mag-
navox Model T — picked up at a garage sale.
Seriously in need of repair, it is the subject of his
well documented restoration article.

Chet Wisner contributes to Radio Ramblings
this month with his fascinating story of a radio
that he serviced in 1946. Chet's professional radio
days go back to World War Il. His long lists of
radios and parts, which he offered for sale for
many years, are remembered by collectors
everywhere.

David Davies picks up on the observations of
Geoff Shearer in his article “The Radio Collector
— in Four Stages” (February 1995, page 16).
David describes a fifth stage — the “boy radio
bug” — who today collects what he remembers
from his boyhood years.

Three auctions are reported this month. The
Harris Auction Center's sixth annual radio auc-
tion featured a Zenith Windcharger, which sold
for $400, as well as the usual assortment of
radios. A 26-tube Scott radio was the top item,
bringing $1,450. The Vintage Radio & Phono-
graph Society’s Annual Spring Auction hit a record
total high of over $22,000, more than three times
last year's total. Phonographs are often seen at
this auction, and an Edison Amberola 30 with six
cylinders brought $410.

The Whalen Auction Service's auction on May
17 attracted about 50 bidders. Among the battery
sets, cathedrals, Bakelites and consoles, an or-
nate Zenith brought the top bid of $875.

Photo Review this month is an international
gallery with sets from Canada, Japan and Ger-
many, as well as the U. S. Radio Miscellanea

includes a letter about a unique “radio” wedding,
along with several letters from readers comment-
ing about how A.R.C. works for them.

At a flea market within the
last year, Dick Desjarlais found
a program of the Boston Radio
Exposition, which was held at
the famed Boston Garden, Oc-
tober 7-12, 1929. This find was
a timely coincidence because in
the fall of 1995, the doors of
Boston's beloved arena closed
for the last time. The program
summarized here reopens those
doors, if only for a moment, to
recapture radio’s “Golden Age.”

From its opening in 1928, the
Boston Garden hosted thousands
of attractions, including a myriad
of amateur and professional
sports events, the circus, appear-
ances of heads of state, universi-
ty commencements, evangelical
revivals, and concerts, just to
name a few. All this came to an
end in the fall of 1995, when the
new Fleet Center opened and the
famous “Garden,” center of al-
most 70 years of Boston memo-
ries, closed forever.

What is not commonly known
is that in October 1929, the 9th
annual Boston Radio Exposition
made its first appearance in the
“Boston Garden Exposition Hall.”

| 6-day exposition included televi-
sion demonstrations, musical pro-
grams received on the Kylectron,
musical program demonstrations
on Victor auditorium speakers,
and theremin demonstrations.
The program also lists several
live musical events, including the
Amrad Concert Orchestra and
Joe Rines and his Triadors,
whose ad is shown in Figure 5.
For convention goers following
I the 1929 World Series, a play-
by-play coverage was provided
by direct wire. Those with other
interests could attend the presen-
| tation of Miss Majestic, or listen
to a radio address by Massachu-
setts Governor Frank G. Allen.
All in all, the opportunity to
see so many 1929 state-of-the-
art radios under one roof makes
me wish for a time machine to

revisit the Boston Garden when
the “Golden Age of Radio” was
in the making. But this nostal-
gia-filled 9th Annual Boston Ra-
dio Exposition Show Program
and Feature Book will suffice as
a reminder of the way it was.

90-Day Guarantee

When | was released from the service in the
U.S. Navy at the end of World War I, | decided
that it would be a good deal to operate a radio
repair shop. I'd been interested in radio since age
13, and while in the Navy, | had been an Aviation
Radio Man (ARM1/C) serving on big 2-engine
and 4-engine seaplanes/flying boats. | had gone
through the Navy/RCA radio school in New York
City on West 52nd Street and also the Naval
Training Center at Memphis, Tennessee.

OUR 1940s RADIO SHOP BUSINESS

After looking around a bit, Marie, my wife of
one year, and | found a fellow who had a one-
man and (one-woman) radio shop for sale in
Pittsfield, Massachusetts. His reason for selling
was that he had health problems, but he also had
been offered a job with a local radio broadcast
station. We took over the shop on March 1, 1946.

At first, repair parts and tubes were hard to get,
but we had a fairly good connection with a local
parts dealer. There were lots of radios needing
repair at this time as there had been no radios sold
since 1942. The most common troubles with the
sets were filter condensers (now caps), volume
controls, speakers and failed tubes. It was amazing
how many tube substitutions had been made during
the war. Some were simple cross reference types,
and some were “simple” wiring changes, usually
with no reference or record of the changes made!

In due time, new table model radios began to
be available for sale and were in pretty strong
demand. Still, many people clung to their more
costly multiband console sets. Even the man we
rented our store from had a big General Electric
10-tube, all-band set. It needed repair, and since
he lived only a couple of doors from the store, he
and his son carried the set to our shop.

Problems — a bad hum, and only 4 or § sta-
tions were received on the broadcast band. Like
most customers he said, “Fix it and give me a call
when it's ready.” Repair consisted of the replace-
ment of 2 filter caps and 2 bad tubes. Cost of
parts: $6.75; cost of labor: $2.25. Total: $9.00.

| gave him a call and told him the set was
ready. Although he thought the repair bill was
pretty high, he admitted that the set sure sounded
lots better than it had for three to four years. He
was concemned about a guarantee on the repairs.
| assured him that we gave a guarantee on all
parts and labor for 90 days. This pleased him,
and he said, “O.K. take the $9.00 off next month’s
rent.” This pleased us.

We ran the shop until 1950, when | was re-
called to the Navy for active service, due to the
Korean conflict. When | returned to civilian life, |
took a job with the General Electric Co. as an

instrument technician. | didn't get involved in a
radio repair shop again.

A FEW DECADES LATER

One Sunday at church in 1994, a friend, Charles
Najimy, noticed the ham radio call letters on my
pickup truck number plates and asked if | did any
radio repair work. | said that | did some for friends.
He asked if | could get a set with a problem going
again. | told him to bring in the tubes, and | would
test them for him. 1 told him to mark the tubes and
sockets so that he would be sure to get the right
tubes in the right places again. 1 also told him to
cleanthe tube pins with a bit of fine sandpaper, and
to rock the tubes in the sockets a couple of times
when he replaced them. All tested O.K.!

The next Sunday Charlie asked me if | had
once run a radio repair shop on Eim Street in
Pittsfield. | admitted that | had back in the late
1940s. Then he produced a claim check from
“Chet's Radio Service” dated January 11, 1946.
Seems his uncle was the man we had rented our
shop from, and he had given Charlie that big 10-
tube General Electric set when he moved to Cal-
ifornia!t Then Charlie laughingly asked if the guar-
antee was still good on it. | told him a 90-day
guarantee could hardly stretch to 48 years!

Later Marie and ! had lunch with Charlie and
his wife Sherrie and then listened to the big GE
set on broadcast and shortwave bands. We also
took several pictures of us next to the big radio,
plus a couple of closeups of the original claim
check. We all got a good chuckle or two over the
90-day guarantee!

WITH THE COLLECTORS

Tuning That Old Battery Set

BY DWANE STEVENS

This article explains an interesting develop-
ment that many of us have not thought about
much — why a 1920s TRF tunes so differently
from a modem set. Dwayne Stevens works on a
favonite A.R.C. premise — that better understand-
ing leads to better appreciation. In that regara,
when more information surfaced in the A.R.C.
library, we decided to add it to Wayne's article.
(Editor)

In thinking about dial twisting, picture yourself
tuning your favorite 1920s TRF battery set. You
notice that nearly all the stations seem crowded
together at the low end of the dial. You also notice
that the higher frequency stations are on the low
end of the dial while the lower frequency stations
are on the high end! Ever wonder why? Well, if
you would like to know the answer, then read on
because there is an interesting story behind it all.

Back in the early 1920s when more and more
broadcast stations began to appear, the govern-
ment set standards for them. A standard broad-
cast band, which ranged from 200 meters to 600
meters with 10 Kc spacing between station as-
signments, came into being. At this time, the
radio community had not made the transition
from thinking in terms of wavelengths to that of
frequency. Broadcast stations were thought to be
on certain “wavelengths” instead of certain “fre-
quencies,” as we call them today. So for purpos-
es in this discussion, the 200 meter end of the
band is actually 1500 Kc and the 600 meter end is
actually 500 Kc.

TUNING DIALS
A common feature of 1920s radio sets was that

the tuning dials were marked, not in wavelength
or frequency, but with a scale running from O to
100, the smallest division mark being 1. Also,
since everyone thought in terms of wavelength,
and since the broadcast band ran from 200 meters
to 600 meters, it was logical to have the dialin a
similar ascending order. A zero dial setting corre-
sponded to 200 meters, while a 100 dial setting
equaled 600 meters.

This 0-100 dial scale was also used as a logging
scale. When a favorite station was located, its dial
position was recorded and used later to relocate it
quickly. If your set had more than one tuning dial,
then all dial positions were recorded for later use.
Marking the dials in meters was of no use, since
most radios were not that accurate anyway.

This arrangement seemed perfectly normal in
the early 1920s because of the wavelength way
of thinking. Since wavelength and frequency are
inversely proportional, howsver, the high frequen-
cy stations appeared at the low numbered end of
the dial scale, while the low frequency stations
appeared at the high numbered end. This all
seems perfectly backwards to us, since today we
think in terms of frequency instead of wavelength.

TUNING CONDENSER CONSTRUCTION

OK, that explains part of the problem. But, what
about most of the stations being bunched up at the
iow end of the dial? The answer lies in the way that
tuning condensers were constructed.

Recall that TRF sets utilized a simple tuning
arrangement consisting of a fixed inductor or coil
in parallel with a variable condenser. Turning the
front panel dial varied the condenser which en-
abled the tuning circuit to select the frequency

(oops, wavelength) you desired.
The physical shape of the con-
denser plates, therefore, deter-
mined the frequency curve of
the tuning circuit.

We find then, with regard to the
variation of capacity to the setting
of the condenser dial, that there
were three important shapes of
condenser plates at the time.
These shapes were such that:

1. The variation of capacity
with dial setting is /inear.

2. The variation of wave-
length of the tuned circuit with
dial setting is finear.

3. The variation of frequen-
cy of the tuned circuit with dial
setting is linear.

Originally the plates in such
condensers were generally semi-
circular in shape, more for sim-
plicity of mechanical construction
than for any other reason. This
semicircular shape produces con-
dition #1 above — a variation of
capacity with dial setting which is
linear; that is, as the dial setting is
increased from 0 to 100, the ca-

pacitance increases from near
zero up to its maximum value in
equal increments.

The result, however, is that frequencies are tuned
in a nonlinear fashion, with stations being tuned
very quickly at the low end (high frequency) of the
dial and much more slowly at the high end (low
frequency) — thus, the crowding effect. This was
called “stralght line capacitance tuning,” because,
when plotted on a graph of the 0 to 100 dial scale
versus capacitance, a straight line is produced.

This relationship is illustrated by the dial on the
left in Figure 1. Each dial is referenced with kilo-
cycle marks along the outside for our conve-
nience. Notice on the first dial how the frequen-
cies are crowded to one end because of the
circular plate condenser.

The center dial represents an improvement on
the straight line capacitance tuning method be-
cause the condenser plates were cut to a differ-
ent shape to produce condition #2 above. Here,
the shape of the condenser plates was such that
the variation of wavelength with the dial setting is
linear; that is, as the dial setting is increased from
0 to 100, the wavelength increases from 200
meters to 600 meters in equal increments. As a
result, frequencies are spread out more and less
crowded. This type of condenser was called a
“straight-line wavelength condenser,” because,
when plotted on a graph of the 0 to 100 dial scale
versus wavelength, a straight line is produced.

The dial, shown on the right, represents the final
solution to the crowding problem. Here the con-
denser plates are shaped to produce condition # 3
above — the variation of frequency with the dial
setting is linear; that is, as the dial setting is in-
creased from O to 100, the frequency changes in
equal increments. Because frequencies are now
evenly distributed around the dial, all crowding is
eliminated. This type of condenser was called a

“straight-line frequency condenser” because, when
plotted on a graph of the 0-100 dial scale versus
frequency, a straight line is produced.

One such condenser responsible for this con-
venience is the one shown in Figure 2. The Karas
Orthometric condenser was made by the Karas
Electric Co. of Chicago, lllinois, and had specially
designed plates to produce the desired effect in
the tuning circuit. A Karas Electric Co. advertise-
ment on page 207 in the August 1925 Radio
News states: “This clean cut separation of sta-
tions insures clearer, better reception than you
have ever known because you receive all the
side bands without interference from adjoining
stations — interference that is unavoidable with
old types of condensers which crowd low wave-
length stations so confusingly close together.”

So the next time you fire up your favorite 1920s
TRF and start dial twisting, you will understand why
the set tunes so differently from the modern sets of
today. Along with better understanding comes great-
er appreciation of both the old and the new.

Tuning Condensers:

Shapes and Functions
BY RAY BINTLIFF

This supplement to Wayne Stevens’ very good
article is another example of how one piece of
information can lead to another. As we pre-
pared this article, “Drake’s Radio Cylopedia”
leaped to some technical minds here, and re-
producing the information found there seemed
a must. (Editor)

depicted is the relationship between the
dial reading and the point at which the
rotor plates mesh with the stator plates.

STRAIGHT-LINE CAPACITY

Figure 1 shows the semi-circular plates
used in a straight-line capacity (SLC) tuning

The illustrations shown
here have been reproduced
from Drake’s Radio Cyclo-
pedia published in 1929.
The book describes and il-
lustrates variable condens-
ers that are designed to
function as straight-line ca-
pacity, straight-line wave-
length, or straight-line fre-
quency tuning condensers.
Some rather unusual con-
denser shapes are included.
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Figures 1, 2 and 4 show
examples of each type of
tuning condenser and the
shape of their plates. Also

condenser. When set at a dial reading of 25,
the condenser will be at 25 percent of its full
capacity. When set at a dial reading of 50, it
will be at 50 percent of its full capacity. In-
creasing the dial setting from 25 to 50 results
in a doubling of the condenser’s capacity.

STRAIGHT-LINE WAVELENGTH

Figure 2 depicts the shape of the con-
denser plates that will produce straight-
line wavelength (SLW) tuning. With SLW
tuning, the capacity increases slowly at first
and then increases more rapidly as the dial
setting is increased. With a dial reading of
50, the capacity is four times greater than
when the dial is set to 25.

Figure 3 depicts a pair of square plates
that will produce SLW tuning. This type of
construction is not practical, but does illus-
trate a means of obtaining SLW tuning.

STRAIGHT-LINE FREQUENCY

Figure 4 shows the shape of the plates
that will produce straight-line frequency
(SLF) tuning. These plates are more sharp-
ly tapered than the SLW plates. As a re-
sult, the initial increase in capacity is even
slower than with the SLW condenser and
then increases at an even faster rate as the
dial setting is increased.

The shape of the plates
of the SLF condenser,

shown in Figure 4, dictates
that the physical size of the
condenser be quite wide.
The size of a SLF condens-
er can be reduced by using
the plate configuration,
shown in Figure 5. Note
that the rotor plates are of
the conventional semi-cir-
cular style and the stator
plates have been shaped to
produce SLF tuning.
Another technique for re-
ducing the width of a SLF
condenser is to use a great-

er number of smaller plates.
This type of capacitor is il-

lustrated in Figure 6.
Figure 7 shows a rather
complicated scheme to
achieve SLF tuning. In this
example, the thickness of
the condenser’s plates var-
ies from one side to the oth-
er. As the thickness of the
plates increases, the spac-
ing between them decreas-
es and thus the capacity
increases at a faster rate.
Most SLF condensers are
modified versions that use
true SLF characteristics as
the plates first mesh but use

a compromise between SLF
and SLW at the other end of

Magnavox Eton Model T “Pull-out” Set

BY JOSEPH WOOD

A radio amateur was having a garage sale. He
was moving out and had a lot of really old equip-
ment to sell — earphones, mikes, variable con-
densers, and a lot more 1920s stuff.

| picked up an old wooden case radio — an
Eton Model T “pull-out” set — which was a basket
case. But, this basket case really looked good.
While | was acting as if | didn’t think | wanted it, a
voice shouted, “You can have that for two bucks.”

| gleefully replied, “Boy, I'm gonna make a
radio out of this.” Well, | finally kept my promise. |
unpacked it after letting it sit for many years and
started to restore it. Figure 1 shows the set in its
disassembled state.

Although this restoration is not likely to be
judged as “mint,” it looks very good, as shown in
Figure 2. It is a charming conversation piece that
takes us all the way back to early tube radios. A
brass tag at the back of the drawer contains the
following information: “Manufactured by the Mag-
navox Company, Oakland, Califomia — U.S.A.
Patented T #18128, made in the U.S.A”

The large, all brass, variable condenser is real-
ly the gem in this radio. It is a 3-gang, 63-plate
unit, suggesting that this is a 3-stage tuned radio
frequency receiver. It's all there — escutcheon
plate, dial scale and metal-stamped knob.

The drawer pull makes this a very strange
radio. The custom drawer is of rugged construc-
tion and has a 1-inch thick front panel with a
redwood veneer finish. The main tuning knob,
together with the dial hardware and adjacent
knobs, makes this an attractive set. When as-
sembled with the large variable condenser and
metal chassis, the set fits into the drawer some-
what midway and leaves a space above and
below it to mount the three RF coils, two trans-
formers, and other parts.

The Bakelite and metal chassis has sockets for
five 4-prong tubes. The tube complement, easily
seen in Figure 3, consists of five Type 01-As used
as 1st RF, 2nd RF, detector, 1st audio, and audio
output. Beside the detector tube is a clipto hold a
grid leak resistor. A crude, spring brass on/off
switch is actuated by a cam attached to the on/off
switch knob. The knob on the right of the panel is
attached to a very old type of wire-wound rheo-
stat. Behind the transformer on the left of the
panel are two output terminals for a speaker or a
pair of headphones.

Memories of A Boy Radio Bug
A Fifth Breed of Collector

Aside from the four breeds of collectors de-
scribed in that wonderful article in the February
1995 issue of A.R.C., there is yet another kind —
the “boy radio bug.” | fear that readers who got
into this game after about 1950 have not experi-
enced the thrills, wonderment, and magic that
some of us grew up with.

The amber dials with shortwave bands and call
letters of stations around the country were awe-
some. The outdoor antennas and RF amplifiers
were a DX-er's dream. Along with the sights and
sounds, there were smells, too. A radio with sever-
al hot, dusty tubes still sends chills up my back, as
do burning resistors and rosin-core solder. I'm not
crazy, folks — I'll bet there are a lot of you reading
this right now who remember the glory days.

Saturday nights in the 1940s, | went to sleep
on the living room davenport with three Type 47s
lighting the room through the amber dial on an
Airline console. it was tuned those nights, with
millions of others, to WSM. Every Saturday night
as | lay there, | marveled at the thought that in
Nashville, Tennessee (700 miles away), some
strange signal was being transmitted from a tall
tower, connected somehow to microphones at
the auditorium. It remained a mystery until a
teacher transmitted an “electro-magnetic wave”
across the room to an antenna, coil and light bulb
| was holding. When the light bulo lit up, | was
hooked!

Popular Science had an articke on building
your own crystal radio set, so | told Mom to save
me a Quaker Oats box, prescribed in the parts list
as the “coil form.” Someone told me that Mr.
Kidder up on Washington Avenue had “tuning
capacitors,” “crystals” and “coil wire.” | rode my
bike up there, and sure enough, he had all those
things and more. He was very helpful, and | got
the parts for a total of 35 cents. When | jiggled the
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catwhisker and tuned in WIBA, it was a thrill
never to be forgotten.

I used to take junk to the town dump in my red
wagon. When | started finding good stuff there
and hauling it home, the folks said | was bringing
more home than | was taking over. So, realizing
that this was my calling at the young age of 12,
they got me a larger wagon which | towed behind
the bike for quicker trips. | still have a couple of
those radios | found. There were also wires, trans-
formers and almost anything electrical you can
imagine.

The forties also brought the war and Truax
Army Air Force Base, a major radio and electron-
ics service school, just a short ride from my house.
One of the instructors, a good friend of the family,
helped me make motors and radios, and spoke of
tubes, and capacitors, and the mysterious “elec-
tromagnetic wave.”

When | was 15, a neighbor with a small-town
Gambles store went into radio and television and
was a big supplier for a large country area. |
learned early in the game to swap tubes, tumn
antennas, and clean tuners. Somewhere along
the line | put the tube, capacitor, resistor, radio
and television stories all together and went into
ham radio. With the TV tower across the street at
the Gambles man's house, and several high-wire
antennas at my house, the neighborhood looked
really neat! Then people discovered that while |
was “on the air,” they could hold small fluorescent
tubes in their hands outside my window and the
tubes would light.

| could go on, but the thrills of bringing televi-
sionto a city in the early 1950s is another story for
another time.
