EDITOR'S COMMENTS 
What a difference a decade makes! With this 

issue. I mark my 10th anniversary as editor of 
A.R.C., a milestone that makes comparisons in-
evitable. Looking at the thin, though brave-faced. 
October 1986 issue, I realize how far A.R.C. has 
come in these ten years. 
In October, 1986, this was a 2-man operation. 

With editing help from founder Gary Schneider, 
and encouragement from 1,800 Icyal subscrib-
ers, I more or less did it all — subscriptions, 
correspondence, typesetting. proofreading, lay-
out, printing, mailing, etc. The product seemed 
then to be a 28-page miracle. Today three full-
time and seven part-time members of a hard-
working staff publish a 100- to 116-page maga-
zine, which is mailed to over 8,000 subscribers 
worldwide. I'm sure you'll agree that we can call 
this "progress." 
In my first letter to subscribers in the October 

'86 issue, I assured them that A.R.C. was "on a 
positive course' and had 'a solid future." That 
assertion bears repeating. We intend to stay the 
course and to continue to grow and to improve as 
a forum for the interchange of ideas and informa-
tion about our avocation — collecting and pre-
serving old radios. Then as now. I thank you all 
for your continuing support in this endeavor. 
In selecting material for this issue, we realized 

that the subjects of the first three articles indicate 
that the collectors have something in common. 
All are collectors who go beyond simply ware-
housing their treasures. 
In our lead article by Bob Thomas, Jim Webb's 

microphone collection shows not only a different 
facet of radio-related collecting, but also how Jim 
has met the challenge of displaying his collection. 
In addition, he has wired up many microphones in 
the display so that viewers can try them out. 
Ed Sage's collection of mirrored radios, leg-

endary among aficionados of Art Deco, is also a 
specialty, which he wishes to share with a wide 
audience. With examples from Troy, Remler, Mir-
Ray, Stromberg-Carlson, Cord, Jackson Bell, and 
Zenith, Ed proves that Sparton is not the only 
mirrored radio manufacturer. 
And John Miller's article on a Zenith Trans-

Oceanic Royal 1000 performance test shows him 
to be a collector who is not only curious about 
how well his equipment works, but also eager to 
share his findings. John compares his set's per-
formance with that of a modern, digitally-tuned 
portable shortwave radio, and the almost 40-year 
old holds its own in the comparison. 
Three radio collector events are covered this 

month. Larry Babcock and Jim Clark report on 
the Michigan Antique Radio Club's Extravaganza 
'96 in Lansing, Michigan. Nearly 1,000 collectors 
attended this 3-day show, which featured a dis-

play of Grebe sets and Alfred Grebe's son as 
speaker on Saturday night. In addition to a gigan-
tic flea market, there was an outstanding contest 
display and an auction, which brought a total of 
over $45,000 in bids. 
Lance Borden and David Moore report on the 

seventeenth annual Houston Vintage Radio Asso-
ciation convention held in May. Although registration 
was just over 120, the contest drew nearly 80 
entries, and the auction totaled over $20,000. 
Estes Auctions sold nearly $25,000 of odds 

and ends at its "Odds & Ends Auction" in Medina, 
Ohio, on May 11. A Federal 59 set brought the 
high bid of $1,100. Several crystal sets were sold, 
including a Westinghouse Aeriola Jr. and a De-
Forest for $200 each, a Philmore for $125, and a 
Howe for $95. 
Photo Reviewthis month shows an interesting, 

pocket-size crystal set made by the Mengel Com-
pany of New York. Also shown are Art Deco sets 
by Deluxe and Climax. And after looking at Hal 
Kravig's Davar detective wrist radio, take a look 
on page 15 at the Dick Tracy radios in the display 
at Extravaganza '96. 
Radio Miscellanea reports on sources for need-

ed restoration materials and on the connection 
through A.R.C. of collectors from Australia and 
California. Some of you may not know that the 
monthly transistor radio collector publication Tran-
sistor Network recently changed publishers three 
times. However, we are happy to report that Mar-
ty and Sue Bunis have again taken up the 
challenge of keeping transistor radio collectors 
connected. 
Coming Radio Events. After the nearly 2-

week flurry of meets in Elgin, Illinois, and 
Rochester, New York, (look for full coverage in 
the November A.R.C.), radio collecting continues 
with over 50 October events. These include mul-
tiday meets in Georgia, North Carolina, Ohio and 
Texas. Be sure to look up your editor at the VRPS 
Convention near Dallas from October 25 to 27.

A. R. C. 's microphone articles go back as far as 
April 1985 with a piece by Jim Steele about his 
collection begun in 1973. as well as an account of 
Bob Paquette  's Microphone Museum started in 
1950 in Milwaukee, Wisconsin. Fred Geer's mi-
crophone collection was featured in an article and 
on the cover of the January 1992 issue. Along the 
way, many other mikes of various manufacturers 
have been pictured and discussed. We are 
pleased to add to this list Bob Thomas article on 
the extensive Webb Collection. 
During his 20 years of collecting microphones, 

Jim Webb has used them on various projects and 
feature films. His microphones have been re-
stored as much as possible to original factory 
working condition, and all but a few work. He has 
dedicated his microphone display at Location 
Sound Corporation in North Hollywood, Califor-
nia. to the engineers and technicians who built 
these microphones. The display has grown from 
the original 250 to over 400 today.

comprehensive collection of mikes spanning the 
history of radio and television broadcasting and 
film sound with emphasis on the "golden years" of 
radio. Jim Webb has assembled over 400 micro-
phones, notable for their historical or technical 
significance, in his operating display at Location 
Sound Corp. in North Hollywood, California. 
Dating from 1920 to 1970, the microphones 

are logically grouped in front of an acoustically-
treated wall with well over half of them connected 
through a patch panel to a monitor system, facili-
tating live demonstrations. This setup permits 
comparisons of sonic characteristics, and audio 
presentations allow people to hear samples of 
many of these rare mikes. 
Very early microphones are represented by a 

Western Electric Model 232 carbon mike, ca. 
1894, and a Model 340, ca.1913. From the late 
1920s, the collection includes an RCA PB-4AP 
condenser mike on an RCA AZ-4090 stand; ex-
amples of the first RCA commercial ribbon mike, 
including a PB-17B field coil design; and two 
other field coil prototypes from 1929. 
But, it is the 1930s and 1940s from which a 

wealth of rare and nostalgic examples have been 
culled. These include RCA Lab's preproduction 
prototypes, factory test standards, and most pro-
duction versions of the RCA-44-A, 44-B and 44-
BX series and their precursor, the PB-31A. Simi-
lar examples of the familiar RCA 77 Series are 
also included, as is the original RCA Camden 
SPX-1 laboratory standard calibration microphone 
against which all RCA audio products were test-
ed for a period of 20 years. One of the five 
superseding SPX-2 calibration mikes (one of two 
still known to exist) is also on display. 

An equally delectable representative from the 
film industry is a 1931 WE 618A used by Glen 
Glenn Sound. The display also includes WE Test 
Standards of the 618 and 630 moving-coil mikes. 
Several microphones in Jim's exhibit have been 

associated with public and show business per-
sonalities, including an RCA BK-5 prototype, one 
of eight made at RCA Princeton Labs for Dwight 
Eisenhower; a dual mike specially made by RCA 
to meet the personal demands of Lyndon Johnson 
for reduced mike clutter on his podium; an RCA 
BK10A boom mike similar to the one used by 
Perry Como; a Shure SM33 mike of the type used 
by Johnny Carson on his show in the '60s; and 
the Shure 300 mike and Trusonic wireless trans-
mitter, ca. 1954, personally owned by Marlene 
Dietrich for her Las Vegas stage shows. 
RCA and Western Electric mikes predominate 

in this collection simply because of their universal 
acceptance by the industry. However, less prolif-
ic domestic manufacturers are well represented 
by products from Altec, Electro-Voice, Shure, 
Turner, and many others, as well as products of 
major foreign manufacturers, such as a working 
CMV-3 condenser mike by Neuman (ca. 1936). 
It is apparent from this brief description that 

Jim's collection is far more than a casual remind-
er of a nostalgic period in film ad broadcasting. 
Indeed, it is a living museum of an exotic technol-
ogy whose products, even today, are recognized 
by virtually every person who lived in the U. S. 
during radio days. Of even greater importance to 
the historian, it contains rare one-of-a-kind micro-
phones that might well have gone into the dump-
ster, had it not been for an enthusiast with the 
foresight and dedication of Jim Webb.

The Romance of Mirrored Glass Radios 
FROM INFORMATION CONTR:BUTED BY ED SAGE AND COMPILED BY DICK DESJARLAIS 

With Ed Sage's permission, the following has 
been excerpted from his article in the winter 1994 
issue of the "C.hicago Art Deco Society Magazine." 
The 16 fine examples shown here reflect but a few 
of Ed's mirrored glass radio collection. Want to get 
hooked on mirrored radios? Then read on! (Editor) 

became interested in radios when I was 14 and 
watched my urcle play with a homemade crystal 
set. I built a bigger one of my own, and at 15, with

1933 through 1938 marked the eia of mirrored 
glass radios. During tie Depression, on y the afflu-
ent could afford to decorate their estates with these 
luxurious radios. At the tine, the most popular col-
ors offered were silve,, blue, pea& (also referred to 
as rose), and green mirrored glass. 
One of my prize radios is the one originally 

given by Clark Gable to Carole Lombard, pur-
chased o-iginally from ner estate. This is the blue-
mirrored Troy Model 5 shown in Figure 1. Another 
Troy model, in peach, is shown in Figure 2. 
Reflections, Inc., and Mir-Ray designed radios 

with milady's boudoir in mind. Figures 3 and 4

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illustrate examples of radios produced by Reflec-
tions, Inc. Figures 5,6, and 7 show examples of Mir-
Ray radios. Large mirrored sets were manufactured 
by Troy and Sparton. To my knowledge, Sparton 
never manufactured a radio in silver or green. 

THE SPARTON NOCTURNE 

In October 1935, Sparton introduced the Noc-
turne Model 1186, shown in Figure 8, for the 1936 
radio line. The original Sparton advertisement for 
the Nocturne said: "Daring and brilliant ensemble in 
glass and metal by Walter Dorwin Teague ...a circle 
of midnight blue tufflex mirror glass rests in a satin 
chrome cradle ...beautiful stage setting for high fi-
delity receiver cleverly concealed behind the chrome 
barred grille ...may also be had in old rose glass." 
A newspaper clipping datelined from Jackson, 

Michigan, had this to say: "A glass radio cabinet, 
introduced this fall by the Sparks-Withington Co., 
this city, which was one of the hits at the National 
Electrical and Radio Exposition in New York City 
recently, is among the imposing Sparton radios in 
its line for 1936. 
"The glass model was designed exclusively for 

Sparton by Walter Dorwin Teague, famous de-
signer of buildings, streamlined trains, cameras 
and kitchen ranges. 
"'It is emblematic not only of a new era in radio 

construction, but of the leadership in the radio 
field continually being manifested by the Sparks-
Withington Co., one of the pioneers in radio man-
ufacture: Harry G. Sparks, general manager, said 
today." 
In 1936, the Nocturne sold for $375 west of the 

Rockies, an enormous price during the Depres-

sion, which may explain its rarity today. It was 
introduced again in 1937. During the '30s, Noc-
turnes were most likely placed in the foyers of 
swank hotels. One of my Nocturnes (in old rose 
glass) had been displayed in the showroom of an 
exclusive automobile dealership in Philadelphia, 
Pennsylvania. Another popular Sparton mirrored 
radio is the peach colored Model 558 in Figure 9. 

OTHER MANUFACTURERS 

Stromberg-Carlson, another quality radio manu-
facturer, introduced mirrored top chairside and cof-
fee table radios in 1936, as shown in Figures 10 
and 11. Figures 12, 13, and 14 show some unusual 
designs of Cord mirrored radios, while the Zenith 
Model 701 in Figure 15 features a silver finish. 
Finally, a blue Jackson Bell is shown in Figure 16. 
The radios pictured in this article are from a 

partial inventory of my mirrored glass radio col-
lection. I have spoken to lots of people who lived 
in the 1930s, and never had mirrored radios. If 
any readers have information about mirrored ra-
dios, such as old ads, prices, colors or stores that 
sold them, please let me know.

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EQUIPMENT FIELD TEST REPORT 

Zenith Trans-Oceanic Performance Test 

BY JOHN MILLER 

John Miller compares the 1958 Zenith Trans-
Oceanic with a modern digital readout shortwave 
receiver. Based on listening tests, ranging from 
AM broadcasting to the 13-meter SW band, his 
conclusions may surprise you. This article was 
first published in the newsletter of the Mid-South 
Antique Radio Collectors, "Old Radio Times," in 
the fall of 1994. (Editor) 

A few months ago I was wandering through an 
antique mall when I spotted a stack of old Nation-
al Geographic magazines. As I browsed through 
an issue from 1958, I saw an ad for Zenith's first 
transistorized Trans-Oceanic, the Royal 1000. I 
guess the thing that really got my attention was 
the price of this radio —$250 in 1958! 
My next stop happened to be Layman's Vin-

tage Radios, where collecting friend Terry Lay-
man showed me some of his new acquisitions. 
As I followed the path of radios into his overflow 
room, I spotted a Royal 1000 on the floor. The 
magazine ad was fresh in my mind as I looked the 
set over, or I probably would have ignored it 
altogether. 
While not in the best condition cosmetically, when 

we popped in some batteries, the set seemed to 
work fairly well. Since Terry already had another 
one at his house, he talked me into taking this one 
home with me. This is a very solid and well-made 
radio, and as I made some initial listening checks, it 
performed much better than I had expected. 

COMPARISON TESTING 

To rate how well this radio performs, I thought 
it would be fun to compare it with a modern 
shortwave receiver. The radio I used for this 
comparison is a Sangean 803A (also sold as a 
Realistic DX-440), a highly rated, mid-sized, por-
table, shortwave receiver that has a comparable 
list price of around $250. While not an exhaustive 
test, I spent a couple of evenings DXing with each 
radio, comparing reception, signal strength, and 
selectivity. For a fair test I did not use an outside 
aerial, but extended the built-in vertical antenna 
on each radio to the maximum length. 
I put a fresh set of batteries in each radio (6 D 

cells for the Sangean and 9 for the Zenith) and 
began the test on the standard broadcast band. 
One of the first things I noticed was a little better 
tone quality in the Zenith, but the Sangean can 
put out more treble, which sometimes makes a 
very weak broadcast easier to understand. Both 
radios tuned through the broadcast band very 

well with each radio having the selectivity to tune 
adjacent stations at 760, 770 and 780 kHz. Both 
radios were also sensitive enough to tune a wide 
variety of weak signals equally well, both inside 
and outside the U. S. 
Next came the 2-4 MHz band. Although the 

Zenith was slightly better at picking up the Na-
tional Bureau of Standards station W WV at 2.5 
MHz, the Sangean had the Zenith beat on SSB 
signals because it has a BFO that the Zenith 
lacks. 
Both radios performed well on the 4-9 MHz 

band, but on the 31-meter band I noticed a couple 
of differences. The BBC, at both 9.515 MHz and a 
very weak signal around 9.424 MHz, sounded 
better on the Zenith: however. when I tuned in a 
very weak station at 9.750 MHz and a very strong

adjacent station at 9.755 MHz, the Sangean dis-
played better selectivity. The Sangean has a dig-
ital tuner that can tune in increments of 1 kHz, so 
has an edge over the Zenith in tuning ease. 
On the remaining bands — 25 meters, 16 

meters, and 13 meters — the results were about 
the same. The Zenith came in with better sensi-
tivity while the digital tuner in the Sangean was 
easier to time and was more selective. 

CONCLUSION 

The sturdy Royal 1000 weighs in at about 13 
pounds and measures approximately 12.5" x 10" 
x 5". The Sangean weighs 4 pounds and mea-
sures approximately 11.5" x 6.5" x 2.5". Thus, the 
Zenith is a little larger and heavier than the 
Sangean, but as an old radio collector I've never 
discriminated against the size and weight of a 
radio! 
The digital tuner and 1 kHz tuning increments 

give the Sangean the edge in tuning ease over 
the Zenith. The Zenith could, however, still tune in 
any station I was able to pick up with the Sangean. 
In addition, the Zenith seemed a bit more sensi-
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five, and a few of the weaker stations sounded 
better on it. 
While the Sangean is a fine radio and has 

more features, such as FM, SSB, seek, memory, 
digital tuning, signal meter, etc., I was surprised 
to see how well the Zenith compared. This 36-
year-old shortwave radio is a quality built unit that 
makes DXing a lot of fun. 
I enjoy this Zenith because in 1958 my first 

grade allowance of 25 cents a week would never 
allow me access to such a radio. Since this was a 

fairly expensive radio, owners tended to take 
care of them and kept them around rather than 
throwing them away. Thus, these radios don't 
seem very hard to find (yet). At radio meets I've 
seen several for sale in excellent condition for 
about $100. If you scrounge around your local 
garage sales and flea markets, you might find 
one locally at a more modest price.

Lansing, Michigan — July 12-14, 1996

The Michigan Antique Radio 
Club (MARC) held its 11th an-
nual Extravaganza at the Holi-
day Inn South Convention Cen-
ter in Lansing, Michigan, from 
July 12 to 14. The size and scope 
of this event continues to ex-
pand, and it truly has become 
one of the largest antique radio 
shows in the world. Officially, 
375 families registered this year 
from 28 states, Canada, France, 
and Australia. Adding other 
guests and visitors, the atten-
dance totaled between 800 and 
1,000. 
The MARC flea market is one 

of the best run markets any-
where. Who else has a 40' x 80' 
tent in the middle of the market-
place where registration is held 
and snacks are offered free dur-
ing all three days? For the first 
time, seller tables were available under the tent 
also. 
In the hotel's large auxiliary parking lot, 269 

spaces were occupied by 180 different sellers. 
The availability of "table sitters" was another great 
service offered this year. For $3.50 an hour, you 
could "Hire a Kid" to watch your table while you 
made the rounds yourself. 
On such a tour, you could see, among hun-

dreds of other items, a very clean Federal 57 for

$800, a Federal 61 for $1,450, a Radiola I for an 
even $1,000, and some good looking Crosley 
Pups for around $325. 
Richard Estes, the auctioneer at the Henry 

Ford Museum Auction last year, also did a great 
job as auctioneer for Extravaganza '96. Switch-
ing the time from Saturday to Friday night result-
ed in a very large auction of 364 items, extending 
over 5' hours. Bidders numbered 227, and sales 
totalled a record of more than $45,000. The auc-

tion included 50 items from the 
Engel estate collection. 
The star of the show was a 

very small Detrola Super Pee 
Wee selling at $3,500. Other 
highlights included a large desk 
type Zenith Super IX on legs 
selling at $475, a Paragon DA2
