Reinartz Home Brews

lection. Although many varia-

tions of the circuit evolved over
the years, the primary feature of
the Reinartz receiver remained
— minimal interaction between
the tuning and regeneration con-
trols. (Editor)

“What early amateur or radio
constructor has not heard of the famous Reinartz
circuit?” asks Hugo Gernsbach, editor of Radio
Craft magazine in the March 1938 issue. This
issue celebrated radio’s first 50 years, as mea-
sured from Heinrich Hertz's successful experiments
in 1888 establishing the theoretical basis of wire-
less communications.

In the June 1921 issue of QST, the magazine of
the American Radio Relay League, an article by
John Reinartz entitled, “A Receiving Tuner for C.W.”
was published. This article showed considerable
foresight, for by 1921, the amateur and commercial
world was making the transition from spark telegra-
phy to vacuum tube technology. The vacuum tube
transmitter was capable of generating narrow-band
continuous waves (C.W.), rather than the ineffi-
cient wide-band signals produced by spark trans-
mitters. In addition, C.W. would provide the basis
for amplitude-modulated broadcasting.

In 1920, the regenerative receiver, invented by
Armstrong way back in 1913, was the most sensi-
tive and selective around. To receive Morse code
the receiver was made to oscillate by feeding ener-
gy from the output back into the input. The oscillat-
ing detector beat against the keyed Morse signal to
produce audible sound. The process usually re-
quired retuning the plate circuit or the detector tube
each time the grid circuit was tuned to a new signal.
Retuning the antenna was often required as well.

Reinartz, a well-known amateur, designed a re-
ceiver that would oscillate to whatever frequency
the grid was tuned. Once set in oscillation, the C.W.
code stations were immediately audible as the oper-
ator tuned across the spectrum using a single con-
trol. It was as simple as tuning today’s receivers.

The Reinartz circuit, as shown in Figure 1, fea-
tured a combination of capacitive and inductive
feedback using a specially wound spiderweb coil

with tapped primary, secondary, and tickler wind-
ings. The primary winding tuned the antenna and
provided loose-coupling to the secondary. Once
set for a particular antenna, the primary need not
be changed much.

During operation, the secondary inductance was
the only one entering into the actual tuning of the
set. Regenerative feedback was effected by a vari-
able capacitor in the detector plate-tickler-antenna
circuit. The tickler coil provided additional feed-
back at the higher frequencies.

Sometime in 1921, Reinartz went commercial,
and McMahon's Radio Collector Guide lists a J.L.
Reinartz Co. as the manufacturer of a 1-tube re-
generative receiver in that year. Page 121 of Mc-
Mahon's pictorial album Vintage Radio shows a
picture of a 1921 Reinartz receiver with the cap-
tion, “One of the best for C.W."

| have never seen a commercial Reinartz radio,
and it is doubtful that many were manufactured.
The country was about to experience the “radio
boom” of late 1921 as the public discovered radio.
Regenerative sets, including the Reinartz with their

oscillating detectors acting as low-power transmit-
ters, interfered with other receivers. The noninter-
fering TRFs, neutrodynes, and ultimately, the su-
perheterodyne were more desirable. Yet, in my
search for old radios | have, by chance, acquired
several Reinartz home brews which seem to con-
firm the success of the Reinartz design.

EARLY REINARTZ HOME-BREW TUNER

Figure 2 shows an early classic home-brew Re-
inartz tuner. | bought the set as a junker, and it
required a good cleaning as well as the replace-
ment of all its crumbling, rubber-coated wire.

The two large wood knobs control the tuning
and regeneration capacitors. The central 9-posi-
tion tap switch provides antenna tuning. The two 4-
position tap switches vary the secondary and tick-
ler coils. A row of metal terminals along the top of
the panel connect the tuner to the antenna and
external detector/amplifier. A Bakelite terminal in
the lower left corner connects to ground.

The spiderweb coil appears commercially-made
and is supported only by the wire leads to the tap
switches — apparently, a standard coil-mounting
technique in a Reinartz. As is common in home
brews, there are no end-stops for the tap switches
nor any panel markings.

THE 1920S 2-TUBE RECEIVER

Figure 3 shows a 2-tube Reinartz receiver from
the early 1920s. Again, we see the two cafpacitor
knobs for tuning and regeneration, the 9-position tap
switch for antenna tuning, the tickler tap switch (6-
position), and the secondary tap switch (5-position).

The cluster of six tip-jacks on
the lower right of the panel are
for headphones; by juggling jump-
ers, you can arrange to operate
the radio as a 1-tube or 2-tube
set. The panel is made of hard
rubber, which has turned a soft
brown color that some collectors
find attractive, even photogenic.

Figure 4 shows the set's interi-
or. The spiderweb coil can be
seen lying flat on the baseboard
without support, except for the
wires to the tap switches. The cabinet is typical
home brew — functional and rather crude.

THE 3-TUBE RECEIVER

Figure 5 is a more mode:n version of a Reinartz
radio. It is a 3-tube receiver using the Reinartz
tuner, a detactor, and two audio stages providing
speaker operation. To hide unsightly wiring, the
battery antenna, and ground terminals have been
moved to the rear and panel jacks provided for the
phone/speaker connection. Perhaps the radio was
meant to appeal to the emerging radio public.

To make it operational, | replaced one audio trans-
former and the gridleak and resoldered a number of
tap-switch connections. The spiderweb coll stands
on edge, supported in a vertical position by its con-
necting wires. The detector filament rheostat is of
the carbon compression type using a fine-threaded
shaft, which provides additional vernier control of
regeneratior by reducing the detector filament volt-
age. The cabinet vamish is much faded and could be
refinished, but | prefer to let it show its age.

Figure 6 illustrates yet another 3-tube radio using
the Reinartz principle. The seller described it to me
as a very heavy home brew with a hardwood case,
many knobs, and three exposed tubes. Once again,
we see the cluster of three tap switches and two
large dials. | recognized itimmediately as a Reinartz.

The filament rheostats beneath the tubes are all of
the compression type. A small knob between the
second and third tube is a variable gridleak. Geared
vernier knobs provide fine control of tuning and re-
generation. Two jacks at the top of the panel allow
one or two stages of audio to be used. The interior of
the radio is very compact and has
a thick Bakelite back panel and
subpanel.

The compact, solidly built con-
struction of the set argues against
the radio’s being a home brew.
Yet, the lack of panel markings,
the unmarked battery terminal, and
the lack of end-stops on the tap
switches are indicative of a home
brew. | speculate that the set may
have been a prototype of some
sort, perhaps a military model,
since the tubes could be readily
replaced from the front and all con-
nections are easily accessible.

As purchased, the radio was In a clean but
nonoperating condition. One audio transformer was
open. Not having one small enough to fit the
cramped allotted space, | bypassed the open wind-
ing by an R-C network. The variable gridleak was
open, and | shunted it with a fixed resistor. Resol-
dering one broken connection completed repairs.

DRAWBACKS

How good was the Reinartz circuit? Regenera-
tive radios are temperamental by nature. Recep-
tion is determined not only by the various interact-
ing controls but by the grounding system, battery
voltages, tube condition, and antenna length. They
are notorious for hand-capacity tuning.

While preparing this article, | connected the ra-
dio in Figure 6 to a regulated power supply and
antennas of various lengths. After an hour of trying
various combinations, | achieved a satisfactory
level of operation. Broadcast stations crowded the
dial, each indicated by a heterodyne whistle as the
carrier beat against the oscillating detector.

Reducing the feedback with regeneration con-
trols brought in a voice or music. All of the broad-
cast stations | normally receive in my area were
received at loudspeaker volume with good fidelity.
The more powerful stations were received using
only the detector and one audio stage.

OPERATION

The 1921 QST article on Reinartz specifies
operation of from 150 meters to 450 meters (2 MHz
to approximately 700 kHz). Amateurs at the time
were restricted to operation on 200 meters (1.5
MHz) only. Fortunately the range of The Reinartz
design encompasses the present-day, 160-meter
amateur band (1.8 to 2.0 MHz), which allowed me
to test Morse reception.

To receive code, the detector of a regenerative
receiver is kept in the oscillating condition. The
slightest ripple in a power supply, even when regu-
lated, will be amplified by the highly sensitive oscil-
lating detector resulting in a loud hum that obscures
weak signals. Battery operation is imperative.

For such occasions, | use a home-built battery
pack consisting of ten 9-volt transistor batterles
connected in series for 90 volts of plate voltage, and
an Inexpensive Radio Shack 6-volt, rechargeable
storage battery for 5-volt filaments. Together, they
provide the “pure” DC needed for C.W. operation.

Every evening, amateur station W1AW trans-
mits code practice on the various amateur bands,
and | finally found W1AW (1.818 MHz) in the 160-

meter band. The signals were weak and noisy with
the characteristic soft chirp of regenerative detec-
tors but were easily copied using headphones. |
heard no other signals among the summer evening
crackling noises.

The next morning before sunup when conditions
were quiet on 160 meters, | tried again. | immediate-
ly heard K2ZF calling CQ, then WA4SLN signing
off, and W2AUF rag-chewing — all at good head-
phone volume. The vernier tuning control was es-
sential since the entire 160-meter band was crammed
into about 10 degrees of the tuning dial. The effects
of hand-capacity were present but tolerable. Tuning
around produced additional C.W. signals and the
heterodyne whistles of many single sideband voice
stations. The Reinartz was, indeed, a single-control
superior performer in the early 1920s.
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More on Cone Ship Speakers

The article on cone ship speakers in the July 1,
1997, issue of A.R.C. prompted Richard Groman
to send in a photo of the ship speaker shown in
Figure 1 which is a mode! of Columbus’ Santa
Maria.

The model is unmarked, but Dave Crocker has
come to the rescue with the ad in Figure 2 There
we leam that these speakers were produced in
kit form by Miniature Ship Models, Inc., for $12.50,
plus postage The kit series was called the “Melo-
dy Ship.” The ship shown in the ad is the La Pinta,
but two other models, the Mayflower and the
Santa Maria were also available.

According to the ad, which you should read in
its entirety just for kicks, all you need to put this
ship model together is a small hammer. The ad
states that “A positive free edge cone speaker
with a unit of the electro-magnet type, powerful
enough to operate a 72-inch cone, is attached to
the main mast.” Given the condition of this cone,
the speaker gives surprisingly good sound.

Why High Tube-Count Radios?

Fred Geer makes a point that
some radio engineers went to
extremes in creating unneces-
sarily high tube-count radios. A
pertinent example is the 1937
International Kadette Model
1019, a 10-tube radio giving a 5-
tube performance. Conversely,
he cites other radio manufactur-
ers who built respectable radios
filled with tubes, each of which
had a purpose. (Editor)

Radios with 15 or more tubes T
are not my forte. They are heavy,
hard to work on, and demand
space. They do have one redeeming value — a
commanding appearance that dominates any
room. They say, “I have arrived and intend to
stay.” Is that the purpose monster radios serve?

My friend Bob Bailey has 8,000 cubic feet of
radios crammed into 7,000 cubic feet of space —
a stunt Bob does well. Being pressed for space,
he made room for a Philco Radlobar by offering
me a smaller sized 15-tube Emerson Model X183.
Bob had worked over the Emerson’s chassis, as
shown in Figure 1, with a jeweler's perfection. It
had one tiny problem — advancing the volume
level made it cluck like a chicken! Dressing the
output tube’s plate filter condenser closer to the
chassls cured the cluck.

Emerson’s 5-tube radios championed quality,
style, and reasonable prices. The company ven-
tured into an ongoing tube war or race in 1937-
39, with a 15-tube, 3-band “X" chassis. [See
Rider, Volumes VIII and IX.] According to Rider,
the “X" chassis came in four cabinet options.

My Model X183, as shown in Figure 2, is 42
inches tall and 26 inches wide. Its cabinet style is
in sweeping 1938 “Art Auto.” A 1938 QOldsmobile-
like grille and plenty of curves point to its elegant
dashboard with a simple dial, an eye tube, and
five pointed wood knobs.

The Model X183 heightened my interest in
“big™ radios. Paging through Rider manuals, |
discovered some unbelievable tube counts and
uses. As | examined each schematic, | laughed at
what advertisers had sold the American public. |
found radios with 10 to 24 tubes that probably
performed like some 5-tube radios.

A study of the schematic diagram shown in
Figure 3, reveals that the Model X183 did not
need all 15 tubes to play. Testing this theory, |
removed one 6F6, two 6C5s used in the “sym-
phonizer” circuit, and one 80 from the chassis. It

continued playing with a slight degrading effect in
its mellow sound.

[Removing one 6F6 disables one-half of this
push-pull output stage. Lower audio output and
higher distortion resuts. Removing one 80 rectifi-
er causes the currentrating of the remaining 80 to
be exceeded. Removing the two 6C5 tubes dis-

ables the “symphonizer” — a volume expander
cirucuit used to improve the dynamic range of
musical reproduction.]

Multiple element tubes that did two or three
jobs were available to Emerson engineers. They
chose single-function tubes for the X chassis.
That choice required more tubes. Some engi-
neers think that a single-function tube doing one
job does it better. That's an OK philosophy, but
some engineers went to extremes creating high
tube-count radios. According to this philosophy,
the common 5-tube radio needs 7 or 8 single-
purpose tubes to give equal performance.

EXCESSIVE TUBES A JOKE

Fooling people must have been part cf the fun.
In Figure 4, the 12-inch speaker of the Model
X183 has a pressed steel extender ring, which

gives it the look of a 15-inch speaker. Did that
help the “symphonizer” control pesition create a
concert hall echo effect? Was Emerson part of
the buffoonery?

| found some worthy examples of sets showing
that manufacturers and advertisers must have
teamed up playing a joke on radio buyers. | am
not looking down my long collector's nose or
making fun of our parents, who bought them for
status symbols with bragging rights. These sets
are delight‘ul and the crowning addition to any
collection.

Two audio output tubes have sufficient power
to blast any listening room. One full wave rectifier
will supply ample B+ high voltage needed by
most radios. Using more of these tubes accom-
plishes little or nothing. Many radio buyers equat-
ed more tupes with a better radic. That was true
in the late '20s and early '30s.

Manutacturers capitalized on this misleading
impression and produced some comically large
radios filled with useless duplicate tubes. Any
radio using more than three tubes of the same
type may be a scandal and is suspect!

A graphic illustration is the Intemational Ka-
dette Model 1019, shown in Figure 5. It has 10
tubes. Its chassis is punched for an 11th tube, yet
it can only give a 5-tube performance.

What looks like a push-pull output is not. It is
two Type 41 tubes wired in parallel. A 2525
rectifier is hooked as a voltage doubler. Three
ballast tubes supply the correct filament voltage
to all tubes. Two Type 76 tubes act as detector
and 1st audio AVC [automatic volume control],
but one Type 75 could do both jobs. AC/DC sets
used ballast tubes to drop the 110 volts to a
usable filament voltage and curmrent. A simpler
design would have eliminated one Type 41, one

Type 76 and three ballast tubes, leaving, a 5-tube
radio.

Some other examples of radios loaded with
do-nothing or duplicate tubes Include the Ansley
DZ4, with 16 tubes; four Type 2525 rectifiers; and
four Type 25L6 audio output. The Pllot D194 has
four Type 25L6, and two Type 2525 tubes in a 14-
tube radio. A real classic is the 24-tube Garod
Model 5240. It has eight Type 6K7 four Type 6L6,
and two Type 6H6 tubes, just for the fun of It!

Baby boomers were given a ride also. Transis-
tor radio collectors need not grin too widely. We
all know that AM transistor radios work fine with 4
to 7 transistors. A cool example is a Juliette 14
where 7 transistors are hooked in cascade. They
do nothing but pass the signal on to the next
transistor. High number transistor sets were nev-
er impressive compared to an imposing grand
console.

What did all the extra tubes do? They might not
make a radio more selective or sensitive, but they
did other things. They may have added enjoy-
ment, ease of operation, low distortion, and high-
fidelity sound — or maybe they just gave the
advertisers something to sell.

TUBES WITH A PURPOSE

During the 1934-1940 era, some immense ra-
dios came offthe assembly line, many selling for
the price of a new Ford car. In the Cadillac cate-
gory lurked the 30-tube Scotts, whose showy
chromed chassis were filied with complex circuit-
ry. These models were solid and expensive, and
all the tubes did something.

Other companies bullt respectable radios filled
with tubes that had a purpose. Flipping through
Rider manuals, | found other huge radio/phono-
graphs, such as the RCA Model D22, a hotel
lobby radio with 22 tubes, two 15-Inch speakers
and a public address system.

Philco’s high-fidelity Models 37-690 and 38-
690, had 20 tubes on two chassls feeding an
array of resonators and speakers, producing that
floor-shaking sound we all love. The 1939, 14-
tube Model 39-116, with the mystery control box,
devotes 8 tubes to the radio and 6 to the automat-
ic tuner.

Capehart's Model 400G, a hi-fi multiband ra-

dio/phono, used 23 tubes and had a strange
phono that played both sides of the record. It was
noted for breaking records in half, eliminating all
those old scratchy records. A “New And Improved”
changer was used In juke boxes.

Mid-West's 1936 Regal came in a lovely Art
Deco cabinet filled with 22 tubes. Naming the
tube function will help explaln why it had so many
tubes. Tube 1: RF amplifier; 2, mixer; 3, oscllla-
tor; 4 and 5, IF amplifier; 6, detector; 7, AVC; 8,
AVC rectifier; 9, tunelite [tuning indicator]; 10,
squelch; 11, first audio amplifier.; 12, phase in-
vertor; 13-16, push-pull parallel audio power out-
put; 17 and 18, rectifiers; and 19-22, volume
expander and tone control. Mid-West sold via
mail order through magazine ads. No matter —
you got a power house for a low price.

General Electric’s 1935 sinister-looking, Model
A-208 uses 20 tubes. Among them are (2) Type
6H6 detector diodes, (8) Type 6F6s in the audio
output, and (3) rectifiers. The instructions must
have stated: “Do not advance volume above the
off position for normal listening.”

Hallicrafters Model DD-1 takes full advantage
of the one-tube-does-one job theory. Three chas-
sis hold the 26-tube circuit. Band selection de-
cides how many tubes are in use. At first glance
four 6H6s seem to be too many detectors. It has
two complete RF and IF receiver sections hooked
to a common audio and power supply. This set
must have been the 1940 dream machine.

Zenith's Stratosphere 1000-Z cost $750 in
1934-5 and was the first “Big Black Dial” radio.
This model was made with minor changes from
1935 to 1938. The most noticeable change was
the tuning range. The first model tuned 60 MHz,
while later models tuned 40 MHz. All 1000-Zs
had one 5-inch and two 15-inch speakers with
enough audio power to fill an auditorium. It used
(2) Type 42 audio drivers, (8) Type 45 in the
stage output, and (3) rectifiers.

If not for Bob's gift of the Emerson X183, the
travesties | have noted might have gone undetec-
ted. | can't help smiling as | ponder the question
— “Did advertisers and manufactures put all those
unneeded tubes in sets as a deliberate joke on
the public?” Surely not!

WITH THE COLLECTORS

Handling Radios — Can You Carry Yours?

BY KRIS L. GIMMY

Most of us have had the experience of inad-
vertently damaging a prize set and then realizing
that a little extra care would have made all the
difference. Even the most careful among us will
benefit from Kris Gimmy's advice on how to carry
radios. (Editor)

“Carry” is an interesting word. It usually means
to pick something up, hold on to it, and transport
it to a different location. When you are talking
about carrying collectible radios, it also means
“danger.”

Many choice radios have been damaged while
“carrying.” I've seen radios picked up and dropped
(I've done it myself). I've seen a person trip or get
bumped while carrying a
radio to the car, and both
the carrier and the radio
bit the pavement. I've
seen a nice cathedral get
“kneed” in the grille by
the very person who was
carrying it. I've had cabi-
nets rub together in the
trunk of the car, damag-
ing the finish on both
sets. | have a friend
whose console fell out of
the back of a pickup
truck.

So, | decided to write
this essay giving all the
tips | know from collec-
tors and dealers on how
not to damage valuable
radios when you decide
to carry them to meets
and elsewhere.

HOWTO PICKUP A
RADIO

Pick up table radios
one at a time, using both
hands on the cabinet.
Don't fift by the handle
unless the handle is
made entirely of wood or
metal. Any other type of handle may have aged to
the breaking point.

The very act of picking up a radio causes what
the engineers call an “impact load,” which far
exceeds the weight of the radio. The quicker you
snatch it up — so the other guy won’t buy it — the
greater the impact load.

| used to think that | could at least pick up a
portable radio by its handle. After all, these ba-
bies were made to be carried around by the
handle. But, don’t believe it. How many portables
have you seen with the leather or plastic strap-
handle pulled apart at one end? Even the plastic
“lunch-box” handles break at the ends — espe-
cially if the portable contains the batteries, which
make it heavier than most table radios.

Another no-no is the “one-hand squeeze” used
to pick up small table radios with no handle. The
little plastic radios known as “midgets” tempt you
to grab them with your hand bridging the top while
you squeeze the radio. The top of these radios is
often slick and rounded, and the slightest bump
or misstep will cause the
set to squirt out of your
hand and onto the floor.
Even if you manage to
hold on, you will dam-
age the cardboard back
by your reflex grab as
you feel it start to get
away from you.

There is one method
of lifting a set that can
damage even wood cab-
inets, as well as modemn
plastic cabinets. I'm tatk-
ing about the “fork-lift"
pickup, done by insert-
ing the fingers of one
hand into a convenient
opening at the top of a
radio cabinet. You see
this all the time when
people pick up a cathe-
dral radio. It's so handy
and easy — why not?

Well, it puts the stress
of the weight of the whole
radio on the thin top of
the cabinet, which was
not designed to be a
weight-bearing structure.
If you fork-lift a cathe-
draf, or one of those
beautiful Ingraham wood cabinets, it may pull
apart at the glue joints.

If you fork-lift a plastic radio, like the Bendix
Model 115, the top may crack from front to back
exactly in the center where the stress is highest.
The Bendix has no handle, but the back panel
has an opening that tempts you to fork-lift it. if you



are familiar with this radio, you know that most of
them have a crack in the middle of the top. The
fork-lift pickup is the reason why.

Finally, if the radio you want to pick up is a
console, get help. A few big strong men can carry
a Zenith console alone, but most of us can't. Also,
before you tilt it back so your helper can grab the
bottom, be sure the chassis is secure. | saw one
chassis slide right out onto the pavement!

HOW TO WALK WITH A RADIO

Once you pick up a radio at a meet and start
walking with it, your treasure is exposed to new
hazards. You can trip or get bumped, or if the
radio is dangling from one hand, you might even
crash it into the edge of a vendor's table. If you
insist on carrying a cathedral radio by one hand at
the top, be aware that there is a real possibility
you will put your knee into the speaker grille f you
get bumped. All of the no-nos that apply to pick-
ing up a radio apply to walking with one. The
safest method is to hold it with two hands in front
of you.

The all-time winner for “hazardous carrying”
goes to a dealer | saw at one meet. He was
walking from his hotel room to the swap meet with
a Catalin tucked under each armpit and a cathe-
dral swinging from each hand!

HOW TO DRIVE WITH A RADIO

We all know you can't just pile up radios loose-
ly behind the front seat or in the bed of the pickup
(well, most of us know this). But, it helps to
identify what we are trying to guard against as we

A Few More Precautions
FROM THE A.R.C. STAFF

Battery radios deserve special precau-
tionary measures. Because these sets are
usually larger and heavier than their
comtemporaries, they should never be car-
ried with the top lid open and held by the
wooden strip above the Bakelite panel. This
strip is easily pulled out or broken.

How many times have you lifted up a
battery set and had the unattached panel
and chassis slide completely out and hit
the ground? Count on the mounting screws
not being there. Carry the set with the
panel facing you and pressed against your
stomach. But, be sure you carry it above
your belt buckle, which can inflict nasty
scratches on the panel or cabinet.

Horn speakers also can be tricky to carry.
The impulse is to pick them up by the neck.
But, horn speakers are not always perma-
nently attached to their bases, Picking them
up carelessly can result in a neck and bell in
hand and an easily disconnected base ard
often irreplaceable driver broken at your
feet.

A good rule of thumb for carrying any
item is, “Never count on screws, bolts, or
connectors to be there and to hold parts
together.”
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load up those beauties for the 800- mile trip to the
meet in Elgin, lllinois, for example

The first goal is to prevent cabinets from rub-
bing and bumping together as the vehicle goes
bouncing down the road. A fine cabinet, rubbing
against even a piece of cardboard, can be “rubbed
dull” after 800 miles of jiggling.

The second goal is to prevent road shock
(bumps) from being transmitted to the radio. Re-
member the term “impact load™? If you have
Bakelite radios in a cardboard box sitting directly
on the hard floor of one of those U-Haul trailers,
you will probably break the bottom of every cabi-
net at the chassis screws.

Whodunit? Impact done it. While your vehicle
glided over that pothole or speed-tump, that little
trailer hopped over it — and stammed into the
bottom of those cabinets with great force. I've
heard of the legs of a highboy console being
broken this way.

The best advice | can give comes from watch-
ing the dealers who show up regularly at the Elgin
and Rochester meets. These folks often bring 10
or 20 high-value sets in a van or a rental truck.
They've leamed over the years how to transport
the radios safely, so | do what they do — with
extra attention to impact protection.

For small radios, go with banana boxes and bath
towels. Get some banana boxes with lids from your
local grocery store. Wrap each radio in an old bath
towel. Pack them like loaves of bread into the ba-
nana boxes so they can't rattle about If I'm carrying
Catalin radios, | put a layer of foam rubber in the
bottom of the banana box to be sure the impact from
a sudden bump doesn't crack the radio.

For consoles, wrap them in old quilts and tie
them down. This is standard moving-van technol-
ogy. The padded quilts from your local Good Wit
store keep the radios from rubbing together. The
tie-down ropes, which should go around the cab-
inet to a tie-point on the wall of the truck or van,
keep the sets from tipping over.

Most consoles are very sturdy, but you can
soften impact loads by setting each one on a few
layers of old carpet undemeath. The tie-downs
should be at least waist-high because console
radios are top-heavy and tend to tip over easily.

I'll conclude with one final “war story.” | have a
friend who had a console unsecured in the rear of
his pickup truck. It flipped over the tailgate onto
the road when he hit a bump — a true story.
When he called me about repairing the damaged
chassis, which had broken loose from the cabi-
net in the fall, he said, “All | was doin’ was carryin'
this radio home.”

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PRODUCT REVIEW

The AM-100 Link Transmitter

REVIEWED BY RAY BINTLIFF, W1RY

The Comtronics AM-100 Link
Transmitter is a modem version
of the old phonograph oscillator
that played a phonograph
through a radio without the need
for a direct connection. Also
called wireless record players,
these units were in general use
during the late '30s. These very
simple, low-power AM transmit-
ters were capable of radiating a
usable signal within the user's
home and sometimes beyond.

The old phono oscillators and
the AM-100 Link Transmitter
perform essentially the same
function, but are miles apart in
terms of technology. The old
units were usuaily 1-tube, AC/
DC-operated devices, although
Philco made a 2-tube, AC-oper-
ated unit. The AM-100 is a solid-
state unit with a number of useful features.

PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION

The AM-100, along with its 12 Vdc power supply
and wire-antenna, are shown in Figure 1. All operat-
ing controls and indicators described below are mount-
ed on the front panel and are shown in Figure 2. The
toggle switch located at the lower left-hand corner of
the panel turns DC power on and off. Just above the
switch is a green LED that lights when power is on.
The second LED is marked “Peak Limiter.” This LED
glows red to indicate limiter action. The second tog-
gle switch, marked “Flat” and “Record,” selects be-
tween the two audio Inputs to the transmitter. The 6-
position rotary switch, labeled “Ant Match” Is used to
obtain the best transfer of power to
the antenna.

All external connections are
made on the rear panel, as shown
in Figure 3. The antenna connec-
tor, an RCA-type jack, is labeled
“Ant.” The 12 Vdc jack accepts
the female plug from the wall-type
12 Vdc power supply. The two
RCA-type jacks marked “Record”
are for phonograph inputs. The
pair of jacks marked “Flat” are
designed to work with high im-
pedance and higher output devic-
es such as a tape player, CD play-
er, FM tuner, or crystal pickup.
Both the Record and Flat inputs
have dual Jacks to accommodate

Howaever, signals from the left and right channels
are combined in the AM-100 to produce a monaural
amplitude modulated (AM) output signal.

GETTING ON THE AIR

Hookup is straightforward. The output from a
magnetic phono cartridge should be connected
only to the Record input jacks. Circuitry for this
input includes RIAA audio compensation neces-
sary for magnetic pickups.

A high impedance source may be connected
to the Flat input jacks. This input does not contain
frequency compensating circuitry. Shielded ca-
bles must be used for both the Record and Flat
input connections to minimize hum and noise

pickup.

Obviously, the plug-in-the-wall-type 12 Vdc
power supply is connected to the jack marked 12
Vdc. The antenna consists of a 10’ length of wire
terminated in an RCA plug with a retaining spring.
The antenna plugs into the Ant jack. The manu-
facturer recommends that the unit not be operat-
ed without the antenna in place. Also the fength of
the antenna is critical and should not be extended
beyond 10" to assure compliance with FCC rules
and regulations. Connecting the AM-100 and the
associated audio sources to a good ground are
recommended to reduce hum and RF feecback.

ADJUSTMENTS

A wide variety of audio sources may be used
with the AM-100 and the audio output levels of
these sources may vary greatly. To compensate
for these variations, the Record and Flat inputs
each have a level-adjustment potentiometer.
These potentiometers are accessed by removing
the cover of the AM-100. If their range of control
is not correct for your audio input devices, the
gain of amplifier stages may be increased or
decreased by disconnecting jumpers of resistors

from the printed circuit board.
IMPROVEMENTS

Some time ago we had an
opportunity to check out an en-
gineering model of the AM-100
and to respond with our com-
ments regarding its perfor-
mance. Comtronics has incor-
porated a number of improve-
ments in its production units, in-
cluding a modification to improve
the low-frequency audio re-
sponse. [t is Comtronics’ policy
to provide its customers with
modification kits as improve-
ments are made. Our test re-
sults described below are based
on a current production model.

TEST RESULTS

The AM-100 is a neat pack-
age with overall dimensions of
5" wide x 3" high and 8" deep,
exclusive of its power supply.
Anintemal view of the unit is provided in Figure 4.
The instruction manual includes the usual de-
scnption, hookup, and installation instructions, as
well as schematic diagrams. The hook-up proce-
dure is simple and easy to follow. The installation
instructions describe the procedures for setting
the level controls for the Flat and Record inputs.

After completing the hook-up and level setting
tasks, we performed a quick listening test to con-
firm that the unit was functioning.

Next, we performed some detailed tests. Liter-
ature that accompanied the unit indicated that the
AM-100 includes the following features: “High
Fidelity, 100% modulation, Peak Modulation Lim-
iter, 800 kHz Ceramic Oscillator, Antenna Match-
ing Network, Class A FET linear amplifier, Com-
pact and Solid-State Construction.”

The unit sounded good during the initial listen-
ing test and a look at its audio frequency re-
sponse showed a very wide bandwidth. The au-
dio response tests were performed by observing
the modulated carrier wave with a wide-band
oscilloscope. Sine wave modulation was applied
to the Flat mput jacks.

On the high end, the unit's audio response was
flat to about 20 kHz — well be-
yond the upper limit of the sound
reproduction capability of AM
radios. Above 20 kHz, the fre-
guency response began to
droop. However, at 60 kHz the
measured modulation level was
stilt quite high (about 60%). A
much lower high-frequency cut-
off point would seem to be de-
sirable to minimize unwanted
harmonics and high frequency
noise. On the low end, the au-
dio response began rolling off
at about the 500 Hz point.

The peak modulation limiter
is a nifty feature that prevents

over-modulation of the carrier. The limiter is ef-
fective and does not distort the modulated carri-
er's waveform. There was no evidence of clipping
or limiting of the sine wave modulation. The limit-
er began to cut in at about 70% modulation. By
advancing the Input level a bit more, an 80%
modulation level could be obtained.

Beyond that point, increasing the input level
produced some extraneous noise in the wave-
form. Figure 5 shows an oscilloscope display of
the AM-100s carrier wave modulated at about
80% by a 1 kHz audio signal.

The unit’s transmitting frequency was right on
the mark — 800 kHz. The engineering model
tested previously ran a bit high at 810 kHz.

The AM-100 puts out a whopping signal. The
RF output at the antenna jack measured about 9
volts rms with the antenna matching network
adjusted for maximum output. The AM-100 deliv-
ered an interference-free signal into a RCA table
model located two floors away. The RCA radio, a
Model 5X3, AC/DC superhet, is not known for its
great sensitivity. A solid-state AM/FM tuner plus a
graphic equalizer and solid-state amplifier were
used for the most critical listening tests.

The audio sources for the listening tests were
a commercially-produced cassette tape played
on a cassette tape deck connected to the Flat
input of the AM-100 and an LP record played on a
turntable with its magnetic pickup connected to
the Record input.

The sound quality was as good as that of the
local broadcast stations and seemed a bit better
on the high end of the audio frequency range.
There was no discemable distortion.

Additional
Comments

1. The high frequency response of the
transmitter’s audio section is in excess of
the “high fidelity” requirement of any AM
radio. A high frequency cutoff of 5 kHz, or
8 kHz at most, would prevent unwanted
harmonics, high frequency noise, and mix-
er byproducts from being transmitted.

2. The instruction manual provides in-
formation on increasing the gain of the
audio stages. Since the limiter cuts in
with the gain pots all the way down, per-
haps the ability to further reduce the gain
would be desirable.

3. A sketch added to the instruction
book would help the user to locate the
adjustable pots (R4 and R16), or the print-
ed circuit board could be marked with the
ref designators.

4. The maximum modulation level is
about 8% short of the 100%, as advertised.

SUMMARY

The AM-100 is the answer for collectors seek-
ing a means to play their favorite program materi-
al through the radios in their collections. The unit
is easy to set up and use. It is well made with
attention paid to small details — the cover retain-
ing screws are “real” machine screws, not self-
tapping screws. The transmitter's RF output and
modulation level is high enough to provide good
coverage. Further, it will override broadcast sta-
tions that occupy 800 kHz, yet satisfy the FCCs
limit on maximum radiation.

The ability to switch between the magnetic
phono cartridge mput and the uncompensated
Flat input is a nice touch that adds versatility to
the transmitter. My favorite feature is the peak
modulation limiter that prevents over-modulation
of the transmitter.

Whatever audio source you prefer— records,
tapes, even FM — you may want to run it through
some form of equalization first to compensate for
the shortcomings of the old radio that you are
using to receive the AM-100's signals. If you are
listening to some big console with lots of tone
control options, a separate equalizer will proba-
bly not be necessary. If you are unlucky enough
to live close to an AM station operating on 800
kHz, that might cause interference problems,
Comtronics has a tunable version in the works
that will allow you to set the unit on a frequency of
your choice.
