EDITOR’S COMMENTS

Though antique radio collectors usually look to the
past, the two young Fields boys on our cover suggest
that we can also dream of a future for our avocation.
Engrossed in Blake Dietze’s tale of early wireless at
the fall VRPS Convertion, Christopher, age nine,
and Nicholas, age seven, may well represent a new
generation dedicated to the preservation ol radio
equipment and radio history. What better focus for
April, the first issue of spring, than youth and a
possible beginning of a passion for antique radios!

And to pursue another April theme — a bit of
foolery — we digress from the facts of our standard
articles to fiction. The reprint of a humorous story by
Canadian writer Stephen Leacock seemed to be the
perfect proxy for a serious Internet article. Just
substitute “Internet” for the word “radio,” and you'll
agree that things rarely change — they just reinvent
themselves in new trappings.

After passing over April Fool's Day for a few years,
we have accumulated several worthy candidates for
publication. Charles Muller's story of the Phule Com-
pany's duo light bulb and Richard Parks’ tale of his
development of a line-operated 1-tube radio round
out our April Antics for this year.

The Freshman Polydyne, the subject of our lead
article by Dale Davenport, has caught the interest of
many readers since our first coverage of itin the June
1997 issue. Even Radio Miscellanea this month
contains a letter on the subject. The five filament
windings and the colorful cabinet, in which some
versions of the Polydyne are contained, seem to be
the intriguing factors. Dale's focus is on his plain
metal-box version and its apparent modifications.

Dave Crocker, known for years as “The Crosley
Collector,” writes a short bit on one of the few sets he
has retained from his collection, now residing at the
Crosley Museum in Florida. It is hard to believe that
the Model VIIl shown was once a basket case.

The passing of Frank Krantz a few months ago
was a shock to all of us who had grown to feel that we
knew him through his ads in A.R.C., even though we
had never met him in person. Ray Bintliff, however,
did visit him a few years ago and wrote a “Collector’s
Profile” for our March 1997 issue. This month, Ray
writes a short tribute and includes a few photos from
his earlier article. An auction of the Krantz collection
is scheduled for April 24-25.

Many may not realize that Frank introduced us to
what has become an icon for the hobby — the
artwork of Bill Bell which adorns the covers of the four
editions of Marty and Sue Bunis’ Collector’s Guide to
Antique Radios. Frank suggested that A.R C use it
for a cover back in October 1985, and we used it
again in June 1989, this time in full color. As a result
of seeing A.R.C.’s cover, Marty and Sue chose Bell's
work for their price guides.

George Potter reports on the Texas VRPS-AWA
Annual Convention held last fall. Records were bro-

ken again with over $61,000 in total bids. With only
two items selling for over $1,000, ihis Dallas-area
club does it by sheer quanity — more than 1,000
items were sold over the 3-day event.

It was “business only” a: the auctions for radio
collector and professional auctioneer Michael Sher-
man, as the pace was nearly two items per minute.
If the opening bid was not met, the itam was passed.
After all, there is always more stuff awaiting the
hammer. Excellent seminars, a banguet, a flea mar-
ket and a contest rounded out this popular affair.

Of note in Photo Reviewthis month is a 1926 book
on television by Englishman Alfred Dinsdale. In an
earlier book on the subject — Vision by Radio —
published in Americain 1925, C. Francis Jenkins did
not use the word “television,” though we now know
that television is, in fact, “vision by ‘adio.”

Correspondence in Radio Miscellanea includes
identification of the disk-shaped rado pictured in the
Mason Estate Auction reportin the March 1999 issue
and in the “ebruary 1997 Photo Review. Reader
feedback on advertiser problems and on volume
control lubrication is also included.

Looking back again on our first year, we've cho-
sen to reprint another of Frank Heathcote's “Collec-
tors Corner” articles — this one from the January
1985 issue. A prolific contributor to A.R.C., Frank
wrote aboutthe 1930-1931 Pilot S-155 “Midget,” a 6-
tube TRF radio. An uncommon set with unusual
styling, this was, indeed, a worthy collectible.

Even More About the Freshman Polydyne

Again one article has led to another. After
reading the Freshman Polydyne articles in the
June 1997 and March 1998 issues of A.R.C.,
Dale Davenport was inspired to write about a
metal-box version of the Polydyne, which he has
in his collection. He also speculates further on
the Freshman Company and its sets. (Editor)

In reading the articles in Antique Radio Classi-
fied concerning the Freshman Polydyne, | found
the comment about the use of five separate fila-
ment windings intriguing. Since | own a Freshman
Model Q, shown in Figure 1, | decided to take a
quick informational trip through John Rider's Per-

petual Troubleshooters Manual, Volume . The
search turned up a surprising 16 or so manufactur-
ers that used the same or similar arrangement.

Prominent manufacturing names, such as All-
American, Bremer-Tulley, Brunswick, Edison/
Splitdorf, Federal, Freed-Eisemann, Majestic, and
even industry design leader RCA, used the sepa-
rate filament source concept in the earliest days
of AC set manufacture. Grebe had one model
with no fewer than six separate filament voltage
sources.

Beyond the need for various filament voltages,
the choice of separate filament sources apparently
was driven by the need to isolate individual tubes
and their functions from those
elsewhere in the set. By about
1930, the practice seemed to
have lessened to a great degree
due, at least in part, to continued
development of tubes and the fact
that many were using indirectly
heated cathodes. Perhaps the
oddest part of the Polydyne’s cir-
cuitis thatall of the filament wind-
ings, including that for the UX-
227 detector, used a center tap,
with the exception, oddly enough,
of the venerable Type UX-280
rectifier.

FRESHMAN Q SERIES

The 5-tube circuit used in
Freshman’'s Model Q series was
for the most part a spin-off of the
tried and true regenerative TRF,
dating back to the mid-1920s and
popularized by Browning Drake.
Permutations of the circuit con-
tinued to crop up until at least
1930 and perhaps later. On first
examination, the differences be-
tween the various models of the
Q series of sets seems to be in
the power divider circuit and
whether the set was equipped
with a built-in speaker.

However, there is one signifi-
cant other variation. The Mod-
els Q-15 and Q-16 are nonre-
generative, while the other mod-
els offered in the series feed
some part of the signal present
at the output of the UY-227 de-
tector back to the front end of
the set via a 0-35 MMF variable

capacitor. This screwdriver adjustable feedback
is controllable through a small insulated hole in
the top left front of the chassis pan.

Other differences apparent from a casual ex-
amination of the top of the chassis, shown in
Figure 2, include two solenoid Type RF trans-
formers to the left of the boxed tuning gang. The
nonregenerative Types Q-15 and Q- 16 have only
one such transformer.

The tube lineup for all versions of the Q series
are the same: Type UY-227 indirectly heated
triode detector, Type UX-226 directly heated first
audio amplifier, and Type UX-17A, another di-
rectly heated triode, as the audio ouput amplifier.
All versions of the set use the Type 80 full-wave
rectifier.

It would appear that Jerry McKinney’s beautiful
Polydyne cathedraltombstone (A.R.C. June 1997)
does, indeed, have the nonregenerative version
of the circuit. It was the review of Jerry's set that
sparked comments on the unusually large num-
ber of transformer windings and led me to do a bit
more research on the metal-box version of the
set in my collection. It would be logical to assume
that the faded paper label in Jerry’s set says “S-
G-15" rather than “S-C-15." The “S-G-" is indica-
tive of the set's use of the then new UX-222
“screen grid” tube.

The Q series of screen grid TRFs was designed
under the leadership of George Eltz who replaced
Albert Franklin as the Charles Freshman Compa-
ny's chief engineer in the spring of 1928 following a
takeover of the company by Walter P. Chrysler.
Chrysler's assumption of control, apparently prompt-
ed by heavy investments and subsequent losses in
the Freshman Company, brought with it the instal-
lation of Clarence A. Earl as president. Charles
Freshman, the company’s founder, became Chair-
man of the Board. The newly installed president
had dismissed Franklin and promoted assistant
George Eltz to the chief engineer's position.

The Q series, as well as the other metal boxes,
Models M and N, were part of the new lineup for
the fall of 1928. They were introduced at about
the time that Freshman founder Charles Fresh-
man was being bounced from the company per-
manently. However, the Q models were the only
ones in the new line to offer the screen grid
regenerative TRF circuit.

The Qmodel's circuit was centered around the
new Type UX-222 tube, released to the public in

the fall of 1927. This first screen grid tube offered
a gain of 300 and stable operaton — a huge
improvement over the then current crop of triodes
— making it something of a hare among the
tortoises. The fact that the UX-222 was intended
for battery operation was “desigred around” by
the use of the previously mentioned center tap of
the filament winding.

Though simple in concept, the set's design
borders on elegant. At last, here was the gain of a
regenerative circuit, coupled with smooth opera-
tion, and to top it all, the tube had ‘ar greater gain
than existing triode designs. The prospect of gain
from two sources must have been a heady incen-
tive for Eltz and his engineering crew to let the
creative juices flow and finally “ge: a quart from a
pint pot.”

In 1925-1926, Charles Freshman had an idea
to help maximize profits: he would relabel last
year's models to be sold through department
stores and thereby undercut his own dealers. The
name chosen for the relabeled sets was “Poly-
dyne.” It appears that, in 1328, the new manage-
ment of the Charles Freshman Company either
continued the practice or perhaps simply pro-
duced much or all of the product iine under both
the Freshman and Polydyne names.

In any case, the Q models seem to have been
offered under both names, and the labels were
the only discemible difference. I is not clear if
they were marketed at the same time or if the
practice of last year's Freshman sets becoming
this year's Polydyne sets was cortinued.

MY FRESHMAN POLYDYNE

Now ['ll finally get to the point of my story. In my
modest collection | have a Model Q without brand
name or label affixed to the fron: of its wrinkle-
finished metal box. Close inspection shows no
indication that the set ever had the metal label
normally found at the bottom center of the set's
front face.

My set has two slot-shaped holes, approximate-
ly 2'/4" center-to-center; the wrinkle paint in them is
perfect, and there are no scratches in the paint on
the inside of the cabinet either, strongly indicating
that the set has never had the nameplate attached.
Glued to the underside of the metal fid are two oval
stickers, one on top of the other. ~he slick yellow
paper labels are printed in chocolate brown and
measure 4" x ¥s". My assumption nitially was that
the quality-control folks had gone for coffee, and
careless assembly led to two stickers being af-

fixed, one on top of the other.

Inspection of the set's chassis produced new
mysteries. The UX-222 tube was replaced with its
AC equivalent, the UY-224. The UX-222, designed
for battery operation at 3.3 volts, operates inthese
sets at a slightly reduced 3.1 volts, probably to
lengthen tube life and as a method of allowing for
the huge line voltage variations prevalent when the
set was designed and manutfactured.

The problem with installation of the UY-224
screen grid tube is that it is designed to operate at
2.5 volts and a whopping 1.75 amperes — the
same as its stablemate, the UY-227 triode. (UY
tubes have 5-pin bases, instead of the 4-pin bases
of the UX series tubes.) Installation of the UY-
based tube required replacing the UX socket and
changing the filament source so that the tube is
fed in parallel with the UY-227 detector. This
condition places a hefty 3'/.-ampere load on the
2.5 volt winding of the transformer, a rather daunt-
ing prospect.

My curiosity aroused, | thought back to the
double stickers under the set’s lid and decided to
steam off the top one. Here is what | found. The
set's bottom (original) sticker, shown in Figure 3,
proclaimed it to be a Freshman Model Q-15 with
the licensing and patent data. The top sticker,
shown in Figure 4, makes no claim to the set's
name; it simply says “Model Number 5234," and
again has the licensing and patent information. In
small print at the bottom of the sticker is the
message “Form 5127."

Unfortunately, | was not able to determine what,
if any, “Form Number" the original sticker might
have had. The conclusion to be drawn then would
be that my set (or at least the cabinet lid) had been
manufactured as a Freshman Model Q-15 and
then converted to something else, either before
leaving the Freshman factory in New York City or
perhaps after being returned for some reason.

While restoring the set both cosmetically and
electrically, | had time to ponder and arrive at the
following conclusions, and perhaps even more
unresolved questions.

COMMENTS AND SPECULATION

At some time in the production life of the Fresh-
man Polydyne Q series of sets, a decision was
made to upgrade the circuit's design by installa-
tion of the UY-224 AC-operated screen grid tet-
rode. Why? Possible reasons for the Q series to
be upgraded might have included efforts to con-
trol or reduce the circuit's hum level and certainly
to avail the set of the UY-224's increase in gain to
approximately 420. To perform at optimum gain
the tube’s plate voltage would have to be in-
creased, but it wasn't, so the tube is operating at
less than maximum efficiency.

QOddly, the Freshman Polydyne circuit was de-
signed to operate with 162 volts on the plate of
the UX-222, considerably over the desired 135
volts recommended by RCA and Cunningham,
but closer to the 180 volts specified for the UY-
224. Could the circuit's designers have had in-
side information or at least a hunch that an AC
version of the tube was in the works?

At this time, | do not have enough data to

determine what other components might have
been changed to accommodate the UY-224's
lower plate resistance, though ideally some ad-
justments should have been made. The UY-224
became available to the public on April 20, 1929,
so design changes would have been made fol-
lowing that date. By the spring of 1929, the set's
design was nearly a year old and due to be
replaced in the fall with the announcement of the
new model year's lineup.

Workmanship in the installation of the UY-224,
as well as associated wiring changes, is good,
indicating that the conversion may very well have
been a factory job. The original UX socket was
replaced with a UY type of a slightly different
design, as shown in Figure 5, now held in place
by screws rather than rivets. The use of screws
would indicate that the chassis was converted
after manufacture. Soldering, lead dress, and
appearance are what you would expect from work
done at the factory — neat, clean and well exe-
cuted. Continued operation shows no evidence
of heat stress to the power transformer, giving
rise to speculation that perhaps a transformer
with a heavier 2.5-volt winding may have been
incorporated.

My UY-224 version of the set works quite well
after replacement of its low emission tetrode, so
I've taken the time to determine if component
values, such as biasing resistors, have been
changed. Also it would be difficult to determine if
coil values used in the coupling scheme have
been modified, as Figure 6 seems to indicate.
Truth is most of these early, inexpensive sets are
reasonably tolerant of component values, so it's
quite possible that few, if any, other changes
were made to the chassis to accommodate the
conversion.

LISTENING OBSERVATIONS

How well does the set work? Signal sensitivity
is quite good with an appropriate long wire anten-
na and ground, but selectivity does teave a bit to
be desired — pretty much what you would expect
from a set with only two stages of tuning. Re-
member, the need for high selectivity was not as
great in some parts of the country in 1928-1929,

as it would be in a few short years.

There were far fewer stations on the air in the
late '20s, except for the congestion in and around
the large population centers, such as Chicago
and New York. Magazine articles and set-build-
ing ads of the era constantly proclaimed that this
or that set was able to cut through the crowding
and interference where local competition was
becoming fierce for listeners. The design of the
Model Q series of receivers must have targeted
less congested areas of the country.

A THIRD MODEL Q VERSION?

The Model Q was the low end of Freshman's
price range and that would have dictated anecon-
omy of parts and, to some extent, performance.
The design target seems to have been hit. The
Freshman Polydyne metal box would have been
a good value for the $69 originally asked, less
tubes, if you lived in one of the nation’s smaller
communities with little if any local broadcasting,
but served by an AC electrical service.

The principal question then seems to be, do |
have a third version of the Model Q? | believe
there is compelling evidence to consider it a pos-
sibility. Consideration of the nameless label, the
set's apparent manufacture without the usual front
panel nameplate, and the level of workmanship
would indicate that there may have been life after
the Freshman Polydyne series.

Updating the circuit could have allowed the
surplus parts and cabinets to be consumed and
the performance to be slightly improved to help
dispose of the sets in an increasingly competitive
market. Perhaps the sets were sold through a
third and separate sales venture. It's possible too
that a large number of leftover chassis and cabi-
nets were disposed of by a quick engineering fix
and then the sets sold off to or through one of the
number of mail order discount houses that adver-
tised so prevalently in magazines of the day.

Conjecture that my set was “factory modified”
could be dependent on continued manufacture
past the spring of 1929 when the UY-224 became
available. Is it reasonable to assume that this
relatively simple set. offered first in the fall of
1928 as part of a quick fix to the Charles Fresh-

man Company’s product iine, cculd have been
continued into a second production year?

Though employing the latest inr tube technolo-
gy, the “Little Giant of the Air” — the name used
by Freshman in advertising the Q-15 — was an
antique in appearance when first offered, even by
the standards of 1928. It would seem that the
Freshman Polydyne Company was one of the
few, other than Atwater Kent, to continue with the
skirted 100-0 tuning control this late. The brown
Bakelite Kurz Kasch tuning dial, shown in Figure
7, was a throwback too, as even Atwater Kent
had shifted to the more common 0-100 scaling
several years previously. Atwater Kent referred
to this syle as “Full Vision Tuning "

FRESHMAN BECOMES EARL

It seems possible that the Freshman Company
(the name would change to “Earl Radio Corpora-
tion” in July 1929) continued on with this low-end
radio as either a bread and butter offering or
simply to sell off unsold sets or parts beyond the
Polydyne series. The set would Fave been ideal
for rural areas, though, unfortunately, many peo-
ple were still without electrical service. Installa-
tion with a good long wire anterma and ground
would have given adequate performance, and
with the tooling paid for, the price could have
been substantially reduced.

The Earl Radio Corporation went into receiver-
ship in November 1929 following :he crash of the
Stock Market. Efforts to find financing failed, and
the factory was sold off in July of 1930. It is
possible that a sell-off of surplus sets in the com-
pany's inventory might have been a result of early
efforts to raise cash for survival. The set | have
could have been sold through discounters even
after the manufacturer had closed the doors.

Charles Freshman, after being bounced from
the company he had founded, apparently went
back home to Chicago, and in tne fall of 1928,
started production of an 8-tube "President” table
set. Perhaps to avoid some noncompetition agree-
ment, the President sets were advertised as the
products of the “S. Freshman Company” of Chi-
cago. S. Freshman reportedly was Charles’ broth-
er Sigmund. | have one of the President sets and
so far have been unable to find a schematic or

service reference to the President set is in the
Alfred A. Ghirardi Radio Troubleshooter’s Hand-
book.

From time to time, the Freshman name has
been used in conjuction with that of Belmont, but
| am unable to determine what the connection
might have been.

COLLECTING FRESHMAN SETS

Sadly, all too often, in the fervor of acquiring
the best and rarest for our collections, we pass
over Freshman sets at auctions and flea markets.
This | feel is a mistake. Although not the best in
performance, or the rarest, or the most innovative
in technology, for the most part Freshman, like
Atwater Kent and Philco, is a name recognized
by our parents and grandparents when reminisc-
ing about the early days of radio.

It was through Charles Freshman's efforts,
whatever the motivation, that many people were
able to acquire their first radios. He brought pric-
es down to an affordable level, admittedly at the
expense of performance in many cases, but bring
them down he did.

Freshman, along with the products of Powell
Crosley, helped put that first radio set into many
homes in the mid-1920s. The Freshman and Cros-
ley sets filled a need and at a price that more mid-
1920s folks could afford. Good or bad, warts and
all — the Freshman sets are secure in the history
of radio in America and should be accorded a
place in our collections.

Crosley Model VIII Portable Restoration

The Crosley Model VIl portable, shown in Fig-
ure 1, became mine long ago at an AWA meet in
Canandaigua, New York. It was a basket case,
as the saying goes, but how could | pass up a rare
1923 Crosley? There are very few Model VI
portables — | know of only one other, owned by a
collector in Colorado.

This set has a TRF circuitry operating on three
Type 199 tubes in three porcelain sockets. It also
has two wooden book-type tuning condensers.
The handsome cabinet is constructed of quarter-
sawed light oak.

Almost eight months of work went into the
restoration of this set. Shown on top of the radio
is the aerial wire holder (not a loop) that had to be
completely reproduced. To replace the many parts
missing from the chassis took fong hours of
searching through flea markets and meets for
clean, original replacements. To complete the
project, | added the appropriate batteries and
Crosley headphones. This made the set extremely
heavy and negated using the antiquated handle.

Attached to one of the binding posts at the left
of the set is an original Crosley dealer repair tag.
On the front lid, | show an original 1923 Crosley
apparatus catalog which includes this receiver.

Krantz Collection To Be Auctioned

Many longtime A.R.C. readers may not have heard
of the passing of Frank Krantz, pictured in Figure 1,
whose “Collector's Profile” in the March 1997 issue
was the result of my very enjoyable visit with him that
year. Even if collectors did not know him personally,
Frank's extensive ads in A.R.C. over the years had to
be notable. He was an avid collector and a familiar
name in the radio-collecting community. A.R.C. read-
ers will remember him for his seemingly endless sup-
ply of radio equipment and parts.

A radio repairman since 1930, Frank’s home in
Somerdale, New Jersey, became something like an
extension of Philadelphia’s “Radio Row,” as his hob-
by grew into a vocation. Figure 2 — a 1997 photo —
gives a sense of just a small portion of the contants of
the Krantz collection to be auctioned at his home on
April 24 and 25, 1999, by the Childers and Smith
Auction House. The company’s full-page ad in this
issue gives details, but the scope of the collection is
almost beyond inventory. In fact, the auction house
has indicated that further auctions may be necessary.

Included will be radios, tubes, books and maga-
zines, test equipment, crystal detectors, microphones,
etc., etc. A catalog is available and the items con-
tained therein will be sold on Saturday, April 24, with
the remainder on the 25th.

As the 1997 Collector’s Profile said, although Frank
had begun to thin out his collection, some of the
remaining items are impressive. On the other hand,
much of what is there may be largely unknown, and
there could be many surpnses in the auction. The
house is small and packed solid, but a tent will be
used to facilitate matters. Buyers should be prepared
to remove purchases without delay.

Radio: A New Form of Trouble
from: Over the Footlights

The following story was brought to our atten-
tion by Harry Schecter (yes, our managing edi-
tor's husband), who had recently discovered the
great charm of the writings of Stephen Leacock
(1869-1944), a Canadian humorist. We suggest
that, as you read the story, you substitute the
word “Intemet” for “radio.” (Edijtor)

What is radio? | shall be only too glad if any
reader of this book will write and tell me, simply
and in words that | can understand, what radio is.

Let him understand at the outset that it is no use
telling me that by means of radio, | would be able,
seated comfortably in my own armchair to hear the
Pittsburgh orchestra. | know it. | don’t want to. Nor
need he inform me that, seated comfortably in my
own armchair, | can hear a speech by W. J. Bryan.
| don't need to. | heard one.

Nor do | wish for information involving the use of
such words as “receiving circuit,” “rheostat,” and
“variometer.” These words are no help to me. |
have tried them out and | don’t get them. | have
already read a little book called Radio for the Be-
ginner, and it has beaten me. | have sent away for
another that is called Radio for Infants, but | have
very little hope fromiit. | know already that it will tell
me that any infant nowadays, seated comfortably
in his high chair, can hear the Pittsburgh Orches-
tra. And of course it will contain what are called
“directions” telling me to “insert my antennae in my
ears.” But | refuse to. It sounds like insults that we
use to use when | was young.

And, most particularly, | don’t want surprising
statements about the rapidity of ether waves. Itis
no use telling me that the Hertzian waves repre-
sent 3,000,000,000,000,000 oscillations per sec-
ond. | believe that that figure is correct, but it
doesn’t strike me as so terribly fast anyway. After
reading for months the statistical figures on the
Bill of Reparations against Germany and the fall
of the Russian ruble, it leaves me cold.

All that | clearly perceive about radio is that a
new form of trouble has broken out in the world.
One more item has been added to the growing list
of Things | Don't Understand. | know now just
how they feltin Ancient Babylon when they hanged
the man who invented the first wheelbarrow. Ra-
dio, in short, just adds one length to the distance
by which | am being left behind.

Indeed the whole radio business as | read it in
the newspapers, seems to be largely in the hands
of children. Only last week | noticed that a little
boy in the Schenectady Technical High School
had made a radio machine out of an empty sar-
dine can and a piece of stove pipe wire. He must
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be a bright little fellow. I'd like to choke him. And |
see where another bright little fellow (they are
called “bright little fellows” in radio literature) has
fixed up a radio set in his bedroom: it said that his
“aerial” was 75 feet long and that he had a “flat
top lead-in.” Poox boy! | forget what he uses his
radio set for. Perhaps he listens to the Pittsburgh
Orchestra. They mostly do.

Meantime the thing has assumed the propor-
tions of a vast movement. There are radio shops,
radio fans and a whole growth of radio literature,
magazines, journals, advertisements, and prize
competitions. In tact it's a “world movement;” it
takes its place rght alongside prohibition and
psychoanalysis and the subconscious mind. In a
very short time it will get into the moving pictures
and on the stage and into our current novels and
eat the heart out of our literature. | was reading
the other night — or was | dreaming - a “radio
novel” which began something like this:

“Angelina sat in her cloistered room, her an-
tennae in her ears and her eyes idly resting on
her direction finder, hearing and yet half not hear-
ing the Pittsburgh Orchestra while the Herzian
waves moved drowsily past her at the rate of
three million billion miles a second. Suddenly the
girl noted among the waves one which sent a
throb to her heart. It was his — Eduardo's. That
familiar and beloved call, “K double Z O double
Z.” She would recognize it anywhere. There was
aromance about it which thrilled the young girl —
KZZ O zz.

Hastily she adjusted her ampilifier, moved her
spark to a better audio-frequency, and opened
her condenser till its capacity increased one mil-
lionth of a farad. “Eduardo,” she clicked. “It is .
Where are you?"

‘I am here,” came the answer. “Seated com-
fortably in my armchair, | am listening to a broad-
cast by one of our greatest national preachers.
Tune your wave length, darling (he said the word,
in radio), QQ is the sign for it, and cut in, and we
will listen to it together.”

‘I will sweetheart,” she answered (HKW).

Rapidly this bright young girl — she was in the
highest grade of the Schenectady Technical High
School: the last one that they will allow them to be
in — adjusted her radio set. In a few moments
she had cut in on the same broadcast that Edu-
ardo, far away In the ether, was also absorbing
into his vacuum tube. It was wonderful to the girl
to think that her antennae were joined to his by
the same wave and that his amplitude and hers,
with a proportional deduction for the square of the
distance, were now in the circuit. Thus, together



they listened to the broadcast their antennae
close locked —

And would you believe it — by the time | had
got to this point in the namration of the new radio
novel, all of a sudden, it began to seem strangely
like, and yet unlike, something that | haa read
long ago in a forgotten story dealing with New
England life in the older days.

Something like this it
went. “Together they sat
and listened to the voice
of the preacher in the pul-
pit, and as they sat thus,
his hand found hers, and
their hands remained as
they listened, close
locked together —"

Queer isn't it? The sim-
ilarity. This new world is
not quite so new as might
appear. And on the whole,
Imust say | prefer the hand
to the antennae.

Not but what there are
great advantages about
the new radio methods
as thus applied. Before
John Strongtace (| think
that was his name in the
New England novel, ei-

ther that or John Ironheart) could get Priscilla to

that pew in the church where he held her hand,
he had to walk eight miles through the forest in
his snowshoes with bears after him and after the
service was over he had to help her put on her
wraps and tie her muffier round her neck and take
her home four miles and eat pumpkin pie with her
mother.

Whereas Eduardo with his radio set! A cinch!
No trouble about taking her home, no expense,
nothing. All he has to do is to “cut her out.” It is

done like this.

“Somehow he felt that the vibration of the girl's
battery was growing fainter. “Tired love,” he whis-
pered. (ZZZZ) (A whisper is indica‘ed by four loud
blue sparks.)

“A little,” she amplified.

“Then let us cut out,” signalled Eduardo. “And
tormorrow nlght at eight, seated comforably in our
armchairs, we will listen to
the Pittsburgh Orchestra.”

“That will be lovely
dearest,” she answered,
(QQQ) —

Then this pure gil —
she was taking pure math-
ematics and pure physics
at the Schenectady Tech-
nical High School —
clicked out her simple
prayers on her radio, and
sank to rest.

Stephen Leacock (1869-1944), one of the most
versatile literary personalities of his time, gained
worldwide fame in the first part of the 20th centu-
ry.

unique national and provincial historic site. They
may also stroll to the boathouse where Leacock
spent summer mornings writing and enjoy a light
lunch or English tea at the terrace cafe. A unique
gift/bookshop is, of course, a great source of Lea-
cock's works.

The Leacock home has undergone various stag-
es of restoration since its purchase in 1957 by the
town of Orillia to be developed as a l:terary center
and tourist attraction. In 1984, the home was
identified br the book Canadian L terary Land-
marks as Canada’s second literary shrine. (The
firstis L.M. Montgomery’s Green Ga®les on Prince
Edward Island.)

1986 saw the construction and operation of a
new gift shop at the site. 1995 marxed an amaz-
ing coummunity effort to advance the museum’s
restoration — 6,000 volunteers showed up for a
barnraiser in which the boathouse was recon-
structed in 24 hours. Clearly, the Stephen Lea-
cock legacy lives on in the hearts of Canadians.

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The Phule Duo Bulb

BY CHARLES MULLER

Undaunted by the
failure of their dual fil-
ament vacuum tube to
materialize due to
patent restrictions, the
Phule Company came
up with another win-
ner — the Dual Fila-
ment Lamp Bulb. At
the time, lamp bulbs
had carbon filaments
and were sturdy in
themselves. But, when
they were lit and in a
table lamp subject to
jarring, they were frag-
ile and would disinte-
grate. This would not
be the case with the
new Phule bulb.

The Phule bulb,
shown in Figure 1,
simply required inver-
sion, and the light
would be restored.
Clever, eh? As the price of a single bulb was
small, Phule bulbs were sold in 6-packs with a
bonus of a free Hurricane Candle Bulb, shown
in Figure 2. In the event of a power failure, the
user could take out the bulb in a table lamp,
screw in the candle bulb, and then turn the glass
envelope counter-clockwise. When the glass
envelope came off, the candle would be ex-
posed and it could be lit. Voila! There's your
emergency light.

After selling hundreds of Phule bulb 6-packs,
the company thought it had a winner. But, the axe
fell again. This time the problem was that the
Underwriters Labs refused Phule a label. The
contention was that when a bulb bured out and
the bulb was inverted, a part of the burned-out
filament could still be attached to one of the posts
of the inverted screw base. Thus, a possible
shock hazzard existed if it touched the now live
bulb’s filament. The Phule Company stopped pro-
duction. Sad. Another dream gone down the drain.

On a more humorous note, some people, after
lighting the candle, put the glass envelope back.
Of course, the flame went out after a few seconds
without oxygen. Some people wrote to the com-
pany about having a defective bulb. The compa-
ny replied saying that the glass envelope was
there only to protect the candle and keep it dry.

My uncle was a tenant in the Phule Building
and often went to lunch with Mr. Phule. He had

acquired a batch of 6-packs and gave me a bulb
and candle. The candle has remained unused
through all these years, but every so often, | take
the Phule bulb out of the display case and put itin
a table lamp that is in series with a variac to
reduce the voltage to 100 volts to save the fila-
ment. | tum it on and stare at the warm glow of the
coiled carbon filament for a minute or so, and
then back to the shelf it goes.

My uncle, who was an electrical engineer, de-
signed a table lamp with a dual socket. With a
switch, either one of the Phule filaments could be
lit. In case of a bumout, a flip of the switch would
restore the light.

Both filaments could also be on at the same
time for greater illumination. This was a forerun-
ner of the 3-way lamp, which a grandson of Mr.
Phule’s invented and which also went “belly up.”
And so we have another dream down the drain,
along with the Phule lamp.

A Line-Operated 1-Tube Radio

| was looking over some different schematics
for 1-tube radios in back issues of The Hom
Speaker because | was intrigued by the .dea that
aradio could have just one tube. All the other sets
I'd seen at the club meetings and auctions had
lots of tukes. | learned these were to multiply the
gain ofthe signal from the antenna, which is weak
everywhere, except in parts of Wheaton, Mary-
land, where | live.

BUILDING THE SET

The set | chose to build was a regenerative
circuit using an 01-A tube. Not wanting to get a 5-
volt battery to light it, |
thought of using a cheap-
er tube and a 6-volt trans-
former from Radio Shack.
In addition, | wanted plen-
ty of gain, so | reworked
the schematic to make
the set play through a
speaker. Little did | real-
ize what a change that
would actually make!

I had all the parts but
a breadboard. The guy
at the Radio Shack told
me | could use another
6-volt transformer for the
output transformer and
proved it with an equa-
tion. | also bought an isolation transfcrmer the
guy thought | might need. He advised me not to
use plastic solder and gave me some other tips.

My antenna was a 50-foot length of wire strung
around the cormners of my workshop. | removed all
the insulation from the wire too, so as to increase
the gain. When the circuit was finished, | tumed
on the power and was rewarded with the sight of
a cheerfully glowing 6C4. | also had a cheerfully
glowing rectifier diode, until | reversed the polarity
of the filter capacitor. Finally, the set seemed to
be working right, and | tuned the variable con-
denser (! think it's really a capacitor too) looking
for stations.

All | had in the speaker was a low hum. Decid-
ing | needed more gain, | went back to Radio
Shack and bought a 15-inch speaker. When |
hooked this baby up, things started to happen!

THE RESULTS

It was this way: | had another radio on in the
shop at the time. | had been listening to Rush
Limbaugh on WMAL, which is the only other
station | can get in Wheaton so close to the
50,000 watt tower. Suddenly there was a -ythmic

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sound coming from the radio that was like a
crazed rhino crashing through the brush. Rush
never gets carried away like that, so | looked
around for the source of this new interference.

Imagine my surprise when | saw my dog Spot
sniffing excedly at the new Radio Shack speaker.
Every time he touched the cone, there was another
panting, crashing sound from the shop radio. Ap-
parently, my 1-tube radio was actually working
backwards, taking the noise of Spot's sniffing and
transmitting it over my shop antenna to the little
radio. | tested this theory oy changing the tuning
condenser of my set, and sure enough, the dog
moved up in frequency to
apout 800 on the dial!

By designing my own
radio, | learned many
things, including:

1. A speaker can act
like a microphone.

2. Radios have the
property of reciprocity.

3. An isolation trans-
former can prevent a
nasty shock.

4, Capacitors can also
be condensers, and
some of them can be
hooked up backwards.

5. If you have enough
gain, you don't really
need a ground these days.

6. When | connected my tape player to the speak-
er, the music came over every racio in my house!

This last finding really hit me. | had designed a
transmitter! That has to be harder than designing
a receiver. Now | use the radio (and the isolation
transformer) to broadcast music all over my house,
and | can also hear it outside in my Walkman.

Finally, I'm not completely sure about the find-
ing of Number 2 above. | tried shouting into the
speaker of every other radio in my house to see
how well each one would broadcast, but got no
result, except with my own design. Maybe it's
because my workshop antenna has so much
more gain

MEET & AUCTION REPORT

VRPS-AWA 1998 Convention and Auction
Plano, Texas — October 30-November 1, 1998

REPORTED BY GEORGE POTTER

The 23rd annual convention of the Vintage
Radio and Phonograph Society (VRPS) and the
Antique Wireless Association {AWA) was held
October 30-November 1, 1998, at the Harvey
Hotel in Plano, Texas. Attendance at the 3-day
event was approximately 400, plus a few curious
hotel patrons.

Events on Friday included a tube/book auction
and the main auction. Auction totals for Friday
were $20,088, with 529 items sold and 42 pass-
es. Saturday included a silent auction followed by
the main auction with 477 items sold and only 24
passes. Proceeds totaled $41,583. The grand
total for both auctions was $61,671 — a new high
over last year!

Some of the top bid items sold at auction were
as follows: an Emerson 190 butterscotch Catalin
selling at $1,300; a FADA 652 Catalin at $625; a
Mir-Ray mirror radio at $1,250; a Radiola Grand
at $850;, a Motorola neon advertising sign for
$825; an RCA fluorescent ad sign at $300; a
Kennedy 281 at $550 and a Kennedy 521 amp at
$625; a nice Philco 60 cathedral at $400; two
Predicta TVs at $200 and $320 respectively; an
Edison Home phonograph at $500; a Crosley 124
cathedral at $250; a National HRO5-T1 with coils
at $270; and a Zenith 12A57 at $500.

On Friday, VRPS had two excellent programs —
the first, presented by Dale Davenport of Fort Smith,
Arkansas, was on restoration. Bob Olinger of Flow-
er Mound, Texas, and Tom Burgess of Little Rock,
Arkansas, presented another on early television.
Saturday’s banquet featured an awards presenta-
tion and guest speaker Durell M. Roth of Austin,
Texas, who gave a lively talk and slide show on
coast-to-coast, border-to-border radio.

The Pilot Radio & Tube Corp. was famous
throughout the world for its short wave kits
in the late 20’s. The demand for Pilot pro-
ducts overtaxed their Brooklyn, New York
plant and new quarters were sought. An-
ticipating continued growth they moved in-
to a new plant at Lawrence, Mass., claimed
by Pilot to be the largest plant in the world
owned ard operated by a radio manufac-
turer. The main building was five blocks long
and the factory contained one and a half
million square feet of useable floor space. Al-
most all parts used in the manufacture of
Pilot radios, except speakers, were made
there.

PILOT MIDGET

For the 1930-31 season, Pilot introduced
their first factory assembled receiver, the
Pilot “Midget”, catalogue #S-155. It was a
6 tube tuned radio frequency set weighing
32 pounds housed in a cabinet of walnut ve-
neer 17" wide, 82" deep. and 172" high.
It retailed for $59.50 less tubes.

Type 24 tubes are used in the 2 RF stages,
along with another as the detector. This is
followed by a resistance-capezcity coupled
type 27 tube in the 1st AF stage transformer
coupled to a 45 tube in the final AF stage.
Direct current is provided by an 80 rectifier
tube.

In the early version, volume is controlled
by a 50K ohm potentiometer varying volt-
age to the screen grids of the RF tubes. In
the later version, a 4K ohm potentiometer
controls antenna and cathode bias.

The chassis is one piece pressed
aluminum. The 6 tubes are ir a line along
the back of the chassis. In the left front of
the chassis is a 3 gang “Vaultype” tuning
condenser. To the right is a power pack com-
prising the AF transformer, 1st choke, and
4 filter condensers. Underneath are “Twin-
Coupler” RF coils, power transformer, and
by-pass condenser block. A 6” Rola cone
speaker is used with its tapped field coil ac-
ting as 2nd choke and part of the voltage
divider system. A 110 volt direct current ver-
sion was also available using four 01A and
two 71A tubes.

The Pilot midget is not a commonly found
set and its unusual styling make it a worthy
collectable.

Thanks for the article in the March 1998 A.R.C. onthe
Freshman Polydyne. | was reminded that at the tail end
of the 1920s (having been bom in 1915}, and being an
eager beaver for radio, | took some of my hard-earned
money from harvesting Walla Walla onions and in-
vested in one of the Q-15s in a steel box, with cabinet
and magnetic cone speaker. Itis shown in Radio Manu-
facturers of the 1920's, Vol. 2, page 32, as a Q-16.

That radio had a Type 222 tube, which soon went
dead. A replacement was outside my budget, so | substi-
tuted a Type 230 tube with appropriate filament dropping
resistor. The radio worked OK until 1934, at which time
the power transformer shorted out. By that time, | was
wheeling and dealing in radios, since | was in the repair
business, and | gave my folks a more up-to-date console.

A few of the radios | repaired were expensive and
elaborate consoles with Type 201-A tubes and a “slop
jar" rectifier power supply. While collecting radios of the
1920s today, | haven't run across any slop jar supplies
— not that | would want one!

Thanks again for your excellent articles.
