Hank's report brings home the fact that a growing
number of collectors are moving from the 1920s and
1930s into the World War Il era and enjoying the
preservation of later decades of radio history. In addi-
tion, they are engaged in an aspect of collecting that
provides a lot of fun, especially when participants oper-
ate their vintage equipment.

And finally, we come to an event that surely could be
called “the event of the summer” — the 4-day Krantz
auction —the firstinstaliment of whichiis reported by the
indefatigable Ray Chase in this issue. Many of you
knew the late Frank Krantz primarily from his lengthy
adsin A.R.C., or from our “Collector's Profile” in March
1997 and the announcement of his passing in our April
issue. A frequently asked question here has been, “How
could one man accumulate so many radios and so
much related material in one place?”

Well, Frank did it, as this first 2-day auction, followed
by a second later 2-day event, proves. With Frank’s
passing, we have lost a true friend of radio, as he
probably saved more treasures from the dumpster than
any other collector we know. And when his daughters
asked advice about what to do with Frank's vast store-
house, | was glad of the opportunity to urge them to keep
the collection in the hands of collectors who would carry
on Frank’s deep personal commitment to radio.

The auctions have done just that. Though Frank has
passedaway, his collection has not. Instead, it has been
dispersed among coliectors who really care about the
preservation of radio history. The process, though diffi-

cult because of the limited space for the sale, was a
tribute to Frank and a credit to his daughters.

As always, Dick Desjarlais is intrigued by the unusu-
al, and true to form, he has contributed an article on a
6-tube TRF radio from a manufacturer called “Dilco.”
Fortunately, the set needed little more than a new line
cord. Dick has included detailed photos in hopes that
one of you can shed some light on this curiosity.

Dick also provides us with Part 4 of his joumey onto
the Intemet via WebTV. As you will see, it hasn't been
all fun and games, but with determination, he is actual-
ly transmitting his articles via e-mail. The A.R.C. staff
cheers him on with each message recewed from
dicksradiodays @webtv.net.

Projects never tum out to be as easy as you might
expect. Walter Heskes provides us with a restoration
saga, in which it seems that nothing had a straightfor-
ward solution.

VINTAGE MILITARY EQUIPMENT

Collecting Military Equipment — Part 2

Military radios are a growing
interest among collectors, as in-
dicated by this reporton the fourth
annual Military Radio Collectors
Group (MRCG) Meet. As with his
report on the third annual meet in
the March 1999 A.R.C., Hank
Brown has included much addi-
tional material on individual sets,
enough, in fact, for a Part 3 to be
published in a later issue. For the
uninitiated, these articles help,
not only to open up a special
category of radio history and its
jargon, but also to introduce us to

radio collecting.

Collectors, operators, historians and others in-
terested in military radio and electronics gathered
for the fourth annual MRCG meeting in Camp
San Luis Obispo, California, on Friday and Satur-
day, April 30-May 1. Georgia, Pennsylvania, Min-
nesota, Missouri, Virginia, Arizona, and, of course
the West Coast were represented. We even had
attendance from Canada. Perhaps we could call
ourselves an international group now!

The gathering was blessed with great weather
conditions for outdoor, as well as indoor, activi-
ties. This meeting was planned to be our first 2-

day event but 12 participants arrived to set up
equipment and camp sites on Thursday. Several
sets were on the air, including a complete BC-
191 transmitter with a BC-312 receiver operating
on batteries and dynamotors.

FRIDAY EVENTS

Friday, April 30, saw about 45 participants
setting up radios, trying different antennas, crank-
ing hand generators, testing handie-talkies (HTs)
on foot and comparing notes on circuits, batteries
and other accessories. Most of the activities were
conducted in and around the NCO club. Howev-
er, with the RV and camp site only a few yards
away, we had people at both sites and in be-
tween.

The first day was planned as
an informal day of operating and
sefting up equipment for display
in the NCO club. In the after-
noon a low power (-45dBm), 51
Mc, FM signal transmitter was
placed on the air, as 8 contes-
tants with PRC-77, PRC-25,
PRC-6 and helmet radios gath-
ered to try their luck at distant
reception. The transmitter was
manned by Tom Horsfall who
read five group-coded messag-
es. Participants who copied the
message groups correctly, as
determined by two field judges,
then moved to another designed
spot away from the site. A sec-

those who copied were moved
even farther away.



A tourth message finally de-
termined the winner. Field judg-
es Dennis DuVall and Larry
Godek announced that Came-
ran Ogan with a PRC-77 and
Dick Dillman with a PRC-6 were
winners. Their final position was
some hundreds of feet away
from the transmitter

Ted Young, Lynn O'Connell,
Richard Molsberg, Jay Coward,
Paul Thekan, Andy Oxenreider
and Mike Oxenreider vowed to
return next year and challenge
the winners of the contest.

Some of the individual tests
produced results of about a mile
distance for communications be-
tween two PRC-6 HTs on 51 Mc
and similar results for an RT-70
mobile in motion. Two BC-611
HTs on 3885 Kc made contact
1.9 miles apart. A contact be-
tween two TBYs on 29 Mc was
established at three quarters of
a mile. It should be noted that one of the TBY
transceivers was operated back-pack fashion
while the operator was walking around.

Andy Miller, KD6TKX is planning an operation-
al TBX project for next year's meet. Andy was
also seen cranking a field generator for his SCR-
284 while operations were being run by another
operator

Other equipment running Friday was a beauti-
ful and complete R-395/PRD-1 DF set covering
100 Kc to 30 Mc in seven bands. Automatic DF
bearing on a variety of signals between 10C Kc
and 1750 Kc were taken on an AN/ARN-6 ADF
operating in a truck. There were a couple more
RT-70 FM sets on 6 meters (about '/>-watt) work-
ing out to a mile or more. An RT-68 was also
running in the camp site. TBY-8s and GRC-109s
were set up and on the air, as well as the popular
GRC-109 CW and AN/GRC-9 sets.

One of the larger operations was set up in the
grass behind the NCO Club by Phil Epstein, KOXI.
Phil had three BC-610 transmitters on the air

powered by a gasoline engine generator set.
Wire antennas were strung up in the trees to
nearby buildings. The stations were pretty com-
plete with speech amps and other accessories.

This is a BC-312-N receiver used in several Army
systems. The plug on the bottom right attached to
accessories, such as junction boxes, transmitters
etc.

RMCA designed the AR- i
8502-B marine receiver for
shipboard use in the early
1940s. Bands 1 and 2 cov-
ered 85 Kc to 600 Kc while
bands 3, 4 and 5 covered
1.9 Mc to 25 Mc. The de-
sign, well built for 110 VAC
or DC input, is heavy and
stable. This is the Army
Signal Corps version of the
receiver called the R-203A/
SR. The only minor differ-
ence is the location of the
power switch. The unit on
the side of the receiver is a
power line filter

Inside the NCO Club, a complete and operational
PRC-1 suitcase spy radio was running on 40 meters
at about 30 watts. Keying was verified by an R-
203A/SR receiver on the other side of the room.

The 1999 MRCG T-shirt with a B-17 radio
station on the back and a man-pack on the front,
priced at $11, was on display. Unfortunately, the
shipment of shirts did not arrive in time for the
meet. Those wanting a shirt were urged to con-
tact Ed Zeranski.

A little 1942 Ford GPW Jeep with AN/GRC-9

The BC-148, dating back to 1930, was still in use
ten years later. This one has a 1940 date on the
name plate. The 1-tube transmitter and 3-tube re-
ceiver use a loop antenna for CW work out to about
5 miles. Output is about 5 watts. Operating instruc-
tions and schematic are to the right of the key.

on 3885 Kc and RT-70 on 51 Mc provided photo
opportunities, as well as a chance to drive around
the area. Late in the day, the jeep’s transmission
locked up in first gear, but it still proved to be a lot
of fun running around in first gear only.

Late Friday aftemoon, those still in the area
were treated to a 45-minute battle by troops in
training. The action took place across the street
from the NCO Club and included rifles, machine
guns, bombs, smoke, mortars and a lot of noise.
During the battle action, one of our friends arrived
in a World War Il “deuce and a half" (2 1/2 ton
truck) with camouflage paint, antennas up in the
air, and lights on.

This BC-AR-230 Signal
Corps aircraft transmitter ap-
pears identical to the Navy
GF-series transmitters. How-
ever, the two are not alike
and not interchangeable. The
GF uses a push-pull output
circuit with screen modula-
tion, while the Army set uses
a single Type 10 output tube
with plate modulation. The
complete Army set is referred
to as the SCR-183 (12 Vdc) or
SCR-283 (24 Vdc) depending
on input voltage. It is also
interesting to note that the
Army set had provisions for
CW operation of the trans-
mitter but no BFO was pro-

vided in the receiver. In 1942, there were outstanding orders for more than 38,000 sets. Later in
the year the orders were scaled down to several thousand sets. The companion receiver (RU) to
the GF transmitter used three RF stages and BFO. The BC-229 — the companion receiver to the
BC-230 — used four RF stages. Both receivers were TRF designs.




SATURDAY SWAP MEET

Early Saturday morning the
NCO Club was again opened and
various vehicles began to arrive
for the swap meet. There were
about 35 sites selling, trading and
otherwise disposing of equip-
ment. Everything from early World
War | gear to late model, solid-
state units was avallable.

More people began to arrive
Saturday, and the equipment
display In the club began to grow.
The number of active units op-
erating on the air seemed to be
much higher than last year.
Among the 27 tables set up,
some had two or three displays.
A complete 3-receiver and 2-
transmitter SCR-274-N was run-
ning on 28 volts DC. On passive
display was a well-crafted, 1943
Japanese Navy frequency stan-
dard with 100 Kc and 1 Mc crys-
tals and VFO. Dick Dillman’s RS-
6 spy set attracted much attention. This 10-watt
CW set operates from 3-26 Mc CW and dates
back to the late 1950s.

From the Vietnam era was a very nice Halli-
crafters HT-1E “Village Radio” on 35.025 Mc AM.
This small HT-size, solid-state radio was used to
provide communications to and from remote sites.

The ladies interested in the San Luls Obispo
(SLO) area gathered about 9 a.m. and had a great
tour of the Dallidet Adobe and Gardens. They
had lunch at the Modanna Inn, and then stopped
atthe Apple Farm Inn and Coun and the Garden
Festival at Charro Park. They also enjoyed at-
tending the Quilt Festival in SLO.

About 9:30 a.m., the meeting room was full, and
Bart Lee presented a most Interesting talk on
World War Il Radio and Spies. He showed slides
of equipment in operation, sites used in World
War |l, details of circuits and much more. One of

the suitcase spy radios referred to — the PRC-1
— was in operation in the next room.

Following a short break, Dennis DuVall showed
over 100 slides of East Coast activities, equip-
ment, preserved ships — large and small — with
great views of the radio room. This proved to be
of Interest to all present.

Dave Ragsdale and Art Plummer prepared
their great noontime BBQ of chicken, beef, salad,
bread, drinks, and all the trimmings for over 50
participants. Hank Amey surprised us with a do-
nation of delicious Portuguese sausage.

Bjom Forsberg with his presentation of pre-
World War |l trench radios was next. Bjom had a
complete display of equipment and accessories,
such as the wind-driven generator for early bi-
planes to power a small transmitter. The sets he
described were equipped with single loops about

three feet on each side. The toops were used for
communications purposes (CW) only — not for
DF work. In addition to the USA equipment de-
scribed — the BC-148 — several foreign sets
were reviewed.

A Johnson & Phillips Mark Ill, London, 1916,
receiver was on display in the next room and
fitted well into the presentation. The receiver was
used for artillery spotting, and it received informa-
tion from air to ground. Two detectors were pro-
vided — a Perikon and Carborundum — to oper-
ate in the lower portion of the BC band. The
World War | biplanes used a spark transmitter for
one-way communications.

The final hour of the meet
was devoted to an open pro-
gram of various subjects. One
item brought up was the avail-
ability of a rather simple and'
easy conversion project to put
the popular BC-1000 (SCR-300)
on 6 meters. Schematics were
available to all wishing to per
form this work.

Bart Lee described a pro-
posed 1899 demonstration of
early wireless to be conducted
in August of this year at the Pre-
sidio, near San Francisco.

The FCC low-frequency pro-
posal for more power and more:
frequencies was discussed. The
ARRL and FCC are moving for-
ward on this subject. Perhaps
some of the LF military gear
could be used on the new pro-
posed frequencies around 136
Kc and 190 Kc.

Several letters from museum groups were dis-
tributed. Some solicited equipment information,
while others wanted historic information.

We started to assemble a “Have/Want” list of
names and addresses. Mike Brown will compile
the information and the list will be distributed in
the future. The plan is to get similar ideas and
desires for equipment, information and history
together.

This year's 2-day event was great fun for all
and we expect next year's event to be even
bigger and better. We are already working on
plans for another 2-day event. Dust off your gear,
prepare your displays and make plans for Friday
and Saturday, May 5-6, 2000. Camp San Luis

Nominal transmitter
output is about 10 watts. Two
VT-62 tubes are used in the
RF with three VT-63s in the
audio chain. Either master-
oscillator or crystal operation
could be selected.

This is a small, lightweight, miniaturized, low-power
FM radio designed to be used by foot troops. These units
can be operated on the low end of the amateur 6-meter
band. They are self-contained with dry batteries and
can be used with an external H-33 handset. Single-
channel operation between 47 to 55.4 mHz is set up
with a single crystal

Transmitter power output is about 1/4 watt. The
receiver uses 9 tubes while the transmitter uses 4 tubes.
The receiver supplies AFC control for the transmitter.

These units came out in the early 1950s to replace
the earlier World War II medium frequency BC-611
handie-talkie.

Batteries for these sets are hard to find so most of the
owners make up their own packs with series connected
9V transmitter batteries and flashlight D cells. Voltag-
es required are +90V, +45V, -4 5V and +1.5V

The unit in the photographs has a homemade battery
pack installed. The photograph at right shows the PRC-

WITH THE COLLECTORS

Dilco Who?

BY DICK DESJARLAIS

If there’s an oddball radio or radjo-related item
out there, Dick Desjarlais has a way of finding it.
Remember his Pastime miniature radio resem-
bling a tiny armoire (May '95 and April '96) or that
Raid-O-Larm gadget that became an air raid alarm
when attached to a radio (Feb. '98)? Dick’s ferret-
ing instincts always lead to an amusing or a
provocative article for A.R.C. (Editor)

We all know about Philco radios, and we are
familiar with Delco radios. But, have you ever
seen or heard of a Dilco radio? Well, | couldn’t
say | had heard of one either until | ran across the
cathedral radio shown in Figure 1. The proof that
this early '30s TRF set is truly a Dilco is in the
escutcheon shown in Figure 2.

THE CABINET

The cabinet is definitely not of the Philco or
Delco style, so who designed it? The “sun ray”
design of the speaker grille is reminiscent of the
Jackson Bell designs for Models 60 and 68 found
in the second edition of Mark Stein’s Machine
Age to Jet Age. The grille is also mindful of the
sunrise matif of the unpopular W.G. Pye Model
M78F of 1948. For the British public taste at that
time, this design was a reminder of World War I,

as it closely resembled the national flag of Japan.

Is Dilco a brand name of some little krown
manufacturer? None of my radio reference books
list Dilco, including the cross reference of radio
manufacturers and trade names in Grinder's Ra-
dio Collector’s Directory and Price Guide.

THE CHASSIS

In fact, | suspect that the chassis for this radio
might not be the originall There are several rea-

"

sons for this suspicion. First, in
the rear view of the cabinet in
Figure 3, note how the left and
right shaft holes have been
roughly reamed out. Was this
done to seat the control shaft
nuts right in the cabinet to allow
greater shaft extension? The ply-
wood board may have been
placed on the cabinet floor to
allow better positioning of the
control shafts.

Next, note the seemingly un-
original mounting board for the
upside down and probably un-
original Rola speaker. You can
also observe in Figure 3 that the
speaker wires are much too long
for this installation. since the
speaker plug socket is mounted
very close to the speaker.

As shown In Figure 4, the
speaker plug socket Is to the
right on top of the heavy metal
panel which extends the entire
length of the chassis. This metal
panel had been forcibly bent in
the middle, apparently to make
peace with the Rola speaker. Also in Figure 4, to
the right, some tinkerer precariously hung a 1500-
ohm wire resistor and a Dubilier 20-20 mfd, 450-
volt tubular filter capacitor. Undemeath the chas-
sls all the paper capacitors had been replaced in
a more workmanlike fashion.

Just for kicks, | replaced the old line cord,
which had been cut off, and put in a good used
Type 45 output tube. What do you know? This old
relic actually played when | timidly tured it on.

The rear view in Figure 5 reveals other inter-
esting features. The 6 tubes in the set are lined
up like martinets, with the Type 80 rectifier on the
left, and then the Type 45, followed by 4 Type 24
tubes. Holes drilled in the metal panel behind the
tubes allow access for the wires connected to the
grid caps. The 3 vertical vanes act as shields for
the Type 24 tubes.

The set is a curiosity at least. Who was the
manufacturer? Is the speaker original, and for
that matter, is the chassis original? If anyone has
a clue, and can add more information, please
contact A.R.C.

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RESTORATION TOPICS

Restoring an RCA 5Q8

BY WALTER HESKES

You never know when a long
ignored junker will suddenly take
on new interest. As Walter
Heskes tells us below, what he-
called a “hulk” when he first ac-
quired it became “a great old
gal” when hauled out from un-
der his bench a few years later
and given a second look. Re-
minds us that “second looks” are
always a good idea. (Editor)

With a show coming up here in
the fall, my wife Lisa and | hauled
out some of the junkers — the
“footrests” — from under our
bench. One was a 1940 RCA 5Q8,
shown in Figure 1, a brown
Bakelite hulk, which we had test-
ed once about two years ago. Af-
ter listening to it for a few mo-
ments, we determined that it need-
edrecapping and rewiring, as well
as a good cleaning and polishing.
We had no interest or enthusiasm for these tasks,
so we simply stuffed it into a corner on the floor and
promptly forgot about it.

Friday night, when our twin 2-year old boys
finally were asleep, we ventured down to the
shop to examine the 5Q8 once more and decide
its fate. Indeed, we had never fallen in love with
this rig, which suggested the styling of a horse-
shoe crab shell. We decided that our initial senti-
ments really hadn’t changed, and we were ready
to throw it out, just to reclaim some valuable
elbow room under the bench.

Then, we made the classic mistake of taking
another really close look at this great old gal. It
pulls in 3 bands — LW, BC, SW. It is complete
with all four original knobs and what appeared to
be the original fiberboard back cover, which can
be seen in Figure 2, in very good condition. It
includes a side-mounted tone control. The rect-
angular dial glass is a stunning example of mass-
production silkscreening. It lists the names of
scores of cities of the world in the vicinity of their
shortwave broadcast frequencies, circa 1940.
Today, many of those names exist only in history
books, but as we started to wipe the dust off the
glass, the radio sirens living within this set lured
us into their clutches.

RECAPPING

We decided to do a quick recap and tuneup,
just to make the beast presentable. We hauled it

up onto the bench and loosened the bolts that
hold the chassis to the cabinet. Upon removing
the dusty chassis, shown in Figure 3, we discov-
ered that there were two dial strings — one to
drive the tuning cap and one to drive the’indicator
across the dial.

The indicator drive string was broken, and we
couldn’t very well offer a set this nice with a
broken dial string, so we also planned to restring
the dial after we had recapped the set. We re-
moved the tubes and the ballast and set them

aside. They had worked when we first tested the
set, so we figured they still were okay.

We cleaned the dust off the chassis and
quenched each of the thirsty pots with a refresh-
ing splash of tuner degreaser. Next, we fished out
our long-haired toothbrush and swabbed the air
between the plates of the dusty tuning cap. This
procedure often removes loose particles of dirt or
dust that can create short circuits between plates
as the rotor is swept across the stator. Then, we
carefully removed the mica sliver from the RF
trimmer on the tuning cap to clean it.

We also rubbed the oxidation and tarnish from
the inside surfaces of the trimmer plates. Experi-
ence has taught us that the trimmers must be
spotlessly clean or they will not yield the carrect
amount of capacitance, which is important to the
tuneup procedure.

Beneath the chassis, which can be seen in
Figure 4, we found several wires insulatec with
red or green peanut brittle. We tried to avoid
touching these wires, but, in several locations
throughout the chassis, we were unable to pre-
vent the dried-out insulation from dropping off the
wires. We rerouted some of the damaged wires
to prevent short circuits; however, where the flak-
ing insulation left bare wires that crisscross other
bare wires, we cut the uninsulated wire at its
midpoint and slipped a length of appropriately
colored shrink tubing over each bare segment.

Then, we soldered the wire at its midpoint and
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heated the tubing to conform to
the bend of the wire. Yes, we
simply could have replaced the
wire, but recall that our plan was
to recap quickly the chassis and
make the unit presentable; we
hadn't planned to rewire the set
completely.

As we moved across the
chassis, from the power supply
to the RF section, every paper
cap we checked was leaky, so
we replaced them with new my-
lar caps. Resistors have a high-
er survival rate than paper caps,
and, if these read within 20 per-
cent of their rated value, we left
them intact. Following the ex-
cellent pictorials in the appropri-
ate Rider's spec sheet that we'd
gotten from Mike (A.G.) Tannen-
baum's collection, we finished
recapping the set and called ita
day — or night.

While our twins napped Sat-
urday morning, we restrung the
dial. The paths were simple
enough to determine from the
sketch in the Rider's document.
In practice, threading the end
of the dial string into the eye of
the tension spring, seen in Fig-
ure 5, was the toughest task.
After that, it was relatively sim-
ple to trace the path of each
string around its respective pul-
leys. If we had a bit of slackin a
string, we employed the trick of
tying a couple of granny knots in the end of the
string to absorb the excess and stretch the ten-
sion spring to give the string some “bite.” With
both strings installed, we were ready to tackle
our original plan of tuning up the set.

TUNEUP

The RCA engineers had anticipated the prob-
lem of aligning the set on the bench, without the
benefit of a dial indicator to track the position of
the tuning cep. They purposely added a protrac-
tor scale to the inside face of the tuning cap
pulley. This can be seen in Figure 6. The scale is
calibrated in degrees of rotation from an imagi-
nary stationary point. We fully opened the cap,
plates unmeshed, and set the tip of our favorite
little screwdriver to the 180 degree mark. Then,
we referred to the specs for the appropriate de-
gree mark to use for each step in the alignment
procedure. The process was quite simple once
you got the hang of it.

Later, on Saturday afternoon, after my wife
and | returned from a mandatory stroll to the park
and swingrides for little Maxie and brother Aaron,
we returned to the bench to complete the busi-
ness of aligning the set. We replaced the tubes
and attached leads from our “bench” speaker to
the output leads from the audio transformer. The
Rider instructions were perfect and, using both
our trusty Eico 324 signal generator and the digi-

tal readout of a Radio Shack DX-392 to calibrate
the output of the 324, we were able to peak the
IFs, the oscillator coits, and antenna trimmers for
all three bands. Hooray!

Note that an especially useful feature of the
DX-392 is its PLL-synthesized tuner, which can
lock in at 455 kHz, the intermediate frequency of
most modemn superhet circuits. The procedure is
simply to tune the DX-392 to 455 kHz and then,
dial up the same frequency on the signal genera-
tor. Rock the tuner of the signal generator as you
watch for a peak reading on the signal strength
meter on the DX-392. When the meter is peaked,
the signal generator is precisely tuned to the
frequency displayed on the DX-392. You can use
this simple calibration procedure for any required
frequency.

THE SPEAKER

We hadn't heard this set through its intemal 4-
Inch speaker, but when we reconnected that little
nolsemaker and gave it a listen, it was terrible; it
buzzed annoyingly when more than moderate
volume was applied. It had to be fixed. After all,
we already had invested our time and parts, so
we had no choice.

We removed the speaker from the cabinet and
examined it closely. The glue that secures the field
coil cover to the speaker frame had dried out after
60 years, and now, the molded fabric disk was
buzzing against the speaker frame as the cone
moved. We applied some Elmer’s glue to secure
the cover, and we let it dry while we probed another
annoyance — a sagging grille cloth.

Though this grille cloth had far too much slack,
it was oniginal and in generally nice condition, so
we knew it had to remain with the set. First, we
carefully removed It from the pressboard frame.
Then, we applied a thin film of Elmer's to the
frame. Finally, we reattached the cloth, setting it

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into the fresh layer of glue and holding it taut for a
few seconds until the glue started to set.

We left the speaker and grille cloth in a rela-
tively safe spot on the overcrowded bench and
tumed our attention to reinstalling the dial pointer
and dial glass assembly. This assembly is sepa-
rate from the chassis and iIs secured to the bot-
tom of the cabinet by two screws. The screws
were missing, and the assembly was loose in the
cabinet — obviously unacceptable. To compli-
cate the matter, we could not find a screw that
matched the thread of the tapped holes in the
support flanges, so we finally opted to install
smaller diameter screws and tighten them with
nuts from the inside of the cabinet. (Yes, it's not
authentic, but it works.)

With the dial assembly nicely secured in the
cabinet, we next installed the repaired grille cloth
and its frame. When we installed the repaired
speaker, pressing it firmly against its mounting
bolts, we saw that it did not completely contact
the frame; indeed, there was about Y-inch gap
between the front face of the speaker and the
frame. The gap was created by interference from
the nuts that secured the mounting bolts to the
speaker frame. We tried removing the nuts, but
the bolts could not be held stationary unless we
also removed the fragile grille cloth to grab the
head of each bolt with a screwdriver while we
loosened the respective nut. We decided not to
remove the grille cloth.

The gap was unacceptable as the opening
would compromise the baffling and reduce the
richness of the sound from the speaker. To cre-
ate an infinite baffle between the speaker and the
cabinet, we needed a gasket. We used a pencil to
mark the perimeter of the installed speaker. Then,
we removed the speaker and applied a %-inch
bead of nonhardening window caulking putty along
the inside of the pencil line, as shown in Figure 7.
When we reinserted the speaker, it squooshed
the putty, forming a nice seal against the frame.

Obviously, either the original gasket had been
lost, or perhaps we misinterpreted the engineer's
design. if we had simply removed the grille cloth
from the frame to expose the heads of the three
bolts that secure the speaker to the frame, we
might have fastened the speaker directly to the
frame and avoided the need for the intermediate

gasket. But if this were true, why were we given
two sets of nuts for the three bolts? Why not one
set of nuts and a lockwasher for each bolt? Such
are the mysteries of life and radio repair.

INSTALLING THE CHASSIS

We now were ready to install the chassis.
Perhaps we were a bit too excited, as we had
neglected first to reattach the Number 44 bayonet
base dial light to a clip on the right side of the dial.
So, out came the chassis and in went the dial-
light assembly, which we also had rewired to
replace the frayed, cloth-covered insulation Then,
in went the chassis.

Whoops! How to reattach the dial string o the
pointer? A note in the Rider's spec sheet advises
the technician to slip the lower string into a spring-
loaded clip welded to the pointer. That seems
simple, but what the writer ignored is that you
can't get your fingers on the clip without removing
the 25L6 from the chassis. Details!

Of course, slipping the string into the clip is
only half the battle. You also must position the
pointer so that it will travel the full width of the dial
scale and properly track the calibrations from one
end of the dial to the other. After a couple of trial-
and-error adjustments, we had the pointer prop-
erly located on the string.

Then, sliding the set an inch or two off the edge
of the bench, just enough to expose the bolt-heads,
we worked from beneath the cabinet to tighten the
bolts that secure the chassis to the cabinet. We
also rechecked the dial scale to confirm that our
settings hadn't slipped. They hadn't.

We were fortunate to have a back panel for this
set. A single screw pinned the loop antenna to the
punched pressboard. This seemed marginally
adequate and two existing through-holes in this
assembly begged for screws, so we scrounged
through the junkbox and found the appropriate
hardware.

With the loop secured to the back panel, we
turned our attention to the loop antenna. We had
resoldered the antenna and ground leads to the
antenna coil, but we also wondered if an addition-
al antenna lug might have been available to allow
the user to attach a lead-in wire from an external
aerial. An external aerial would be helpful for
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improving shortwave reception, and it seemed an
oversight not to have included a connection to the
set. We decided to add an external antenna lug to
the outside of the back panel only if we found that
an external antenna would be helpful even after
peaking the IFs, the trimmer caps, and the oscil-
lator coils using the onboard coil antenna.

POWERING UP

Pulses pounding, we nearly powered-up the
set when we noticed the 25L6 resting peacefully
on the terrycloth towel we use to cover the bench.
The towel helps protect the soft plastic finish of a
cabinet when we up-end it or stand it on its side.
We discovered that trick after marring the surface
of a radio cabinet by grinding it into solder splatters
that were embedded in the benchtop.

We promptly plugged the 25L6 into its socket
and applied power to the set. The dial light quickly
brightened and gradually dimmed as the tube
filaments warmed up. That was a good sign.
Then, we switched the band selector toits middle
setting — the AM broadcast band. There was
surprisingly good sensitivity and tracking across
the dial. Then, we tried the shortwave band, which
crowds the entire 5.4 to 18 Mc band into a single
6-inch span. Obviously, without bandspread tun-
ing, selecting adjacent stations is a difficult task.
Surprisingly, the set was satisfyingly “hot” up-
ward from 8 Mc on this warm, sunny, late summer
afternoon.

We quickly discovered that an external anten-
na helped significantly, despite our tweaks to the
front-end trimmers and coils. We soon added a
lug to the back panel and labeled it “SW" lest we
forget its purpose.

Later, as we listened to an inventive and spirit-
ed program broadcast by an SW pirate radio
station up around 8.6 Mc, we gently applied a
thick film of Butcher's wax to the brown Bakelite
finish. When it dried, we buffed the haze to a
gleaming shine. Now, that it looks great and runs
fine, the 5Q8 is another fine set that needs a
respectable home when there is no installation
space available in our house. So, for the moment,
the safest place for the 5Q8 is back on the floor
under the bench.

Electric radios as a
group were of better quality than ever. A number
of battery radios gave a good representation of
their market.

In general, prices were steady to strong, espe-
cially in the lower priced radios. Prices also indi-
cated the increased demand for both wood and
plastic table radios. Auction highlights included
mint Zeniths: Model 95232 selling at $2,600;

Krantz Auction — Part 1
Somerdale, New Jersey — April 24-25, 1999

REPORTED BY RAY CHASE

Ray Chase wins our “Reporter of the Year
Award” for this report on an auction conducted
under some pretty unusual conditions. Ray Bintliff,
who has contributed photos, marveled at the other
Ray'’s ability to follow the procedure, while also
bidding on a few items. We thank them both for
their extraordinary effort.

We present the report in categories, leaving
tubes, paper, and ephemera for Part 2. A reporton
the second 2-day auction, held June 26-27, will
also follow in a future issue. (Editor)

The Krantz auction, held on April 22 and 23,
1999, in Somerdale, New Jersey, was predicted
to be a once-in-a-lifetime experience, and that
held true in more ways than one. Frank Krantz
was well known to A.R.C. readers for his many
years of long classified-ad listing all kinds of old
radio goodies. Frank passed away last Decem-
ber at age 83, and his daughters had the task of
cleaning out the house and disposing of the col-
lection that covered seven decades.

After considering several alternatives, they en-
gaged the Childers & Smith Auction Co. to handle
the task. Frank’s house and 2-car garage were
small, but Frank had every nook and cranny filled
with all manner of parts, tubes, radios, documen-
tation, and you name it — it was there. To accom-
modate the task, Childers & Smith had a very
large tent erected in the backyard and scheduled
two intensive days of auctioneering. The compa-
ny prepared a catalog for the two days, and while
it was abbreviated and not complete, one has to
admire the Herculean effort that went into putting
it together, and then staging the auction for two
days in such a small house.

A preview of Saturday's auction items was
held on the preceding Friday afternoon, which

turned out to be cold and rainy and was further
complicated by some tent leaks and lack of light-
ing. Frank had disposed of many of his better
radios before his death, so the catalog was heavy
in parts, tubes, accessories, literature and ser-
vice documentation.

Preview was also possible on Saturday mom-
ing before the 10 a.m. start. Saturday was cold,
windy and cloudy, and the tent sides were re-
moved for better access and lighting. Because of
the spread-out nature of the items, the auction
became a “walk-around” affair for the whole day,
which, coupled with the cold conditions, made it
an event for those of high stamina only. Nonethe-
less, the bidding was spirited with at least one
person coming from as far away as California.

Living close to the home grounds of RCA al-
lowed Frank to accumulate many RCA items
which drew good bids from the RCA collectors.
The auctioneers tried to follow the catalog, but
deviated often and called up many lots that had
not been cataloged. At times it was very difficult
to follow what was being auctioned, and one had
to be as aggressive as a New York City subway

bidding crowd

The walk-around auction made security very
difficult, and, unfortunately, a few items disap-
peared, or were surreptitiously transferred from
one lot to another. The pace was slower than is
possible at a conventional auction, but the auc-
tioneers stayed with it and did not stop until close
to 8:00 p.m. when the light was gone. Unfortu-
nately, | had to leave at 6:30, so | missed the last
hour, during which tuners, amps and other hi-fi
equipment, as well as miscellaneous lots, were
put up for bid.

Sunday dawned a clear sunny day and was a
bit warmer. The auctioneers truly had an even
taugher job Saturday night and Sunday moming
hauling out another full day’s worth of material
and restocking the tent again, but they accom-
plished it. Sunday moming offered the only pre-
view for this day’s agenda. The crowd was a bit
thinner, but the money was still there, as prices
hald up pretty well on the second day.

Adherence to the catalog was very spofty but
under the conditions was understandable. The
same types of goods were auctioned on Sunday
in the same walk-around manner, still making it

difficult to follow what was being presented. Sun-
day’s proceedings continued until about 7:00 p.m.
when requests were honored for the last half
hour.

When the auction was haited, there were still
many unsold lots, and the house was not close to
being emptied. One still wonders where it all
came from. A follow-up 2-day auction will be
reported in a future issue.

Allin all, this auction was a demanding experi-
ence, but those who stuck it out made some good
purchases. A few of the prices may seem high,
and some are, but there were also many large
box lots that | bet held some worthwnile treasures
in them. | doubt that we'll see another hoard of
goodies such as this for a long time to come.

| apologize for missing some items and for
skimpy descriptions of others, but at times the
juggling of catalogs and notepaper got the best of
me, (as well as cold fingers). The opening batch
of items on each day was camera equipment,
which Frank also collected, but not to the degree
of the radio items. | did not 1ecord these items.

To WebTV or Not to WebTV — Part 4
(If I can do it, you can do it)

BY DICK DESJARLAIS

‘One purpose of this series of articles is to share my
experiences in the world of WebTV with other uninitiat-
ed readers who wish to access e-mail and the Internet.
It can be done without the expense and ordered chaos
involved in the purchase and operation of complex
hardware and software. That is what WebTV is all
about. Itis not a computer, but it offers an inexpensive
and relatively user-friendly altemative.

As mentioned in Part 3, once | got the WebTV up
and running, my goal was to concentrate first on enter-
ing the unfamiliar world of e-mail. The following is an
account in layman's terms of my progress to date.

Although learning what to do and how to do it was
for the most part relatively simple, there have been a
few short circuits along the way. Using the Sony wire-
less keyboard, | pressed the WebTV power button for
the very first time, not knowing what to expect. After a
brief pause, a large rectangle with a gold border ap-
peared in the center of my TV screen. The image was
scrambled. On the left of the rectangle, in a vertical
column, four options appeared: “Web Home,” “Set-
tings,” “TV Listings” and “How To.”

Remembering the demonstration at Best Buy, | used
the four directional arrows to move the gold bar up to
“Web Home,” figuring this was a good place to start.
Wrong! | ran into difficulty right away because the
instructions in the operating manual assume the use of
a remote control rather than my wireless keyboard!

The button designations on the remote and the
layout of the on-screen keyboard are quite different. |
found this confusing because | couldn’t figure out which
buttons to press to go anywhere from “Web Home.”
Fortunately, | called WebTV's “Help” number, 1-800-
GO WEBTV. With very little delay, a helpful and friend-
ly customer service person gave me the corresponding
designations for my wireless keyboard. Example: The
remote control uses “Enter” for activating a highlighted
link or command. My keyboard uses “Return.” Once |
knew that, | was in business.

When | pressed “Retum,” a bright green, moving
ribbon (the connection indicator) appeared with the
words “Waiting to Connect,” and one of my six local
connecting phone numbers was listed. When the green
ribbon traveled the full length of the indicator, the
welcome words “Home for Dick's Radio Days” came in
view. This was an encouraging sign, but even so, | still
felt far away from “home” in this hi-tech environment.

Advertising now took over the central image. Direct-
ly above were four icons: “Mail,” “Favorites,” “Explore,”
and “Search.” Using the cursor (arrows), | moved to
“Mail,” and after | had pressed “Return,” “Mail ist for
Dick’s Radio Days" appeared. Of course, at this bare
beginning, | shouldn’t have expected any mail.

In the usual, left-hand, vertical column, several op-
tions for using e-mail caught my eye: “Writing,” “Stor-

age,” “Addresses,” “Clean up,” “Setting Up” and “Help.”
Wisely choosing “Help,” | found three expanded sub-
topics — “Writing Mail,” “Replying to Mail,” and “Sorting
Mail.” Under each of these subtopics were six more
sub-subtopics. The point here is that for almost any
question you need to ask, there are usually cogent
answers to lead you in the right direction. If still per-
plexed you can go from “Help” to “Help Center,” or call
a WebTV friend.

EUREKA! ONLINE WITH E-MAIL!

Before | could write an e-mail message or reply to
one, | obviously needed to create my own e-mail ad-
dress and seek out addresses from family members,
friends and fellow antique radio buffs. Although it was
suggested that | keep the address short, | opted for
dicksradiodays @ webtv.net, which plainly lets every-
one know my addiction. Once | collected a few ad-
dresses and became familiar with the topics and sub-
topics noted earlier, it was time to send my first e-mail.

My first rude awakening was in using my wireless
keyboard, which after all s just a glorified typewriter.
Even though | had taken typing in high school well over
a half century ago, | hadn't touched a typewriter in a
very long time. Not surprisingly, “typing” my first e-mail
message was a painfully slow process, not even count-
ing the added “computerese” on the keyboard. Howev-
er, | am trying to avoid the single-digit, hunt-and-peck
method, and with practice, eventually all ten fingers will
know where they should land.

After a few days of experimenting with sending
messages, | soon found that | absolutely had to type
the e-mail address with exactly the correct letters, dots,
and symbols. Otherwise, the screen would say, “the
recipient name is not recognized,” or it would politely
but firmly suggest some corrections.

| also discovered that simply pushing the WebTV
key doesn't give instant access to e-mail or the Inter-
net. Some degree of patience is required while the
terminal is either “waiting to connect,” connecting ser-
vice, displaying the prominent Sony logo, or showcas-
ing a full screen backdrop of a city scape at dusk.

I know I'm getting close when the connecting indica-
tor fills up, and “Home Page for Dick's Radio Days”
dramatically appears. Even then, there can be a con-
necting wait to access mail.

More occasionally than | would like, | could be in the
middle of sending a message when suddenly service is
disconnected. | then would read on the screen, “WebTV
has disconnected, freeing your phone line for another
call.” To reconnect, | must press the continue link, and
usually wait two or three minutes to reconnect.

POWER OUTAGE

These minor glitches were endurable, but let me
relate a horror story which will probably sound familiar
to computer practitioners. Once | had received and
sent a few e-mails, | gained enough confidence to try to
send Part 2 of this series to A.R.C. by e-mail.

The A.R.C. staff was astounded that | would venture
50 boldly, so soon. But | was game. No more ballpoint
antiquity for me! Besides, if | could send the article by
e-mail, it would save a step in the editing process at the
other end. Even though my progress was turtle-slow,
with numerous flubs and corrections, | typed three out
of my four handwritten pages, when suddenly, with no
warning, it happened — Power Outage!!!

| couldn’t believe it! My town has its own excellent
municipal light department, and we hardly ever have
power outages. Besides, the manager is a good friend
and fellow Rotarian. How could he do this to me?

When the power came back on a few minutes later,
my worst fears were realized. All three pages of my
hard-earned Part 2 were lost. | ended up sending my
handwritten pages to A.R.C. by snail mail. The reality
that there seems to be no way to save an outgoing
message during a power outage hit me full force. What
if 1 had written an even lengthier message and the
power went out again in midstream?

A partial solution was suggested: to avoid the frus-
tration of losing everything, send lengthy messages in
segments, saving each segment as itis sent. Well, this
worked OK as far as sending Part 3 in segments went.
They got to ALR.C. all right. But, when it came to
actually saving each segment, or any outgoing mes-
sage for that matter, WebTV wouldn't cooperate.

I thought saving outgoing messages would be
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Searching the Web was successtul, as | found
George Kaczowka’s Zenith 6B129.

straightforward, but when | tumed to “Options™ and
pressed “Save,” | got the following message, verbatim:
“Messages that you are writing cannot be saved. Send
it to yourself if you would like a copy.” This seemed
cumbersome, but with the help of my daughter and her
husband, we figured out a workable solution.

First, | type the message and send it to myself. Then
| open the message by going to it under my name in the
“Mail List,” and pressing “Forward.” Then | go to “Stor-
age” under “Sent,” just to make sure that the message
has been sent and saved. | have been doing this with
the last few messages, and it works.

WEBTV PLUSES

Notwithstanding some of these bumps in the e-mail
road, the experience thus far has been a blast! One
recent incident ) savor is the time when my computer-
savvy son complained he had lost someone’s e-mail
address. When | wondered ofthand why he hadn’t
placed itin his address file, he was suitably impressed.
Not so long ago | wouldn't have nad a clue to what an
e-mail address tile looked like.

Since all three of my children have e-mail, as do
some of my distant friends and relatives, it has been a
revelation to see how the frequency of communication
has increased. For personal calls, the telephone is still
the instrument for me, but when it comes to scheduling
activities, sharing information, or handling every day
matters, e-mail shines.

This fact realy came home to me during a recent
Elder Hostel program at Colonial Williamsburg in Vir-
ginia where | swapped e-mail addresses with fellow
hostelers. As a result, | am already in touch with new
acquaintances from New Jersey. During the trip, in
antique shops, camp grounds, supermarkets, whatev-
er, casual conversations sometimes led to more ad-
dress swapping.

So e-mail, whether by WebTV or regular computer
channels, does not have to be an impersonal commu-
nication. Given the right circumstances, it can broaden
our circle of acquaintances, as well as enhance our
perspective about the interests and views of people
beyond the range of our normal everyday existence.

As briefly mentioned in earlier installments, WebTV
Plus offers seve-al more features other than e-mail. In
the next issue, we will explore some of these features,
and who knows, maybe even indulge in more e-mail
chatter.

Thank you so much for the interesting cover of your
May 1898 issue. Itreally brought back a flood of memo-
ries. | lived in Washington, D.C., from the 1920s to the
beginning of World War Il and listened to WMAL during
those years. The call sign WMAL was granted by the
FCC in 1925. When | knew about the station, it was
owned by the M.L. Leese Optical Co., which supplied
eyeglasses for Washingtonians. | will always remember
visiting the studios on the 2nd floor of that 11th St. store.

Much later the station studios were moved to the
Trans Lux Theater Building on 14th and New York Ave.
WMAL (then a part of the Blue Network of NBC, later
ABC) was on the 2nd floor, while the 3rd floor housed
WRC, a radio station for the Red Network of NBC
(owned by RCA).

| worked as a page for WMAL during 1946-1947. By
that time, the station was owned by the Washington
Evening Star and produced many live broadcasts for
the area. When TV became dominant, WMAL entered
that field also.

Thank you for producing an outstanding magazine.

More on RCA in the 1920s

Dear Editor:

In the painstaking and very revealing article (June
1999) about RCA in the 1920s propounding the reason
for the company's failure to release the 1923-24 series
of radios, the authors report that 60 percent of RCA’s
product was manufactured by General Electric and 40
percent by Westinghouse. The reason for this was that
RCA was jointly owned by GE and Westinghouse at the
1919 request of the U.S. govemment. Itis also said that
United Fruit had a small interest in RCA because it
wanted RCA to manufacture transmitters and receivers
that would link its plantations worldwide.

That same govemment decided a decade later that
GE and Westinghouse would have to dispose of their
respective interests in RCA because the two owners
were competitors and thus could not be joint owners of
another entity. Then RCA came looking for manufactur-
ing and distribution facilities of its own. It found them in
the Victor Talking Machine Co., which, in addition to its
manufacturing expertise and nationwide/intemational
distribution, also had the world's most famous trade-
mark, “His Master's Voice,” making the 1929 acquisition
not just appropriate and ideal for RCA but irresistible.
