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EDITOR’S COMMENTS

Perhaps it's the urge to break out of winter
hibemation that has sent us either across the
“Pond” or the U.S. border for many of our March
articles. Our topics move from England, to Cana-
da, and back to England, with the U. S. mixed in
here and there. Also, both English and Austrian
sets are included in Photo Review, so we appear
to be on a little intemational tour.

To begin with, our cover is cause to look to the
article on Jonathan Hill's National Vintage Com-
munications Fair (NVCF)inBirmingham, England,
where the rare set pictured will be exhibited April
30. What is the “secret” of this particular set? To
find out, you'll have to read the article about the
fair, but hints are allowed.

The secret has to do with a major tragedy of
continuing interest around the world. Reading
about this largest British fair and this elaborate
1910 set may give you the perfect excuse for a
spring trip to England.

Then you can turn your attention to Canada and
our lead story of the Canadian Independent Tele-
phone Co., Ltd., contributed by Robert Murray and
Herb Frederickson. Here we jumpto the 1920sand
a short-lived company that, oddly enough, ap-
pears to have made only three radio models, now
highly collectible. This interesting article describes
these sets and relates the company history.

Swinging back across the Atlantic, we pick up
on BillMoore’s report on another eventin England
—the prestigious British Vintage Wireless Society
Meet in Harpenden, just north of London. This
short event, steeped in tradition and full of frantic
activity, is one not to be missed when it comes
‘round again.

Scanning the article pages, you might conclude
that the topics in general are a little different. For
example, Gerald Schneider is not really a middle-
of-the-road collector. He has found a way to col-
lect and not tum his house into a museum. In-
stead, his radios are built into usable fumiture that
is both practical and aesthetically pleasing to him
and his wife. Seems like a plan that might keep
non-collector members of any household happy.

The Stanton’s Auctioneers’ report on the Sep-
tember auction of James Nevin's phonograph
collection continues the “little different” theme.
Although radio folks may not collect phonographs,
they are often asked about their value. The grand
total of this auction — over $300,000 — is certainly
impressive. On the other hand, it is still short of the
$600,000 of the extraordinary Henry Ford Muse-
um radio auction in October 1995 — one set there
went for $49,000.

Dick Parks takes us in another direction with his
article on modem implementations of old radio
circuits. Using multifunctional tubes and reflex
circuits, he even built a superheterodyne receiver

with a single tube. Read on for ideas and inspira-
tions for your own tinkering in these waning days
of winter.

A publishing project that Floyd Paul has been
working on since 1988 is the subject of Alan
Douglas’ book review. Los Angeles Radio Man-
ufacturing, The First Twenty Years, Supplement
No. 2 is Paul's third book on LA radio manufac-
turers, each one adding more information to the
basic research. Many of you may be surprised to
know that you have LA sets in your collections.
Do the names Gilfillan, Jackson-Bell, Echophone,
Wireless Shop, and Breting, among others, ring
any bells?

Photo Review features a variety of interesting
items, from the English and Austrian sets men-
tioned earlier to pocket transistor radios. Radio
Miscellanea announces a Steinite Exhibit in Atch-
ison, Kansas, asks some probing questions, and
includes comments on our Web site.

Vilug) COLLECTING FOREIGN SETS

Radios of the Canadian Independent
Telephone Co., Limited

BY ROBERT P. MURRAY AND HERB K. FREDERICKSON

In the following article, the Canadian team of
Murray and Frederickson trace the history of a
small independent telephone company of the
1920s. How the brief career of this company as a
maker of radios interacted with the De Forest
Company makes interesting reading for collectors
who focus on sets of the 1920s. (Editor)

In Canada at the beginning of the 20th century, the
Bell Telephone Company was expanding rapidly, but
was concentrating first on the more heavily populat-
ed areas. To fill the need in rural areas, small inde-
pendent companies were started, often by local doc-
tors. By 1921, there were around 680 non-Bell com-
panies in the province of Ontario alone.

The Canadian Independent Telephone Co., Limit-
ed, (CITCo), founded by William A. Woods, a Hamil-
ton businessman, was incorporated to manufacture
and supply equipment to these small telephone oper-
ations. An example of a company ad, which ap-
peared in rural publications, is shown in Figure 1.

Originally located at 18-20 Duncan Street in
Toronto, the company later moved to larger pre-
mises on Adelaide Street, also in Toronto. Occu-
pying the same premises was the Canadian
Machine Telephone Co., a manufacturer of au-
tomatic telephone switchboards and dial tele-
phones. The two companies shared both facili-
ties and employees, and in 1920, formed a sub-
sidiary company, the Canadian Radio Corpora-
tion, Ltd. This latter company acquired licenses
and patent rights to manufacture radio equip-
ment, including Canadian rights to the patents of
Lee de Forest. It did not, as far as we know,
manufacture anything.

CITCo owned and operated its own radio sta-
tion in Toronto, a marketing strategy that was
common at the time. It was listed in Canadian
radio magazines as station CKCE, operating on
450 meters. This station listing appeared from
July 1922 until May 1924, athough the hours of
operation were not recorded for posterity.

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THE RADIO SETS

The Canadian Independent
Telephone Co. began manufac-
turing a line of De Forest radio
receivers in 1923, which were
sold under the CITCo label. The
Everyman crystal set was a
close copy of the De Forest set,
including the instruction sheet
glued to the inside of the lid, as
shown in Figure 2.

The company also produced a
1-tube regenerative set, the SC-
10, and a matching 2-tube ampli-
fier, the Model S, as shown in
Figures 3 and 4. The detector and
the amplifier are housed in two
sturdy oak boxes. The detector unit
is 8" x 11" x 8" deep (excluding
the bottom molding); the amplifier
unitis 7° x 11* x 8" deep.

In the SC-10 detector, the tun-
ing condenser is located in series
between the antenna and the an-
tenna coils. There is a “loading”
switch that adds another coil to
increase the band coverage. The
phone jack is located in the B- line
— an unusual location.

In 1923, these sets were ad-
vertised in the Canadian radio
magazine Radio as the receiver
used by British Prime Minister
Lioyd George when he made
his way across Canada by train.
Royalist sentiment was popular
in Canada at the time.

The pinnacle of this series of
sets influenced by De Forest was
the “Universal Receiving Set,” a
3-tube set with the tubes and
coils protruding from the vertical
front panel, as shown in Figures
5 and 6. The dimensions are an
impressive 12" x 18" x 10" deep,
with coils and three 201-A tubes
mounted on the front panel.

This is also a regenerative set,
supplied with Philips Type 201-A
tubes made in Holland for the
North American market. The inte-
rior of the set has Fahnestock clips
for the B battery connections, and
a wooden battery shelf slides into
grooves in the base. The Fahne-
stock clips are labeled with paper
tags inscribed by hand in ink, and
hanging on loops of fine string.
The A battery terminals are ac-
cessible on the front panel.

In addition to receivers, in
1923-24, the Canadian Indepen-
dent Telephone Co. advertised
a hom speaker, as shown in
Figure 7. It appears to be con-
ventional in design, although it
is rarer now than the receivers,

and we have never seen one.
The company also made its own
headphones, shown in Figure
2, which are similar in appear-
ance to Brandes phones, but
are marked with both resistance
(R = 2000 ohms) and impedence
(Z = 12500 ohms).

THE LAST DAYS

The Canadian Independent
Telephone Co. group of compa-
nies was experiencing financial
difficulties in 1923, and the Ca-
nadian Machine Telephone
Company filed for bankruptcy on
December 28, 1923. Its rural
telephone systems were placed
under receivership and were
eventually taken over by the
Canadian Bell system in 1925.
On February 2, 1924, a trustee
was appointed over the Canadi-
an Independent Telephone Co.

The last advertisements for
CITCo products appeared early
in 1924, suggesting that the
company lasted as a manufac-
turer of broadcast receivers for
about a year. It appears that the
three receivers described in this
article were the only models
made. The Everyman crystal set
was advertised by Canada West
Electric, Limited, in Regina,
Saskatchewan (Exclusive Dis-
tributors) for $26.

After CITCo went out of busi-
ness, the Everyman crystal set

was advertised in the fall and winter 1925-1926
Eaton’s radio catalog for $2.45, and again in the
spring and summer 1926 catalog. The last listing
by Eaton’s for the crystal set was in its fall 1926
catalog and spring and summer 1927 catalogs at
$1.95. However, on the cover of Eaton's radio
catalog for 1930, there is a sketch of a Universal
Receiving Set with three Myers RAC-3 tubes mount-
ed on the panel.

Since the Canadian Independent Telephone Co.
was one of the first manufacturers of domestic radio
receivers in Canada, it attracted the attention of
young men seeking a career in radio work. One of
these was Ted Rogers, who visited the Westing-
house research laboratory at East Pitisburgh in
1923 on behalf of the Canadian Independent Tele-
phone Co. There he met Frederick S. McCullough
and soon acquired the Canadian rights to the Mc-
Cullough tube. He also patented some modifica-
tions and improvements to it in Canada.

Eventually the Rogers family acquired the Ca-
nadian Independent Telephone Co.’s assets. These
included the Canadian Radio Corporation trade
name and the De Forest and Armstrong patent
rights. The Rogers family went on to build a finan-

cially solid communications business that is still in
tamily hands today.

British Vintage Wireless Society Meeting and Show
Harpenden, England — September 5, 1999

The last time | visited the British Vintage Wireless
Society's (BVYWS) meeting in Harpenden, England,
was some time ago, seven years to be exact. Harpenden
is located just outside and north of the M25 London
orbital motorway on the north side of London.

The meeting is for BVWS members only, and this
fact keeps the attendance down to a manageable level.
| am lucky in that dear friends (Martyn and Anne Ben-
nett) live in London and are involved in vintage wire-
less. | owe them a great debt for extending invitations
and the hospitality of their home. If you ever want to
dispel the stereotypical attitude about British food, Anne
Bennett will accomplish that very quickly. She is an
excellent cook by anyone’s standards.

The BVWS meeting is well run and well organized.
There is good food and drink available, and if you have
never had the pleasure of a full English breakfast, you
are in for a treat at this show. The weather for the
BVWS fall meeting is frequently wet and dreary, but the
weather this year was perfect — sunny with a blue sky.
| have been to other vintage wireless shows in Birming-
ham, England, for the past six years, but, as | said, |
have missed the BVWS meeting for longer than that. |
found that, though this is not a large show by U.S.
standards, it is very rewarding.

There is no shortage of good conversation at the
meeting. Everyone I've met is friendly and eager to
discuss favorite vintage wireless subjects. Jerry Wells
of the BVWS museum was present and was gracious
enough to provide a radio repair consulting service.

Among the offerings at the show was a good quanti-
ty of 1930s sets, plenty of receiving valve types, a few
transistors, a sprinkling of 1920s receivers, and a pleth-
ora of 1940s, 1950s and 1960s wireless from which to
choose. The auction contained a large number of sets
that sold for very reasonable prices. Several high qual-

ity, British-made receivers sold for songs. | purchased
two very nice prewar tombstones in complete, and
working condition for a total just shy of £100 ($165).

There has been a great change in collectors’ inter-
est in specific eras of sets both in the U.S. and Britain.
One of the most notable seems to be the decline in
interest in sets from 1940 and earlier. Most new
collector activity is focused on the 1950s and 1960s or
later. This has caused a price depression in the pre-
1940 AC sets, except for those most sought after.

| was particularly amazed at the low prices 1930s
sets were bringing. In many cases, the prices were
unchanged or lower than my last visit seven years ago.
A point to consider, however, is that this is a meeting of
collectors, and prices tend to be lower. Sets from the
1920s seemed to be depressed, but, not to the degree
of the 1930s receivers.

In my view, one important difference in the BVWS
meetings and those of the U. S. is that the British
collectors as a whole are more purists. They are inter-
ested more in the technical, historical, and aesthetic
qualities of vintage wireless than in the profitability and
investment aspects. Unlike American vintage radio
flea markets, the Harpenden show is very short —
dealer setup is from approximately 9:30 to 10:00 a.m.,
and the auction starts at 1:30 p.m. By 3:30 this show
was over, and my friends and | were on our way back to
South London.

WITH THE COLLECTORS

Radios as Furniture

BY GERALD SCHNEIDER

Once again, Gerald Schneider reminds us of how
pleasurable and practical collecting can be when
decorative sets are used as home fumishings. See
his earlier articles on related subjects in the February
1995 and June 1996 issues of A.R.C. Many of us
might be relieved of the problems of storage if we
followed his example. (Editor)

My house is furnished with vintage radios as much
as possible. | do not mean many floor consoles or
loads of table models on shelves. What | refer to are
manufactured radio-fumiture combinations: lamps,
tables, clocks, a china cabinet, bed, etc. When space
permits, | will add a refrigerator with a built-in radio,
and other radio-furniture pieces.

We all need fumiture. So why not have it be radios
as well? The fumiture quality is good, the items
aesthetically pleasing and eye-catching, and the over-
all effect unique. It also allows more radios to be
collected and properly displayed in a small house
such as mine.

Some radios look like fumiture, but are not. Exam-
ples include Guild radios such as the New Englander
(desk-like), Country Belle (telephone-like), etc. They are
really novelties disguised as fumiture. True fumiture is
functional as fumiture whatever else it contains.

Distinctions between genuine and false tumiture are
arguable when it comes to console radios with storage
capacity. It depends on how extensive any shelving,
drawer, cabinet, and other built-in spaces are.

LAMPS AND TABLES

Radio-lamp combinations are probably the easi-
est furniture pieces to find and fit into households and
offices. Manufactured models are of two kinds: decor
and activity illuminators. Decor varieties light up small
areas primarily to accent them. Activity types provide
enough light to read or work by. Common makers
include Mitchell “Lullaby” (bed headboard), Mitcheil
“Lumitone” radio lamp (table), and Philco Transitone
{lamp-radio-clock (table). The Mitchell Lumitone radio
lamp is shown in Figure 1.

Original lampshades are harder to obtain. That is
why | prize the lime-green, trapezoid-shaped, origi-
nal lampshade on my Philco Transitone Model 53-
706 lamp-radio-clock, shown in Figure 2, Many radio-
lamp combinations, however, allow for any lamp-
shade that would fitinto a buyer's decorating scheme.

Less common are models like my Decor, Ltd.,
which is shown in Figure 3. This piece has a wood
base with a radio inside and looks like a record player
with a horn speaker (plus an actual record). A metal
stand rising from the base holds a standard activity-
level lamp. It takes any lampshade.

Several radio speakers from the 1920s to the

1930s also include lamps. Earlier models are, of
course, rarer.

Tables with built-in radios include Kiel, drum, cof-
fee, drop leaf, chairside, bedside, buffet, side, and
miscellaneous kinds. None were made as full-size
dining room tables to the best of my knowledge. Kiel
models such as the Atwater Kent 55 and 60, howev-
er, are of dining table height (30-inch area). You
could fashion a dining room table by placing a large
oblong glass top on these Kiel models. You get to
look at and still use the radios that way, and create
something not otherwise available.

Many chairside radios are too low and awkwardly
designed to be anything more than decor pieces. A
practical chairside radio on which to put a radio lamp
to read by should be around 2 feet high. The step

design of my 1958 Magnavox Model 182H (25 inches
high) allows for that. It is a 2-piece unit, one part of
which is placed on either side of my sofa. Atop the
part with the radio and phonograph is a 1940 Mitchell
“Lumitone” Model 1260 lamp radio. On the other part
containing the speaker and tape recorder space is
my Philco lamp radio mentioned earlier.

CLOCKS

Radio collectors are probably already familiar with
grandfather, grandmother, and mantel radio clocks.
So, | need not write too much more about them. One in
each room as space allows would be ideal. More than
that and you are a collector of radio clocks for their own
sake, not as needed fumiture. Not that there is any-
thing wrong about that. But noncollector housemates
are more likely to respect and appreciate radios used
only as substitute fumiture!

CHINA CABINETS

My dining room china cabinet is the 2-part (top and
bottom) Magnavox Windsor, circa 1948. The buffet
(base) includes a many-tubed radio, record player, and
speakers, along with storage space. The top contains
a 15-inch, black-and-white television, as well as stor-
age/display space. Its solid mahogany cabinet was
made by Drexel, and so identified on a metal plate
inside a door. All is original and in working condition.

This is not a small, or lightweight piece. Total
height is 6 feet, the width is 4 feet, and the depth is
1% teet. The weight is a few hundred pounds. An
optional pediment available for the top would make

the total unit even higher and heavier. It is illustrated
as the “Imperial” with the pediment in a tiny picture on
page 105 of Morgan McMahon's Flick of the Switch.

The Windsor Imperial buffet appears in a full-page,
black and white ad in the April 1948 National Geo-
graphic magazine. Priced at $850 there, its cost jumps
to $895 in a Y-page November 1948 National Geo-
graphic ad, shown in Figure 4. November's ad also
includes the separately sold top part with the television
for $750. Quite expensive for the time! | am still search-
ing for the optional pediment to go with my unit.

Incidentally, my dining room table is a 1948 ma-
hogany set with an oblong, brown Bakelite plastic
top. The wood chairs are upholstered in a marbled,
apple-green vinyl (Naugahyde?) with cotton-felt pad-
ding. It came from New York and fits perfectly with
my Magnavox Windsor and radio collection. All it
lacks is a built-in radio!

BED STYLES

My bed made by Jiranek Featurized Furniture,
shown in Figure 5, was designed with a 1939 Stew-
art-Warner radio in the headboard. | have the original
paperwork and warranty. The radio is a 7-tube Model
07-55. A special Art Deco wood front for the radio
recalls and enhances the original radio cabinet front.
it complements the wood waterfall headboard and
footboard or vice versa. | also own the original chest

of four drawers that came with the
bed. An off-the-shelf cradle adapter
allowed this full-size bed to accept
our queen-size mattress set. What
more could we ask for in a bed?

BAR RADIOS

Need a bar? Why not let it also
be a radio? Bar radios come as
consoles or table modets with drink
glassware and bar accessories.
Popular console names include i an
Radiobar (see Radio—Blast From
The Past by Wolff and Jacobson,
page 118), Philco, and RCA.
Sought-after table sets include the
PortoBaradio (see The Collector's Guide to Antique
Radios, First Edition, by Bunis, page 123).

As teetotallers focused on personal fumiture needs,
my wife and | now own only one bar radio. It is the Dante,
a small Japanese transistor model in a wood cabinet. A
fancy, amber glass decanter and four matching glasses
in fitted cabinet depressions come with it. We use it as a
centerpiece on our dining room table. Ours is the onfy one
known, and is pictured as Plate 604 in Collector’s Guide
to Novelty Radios, by Bunis and Breed.

SMOKERETTE

Unique among radio fumiture is the 1947 Smoker-
ette (see Radios: The Golden Age, by Philip Collins,
pages 80, 81, and 113). It is a plastic table set with
molded depressions for four pipes, two tobacco hu-
midors, a case for cigarettes and matches, and an
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Rodio-Phonographs $179.50 1o $895

The
cabinet is either ivory or brown with gold trim.

DESK TOPS

Some radios designed for use on desks came with
built-in pen holders, supply receptacles, and even
clocks. | gave up on a few kinds | owned in the pastin
favor of one to use. It is the Ross Model RE-711, a
small plastic Japanese model with a pen holder {pic-
tured as Plate 469 in Collecting Transistor Novelty
Radios—A Value Guide, by Robert F. Breed). When
off my desk it is placed where visitors can use its pen
to sign a guest register.

In conclusion, radio-fumiture combinations are prac-
tical, as well as aesthetic additions to all collections.
Use them to replace conventional fumiture when you
can, if you are like me. There is everything to gain and
nothing to lose in doing so, especially when radio
space is limited. Whether in fine original condition or
properly refinished, even noncollector household mem-
bers should appreciate them. Antique lovers should go
ga-gal
When and if space allows, | will add a Crosley
Shelvador refrigerator with its door radio to the col-
lection. Ditto to another bedside radio, and some
more radio lamp and clock combinations. Meanwhile
| will enjoy what | have! How about you?

MEET PREVIEW

1910 Crystal Set With A Secret
At The National Vintage Communications Fair
COMPILED FROM A PRESS RELEASE FOR THE NVCF

Jonathan Hill has been organizing the vintage radio
fair at Birmingham, England, for several years now,
and his success is evident in the growing number of
visitors and exhibitors who attend from the U. S. and
the Continent. This is a great place to meet European
collectors and to calch up on their activities. Having
been there myself, | urge you to consider a spring trip
to merry old England. (Editor)

The National Vintage Communications Fair will be
held at Hall 11, National Exhibition Center (NEC), Bir-
mingham, England, on Sunday, April 30, 2000, from
10:30 a.m. to 4 p.m. This is Britain's largest event for
buying and selling radios, early TVs, and phonographs.

Among the interesting items on display from collec-
tions will be a unique Edwardian radio, the 1912 Horo-
phone, shown in Figure 1. This is a British, wall-mount-
ad, crystal receiver designed to receive time signals
from the Eiffel Tower in Paris. There will also be a
unique display of spy radios from World War Il, and an
exhibit of the history of recorded sound.

The star of the show will be a unique and valuable
Edwardian crystal receiver, made in England in 1910
and shown in Figure 2. This set was recently un-
earthed by a Midlands antique dealer and acquired by
a major private wireless collection in Britain.

Early radios of this period are rare enough, but
what makes this particular set especially unusual is its
history. It was buiit by George Leadbetter, a machinist
and clock repairer living in Ledbury, Worcestershire.
On the moming of April 15, 1912, Leadbetter suddenly
tuned in to the sinking Titanic's CQD/SOS Morse dis-
tress signals. Unfortunately, having run round to the
local police station to tell the sergeant what he had
heard, he was tumed away. None of the police officers
on duty believed what he had to say!

Itis difficult to know what help Mr. Leadbetter's news
could have been had he been believed. The Titanic,
after all, was some 2,000 miles away across the Atlan-
tic. Though help was nearby and the distress signals
were picked up by ships close at hand, immediate action
was not taken. The result was the rescue of only about
700 passengers and crew out of over 2,200. Still, wire-
less had played such a pivotal role in saving some lives
on board the stricken ship that its value was dramaticalty
demonstrated and acknowledged around the world.

This beautifully made radio, measuring some 2'
long x 14" x 9° and weighing 42 pounds (18 kg), is the
only surviving radio receiver documented as having
heard the distress cries from the Titanic — an amazing
relic from this most famous of historic disasters.

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HOMEBREWING

Reinventing the Multivalve Radio

BY DICK PARKS

In the following article, Dick Parks tells of some
sophisticated tinkering using *modem” Multivalve
tube types in 1-tube circuits. His experiments result-
ed in several different circuit designs, ranging from
TRF to a 2-band superhet! This is not a construction
article, but one that may inspire you to experiment
with using new components for old ideas.(Editor)

An article by Ray Bintliff in the April 1997 issue
of Antique Radio Classified on Multivalve radios
of the 1920s got me to thinking about a few Type
6MBGT tubes that | had in my storeroom junk
box. Some years ago, | bought a 1953 edition of
the ARRL Handbook, and became interested in
some of the more baroque pinouts of tubes in the
reference pages. The base diagram for the
6MB8GT is shown in Figure 1.

MY FIRST MULTIVALVE TRF

I had bought four of these tubes from a wholesal-
er and forgot about them until now. What might be
done with one of these diode-triode-pentodes using
modem components in a homebrew circuit? | put
together a breadboard lashup and began tinkering.

| decided to use the pentode as an RF amplifier,
the diode as a detector, and maybe the triode as an
audio stage driving headphones. The charts in the
handbook don't give a lot of dope on “essential
characteristics,” so | would have to create the tube's
curves from scratch using a breadboard setup. A
regenerative circuit? — too primitive — that pointed
toward a TRF circuit. The tube has a common
cathode connection for all sections, so I'd need to
ground the cathode and use fixed or grid leak bias.

There could be as many as three tuned circuits
~ one at each stage — then | could tune two RF
stages and the detector using a 3-gang tuning
capacitor. Selectivity should be at least fair. But
what if | could reflex the pentode and use it as an
audio amplifier
as well? The
Bintliff article
mentions re-
flexing in the
original Multi-
valve radios,
making a sin-
gle tube do
double duty by
amplifying two
signals simul-
taneously. That
was called “re-
flexing.”

| had all the

parts in the good old junk box, but decided to try new
RF transformers from Antique Electronic Supply
(AES). Their P-70 series of coils includes two that
they say are made for use with a 375-500 pF tuning
capacitor, and | had a couple of 3-section tuning
units. The AES antenna and RF coils have pretty
tight coupling and adjustable ferrite cores that would
help with tweaking the alignment later on.

On the bench, | discovered that these transform-
ers’ primaries are self-resonant, way below the broad-
cast band. This bothered me, as the primaries would
be capacitive in the BC band, and would be lousy as
coupling devices. This tumed out to be true. They
do make decent RF coupling transformers by re-
moving tums on the primaries until the self-resonant
frequency increases to about 1800 Kc.

Next, | built a chassis out of pieces of copperclad
PC board, my tavorite breadboarding material. | gave
some thought to separating the RF transformers
from each other to reduce the likelihood of teedback,
and laid out the components on paper first.

When the circuit was finished, | fired it up using
some bench power supplies and an outboard test
amplifier and speaker. Of course, the thing oscillat-
ed unmercifully. As we all have heard, the best way
to build a successful amplifier is to design an oscilla-
tor, and vice versa.

The solution to this problem lay in the application
of bypass capacitors of the right values at the right
points. When this was done, the radio actually worked
— the single tube was doing four jobs and making
plenty of volume into a pair of headphones. After final
alignment, a fifty-foot antenna brought in a dozen
stations easily. On two strong stations, | could get
some useful sound out of a speaker (transformer-
coupled, of course). Figure 2 shows my first Multi-
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Figure 3. A schematic diagram of the “Modem"” Multivalve Receiver No. 1. This TRF set employs reflex circuitry. In
this reflex circuit, the desired signal is selected with the tuning capacitor and coupled to the grid (via the grid cap) of
the RF amplifier — the pentode section of the Type 6M8 tube. The amplified RF signal (pin 3) is coupled to the
detector via the RF transformer (T1). The detected AF signal is sent to the grid (pin 5) of the triode section where it
is amplified. The amplified AF signal is fed back to the grid of the pentode section through the audio interstage
transformer (T3). Now the pentode section functions as an AF amplifier. The amplified AF signal (pin 3) is fed to
either the speaker via the audio output transformer (T2) or via the 0.47 mFd capacitor to the headset.

valve model — a TRF circuit using a 6M8GT.

Not content with the receiver | had built with the
6MB8GT tube, | began wondering about taking this a
few steps further. Could this radio enjoy an AVC
function? How about reflexing both the pentode and
triode stages? Could | translate the circuit for use
with the Type 1B8GT or 1D8GT battery tubes of
similar construction? What about Compactrons?

| went ahead and made a version of the 1-tube
reflexed circuit using a 1D8GT. In this case, the
circuit worked pretty much the same, except for
microphonics due to the tube’s filamentary cathode.
And | couldn't realize the tube’s rated power output
of 200 milliwatts. Since | had one more 3-gang
tuning capacitor on hand, | got out another 6M8GT
and tried a third circuit with AVC, and both the triode
and pentode reflexed.

THE “MODERN" MULTIVALVE RECEIVER #1

Here | encountered the limits of my abilities.
Oscillations abounded and could not be quenched.
After some rework, | arrived at the circuit of what |
call my “Modern Multivalve Receiver #1,” with the
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schematic, as shown in Figure 3. A simplified block
diagram of this receiver appears in Figure 4.

For this circuit, the pentode is reflexed as before,
but now the triode is used as an audio buffer/driver
between the dicde detector and the output stage. All
by itself on my breadboard the 6M8GT's pentode
could make only 30 milliwatts into a 20,000-ohm
load, so the radio is still limited to mostly headphone
operation.

But, the only way to make it oscillate is to leave
out the bypass capacitor between the RF and audio
transformers. There's AVC — it works on the audio
stage by applying the detected DC at its grid! And
there are only two tuned stages, so a 2-gang tuning
capacitor works fine. Four functions out of one tube!

THE MULTIVALVE RECEIVER #2

Well, it turns out it's very hard to find BM8GTs any
more, even by advertising in A.R.C. So | looked up
(Continued on following page)

Reflex Circuits

Reflex circuits, popular during the 1920s
and early 1930s, allowed a single tube to
perform two functions. For example, a tube
can operate as an RF amplifier and an AF
amplifier simultaneously. This feat is
accomplished by feeding the audio signal
back to the input of the RF amplifier where
the audiosignal is amplified. This amplified
signal is then passed on to the next audio
stage. The RF and AF signals are kept
separated by means of isolation circuitry.

(Updating the Multivalve Radio, continued)
Compactrons in my old Sylvania tube manual. These
12-pin tubes can easily contain as many as three
triodes. Examples are Types 6J9 and 6U10. Other
examples are Types 6AS11 and 6BA11 that contain
a pentode plus two triodes. One of these types
could pemit a reflexed circuit like the 6M8, but
maybe with more functions and more gain.

After sufficient research, | used a Type 14BR11
triode-triode-pentode Compactron in a straight TRF
circuit. Figure 5 shows my Multivalve Receiver #2
TRF. This unit was built using copperclad circuit board.
I've used this material for years in construction projects
large and small — radios as large as a 10-tube super-
het! This stuff cuts pretty well as long as you realize
how fast it dulls saw blades and the like. Adding
interstage shields and mounting small parts gets pret-
ty easy when you can glue it all down with solder.

With my long-wire antenna, | got useful speaker
volume on three stations. Encouraged, | set out to
design what | figured to be the ultimate — a 1-tube
superheterodyne using a 6AS11 Compactron.

THE MULTIVALVE RECEIVER #3

The Multivalve Receiver #3 superheterodyne,
shown in Figure 6, took shape as a triode oscil-
lator/pentode IF design, with the remaining tri-
ode doing the job of mixer — or first detector, as
it's often called. | used cathode injection to the
mixer, and then changed to grid injection after
consulting the late Professor Terman. After de-
tecting the audio in a germanium diode, | re-

flexed the pentode |IF amplifier at audio.

My first attempt at building this one fell victim to a
not-so-hot parts layout. | wound up with some pretty
long leads from the IF transformers to the tube socket
pins, and that brought on oscillations in the IF stage.
The problem went away with a better parts layout and
a series resistor in the pentode stage grid lead.

Together with the grid-cathode capacitance of
the pentode, this formed an RC attenuator at 455
Ke, reducing the gain below the point where oscilla-
tions started. Still, the stage has its full gain at audio.
(Is this why you see those 1000-ohm resistors in the
grids of Atwater-Kent triode RF stages?) So the
audio signal reflexed nicely, and there was plenty of
headphone volume on all local stations using my
50-foot long wire to the sycamore tree. Best of ali,
the set has all the selectivity one expects from a
superhet — no overlapping stations any more. Five
functions from one tube and a germanium diode!

THE “LAST MODEL" MULTIVALVE RECEIVER

Finally, | built a “last model” 2-band, fancier ver-
sion of the 1-tube superhet, shown in Figure 7. In
this version, | used plug-in coils, hoping to work the
set up to shortwave. With a little tweaking of the
oscillator circuit values, | was able to tune the set
between 5.5 and almost 12 MHz. Now all I needis a
team of riggers to place a really long wire out to the
trees at the property line 250 feet away! [How about
a slingshot?)

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Los Angeles Radio Manufacturing
The First Twenty Years, Supplement No. 2
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REVIEWED BY ALAN DOUGLAS
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In 1988, Floyd Paul gathered into a book entitled
Los Angeles Radio Manufacturing a series of his
articles, many of them originally published in the
Southem Califomia Antique Radio Society Gazette.
The subject — radios manufactured from 1922 to
1942 in the LA area — covers many of the compa-
nies that made radio manufacturing such a dynamic
industry in Southem Califomia in those early years.

Los Angeles Radio Manufacturing was extended
by Supplement No. 1 five years later, in 1993. Now
anew supplement — No. 2 — adds further informa-
tion on several makers, and introduces some new
ones. The basic reference has just gotten better.

Gilfillan received an extensive, 15-page cover-
age in the original book, but a great deal of new
information came to light when Floyd got a privi-
leged peek into the corporate records. Supplement

An illustration showing the small size of the Peter Pan
radio appears on page 35 of the 1988 publication.
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No. 2 adds 15 more pages, including documented
details of RCA's licensing practices, confirming some
previous conjectures. We also leam that Gilfillan
had close ties with some Chicago-area companies.

In addition, there is material on Breting commu-
nications receivers, a history of the Wireless Shop,
and chapters on several more small West Coast
makers. These include Flint, Mission Bell, Radio
Product Sales and Miller. In fact, the story on J.W.
Miller of coil and crystal-set fame is a lengthy one.
Many collectors are familiar with the Miller AM
crystal tuner, advertised by Allied Radio in the late
1950s midst ads for new wave hi-fi sets.

As in the earlier books, the original Gazette
paste-ups have been reprinted, so the book reads
like the disconnected collection of articles that it
is. Naturally, much of the Gilfillan materiat super-
sedes that in the original book, but the earlier
company history was not repeated, so both ac-
counts are needed to appreciate the full story.

The original book is 88 pages, Supplement No.
1, 46 pages, and this new one, 54 pages — all
together, quite a compendium of West Coast
activity. As Floyd points out, this is probably the
“last word” on the subject, since the old-timers
are disappearing.

Published by Floyd Paul in a 52" x 8'4" softcover
format with 54 pages, Los Angeles Radio Manufac-
turing, Supplement 2 is available at $10.90. The
first book is $11.90; Supplement #1 is $6.75. It may
be ordered from A.R.C. and other booksellers.

The Atchison County Historical Society is in Atchison,
Kansas, the hometown of Fred W. Stein, inventor of the
world's first no-battery electric radio anda pioneerin the
development of wireless phones. The society is creat-
ing a special exhibit of his Steinite Radio Laboratories
and Manutfacturing Co. and is seeking additional items
to include in the display scheduled to open this spring.

| have just finished restoring an Atwater Kent 40
receiver and noticed something interesting. The “low”
side of the loudspeaker retums to the center tap of the
2nd audio filament shunt resistor and more orless to the
first AF filament via a circuitous path instead of directly
to ground.

When the low side of the speaker is connected
directly to ground, the usual second order distortion is
noted, as is typical of the battery sets. Some of this
distortion is probably due to nonlinearity in the RF
stages before the detector. However, when the low side
is retumed correctly, as in the diagram for the Model 40,
the distortion is lowered and the low frequency re-
sponse is notably improved.
