VINTAGE MILITARY EQUIPMENT 

Collecting Military Equipment — Part 3 
Plus a Preview of the MRGC 2000 Meet 

BY HANK BROWN 

A.R.C. has been following the 
MRCG annual meets for three years 
now, and each of Hank Brown's re-
ports has attested to the growing 
interest in military equipment. Hank 
also includes much additional mate-
rial on individual sets, and this Part 
3 draws on that material. In fact, a 
Part 4 surely will be published in a 
later issue. These articles help to 
open up a special category of radio 
history and its jargon and to intro-
duce us to a highly participatory as-
pect of radio collecting. 
Past A. R. C. articles on World War 

II military equipment appeared in 
November '89, June '91. and No-
vember '94. Parts 1 and 2 of this 
series appeared in March '99 and 
August '99. (Editor) 

At last year's event, Andy Becker, NONVM, looks over the BC-191 and BC-
312 set. This station was operational with dynamotors powered by batteries 
on the back of the bench. 

The Military Radio Collectors Group (MRCG) will 
hold its fifth annual meet on Friday and Saturday, 
May 5-6, 2000, at the NCO Club in Camp San Luis 
Obispo, California. We hope to have something for 
everyone with the usual theme — Military Radio. 
That means anything from any time period and from 
any place in the world.  Examples of last year's 
displays and operational stations are shown in 
accompanying photos. 

FRIDAY EVENTS 

The general program for Friday. May 5.2000, includes 
field operations, setting up equipment and a 6-meter 
hidden transmitter hunt followed by a 6-meter DX 
distance test. A small FM transmitter with variable low 

power operating on 51 MHz will be used as the hidden 
transmitter. The same transmitter will be used as a 
signal source for the 6-meter distance test. 
Anything working on 51 MHz FM can be used to try 

for the best DX distance. Another BC-611TTBY shootout 
for best DX will be held as last year. Those results, 
unfortunately, were undecided due to equipment 
troubles. 
Two BC-148 Army transceivers (on CW) from the 

1930s period will be set up and operating on loop 
antennas. Anyone with an appropriate license can 
operate one of the sets and communicate with friends 
on the other set. There should also be a number of 
PRC-6, PRC-25, PRC-77 and helmet-type radios in 
operation. 

Last year, Cameron Ogan, WA6VVC, brought late model military gear, as well as the AN/GRC-9 on the left bench 
seat. Next to the GRC-9 is a helmet radio. On the table, left to right: PRC-77 VHF, RT-100 HF, FT-70 HF, SC-130 
HF, MP-25 HF and PRC-1099 HF sets. 
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Several other sets will be up and running. For 
example, a T-368/R390 on 80-, 40- and 20-meter bands 
will be in operation. The 1942 GPW Jeep with AN/GRC-
9 and RT-70 aboard will be operating again. A TBX is 
expected to be in operation. Late PRC-104. PRC-132, 
PRC-1099 and URC-87 gear will also be represented. 

Both active and passive equipment displays will be 
set up insioe the NCO Club, as in past years. Some of 
the active displays will be an ARN-30 aircraft navigation 
system, a Navy RU-18 receiver, an Army TG-7 page 
printer teletype machine, Navy RBM receivers and

RADIO SET AN/GRC-7 

The auxiliary receiver is on the left of the rack with the main transmitter/receiver next. To the right of the 
transmitter is the main power supply with a short power cable near the bottom of the two units. On the 
right side of the rack is an RT-70 low power transmitter/receiver (top) and an AM-65 interphone and a 3-
channel audio amplifier (bottom). The AM-65 also supplies power for the RT-70. Seven rack cables 
interconnect the units via a terminal board in the rack. The C-435 I GRC control is installed in the bottom 
middle of the rack. This unit provides duplex and retransmission operation. 

The AN/GRC-7 is one of several sets in a sys-
tem, and specific nomenclature depends upon the 
frequency bands and equipment employed. The 
line runs from AN/GRC-3 to AN/GRC-8. The com-
plete frequency range of all the sets is from 20 
MHz to 58.4 MHz. 
AN/GRC-7 frequency range is 38 to 58.4 MHz 

with an auxiliary receiver tuning from 38 to 55 
MHz. There are two transmsitter/receiver sets in 
addition to the auxiliary receiver. 
This equipment is designed for short-range 

communications using FM. The units were in-
stalled in trucks, personnel carriers, weapons car-
riers, armored and other vehicles. 
All of the equipment is mounted on a rack 

which provides interconnection between units, 
control of main power and power distribution. 
Primary power input is either 12 or 24 volts DC 
from batteries. Maximum current drain is about 
20 amps from 12-volt sources. 
Equipment used in the GRC-7 is the main 

transmitter/receiver with about 16 watts output 
and power supply PP-109/GR, the auxiliary re-

ceiver, R-110/GRC, a low power transmitter/re-
ceiver (RT-70/GRC) and an audio amplifier (AM-
65/GRC). A small control unit (C-435/GRC) is 
used for duplex and repeater operation. 
These radios were used by Army armored, ar-

tillery and infantry units in the mid-1950s. 
An interesting feature of the equipment is the 

various modes that can be used. The two trans-
mitter/receiver units can be used for simplex push-
to-talk operation on different frequencies or can 
be set up to receive and transmit on different 
frequencies as a repeater. The set can be turned 
on and off and operated from a remote location 
over a telephone line. 
Full duplex radio operation is possible with the 

appropriate frequencies selected. The AM-65 au-
dio amplifier also has provision for 3-channel au-
dio intercom work. Although it takes two men to 
move this set, it is a lot of fun to use.

RADIO SET PRC-47 

The main unit of this set 
is the RT-671 transmitter 
and receiver. The frequency 
range from 2.000 to 11.999 
MHz is selected by three 
switches in 1 kHz steps. 
The Marine Corps used 

these sets as did the Navy 
Seabees. The equipment is 
heavy and field transport-
able by three men. This set 
can be operated for several 
hours from 24V silver-zinc 
batteries or from a gasoline 
driven generator set operat-
ing at 115 VAC at 400 Hz. 
An H-33/PT handset is 

used for upper sideband 
voice work while an H-70C 
headset and J-45 key are 
used in the CW mode. The 
transmitter has high and 
low power output settings 
for antenna lengths from 15 
feet to 45 feet. Transmitter 
output on high power selec-
tion is 100 watts while low 
power selection is for 20 
watts output. 
The photograph shows the 

transmitter/receiver sitting 
on top of the portable tran-
sit case. Antennas, phones, 
mike, key, batteries and ca-
bles are carried in compart-
ments in the case. 
Cables to operate the 

equipment from 115 VAC at 
400 Hz are included. The an-
tenna is on top of the radio, 
and the ground radial sys-
tem is to the left of the case. 
When the set is installed 

in a vehicle, power is sup-
plied by the onboard 24 Vdc 
vehicle system. The gear was 
usually used for longer dis-
tance communications. 
Some owners and opera-

tors of this unit install a low-
er sideband (LSB) kit so the 
radio can be used on 75- and 
40-meter Ham bands. 
This identical receiver 

was probably used by mili-

There were two PRC-47 units used in the field and camp 

grounds at the 1998 SLO MRCG meet with good results. Bob 
McChord, ICF5PB, came down from Oregon and used a whip 
and 40 meter inverted V antenna. Dave Ross, KA6EPI, trav-
eled from Rosburg, Washington, to use a whip on his PRC-47 
Collins Radio Company designed and built this set.

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RADIO SET SCR-300-A 

The SCR .300-A is shown with the antenna attached, the hand-
set plugged into the set, and the battery box on the bottom. 
Carrying straps for backpack operation are attached. 

The SCR-300-A, common-
ly called a walkie-talkie, is a 
small, lightweight (35 lb.) 
portable VHF radio set for 
troops in the field, which op-
erates on dry batteries. 
These units were used in 
both World War II and the 
Korean War. 
The top half of its case 

(CS-128-A) contains the 
BC-1000-A transmitter/re-
ceiver unit while the bot-
tom half mounts the two 
dry batteries, Types BA-70 
and BA-80. 
The set uses a TS-15 

handset and antennas AN-
131-A and AN-130-A. Vari-
ous accessories and compo-
nents, such as bags, straps, 
batteries and other items, 
make up the complete SCR-
300-A. 
The 18-tube FM trans-

mitter/receiver operates-
from 40 to 48 MHz. Its us-
able range is approximate-
ly 3 miles. 
The August 1944 issue of 

Radio News has a short ar-
ticle on the production and 
testing of this unit. Photos 
show sets from production 
lines being heated to 145 
degrees F to remove mois-
ture. They are then tested. 
Another photo shows sets 

being subjected to a tem-
perature of 35 degrees F and 
then up to 149 F degrees. 
Again, the sets are tested 
for operation. 
The equipment is also 

subjected to a 2-hour rain 
test. After the tests, the 
presence of 4 or 5 drops of 
water inside the case is 
cause for rejection.

AN/GRC-109 

The AN/ G RC- 109 components, left to right: receiver, power supply for AC operation, and transmitter. An 
antenna and headphones would complete this installation. AC power can range from 40 to 400 cycles at 
voltages from 700 to 240 v. Note the large, round, 2-pin power plug (as used in Europe) on the power cord 
in the photograph. 

The AN/GRC-109 is a collection of units that 
make up a complete transmitter/receiver sys-
tem. The units are small, rugged components 
and consist of the transmitter (T784-A), the 
receiver (R1004-A), and a power supply. Covers 
are fitted with gaskets to make the gear water-
tight. Small self-contained cables connect the 
units together for operation. This equipment 
dates from the 1970s and 1980s. 
There are two choices for power units. One, 

the PP-2685A/GRC-109, operates from 75 to 260 
VAC at 40 to 400 Hz, and a PP-2684A/GRC-109 
which operates as above, but also from a 6 v 
storage battery. Current drawn from the battery 
is about 12 amps at full load. This later unit also 
charges 6-volt batteries at 3.75 amps when not 
transmitting or receiving. 
In the field, a G-43 hand-cranked generator 

can be used for power. A voltage regulator, CN-
690/GRC-109, is provided for field work when 
running from the G-43 only. 
R1004A/GRC-109 is a small 3-band receiver 

tuning from 3 to 24 MHz. Output was usually to a 
set of headphones via binding posts on the front 
panel. Antenna and ground connections were also 
made to binding posts on the panel. 
The receiver can be crystal controlled by plug-

ging into the "Crystal Osc." socket located at the 
bottom center of the front panel. 
The transmitter, 'r784A/GRC-109, is crystal 

controlled and operates on CW from 3 to 22 MHz 
with a crystal plugged into a socket on the front 
panel. The frequency range is covered in 4 bands, 
and a tuning chart is provided on the front panel. 
A key is also mounted on the front panel. 
The transmitter uses crystals on the funda-

mental frequency or may double, triple or qua-
druple the crystal frequency. Lower output re-
sults from operating at 4 times the crystal fre-
quency. Power output is about 10 to 15 watts 
depending on frequency. 

The AN I GRC- 109 power supply for 6 Vdc or AC 
operation. This unit is larger than the AC-only 
power supply. Note the AC cord and battery ca-
bles. This unit can operate from 6Vdc input or can 
be used to charge a 6-volt battery when not operat-
ing the radio sets.

A wide variety of antennas can be loaded by 
the transmitter Pi output network. A wire anten-

The T784A I GRC -109 transmitter has the 
controls and tuning chart on the front panel.

A 
built-in key is mounted on the bottom right 
corner of the unit.

Air-Frame Vario meter Ho me Brew 

BY BILL CORKUTT 

Many collectors tend to ignore 
home brews, and then miss out 
on what may turn out to be not 
only a bargain but also some-
thing unique. Bill CorkuttS home 
brew indicates that the original 
owner combined unusual con-
struction techniques and compo-
nents. Be sure to note in this set 
the open, self-supporting air coils, 
which are usually wrapped on a 
form in conventional sets. Home 
brews sometimes seem like 
snapshots of history. (Editor) 

Having been told "It's sold" in 
my telephone response to an ad 
in A.R.C., I naturally inquired if 
anything else was available. My 
correspondent revealed that he 
had just acquired a home brew 
which seemed within my budget 
and interests, and after some 
good-natured haggling, we 
agreed on a price and shipping. 
It is always exciting to unpack a 
home brew purchased on the 
basis of a few descriptive words. 
In this exchange, I was not dis-
appointed. 
The radio was an early 1920s, 

3-tube receiver, featuhng ceram-
ic compression-type carbon 
rheostats, a variable, panel-con-
trolled grid leak, and a celluloid 
enclosed variable capacitor — 
all indicative of early age. Figure 
1 shows a front view. In addition 
it had three air-frame variome-
ters of a type I had not seen 
before, shown in Figure 2. Each variometer con-
sisted of two parallel, self-supporting, narrow coils 
with two similar coils rotating within. The radio 
was exceedingly dirty and had obviously been 
stored in a damp place, since all metal parts were 
coated with a uniform layer of black oxide. 

TESTING AND CLEANING 

I followed my usual procedure of testing the 
audio tranformers and grid leak with an ohmme-
ter. To my suprise, both audios tested good, 
although the grid leak was open. After removing 
both audio transformers, I washed the entire ra-
dio in a tub of warm soapy water, rinsed it with a 
warm spray, and set it in the sun to dry. I would

not do this with an expensive commercially built 
radio, but it's a good first approach for particularly 
filthy sets. Before this bath. I always remove the 
transformers — audio and IF — since encased 
windings may not survive water logging. 

RESTORING THE INTERIOR 

After the initial cleaning, I removed each indi-
vidual electrical contact point — screws, nuts, 
washer, wire — and sanded, scraped or filed off 
the oxide coating. This is often necessary as few 
solder joints were used on early home brews, and 
oxides do form between mechanical connections. 
This thorough cleaning also affords the opportu-
nity to study the circuitry which proved to be that

of a 3-tube regenerative set using individual grid 
and plate variometers, a tapped variocoupler, 
and a large variable capacitor for antenna tuning. 
Figure 3 shows the radio's circuitry. 
The variable capacitor is in the ground lead, 

presumably to inhibit hand capacity when tuning. 
A 2-position rotary switch shunts out the grid 
variometer to enable tuning to higher frequen-
cies. Battery connections are via Fahnestock clips. 
I remounted the audio tranformers after clean-

ing the terminals. The variable grid leak consisted 
of a compression plate pressing onto a carbon 
surface. Unable to rejuvenate the carbon, I used 
a standard 2-megohm resistor and hid it beneath 
the grid capacitor. The celluloid cover of the vari-
able capacitor had turned gray with age, and I 
decided to dispense with it. 
The wiring was a mixture of tubing-insulated 

bus-bar and rubber-coated flexible copper. Both 
the tubing and rubber had become brittle over the 
years. I preserved as much of the original wire as 
possible, replaced some, and painted the tubing 
with model dope of appropriate color in an effort 
to prevent further decay. 
I connected a regulated power supply (being 

careful to set the filament voltage at no more than 
5 volts), attached the aerial and ground and speak-
er, and then inserted good 01-As. After I had 
fiddled with it a bit, the radio gradually came to life 
and received broadcast stations in the New York 
and New Jersey area with good volume and 
fidelity. 
The plate and grid variometers, the vario-cou-

pler, the vario-coupler tap-switch, and the tuning 
capacitor all interact while tuning, but after some 
practice, the best settings became apparent. Re-
generation is smooth and reliable via the plate 
variometer. Shunting out the grid variometer al-
lows reception up to 1300 kilcycles, a relatively 
high frequency in the early 1920s. 

THE PANEL 

The panel is well laid out and professional in 
appearance, indicating the set may have been a 

kit. The variable capacitor is by Acme, the rheo-
stats by Bradley, and the audio transformers by 
Rauland. No other markings are evident. Extra 
holes on the baseboard indicate some reworking 
by the original radio "experimenter." 
Panel controls, as shown in Figure 1, are: top 

row, left to right, grid variometer shunt switch, 
variable grid leak, detector rheostat, 12-position 
variocoupler tap-switch, first audio rheostat, sec-
ond audio rheostat. Bottom row controls are, left 
to right: grid variometer, antenna variable capac-
itor with vemier knob, variocoupler, plate variom-
eter. 
A standard push-pull, filament, on-off switch, 

two phone jacks, and two large brass screw-
connectors for aerial and ground complete the 
panel. There are no panel markings. 
I use TV contact cleaner and a stiff toothbrush 

to clean Bakelite knobs, especially the fine finger-
grooves, a procedure that works well if the sur-
face is not pitted. Household Fantastic cleaner 
and Brasso metal polish were used to complete 
the panel restoration. 
The baseboard edge-holes and panel screw-

holes irdicate that a wrap-around wood cabinet 
had once existed. Since the panel is of an odd 
size (10 x 20 inches), a new cabinet would have 
to be fabricated. However, I prefer to let the 
"works" remain exposed to view. Ail in all, the set 
remains an interesting piece from an era when 
more radios were brewed at home than built in 
factories.

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WITH THE COLLECTORS 

Eureka! It's a Clarion TC30 
Or is it? 

BY RAY BINTLIFF 

In this article, Ray Bintliff de-
scribes his efforts to identify a 
radio — a sort of radio genealog-
ical search in which he discovers 
some interesting similarities to 
other 1930s sets. (Editor) 

At first glance, the 4-tube 
1930s AC/DC TRF radio shown 
in Figure 1 looks much like other 
"midget" radios produced during 
the mid-1930s. The cabinet style 
is similar to those used by a 
number of manufacturers and 
the layout is conventional — with 
two controls on each side of the 
center-mounted speaker. The 
tube complement consists of the 
following types: a 6D6 RF am-
plifier, a 6C6 detector, a 43 au-
dio output, and a 12Z3 half-wave 
rectifier. Some similar sets used 
a Type 25Z5 tube as the rectifi-
er. This radio and most others 
used a resistance line cord to 
drop the AC line voltage to the 
appropriate filament voltage. 
Some radios of this ilk used a ballast tube instead 
of the resistance line cord. 
OK then, what makes this radio different? As 

Figure 2 shows, there is a 5-pin tube socket located 
on the rear apron of the chassis. But for what pur-
pose? A schematic diagram is glued to the bottom of 
the cabinet that declares the radio to be a Model 45 
but there are no clues to the radio's maker or brand 
name. Further, the schematic diagram does not in-
clude the mysterious 5-pin tube socket which proba-
bly serves as an adapter socket. 

MANUFACTURER SEARCH 

My search of some collector's guidebooks pro-
duced some interesting results. Based upon ap-
pearance alone, a host of possible manufactur-
ers were found. To narrow the search, I eliminat-
ed the major manufacturers on the assumption 
that a large company would have identified its 
radio in some fashion. There is no evidence that a 
decal, label or logo has been removed from the 
radio or cabinet. This decision reduced the list of 
possible brands to Auburn. Berkshire, Clarion, 
Climax, Colonial, Halson, Kadette, LeWol, Mon-
arch, Pickwick and Premier. 
Next, I searched some Rider volumes for radios 

that used the same tube complement and came up

with the following sets: Arvin 403, Clarion TC30, 
Climax 4-tube AC/DC, Detrola 403, DeWald 430, 
Federated Purchaser 53 and Howard Al2. The 
schematic diagrams for these radios do not show a 
5-pin socket, but then neither did the schematic for

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my radio. So. I compared my radio's schematic to 
those in the Rider volumes and found a match with 
the Clarion TC30. 
The Clarion schematic can be found in Rider 

Volume V under Transformer Corporation of Amer-
ica (TCA), page TCA 5-6. The schematic on the 
bottom of the cabinet differs from the Rider page 
only in that it does not carry the name or address 
of TCA and the model numbers are different. 
Thus, it seemed safe to conclude that the radio in 
question was manufactured by TCA. 

TECHNICAL SEARCH 

Once the manufacturer was identified, I returned 
to the Rider volumes to discover the purpose of 
that adapter socket. This time I looked for sche-
matics that included an adapter socket and used 
the same or similar tube complement. The follow-
ing radios were found: Allied F-9525, Autocrat 4LW, 
Howard AA-25, LeWol LW4, Radolek 10931 and 
11910, Trav-Ler 50A and Warwick 419 and 420. 
After I took a quick look at the schematics, the 

answer became clear — the adapter socket is 
used to operate the radio on voltages other than 
110 volts. These radios are described below. 
The Allied Model F-9525 uses a Type 25Z5 as a 

half-wave rectifier. The radio came with an adapter 
cord, a resistance line cord and a 6-pin plug that 
allowed operation on 110 volts DC or AC. Accord-
ing to Rider, other adapters were available "from 
the factory at a slight extra cost for operating this 
receiver on automobiles, 32-volt farm light plants, 
and 200- (sic) volt AC or DC." The Rider page also 
notes that "Cord for 110 volts or 220 volts heats 
moderately, as the cord contains resistance nec-
essary for operation at these voltages." 
This radio offers the most options for operation

on power sources other than 115 volts. Its tube 
complement, consisting of Types 39144 RE, 77 
Detector, 43 Audio output and 25Z5 half-wave 
rectifier, bears little resemblance to the Clarion. 
But despite the difference in tube complement, 
the Allied radio's adapter socket is a useful clue 
regarding the purpose of the Clarion's socket. 
The Autocrat Model 4LW uses a 7-contact 

adapter socket. The schematic diagram notes 
that 6-volt or 32-volt operation is possible but 
does not provide hook-up instructions. This radio 
is a bit different in that the 25Z5 is used as a 
voltage doubler. 
The Howard Model AA-25 uses a Type 25Z5 as 

a half-wave rectifier and includes a 5-contact adapt-
er socket. Figure 3 depicts the adapter arrange-
ment for 6- and 32-volt operation. The radio's 
schematic diagram carries the notation "In all cas-
es of 6-and 32-volt operation, replace the 43 tube 
with a 41 tube." While not specifically stated on the 
schematic, it is apparent that the choice of 6- or 
32-volt operation applies to filament voltages only 
and that a separate B supply is also required. 
When the radio is operated on 6 or 32 volts, the 
filament of the 25Z5 is out of the circuit. 
The LeWol Model LW4 also uses a 25Z5 as a 

half-wave rectifier, but the adapter socket ac-
cepts a 5-pin plug. The schematic diagram identi-
fies the adapter socket as an "Auto socket" (as in 
automobile) and implies 6-volt operation only. 
Although unstated, it is obvious that the Type 43 
tube would need to be replaced with a Type 41 to 
operate the radio's filament on 6 volts. 
The Radolek Models 11910 and 10931, like 

the Howard, employ a 25Z5 as a half-wave recti-
fier and a 6-contact adapter socket. Hook-up 
information is not provided. 
The schematic for the Trav-Ler Model 50 is 

identical to the Radolek schematic. This fact rais-
es the question — did Radolek manufacture radi-
os for Trav-Ler or vice versa? 
The same question springs to mind after look-

ing at the schematic for the Warwick Models 419 
and 420. The adapter socket information is iden-
tical for the Howard and the Warwick models. 
And the schematics are identical, except that the 
Warwick models have a band switch for the broad-
cast and shortwave bands. A partial schematic 
for the Warwick models is shown in Figure 4. It 
depicts the connections between the adapter sock-
et and the tube filaments. 
Use of adapter sockets seems to have ended 

with the 1936 models. Perhaps the feature was not 
very popular and manufacturers were interested in 

keeping the costs down on these 
low-end radios.

Westford, Massachusetts — February 20, 2000 

"Old Stuff is Cool" 
REPORTED BY DOROTHY SCHECTER 

Once again antique radio buffs 
gathered at what has become the 
New England regional radio show 
of the year — the Greater Boston 
Antique  Radio  Collectors' 
(GBARC) Radio XXXI. The event, 
which is managed by Antique 
Radio Classified, was held in the 
Westford Regency Hotel's 6,500 
square foot Regency Ballroom, 
on Sunday, February 20, from 8 
A.M. to 1 P.M. Despite the 2-day 
snowstorm that preceded the 
show, an eager crowd gathered 
early in anticipation. 
As indicated by the name, this 

is the 31st GBARC show, the first, 
called "Radio East," was in June 
1977. There's no doubt that the 
show continues to grow in size 
and quality. In fact, all 92 tables were sold two 
weeks ahead of time, and a second room was 
required to accommodate the overflow. Total atten-
dance, including buyers and exhibitors, was 851, an 
impressive turnout. 
One reason for this show's success is the 

extensive publicity handled by A.R.C. This effort 
includes 225 press releases to newspapers, mu-
seums, and radio, cable, and TV stations. More 
than 3,000 flyers were mailed to interested folks in 
New England, New York, New Jersey, and Penn-
sylvania. Yankee Magazine gave us a plug in its

"Traveler's Journal," and even after the event, we 
made the front page of the Westford Eagle with 
two photos of action at the show. Besides public-
ity, the timing of the show works in its favor — a 
weekend, 1-day event means everyone can come, 
either for the weekend (41 rooms were booked) or 
just for the day. 
What is most interesting about this day to the 

A.R.C. staff, many of whom are not collectors, is 
meeting the people who travel days ahead or before 
dawn to attend. Through correspondence, we feel 
we already know many of them, but now we can put 

faces to the names. Still, we have 
to ask, "What is the special mad-
ness that draws them here?" The 
answers are as varied as the folks 
themselves, as I found out by talk-
ing to them in a round of the hall. 
My hat with the feather boa may 

have taken them aback at first, but, 
in general, they were willing to share 
their enthusiasm for the show. And 
the hat confirmed the fact that, al-
though I don't own a vintage radio.

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dered if anyone at the meet could 
tell him something about its worth. 
So, not a collector per se, but who 
knows, after this exposure. 
On the other hand, Bob Fuerd-

erer and his wife of Keene, New 
Hampshire, who came to spend 
the weekend at the hotel to cele-
brate her birthday and have a mini-
vacation, are serious collectors. 
He calls himself "an active addict" 
and says he "loves that maga-
zine" (A.R.C., of course). 
The Fuerderers joined Dave 

and Karen Sutherland — he is the 
president and treasurer of the New 
England Antique Radio Club in 
Nashua, N. H. — for a social 
evening the night before the meet. 
Obviously, the hotel offers rea-
sonable rates and good facilities — an indoor pool 
(unfortunately closed for renovations this weekend), 
a health club, racquetball courts, and three restau-
rants — to make the stay enjoyable.

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RESTORATION TOPICS 

Rebuilding A Portable Radio Battery 
Mission Impossible? 

Bob Pinelli describes his 
project to rebuild the 67 2-volt and 
4'/2-volt batteries for his Emerson 
Model 560A portable radio using 
rechargeable batteries. 
For those who prefer a less 

challenging approach, standard 
67 2-volt batteries still are avail-
able through mail order houses 
for $20 to $30, depending on the 
dimensions. 42-volt military sur-
plus batteries are available for 
$5. (Editor) 

I was extremely pleased when 
a friend of mine presented to me 
as a gift the Emerson Model 
560A portable radio, shown in 
Figure 1. It is an AM-only, 4-
tube, battery-operated receiver 
that was mass-produced and in-
expensive in 1947. What was 
truly surprising to me was that 
the set was in mint condition 
right down to having the original 
batteries. Most collectors look 
for the more exotic and expen-
sive makes, and this set certain-
ly doesn't qualify in that catego-
ry! Nevertheless, I considered it 
a worthwhile restoration project. 
I have been a self-employed 

radio/TV repairman for 45 plus 
years, and in my early days, this 
type of set crossed my bench 
many times. It was with a sense 
of nostalgia and love of antique 
radios that I wanted to put this 
radio in operating condition. Be-
fore I could accomplish this, how-
ever, there were a number of chal-
lenging problems to be solved. 

Problem 1: The batteries, of 
course, were completely dead, and 
I wondered if perhaps they had 
deteriorated over time. Fortunate-
ly, when the batteries were re-
moved. they were not bulged or 
leaking electrolyte. 

Problem 2: Do I try to get the 
same type of batteries some-
where or replace them with sub-

stitutes? As far as I know, the 671/2-volt B battery 
for this radio has not been manufactured for years. 
As for the 41/2-volt A battery. I didn't think this 
would pose as difficult a problem. 
While pondering the problem, I was struck with an 

idea. Since the cases of these batteries were in 
relatively good condition, why not try to install new 
batteries within cases of the original batteries? I 
opened the bottoms of both batteries and to my 
delight the contents slipped right out with no difficulty. 

Problem 3: How do I get 671/2 volts packed 
within the confines of a case measuring 4" x 3" x 
1'/2"? Solution: eight 9-volt batteries wired in se-

ries fit in perfectly and provide 
more than enough voltage. The 
41/2-volt case measuring 4" x 4" 
x 11/2" would not accept size D 
cells, but eight C cells also fit in 
perfectly. The wiring configura-
tion consisted of groups of two 
C cells wired in parallel, and then 
the resulting four groups wired 
in series. Figure 2 shows how 
this was accomplished.

F3 4' -volt A battery converted to 4' -volt rechargeable. 

Problem 4: Do I install con-
ventional carbon batteries, al-
kaline batteries or nickel-cadmi-
um rechargeable batteries? Be-
ing a free spender, I decided on 
the very expensive nickel-cad-
mium route. Doing so, however, 
allows me to keep the original 
cases when they run down — 
all I would have to do is recharge 
them. I chose Panasonic brand 
batteries because I was told by 
my distributor that they had a 25 
percent greater capacity. 

Charging Batteries — Additional Co m ments 
BY RAY BINTLIFF 

Battery chargers were once rather simple 
devices, but that is no longer the case. With the 
introduction of the rechargeable nickel-cadmium 
and nickel-metal hydride types of batteries, battery 
chargers have become elaborate devices. Now 
battery chargers are available that can operate on 
fast charge and automatically detect the level of 
charge and switch to a trickle charge. Some can 
terminate fast charge if a battery's voltage does not 
peak within a preset period of time. Others offer 
thermal protection of the battery by means of a 
high temperature sensor and shutoff. In short, the 
design of battery charger can be daunting. 
The simple battery chargers used by Pinelli do 

not have these features, but they work for him. 
However, for his 72-volt charger, A.R.C. 
recommends the addition of a current limiting 
resistor, 1.6 K ohms at 10 watts, and slow-blow fuse 
rated at 240 A to protect the battery and charger. 
Some form of current limiting should also be used 
when using a bench supply to charge the 4.8-volt 
battery described in this article. 
The intent of Pinelli's article is to provide an 

example of how original batteries can be replaced 
with modern rechargeable batteries, not to provide 
complete details for building a battery charger. 
However, some comments regarding rechargeable 
batteries and battery chargers may be useful. 
Nickel-cadmium batteries are relatively 

inexpensive, dependable, and readily available. 
They offer moderate tolerance to overcharging and, 
like other batteries, should not be short circuited. 
Regarding charging current, a good rule is that 

the maximum fast charge current should not exceed 
50 percent of its rated capacity. For example a nickel-
cadmium rated at 125 mAH, should not be subjected 
to a charging current in excess of about 60 mA. A 
trickle charge rate of 6 to 10 percent is recommended 
in some literature. The duration of the charge is also 
an important factor. Typical charging times are 6 to 
8 hours, but the actual times vary depending on the 
battery, charger and charging current. 
For readers that wish to pursue the subject 

further, the September 1994 issue of QST contains 
an excellent article -A Smart Charger for Nickel-
Cadmium Batteries." 
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Problem 5: How do you charge a 72-volt bat-
tery? Solution: construct your own charger. I had 
on hand a transformer with a 70-volt secondary 
winding. Using the schematic in Figure 3, I found 
that it worked just fine. 

Problem 6: Making a similar charger for the 
4"2-volt (or more precisely 4.8-volt in this case) 
battery proved to be much more difficult. Being 
neither an electronics engineer nor a designer, I 
thought that, if I got a common 6-volt transformer 
with a diode, filter capacitor, dropping resistor, and 
zener diode, I would be home free. No such luck. 
To my surprise, after charging the 4.8-volt battery 
for more than 20 hours, it would last only 4 or 5 
minutes in the radio before running down! What I 
hadn't accounted for was exactly how much cur-
rent was required to charge eight C cells. [The 
typical capicity for a rechargeable C cell is 1.2 AH.] 
I decided I would have to pull out the heavy 

artillery — my 30-volt, 3-amp regulated power 
supply. I set the voltage output to 4.8 volts and 
the current output to 2 amps. Voila — success! 

After charging for 18 hours, the battery was in-
stalled and has lasted for months now. 

Problem Solved So now, after great trouble 
and expense to myself, I have a working vintage 
1947 Emerson Model 560A portable, battery-op-
erated radio. It is in mint condition no less, com-
plete with original appearing, now rechargeable 
batteries, as shown in Figure 4. My wife and my 
non-electronically inclined friends think I am com-
pletely nuts for undertaking this project. They just 
don't get it.
