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EDITOR'S COMMENTS

Whoever once talked about the “lazy days of sum-
mer” didn't know about radio collectors and the meet
season. The rumblings begin in April and May with
muitiday events like the Military Radio Collector's Meet
in Califomia, the HVRA Mega Auction in Texas, and
Radio Daze in Minnesota. But, by June, collectors are
wholly out of hibemation and anticipating Extravaganza
in July, Radiofest in August, the AWA convention in
September, and the VRPS Convention in November,
interspersed with many other meets and auctions.

This is the time of year when collectors realize once
again the value of face-to-face exchanges. Uniike deal-
ing on the Net, at a meet we can see before we buy and
walk away with the prize. Meets bring us together, and
we come to know sellers and their products and develop
confidence in the transactions.

The good news this season is that many clubs are
moving to long-weekend meets, so that more people
can attend without taking too much time away fromjobs.
More people then will enjoy the real pleasure of meets
— the opportunity for camaraderie, ranging from hag-
gling in the fleamarket to dining at the more formal
banquets, bidding in the auctions, leaming what's new
and old at the seminars, and perusing the outstanding
contest displays.

Such a display might be a “mighty superhet,” the
subject of Bill Corkutt's lead article. Bill reminds us of
how the superhet revolutionized radio and remains the
basic principle used by all radios today. Most collectors
know aboutthe superhetand the names Armstrong and
Leutz, but how about the Ultradyne and the Tropadyne
and the names LaCault and Fisk? Bill covers these
home-brew and kit-built sets, which were so important
to the average household budget of the times.

Interest in military collecting is obviously on a steady
rise, and Louis D'Antuono’s article on the BC-348 used
in the B-17 Flying Fortress reflects this trend. Reasons
for this interest include the fact that so much of it is
available, asitwas sold at surplus after WorldWar lland
the Korean War. The folks who served in these wars or
who are interested in their history enjoy making the
equipment work again.

When you look at the back of the Pilot “All-Wave”
radio, the subject of Frank Moore's article, you will see
two separate chassis sitting there. What Pilot had done
was to widen a cathedral cabinet to accommodate a
chassis and a shortwave converter, both of which they
already manufactured. A unique fooking set resulted.

More good news — Ray Chase is back on the auction
trail and reports on two general auctions containing
radios. Ray's reports remind us that outstanding, even
rare, items, can show up at these auctions. Also, the
solid prices indicate that serious collectors were there,
even though advertising might not have been prevalent,
and radios were only a part of the whole auction.
Conclusion: don't overlook general auctions.

Richard Estes also continues to hold successful
auctions for both buyers and sellers. His report indi-

cates that over 200 bidders brought $27,000 in sales in
his winter auction. The next Estes Auction on July 15 will
be worth attending.

Richard Amold combines some interesting history of
the Philco Company with a description of the Model 39-
25. This is an attractive Deco table model popular in the
early 1940s and still collectible today.

Two short articles cover interesting topics. One by
John Byms and Ed Ripley is a follow-up on Ed's article
on the evolution of the AM band in the December 1999
issue of A.R.C. As always we welcome further discus-
sion of article topics.

The second article is by Dale Davenport on an
amusing subject — Pepsi Cola and Champagne bottle
radios sold at discount because of the defective glue on
the labels. Apparently, product recall was not as com-
mon as it is today.

Daniel Schoo's article inspires a little alliteration —
Schoo is not shy — especially when it comes to taking
on a challenge. His past restoration and repair topics
included IF transformers, galena detectors, and seleni-
um rectifiers — all tough nuts to crack. Now he tums to
rotary wafer switches. Why? Well, if you've ever had a
broken wafer switch in a set you're trying to restore, you
know why Dan's article will be valuable to you.

Don't miss the rare and unusual Callophone speaker
in Photo Review. Also, note the sealed Zenith tube
carton that seemed to be ahead of its time in consumer
protection — it was intended to be “tamper-proof.”

WITH THE COLLECTORS

The Mighty Superhet

BY BILL CORKUTT

Today’s superhet radios are sim-
ple to operate. Consequently, we
may have forgotten just how com-
plex those early superhet radios
were. In this article, Bill Corkutt takes
us back to those earfy times. (Editor)

In the early 1920s radio engi-
neers and enthusiasts recognized
the superheterodyne circuit as pro-
viding more sensitivity and selectiv-
ity than other circuits popular at the
time. Better sensitivity provided
weak-signal, long-distance recep-
tion; better selectivity provided the
ability to separate signals as more
broadcast stations crowded the ra-
dio spectrum. The public was not so
receptive since superheterodynes
were complicated devices requiring
many controls, as well as lots of
tubes and batteries.

The superheterodyne principle
was patented in America by Edwin
Howard Ammstrong in 1920. The con-
cept of mixing two high frequencies -
together to produce a low beat-fre-
quency, which could be easily ampli-
fied, had been known for some years.
Ittook the genius of Armstrong to put
the pieces together to make a practical receiver. He sold
the patent to the Radio Corporation of America (RCA),
then the premier radio company in the U. S.

THE RCA AR-812

The first commercial superheterodyne, the AR-812,
shown in Figures 1 and 2, was manufactured in early
1924, This radio uses 6 Type UV199 tubes, each
drawing only 60 milliamperes of filament current, mak-
ing dry-cell operation feasible. The radio’s performance
is enhanced by the use of reflex circuitry. The RF
amplifier is reflexed to function also as an IF amplifier.
A single UV199 triode serves as both local oscillator
and mixer. Like many early superhets, the AR-812
used a very low IF — in this case 45 kHz. It has only 4
controls — 2 tuning dials and 2 filament rheostats —
and a built-in loop antenna. The loop, made for porta-
bility, was also advantageous for city dwellers where
long wire antennas were difficult to string.

The AR-812 was advertised as a portable set and
had a handle on top of a husky wood cabinet (3 feet
long!) and built-in battery compartments. Yet, at about
40 pounds, plus the weight of 6 large, dry-cell, A
batteries, 4 B batteries, a C battery, and a separate
hom-speaker, it required a strong person fo lug it
around. In addition, it was (still is) a nightmare to repair
since all components, except the tubes, tuning capac-
itors, and coils, were encapsulated in a metal tub filled

with sealing wax — the dreaded catacomb. Despite its
faults, the AR-812 was an instant success. Thousands
were sold without batteries at a hefty $269.

Radio enthusiasts (experimenters, amateurs, seri-
ous listeners) did not balk at numerous controls, big
tube counts, or heavy battery consumption required by
most superhets. Article after article appeared in radio
magazines and even ordinary newspapers presenting
the various types of superhet circuits being “invented.”

I had never planned to collect antique superhetero-
dynes. They seemed few and far between and were the
Rolls Royce of reception. I finally did find an AR-812 six
or seven years ago at a hamfest. Fortunately, the cata-
comb was intact, and the required repairs were mostly
mechanical in nature. Since then, I've acquired several
early superhets using a variety of circuits and features.

For the AR-812, | built an AC power supply to fit in
one of the battery compartments and obtained a half
dozen UV199s. Combined with a modem dynamic
speaker (1940s vintage), the radio worked quite well in
the lower part of the broadcast band (500-1200 Kc).

A RADIO MAN'S SUPERHET

Most sets developed in the early days of the super-
het (1924-1926) were simple modifications of Arm-
strong’s original ideas. Others were attempts at more
radical departures and bore unique names; e.g., Ultra-
dyne, Tropadyne. So long as the other superhets on

the market were home-brewed or kits made one at a
time, RCA let them alone. They posed no real compe-
tition and provided free advertisement.

Figure 3 shows the front of an enthusiast's concept of
a superheterodyne. This set was probably built about
1925 and is typical of the 8-tube home brew of the day.
The tube lineup is the following: local oscillator, 1st
detector, 3 intermediate frequency (IF) amplifier stages,
2nd detector, and 2 audio stages. There are 7 controls:
2 tuning dials, 4 filament rheostats, and a potentiometer
that sets the grid blas of the IF stages to control overall
gain or to suppress oscillations in the IF amplifiers (by
reducing gain). A light bulb mounted between the tuning
dlals provides illumination for the tuning scales.

Although no manufacturer's name is given, the ra-
dio was probably a kit, since engraved panel markings
identify the function of each control. The meters indi-
cate the filament battery voltage (when to recharge the
storage battery) and the B battery voltage (when to buy
new ones). A panel jack is provided for plugging in a
loop antenna. The radio resembles one in a 1925
Popular Mechanix article entitied: “How to Build the
Popular Mechanix Superheterodyne Eight.”

Figure 4 is a rear view of the works. The tuning
capacitors are Remler clamshell types that provide
linear tuning and vernier control via internal gearing.
The IF transformers are also Remler. The tubes are
Type 201-A which were considered superior to Type
UV199. The 8 tubes draw a total of 2 amperes of
filament current making an automobile-type storage
battery a necessity. After a good cleaning and the
usual troubleshooting and repair, the set works well
over the entire broadcast band.

LA CAULT LR-4

The French inventor R.E. LaCault replaced the first
detector with a circuit he called a modulator. He claimed

that the modulator detected the in-
coming signal and then used the
result to modulate the focal oscilla-
tor's amplitude, which was then am-
plified in the IF amplifier as in an
ordinary superhet. He called his ra-
dios “Ultradynes™ and sold them in
America via various companies, the
best known being Phenix of Phila-
delphia. It was claimed that Ultra-
dynes outperformed ordinary super-
hets in sensitivity and ease of tun-
ing.

| bought a large radio, sight un-
seen, based on a brief phone de-
scription: “large size, 9 tube sock-
ets, many transformers.” When it
arrived, | studied its circuitry — it
was obviously a superhet of consid-
erable complexity and included a
tuned radio frequency amplifier as a
front end. The oscillator coil as well
as the IF transformers were by
Phenix Radio Corporation, a fact that
sent me scurrying to my copy of
McMahon's Radio Collector's Guide.
Between 1924-1926, the Phenix
Company sold 5- and 8-tube LaCault
Ultradynes and kits. Under R.E.
LaCautt, there was a single entry, a
9-tube Ultradyne kit — the LR-4.

My LR-4 was in amazingly good
condition; all transformers tested good and ali wiring
was intact. One audio transformer was missing, and |
added it to complete the audio section. The RF amplifi-
er and modulator coils were obviously hand-wound on
cardboard tubes. The tight, beautifully finished, hard-
wood cabinet had apparently preserved the interior
contents over the decades. Figure 5 shows the front.

The layout is typical superhet. The knob between the
tuning knobs is the potentiometer for setting IF grid bias.
The small knob above is a small variable antenna cou-
pling capacitor to prevent overloading the front end.
Vemier tuning of the local oscillator is via spur gears.
Figure 6 shows the rear view. The mechanically-cou-
pled dual tuning capacitors used to tune the front end
were a forerunner of the ganged capacitors still to come.

Did the Ultradyne live up to its billing? Over a series
of evening listening sessions | was able to receive AM
stations all across the band, including several weak
stations | had not received before using other antique
radios. In addition, the tuning was remarkably smooth
and devoid of the heterodyne whisties one usually gets
with antique superhets.

Why did the Utradyne not become more popular?
The answer probably lies in the fear of patent litigation
since there is no doubt an IF frequency is generated by
the modulator which is amplified, as in an Armstrong
superhet. Of course, with the advent in the late 1920s
of the multigrid tubes where heterodyning occurred
inside the tube itself, the question became moot.

THE TROPADYNE

The Tropadyne was the brainchild of Clyde Fisk, a
well-known innovator, and required only 6 tubes — a
converter, 3 IF stages, a second detector, and a single
audio stage. He combined the local oscillator and first
detector in a simple reflex arrangement similar to Arm-

strong's original set. My daughter bought the radio at
an antique flea market at a modest price, after it had
lain for decades in someone’s garet or basement. It
was extremely grimy and required a lot of cleaning
before repalrs could be started.

The IF transformers, which Fisk called “tropaform-
ers,” were bulky affairs that included a compression-
type variable capacitor for tuning the secondary. All
windings of the four tropaformers tested open and re-
quired melting out the sealing wax that held the coils in
place. (Apparently the bare copper coil leads had react-
ed with the paraffin to render the copper brittle.)

After cleaning the soldering lugs
and resoldering new connection
leads, | repacked the cases with
modem plastic stuffing. (This took
much longer than it takes to tell.)
After reassembling the radio | de-
bugged the remaining circuitry us-
ing the usual techniques. | aligned
the IF amplifiers by tuning to a strong
local station and tuning each tro-
paformer for the loudest signal, a
technique of the 1920s when build-
ers were unlikely to have alignment
equipment. The set worked well us-
ing either an external loop antenna
or a long-wire antenna. The good
results | attribute to the IF stages
being individually tuned to achieve
perfect alignment.

Figure 7 shows the front of the
restored radio. The tuning dials are
National “Velvet” vemiers. The row
of 4 small arrow knobs control the
various filaments. The knob at the
center-top is the usual potentiome-
ter control for IF bias setting. There
is the usual push-type, on-off switch,

2 speaker jacks, terminals for anten-
na and ground, and a jack for a loop
antenna. There are no panel mark-
ings, and it is probable that this is a
kit or shop radio. Figure 8 shows the
well-built insides. A large knob for IF
tuning sits atop each tropaformer.

Caution: Visitors seeing these
big knobs have the imesistible urge
to twist them, thereby detuning the
IF ampilifier!

LATE 1920S SUPERHET

E.H. Scott is famous for his tri-
ode superhets of the last half of the
1920s. They are bulky affairs and
much sought after by collectors. |
have never seen a Scott battery
superhet, and there is little chance
of ever obtaining one. The next best
thing is superhets by John Vic-
toreen, which seem to be fair cop-
ies of the Scotts. | bid for a Vic-
toreen advertisedin A.R.C., and af-
ter one hike in price, | got it.

This 7-tube radio had obviously
been built from a kit (McMahon's
Radio Collector's Guide lists a su-
perhet kit by Victoreen in 1928) and
modified over the years. Fortunately, the original biue-
print schematic came with the radio and enabled me to
restore the original circuit.

Figure 9 shows the front panel which departs from
the usual early superhet layout. However, there are the
usual 2 tuning dials, 4 filament rheostats, the grid-bias
pofentiometer, a single output jack and a rotary on-off
switch. There are no panel markings.

Figure 10 shows the interior. The IF transformers
and coils are labeled “Victoreen Radio Co.,” the tuning
capacitors and knobs are Remler clam-shell types, the
audio transformers are by Acme. The cabinet is of the
“coffin” type. The restored radio plays well on all local

AM stations and is a fine piece of fumiture in itself.

NOTE: All of the above described radios use 201-A
tubes. All are 2% to 3 feet in length. and are housed in
solid hardwood cabinets.

1928 is a date which must signal the demise of the
home-brewed superhet, for in that year, RCA unveiled
the Radiola 60. The Model 60 was AC-powered and
had 1-dial tuning which anyone could operate. It had a
metal chassis, AC-type tubes, and ganged capacitors.
The Radiola 60 at $175 introduced the low-cost, mod-
em superhet to the public.

How good was an early battery superhet? ['ve been
playing my AR-812 for two or three hours daily for over
five years on the same set of tubes (already used when
bought), and it's still perking. The trick, of course, is to
run the filaments at a reduced voltage.

SUPERHET DOCUMENTATION

For those truly interested in the historic or the tech-
nical aspects of the superhet there is plenty of litera-
ture available.

Charles Leutz, founder of the Experimenters Infor-
mation Service in 1921, published a slight volume called
Superheterodyne Receivers. In it he describes the het-
erodyne principle and presents plans for building re-
ceivers of his own design. In advertisements for his
plans and kits, he shows that you could build your own
superhet for 20 percent of the cost of a commercial one.

The book has been reproduced; unfortunately, the
blueprint schematics have been photo-reduced to such
a small size that they are illegible. In Volume 2 of Radio
Manufacturers of the 1920’s, Alan Douglas presents a
brief biography of Leutz, as well as excellent pictures
of Leutz receivers. Though home-brewed, these radios
are much sought after by serious collectors.

The Legacy of Edwin Howard Armstrong, published
by the Radio Club of America, is a compendium of
articles on Armstrong, who was involved in the patent
wars of the 1920s. One article is titled “More Than You
Ever Wanted to Know About the Superheterodyne
Receiver,” and it lives up to its promise.

Ed Romney’s book Fixing up Nice Old Radios con-
tains much technical information on early superhets,
including circuit diagrams and descriptions of the first
RCA superhets. It is invaluable should you come upon
an early Radiola superhet.

The Super-Heterodyne Book, published by Radio
News in 1926, is a resume of the entire superhetero-
dyne art in the mid-1920s. Every type of superhetero-
dyne circuit is described and enough detailed technical
and physical data (circuits, drawings, dimensions, con-
struction hints) is included for you to build more than a
dozen superhets of your own.

For the less technicai there is Lawrence Lessing's
book Man of High Fidelity, a biography of Armstrong.
There is also Empire of the Air by Tom Lewis, recount-
ing the interacting lives of Armstrong, inventor of the
regenerative circuit, the superheterodyne, and frequen-
¢y modulation; Dr. Lee de Forest, inventor of the triode
vacuum tube, and David Samoff, president of RCA.
The book vividly records the end of the era of the
solitary inventor (Armstrong, de Forest) and the tri-
umph of the corporation (Samoff).

During the 1920s, a controversy raged as to who
invented the superhet. We Americans championed
Armstrong — others gave priority to various Europe-
ans. After almost a decade of legal battle, the courts in
1928 awarded the patents to Lucien Levy, a French
inventor. Knowledgeabile radio engineers — American
and European alike — give credit to Armstrong.

VINTAGE MILITARY EQUIPMENT

The Irrepressible BC-348 Receiver

Though a quite commonplace
military receiver, the BC-348 still
captures the imagination, espe-
cially because of its use in the
World War Il aircraft, the B-17.
Louis D'Antuono’s article inspired
staff member Dave Crocker to
contact the nearby Collings Foun-
dation, dedicated to restoring
such historic aircraft, for even
more information. (Editor)

Webster's Unabridged Third
New Intemational Dictionary of
the English Language defines “ir-
repressible” as “impossible to re-
press, restrain or control.” This
description fits the BC-348 receiv-
er, shown in Figure 1, perfectly.
Of all the receivers | have ever
known, this one has lasted the longest in the public
imagination. | have always liked these units. Why, |
do not know exactly.

Maybe it's the variable light brightness knob.
Possibly the large tuning knob. Or perhaps the
multiple frequency dial where all the bands are
masked, except the one in use. It could be its
rugged appearance. Or better yet, the noise limiting
circuit where a potentiometer is ganged to the main
tuning capacitor and progressively engages as the
frequency increases. Lastly, maybe its use in the
Flying Fortress B-17 bomber is its greatest appeal.

Figure 2 shows the radio compartment of a
restored B-17. This aircraft, named for the original
Nine-O-Nine, was restored under the auspices of
the Collings Foundation located in Stow, Massa-
chusetts. A view of the B-17 in flight is shown on
the opposite page, along with some facts about
this famous aircraft.

A factor in the continuing interest in these
receivers is in the large number that were built.
Also, they were produced by different manufac-
turers, who designated their particular models
with a letter suffix. There are also differences
among these models electrically, but the greatest
difference is in the “Q" model, which has its B-
connection above chassis ground. Some exam-
ples of the letter designators used to identify
versions of the BC-348 and its manufacturers are
provided in the following:

Version BC-348E, H, K-M, O, P, R, S were
manufactured by Belmont Radio and Stromberg-
Carson; Versions BC-348J, N, Q were manufac-
tured by Wells Gardner.

These radios are single conversion types with
two RF stages, a local oscillator, a mixer, three IFs,
BFO, detector, and audio output and mixer stages,
an audio amplifier stage, a detector, and BFO. The
frequency range of 1.5 to 18 MHz is covered in five

bands, and a sixth band covers 190 to 500 kHz.

These receivers can be used for Amateur CW
and AM reception. Many Hams over the years
have contributed ideas to improve their perfor-
mance, including modification for SSB reception,
which left a lot to be desired. The usual complaint
about the BC-348 is its lack of selectivity and
audio output, but even unmodified, these receiv-
ers remain popular.

In terms of present-day availability, | have seen
these receivers for sale at Hamfests or in trade
magazines selling anywhere from $20 to $50 or
more, depending on condition. Some are painted
gray, while others are black. Often they have
built-in power supplies or outboard types, while
some are unmodified and need conversion. Usu-
ally this involves rewiring the tube filaments from
24-volt operatlon to 6-volt or 12-volt operation.

Removing the original dynamotor and power

the original “Nine-O-Nine.”

Probably the most widely recognized
aircraft flown in World War II, the B-17,
powered by four 1,200 hp Wright engines, had
a top speed of 250 mph and a range of 2,400
miles.

Since 1989, a major focus of the Foundation
has been the Veterans’ “Wings of Freedom”
aircraft tour. This tour showcases a fully
restored B-24 and the B-17 “Nine-0-Nine.”

The Stow office acts as a clearinghouse of
information for veterans and their families
and works to educate the public on issues of
aviation and history. An aviation museum
and vintage automobile collection are open
for special events and groups throughout
the year.

resistors is part of the process. | have done this
rewiring once, and it requires a minimum effort.
The usual matching speaker is an LS-3, which is
rarer than the receiver. Outboard accessories
can be used to improve performance.

Perhaps this article will increase attention to
the BC-348. At the moment, these receivers occu-
py a great deal of space in basements, attics,
garages, and surplus warehouses, and they have
limited use in hamshacks. Renewed attention might
resultin higher prices for these receivers because
of their collectibility.

However, a more positive effect would be their
rejuvenation. Collectors might even be encour-
aged to design modifications to improve their
performance. People who have used them in the

past would applaud their restoration.

There are numerous articles past and present
conceming the usefulness of the BC-348 that
hobbyists can research to help them along. A list
of references is included in the box below. In any
event, here and elsewhere, the BC-348 will re-
main irrepressible.

From John Byrns: | read with great interest
the article on the evolution of the American AM
band by Ed Ripley in the December 1999 issue of
A.R.C. In the section on directional antenna sta-
tions, it states that “WFLA in Tampa, Florida, was
one of the first,” and goes on to say that it used a
“3-tower system on the shore of Tampa Bay.” |
believe that the WFLA 620 kHz directional array
used only 2 towers.

An article entitled “Directional Broadcasting,”
published in Radio Engineering, Vol. XIV, Num-
ber 6, in June 1934, also says that the WFLA
night array used ony 2 towers. This article was
written by Raymond M. Wilmotte, who, | believe,
was the builder of the WFLA array back in 1932,
so | would expect him to know.

The article also states, “In more recent years,
the station moved the array to a new site several
miles away with additional towers and tower
height.” While they may very well have moved the
array, the FCC database still lists the 620 kHz
night array as being a 2-tower array.

It is possible that Ed was confused by the fact
that there have apparently been some changes
of call letters in Tampa over the years. The sta-
tion on 620 kHz, which was WFLA in 1932, now
appears to use the call letters WSUN. According
to the FCC database, the station currently using
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the WFLA call letters operates on 970 kHz, and
does, indeed, have more towers — 2 towers in
the day array, and 4 in the night array — but that
is a different station.

From Ed Ripley: | received the comments
from John Byms on the AM band article. Essen-
tially, he is correct in saying that the original
frequency of WFLA was 620 kHz and that it was a
2-tower array on the frequency. We stand cor-
rected on that point.

He also mentions WSUN as being a successor
to WFLA on the 620 frequency. Actually, WFLA
and WSUN shared time on 620 in the early 1930s.
WFLA later (| believe around 1939) moved to
970, leaving the 620 channel to WSUN. It was
then that WFLA built the 3-tower array mentioned
in the article. In the 1970s, WFLA again moved,
this time to the present site with more towers.

Thanks for passing John's note along. I'll be
interested to see how many comments we ulti-
mately get.

WITH THE COLLECTORS

The Pilot “All-Wave”

BY FRANK MOORE

Certain radios stand out because of their
cabinet styling or unusual circuitry. The Pilot
radio described in this article scores on both
accounts. (Editor)

The 11-tube Pilot radio, shown in Figure 1,
was made by the Pilot Radio and Tube Com-
pany of Lawrence, Massachusetts. Although it
is identified as the Model 40174, itis common-
ly known as the “All-Wave,” and it sold for
$99.50 in the 1932 radio season.

The radio has some unusual features. The
shape of the cabinet is different and looks
like a “stretched cathedral.” Even the speak-
er cutout is much wider than it is high. The
layout of the controls and dials on the front
panel is symmetrical, but why are there two
sets of control knobs and two dials?

The name “All-Wave" provides a clue. The
cabinet contains two chassis. One is a stan-
dard, 7-tube, AC-operated, broadcast-band su-
perhet receiver. The other is a 4-tube, 5-band
shortwave converter. This combination covers
545 to 11 meters. A rear view of the radio is
shown in Figure 2.

THE CONVERTER

The shortwave (SW) converter is probably
the same as the one shown on the Pilot page
1-6 of Rider's Volume |. its tube complement
consists of one each of the following types:
224 RF amplifier, 224 mixer, 227 oscillator
and 280 rectifier. The converter features a
bandswitch, thus eliminating the nuisance of
changing plug-in coils. A sixth position of the
bandswitch cuts the converter out of the circuit
and connects the antenna to the broadcast re-
ceiver chassis. The converter’s output frequency
is 550 Kc. It is necessary to tune the broadcast
radio to that frequency when the converter is
being used.

THE BROADCAST RECEIVER

The broadcast band receiver appears to be a
straightforward superhet with the following tube
complement: (1) Type 224, (2) Type 235, (2)
Type 227, (1) Type 247, and (1) Type 280. Like
the converter, the broadcast-band radio has its
own power supply.

In the same model year, Pilot also offered a 7-
tube superhet in either a console cabinet or a
modemistic tabletop.

Introductory advertising for the “All-Wave” mod-
el, circa 1931, called it the “Pilot Ail-Wave Super-
Heterodyne 11-Tube Super-Wasp.” Inclusion of

the Super-Wasp name was probably an attempt
to connect the new radio with the highly success-
ful Pilot Super-Wasp receiver of 1928.

Pilot's use of a standard broadcast receiver
and an SW converter in a single unit was inge-
nious. A home-type receiver capable of tuning as
high as 11 meters was not common in 1931. The
use of bandswitching to cover such a wide tuning
range was also uncommon. During that time peri-
od, the manufacturers of Ham radio receivers,
such as National and Hammarlund, were still
using plug-in coils.

The two hinged
panels are constructed of wood. (Erwin Macho
- Vienna, Austria)

ZENITH TUBE CARTON - This cardboard
and metal-edged box housed a Type 7N7 tube.
The tamper-proof carton was sealed at the
factory for the consumer’s protection. (Craig F.
Knowlton — Edgewood, WA)

SILVERTONE MODEL 2001 - This brown
metal table set was manufactured by Sears
Roebuck and Co. in 1950. It has 4 tubes and a
chassis number of 132.878. It requires an
antenna wire for operation. Important to note is
that the left-hand on/off-volume knob is not
original. (Cyril G. Brennan — Pike Road, AL)
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MAE WEST EMERGENCY RADIO
Manufactured by Kingston Products Co. of
Kokomo, Indiana, this unit was used by
downed World War Il pilots to call for help. The
odd shape was to fit the user’'s knees while he
turned a crank to generate power. (Clark
Trissell — Lincoln, NE)

MARCONIPHONE V2A - Found in mint condi-
tion, this 2-tube, reflex, long-range model re-
ceiver was manufactured in 1924. It operates
on the 300-390 meter wavelength. (Jim Taylor
— Boumnmemouth, England)

CALLOPHONE HORN SPEAKER - The huge
metal horn bell on this speaker measures 15"
square. The driver inside the rear of the
wooden box is adjusted for tone by the front
dial which has a long shaft to the driver.

PHILCO TIMER CLOCK - This wood-cased
timepiece was presumably used to turn on (or
off) radios at prescribed times.

Rebuilding Rotary Wafer Switches

BY DANIEL SCHOO

Damaged rotary wafer switches are all too
common in old radios. In this article, Daniel Schoo
relates his success in rebuilding a badly dam-
aged switch. While the average reader may not
want to perform such an extensive repair, the
basic repair techniques described in this article
can be applied to simpler repairs. (Editor)

Anyone who has damaged or broken a rotary
wafer switch has known the frustration in trying to
replace it. The more complicated the switch, the
rarer the sources for a new one. Just getting an
old switch out can be a real challenge.

Phenolic wafer switches are used in multiband
radios, TV sets and other home entertainment
equipment to select the desired band or function.
These switches are prone to a number of prob-
lems, including failure due to attacks by atmo-
spheric contaminates. Exposure to the atmosphere
causes a number of nasty things to happen. The
contacts become dirty, tarished and intermittent
or open. Cleaning them is a difficult task and not
always successful. In the heat of scrubbing or
swabbing the contacts with your favorite nostrum
of chemical agents, contacts frequently get bent
or broken.

When removing switches for cleaning or per-
forming work on nearby components, you will
occasionally break a wafer. When this happens all
of the joy in life is banished, and then you have a
major problem. If you have ever tried to reassem-
ble the disaster with glue, you already know this
doesn't work. The forces on the wafer are enough
to defy the best of glues and additional bracing.

Usually the damage to a switch is limited to one
or more bent contacts, which can be replaced
without much fuss. Sometimes the damage is se-
vere requiring a complete replacement. Recently,
a friend had just such a problem. While working on
a DuMont RA-105 TV-radio-phonograph combi-
nation, he broke the main function switch in sever-
al places. If this wasn't bad enough, several of the
contacts were badly burned. Figure 1 shows the
damaged switch. You will note that several pieces
of the wafers are completely broken.

There are a number of these sets still around,
but none could be located as a source for a
replacement switch. Being on a very limited bud-
get and not having access to a new switch, my
triend accepted my offer to try to make a new one
for him. This article covers the complete rebuild-
ing of an essentially useless switch. Many switch-
es that have only minor damage can be repaired
by less extensive means. The individual proce-
dures of disassembly and reconstruction can be
used to simply replace the bad contacts of an

otherwise good switch.

The first step is to document thoroughly the old
switch. The service information for this set in the
Rider volume contains fairly detailed information
about the switch. It shows all of the contacts and
the positions for each function. The switch con-
sists of two wafers with stationary contacts on
both sides of each. It has a rotation of five possi-
ble positions for the functions of AM, FM, Phono-
graph, TV with dial lights on, and TV with dial
lights off.

Rider covers the electrical circuit documenta-
tion, but that is only half of what is needed. A
complete mechanical documentation is also need-
ed. For this you have to document what remains
of the switch and draw the physical contact ar-
rangements. Each wafer has to be drawn showing
the arrangement of contacts attached to both sides.

PREPARATION

The drawing has to indicate not only in what
position and on what side of the wafer a contactis
located, but also whether it is a long one or a short
one. Essentially there are two kinds of stationary
or fixed contacts — those that are long and wipe
on the inner part of the rotor and those that are
short and hit only the outer circumference. Includ-
ed on the drawing should be a depiction of each
side of each wafer, the rotating contacts and an
overall drawing of the full assembly, all referenced
to the front plate using the contact numbers as a
landmark on each item.

The drawing must also depict the assembled
switch showing where each watfer, rotor contact,
and stationary contact are positioned with respect
to some reference point. Figure 2 shows a sample
of the documentation. For the reference point, |



used the metal front frame of the switch assembly
and the rotation stops as “witness marks.” These
points are fixed, and the wafers are assembled to
the frame using them as landmarks.

| cannot emphasize enough that good docu-
mentation is essential. No matter how good your
memory is there will always arise some mystery
as to the position of some part, where it went into
the final assembly, and especially which side of
what rotor and wafer faces forward or backward
on the frame. To facilitate some of this | took
detailed photographs of the old switch both before
and during disassembly.

SOURCES OF PARTS

Before you begin the physical repair you must
find donors to supply the required parts for the
new switch. Fortunately for function selection in
the RA-105, DuMont used a switch made by a
popular manufacturer, and the basic design was
fairly common. | found a number of switches at a
local hamfest using the same basic design for the
component parts. Figure 3 shows several of the
donor switches from which | was able to take
parts. The only parts that will be required from the
old switch are the frame pieces, the front plate
and shaft, and the rotary contacts. Screws and
spacers can also be salvaged but even these are
not essential.

Generally, switches are unique because of the
shape and placement of contacts in the rotors.
The size and placement of the fixed contacts on
the wafers can be duplicated using standard parts.
The wafer contacts can be replaced since only
their placement is unique to the particular switch,

not the contacts themselves. If the rotors are not
salvageable, and if they are unique enough so that
they are not replaceable from a donor, there is no
reason to try to rebuild. Irreplaceable rotors spell
the end for a rotary wafer switch. Frequentty, rotor
parts can be replaced or repaired. On my switch,
one rotor insulator was broken in half and burned.
A contact was also burned, but it was repairable.

SALVAGING SWITCH CONTACTS

The first thing to do is to harvest the parts you
will need to rebuild the old switch. Contacts are
easily removed by drilling the eyelets of the donor
switches. The eyelets are made of a soft brass
and must be handled carefully.

A small drill bit just larger than the inside diam-
eter of the barrel of the eyelet is best. A large drill
will not penetrate the flange and will only tend to
flatten it and spin the eyelet. Run the drill at high
speed using light to moderate pressure until the
flange of the eyelet is drilled off the barrel, as
shown in Figure 4. You will see that each contact
is not the same on both sides. One side is slightly
different and fits better into the slot on the wafer.

Once the flange is removed, carefully pull the
contact from the remaining stub of the eyelet
barrel and set it aside. Make a note of which way
the contacts are oriented on the wafer so that
later you can put each one back on with the same
side out. When all of the contacts are safely off
the wafer, go back and remove the eyelets by
pushing or pulling them out of the wafer. Be very
careful not to apply too much force as the wafers
are easily snapped in two. Now you have nearty

all of the parts to start reassembly.

In addition to the new wafers and contacts you
will also need new eyelets. You cannot reuse the
old eyelets. Eyelets are dimensioned by the out-
side diameter of the barrel portion, the outside
diameter of the flanged or flattened flange end,
and the overall height from the bottom of the
flange to the straight end.

The diameter of the barrel is determined by
measuring the diameter of the hole in the wafer.
The outside diameter of the barrel should be
several thousandths of an inch smaller. The bar-
rel on the old eyelet will be larger than new one
because it expands when it is pressed in.

The flange diameter can be measured directly
from one of the old eyelets (hollow rivets). For the
length, measure the thickness of the wafer and
contact and add those values to the distance
from the edge of the center hole to the edge of the
flange of the eyelet. The total will be the amount
of length needed to get through the water and the
contact plus enough left over to roll over and form
the second flange.

There are a number of eyelet manufacturers
and sellers. My switch required an eyelet of 0.089"
barrel diameter, having a 0.150" diameter flange
and 0.125" length. 1 found that a Siska Model L-
12 brass eyelet, was exactly the right size. The
Siska Web page at http://www.siska.com carries
a good illustration of eyelet sizing.

READY TO REBUILD AND REPAIR

Now you are ready to begin the actual rebuild-
ing. Figure 5 shows all of the necessary parts
ready for attachment to the wafer. Remove the
assembly nuts from the old switch and take off
the wafers one by one. If the switch is dirty or
rusty, this is a good time to clean up the frame
and hardware. Figure 6 shows the old switch
parts disassembled and laid out for rebuilding.

Once the parts are disassembled you can take
the opportunity to clean and/or repair any bad
rotors. One rotor contact on my switch was pitted
from a short that occurred in the course of repair-
ing the set. | filled the pits with silver solder, filed
off the excess, smoothed out the contact with fine
sandpaper, and finally bumished it with a medium
Scotchbrite™ pad.

The end of the same rotor contact was bumed
off. This problem was a little more difficult but still

fixable. First, | timmed the bad end off the con-
tact and harvested a rotor contact out of one of
the donor switches. Then, | cut a small piece of
the end of a good rotor section and fitted it to the
end of the bad contact. Securing the two together
with a bead of silver solder, | then smoothed off
the excess with the file/sandpaper/Scotchbrite
procedure used on the other repaired pits.

Repairing the broken center insulator was more
difficutt. | carefully removed the contacts from the
burned and broken rotor by chopping the old insu-
lator up and picking the broken pieces off the rotor
contacts. | salvaged a new rotor from the donor
switch and removed all the existing contacts.

This is the most difficult part of rebuilding. The
rotor contacts are held to the insulators by tabs.
The tabs are inserted into slots in the insulator
perpendicular to the contact plane. Once insert-
ed, the ends that protrude from the opposite side
are split to hold them in place. To remove the
contacts you must first push the split halves to-
gether. This is very difficult because there is very
little material to grab. | use a small pair of flush-
cut diagonal cutters.

Once the tabs are squeezed together careful-
ly, pry the contact away from the insulator and
pull it out. Be gentle, as the insulator will break
easily. If you need to save the rotor contact, it
bends, and the tabs break off easily. To insert the
contacts back into a rotor insulator, reverse the
process. It isn't easy. If you are going to ruin

anything, this will be it.

On most switches, the rotors must be put into
the center hole before any of the contacts can be
attached to the wafer. There are fingers in the
water that hold the rotor in the center. This does
not allow for any lateral movement of the center
rotor. If the contacts are mounted to the wafer
first, there is no way to install the rotor afterward.

Begin by placing the rotors in the center of the
wafers as shown in Figure 7. If you cannot by any
means insert the rotor in the wafer because the
rotor contacts are in the way, you will have to
remove enough of the contacts on one side of the
rotor to clear the wafer fingers. Once the contacts
are removed, insert the rotor in the wafer and
reinsert the contacts in place. Now you are ready
to replace the stationary contacts.

Follow your documentation and fasten each
stationary contact in place using an eyelet and a
suitable flaring tool, as shown in Figure 8. Place
each contact with the same side of the contact
facing out, as it was on the donor switch. Rotate
the rotor to a blank position if you can; otherwise,
slip the stationary contact into the rotor and place
an eyelet through the contact. Then, the eyelet
can be flared, using the press.

When all of the contacts are in place, the
wafers are ready to reassemble on the frame.
The finished wafer assemblies will look like Fig-
ure 9. Follow your drawings and place the wafers
on the switch frame in the proper order with the
proper side out. Be sure that the rotary contacts
and the wafers are rotated to the position indicat-
ed in reference to the landmarks on the front
metal frame. The final assembly is shown in Fig-
ure 10 with a rebuilt switch ready for installation.

SOME PERTINENT FACTS

I'm going to tell you something you very sel-
dom, if ever, read in this type of repair articie. To
read an article that makes unreasonable assump-
tions is annoying. I've read instructional articles
that describe doing things with tools and parts
I've never heard of, as if everyone's grandmother
had them in her kitchen. To be honest, this switch-
rebuilding article makes several assumptions that
may be difficult to duplicate.

First you need a source for donor switches.
This isn't necessarily a big problem but it can be.
| was lucky in that the switch | rebuilt was a very
common design and parts could be found easily.
Finding eyelets is more of a challenge. | did a
Web search on the Internet and found a manu-
facturer with a broad product line called “Siska.”
Manufacturers normally sell eyelets in large quan-

tities. Unless you get 20,000 of them, it isn't worth
the trouble to pack and ship. | called Siska, told
them what | was doing and requested samples,
which they were gracious enough to supply. Hob-
by shops and small parts specialty retailers are a
good place to look too.

If you find a source for eyelets you need a
setting tool or press to install them. | happened to
find one of the correct size in a shop where | work.
I | had to buy one — and | found places that sell
them — it wasn't worth the price to fix one switch.
[Suitable eyelets are also available from Mouser
Electronics 958 N. Main, Mansfield, TX 76063, 1-
800-346-6873. They also sell an inexpensive stak-
ing tool that can be used with a drill press.]

The final result is | enjoyed doing the restoration,
and it was worth the effort. However, unless you
already have some tooling and parts or can get
them easily, it isn't practical. | was told by more than
one fellow collector that | was nuts, but | wanted to
see if it could be done and to prove a point.

You may not want to perform a full-scale re-
building, but the same techniques can be used

for simpler repairs. In a pinch you can substitute
small screws and nuts for the eyelets. A simple
replacement of a couple of stationary contacts
could be done that way.

Pepsi Cola and Champagne Bottle Radios

For those of us who have a tube-type Pepsi
Cola or Champagne bottle radio from the earty
1950s, it is frustrating that the label is often miss-
ing in part or in total. Now perhaps we can under-
stand why so many of these very collectible sets
are damaged in this way. Apparently that's the
way they were sold in the first place.

According to the ad shown at right, the Pepsi
Cola and Champagne bottle radios were sold at
a discount because ‘the glue used in applying
the labels on the plastic bottles was defective
and caused the labels to become loose or a little
messy... a defect that did no harm to anything
but the label... but one that makes a terrific buy
for you... it still is a quality radio or the chassis
alone has many uses if a bottle radio isn’t
desired.”

For a paltry $11.88 you could order the Pepsi
Cola version with a damaged label. Oddly, the
Champagne version, also with a damaged label,
was a dollar more. Oh, for a time machine to go
back and order a couple of dozen of each of
these!

Does anyone know of a source for reproduc-
tion labels for those surviving sets with missing
or damaged label decals?

Philco and the Years Leading to
the Model 39-25

BY RICHARD ARNOLD

Once again, Richard Amold presents a little
history of a company'’s rise in the radio manufac-
turing industry — in this case, Philco. He then
Zeroes in on a particularly attractive table model
of the late 1930s. (Editor)

By 1928, when the Philadelphia Storage and
Battery Company, known as Phiico, made a deci-
sion to get into the radio receiver manufacturing
business, radio had come a long way. From 1922 to
1924 alone, more than 3,000,000 radio sets were
sold, 560 commercial broadcasting stations were in
operation in the United States, and 16,000 amateur
transmitters were in use. There were 12 transoce-
anic stations communicating with Europe and Latin
America and 2,700 radio-equipped ships.

The 20,000,000 listeners constituting the 1924
radio audience spent $175,000,000 on radio equip-
ment, giving, in turn, employment to one-half million
people. In addition, 3,000 manufacturers were turn-
ing out sets or parts of sets, 30 radio magazines had
been started, and 250 books on the subject had
been published.

Since RCA had all the patents sewed up and was
reluctant to issue new licenses, it was no easy task
for Philco to enter the competition. However, in
February 1928, Philco purchased the William J.
Murdock Company for $100,000 and acquired Mur-
dock’s ficense to manufacture TRF sets. RCA hon-
ored this arrangement.

At first, there were no real problems. Philco start-
ed to make its own hand-painted, metal cabinet
receivers and sold them directly to the public. RCA
received 7.5 percent of the entire package price.
Philco was also required to purchase all tubes from
RCA.

In 1932, Philco split into two separate companies
and established the Philco Radio and Television
Company. This was an effort to reduce still further
the RCA royalties, which had diminished to 5 per-
cent for domestic sets and 2.5 percent for exports.
After a court battle, the Supreme Court of Delaware
found in favor of Philco, and RCA was forced to
reduce royalties across the board to 2.4 percent of
the net selling price for everyone.

THE MODEL 39-25

By 1940, just a year after the Model 39-25 had
been introduced, Philco too had come a fong way.
The company had sold 1,675,000 radio sets, and
was surpassed only by RCA with its 1,700,000
record of sets sold.

The Philco Model 39-25, shown in Figure 1, was
among the more popular models. This slant-front
table set is a 5-tube superheterodyne and mea-

sures 18'%" x 10%- x 10°. It has a Deco design
speaker grille and push buttons. The frequency
bands are a standard broadcast band covering 540
to 1720 Kc and shortwave band capability of 4.9 to
18.0 Mc.

The set uses a conventional pully and dial-cord
drive for manual tuning and 8 push buttons for the
automatic tuning. The frequency tuning ranges of
the push buttons are as follows:

Buttons 1 and 2: 540-1030 Kc.

Buttons 3 and 4: 670-1160 Kc

Buttons 5 and 6: 900-14790 Kc

Buttons 7 and 8: 1170-1600 Kc

The tube complement consists of the following
types: 6A8G detector and oscillator; 78 IF; 75 2nd
detector, AVC, 1st audio; 84/6Z4 rectifier; 41 audio
output.

The style of the Model 39-25 continued to be
popular through at least 1942. Today, it shows up at
events like the Vintage Radio and Phonograph So-
ciety fall auction in Dallas, Texas, where | saw it as
a contest entry.

On the Collins Auto-Tune

Dear Editor:

I hope the following information about the Collins
auto-tune transmitter (May 2000 A.R.C., Miscellanea)
proves useful to Alton DuBois. During a tour as an
instructor ata Navy Class C Electronics School, we had
an AN/URC-32“Auto-Tune" transmitter, made by Collins,
that could tune-up on several preset frequencies. When
the old telephone dial on the front was dialed to one of
the numbers 1-0, it would tune the necessary doublers
and triplers to arrive at the correct transmitting fre-
quency. Then the antenna coupler would automatically
tune and load for minimum standing-wave ratio to the
whip antenna normally aboard ship.

We had a complete set for training purposes with a
whip as found aboard ship. Students were taught in a
few weeks to maintain the complex installations.

Later, aboardthe heavy cruiser USS St. Paul, we had
whips coupled to transmitters by similar “Auto-Tune”
antenna couplers. Any HF frequency senttothe coupler
would cause it to load the whip to the best possible
standing wave ratio for optimum radiation. The coupler’s
main problem was leakage of pressurized nitrogen
(used to allow tuning without arcing) causing an inter-
lock system to prevent operation when the pressure fell
below a minumum amount.
