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EDITOR’'S COMMENTS

At last we can say Happy New Millennium without
reservations. The year 2000, prologue to the 21st
century, is slipping into the past, and we look forward to
another 100 years of the unexpected and the extraordi-
nary. But, we collectors savor the past, in particular the
century that witnessed the matunty of radio and the
whole telecommunications phenomenon. Among the
pleasures of reflecting on that era is knowing that
interest in the preservation of radio history passes in
some measure from generation to generation. Consid-
er our lead article on the Grebe auto radiophone.

When the pieces of the past fit neatly into the present,
what's a collector to do? In the case of Ron Frisbie, he
had the foresight to suggest bringing three etements
together in an article: first, his friendship with Grebe,
Jr.; second, his own Grebe collection; and third, the
1919 Radio Amateur News featuring A.H. Grebe, Sr.’s,
auto radiophone. Enter A.R.C. as the catalyst.

Managing Editor Dorothy Schecter then took the
material and put together a story of past and present. It
combines the Grebe experiment described in the 1919
magazine with more Grebe history and photos of Grebe,
Jr., in poses similar to his father's. Our thanks to Ron
for sharing his inspiration with A.R.C. readers.

As is often the case in developing an A.R.C. article,
something that complements the whole just happens
to come along. David Spivey had sent in a charming
1920s photo of “Dorothy and Margaret” — the only
identification on the photo — listening to a Grebe CR-
8. How could we resist including them? Though A.H.
Grebe had his manufacturing ups and downs, he would
be gratified to know that his sets, so enjoyed by these
children of the 1920s, are eminently collectible today.

Coincidentally, another “father/son in radio” scenar-
io is touched upon in Radio Miscellanea. A letter from
Mort Leutz to the authors of our June 2000 Leutz article
expresses gratitude for recognition of his father's work.
As with Grebe, the son has not followed directly in the
father's footsteps, but interest lingers in a different
form. Leutz enjoys being a Ham radio operator and
uses his father’s iogo on his QSL card.

These radio links, whether generational or simply
between friends, are certainly the stuff of radio history
and preservation. We like to follow up on them when-
ever possible.

The 1920s seem to be in vogue in this issue. Bruce
Ralg's success story about a 1-tube Airline set is a
wake-up call for collectors. Take a close look at what-
ever you may be offered. A seller may not really know
what he has and may undervalue it. Fortunately, Bruce
had a second chance to acquire something he had
dismissed, and he ended up with a rewarding pur-
chase. You'll hear more on this subject next month
when Dick Desjarlais writes about his “yard saling.”

We can always rely on Richard Amold to come up
with another interesting chapter in his search for the
out-of-the-ordinary. The Philco 38-40 has an unusual
Art Deco styling and operates on both 110 VAC and 6V

DC — more than enough interest to give it space
among the desirable sets in many collections.

Two very good auctions are included this month.
The indefatigable Ray Chase reports on the Ruhf es-
tate auction. This was the second instaliment of this
auction, and so it did not offer a plethora of big ticket
items. But, a definite highlight was the Metro Electric
speaker selling at $1,250, while a stand-out item was
the unique home-brew superhet using nine eye tubes.
Many collectors went home with lots of literature that
will really enhance their collections.

A Harris vintage radio auction is sure to be a quality
event, and Jim Boellstorff always sends a detailed
report. This one features the Howard Bergstrom collec-
tion in which many desirable early manufacturers were
represented. A Grebe CR-18, a Kennedy 110 and a
220, and a Radiola VII-B all sold for over $1,000 each.
A very good literature section was also included.

Ray Bintliff reviews an Australian publication, From
the Wireless to the Web, by Peter R. Jensen. Thisis an
impressive book, full of information and 350 illustra-
tions covering a century of telecommunications history
in a succinct 300 pages. Ray obviously believes that
this is a fine book to add to your radio literature library.

Photo Review has several interesting sets, but prob-
ably few of us have heard of the 1925 Woolworth
battery set with the nice glass front. Somehow we don't
associate the five and dime store with early radio, but
why not?

Radio Miscellanea contains another success story
regarding Mae West — that lady is certainly a star
among antique radio collectors. We're also happy to
tell you about Antigue Radio Magazine — though pub-
lished in Italian, this well illustrated magazine does
have valuable information about American sets.

Internet. Each month we have many positive re-
sponses to our Web site. We remind you to check it out
and to read the ads as soon as they are released.

Coming Radio Events. There are nearly 40 events
listed for January 2001. Among them are the 8th Annu-
al Cabin Fever Meet in Ohio and the Carolinas Chapter
of the AWA Winter Swap Meet. If you make it to the
New England Antique Radio Club's Swap Meet on
January 27 in Nashua, New Hampshire, or to GBARC's
Radio XXXIl on February 18 in Westford, Massachu-
setts, make sure to drop by the A.R.C. table to say “Hi.”

A.H. Grebe and the Auto Radiophone

Great ideas sometimes take
a long time to come to fruition.
Ron Frisbie reminded us of that
fact when he proposed an arti-
cle about A.H. Grebe's idea to
test an “auto radiophone.” Ron’s
idea to bring his friend, A.H.
Grebe, Jr., into the picture was
also great and makes for an un-
usual article. (Editor)

How marvelous is the cell-
phone! Who today is without one
in his or her car? Not very many.
Of course, emergency vehicles
have had radio telephone com-
munication for years, but not the
general public. The increasingly
common sight of people driving
down a highway talking on a
cellphone still seems amazing,
if not hazardous.

Nevertheless, we should re-
strain the urge to “back-pat.” Af-
ter all, it's taken about 80 years
for our much touted modern
technology to catch up with the
thinking of A.H. Grebe, “Expert
Radio Constructor,” a charac-
terization of Grebe by the edi-
tors of an article in the August
1919 issue of Radio Amateur
News.

Entitled “The Auto Radio-
phone,” this article was written
by Grebe himself, then only 24
years old and running his own
company to manufacture ama-
teur radio equipment. In the arti-
cle, Grebe talks about how com-
munication by radio telephone
was already indispensable on
aircraft. He believed it could also
be used in “many places on land
over spaces which cannot be
economically spanned by wires.”
Thus, began his experiments with a radio trans-
mitter self-contained in a motor car.

RE-CREATION OF THE ARTICLE PHOTOS

Inspired by the cover of the 1919 Radio Ama-
teur News, shown in Figure 1, Ron Frisbie began
to think about simulating some of the photos in
the issue. Obviously a man of vivid imagination,
Ron was in the unique position of having all the
nght ingredients to carry this idea through.

First, he has a large Grebe collection, includ-
ing a Model CR-14 that would serve for what is
apparently a Model CR-6 receiver in the maga-
zine photos. Second, he has an antique car — a
beautifully restored 1928 Ford Model A Roadster.
This car resembles what is more than likely a
1919 Buick owned by Grebe and shown in the
article.

Third and best of all, his friendship with Grebe’s
son allowed him to think about the possibility of



having Alfred Grebe, Jr., pose in the car with the
equipment as his father had done for the maga-
zine article. Ron contacted Editor John Terrey to
ask it he had any interest in the subject for an
anticle. Naturally, the answer was, “Go to it!”

A little history of the Grebe/Frisbie friendship
might be in order. Ron first met Alfred, Jr., about
eight years ago at a Radio Club of America meet-
ing in New York City. Though his father had died
when he was only five years old, Grebe, Jr., main-
tains an interest in his father's field. He expressed
surprise at learning of the existence of Ron's rare
Grebe CR-10, and often mentioned his hope of
traveling from Richmond, Virginia, to see it.

Over the next several years, the two talked of a
time when Grebe, Jr., might come and also have
his photo taken with the CR-10. Finally, it hap-
pened, as shown in Figure 2.

But, Ron had even bigger ideas. He had set
the wheels of a real “photo op” in motion by first
finding a photographer. Next he installed poles
on his Model A and strung wires between the
poles as an antenna, just as Grebe, Sr., had done
for the 1919 article. Figure 3 shows Grebe, Sr.,
fully equipped in his Buick, a scene Ron re-
created for our cover.

Placing the Grebe CR14 on the folded down
top behind the driver, Ron prepared to place a
microphone in the hands of Alfred H. Grebe, Jr.,
in order to simulate the 1928 magazine photo of
Grebe, Sr. Figures 4 and 5 show Grebe, Sr., in
the magazine photo, and Grebe, Jr., in the re-
created photo.

As the photo of the two friends in Figure 6
conveys, the visit was a huge success from
beginning to end. Grebe, Jr., greatly enjoyed
tuning Ron's CR-14, as shown in Figure 7. In
addition, he had brought along a family scrap-
book containing copious notes and a letter from
his father, the only one in his possession. The
two friends pored over these papers, enjoying
them as only amateur radio historians could,
and Ron learned a great deal more about Grebe,
Sr.'s, life.

MORE ON GREBE SR.’s RADIO CAREER

Born in 1895 in Long Island,
New York, Alfred Grebe, Sr.,
began making radios at age 12.
His early passion for radio is
even the subject of a cartoon in
a 1931 edition of the New York
Sun, shown in Figure 8. By age
26, he was the owner of a com-
pany with 65 employees who
were turning out 300 sets a
week. As most radio historians
know, those sets were so well
builtthat they are prized items in
collections today.

In 1935 at age 40, A.H. Grebe,
Sr., died an untimely death, the
victim of complications following
botched surgery. In his brief life-

Broadcasting Company. See Figure 9. The im-
pact of his work was so widespread that it war-
ranted a letter from Grace Coolidge, wife of the
President, dated the White House, 1928, and
reproduced in Figure 10.

However, though he had experienced great
success, Grebe, Sr., also knew failure. He had
seen his factory double in size by 1925, and then
go bankrupt in 1932. In 1935, his intention had

degree of fame, as shown in the

been to set up a West Coast
factory, while in the meantime,
Garod produced his sets. How-
ever, that dream dissolved with
his death.

Grebe's widow, Stephanie
Grebe Harvey, who celebrated
her 100th birthday in May 2000,
lives on in Michigan. Ron re-
ceived a letter from her thanking
him for birthday greetings and
for remembering her “wonderful
husband, Alfred Grebe.” She
also says, “Inventing and manu-
facturing radios gave the people
of this country more than they

Grebe makes an interesting obser-

vation that we can still relate to some-
times on the highway.

In 1936, Philco started to
make Deco radios like the Mod-
el 610T and then continued with
similar designs through 1938.
Among them was the now some-
what hard-to-find Model 38-40,
shown in Figure 1. 1 found mine
here in Ardmore, Oklahoma,
about a year or so ago. It wasn’t
very pretty. All the veneer along
the bottom was either gone or
splintered, the finish was very
rough, and the set did not work.
On top of all of that, the chassis
was dirty and rough looking.

The owner wanted $40 for it.
All | could see then was anoth-
er old dirty project radio, so | passed it up. About
a month later, | was back in the same store, and
it was still there, only the price had come down
to $20. | figured almost any old wooden radio is
worth that, so | purchased it. Sure is amazing
what a $20 difference will make in one’s atti-
tude.

When | got the set home and took it apart, sure
enough, it was a mess. | cleaned it up and started
working on the chassis. It needed a new tone
control, a few capacitors, a few resistors, and a
new 6X5 tube. After all that was done, the set
came back to life.

One neat thing about this radio is that it has a
separate power supply that plugs into the radio
chassis, as shown in Figure 2. This power supply
uses a 6X5G rectifier tube along with a vibrator.
The vibrator was missing. A round knob on the
side of the power unit acts as a switch to change
operation to either 6-volt DC or 115-volt AC.

The cabinet, measuring 18" wide x 11" high,
has a Deco grille area and inlaid wood (not paint-
ed) stripes. The dial scale is what is called a
“shadow dial.” The four knobs are for tuning, off-
on/tone, band selection, and volume.

The Philco 38-40 is a 6-tube superhet. It uses
a 6A8G for an oscillator and a converter, a 6K7G
IF, a 6J5G 2nd detector, a 6K5G first audio, a
6K6G output and a 6X5G rectifier. It has two
tuning ranges — a broadcast band of 530 to 1720
KC and a 5.7 to 18.0 MC shortwave band.

The Philco Models 38-38, 38-39. and 38-40
were all offered in the same cabinets. The 38-38
and 38-39 are both 6-volt battery sets.

The only one of its kind in my collection, the
Philco 38-40 was certainly a bargain at $20. I've
developed a liking for it, so | guess I'll keep it.

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Hahn Auction — Ruhf Estate
Klecknersville, Pennsylvania — September 30, 2000
REPORTED BY RAY CHASE

The Hahn Auction Company auctioned the bal-
ance of the collection of the late Romaine Ruhf on
Saturday, September 30, 2000, at the Kleckners-
ville Fire Co., Klecknersville, Pennsylvania. A pre-
vious auction seven years ago had sold off a
large portion of Mr. Ruhf's radios; however, a
significant number of sets remained, in addition
to a huge amount of literature, parts and tubes.

Mr. Ruhf of Nazareth, Pennsylvania, had col-
lected radios since his boyhood and was an ac-
tive radio repairman. | met him at his earlier
auction, and he was quite proud of his radio
restorations and modifications.

Some of his home-brew radios were unique
while other commercial radios were heavily mod-
ified. Several 1920s radios looked absolutely mint
and original from the outside, but internally, they
had miniature tubes, modem parts and built-in
power supplies. Still, others were restored to orig-
inal condition.

Clearly, Mr. Ruhf obtained a great deal of plea-
sure from his radio hobby. Others who knew him
said that he was very thorough and that probably
all the tubes sold in this auction had been tested
and could be expected to be good. Pleasantly,
many of the modified radios came with his origi-
nal notes showing schematics. Some of the more
interesting home brews included logs of hun-
dreds of broadcast stations received as he had
actually used them.

The layout of the goods was very well done
with plenty of room and time for previewing. A
partial catalog was available for most of the radios.
The scope of the tubes, parts and documentation
was awesome — twelve 8' x 3' tables full, with
more on the floor. The method of sale of most of
these tables was by “choice”; i.e., a table was

designated and bidders could compete for any
one or more of the items on that table.

This process created a lot of crowding around
the tables, and at times, it demanded the zeal of a
New York City subway commuter to get into the
action. It also made the recording of resuits nearly
impossible. Usually the “choice” bidding would last
for only about ten rounds at which time the rest of
the tabletop (or floor lot) was sold as a lot. The
catalogued radios were sold in a conventional man-
ner, as were the boxed book lots. However, some
books were offered “choice” from each box.

Most of the tube lots were also sold from the
podium. Common tubes were largely sold in “egg
crate” cartons of 50 or 100, while several boxes of
better tubes were sold “choice per tube.”

The literature offerings were vast. Over 30
boxes of QST magazine were offered “choice,”
divided roughly into year groups. The first box of
about 15 to 20 issues starting in 1917 sold for
$330. The next box sold for $17, and the balance
of the boxes ranged from $3 to $10.

There were 45 boxes of hardcover books and
magazines, plus 10 boxes of magazines. A box
was put on the block, and a “choice” of any book
or magazine from the box was offered. When a
bid of $2.50 could not be raised for an individual
book, then the balance of the box was sold.

Books ranged from technical engineering texts
to service manuals to catalogs, old and new.
Included were AWA Reviews, Volumes 1 to 11
and a full set of A.R.C. Most of the books were in
good condition and brought prices from $100 per

book to $2.50 per book, and down to $2.50 for the
remainder of the box.

Six tables of parts and miscellanea were sold
by table as “choice per item” until a bid of $2.50
per item could not be obtained, and then the
balance of the table was sold as a lot. There were
two full tables of speakers (some were Atwater
Kent electro-dynamic units). ltems were also lined
up on the floor under the tables. Smaller parts
were arranged by flat or box lot.

Choice bidding at the start of each table usual-
ly topped out at $50 and then continued on down
to $2.50. It was impossible to keep a record of
items sold, but clearly, higher prices were paid for
some items. Many bargains were also available,
especially after the most sought-after items were
taken.

The auction started at 9:00 a.m. and proceeded
rapidly until the last lot was sold at about 2:00 p.m.
Auctioneers were Will Hahn and Bob Lands. There
was no buyer's premium at this auction. The
following prices have been rounded down to the
nearest dollar.

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FROM THE WIRELESS TO THE WEB
By Peter R. Jensen

REVIEWED BY RAY BINTLIFF

Oenophiles welcomed the im-
portation of Australian wines. Now
radio collectors also have an Aus-
tralian product to relish. From the
Wireless to the Web covers “The
evolution of telecommunications
1901 -2001.” Its author, Peter R.
Jensen, also wrote /n Marconi’s
Footsteps 1894 to 1920.

The scope of this book is im-
pressive. The author endeavors
to describe a century’s worth of
technical achievements in about
300 pages — and succeeds. The
publisher's press release de-
scribes the book’s contents far
better than | could hope to do.
The book, it says, “marks the cen-
tenary of the first trans-Atlantic
radio signal, sent from Poldhu in
the United Kingdom to St. John's,
Newfoundland. The book leads the reader on a
voyage: from Babbage, the frustrated genius,
through Marconi’s development of early radio tele-
communications, Mawson’s Antarctic expedition,
wireless in the First World War, radio dinosaurs
from the first wireless age, early airbome radio,
radio at war (1939-1945), codes and cryptography,
the silicon chip, creation of the computer, the mi-
crocomputer revolution and on to the future of
microcommunications.”

Of the subjects listed above, Mawson's Antarc-
tic expedition may be the least familiar to radio
collectors and its inclusion makes for fascinating
reading. Mawson’s 1911 expedition differed from
previous expeditions to the Antartic because its
goal was scientific discovery rather than territorial
claims. Mawson recognized the need for reliable
communication — or as reliable as early wireless
could be. To improve reliability, he established a
relay station on Macquarrie Island, located approx-
imately half way between the ice cap and Australia.
Construction of the wireless station on Macquarrie
was particularly difficult and dangerous. The story
of the construction of stations on Macquarrie Island
and Antarctica is a mixture of adventure, tragedy
and courage. This is an absorbing chapter. | think it
is interesting reading and reason enough to buy
the book.

History buffs will find the chapter “Wireless in
the First World War” of special interest. The book is
well illustrated, and this chapter is no exception. It
contains many photographs of early wireless gear
and battle scenes. The theme of this chapter is
carried on in Chapter 11 Radio at War and Chapter
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12 Codes, Ciphers and Colos-
sus. These chapters cover the
period from 1939 to 1945. The
Colossus was the second ver-
sion of an early electronic com-
puter used by the British for code
breaking.

Ham Radio operators will be
pleased to know that they are not
overlooked in this book. There is
a special section entitled “Hams
and Hackers.” In another chapter
the author relates the contribu-
tions made by British Radio Am-
ateurs both in the armed forces
and the clandestine corps of lis-
teners that fed raw data to the
decoding center at Bletchley. In
contrast, The Nazi government
regarded the free spirited Radio
Amateurs as security risks and
made little use of their technical skills. The “Hams
and Hackers” section draws a parallel between the
inquisitive nature of the two groups.

The book makes it clear that history does repeat
itself. For example, wireless and undersea cable
were competitive modes in those early days just as
cable TV and satellite TV are today.

Itis difficult to convey the scope and depth of the
book’s content in a short review. The book does a
fine job of linking individual chapters on such sub-
jects as wireless, early radio, wartime radio, radar,
code breaking, vacuum tubes, transistors and TV
to show how these components led to the develop-
ment of computers and the Web.

IN SUMMARY

“Wireless to the Web” is a quality book loaded
with information and more than 350 illustrations
that will be of special interest to radio collectors.
However, the book’s appeal should not be limited
to the radio fratemity since it tells the fascinating
story of how the computer and Web evolved. Con-
sidering the widespread use of the Web, this book
should have an equally widespread appeal.

South Wales, Sydney, NSW 2052, Australia, this
book has 320 pages and is printed in an 8" x 11"
hardcover format. It is priced at $49.95. For further
general and ordering information, please contact
Gloria Greer on: (02) 9664 0902 or e-mail
g.greer@unsw.edu.au.
