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EDITOR'S COMMENTS 
"What did you look at while you were listening to the 

radio?" So asks a child being shown an old radio in a 
cartoon long displayed on an A.R.C. office wall. Hard to 
describe a world of no TV, only radio, to anyone born in 
the last half century. Harder still to describe a time when, 
even though the new wonder of communication was on 
the market, it was a luxury and not affordable by the 
average family. 
What was the alternative to paying $169 — perhaps 

a month's salary — for the Westinghouse RC on our 
cover? Build one yourself, of course. But how? Enter the 
purveyors of hosts of books with titles like "Radio 
Primer" or "Radio Experimenter's Guide." These early 
"how to" books were tutorials on what came to be known 
as the "home brew," which Bill Corkutt heralds in our 
lead article as a joy to collect. 
As Bill points out, probably a million home brews 

were built in the early 1920s with the aid of these 
primers. One primer that he cites is Henley's 222 Radio 
Circuit Designs, published in 1924, in which 222 radio 
circuits range from simple crystal and 1 -tube sets to 
more complex 8-tube superheterodyne circuits. This 
272-page book sold for $1, a first step in the process of 
acquiring a bargain radio. 
Bill describes four specific sets that he takes pride in 

having restored. He reminds us that many of the build-
ers of these sets were talented, careful craftsmen who 
created beautiful designs, both visually and mechani-
cally, for reasonable prices. For them, building a radio 
was an art rather than a science. Bill makes a convinc-
ing argument that collectors should not overlook home 
brews that tell the stories of these early radio artisans. 
Once again an article conveys the thrill of a find — 

and a bargain to boot! William Demetriou tells how he 
luckily acquired his blue plastic RCA Victor 1-X-55 at a 
bargain price after going back for a second look. He then 
describes how he restored it with a few basic tools, 
something he recommends to all of us. 
After learning how to put together a modestly priced 

collection from the above articles, you will want to look 
at the Dorotheum and Stanton auction reports in this 
issue. Attending auctions and meets is a wonderful way 
to add variety to your collection, often at reasonable 
prices. Though we have only the highlights of the 
Stanton auction, such as an Emerson Catalin selling for 
$1,400, the photos give examples of the variety and 
quality of the sets offered. This is another house that 
accepts absentee bids, thereby broadening the appeal. 
In the Dorotheum auction, Erwin Macho records 

several items sold at $500 and more. The photos from 
the catalog indicate that style seems to have been 
important in European sets. Many U.S. collectors rec-
ognize this fact and have a significant number of Euro-
pean sets in their collections. 
Large and small radio events are happening around 

the country throughout the year. We're always glad to 
receive reports about such events and appreciate John 
Reinicke's description of the MARC fall meet in Michi-

gan and Kevin Grimm's ac,J.ourl: of the BARPC fall 
auction in Ohio. These local events often draw collec-
tors from afar and do much to foster radio collecting. 
When capacitor problems arise, we refer them to our 

engineer/staff member Ray Bintliff. Ray was convinced 
that Delbert Bivens' capacitor problem, described in last 
month's issue, was a rare one. Ray is now eating 
"humble pie," as he has discovered that the problem he 
was having with a local oscillator in a Pilot Dragon was, 
indeed, a capacitor. So, as Ray warns, be aware that 
"lightning could strike" a third time in your radio. 
Photo Reyiewpictures items from the earliest days of 

spark to a 1940s battery-operated portable. Toss in the 
very popular Zenith "Walton" and the very scarce Grebe 
ROAN RF amplifier and you have an interesting mix. 
Again speaking of bargains and surprise finds, Radio 

Miscellanea tells of an Edison cylinder phonograph that 
could have been mistaken for a sewing machine. And 
don't miss the notice of a novel way to play wire 
recordings. 
But, perhaps the news that will really catch all eyes 

is the formal notice of the auction of the renowned 
Muchow Collection. We expect this auction to be the 
highlight of the year. It will be held in Elgin, Illinois, on 
August 3-5, in conjunction with the annual Radiofest 
beginning on August 1. Both sets of organizers are 
already working to maximize enjoyment and minimize 
conflict. Make your reservations early. 
Internet. If you're not checking our Web site regular-

ly, you might be missing something. We're getting 
10,000 visitors to the site every month, so they must be 
finding much of interest. Be sure to check the ads as 
soon as they are posted, and while online, you can 
renew your subscription, choose books and price guides, 
check out radio events, and read an article or two.

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, HOME BREWING 

The Joy of the Home Brew 
BY WILLIAM CORKUTT 

If your radio collection is limited to factory-produced 
radios, read on. This article by William Corkutt may 
encourage you to add some "home brews" of the 1920s 
or later to your collection. (Editor) 

In 1920. there were few radio manufacturers. Radio 
amateurs and experimenters — boys or young men im-
bued with the challenge of a new technology — built their 
own. They "homebrewed," a term borrowed from prohibi-
tion. When broadcasting boomed in 1922, it was logical to 
build broadcast-band receivers for themselves or for 
friends. Some bootlegged (another prohibition term) man-
ufactured radios for illicit sales that violated patent rights. 
Probably a million home brews were built every year 

up until 1925 when the manufacturers finally caught up. 
After all, you could save 75 or 80 percent by building your 
own. Radio magazines were abundant and contained 
plans for all the latest circuits: regeneratives, TRFs. 
neutrodynes, reflexes, even superhets. The plans (some-
times in the form of blueprints) were an extension of the 
mechanical world and provided exact dimensions and 
detailed instructions, though it's doubtful that many of the 

builders understood the electronics involved. 
What is it that makes a home brew so fascinating to a 

modern antique collector? To begin with, a homebrew is 
often unique, one-of-a-kind, like a work of art conceived 
by an inspired creator. In the early days, radio was often 
referred to as an "art" rather than a science. In addition, 
an old home brew presents a technical challenge since 
the original may never have worked, may have been 
abandoned before completion, or suffered considerable 
modification over the years. Extra panel and baseboard 
holes, mixed wiring, and sloppy soldering attest to the 
difficulties involved. 
On the plus side, home brews are inexpensive to buy 

and easy to work on (big parts and open breadboard 
layouts). In addition, you don't have to worry about alter-
ing an expensive manufactured radio. 
Over the years I've acquired a few dozen home brews. 

Some I junked and stripped for parts: most I restored to 
operation. Some I consider as true works of art. The 
simple 1-tube home brews show a high degree of confor-
mity. but the larger sets are often unique. For this article 
I've selected a sample of what's out there.

AN EARLY 1920s GIANT 

Figure 1 shows the panel of an early 1920s home 
brew. It is a husky (slightly over 272 feet long), 2-tube 
regenerative receiver. The panel is wood varnished a 
soft brown and crudely lettered with white paint. What is 
unique is that it defies what had become the convention 
of laying out panels with the tuning controls on the left 
and the audio output jacks and battery connections on 
the right. This radio has the tuning controls on the right 
and the output on the left. 
A rear view of the set is shown in Figure 2. A large 

variable capacitor in series with a 10-point tapped prima-
ry coil tunes the antenna. The secondary coil has vari-
able coupling. Two large spherical variometers in the 
detector grid and plate circuits control tuning and regen-
eration respectively. Individual rheostats control the fila-
ments of the Type 201-A tubes. 
The circuit puzzled me at first until I realized the 

design required two individual B batteries, 22'. volts for 
the detector and 45 volts for the audio amplifier. This was 
sometimes done in very early radios before it became 
the custom to use a single multivoltage battery to supply 
all required plate voltages. A sheet of copper mounted 
on the inside of the panel shields the tuning components 
from the panel controls to inhibit the hand capacity effect. 
Bus-bar wiring is used throughout. The radio most re-
sembles the early Grebe sets. 
I obtained this radio from an A.R.C. contact at a 

modest price. It was very dirty and the top was missing. 
After a good cleaning and the usual debugging, the radio 
played quite well on the low end of the broadcast band. 
The cabinet is what I call "wrap-around" in that the sides, 
back, and top are screwed directly to the baseboard and 
panel. I fashioned a top from plywood and matched the 
color. The restored radio is an interesting conversation 
piece in itself. 

DE FOREST-TYPE REGENERATIVE SET 

The 3-tube home brew shown in Figure 3 is a fair copy 
of the early De Forest radios. The exposed coils are plug-
in, diamond-wound inductors manufactured by Astoroid of 
Brooklyn, New York. Two knob-controlled worm gears set 
the degree of primary and tickler coupling to the central 
secondary coil. Two large variable capacitors control an-
tenna and secondary tuning. A small variable capacitor

shunts the main capacitor for vernier tuning. The switch on 
the upper-left panel is typical De Forest. It allows the 
antenna tuning capacitor to be connected in series, in 
parallel, or to be disconnected from the primary coil. 
Individual rheostats control each tube filament. The 

tubes are marked "U.S. Army VT-5 Signal Corps." The 
VT-5 was designated "215A" by Western Electric, the 
manufacturer. This tube was often called the "peanut 
tube" because of its small size. It is a miniature version of 
a UV-199 and uses a filament voltage of 0.9-1.1. Figure 4 
provides an interior view. The audios are miniature types. 
The grid leak is adjustable. The battery terminals are 
raised on posts above the components. The wood cabi-
net is crude and seems crafted from house siding. 
I bought the radio five or six years ago at a hamfest. 

As is usual with such finds, it required considerable 
cleaning before debugging could be performed. Of the 
three VT-5 tubes, only one was weak. Using the weak 
tube in the detector stage made the radio work quite well 
on the modern broadcast band. There was lots of inter-
play between the various controls, as well as consider-
able tuning effects from hand capacity. which is to be 
expected with exposed coils. 

4-TUBE REGENERATIVE RECEIVER 

Figures 5 and 6 show the panel and parts layout 
respectively of an early 1920s 4-tube home brew using 
UV-199 tubes. In most regenerative receivers, regenera-
tion was performed in the detector stage. This radio uses 
a regenerative radio-frequency amplifier preceding an 
untuned detector followed by two stages of audio ampli-
fication. The RF stage is tuned by a large antenna 
variable condenser and a tapped inductor. Regeneration 
is controlled by a spherical Bakelite variometer. 
The four large dials control the antenna capacitor, the 

plate variometer, and the filaments of the RE amplifier 
and detector. Two small knobs control the audio amplifi-
er filaments. The pointer knob and metal dial-plate allow 
the radio to operate as a 2-. 3-, or 4-tube radio and also 
acts as the on-off switch. The wiring is white rubber-
coated copper wire, which has survived intact over the 
decades.

I acquired this radio at a hamfest for a reasonable 
price. It required a good cleaning and some considerable 
debugging before becoming operational. The major 
problem was the 4-position switch which was designed 
to control the filament voltage to the tubes (turning the 
filaments off on unused stages) and simultaneously 
connect the single phone jack to the proper stage 
(detector, 1st audio or 2nd audio). 
The only place I've seen this type of switching ar-

rangement was in the early Paragon DA2 Detector/ 
Amplifier. Most early designers preferred multiple phone 
jacks rather than complicated switching. 
The cabinet of this set is typical "home-brew crude." 

The Bakelite panel has turned a soft gray with age and 
provides a nice contrast to the glossy black of the knobs 
and dials. As with many early home brews, the set oper-
ates only in the low end of the present broadcast band. 

EARLY BC/SHORTWAVE HOME BREW 

The panel of a restored hcme brew — an early 1920s 
shortwave radio probably built by an Amateur — is shown

in Figure 7. I bought the radio as a junker via an A.R.C. 
ad. It was a true junker, and my first reaction was to strip 
it tor parts. The baseboard was rotting, the panel was 
severely warped, the audio transformers and much of 
the wiring were missing, and there was no cabinet. 
However, the detector components were intact, includ-
ing a 2-section coil with one coil mounted at a right angle 
to the other. 
I traced the circuit which seemed unique — a mixture 

of inductive (dual tickler coils) and capacitive (series 
capacitors) regeneration. Out of curiosity, I decided to 
test the detector; it worked so well (the single tube operat-
ed a loudspeaker on all local statrons) that I decided to 
restore the entire radio. This en:ailed building a new 
baseboard, straightening out the panel (using heat and 
weights), a good cleaning (the tan coil forms aid white 
wi e of the coils cleaned up nicely with soap and water). 
adding audio transformers, and a complete rewiring. Fig-
ure 8 shows the rear of the rebuilt radio. The panel was of 
standard size, and I had a spare cabinet on hand. 
The tuning knobs and variable capacitors are by Gen-

eral Radio. Mechanical vernier :uning is via spur gears. 



The 2-position tap-switch on the right of the panel selects 
broadcast or shortwave operation. When in the short-
wave position, the switch shorts out half of the tuning coil 
secondary to allow operation up to 2 megacycles. Re-
generation is controlled by a series capacitor or by a 
variable resistor shunting one of the tickler coils. The 
meter is a milliammeter and uses a series resistor ar-
ranged to monitor the filament supply voltage. 
With the bandswitch in the broadcast position, all 

local broadcast stations were received with good volume 
and fidelity. With the switch in the shortwave position, 
Amateur CW (Morse code) stations on the 160-meter 
Amateur band were received. By careful tuning and 
regeneration adjustment. I found that strong single-
sideband (SSB) voice signals could be demodulated. 
By the end of the 1920s, the advent of low-cost AC-

powered radios probably killed the lust for home-brewed 
broadcast receivers, although the hams continued to 
brew their own communications equipment. 
Henley's 222 Radio Circuit Designs, first published in 

1924, is a comprehensive collection of early radio cir-
cuits and related information. It has been reprinted by 
Lindsay Publications and is highly recommended for 
anyone interested in early home brews. 

Once again I must thank Alan Douglas for what little 
history I have included in this article. Gerald Tyne's Saga 
of the Vacuum Tube will provide as much historical and 
technical information as you could desire about early 
vacuum tube technology.

RCA Victor 1-X-55 
1952 Blue Plastic AM Radio

The thrill of a find and a 
bargain, as well as the plea-
sure of restoring an old radio 
to working condition, is evi-
dent in the following article. 
The moral of the story: al-
ways go back for a second 
look. (Editor) 

What a find! It's a blue 
RCA Victor 1-X-55, shown in 
Figure 1 in its restored condi-
tion. When found, it was dirty, 
but clean, if you know what I 
mean. All the knobs and the 
back cover were still intact. 
The back cover was in good 
condition, as Figure 2 shows. 
I found it at a local flea mar-
ket in Matamoras, Pennsyl-
vania, one summer day in 
July. The woman had a price 
tag of $25 — just a little steep, so I went 
about my business to see what other deals 
were out there. 
I spent a few hours searching for antique 

electronic items, such as tubes, wire, books, 
manuals, or old parts that I could use. I 
decided to leave, but before going, I went 
back to the table with the RCA 1-X-55. It was 
still there. I offered the woman $15. 
"Sold!" she said. 
Was I ever surprised! I took my new (but 

old) radio to its new home in Bloomingburg, 
New York. Couldn't wait to plug it in! 
After getting home, I took the radio down 

to my workshop. I pulled the back cover off 
and plugged it into my Variac and brought 
the voltage up slowly. It worked fairly well. 
Although it was very weak, it pulled in a few 
stations out of New York. After I had moved 
some of the tubes in their sockets, the sta-
tions came in nice and clear. 

RESTORATION 

Other problems as well were evident. The 
antenna was falling off the back cover, the 
volume control was scratchy, and the radio 
case was in filthy condition. So, now that I 
knew that the radio was not a basket case, I 
went to work on it. Having pulled off the radio 
knobs, I removed the chassis from its case. 
All the screws and nuts went into a safe 
place — my magnetic dish where all parts go

when I'm working on a radio. I pulled out all 
the tubes from the chassis very carefully. 
My next step was to clean up the chassis 

by dusting it off with a soft brush and an air 
compressor (use canned air if you prefer). 
It's important to clean the tuning capacitor 
and in between the plates. In addition, I 
washed the chassis with some cleaning so-
lution, using a mild cleanser in a spray bottle. 
A view of the chassis and the loop antenna is 
provided in Figure 3. The tube layout is shown 
in Figure 4. 
While cleaning the chassis, I noticed one 

problem. The 5005 tube socket, which is one 
of those Bakelite, chassis-mounted sockets 
was bad. It was totally burned up. I very 
carefully removed the bad tube socket, mak-
ing a diagram of the part location and pin 
numbers of the tube. I replaced the tube 
socket, as well as a wax paper capacitor. 
After looking the chassis over, I soldered any 
loose connections or connections that looked 
questionable. Then, I cleaned the volume 
control with some contact cleaner. 
At this point, I checked all the tubes with 

my Mercury 1100A tube tester. The radio 
has 5 tubes: 12BA6 RF amp pentode, 12BE6 
converter, 12AV6 detector amplifier, 5005 
power output, and a 35W4 half-wave rectifi-
er. There was only one tube that was bad — 
the 5005. Making sure that I had a good set 
of tubes, I plugged the set into my Variac and 
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1

the tube location chart and 
model number tags were 
glued to the bottom of the 
case. I still used the sink, 
but I was very careful not to 
get any water on the tags. 
The radio cleaned up really 
nicely. I rubbed a little car 
wax on it to make it shine. 
At this point, I put the radio 
back together and put all the 
nuts, washers, and screws 
back to make it look as orig-
inal as possible. It looked 
great! I've added this won-
derful piece of history to my 
collection. 

With just a handful of 
tubes, capacitors, resistors, 
some basic tools, a tube 
tester, and an ohmmeter, you 
too can make these terrific 
radios come back to life. This 
can be an inexpensive hob-
by to get into, but it can also 
become expensive once you 
get hooked. You have to 
know your limits.

A little IF adjustment, and 

it was perfect. I glued the 
antenna onto the back cov-
er of the set. The chassis 
was ready to go. I applied 
some rubber cement to the 
cone of the speaker on some 
hairline cracks or dry rot. The 
last step was washing the 
case of the radio. Some-
times, all you need is a tow-
el and some cleaning solu-
tion. I like to submerge the 
case in a sink full of soap 
and water and really give it 
a good cleaning. 
However, in this instance,

More on the Rare Capacitor Problem 
Lightning Can Strike Twice 

BY RAY BINTLIFF, WIRY 

Capacitor problems seem to 
be an everyday thing for Ray 
Bintliff. Here he follows up on 
Delbert Bivens' article in the Feb-
ruary 2001 issue on what proves 
to be a not-so-rare problem. (Ed-
itor) 

The variable capacitor prob-
lem described in Delbert Bivens' 
article in the February 2001 
A.R.C. may seem to be an un-
common problem — one that 
you are unlikely to encounter. 
That was my impression until I 
experienced an erratic local os-
cillator in a Pilot Dragon. 
Although the radio had been 

electrically restored by replac-
ing all paper capacitors, electro-
lytic capacitors, out-of-tolerance 
resistors, and defective tubes, 
reception at the high end of the broadcast band 
was intermittent. All of the usual remedies were 
tried, including a new oscillator tube and the 
replacement of all mica capacitors and resistors 
associated with the oscillator circuit. This work 
failed to produce a noticeable improvement. 
Next, the oscillator section of the variable ca-

pacitor was cleaned for the second time and the 
problem was cleared, or so it seemed. The radio 
was "cooked" on the bench and then turned off 
and allowed to cool. However, when the radio 
was switched on again, the problem reappeared. 
It was back to square one. 
As luck would have it, a new clue was discov-

ered. Applying pressure to the oscillator section 
of the tuning capacitor made the local oscillator 
start and stop. This clue led to attempts to cure 
the problem by more cleaning, tightening of screws 
and checking for broken mica in the trimmers. 
Again, all to no avail, 

THE SOLUTION 

Persistence paid off. A resistance check was 
made between the solder lugs on the top and 
bottom of the stators of the tuning capacitor. 
The oscillator stator showed a high resistance 
that could be lowered when pressure was ap-
plied to it. 
The tuning capacitor used in the Pilot radio, 

shown in Figure 1, is made of aluminum plates 
staked to aluminum bars. In this case, corrosion 
had caused a high resistance connection be-

Figure 1. The tuning capacitor used in the Pilot radio. 

tween the plates and bars. Unlike the repairs 
described in the Bivens article, the crimped- or 
staked-plate type of capacitors can not be disas-
sembled. 
My solution was to tap the ends of the staked 

plates to increase the contact area between the 
plates and the mounting bars. This repair should 
be performed with great care to prevent damage 
to the tuning capacitor. A light machinist's ham-
mer and small punch or screwdriver are suitable 
tools. 

Admittedly, corroded tuning capacitors may 
not be high on the list of possible failures in a 
radio. But, when this type of problem does occur, 
it can be most frustrating and difficult to diagnose 
and repair. 

Like mica-dielectric capacitors, variable capac-
itors have a reputation for having a low failure 
rate. Consequently, when they do fail they may 
be overlooked as the cause of a problem in a 
radio. So, tuck this one away in your memory 
bank.
