We want to maintain ourimage
of abricks and mortar company where, if you call on the
phone, areal person answers and A.R.C. knows radios!

We also take pleasure in promoting events like Radio
XXXl where radio folks can buy, sell, trade, and most
important of all, indulge in radio-talk. In our lead article,
Managing Editor Dorothy Schecter picks up on a theme
of what we might call “radio togetherness.” It's not just
fellow collectors who enjoy these events, but the num-
ber of wives, sons and daughters who parficipate is
quite extraordinary. If a good time is had by all at such
a weekend event, our survival, despite all the vagaries
of modern technology, seems secure.

But, speaking of modern technology, all back issues
of the Old Timer’s Bulletin (OTB), the quarterly newslet-
ter of the Antique Wireless Association, have become
available on CD-Rom.

Transmitting information via the latest technology is
allwell and good. But, the real heart of our hobby is done
by you collectors who keep looking and restoring —
collectors like Bill Moore. If Bill sees a radio that is
unusual enough, he's apt to buy it. He then researches
it, and best of all, writes about it, even though, asin the
case of the Kolster K-165, there is very little documen-
tation. A wide cathedral with two tuning knobsiis intrigu-
ing — but why does Bill call it an “enigma?” Read on.

Photo Review of late has featured more than one
unique item that most of us have never seen before.
Remember the Sears farm tractor radio in the February
issue? But have you ever seen a combination transistor

radio and workable typewriter? Well, there it is, among
several other interesting items.

Three Estes auctions take us back to our opening
theme. Traditional auctions and meets are still hot.
Hundreds of bidders come and find almost anything
they want (puts us in mind of that old song about Alice’s
restaurant). The total proceeds for the three Estes
auctions is impressive — just shy of $100,000.

Early battery and crystal sets were prominent: a
Duck loose coupler sold for $1,050, a Clapp Eastham
tuner for $350, and Atwater Kent breadboards for $825
and $1,350. At the more recent end of the scale a white
Air King brought $1,300.

Louis D'Antuono’s article on his “Novice Special®
illustrates a perfect match between a home-brew project
and the set in an old magazine article. Associating a
home brew with a construction article adds a special
value to the set. Louis' pleasure is evident throughout
the process of purchasing the set, remembered from his
youth, and restoring it to look like the magazine cover.

Radio Miscellanea pursues our old-vs.-new theme
with comments about the pitfalls of trading on the
Internet and communicating via e-mail. Auctioneer Ri-
chard Estes gives us a much appreciated firsthand view
of preparation for the Muchow Estate Auction in August.

Though we treasure tne traditional meth-
ods of collector interaction, the pasitive impact of the
Internet on our way of life can't be underestimated. In
that light, we continue to improve aur site. You may be
amazed at the amount of information there, from stan-
dard classified ads to updated events listings, free to all
clubs, and to articles from our archives, links to related
sites, and more.

MEET REPORT

Radio XXXII
Westford, Massachusetts — February 18, 2001

“This has to be the premiere show in New
England,” said Tony Rizzini from Greenville,
Rhode Island, as he tended his table at the
Greater Boston Antique Radio Collectors’ Ra-
dio XXXl on Sunday, February 18. The other
77 exhibitors occupying 106 tables in the spa-
cious rooms of the Westford Regency Inn and
Conference Center in Westford, Massachu-
setts, seemed to agree. Business was brisk
and the atmosphere was full of a sense of
camaraderie. Even the weather cooperated, a
relatively rare occurrence in this winter of fre-
quent snowfall and frigid temperatures.

Comparing last year's attendance of 851 to
this year's 911 and noting that all tables were
sold several weeks ahead of time, we might
conclude that only space will limit the growth of
this event. In fact, last year, we opened an
additional room to meet the demand for tables;
this year, a second overflow room was re-
quired. The action in these rooms equaled that
of the big hall, and there, first-time vendor Don
Buja, among others, was enjoying his suc-
cess. Don also had to take some ribbing about
the fact that he is a Garth Brooks look-alike.

Another sign of the general appeal of
GBARC's meet was the number of hotel res-
ervations — 40 hotel rooms were booked for
exhibitors, buyers, and their familes. No doubt
family members have discovered the hotel
amenities that make for a good weekend.

One reason for the steady growth in atten-
dance is the extensive publicity efforts made by
A.R.C. More than 350 press releases were sent
to newspapers, museums, and radio, cable,
and TV stations. Over 3,500 flyers were mailed
to folks in New Jersey, New York, and Pennsyl-
vania, as well as New England.

To top it all off, our Office
Manager/Radio Event Coordi-
nator Tammy DeGray ar-
ranged to be interviewed by
WBZ Radio, Boston, for re-
broadcast on Sunday morning
at 7 a.m. Much to our pleasure,
a number of attendees said
they had heard the broadcast
and decided to drop by to see
what was going on. Another
way to excite new interest in
our hobby.

esting about this event was meeting many
people we know by name only. We receive
their mail and talk to them on the phone about
subscriptions, books, and articles, but rarely
meet them face-to-face. This is our chance to
find out what drives these folks to start before
dawn in pursuit of yet another old radio or
radio-related item.

The two overflow rooms proved to be just as busy as the main hall.



One general answer seems to be the fun of
the chase. Another is the pleasure of owning a
piece of radio history. But even more enlight-
ening are the clues we pick up in conversa-
tions with individuals about how far reaching
their interests are. For example, everyone
knows about Alan Douglas' dedication to radi-
os of the 1920s. After all, he's written three
volumes on the subject — volumes that ap-
pear on most collectors’ shelves.

But note our photo of Alan. What is he
doing with a transistor radio on his table?
Then, of course, there were his piles of old
magazines — 31 issues of this, 10 sets of that
— and little literary pieces, such as the booklet
entitled, "Calling All DuMont TV Salesmen”
selling for $1. John Kummer was cffering
“67.5¢", as he took a break from the TV sets
on his own table.

Ray Chase, our frequent auction reporter,
is obviously interested in everything radio.

display. \What we should have had on hand
was a pianist in the lobby to perform some of
those irresistible old titles: “Loud Speakin’ Papa
(You better speak easy to me),” “Wish There
was a Wireless Heaven,” and “Mr. Radio Man
(Tell my Mammy to come back home).” in fact,
we're told someone did sit down at the lobby
piano to play “The Entertainer.” Perhaps he’ll
be inspired by Ray's sheet music next year.

According to Ray, many of the postcards
were of English origin, as in the 1920s and
1930s, England was way ahead of the U. S. in
producing such cards. Two were eye-catch-
ing: “The Radio Enthusiast with the Single
Hair-ial” — a picture of a bald gentleman with
a single hair standing upright on his head
wearing earphones; and “This
is Station H-O-M-E."” picturing
an unfortuate fellow being
struck by his wife wielding a
rolling pin

Ray’s display was a remind-
er that we hava2 an article on a
collection of pcstcards, match-
book covers, and reception re-
ports already in our pipeline.
This is a colorful, humorous,
and space-friendly side of col-
lecting enjoyed by many.

WITH THE COLLECTORS

The Kolster K-165
The Enigma of Broadcast Radios
BY BILL MOORE

An interesting set can surface anywhere. If you're
an intrepid collector, you can get it home from afar—
one way or another and then begin to appreciate its
history. So it was with Bill Moore's rare Kolster de-
scribed below. (Editor)

On the surface, the Kolster Company is not a partic-
ularly interesting one. Like many firms that prospered
in the 1920s, Kolster in the U. S. met its demise during
the early years of the depression. The accurate name
of the company was Kolster-Brandes, and it was con-
nected to ITT, as were the British and Australian Kol-
ster-Brandes companies, both of which survived well
pastthe early 1930s. | have very little knowledge of the
products produced in Britain and Australia, so this
article will concentrate on a very unusual, and, | be-
lieve, very rare product of the American Kolster-Brandes
Company, the large cathedral called the K-165.

Kolster had a rough time in the 1920s with quality
control. Evidently, the company sold a large number of
products, since many show up from this period, but
they have serious manufacturing defects. The main
defects seem to be in the pot metal tuning fixtures
common to Kolster and some other manufacturers
during this period. | believe that this quality control
problem, among other problems noted in Alan Dou-
glas' Radio Manufacurers of the 1920's, Volume 2, led
to the bankruptcy of the first company in 1930.

Like many other firms, Kolster reorganized and pro-
duced a limited number of sets before it closed in 1931
for the final time. Unlike the earier broadcast sets, the
K-60 through K-175 series were very well made, sensi-
tive sets that seem to be somewhat underrated by
collectors.

ACQUIRING THE KOLSTER K-165

Knowing of my attempts to root out radios in distant
lands, collector friends will not be surprised to hear of
my K-165 acquisition. | found it in a junk shop in
Riverside, California, not far off the Interstate. Stewart
Oliver from Los Angeles mentioned the shop to me and
suggested | stop in next time | was in the area.

The shop was full of 1930s radios — table models,
cathedrals and large consoles, three of which were
E.H. Scotts. In the very back, on a high shelf, sat the
Kolster K-165, shown in Figure 1. The fact that it was a
Kolster was made obvious by the large oval pattem in
the grille. However it was a Kolster | had neither seen
nor heard of before, or since. A rear view of the radio is
show in Figure 2.

The set was in nice condition. it had the original
finish and seemed to be complete with the original
tubes, knobs and paper label. A price was agreed
upon, and | walked out of the shop with the large heavy

Kolster. | was not able to take the set back on the
airline, so, after a hasty examination, | left it with my
friend in Los Angeles

For over a year, the Kolster was passed from collec-
tor to collector until it reached Huntsville, Alabama
where | live. When it arrived, | stored it until § could find
the time to give it a good going over.

THE K-165 AS AN ENIGMA

Unfortunately, the K-165 is not very well document-
ed. Itdoes not show up in the Rider manuals, nor does
its sibling, the K-175. In fact, this set does not show up
in any collector's book or in any advertising that | can
find. The only reference | have found is a partial sche-
matic (missing any coil or band switching and other
details) in Gernsback's schematic books, a reference
in the Mallory Red book, and just an IF frequency
listing in the Ghirardi Radio Trouble Shooters Manual.
Both of these sets have a suffix — “Intemational.”

The K-165 is an early shortwave, twin-dial cathe-
dral. The left dial is the frequency range readout (band
switch), and the right dial is calibrated 1-100 in the style
of the early sets before frequency calibrations became
popular.

OK, you say, this set s starting to get off the beaten
track. It's a Kolster — a large, 5-band shortwave radio
with twin dials in original condition. Is that enough for it
to be an enigma? What else, you ask?



Well, here goes. This set does not have a broadcast
band — it is shortwave only. What poor marketing
strategists (maybe the engineers were at the helm?)
could have convinced Kolster to produce sucn a set?
Obviously, its rarity today, even compared to other
Kolsters that were produced during the same period,
points to its dismal sales.

What part of the market was this set produced for?
Who would buy a set that wouldn't tune in the local
station when the owner tired of the shortwave bands? |
believe this set was also exported, as it has provisions
for 220 v 50 Hz operation and is designated as “Inter-
national.” Thus, other examples of this model may be
quite rare.

As you can see from the partial Gernsback sche-
matic diagram shown in Figure 3, the K-165 uses the
following tube types: (3) 56, (3) 58, 47, and 80. The
front end is a Type 58 untuned RF stage folowed by a
58 mixer with a 56 detector, a 58 IF, a 56 detector, and
a 56 1st audio amp. The last stage is a Type &7 power
amplifier and, of course, the 80 rectifier.

The added feature of the K-175 is a broadcast band
and a tuned RF stage. The K-165 uses an IF frequency
of 535 kHz — quite high for its time. The K-175 drops
that back to 505 kHz to accommodate the broadcast
band. The controls in front are from the top left, moving
clockwise: bandswitch, coarse tuning, fine tuning, and
the combined on-off/volume control. The bands cover
the shortwave spectrum from 1.45 MHz to 20.4 MHz in
4 MHz steps.

Quite a novel idea for its time, the K-165 is truly an
enigma. The K-175 with its inclusion of the broadcast
band may have been more appealing to the average
consumer, but who has seen one of these”

Salvaging A Novice Special

BY LOUIS L. D’ANTUONO, WA2CBZ

During the 1950s, home
brewing was still popular and
practical. Solid-state devices
had not yet replaced vacuum
tubes, and circuitry was still
relatively simple. The Novice
Class Amateur license was
drawing new Hams to the
hobby, and basic receivers
and transmitters provided an
easy path to getting on the
air. In this article, Louis
D’Antuono describes how he
found and restored one of
these classics from the
1950s. (Editor)

While making the rounds
at a Hamfest sponsored by
the Long Island Mobile Ama-
teur Radio Club (LIMARC), |
spotted a “Novice Special.” |
had seen this home-brew re-
ceiver pictured on the cover
of the 1958 issue of “How to
Become a Radio Amateur”
published by the ARRL. How-
ever | never got around to
building one. But there it was,
right on the ground — a repli-
ca of the Novice Special. |
could not believe my eyes.

When | was in high school,
| asked a salesman at Harri-
son Radio how much it would
cost to build the radio from
scratch, and he told me, “Fif-
ty dollars.” Fifty dollars! That
was too much for me at the
time. Now | had a chance to
buy this long coveted home
brew.

When | asked the seller at
the Hamfest if the set was a
Novice Special, he confirmed
that it was, and then made an
offer | couldn't refuse. He was
not the owner of the set, but
he had instructions from its
owner to give this classic ra-
dioto anyone who could iden-
tify it. The restored receiver
is shown in Figures 1 and 2.

The set was in rough

meters. And a definite plus was the fact that
the radio came with its companion power

supply.
DESCRIPTION

The Novice Special, as its name implies, is
a low-cost, easy-to-build, entry-level regen-
erative receiver. This receiver uses two Type
6AQS5 tubes, one as a regenerative detector
and the other as an audio amplifier. The
audio output level is sufficient to drive a small
speaker. The set's tuning range is 3 to 30
MHz using four plug-in coils.

The companion power supply was de-
scribed in the article “Twenty-Five Watts for
the Beginner” that appeared in the Juty 1956
issue of QST. This power supply was de-
signed to operate both the 25-watt CW trans-
mitter covered in that article and the Novice
Special.

The power supply uses a clever design to
allow its dual application. In the receive mode,
the power supply uses a choke input filter
that produces about 260 volts. In the transmit
mode, the input choke is shunted and a ca-
pacitor input is used. The result is a higher B
voltage, about 325 volts, needed to power
the transmitter.

RESTORATION OF THE RECEIVER

My first task was to find the correct dial
and control knobs. | found two E.F. Johnson
knobs in my junk box for the regeneration
and band set controls. The National Type K
vernier dial for the band spread control was
obtained by a wanted ad. | was surprised to
get one still in its original box.

The original front panel was in such poor
condition that | replaced it with a new one cut
from aluminum stock of about the same thick-
ness. In a departure from the original design,
| added a 50 pF variable capacitor in series
with the antenna lead to prevent overload of
the detector. | also replaced the cable to the
power supply and included a ground wire to
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minimize AC num. The use
of twisted filament leads also
reduced the AC hum level.
My good luck continued
when | found a new-in-box
coil for the 40-meter band at
another Hamfest. With the ra-
dio restoration complete, it
was on to the power supply.

THE POWER SUPPLY

As is often the case, the
power supply needed a new
line cord. So, | replaced the
line cord and added a pilot
lamp — a desirable feature
not found in the original de-
sign. Some other changes
seemed appropriate. | re-
moved the Type 5Y3GT rec-
tifier tube and its socket and
replaced the tube with two
1000 PIV silicon diodes.

In the original design, the three tubular
electrolytic filter capacitors were mounted
under the chassis. | replaced them with a 3-
section can type electrolytic capacitor and
mounted it in the space vacated by the recti-
fier tube and socket. The restored receiver
and power supply are shown in Figure 3.

PERFORMANCE

Using the receiver to copy CW turned out
to be very enjoyable. The set’s stability was
excellent, the band spread tuning was
smooth, but volume was lacking. Although |
had taken steps to minimize it, some AC hum
was still present.

| tried to improve the set's performance by
using the RF amplifier portion of a vacuum
tube TR switch described in the 1964 edition
of the ARARL Handbook and found that it was
most useful on 40 meters. The radio would
probably be adequate for QRP (low power)
work, but | have not used it tor 2-way com-
munication.

Restoring this receiver has been a very
rewarding experience. | would like to locate
one of the companion 25-watt transmitters.
And hearing from other Hams who are famil-
iar with this equipment would be most wel-
come.

Old Timer’s Bulletin
Back Issues on CD-Rom

BASED ON A PRESS RELEASE BY THE ANTIQUE WIRELESS ASSOCIATION

Back issues of the “Old Timer's Bulletin® are now
available on CD-Rom. These CDs are both PC and
Mac compatible. For complete details, read on. (Editor)

The Old Timer’s Bulletin (OTB)is the quarterly news-
letter of the Antique Wireless Association. The first
issue was published in early 1960, just a few years
after the founding of the organization itself in 1952. By
that time, membership had grown from the original 20
founders to over 100. But, though the AWA began as a
small club, it immediately attracted a high percentage
of individuals who were deeply involved in the elec-
tronic and electrical communications industries.

Many of these members, in turn, had personally
known legendary contributors to the early develop-
ment of radio communication — people of the calibre
of De Forest and Armstrong. From the beginning, The
Old Timer's Bulletin was a vehicle for sharing mem-
bers’ expertise and recollections, as well as for the
dissemination of AWA news. The original OTBs con-
sisted of just a few hand-printed sheets; today, the
publication is a professionally produced magazine,
each issue of which averages 68 pages. It is clrculated
to a membership that approaches 4,000.

For years, the priceless early OTBs have been
obtainable only through private purchase from long-
time AWA members willing to part with their issues. A
glance at the AWA's current list of available back
issues shows that it begins with Volume 25 (1984-
1985), and that many of the individual issues in the
earlier volumes offered are not in stock.

But now, the AWA is making available the entire
run of the publication, now known simply as “The

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OTB,” from Volume 1 through Volume 37 (1996) on
two full-to-capacity CDs.

Caveat Emptor on the Internet

Dear Editor:

I've been in the antique radio hobby for about 15
years and an electronics enthusiast for at least 40
years. I'm writing to warn your readers to be very
careful when purchasing radios or related items on the
Internet. Most of the sellers readily admit knowing
nothing about what they are selling, so askirg ques-
tions prior to a sale does not mean you'll get an
educated answer. Go into these auctions with your
eyes wide open and expect the worst.

An Atwater Kent 145 | purchased at auction was
described as “complete,” exceptfor the powerplugand

My best experiences have been from buying
and selling right here in A.R.C. or at one of the meets
advertised. Radio people are honorable, and | have yet
to be disappointed — at least, we all speak the same
language.
