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EDITOR’S COMMENTS

Past and present frequently cross paths in our
radio-collecting world. The recent death of Beatle
George Harrison inspired a wave of nostalgia
around the globe for the music of the 1960s and
the age of Beatlemania. Just in time, it would
seem, we received an article from Beatles fan and
radio collector Ron Boucheronhis novelty transis-
tor radio, which he had seen used by the Beatles
in a film on their first visit to the U. S. in 1964.

Radio historians know that it was 1954 when
the Regency TR-1 entered the market as the first
transistor radio. And here we are ten years laterin
Ron's article with this Pepsi radio, which was
typical of the novelty radio genre used for adver-
tising purposes in those times. Ron’s set with its
nice carrying case, is a particularly good speci-
men, as well as an interesting tie to the history of
the Beatles.

With Wally Worth's article on the Chelsea Radio
Company, we slip back several decades to the
1920s. According to Morgan McMahon's listing in
his Radio Collector’'s Guide, this company must
have been a fairly significant one in the Boston
area since it produced sets from 1923 to 1927.

Thanks to Howard Stone’s article on the 1906
Marconi Wavemeter, we have aglimpse of another
even earlier piece of wireless history. This device
measures the frequency of atransmission and was
one of the first pieces of test equipment developed
in early radio. The wavemeter was an extremely
practical and useful piece of test equipment, partic-
ularly for ship-to-shore installations.

Unusual looking seems to be the best general
description of the sets in Photo Review this
month. Though basically a cathedral, tre Clara-
dyne 1927 has an unusual shape. The Zenith
“Poketradio” also catches the eye with its swirled
surface and the diagonal lines across the cover.
In sharp contrast is the simple cube shape of the
1945 RCA 78 rpm demo phonograph. Through
the decades, radio designers were hard at work
creating ditferent designs that captured the imag-
inations of consumers.

As we've had to say more than cnce, the
unforgettable disaster of September 11 delayed
reports of other happenings that we would have
published long before this. One such is the spring
meet of the Military Radio Collector's Group
{(MRCG) at Camp San Luis Obispo in California.
We thank Hank Brown for keeping us up to date on
this event, which grows every year, and for provid-
ing much additional material on individual sets.

Whenever we read about the activities at the
MRCG weekend, we are struck by the hands-on
approach to collecting for this group. They do not
just collect, repair, and restore this equipment,
they actually use it. There is also a sense that the
event is “staged” in context and costume. These

collectors really "get into it” and engage in a highly
participatory kind of collecting.

John Hagman is obviously a man with a mission
— to revive the dead. He calls himself a radio
“archeologist,” and the name certainly seems to
fit. In an article about restoring an Atwater Kent
545, he tells us not only how he restored the
cabinet tut also the chassis. We're grateful to
John for having the foresight to take before and
after photos.

Our congratulations to the Indiana Historical
Radio Society on the occasion of its 30th anniver-
sary, which they celebrated at their “Spring Festi-
val.” Herman Gross reports on a well attended 2-
day event that attests once again to the health of
the radio collecting community.

Radio Miscellanea contains a good safety tip
about what is the best protection when working on
any device with one side of the AC line connected
to the chassis. Two letters address the problems
and pleasures of swap meets, and another re-
veals the importance of passing an interest in
radio from father to son. Our correspondence
always reflects a wide variety of interests.

Meet the Beatles Radio
The Pepsi-Cola Transistor Radio
BY RON BOUCHER

One of the most intrigu-
ing aspects of the follow-
ing article is the connec-
tion made between the
Pepsi radio and the fa-
mous Beatles singing
group. The recent death
of George Harrison, lead
guitarist of the group,
brought an outpouring of
grief and nostalgia from
fans that reminded us
once again of the impact
the Beatles had on the
music and lifestyle of the
1960s and beyond.

Unfortunately, after
chasing down a long le-
gal trail, we were denied
the rights to publish still
photos from the documen-
tary, “The Beatles: The
First U.S. Visit" in which
the Pepsi radio appears;
however, Ron has done a
great job painting the pic-
tures with words. (Editor)

Some of our most col-
lectible radios have char-
acters depicted on them.
For example, there are
the Charlie McCarthy, the
Hopalong Cassidy, and
Dionne Quintuplet radios.
What | am calling the
Beatles radio, is actually
made to look like a Pepsi Cola vending machine.
What makes it the Beatles radio is the fact that
the Beatles collectively owned one.

THE RADIO

This radio is a 9-transistor superhet portable
made by the Tokyo Electric Industry Company for
Pepsi-Cola in New York City and marketed by
Industrial Contacts Inc., also in New York. It mea-
sures 3%" x 1%¢" x 616" tall (80 x 40 x 70 mm) and
is molded in red, white and blue. It comes with a
red leather carrier. On some examples, the outside
of the blue (front) section has faded to greenish
blue. The inside is usually the original blue.

A screw secures the red back cover, but even
with that screw undone, molded-in detents still hold
it on. It's a tight fit, and you have to pry the cover

off. All examples I've seen
either have cracks or piec-
es missing in the corners
because of this problem.
The damage occurs when
the back is taken off to
replace batteries. Be care-

please ful.

On the front, under a
clear plastic bubble, are
the words, “Say Pepsi
Please.” The drinks of-
fered are Patio, Teem
and Pepsi.

The radio is AM only
and runs on four AA bat-
teries, which were called
“penlight” back then. It is
actually a pretty good per-
former and pulls in a iot
of stations at night. An
earphone with carrying
pouch was supplied. | lis-
tened to one with mod-
em full-size headphones
and found the tone to be
quite good, with plenty of
bass and volume, which
is all wasted on the built-
in 2'2" speaker.

During the Beatles’ first tour of America, the
local New York radio stations played a large role
in their success. This radio was one of their links
to these stations.

THE BEATLES CONNECTION

So, how and why did the Beatles end up own-
ing one of these radios? The documentary film
The Beatles: The First U.S. Visit tells the story.

The year is 1964. On February 7, John, Paul,
George and Ringo are flying to New York for their
first appearance on the “Ed Sullivan Show,” as
well as for a concert tour that includes Washing-
ton D.C. and New York's Carnegie Hall.



Capitol Records has recently taker over the
release of the Beatles' recordsinthe U S. andis
spending an unprecedented $50,000 on a pro-
motion campaign. This includes wigs. “Beatles
are Coming” posters, and other promcticnal ac-
tivities. It's working!

New York radio stations, especially WMCA
570 and WINS 1010, are going all out in publiciz-
ing the Beatles’ arrival. WMCA is announcing the
time as “Beatle time.” The stations are actually
following the progress of the flight. WINS 1010
DJ and promoter Murray the K is especially en-
thusiastic and would eventually make his way
into the Beatles’ entourage.

At 1:20 p.m., Pan Am flight 101 arrives in New
York, at the newly renamed Kennedy Aiport. The
Beatles are not expecting the reception they are
about to receive. On the flight, George had said
“They have everything over there. What do they
want us for?” He had been to America once
before.

As the plane taxis up the runway, they are all
looking out the windows. When it pulls up to the
terminal, they are surprised by the sight of the
crowd. They think the reception is for someone
else. Not so.

After a press conference, they leave the airpont
in four Cadillacs and head for the Plazz kotel on
5th Avenue near Central Park South. As soon as
they are underway, the car radios are switched
on so they can hear if anything is being said
about them. They are finally hearing the sound of
American commercial radio firsthand. This is not
at all like the BBC.

That evening they watch the 6 o’clock news to
see if their arrival was being reported. By now,
our Beatles/Pepsi radio is on the coffee table in

their room on the 12th floor. N¢ doubt someone
from Pepsi arranged for them ta have it there.

At that point, they are really fired because for
them, it is nighttime. George seems to be the
most exhausted because, by then, he is having
tonsil problems. He will skip rehearsals and sight-
seeing the following day.

The next day, February 8, they go for a photo
session in Central Park. The Pepsi radio is with
them, but George is nol. He remains sick at the
hotel.

About 4:30 p.m. that day, leaving the ailing
George behind Ringo, John, and Paul go tc meet
representatives of Rickenbacker Guitars. The
company nad set up a display ir rooms 904-905
at the Savoy Hilton Hotel near Central Park where
they presented the Beatles with a 12-string elec-
tric guitar. The three brought it right back to George
at the hotel. George used it the following week for
rehearsals in Miami, as well as later in their first
movie A Hard Days Night.

During a radio interview, George mentioned
the guitar and said how much he liked it. As a
gimmick, the announcer offered to buy the guitar
for him. But, of course, George already owned it.

After the interview at Rickenbacker Guitars,
the Pepsi radio is not seen again in the film. |
wonder if they forgot it at Rickenbacker when
they grabbed the guitar. Paul was then carrying
the radio.

Murray the K interviewed them by phone and
later showed up in their room. The Beatles couldn't
understand how he pulled that oft. He was in their
room the day of the Ed Sullivar show and took
them out on the town that evening. He also went
with them on the train trip to Washington. It was

snowing and they didn't want to
travel by air in a blizzard.

On the afternoon of Sunday,
February 9, the Beatles taped
their first performance for broad-
cast later on February 23. That
evening, thelr second perfor-
mance was broadcast live from
Ed Sullivan's Studio 50 at 524
West 57th St. The following
week, on Sunday, February 16,
they broadcast a second live
show from Miami. They returned
to London on February 22.

THE FILM AND THE PEPSI
RADIO

The Beatles, The First U.S.
Visit covers the Beatles’ arrival,
events at the New York and Mi-
ami hotels; the Central Park pho-
to shoot; their night out with Mur-
ray the K; the train trip; some Ed
Sullivan pertormances, includ-
ing the one in Miami; and their
return to London

The film was edited to make a
good story and the sequence
isn't always correct. For exam-
ple, what is supposed to be the
limousine trip from the New York
airport to their hotel was actually
shot the next day. | think they
were trying to make it a real-life version of A Hard
Days Night.

The Beatles were fascinated with American
commercial radio and American music which they
listened to on the Pepsi radio. It was especially
handy when they did phone interviews, which
they granted left and right. They even unknowing-
ly endorsed some bootleg recordings of them-
selves. They also each had smaller radios with
earphones and called in requests for songs other
than their own.

As a Beatles fan, as well as a radio and guitar
collector, | became very interested in this radio

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RADIO IN THE TWENTIES

The Chelsea Radio Company

BY WALLY WORTH

Always on the trail of a new old radio compa-
ny, especially in the Boston area, Wally Worth
has come up with another. But, as always, he
seeks more information, so let's hope someone
out there can help. (Editor)

The Chelsea Radio Company started to sell
radio parts by advertising in Radio News maga-
zine in April 1922. Located at 150 Fifth St.,
Chelsea, Massachusetts, the company offered
its own tube sockets, amplifying transformers
and variable condensers.

Also advertised was the Model 104 regenera-
tive receiver, a 1-tube set with a WX 12 tube. This
very early, quite rare set is shown in Figure 1.

The company made many other models, in-
cluding the Model 107, a 4-tube, RF set; the
Model 122, a 3-tube “triple circuit” set; the Model
110, a 1-tube regenerative set; and the 2-stage
Model 115 amplifier. Also made were the Model
111, a 2-tube amplifier and the 3-tube Model
103. About 1923, two 3-tube regenerative sets
— Models ZR30, shown in Figure 2. and ZR4
“Continental” — were offered.

In 1925, they produced two models of the
“Chelsea Super-Five,” a 5-tube set with a slanted
front panel. These sets came with a wood-grain
front panel with reddish knobs, as well as with a
black Bakelite panel with black knobs. A front
view of the Super-Five is shown in Figure 3. All
the company cabinets were finely finished and
very well made of walnut.

In his Radio Collector's Guide, Revised Edi-
tion, Morgan McMahon also lists the following
models: a 102, a Super 106, a 140 Bearcat, a
Truphonic Six,and a Deluxe.

Except for changes of address, | have no
information as to the owners or staft that com-
prised the Chelsea Radio Company. in 1924,
they were located at 173 Spruce St., Chelsea; in
1925 they moved to 179 Spruce St., stil in
Chelsea. Their advertising in Radio, Radio News
and Popular Radio magazines was small and
sparse.

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EARLY WIRELESS

The Marconi Wavemeter Number One

In this article, Howard
Stone provides a look at an-
other piece of early wireless
history in the form of a Mar-
corii Wavemeter. His persis-
tence in the search for infor-
mation about his wavemeter
is a model for any collector in
pursuit of authentic restora-
tion. (Editor)

Wavemeters measure the
length of waves; they deter-
mine the frequency of a trans-
mission or help calibrate the
dial of a receiver. They were
one of the first pieces of test
equipment developed at the
beginning of radio.

In 1906, Guglielmo Marco-
ni first introduced the Marco-
ni Wavemeter Number One
in England. The first commer-
cial wavemeter that Marconi
made, it was used mainly at
ship-to-ship and ship-to-shore
installations. it typically cov-
ered the frequencies of 100-
800 meters, though when in-
troduced, this particular
wavemeter was calibrated to
measure from 200 to 1040
meters. Figure 1 shows the
schematic of the Wavemeter
Number One from an early
Marconi catalogue. The cir-
cuit is very simple, like that of
a basic crystal set.

I found the Marconi
Wavemeter shown in Figures
2 and 3 while living in Cam-
bridge, England, during the
2000 school year. It was a
basket case. The glue was
no longer holding, and it was
talling apart at all of the joints.
The leather was dried and
curled up. It had to be soaked
to soften it and refastened to
the box on the left that holds
the earphone.

Because the wavemeter
was in such poor shape, |
was not sure how the finish
should look. It did not look
like other early Marconi ap-

paratus | had seen. | tried to
find one in someone’s collec-
tion in the United Kingdom,
but had no luck. The Science
Museum in London had sev-
eral later Marconi waveme-
ters, but not the Number One.

| contacted the Marconi ar-
chives in England; they re-
plied that they had an exam-
ple of this wavemeter in their
collection but would not let
me see it because the ar-
chives are not open to the
public. Bad news for those
studying or restoring early
wireless. Finally, | mailed
some staln chips and a list of
specific questions to the ar-
chives and got some an-
swers.

| found out what | suspect-
ed — the wood of the case is
teak, not mahogany, oak, or
walnut, as one might expect
in radios or wireless equip-
ment. Still, teak makes sense
for equipment used on ship-
board. Fortunately, about half
of the original finish was still
there, so the rest of the finish
could be blended in. The
wavemeter's cabinet mea-
sures 9% x 62 x 4%z inches.

The detector used in the
wavemeter is a chunk of crys-
tal wedged in between two 2"
long pieces of spring brass to
the back left of the condens-
er. The small, turned-round,
wood box in the back of the
earphone box is for spare
crystals. The card in the lid is
for calculating the wave-
length. When fitted with an
optional buzzer, the waveme-
ter can be used as a signal
source to tune and calibrate
receiving sets.

The Marconi Wavemeter
Number One Is a fine exam-
ple of an early piece of test
equipment.

Collecting Military Equipment — Part 5
The Sixth International MRCG Meet (2001)

An RTTY, or Radio Tele-
type system, consists of a
sending device, a modula-
tor to shift the frequency of ¥
an oscillator in a transmit-
ter, a distant receiver and
a demodulator to recover
the information followed by
a device for printing the
text. The RTTY code gen-
erated by a keyboard or
tape transmitter modu-
lates the transmitter with
a series of Marks and Spac-
es determined by the letter
being transmitted. A Mark
keys the transmitter on one
frequency while a Space
shifts the transmitter to a
frequency about 850 low-
er. This is called frequency
shift keying or FSK.

provide signals required to keep the send-
ing and receiving machines in step with
each other. Page printers, keyboards and
tape readers are mechanical devices driv-
en by electric motors. Standard speeds of
60 words per minute (WPM), 68 WPM, 75
WPM or 100 WPM are used. Some ma-
chines are equipped with gearshift mech-
anisms to change speeds.

This year there were several RTTY sta-
tions in operation at the MRCG site and
elsewhere. Stations operated by Al Tip-
sword and Dave Ross established contact
with each other as well as stations some
distance away.

Al Tipsword and Dave Ross meet with
other stations on the ham bands with me-
chanical machines. Listen for the Clatter-
net, 850 shift RTTY roundtable on 10,137
kHz, USB Saturday. The operations start
about 0930 Pacific time.
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This is a British WS-17 used for short-range phone
communications between search light units and con-
trol centers. Batteries provided about “4-watt AF ewtput
on 40-60 MHz AM for about a three mile range. The
unit is owned and operated by Bjorn Forsberg.

shielding was so effective the hunters all reported
“no signal.” After relocating the transmitter in the
center of the dumpster the hunters had enough
signal to take bearings. Those that found the ittle
rig came back to report, “we had
trashed it.” Everyone had a good
time and gained some practice
in the use of their DF loops.

There were more stations in
operation this year than in the
past. Several stations worked
each other locally, and some es-
tablished contact with distant sta-
tions. A big problem for all was
the very high electrical noise lev-
el on most all frequencies. There
were several suggestions that
the MRCG meet at some other
site that is quieter electrically.
However, a suitable site has not
been suggested thus far.

Al Tipsword ran a very im-
pressive AN/GRC-14 radio set
with telelprinter machines run-
ning at 60 WPM. He even ran
some RTTY art from punched
tapes. As the tapes ran through
the readers a picture of a lovely
lady appeared onthe page print-
er. The picture was formed by
periods, X's and O’s in combi-
nations to draw the picture.

Heavy fog rolled in Saturday
morning but did not prevent
about 35 trucks, vans, cars and
trailers from setting up for the

ever popular swap meet. Many complete sets,
parts, accessories and manuals changed hands
as the sun warmed up the area.

Camp SLO displays a small M-3 Steward tank
in a park near the front entrance. Last year some
MRCG members noticed the tank did not have
the correct antenna installed. Trish Gibbons con-
ducted a ceremony to present Capt. Gruner, SLO
Staff, with the proper antenna for the tank. Sever-
al extra antenna sections were donated to the
facility for their use.

This year an equipment contest was conduct-
ed. Three categories of equipment were judged
by three judges and awarded points. In the Out-
side Operational category Cam Ogan received a
blue ribbon for his PRC-1099 and Dave Ross
received a white ribbon for his TRC-75 set. The
red ribbon went to Al Tipsword for his PRC-47
set.

A blue ribbon went to Al Tipsword for his GRC-
46 set in the Inside Operational category while
Mark Blair, operating an AN/GRR-5 receiver on
110 VAC picked up the white ribbon. Paul Thek-
an took the third place red ribbon with his fine
RDZ receiver set.

A total of 30 entries were counted for all cate-
gories with sixteen being entered in the Inside
Display category. Howard Krinsky displayed a
very rare AN/PRR-15 surveillance radio from the
Viet Nam era to take a blue ribbon. Ludwell Sibley
took second place with his excellent display of an
early VT-137 500 MHz radar tube. Jay Coward
displayed a rare Aircraft Radio Corporation (ARC)
R-113 VHF receiver along with some Japanese
sets, an ARC R-24 receiver and an ARR-41 radio
to take the red ribbon.

Two pieces of test equipment are sitting on top of this SCR-608 VHF
FM set. The transmilters and receivers operated in the band from 20
to 40 MHz and were installed in a number of army tanks. The open
drawer at the left contains extra crystals for frequency changes. Phil
Epstein brought the set from Minneapolis for display.



Trish Gibbons gave a great talk on the
technique of two or more radios automatical-
ly establishing contact with each other. This
is known as ALE or Automatic Link Estab-
lishment and is used in some of the modern
radios.

Lets say two radios are some distance
apart — perhaps a couple of hundred miles
or so. At any time of the day or night one or
two frequencies should allow the two radios
to communicate with each other. In the past,
skilled operators changing frequencies, tun-
ing antennas and receivers/transmitters as
necessary, performed this task. The opera-
tors would then establish contact with each
other.

Today, an ALE equipped radio does the
same thing but is automated to perform the
task. The radios are capable of scanning sev-

eral preprogrammed frequencies; say 4, 6, 8
and 11 MHz. The ALE circuit sends digital
messages at predetermined timues on the fre-
quencies and listens for replies. The signal
quality is measured and stored in chips in-
side the radios within the net. The resultis a
set of radios that are always tuned and ready
for communications via an operator.

A network (or net) of stations using ALE
follows a set of rules or protocol. The proto-
cols used are FED-Std 1045 and MIL-Std
188/141. Usually, automatic antenna tuners
or broadband antennas are used. There are
several amateur radio stations working with
ALE on the 80-meter and 40-meter ham
bands.

Trish presented a live demonstration of
this interesting ALE operation following her
talk.

Dave Ragsdale provided an excellent Satur-
day lunch of BBQ chicken with all the extras.
Over 70 servings of the delicious noon meal were
served.

Trish Gibbons presented a technical seminar on
the subject of modern radios and Automatic Link
Establishment or ALE. Paul Bernhart came out
from Virginia to present a most interesting talk on
the Harris AN/URC-1 and Collins TSC-60 (HF-80)
systems. Bjorn Forsberg followed with a discus-
sion of his British Wireless Sets 17, 18 and 46.
Bjorn's three sets were on display during the meet.

RESTORATION & REPAIR

Restoring an Atwater Kent 545

BY JOHN HAGMAN

It seems that no set is beyond restoration when
John Hagman decides it should be brought back from
the grave. In this article, John provides some useful
restoration techniques with emphasis on cabinet work.
(Editor)

I'd have to call my specialty as a collector “Antique
Radio Archeologist.” | leave those high priced, shiny
sets to the yupple investment bankers, and covet dusty
hulks lurking beneath flea market tables — tombstones,
cathedrals, and the occasional console. To me the
ideal radio, the one that calls to me, is the diamond so
rough it shines only in my mind's eye. Recently, |
brought a basketcase tombstone back from the grave
— radios that most folks would call “parts sets” are now
proudly restored to their original glory. Many of the 40
odd display sets in my collection have gone through
similar full reconstructions.

I bought the 1936 Atwater Kent 545 tombstone two
years ago from a friend for $50. He described it as a set
even | wouldn't want to restore. It was a 2-piece,
dogeared cabinet with a smashed grille and a dusty
chassis with no tubes and a dangling speaker. The
unrestored cabinet is shown in Figure 1

RESTORING THE CHASSIS

It took quite awhile to assemble all the needed
supplies. The first order of business was to totally
rewire and recap the chassis. Atwater Kent, along
with a few other makers, used rubber covered wire on
many of its sets. The rubber had become like biscuit
dough baked onto the wires. | painstakingly pulled out
each piece and replaced it with the same color of
plastic covered wire.

At the same time, the distinctive Atwater Kent
paper caps were all carefully restuffed (what a pain!)
with contemporary replacement capacltors using yel-
low hot melt glue that looks much like the OEM wax.
The set uses 16 paper caps even though it’s just an
AM through 7.5 MHz set. | hid the two filter caps under
wiring and elected not to restuff the old electrolytic
cans.

| replaced the missing volume control twice. First, |
used an inexpensive imported control and destroyed
it with heat while grinding the shaft. Then | decided |
hated the look of it anyway, and found a nice old bulky
1946 Magnavox unit with a switch from a wasted
chassis. | added the usual % ampere fuse in an
under-the-chassis holder. The original cord is actually
in good shape.

Then | realized the oscillator coil had an open
winding. | rewound it with 10 turns of slightly heavier
wire and — voila! she works! My new Radio Shack
hand-held frequency counter that | had defamed ear-
lier works great it turns out. It's so “cool” to have an
exact readout of the frequencies being produced!

RESTORING THE CABINET

Once | had the chasslis going | made presses for the
cabinet. For basketcase radios, you don't want to play
around with bad blocks of wood and improvised clamps
or contact cement. You want to use the %" hardboard-
covered plywood sold for making signs, etc. It has an
absolutely smooth surface. Even grade A plywood can
“telegraph” its grain into the veneer. Veneer folks call
blocks of wood to press veneer “cauls.”

| made a press big enough for the whole cabinet
face, covered it with wax paper andfilled a glue syringe
with just regular yellow water-based glue. The water
helps buckled veneer relax. Also use plenty of C-
clamps. You don't want too thick a glue — none of the
improved gel glues or Weldbond work too well. The
yellow glue's slower set-up time allows the time you
need to inject glue patiently into every nook and cran-
ny, and between all of the separated layers. Work it
into tight spots with a thin blade and fingers.

The key thing is not to look at the radio too carefully
before you start, or you'll get discouraged. | assure you
| have glued together grilles that were like a box of
wooden com flakes, and it melded into strong real
wood once wet laminated.

Grille bars are of course the most smashed and
delaminated areas in bad radios, and this set was no
exception. The idea here is to “weave” new layers of
veneer pieces into the missing spots in the bars. Don't
worry about their width — this is important. You can
trim them later with a razor once the glue sets. Overlap
the open areas of the grille as needed — it makes

fitting much easier and you can trim the bars to width
very easily later. Just pay close attention to thickness
and the arrangement of the surface veneer, which, in
this case, was walnut.

| patched the missing areas with walnut veneer from
an old Philco 20 case for the surface, and with thick
poplar veneer for the core. The reason | use old veneer
is that it matches so much better than any modem
veneer ever does. Aged walnut, for example, gets a
reddish color that just can't be duplicated with a stained
patch, which will fade with age differently from the
surrounding veneer. | used Scotch tape wraoped around
the glue-filled bars as needed to hold them in place. It
can be sanded off later and doesn't mark the veneer
too much.

| pressed it all together, and after three hours re-
moved it to trim off the excess glue (really hard to get
off later) and veneer. The solid poplar sides of the
cabinet had to be reglued, and then the patched cabi-
net face was glued and pressed onto the sides. |
sanded the cabinet copiously and applied Minwax dark
walnut stain. | never stir my Minwax, as it is a dye/
pigment mix, and | prefer the clear nonmuddy look of
using only the dye portion.

The next day, | masked off the walnut face and
applied plenty of lacquer toner to the sides and edges
to match in this lighter wood (poplar doesn’t accept
stain that well). | make my own toner — in this case,
half and half dark brown and dark green RIT fabric dye
shaken in lacquer thinner, strained through coffee fil-
ters.

| had to cut new pieces for the sides of the base, and
used some mahogany that was lying around. | used
Waeldbond urethane glue to attach these to the bottom
of the cabinet. | do like this glue for some higher
strength quick applications like this. It foams out of the
joint and fills any gaps, and the excess can be easily
sanded off. Next, came eight coats of clear gloss
lacquer to build body without the cloudiness of satin or
semi-gloss lacquers. Then, came three coats of satin
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lacquer. After 10 days drying, the surface was leveled
with 600 and then with 1200 grit paper, and finished off
with #0000 steel wool, and white Scotchbrite for final
high polish.

The chassis had a just a little rust, but | simply
cleaned it up with Scotchbrite and applied LPS-3, my
favorite rust protection. It leaves a nice waxy coating
that doesn't attract dust and is clear and nonconductve.
| made a speaker cloth board out of mat board, painted
it flat black, and installed the grillecoth. | installed the
speaker and then the chassis in the cabinet, but, of
course, you have to take something out at least once.

In this case, | had the common problem of the tuning
capacitor making the dial scale sag below the dial
window. | shimmed the tuning capacitor with a hose
washer, and the result is the stunning “new” radio
shown in Figure 2.

PERFORMANCE

The set is fussy in that it needs a real antenna, or it
begins to “birdie.” Ghirardi warns that some sets are
prone to producing oscillations or “birdies” without a
proper antenna. The radio tunes up to 7.5 MHz which
allows it to receive some shortwave frequencies not
available in some shortwave sets that tune only to
about 4.5 MHz.

MEET REPORT

Indiana Historical Radio Society’s
Spring Festival
Greenfield, Indiana — June 8-9, 2001

Context for this year's “Best of Show” award in-
cluded a flour strainer with “Radio” embossed on the
side, an advertising display of “Radio” shoes, a large
dress advertisement from the flapper era, and many
other items with “Radio” imprinted on them. All were
from the same time period as the contest radio. The
“Open” category brought in a most Impressive display
of beautifully restored battery eliminators (yes!) that
would have made any one proud to own. It took first
place in its category.

The Awards Banquet was held Friday evening in the
Greenfield Ponderosa banquet room and was attend-
ed by 40 members. We took this occasion to honor our
founding members. Only Dr. Ed Taylor and Don
Johnston were able to be in attendance. In addition
Old Equipment Contest winners were recognized.

This year, we added a “Members Choice” award
which was won with an impressive “Made in Indi-
ana” radio display by Mike Feldt. The “Founders
Best of Show” award was awarded to IHRS secre-
tary/treasurer Fred Prohl. “Context” was the factor
that tipped the scales in Fred's favor over several
other very good entries.

Ed Dupart conducted some in-
teresting seminars, including cabi-
net polishing techniques and ma-
terials, and determining capacitor
values without schematic or
marked values on the part. He also
conducted a “hints-'n-kinks” ses-
sion with very active participation
from the audience.

There is no auction data for this
eventbecause we had only a silent
auction for donated items, and very
few items were offered.
