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EDITOR’'S COMMENTS

September will be a memorial month forever more.
In keeping with that thought, our two lead articles
take us back again to the history of Radio Row the
site of the World Trade Center. However, the angle
of these stories is different. Syd Steinhardt’s *The
Death of Radio Row" and Joe Richman and Ben
Shapiro's “Radio Row on NPR" paint vivid pictures
of what the demise of Radio Row meant personally
to the 300 or so shopkeepers long established there.

Some of those very radio dealers live on, with
their early Radio Row memories still as fresh as
those we all have of 9/11 only a year ago. Reading
their stories, we realize that the repercussions of the
fate of that site, past and present, are far reaching
and perhaps eternal. Today we can relate to their
sense of loss, as we continue to deal with all the
ramifications of terrorism and its effects on the econ-
omy and our personal lives.

Oddly enough, we did not seek out these articles.
instead, the writers found us via our Web site, and we
became a resource for them. We contributed more
Radio Row information and photos, and they, in turn,
were delighted to have their work appear in A.R.C.

Time and again, we have been gratified tc find
that our role as a resource for those interested in
radio and its history is well established. Recently, for
example, we were mentioned in an article in the
“Antiques” section of The New York Times of June
28, 2002. “Recreating a Golden Age of Radio” by
Suzanne Charlé tells about the Jenkins Collection
Exhibit at the American Museum of Radio in Belling-
ham, Washington. The article also tells about radio
resources, with A.R.C. figuring very prominently.

A.R.C. also contributed to an upcoming article on
the history of the World Trade Center to appear in
the New York Times Magazine. We like to think we
are recording radio history in every way possible.
You are a part of that effort because without your
support, this service would rot be possible.

Fitting neatly into that concept is the project Steve
Auyer describes in his article on how a book on AM
broadcastingin Syracuse, New York, evolved. Steve
encourages all of us to record local radio history and
thereby cortribute another chapter to the cverall
story of this amazing medium.

This article makes an interesting point about the
frequent lack of appreciation by current radio station
management officials for the station's place in histo-
ry. This brings to mind another example of lost
history — the Motorola Museum outside Chicago.,
once a training stop for trainees around the world,
and now closed. General Radio too had a display of
early products in their offices, but when the company
moved, the artifacts disappeared. It is left to collec-
tors like the Syracuse group to research and docu-
ment company and station histories.

Photo Review again has an international flair. The

U. S., Russia, and Canada are represented, while
Erwin Macho came through once again to “epresent
Austria. Since | am an avid battery set collector,
Merrill Bancroft's Cardwell receiver and amplifier
certainly caught my eye.

Bill Hulberf's Zenith restoration project is definite-
ly an example of a set brought back from the dead.
Bill reminds us that sometimes friends in the auto-
motive field can offer the best advice. Remember
the story in A.R.C. of an oil filter wrench used to
unscrew a harn speaker?

Again we are playing catch-up on auctions. As
always we can rely on Ray Chase to report on these
events, despite snowstorms or other disasters. The
Zettlemoyer auction offered some kig-ticket items;
for example, a Grebe CR-2 and an RORJ at $4,500
and $1,100 respectively.

These same two items at the Thon auction (July
2002 issue) sold for $4,700 and $1,700. Therefore,
prices appear to be remaining stablz. On the other
hand, an Adams Morgan 2-5-U at the Thorn auction
going for $5,700 was a bargain al $2,200 at the
Zettlemoyer auction.

The Eldridge auction had only 28 radio items in
conjunction with a general auction. The highlight was
an Atwater Kent 60 in a Kiel table selling at $240.

Radio Miscellanea includes the subjects of 1L6
replacement and the Diamond Cut digital process-
ing product, both of which never seem to die. In fact,
at Radiofest, | met Melvin George, who had written
an article for us in January 1997 on the 1L6.

VINTAGE RADIO

The Death of New York’'s Radio Row

In preparing a shorter ver-
sion of the following article for
the March 5-11, 2002, edition
of the Lower Manhattan news-
paper “Downtown Express,”
Syd Steinhardt searched
A.R.C.'s Web site. There he
found that we had written about
Radio Row in the past (July
1990, Sept. 1998, Nov. 2001).
Syd then requested permission
to use one of our photos. We, in
turn, asked for permission to
reprint his full article, which
gives us a different slant on the
history of Radio Row. It is the
story of the ruthless takeover of
an entire area by big business,
which devastated the shop-
keepers of Radio Row. (Editor)

They were not killed, but they
were the first victims of the
World Trade Center.

They are the former inhabitants of Radio Row.
The entire World Trade Center complex sits on
their land, land that once teemed with family-
owned businesses, some stretching back gen-
erations. Once, the area was a thriving, 13-
block warren of mom-and-pop electronics shops,
restaurants, furniture stores, florists, jewelers,
printers and other commercial enterprises.
Roughly bounded by Liberty, Church, West and
Barclay Streets, the neighborhood was leveled
in the mid-1960s to make way for the center.

Some of the names are still remembered
fondly by stereophiles, music enthusiasts, hob-
byists and New York history buffs. Reminis-
cences pop up on the Internet and serve to keep
the memory of those long-lost stores alive. The
circulating chats remember Arrow Radio or Hei-
ns & Bolet or Digby Auction. Or Merns, a dis-
count clothier whose founder, Seymour Merns,
later became better known as Sy Syms.

The World Trade Center did more than de-
stroy a neighborhood. It destroyed what one
merchant called “a small village.”

THE WAY IT WAS

Radio Row had been the hub of the electron-
ics industry in New York since the 1920s. When
it died, its remnants scattered to other areas of

Manhattan, another unique slice of New York’s
heritage perished, too.

“People came from everywhere to buy elec-
tronics (there),” said Vickie Ploscowe. As a young
woman, Ploscowe would accompany her fa-
ther, window designer Manny Barsky, on his
neighborhood rcunds. “All the guys selling knew
what they were talking about.”

SO DID THE CUSTOMERS.

“There was a camaraderie to the guys who
loved this stuff,” she said. “You could go down
and talk about the latest and greatest.”

Radio Row's popularity peaked in the 1950s.
Its proximity to the New Jersey ferry docks and
the financial district, combined with the advent
of new consumer electronics goods and post-
war demand, attracted floods of shoppers to the
area every day except Sunday. To service their
customers, stores opened at 7:00 a.m. on week-
days and closed late on Saturdays.

Familiarity and loyalty served as cornerstones
for the success of many of the stores. “An em-
ployee worked for his boss for 20 years,” said
Herb Simonoff, who managed Leonard Radio at
65 Cortlandt St “Our men were technically-
oriented, not just clerks.”

Radio Row was not a neat and pretty sight.
Block upon block — over 300 street level stores,




with over three times as many enterprises in the
floors above them — were jammed into 20- to
25-foot storefronts, up and down streets such
as Albany, Carlisle, Greenwich and Liberty. Their
shelves and floor spaces were packed with vac-
uum tubes, condensers, transistors and other
high-tech bric-a-brac for ham radio enthusiasts
and do-it-yourselfers. It was, as the New York
Times called it in 1950, “a paradise for electron-
ic tinkerers.”

Storefront windows were crammed with goods
from top to bottom. Every product bore a card
that listed its name, serial number, manufactur-
er and price. Most of these cards were hand-
painted in red and orange tempera and India ink
by Mannie Barsky.

The postwar boom brought consumer elec-
tronics such as stereos, big television sets, por-
table shortwave radios and the latest hi-fi equip-
ment into the stores. Surplus electronic materi-
al, hoarded by the government during the war
years for communications, was added to some
inventories and sold at what one former custom-
er called “junk prices.”

Audiophiles flocked to the area to find that
one needed part or that latest gadget. The nar-
row streets of lower New York were dense with
pedestrians and the huge cars of the era vying
for space. Some entrepreneurs added fo the
crush by displaying their wares on the street.

By the 1950s, Radio Row was “loaded with
surplus parts,” said restauranteur David Mac-
Innes. “They would bring it out in the streets.
You could buy anything. Sheet metal. Brass.
For people to make things.”

One baby boomer still has the tuning fork
oscillator that he bought at Leeds Radio in the
1960s. Now the owner of Tekserve, a Silicon
Valley computer retail and repair shop, David
Lerner recalled going down to Radio Row to buy
supplies for WBAI, the radio station where he
worked as a teenager. He remembered the
stores as having their own niches. “Some had
used and surplus equipment,” he said. “Others
were parts stores. Others had large laboratory
instruments.”

What the area may have lacked in aesthetics,
it made up for in vitality. in June 1965, local
businessman Oscar Nadel told the House of
Representatives’ Select Committee on Small
Business that 10 percent of the radio, television,
stereo and hi-fi sets sold by American manufac-
turers were sold to retailers in the area.

This success owed as much to the knowl-
edge and experience of the salesmen — and
they were all men — as it did to the unique
franchise agreements that manufacturers made
with retailers. This unwritten compact, techni-
cally illegal, fostered a spirit of camaraderie and
community among the businesses.

“If [a customer] needed something [a mer-
chant] didn't carry, the merchant would go to
another one to get it for his customer,” said
Ronnie Nadel, a former consumer electrcnics
wholesale executive and Oscar Nadel's neph-
ew. That way, he said, each merchant retained

his customer while maintaining an incentive for
his neighbor :0 stay in business.

This cutture, which might be described as com-
petitive coexistence, was further strengthened
by the segregation of specialties. The “brown
goods” stores stocked radios, stereos, hi-fis and
televisions. The “white goods” stores sold wash-
ers, dryers, dishwashers and refrigerators.

One place where everyone gathered was
Macinnes’ Restaurant, a mainstay of Radio Row
since 1919. David Maclnnes ran the place with
his mother, Sarah, from the time of his father's
death in 1938.

“It was a beautiful place, with a mahogany bar
and beveled glass,” said his daughter, Janet
Webb. “It was an Irish bar with a Scottish theme.”
To her father, it was nothing special, just a 25-
by 40-foot restaurant and bar. When asked about
the cuisine, he laughed acerisively. “You say
cuisine. We didn't have cuisine. We had plain
old food.”

The restaurant was on the bottom floor of a
six-story building with a freight elevator. His first
upstairs tenants were people who manufactured
radios “before it became big time,” he said.
“Those people were in the iorefront of the tech-
nology of the day.” Later, Maclnnes leased the
loft space to his neighbor, Leonard Levy, who
stored parts and merchandise there for his store,
Leonard Radio.

Levy built a thriving business that Herb Simo-
noff and his wife, the former Margaret Levy,
eventually took over in the early 1960s. In time,
the couple ooened more Leonard Radio stores
in the New York area. Yet, the circumstances of
the flagship store’s forced closing are still so
painful to Margaret that she refuses to speak
about it to this day.

Her husband burns with barely suppressed
rage nearly 40 years later. “People’s lives were
turned around for reasons not of their own do-
ing,” he said.

LOWER MANHATTAN MAKEOVER

The plans for the World Trade Center, first
hatched by Chase Manhattan Bank Chairman
David Rockefeller in 1958, rocked the enclave.
Earlier that year, Rockefeller formed the Down-
town-Lower Manhattan Association (DLMA),
comprised of the leading business figures of the
day. Its stated mission was to make over Lower
Manhattan as a world center of international
commerce, finance and maritime trade. He per-
sonally started such an initiative with the erec-
tion of the 66-story One Chase Plaza in 1956.
The grand scheme envis'oned a world trade
center on tha site of the Fulton Fish Market.

Over the next few years, the site shifted to the
Lower West Side, as it was then known, to
accommaodate the state of New Jersey. To bring
newly elected Gov. Richard J. Hughes on board
in 1961, the Port Authority of New York and New
York Gov. Nelson A. Rockefeller, David's broth-
er, struck a deal with Hughes and his predeces-

sor, Robert Meyner. The deal linked the con-

struction of the Center to the Port Authority’s
takeover of the bankrupt Hudson & Manhattan
Railroad.

In addition, container ports were built at the
Port of Newark-Elizabeth, New Jersey, sealing
the fate of New York City as an international
shipping port. That irony, compounded by the
obliteration of the existing piers by the landfill
that would be created by the construction’s ex-
cavation, seems to have been lost on everyone
at the time.

Renaming the commuter rail line the Port
Authority Trans-Hudson, or PATH, the Port Au-
thority rerouted one of its tubes into the site of
the new center. That action created the “public
purpose” that justified the eminent domain pro-
ceedings against the businesses and residents
that stood on the 564-acre site.

THE BATTLE

The Radio Row merchants steeled them-
selves for the titanic battle to come. in 1959,
they formed the Downtown West Business-
men’s Association (DWBA). Its original pur-
pose, ironically, was to promote their area as
Electronic City with the enthusiastic support of
Rockefeller's DLMA. As the site of the pro-
posed World Trade Center complex moved
across town, the association’s mission became
that of preserving Radio Row by defeating the
redevelopment plans.

Led by Oscar Nadel of Oscar’s Radio Shop at
63 Cortlandt St., the DWBA fought the condem-
nation proceedings until they exhausted all legal
avenues in July 1966. Along the way, they en-
gaged in street theater that caught the attention
of the local and national media. They carted
coffins down Cortlandt Street to demonstrate
the death of the small businessman. Their fam-
ilies demonstrated outside Gov. Rockefeller's
New York City office. In January 1964, they
traipsed up to New Hampshire to heckle Rock-
efeller as he campaigned for the Republican
presidential nomination.

Despite the legal defeats and the public indif-
ference, Nadel refused to surrender. When the

PA offered a bonus of three months’ rent to
those stores that moved out by Feb. 28, 1966,
32 business owners accepted the buyout. One
of them was the DWBA’s executive director,
Barry Ray. His Bal Tea and Coffee Shop was
unfortunately located in one of the Hudson &
Manhattan Terminal Buildings, two of the first
properties that the Port Authority took over and
demolished. “They've knocked out 32 of us, but
we still have nearly 200 left,” a defiant Nadel told
The New York Times the next day. “If they want
to evict us, let them try it.”

It was already too late. With the backing of
the courts, the governors and legislatures of
New York and New Jersey, an unaccountable
public authority, and the Manhattan commercial
interests, the World Trade Center was an ac-
complished fact. The demolitions started on
March 26, 1966. By then, the remnants of Radio
Row had been dispersed so
successfully that the Port Au-
thority could justifiably claim that
a new Radio Row was develop-
ing on West 45" Street.

Over 300 businesses, em-
ploying 30,000 people and di-
rectly providing the livelihood
for as many as 120,000 more,
were destroyed.

“They never had a chance,”
said Ronnie Nadel.

THE AFTERMATH OF THE
BATTLE

Many of the merchants
closed shop, never to reopen.
Some relocated. Others went
to work for someone else, while
others simply retired. “A lot of them passed
away from the stress,” said Macinnes.

Simonoff believes that Oscar Nade! was one of
them. “Oscar died a broken man,” he said. “There
were a lot of broken men.”

Morton Brody is one of those who had to relo-
cate. His store, Morel Electronics, stood at 185
Washington St. since 1950. “Some (merchants)
went over to Chambers Street,” he said. | ended
up on West Broadway.” There he remained until
he retired in 1982. His wife and partner, Jacque-
line, died in 1998. Now 80 and in ill health, Brody
is still bitter about the Port Authority. “They threw
out private enterprise,” he said.

Public entities replaced it. In January 1964,
receiving no interest from potential tenants, Gov.
Rockefeller announced that 33 state agencies
and departments would occupy space in the as-
yet unbuilt Trade Center.

In July 1965, the Port Authority said that 75
percent of the space in the proposed Center was
“reserved, committed or under active negotiation.”
Since 60 percent of the space was already taken
by governmental agencies, the statement really
meant that only 1.5 million of the 10 million square
feet of space - 15 percent of the total — was
actually under serious consideration.

Citing a recent program on the World Trade



Center broadcast by The History Channel, a
cable network, Brody disputed the Port Authori-
ty's assertion that it paid full compensation to
the evicted shopkeepers. “They didn't,” he said.
“They only paid for moving.” He received $3,000,
the maximum provided by the Port Authority as
a moving allowance.

Rather than start anew, Irving Jaffe simply closed
the doors of his store, East Radio, which he started
at 74 Cortlandt St. in 1933. He went to work for
another electronics retailer and never recovered
from the ordeal of losing his business. For years
afterward, “he was despondent,” said his daughter
Barbara, a New York photographer.

During the boom years of the 1950s, Maclrnes
had opened another restaurant, on Seventh Ave-
nue across from Macy’s. Having sold it in 1965,
he had to move from his original Cortlandt Street
location when the Port Authority came to evict
him in the early spring of 1967. With the custom-
ers who braved the trenches, the bulldozers and
the jackhammers to partake of his plain old food,
Maclnnes relocated to 33 Cortlandt St. that May.
“l put on a tam o'shanter, hired a bagpiper, and
led a parade of customers and opened up the
bar,” he said. Despite the auspicious opening, he
closed after a year.

Janet Webb is still angry about her father's
ordeal. “We were all getting to be about college
age,” she said of herself, her brother and her
two sisters, “and they took his livelihood away.”

Faced with that loss, he and his wife, Virginia,
went into the real estate business. They started
Terrace Realty in Forest Hills in 1968 and built it
into a successful brokerage before retiring for
good in 1985. Their daughter and son-in-law, Su-
sanna and Robert Hof, now run the brokerage.

Herbert and Margaret Simonoff closed the
last of their remaining New York-area Leonard
Radio outlets in 1990 and retired to the South.
Though still angry over the forced loss of his
original store and of Radio Row, Simonoft still
remembers the area and the era fondly.

“It was a time and a way of life that can never
happen agan,” he said.

Just as youwould connect up your radio set, | have
connected up the antenna of our amplifier to Mr.
Young's wrists. Do you hear it? [Beating]

Bill Shneck: Within a few years, people started
to regard it as the best thing since flushed-toilets.
It stanted to pick up momentum. Cortlandt Street
started to show signs of life, and all of the nuts
came out of the woodwork.

Eugene Blan: Addison Radio, Edlie Radio,
Leotone, Allied, Harrison...[fade out]

Sy Denby: My name is Sy Denby, Niagara
Radio Supply. We were one flightup on Greenwich
Street, corner of Greenwich and Contlandt. | had
the largest stock of tubes in the nation.

Irving Simon: My name is Irving Simon. The
original store was Stewart’s Radio. | was there for
25 or 26 years.

Eugene Blan: My Name is Eugene Blan. Butno
one knows me as Eugene Blan. It's “Blan the
Radio Man.”

Irving Simon: And another came, and another
came, and another came. And like a mother gives
birth the street gave birth to several hundreds of
these stores.

Radio Announcer: When yougoto yourdealer
for a demonstration of one of the new 1936 radios,
be sure to ask, “Does this set have genuine all
metal tubes?”. [Music, fade down]

Sy Denby: Saturday was the big day. This is
when everybody came down to buy parts and
information.

Bill Shneck: They came down to buy; they
came down to talk to each other; they came to get
ideas
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Sy Denby: They were building transmitters,
and receivers and radios

Irving Simon: And they had all the type of stuff
our there on the street. The street had tubes and
parts. And they were all thrown together and you
had to pick them out, looking for what you wanted,
and maybe a tube that cost a buck you could buy
there for 25 cents. You could find almost anything.

Bill Shneck: You were facilitating their
daydreams, you know, of radio. And where could
you go for radio stuff, but Cortlandt Street?

Radio Announcer: [Morse code] No. | am not
sending asecretcode. There's no secretaboutthe
RCA model Victor A108. the beautiful gleaming
mahogany cabinet styled in the regency period
makes a handsome addition to any room. Look for
the Victor A108, and you're sure you're going to
buy it.

Arnold Smith, Customer: | started going down
to that area. | was 13 years old. You couldn’t ask
them a lot of questions. In other words find what
you wanted, buy it, get out of my store there are
other people waiting. They were all surly. [laughs].
You went there almost for the adventure of being
yelled at.

Bill Shneck: A customer would come in, and
ask for something, let's say an audio transformer.
And the salesman would say, “I'm not sure I've got
it in stock, I'm going to have to go down the
basement and check.” So the guy would start to
make believe by bending his knees more and
more that he was walking down a flight of stairs.
You know, he'd make stomping sounds, turn
around and start coming up till he was full height
again, and he'd tell the customer, “Well you're
lucky, I managedto findit. It's the last one I've got.”

Sy Denby: The way we looked at it was kind of
romantic. We were in abusiness of love; every one
of us loved the things that we did

Bill Shneck: It wasn’tjust a street; it wasn't just
some buildings. It represented a way of life; it
represented upward mobility of the American spirit,
interest in technology. All of that was incorporated
into this Radio Row. You know, | could wax poetic
about it.

News Reporter: [traffic in background] This is
Tom Dunn Channel 2 news, in lower Manhattan.
When the Port of New York Authority first
announced the proposed construction of the World
Trade Center, the brochure quoted from Walt
Whitman, “High growth of iron, splendidly uprising
toward clear skies.” To the Pont Authority the
construction of the World Trade Center might
have meant growth, but to many of the 300 small
businessmen in the 13 blocks to be cleared for the
center, it meant disaster.

[opening drawer, paper shuffling]

Ed Liebling: [reads letter] All right, let me see
if 've got it. October 8, 1965. To World Trade
Center site occupants: to permit construction of
the World Trade Center the Port of Authority has




made application to acquire by condemnation the
property which you occupy.

Eugene Blan: We were told, 14 months from
now, this building is not going to be here. 14
months from now this street is going to be rubble.

Irving Simon: And that's how it started. We
said, “Well, we'd better hire an attorney and get
some public relations to work on this thing, so we
can beat these guys.”

Ed Liebling: And we felt by getting together
with everybody that we’d have a chance. Every
once in a while the underdog wins, and we're
fighters.

Irving Simon: Yeah, we'd walk up and down
the street. “Don’t let them kick us out. You all know
us so well here. Help us try to stay” and so on and
so forth.

News Reporter: Mr. Nadel, you have been
fighting fairly successtully for a goodly number of
years. How much longer can you go on?

[fades under]

Irving Simon: The news media came and took
pictures and interviewed some of the people. We
were trying to do anything that we thought would
help us.

News Report, Interviewee Oscar Nadel: We
have alongfightahead. The Port Authority has still
won a battle and they still have to win the war. And
my personal opinion is we will win the war.

Sy Denby: Everyone fought like crazy the best
way they knew how. But it was one of those
impossible things. You couldn't fight the money.
Youcouldn'tfight the power. They rode all overus.

News Reporter: The little businessmen on
Cortlandt Street have fought for two years, in and
out of court, but apparently to little avail. The Ajax
Wrecking Company of Long Island City moved in
its equipment today, and began demolition of
some of the first of 26 vacant buildings in lower
Manhattan. The construction of the 350 million
dollar World Trade Center may have taken another
significant step. This is Tom Dunn, Channel 2
News in lower Manhattan.

Sy Denby: They cleaned out Cortlandt Street
very quickly. Sidewalks were being elimnated.
Cranes were taking material out of there as quickly
as they could. My particular store was bulldozed.
Big crane with a big ball, and they just knocked the
whole building right down. Before you know it
there was a hole there. Itwas heartrending, believe
me. | try not to look back on those times, because
they were hungry times.

Irving Simon: Those that could, they moved
their shops. Some wentto Chambers Street, some
went to Canal Street, wherever you could find a
shop. Buta lotof them wentout of business neriod,
just because they were just too old.

Ed Liebling: It was a colorful area. And quite
frankly | missed the color of that when | came outhere.

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Ed Liebling: [to customer: “Yes sir...."]

The nanre of our business is Edlie Electronics,
in Levittown.

[to customer: “two twelve is right”] [cash register]

Ed Liebling: We originally came from 154
Greenwich Street, which | guess was at the base
of the left-hand corner of the World Trade Center.

As far as | know, | am the last remaining
store, retaler, that was in the Cortlandt Street
area, on Radio Row.

Bill Shneck: My father started the first radio
store on Cortlandt Street in 1921, so when they
started to build the World Trade Center, | said to
my father, who was retired by that time, | said,
“Pop, let's take a ride down to Cortlandt Street.” |
said, “This is going to be your last chance to see
the area before it's completely gone.”

So he said, “All right.”

So he put on a his normal fedora and we went
down to Cortlandt Street. And he got out of the car
and | did. He didn't say anything at first, and then
sort of took a gaze down the whole length of the
street and said, “Wow. It is totally gone.”

That was about the extent of the conversation.
| had thought it would affect him. You know,
reminiscing about“| started Radio Row, now Radio
Row is a thing of the past.” No. It was a washout.
It didn’t interest him. Hell, he acted like a New
Yorker. He took it in stride. Everything changes.
Neighborhoods come and go.

So, we went back to the car and off we went.

public, there's historical
data of interest to a much narrower, and local,
segment of the public.

I've got to admit that | hadn’t thought too much
about this until attending the funeral of a Ham
who had at one time been the chief engineer of a
local AM radio station. As usual there were a
number of other Hams present and the discus-
sion turned to the station this individual had
worked for, its history and background. We rap-
idly got into discussions like “Remember the time
the county wanted to extend the road near the
station and they tore up the underground radi-
als,” and “Remember the time the station burned
out twice in 8 months,” and on and on.

What struck us was that there was a lot of local
history that wasn’'t documented anywhere. It was
slowly (maybe not so slowly) being lost, as the
individuals who participated in the early days of
local AM radio broadcasting passed on. So a
number of us decided to undertake the project of
documenting our local history.

Although we didn't plan it that way, the end
result was a 62-page booklet chock full of pho-
tos, period advertisements, personal reminiscenc-
es and general information showing how AM
broadcasting had developed in the Syracuse,
New York, area from 1920 through the end of
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tions as early as 1929.
Talking with these folks was fascinating — they
could provide us with a lot of information, includ-
ing photographs, and with a number of interest-
ing stories of the “remember when” nature.

NEWSPAPERS

The local library maintains microfilm copies of
local newspapers back to the late 1800s. A search
of these yielded program schedules, advertise-
ments of special broadcasts, advertisements by
(now mostly defunct) radio dealers, and other
information. It was interesting to note for exam-
ple, how the newspapers would publish the pro-
gram schedules of the New York City stations in
the days before there were any local stations.

Even after there were two local stations, the
newspapers continued to publish lists of “clear
channel” stations that local listeners could tune
to for a greater variety of programming. The local
stations were only broadcasting 2 to 4 hours per
day at that time.

STATIONS

Initially, we were disappointed when we
contacted local stations with “roots” leading back
to the 1920s — not a single one responded. We
soon found out that the trick was to bypass the



station's management and go directly to the
Chief Engineer. Most of these individuals had a
keen interest in the history of their stations and
were willing and eager to provide additional
information.

TRANSMITTING SITES

Most of the original studios no longer exist but
we were surprised to find out how many of the
original transmitting sites still existed in one form
or another. The original transmitter buildings, open
wire feed lines, tuning and changeover buildings,
and towers/antennas were frequently still present
in whole or part. While getting into the buildings
was difficult without the assistance of the chief
engineer, access to the outside to take photo-
graphs and gather information was easy.

ORGANIZING THE MATERIAL

Once the information had been gathered, we
had to decide how to organize it. For want of a
better approach we divided it into several chapters:
History, Timeline, Reminiscences, and Other.

On a year-by-year basis from 1920 through
1946 we documented what was happening to the
stations, the programming, and the local commu-
nity. Copies of advertisements and schedules
from the local papers provided additional color.

A graphical timeline was prepared to show
how stations came and went during this period,
how calls changed, and how stations merged and
separated.

Based upon interviews with the early engi-
neers and technicians, several pages of personal
reminiscences for each individual were document-
ed. These were packed full of photographs of
individuals and early station hardware and many
stories of the “remember when..."” variety.

One of the stations had prepared a “25th Anni-
versary History” back in 1947, and this was in-
cluded. Several newspaper columns dealing with
the early history of AM radio were also repro-
dued. Some station advertising brochures listing
the benefit to the advertisers of the new “403 Foot
Vertical Radiator” were located.

Once the information was gathered and orga-
nized into its final format, we located a small local
print shop that would print the booklet and bind it
with a soft cover for the price of $2.25 each. At
this level the price was low enough that many

local Hams decided to underwrite the printing of
several hundred copies. These copies were dis-
tributed gratis to local radio cluts who then sold
them to their members for a naminal price with
the profits going into the clubs’ t-easuries.

Copies were also provided to local historical
organizations and libraries. The early engineers
and technicians who provided much information
were given as many copies as they wanted for
distribution to their friends, families (children,
grandchilcren, great-grandchildren).

Clearly the results of this effort aren’t going to
win a Pultzer Prize. Bul at the same time, this
project served to document a lot of the early
history of local AM broadcasting that was rapidly
disappearing. But the best part about this effort
was that it was fun! The stories relaed by early
engineers and technicians were fascinating, the
early sites were fun to visit, and it was interesting
to see how the local AM broadcasting scene had
been shaped by events as far back as 70 years
ago.

If your club or organizatioy is looking for
something to do, you might consider a similar
project for your local community. Trust me, it's
not that hard!

A Zenith 6D311 Restoration

BY BILL HULBERT

Faced with a cabinet refinishing problem, you may
well profit from Bill Hulbert's experience. (Editor)

“Why did you buy that piece of junk?" my friend
asked, as we left an antique shop. He was talking
about a heavily painted Zenith 6D311 | had just
bought.

| said, “Well, it's a Zenith, prewar, and Art Deco
design.” But, it really was a mess with at least
three coats of paint! Figure 1 shows the “before”
condition of the cabinet, whichis molded Bakelite.

It sat in my workshop for a couple of years;
then, one day, | started working on it. After | had
replaced paper capacitors, filter capacitors, one
resistor, and a noisy tube, in 45 minutes it was
playing. So much for the easy stuff. Now, how do
I remove all that paint?

| took the cabinet down to the local hardware
store and asked about a paint stripper that would
not hurt the Bakelite cabinet. After calling their
factory reps., they said they couldn't help me and
knew of nothing that would work.

Now, | have a friend, Matt Shamey, who works
in an auto body shop. He has helped me out on
several restoration projects and | have helped
him out on a few auto electrical problems. He
took one look at it and gave me two cans of
flexible bumper paint stripper. | went home and
tried it. It stripped the paint, but what a gooey
mess! It took both cans, but it worked.

Once the cabinet was stripped, | found that it
was badly scratched up. | felt sick. | took it back to
Matt to see if he could paint it, but he asked me if |
would still like it original. | said yes. This time he
gave me sand paper — 1,000 grit and 1,500 grit. He
told me to wet-sand the set first with 1,000 grit and
then 1,500. After that | was to bring it back to him.

When | finished sanding, | took it back to Matt.
He used a buffing wheel and polishing compound.

Figure 1. The “as found” cabinet seems to offer little hope.
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I then cleaned it up and waxed it. The results
were unbelievable. Figures 2 and 3 show the
results and offer encouragement to owners of
basket-case cabinets.

So, in shon, if you run into a radio restoration
problem, the answer may be in the automotive
field. Now when | play and look at my Zenith
6D311, | fnd it hard to believe it was once “that
piece of junk.”

Zettlemoyer Auction
Wernersville, Penn. — January 19, 2002

The Zettlemoyer Auction Co.
advertised an on-site auction for
Saturday January 19, 2002, in
Wernersville, Pennsylvania,
where a large stock of better than
average radio equipment would
be sold off. Although other items
would be sold at the auction, the
time for the radio goods was
scheduled for 11:30 a.m., and an
abbreviated list of radios was
available on the company web
site. A more complete listing was
available the morning of the auc-
tion although the items were sold in random order.

Although a major snowstorm was predicted by
midday Saturday, a substantial crowd showed up
by the 10 a.m. starting time. Snow actually started
at about 11 am. and continued throughout the
day, but radio buyers were not deterred and bid-
ding was lively right to the end of the radios at
about 3 p.m. The radio portion was interrupted
several times to dispose of other items that had
been advertised at specific times.

Although the auction was indoors, there was
no room for seating, so bidders had to stand for
the entire time. The auctioneer gave a good de-
scription of the items as they were sold and no
bids were missed that | could observe.

Some of the goods were quite dirty, although
the condition was generally good or better. The
paper items, of which there were many, were not
well segregated and the auctioneer attempted to
sort them out as he offered them. This process
sometimes did not work too well and delayed the
proceedings. Since some of the items presented
were in the “seldom seen” category, this was an
auction not to be missed by the serious collector.

A warning: Auction prices are not current values.
Our selection of auction items is not necessarily
complete. A listing such as this cannot adequately
include the condition of cabinets, chassis, trans-
formers, tubes, the operating status of the set, and
the inclusion of incorrect, restored or replica com-
ponents, etc. Auction prices are the result of the
excitement of the auction process, the skif! of the
auctioneer and the specific interests of the partici-
pants. Nevertheless, auction prices serve as use-
ful references and as another element in the value
determining process. The possibility of error al-
ways exists, and if we are nolified, corrections will
be reported.
