John seems to
have a great time wherever he goes, if the theme is
radio. And his tattoo is certainly a badge of radio
jedication.

Shows and contests are among the most enjoyable
forms of entertainment for collectors. The Puget Sound
Antique Radio Association has a system of giving all
members ballots to vote for choices rather than have
judges do it.

Whenever foreign sets are displayed among Amer-
ican sets, as in Photo Review this month, they always
jump out as striking. The British Marconiphone “Baby”
crystal set is a good example. On the American side,
the Fada 196A is an unusual example of a phonograph
panel receiver.

WITH THE COLLECTORS

Radio Time Tunnel — “My Favorite Room”

The following story grew out
ofan English course assignment
that asked for a description of a
favorite room. Karen Pamula
obviously had such a room ready
made, and much to our plea-
sure, it is filled with radios and
radio-related items. (Editor)

In the year 19686, a television
show called The Time Tunnel
premiered. In this series, two
men entered a psychedelic tun-
nel and were hurtled into the
past where they encountered dif-
ferent historical events and di-
sasters. | was ten years old at
the time and each week | waited
anxiously for my favorite TV
show to come on. The Time Tun-
nel sparked my imagination and
history became a new horizon
for me to explore.

In the same way that The Time Tunnel took me
back in time, there is a room in my house that
satisfies my craving for historical ventures. As |
walk along the second floor hallway of my house
the allure of “The Room” grows more powerful with
each step | take. The passageway appears to
stretch infinitely as | approach the stairs leading to
the third floor. My heart is pounding with anticipa-
tion as | ascend the stairs, and | can feel the
present time period slowly slipping away. When |

enter “The Room,” all vestiges of
today disappear, and | am envel-
oped in a different era.

| feel younger and joyful, even
elated to be in my favorite room
once again. Since it is almost
evening, the objects in this room
appear as shadowy shapes. In-
stinctively, | look for a source of
light, and | espy the tall, slender
lamp standing in the center of the
room. The lampshade is made of
six mottled plastic panels that are
laced together, and the lamp's
fourlegs are curled beneath each
other. | turn on the switch at the
top and immediately the room is
illuminated in a soft golden glow
of light.

covers of these games display chil-
dren. See Figure 2. Most of the
games appear to be board games,
although there are some quiz games,
as well as some bingo games. There
is a metal ring game and a marble
shot game. Nestled among the
games is a small wooden doghouse
with a tiny plastic bulldog sticking his
nose out as if to investigate my pres-
ence. See Figure 3.

Against the wall opposite me
stand several metal racks on
which are stored large wooden
boxes with shiny black fronts.
These don't appear to be games,
for they all have dials and knobs
of varying sizes on the front of
them. Several of these boxes
exhibit ribbons that boast of first
or second place or best of show.
The rack in the center, shown in
Figure 4, contains several long
wooden slabs on which are
mounted dials and coils and
metal canisters with golden and
rainbow-hued vacuum tubes
sticking up from them.

To my left, | notice a large
display case showing off its trea-
sures. See Figure 5. There are
colorful metal and plastic banks,
decks of cards designed with
lightning bolts shooting across
their covers, toothpick and matchstick holders
shaped like dogs listening with their heads tilted
to one side; salt and pepper shakers that are
miniatures of the wooden boxes with dials on
them; Art Deco perfume bottles still cradling their
fragrances; army figurines in assorted positions;
and cardboard candy containers minus their de-
lectable sweets.

Behind me, atop the stair banister, are the horn
speakers. Tall and graceful, they
stand at attention ready to emit
period music when duty calis. See
Figure 6. One of them is golden
brass while the others are black
metal. There is one speaker
made of wood with tulip-shaped
petals. Most of the speakers
stand almost three feet tall, al-
though there are a few that are
smaller and measure only about
one foot. One of the speakers is
made of cardboard and has an
exquisite sailing ship painted on
its face.

Next to the speakers are sever-
al advertising posters. One of them
depicts two nymph-like forms danc-
ing in the woods. See Figure 7
Another is a foldout poster, which
is five feet wide and displays a
parade of people marching behind
a lady dressed in a white flapper

dress and carrying a banner. See Figure 8. On the
wall hangs a chalk drawing of Charlie McCarthy look-
ing down on a miniature figure of himself sitting on a
white plastic box. See Figure 9.

| have come about full circle now, and | realize
that every item in this room vaunts the same theme,
which is radio. Every item points to the same time
period, which is the 1920s when radio transformed
every household. Back then, children were intro-
duced to radio through games played to imitate the
adults using this brand new invention.

The wooden boxes in this room are antique
radios. Each radio holds a small piece of history,
as the names that are embedded on their fronts
will attest: Western Electric, Colin B. Kennedy,
DeForest, Federal, Grebe, Marconi, Atwater Kent,

and Crosley. As for the larger than life dog guard-
ing the entrance to “The Room,” his name is
Nipper, the very same Nipper that RCA adopted
as its mascot.

I was born long after this era and while most of
the objects in this room would be unfamiliar to
many people today, | feel quite comfortable in
their company. They speak to me of an age that
was slower paced, yet filled with excitement and
promise as radio swept the world. Nothing seems
impossible, and I am loath to leave this room and
return to the problems and hassles of today.

The radio in question was a Bremer-Tully, amake
that | wasn't all that familiar with. From a mechanical
standpoint it looked to be in pretty good shape:
speaker grill cloth torn, a few “dings” on the cabinet,
back panel missing, and a few chips in the veneer.
The price was right at $30, so | bought it.

After getting it home and checking it out, |
incovered a few electrical problems. The insula-

tion on the line cord was cracking off, the tuning
capacitor shorted out over part of its rotation, and
the volume control was erratic. The filter capaci-
tors in the power supply were paper units and still
in good condition, and the other electrical parts
were functional.

A little research showed that the set was a
Bremer-Tully Model 6-41, which sold for $190 in
1928. Tnere was also a Model 6-40, which was a
tabletop set. Alan Douglas presents a good over-
view of Bremer-Tully and its product line on pag-
es 90-95 of his book Radio Manufacturers of the
1920’s - Volume 1.

CIRCUITRY

From an electrical design standpoint, the circuitry
is pretty simple, as shown in Figure 1. With filament
voltages of 1.5, 2.5 and 5.0 volts, and three different
B+ voltages, the power supply has to provide a
number of outputs. There's an untuned RF amplifier
stage, two tuned RF amplifier stages, a detector, AF
amplifier and output stage. With that kind of RF
circuitry, you'd expect good sensitivity but not great
selectivity, and that's just what the set demonstrated.

The volume control is simply a rheostat that shorts
out the secondary of one of the IF transformers.
Also, with a single-ended 171-A output, you'll get
less than a watt of audio output, but the set’s tone
quality was surprisingly good. We'll see why ina bit.

CONSTRUCTION

Bremer-Tully had a reputation for good con-
struction quality, and this set shows that. The set
is well laid out and nicely built. The shorting

problem with the tuning capacitor was due to the
fact that the three stator sections mount to fiber
panels, which, slightly deformed with age, al-
lowed the rotor and stator plates to come into
contact. But Bremer-Tully designed its tuning ca-
pacitor with three individual rotor sections that
lock to a common shaft with set screws. So loos-
ening the set screws allowed the rotor sections to
be adjusted to eliminate the shorting problem.

Figure 2 shows how the set is constructed with
two separate chassis — one for the radio and one
for the power supply. Both chassis mount to a
base panel, which slides into the cabinet and
locks in place with two screws. The chassis are
painted a light shade of purple — don't ask why.
The paint was applied after the chassis were
assembled, as there are several hard-to-reach
areas that were left unpainted.

Restoration of the cabinet included stripping
the original finish, repairing the veneer in a few
areas, fabricating a back cover, replacing the grill
cloth, and refinishing the cabinet. Figure 3 shows
the completed unit. Remember that this was a
late 1920s radio, and the upper end of the tuning
range is 1520 Kc. Figure 4 shows a closeup of the
simple, but rather elegant control panel.

LOUDSPEAKER DESIGN

Figure 5 shows a back view of the cabinet with
the cover removed. Ordinarily one would expect to
see a loudspeaker in the space beneath the radio
chassis, but, in this case, what is seen is a wooden
enclosure, about 8" square and 6" deep. As shown
in Figure 6, this enclosure contains an 8" Peerless
speaker, an electrical network in the lower right-

hand corner, and a removable back consisting of a
1" thick pad of dense fiber (probably horsehair).
Why the network and the fiber back? Let's digress
into loudspeaker design for a moment.

Early radios used horn-type speakers. Because
of the size of these units, they began to be re-
placed with cone-type speakers in the late 1920s.
But the early cone-type speakers differed from
today's speakers that use a voice coil to drive the
cone. Early cone-type speakers had a coil of wire
that induced a varying magnetic field in an iron
vane. The iron vane was in the field of a perma-
nent magnet and thus would vibrate in step with
the applied signal. The movement of the iron

vane was coupled to the speaker’s cone tnrough
a stiff piece of wire.

Compared to today's speakers, these early
units were much higher in impedance. Typically
the coils had a DC resistance of from several
hundred to several thousand ohms. Their low
frequency response was also poorer. The limit of
a speaker’s low frequency response is set by the
frequency at which the mass of its cone and the
stiffness of its suspension are mechanically reso-
nant. These early speakers typically had a low
frequency limit of several hundred Hz — com-
pared to 20-40 Hz for today's speakers.

So the Bremer-Tully's designers were faced
with the dual problems of fairly low audio power to
drive the loudspeaker, and the poor low frequen-
cy response of the speaker. Thus, the network
and the fiber back.

The purpose of the fiber back on the speaker
enclosure is to allow low frequencies to pass from
the speaker enclosure into the radio’'s cabinet
while absorbing or attenuating the high frequen-
cies. The effect of this is to improve the speaker’'s
efficiency at low frequencies.

ELECTRICAL NETWORK

Examining the electrical network in the speak-
er enclosure, we found a pi-network, low pass
filter consisting of a single iron-
core inductor and two paper ca-
pacitors. The network is a clas- ™[ )
sic low-pass filter (see Figure 7). =
Thus, the Bremer-Tully’s design- !
efs chose a quality speaker to e
begin with, added features to
improve its low frequency re-
sponse, and an electrical net-
work to attenuate some of the
higher frequencies.

driving coil. The impedance rises with frequency,
showing a “wiggle” (see Figure ), around 200 Hz
which represents the mechanical resonance of
the speaker’s suspension. The impedance con-
tinues to -ise, peaking at about 14,000 ohms at
600 Hz and then beginning to fall

While an impedance range of 4,000 ohms to
14,000 ohms looks like a lot, it really iepresents
about a 2 to 1 swing from a mean valus, and one
into whicn the radio could deliver power. This
gives the Bremer-Tully a frequency response of
from 200 Hz to about 5 kHz — not great by
today’s standards, but one that produced a very
nice-sourding radio in the late 1920s with a min-
imum of parts!

Marconi Model 55 — Bonzo’s Radio?

BY JOSEPH JACKSON

It's always good when an article or cover cap-
lures the eye of a reader enough to pursue the
topic further. Joseph Jackson makes an interesting
connection between the Bonzo postcard radio on
our June 2002 cover and his Marconi 55. (Editor)

The Bonzo postcard featured on the cover of
the June 2002 edition of ARC and shown in
Figure 1 illustrated a radio that looked quite famil-
iar to me. It is surprisingly similar to the British
Marconi Model 55 that | acquired at a local flea
market last year. See Figure 2. Although my radio
has thumbwheels rather than knobs, it does have
a Lazy Susan attached to the bottom for position-
ing the loop antenna built internally into the back
cover. See Figure 3. It also has a built-in speaker
with a central adjustment knob. Both features are
shown in the postcard illustration. Perhaps the
radio on the postcard was the artist George Stud-
dy’s stylized version of the Marconi.

THE MARCONI MODEL 55

The Marconi Model 55 is the only British radio
in my collection, and the layout and tube lineup
are somewhat unfamiliar to me. it has a comple-
ment of 5 tubes including one of each of the
following: a P215, an L210, and a HL 2/C. There
are two HL 210 tubes. Figure 4 shows the Marco-

ni 55 with the back cover open showing the tube
layout and the instruction chart in the lid. This
instruction and calibration chart is shown in a
close-up in Figure 5.

On the instruction and calibration chart inserted
inside the back cover, the B battery is labeled a “high
tension battery” and supplied +96 and +108 volts.
The grid bias battery had voltages of 1'%, 4% and 7'
volts. Then, there is the low tension accumulator,
which supplied the filament voltage.

interposed between the tuning thumbwheel
on the left and the volume thumbwheel on the
right, there is a 3-position switch, for long-wave

A U.S. Coast Guard Transmitter

BY ALTON A. DUBOIS, JR.

In describing how he acquired more informa-
tion about his U.S. Coast Guard transmitter, Alton
DuBois shares a valuable lesson — it pays to
ask. (Editor)

Several years ago, | acquired from an antique
shop a receiver and a transmitter that had no
labels. Nevertheless, the knobs and the meters
attracted my attention, and the price was reason-
able.  had never seen a set like it before. When |
gotit home and opened it up, | found a U.S. Coast
Guard label inside.

| placed an ad in the OTB and
talked with Editor Ken Owens about
it. He put some descriptions in his
column and rcommended that |
contact the Coast Guard Museum
in New London, Connecticut. The
staff there needed part numbers,
so they had no information for me.
They suggested the U.S. Signal
Corps and the U.S. Army History
Museum as possible sources —
still no information.

Sometime later, | got a phone
call from Bill Holly of Kittery,
Maine, who said that he had an
identical transmitter that some-
one had butchered by removing
coils and some parts. He sent me
data with photographs that
showed the units were made by
General Electric in Schenectady,
New York, in 1932 for the Coast
Guard. General Electric built it as
their Type RT-80A, and the Coast
Guard designated it as a Model
T-22 and CGR-22. The separate
receiver and transmitter are part
of a transportable radio station. It
included a carrying case for the
sets and the spare tubes, and a
dynamotor to operate the trans-
mitter from a 6-volt battery. The
station came equipped with a typ-
ical antenna and ground appar-
tus, as well as a battery box for
the receiver.

See what happens when you
put the word out to the radio-
collecting community?

MORE ABOUT THE TRANSMITTER

When | got the equipment from the antique
dealer, it contained the following tubes: a Type
112-A in the oscillator section, a Type 301-A in
the final amplifier, and a pair of Type 201-As in
the modulator.

This transmitter, shown in Figures 1 and 2, is
simply a master oscillator and power amplifier
(MOPA) arrangement that can be adjusted for
various frequencies but has only five watts out-
put. It is set up for operation using a key or
microphone. The Type 301-A was burned out
and dead. | don't think that the 301-A could stand
the wattage, and therefore, it wasn't the correct
tube type for the final. The pictures supplied by
John Anderson indicate that all the tubes are
Type 112-As.

| traced out the circuits and drew schematics
for the receiver and transmitter. What a job! All
the wires are solid conductor, rubber insulated
with black cloth covering, and then bundled and
laced. In tight areas, some parts had to be lifted
aut to get at contacts and tie-downs.

THE RECEIVER

Like the transmitter, the receiver, shown in
Figures 3and 4, is rather simple. It uses two Type
32 and one Type 30 tubes as an untuned RF
stage, regenerative detector and audio output. As
a 2-band receiver it covers 2.4 to 4.1 MHz. The
complete T-22 system with all of its components
is shown in Figure 5.
