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EDITOR’'S COMMENTS

The establishment of a new museum is reason for
celebration among radio collectors. This is especially
true of one with the potential of the American Museum
of Radio in Bellingham, Washington, described by T.J.
Granack in our lead article. Often groups have the
impetus to found a museum but are unable to find a
facility to house it. In this new 23,000 square foot
space, John Jenkins has joined forces with Jonathan
Winter, who established a smaller museum in 1985,
after years of opening his collection to the public in
various locales. Now the two entrepreneurs have com-
bined their collections and have created interactive
exhibits, many of which are already open to the public.

As we all know, such an enterprise is not a building
alone. It requires support personnel, program continu-
ity, constant attention to detail, and, of course, funding.
We also know the kinds of difficuities that can arise,
such as those we've described in past articles about
the Perham Foundation's long struggle to find proper
space. A new chapter, which we will coverin AR.C., is
beginning for Perham, but its history is a sobering
exampie of what it takes to keep a collection together.

However, the American Museum seems poised to
meet the challenge of a five million dollar fund-raiser to
make this amazing collection accessible to the world in
a permanent location. We wish them well and urge all
serious collectors to support their efforts.

The American Museum joins a number of other
sizable radio museums in the country. Attendance at
such institutions is testimony to the fact that hands-on
interest in radio and its history is unwavering.

Similarly, attendance at radio events of almost any
kind remains high, such as at the recent Marconi
wireless centennial celebration at Wellfleet, Mass. Dave
Crocker reports that, even in the dead of this harsh
New England winter, the crowds gathered on Cape
Cod, along with Marconi's daughter, to commemorate
his transmittal of the first complete message across
the Atlantic. Even the flu bug didn't keep a radiophile
like Dave away.

Speaking of the Atlantic, Bill Moore reports on his
jump across the pond to the fall Harpendon, England,
meet. There too he found a crowd engaged in brisk
sales and in-depth conversation.

All of the above attests to a message that we get
over and over — collectors like to meet one-on-one.
The recent Radio XXXV here in Westford, Massachu-
setts, attracted a record number of vendors and again
drew a crowd of around 800 attendees. The Internet
simply can't substitute for that kind of interest, excite-
ment, and camaraderie.

Another example of serious interaction among col-
lectors is the Military Collectors Group, which meets
every spring in California. Their primary purpose is to
turn their equipment on and actually experience using
it as it was once used. Hank Brown's report is illustrat-
ed with his own and Tony Lissona's very good photos.

Richard Amold's tales of search-and-find old radios
seem to indicate that he often has his own “special
events.” His Philco 49-503 has “special meaning to
him,” and isn't that the way it should be?

One of Girard Faassen's eye-catching posters ap-
pears in Photo Review, not paired with the radio as in
his recent article. Other items of interest run the gamut
from an early crystal set and a home-brew amplifier to
atransistorized turtle. Radio Miscellanea includes a bit
of cheer for the winter doldrums with some amusing
anecdotes, kudos, and Irish greetings.

E-mail Issues. As we all know, e-mail affords us
many advantages. If you seek information, we can
answer very quickly; if we need a photo fast, we can
have it digitally within an hour or two. In particular, an
ad by e-mail is more apt to be error-free beause it is
typed. Better iegibility means a better chance of ap-
pearing correctly in the magazine.

However, as with regular mail, things do go wrong.
We ask you to be aware of the following pitfalls: 1) the
capacity of an e-mail box has limits. It can become
filled very rapidly. 2) To use your information, we need
your full name and postal address because we may
have more than one person with your name. 3) E-mail
too can be lost. If you get your message retumed, send
it again. By then, the problem will more than likely be
solved. We send a confirmation for all ads. If you do not
get a confirmation by the end of the next business day,
contact us. 4 Include the text of your ad in the body of
the e-mail, not as an attachment.

The American Museum of Radio
Where Discovery Sparks Imagination

Eleven logically connected
galleries in a 23,000 square foot
facility, all dedicated to the pres-
ervation and interpretation of
electrical apparatus, radio and
its history is an exciting prospect
for collectors of antique radios.
The project is well underway and
already open to the public. We
encourage readers to follow its
development via the American
Museum of Radio Web site and
perhaps contribute to the cause.

Al Jones has one of the larg-
est private tube collections in the
world, and after bringing togeth-
er over 6,000 rare and unique
vacuum tubes, he felt it was time
to secure a more permanent
home for his priceless collec-
tion.

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American Museum of Radio dispiays one of the
finest, most complete collections of radios and
early electrical scientific apparatus in the world.
There are literally thousands of
artifacts from the dawn of the
electrical age (1600) through
the invention of radio and the
culmination of broadcasting's
golden era (1950), all seamless-
ly displayed. By the time reno-
vations are complete, the muse-
um will fill over 23,000 square
feet with educational and inter-
active exhibits, which will fasci-
nate serious collectors, as well
as the general public.

DEVELOPMENT AND PHI-
LOSOPHY

“We could have waited until
we had all the money and the
building completely renovated, all
the displays finished, everything
perfectly placed and ready to
demonstrate and present,” said
John Jenkins, retired Microsoft
executive and museum chair-
man. “But, because we have this
incredible collection we made a conscious deci-
sion to go ahead and open the doors now, devel-
op a portion of the space, get the bulk of the
collection out on shelves and begin to create
some exhibits and interactive displays. This al-
lows people to come in and see a world-class
collection and at the same time give us feedback
so we can see what works and what doesn't. It's
an invaluable opportunity for leaming during a
period of time when we're raising money.*

A basic principle govemns the design of every
exhibit: “At most museumns the focus is on the
collection,” said Jenkins, “Lots of shelves, lots of
radios, and lots of little white cards with model
numbers. In this museum, the focus will be on the
visitor. We want to create an exciting and inter-
esting experience. We want every exhibit to invite
the visitor to actually participate and experience
the wonders of radio and scientific discovery.”

AMERTCAT

Visitors can sit in a life-size 1930s living room and
tune in to a variety of classic radio programs on a
vintage radio. “We want every exhibit to encour-
age people to touch and even
operate many items in the col-
lection,” Jenkins said.

When the museum is com-
plete, visitors will be able to send
Morse code to someone in an-
other part of the Museum; tum
the crank on an early static elec-
tricity machine and store the
spark in an ancient Leyden jar;
even stand before a full-scale
diorama with an original rare
Marconi wireless set accurately
reproducing the actual radio
room on the Titanic. Visitors will
hear the riveting sounds of the
spark transmitter's haunting call
for help.

“These pieces are so much
more engaging when you can
actually participate in their oper-
ation,” said Jenkins.

This is exactly how Jenkins
first fell in love with radio. When
he was thirteen he found an old
Radiola 60 in his grandparents’ basement and,
after a while, got it working. “I'll never forget the
feeling | had when | heard music come out of that
thing! Little did | know I'd be hooked forever.”

The Radiola 60 was the first piece in Jenkins’
collection, which is combined in the museum with
that of cocurator, Jonathan Winter. The com-
bined collection now includes more than 800 rare
1920s radios, tubes, and early electrical appara-
tus. It also includes rare books and publications
beginning in the year 1600 with William Gilbert's
De Magnete, the first book written on the phe-
nomena of electricity and magnetism and consid-
ered one of the greatest works in the history of
scientific discovery. Eleven galleries spanning six
historical periods will tell the tale of exploration,
discovery and scientific achievement.

“We know of no other muse-
um in the world that starts off
with the very earliest investiga-
tions into electricity and follows
the thread all the way to the in-
vention of the radio and its gold-
en age,” says Winter, who be-
gan collecting vintage radios al-
most 50 years ago.

The coliection is so large and
varied that it's difficult to know
where to begin. In addition to a
wonderful collection of 18™ and
19% century electrostatic appa-
ratus, the museum is filled with
hundreds of crystal sets, battery
and AC sets, and horn and cone
speakers of every type, includ-
ing the extraordinary Sarnoff
speaker — hand-made in Czech-

oslovakia for David Sarnoff. Visitors can examine
numerous and rare early Marconi apparatus, in-
cluding a Marconi multiple tuner and magnetic
detector, or see the devices that inspired Marconi
and others. There is an entire collection of unique
prewireless era “Hertzian wave” devices.

A stunning collection of exceptional Europe-
an radios from the 1920s dominates an entire
wall. There’s a variety of Crookes and Geissler
tubes, a fully operational Visionola, the only
known Collins Wireless Telephone (1909), and
even an original 1929 RCA Theremin, which
visitors are invited to play. Included when the
new exhibits are completed will be an impres-
sive collection of 16 Atwater Kent breadboards
beginning with the first (a 1923 crystal set),

right-up to the Model 12 and including an Atwa-
ter Kent Model 5, as well as an exciting and
literally explosive 8-foot Tesla coil.
“Here you get a sense of how things developed
and evolved,” says Winter.
When completed, the museum wilt also feature
a large classroom for use in the museum'’s science
education programs, a library, radio repair shop,
classrooms, gift shop, Ham shack with FCC Club
License, authentic 1930s recording studio, and
even a fully operational FM radio station where
visitors can watch and listen as programs are
produced live and broadcast from the transmis-
sion booth. The goal is to provide the local com-

munity with interesting and entertaining program-
ming while, at the same time, reaching a wider
audience through Webcasts via the Intemet. “The
Intemet allows us to extend our exhibits beyond
the four walls of the museum,” adds Winter.

FUNDING

National support for the museum has been
impressive. Nine prominent figures of the Arts,
science, business, history and academia make up
the Museum’s national advisory board. Members
include a retired shuttle astronaut, a Dartmouth
professor, and the grandson of the father of wire-
less telegraphy, Francesco Paresce Marconi.

“The invention of radio has been compared in
significance to the introduction of the printing
press. It is very important that we preserve and
interpret this important scientific
and cultural legacy for future
generations, young and old. |
am impressed with the Ameri-
can Museum of Radio’s unique
approach to presenting this his-
tory and am delighted to be in-
volved,” says Dr. Paresce.

The museum is currently sup-
ported by a small group of local
benefactors, as well as various
state and local agencies provid-
ing grants and matching funds.
At this time the museum is in the
process of a national campaign
to raise the capital needed to
complete the planned exhibits.

“The last thing we want to do
is hoard this wonderful collec-
tion,” says Winter. We want to
make it accessible to the world.”

Anyone interested in partici-
pating in the development of this
worthy endeavor can do so in a
variety of ways, including the
Create a Legacy Project, an op-
portunity to support individual
displays and exhibits. This is a
chance to do more than collect,

———

but to become involved in what
is emerging as one of the great-
est museums of its kind any-
where in the world.

MORE INFORMATION

Even though the museum is
still in the process of major reno-
vations and fund raising, the bulk
of the collection is available to
the public now. Collectors, his-
torians, educators, anyone wish-
ing to stand in the center of radio
history is encouraged to come
to Bellingham and see the col-
lection first hand as it is today.

“The word ‘educational’
doesn’t quite capture what we're
about,” says Winter. “It's not the
facts we want people to leave
with, it's the inspiration. That
sense of discovery and how discovery is possi-
ble—there is so much yet to figure out.”

American Museum of Radio —A History

The vision that evolved into the American
Museum of Radio was born a half-century ago
in Santa Barbara, California. A young man
named Jonathan Winter was captivated by the
programs and music that came from old radi-
os. He loved tinkering with them and began to
collect as many as he could. Through the years,
he accumulated spare parts, too, along with
schematics, recordings, and old magazines and
manuals.

In 1985, he found a small space in the oldest
part of Bellingham, Washington, and began to
share his collection with other like-minded ra-
dio fans. He was a little surprised to see that a
steady stream of visitors found their way to
this new “museum.” Without any formal pub-
licity, word-of-mouth brought radio buffs, hob-
byists, and collectors, as well as older folks
whose memories of the past were rekindled by
a glimpse of a radio from their childhood, and
schoolchildren of today, some in search of in-
formation for science. Real publicity arrived
soon after, as the museum was featured in
ABC television’s An American Moment, nar-
rated by James Earl Jones.

Jonathan soon had to find a slightly larger
space and then another, as the collection grew
and the number of visitors increased. Over the
years, the Bellingham Antique Radio Museum
functioned as a gathering place in the commu-
nity, almost as if it were a radio shop of the
1930s. But it sold nothing. Instead, visitors
were offered a unique, hands-on opportunity
to visit an earlier time. They could handle
vintage radios and actually experience the won-
der of broadcast and entertainment technology

from the early 20th Century.

This was all made official in 1998 with the
establishment of the Bellingham Antique Ra-
dio Museum as a nonprofit organization un-
der Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue
Service Code. Jonathan Winter’s collection of
more than 800 rare radios from the 1920s
formed the foundation of the museum’s collec-
tion. He became president and curator; an
active and committed Board of Directors was
assembled; and planning for the future began
in earnest.

In 1995, another devotee of early radio dis-
covered the Bellingham Antique Radio Muse-
um. John Jenkins, struck in his youth by the
same spark as Jonathan Winter, had become
an avid collector of vintage radios, related
scientific apparatus, and rare books and manu-
scripts about early investigations into the phe-
nomenon of electricity. His collecting and his
involvement with the museum garnered his
full attention when he retired as general man-
ager of worldwide sales and marketing for the
Microsoft Corporation in February of 2001.
He became vice president and cocurator of the
Bellingham Antique Radio Museum, working
side-by-side with Jonathan Winter.

It was the generosity of John Jenkins and
his commitment to the museum’s mission
that made possible its expansion into more
spacious quarters in June of 2001. The Bell-
ingham Antique Radio Museum has become
the American Museum of Radio, launched
into its new space with a new name to reflect
its distinctive mission. Today John Jenkins
serves as cocurator and chairman of the Board
of Directors for the American Museum of
Radio, while Jonathan Winter continues as
president.

The American Museum of Radio is a power-
house of educational possibilities, a place
where visitors can take a journey back in
time, and electrify their imaginations.

THE MARCONI WIRELESS STATION
AT WELLFLEET — 100 YEARS LATER

BY DAVE CROCKER

The “Wizard of the Waves” certainly wouldn't
have been surprised at the cellphones in evi-
dence among the celebrants of the centennial of
his complete message from Wellfleet, Mass., to
England in 1903. As his daughter who attended
said, “He foresaw all this.” We continue to marvel
at his accomplishment. (Editor)

One of the nice things about living on Cape
Cod is that we have a major milestone of radio
history right here in our own “back yard.” Such is
the case of the Marconi Wireless Station (or what's
left of it), at South Wellfleet, Massachusetts.

History notes that on December 12, 1901, at his
receiving station in St. Johns, Newfoundland, Gugliel-
mo Marconi received the letter “S” transmitted from

Poldhu, England. The Atlantic had
been bridged. Later, in the summer
of 1902, he sent and received mes-
sages from ship-to-shore (250 miles),
at another, smaller station on Nan-
tucket. But, Marconi's goal was to
send and receive complete wireless
messages across the Atlantic Ocean.
South Wellfleet is where he planned
to make it happen.

South Wellfleet is half-way up
the outer arm of Cape Cod. Onits
sand dunes he constructed an
antenna array consisting of 20
ship masts, each 150 feet high, in
a circular pattem. Because this
structure was blown down in No-
vember of 1902, Marconi changed
the design to four wooden tow-
ers, each 210 feet tall. These he
built high upon the cliffs overlook-
ing the Atlantic, a truly spectacu-
lar setting. However, this setting
itself would be the station’s down-
fall, for the sand cliffs are con-
stantly eroded by the high winds,
which eventually took their toll on
the antenna towers.

Presently, the very edge of
the sand ciiff has eroded to more
than halfway under the place
where the central transmitting
house was originally located.
Erosion continues to advance
further inland every day. All that
remains now are two 10-foot sec-
tions of wooden tower beams
bolted to concrete slabs, as well
as a smaller brick segment of
wall. Nearby is a Marconi visi-
tor's center with a path leading
to the very site. At the end of this
path is a pavilion, a small, open-
sided structure with a roof, un-
der which there is a scale model
of the 1903 wireless station en-
closed in a glass case. No sig-
nals emanate from here now,
only the peaceful sound of wind
and waves below the cliffs. But
what a historic spot!

For it was here that Marconi
successfully sent, on January 18,
1903, a greeting from President
Theodore Roosevelt to King Ed-
ward Vil of England. And, in re-
ply, the king reciprocated “in the
name of the people of the British
Empire.” Marconi had finally
achieved his goal, and the world
applauded.

100 YEARS LATER
To celebrate this event, the
South Wellfleet site, quite bar-
ren in winter, became alive with

activities, including exhibits of Marconi equip-
ment and demonstrations, commemorative postal
stamp cancellations on site, and even a visit and
dedication speech by Marconi’s daughter, Prin-
cess Elettra Marconi, whom | met. Later, the
Princess attended a dinner/reception which in-
cluded state and local dignitaries, authors of
wireless-related books and National Park Ser-
vice people. The Marconi Radio Club and the
Marconi Cape Cod Memorial Radio Club operat-
ed a Special Event Amateur Radio station
KM1CC, from the former Coast Guard Station in
nearby Eastham, Massachusetts during the pe-
riod of January 11 to 19, 2003. On January 18,
Princess Marconi sent greetings to the Interna-
tional Space Station via the Amateur Radio sta-

tion. A great time honoring a great man.

All is quiet again now at the cliffs, just a few
visitors braving the winter snows and cold, but if
you visit the Cape, make it a point to discover
Marconi Beach. Over the sound of waves and
wind you will stand in awe at what occurred here
100 years ago!

The week of events commemorating the
achievement of Guglielmo Marconi here 100
years ago should make us grateful that he
did it then —not just because we have en-
joyed a century of benefits, but because it is
unlikely he could do it on Cape Cod today.

For starters, the National Seashore would
be off limits. Next, because what he erected
was a wireless communications tower that
exceeded 35 feet in height, he would need to
pass muster with the Cape Cod Commis-
sion, which would give him much grief on
the visual impact of his poles-and-wires con-
traption.

Abutters at an inland site would com-

plain about the effect on property values;
the yachting set would complain that it
would ruin the view of the coast from the
sea; the birders would raise alarms about
migratory birds flying into the wires; and all
kinds of dire threats would be ascribed to
the radio waves being attracted from across
the ocean and being emitted locally.

As for the possibility that the Wright
brothers could invent flying on Cape Cod
today — forgedaboudit.

Philco 49-503
“The Flying Wedge”

Patience may be a virtue, but it is also a desir-
able trait in a radio collector. Richard Arnold's
long search finally paid off in his quest for a
special Philco radio. (Editor)

The Philco 49-503, shown in Figure 1, is a
radio that embodies the essence of the 1950s. It
has a futuristic design that went right along with
the butterfly chair, plastic turquoise colored dish-
es and tail fins on cars.

| had forgotten all about this radio until | saw it
pictured in the second edition of the Collectors
Guide to Antique Radios by Marty and Sue Bunis.
| remembered that my mother had a radio just like
it on her kitchen windowsill in our house in Brook-
field, Minois, when | was a teenager.

THE SEARCH FOR THE PHILCO 49-503

| started looking for the Philco 49-503, and
over the years, | came to realize that this model is
really hard to find. However, | did find one at a
Vintage Radio & Phonograph Society auction a
few years ago. Although it had some crack dam-
age, | still wanted it pretty badly, so | bid on it.
Only trouble was someone else wanted it even
more than | did. When we had forced the bid up to
around $75, | had to quit and let him have it. |
continued to look with no results.

| recently got my first computer and was able to
go on line and check out a lot of Web sites and
links. Looking for the elusive Philco 49-503, |
asked almost everyone that looked like a good
prospect. Still, no results. Some collectors had
them, but they were hanging on to them. it took
months of looking, and then one day, finally, |
found what | was looking for — a nice, clean,
undamaged Philco 49-503.

Only trouble was it had a black cabinet, and |
had been looking for a brown cabinet. | decided
to go for it anyway, as | figured | would probably
never find another one any time soon, especially
in such good condition. | bought it.

While trying to gather a little information for this
article, | went to our library and looked in Life
Magazine for the years 1948/49. | did not find the
49-503 advertised at all. It seems that Philco liked
its Model 49-501, now called the “Boomerang” a
lot better. It was selling in ivory color for $25.

THE “TRANSITONE”

The Philco 49-503 is a 1949 model introduced
for the 1950 market. Philco called it a “Transi-
tone.” It is an AC/DC superhet with a standard
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The Philco 49-503 — the essence of the 1950s.

broadcast band of 540 to 1620 Kc. The intermedi-
ate frequency (IF) is 455 Kc. The grille has a
1950s, modemistic looking, checkerboard design,
along with a white wedge-shaped piece of plastic
that is part of the grille area from which the term
“Flying Wedge” must have come. | found out later
that the cabinet comes in only two colors, ebony
and green, no brown. The two knobs are for on/
off volume and tuning. One big surprise | got
when | received my schematics is that there are
eight pages of information on the radio in the
Rider Volume 19.

The Philco 49-503 uses five tubes. They are as
follows: a 7A8 converter, a 14A7 \F amplifier, a
14B6 2nd detector/1st audio, a 35Z5 half-wave
rectifier, and a 50A5 audio output. It also has a
lighted dial, using a #47 bulb. It has a high-
impedance loop antenna with a provision for con-
necting an external aerial.

Well, this Philco 49-503 is mine now. | am sure
glad | was finally able to find one, and because it
has such a special meaning to me, it will have a
good home.

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MEET REPORT

Military Radio Collectors Group Annual Meet
Fort MacArthur, California — May 3-4, 2002

Though several hundred miles
from the original site, a change
of venue for MRGC's annual
meelt, proved to offer many ad-
vantages, both physical and
technical. This report reminds us
once again of the pleasures of
such a highly participatory as-
pect of radio collecting. (Editor)

The 9/11 tragedy affected
many people in many ways and
the Military Radio Collectors
Group (MRCG) was no excep-
tion. Plans for the 7th annual
MRCG meet at the usual Camp
San Luis Obispo site met with
problems due to security issues.
As a result, the decision was
made to move the meet several
hundred miles south to Fort Mac-
Arthur in the Long Beach/San
Pedro area. This site dates back
to 1914 when 14-inch guns were
used to protect the waters near
Los Angeles harbor. Fort MacArthur, named after
Lt. General Arthur MacArthur, father of General
Douglas MacArthur, is now part of the Los Ange-
les City Park System.

This meet was dedicated to the memory of Hen-
ry Engstrom, KD6KWH, a military radio collector
and historian well known on both the East and
West Coasts, who passed away about a year ago.
Henry attended the first MRCG meet and hosted
the second annual meet in Camp San Luis Obispo.

Fort MacArthur was an excellent choice for the

meet as it provided plenty of parking space, shel-
ter in tunnels and rooms, commercial power, and
many large trees to support various antennas. In
addition, the Fort is open to the public, and visi-
tors are encouraged to visit the many rooms and
historical displays.

The quiet RF noise environment at Fort Mac-
Arthur was another welcome experience for those
operating receivers and transmitters. At previous

meets held at Camp San Luis Obispo, the RF
noise was so strong that many stations were
unable to communicate effectively. However, here
in the San Pedro area just about any receiver
could hear other stations with ease.

Could this be the final conversion of the popular
“Command Set” transmitter? Tom Grove came
up with the idea and still uses several of these
transmitters on the air today.

The US Navy used the
RG-1 regenerative receiver
in the 1920s as a main com-
munications receiver. This
example is owned and op-
erated by William Donzelli
from the New York area.

The main frame of the
receiver houses an RF am-
plifier on the left side and a
regenerative detector on
the right. Both are removed
from the frame by pulling
out towards the front.

Western Electric Type
WE-215A triode tubes are
used, and the tubes are cod-
ed with a spot of white, red
or blue paint on the top tips.
Precision production of vac-
uum tubes was yet to come
in the 1920s, and the color-
coded tips indicated the proper filament voltage
to be used on a batch of tubes. A voltmeter in the
filament circuit, with color-coded bands on the
scale, was set to the proper color band with a
rheostat to match the color on the tube tips. Note
there are two filament voltmeters and two rheo-
stats mounted on the panel of the receiver.

The frequency range of this receiver was approx-
imately 1 Mc to 20 Mc with a series of plug-in coils.
RF amplifier operation was marginal at the higher
frequencies so a panel switch allowed the operator

to use the function or to bypass the circuit.

The headphone output from the receiver
could be connected to one of three circuits via a
panel-mounted switch. This acted as a volume
control with the phones on the detector output,
first audio output or second audio output stag-
es. The audio selector switch is mounted on the
lower right side of the receiver.

The RG-1 was a general purpose HF receiver
and could be found on a variety of ship and
shore station installations until about 1931.

PREMEET PREPARATIONS

This seventh meeting of the
MRCG was scheduled for Fri-
day and Saturday, May 3 and 4.
However, Thursday saw the usu-
al gathering of early arrivals set-
ting up tables and operating
equipment necessary to support
the meet.

Cables were laid on the ground
by the early arrivals on Thursday.
Several antennas were hung in
nearby trees and guyed masts
were used to support other an-
tennas. A slingshot with light fish-
ing line was employed to raise
antenna ropes over the tops of
high trees. After the antennas
were up, someone in the group
noted that slingshots were illegal

in the city of Los Angeles! Al Tipsword's HF RTTY (Radio Teletype) station operating on 28Vdc.

Several whip type antennas,
from 12 to 25 feet in length, were
in use. Power for the various stations was provid-
ed by commercial power, batteries, gasoline gen-
erators and hand-cranked generators.

An old Army AN/TIQ-2 public address system
driving several large speaker horns around the

area provided plenty of audio to announce events
and provide background music from the 1940s.
An LS-147 intercom system and T-43 Army field
telephones were used to communicate to and
from the PA desk to the other side of the Fort.

Bart Rowlett’s helio-
graph, used to send messag-
es gsome two miles distant
at the MRCG meet, is
mounted on a sturdy tripod.
On the top of the tripod is
an assembly consisting of a
mirror and sighting device
with azimuth and elevation
adjustment controls. A key
and lever assembly is used
to tip the mirror up and
down a few degrees in ac-
cordance with the Morse
code to send dots and dash-
es. Some other assemblies
used a shutter assembly,
keyed by the operator, to
block or pass reflected light.

The heliograph is
aligned or sighted towards
the distant station with
the key down or in the send
position in order to reflect
sunlight to the distant receiving station.
When the key is released or in the up posi-
tion, the mirror tips up a small amount and
the distant station does not see the reflected
sunlight. Once a link is established between
the two stations, the operators must adjust
the azimuth controls to compensate for the
travel of the sun across the sky. Generally,

the operator will adjust the controls about
once every minute of operation. A small tar-
get on the assembly assists in the operation.

Morse Code is used to send and receive
messages. The speed is usually about eight
words per minute. Messages using the helio-
graph have been sent over paths of 50 miles
or longer.

MAJOR MEET ACTIVITIES

More people began arriving Friday, and we
counted representatives from seven states and
two foreign countries. Many distant stations were
contacted up and down the coast and as far away
as Arizona and Washington state.

Al Tipsword operated an elaborate field sta-
tion, sending and receiving teletype messages,
as well as AM and SSB phone communications.
Ed Zeransky and Doug Dilley operated a com-
plete Navy TCS radio that is being donated to
LST-325 in Alabama after the meet. The LST
(Landing Ship, Tank) is being restored to World
War |l configuration.

The equipment judging contest this year was
divided into pre-1950 and post-1951 categories.
Tony Lissona and his panel of experts did a good
job awarding first, second and third place ribbons
to stations and displays. The panel of judges
awarded Blue Ribbons to Tom Horsfall for his
complete SCR-284 set, Mike Frey for an excel-
lent PRC-117 set and Ron Allison for his BC-611
and BC-1000 walkie-talkie entries.

Bart Rowlett has been collecting, operating
and restoring many types of visual signaling equip-
ment for years. His display of light and heliograph
instruments was very impressive. Bart also set up

about an hour. These stations
use the reflected sunlight from
mirrors and are keyed using the
Morse code. Bart reported that a
range of about a mile or two could
be used at night with a bright fult
moon and clear conditions.

Many favorable comments
were heard about the Saturday
moming trade and swap meet
activities. Several said this was
the best selection of equipment
and sets displayed to date. The
equipment ranged from pre-

FOREIGN COLLECTING

Harpendon, England Meet — Nov. 24, 2002

REPORTED BY BILL MOORE

Several years have passed
since | last attended the British
Vintage Wireless Society
(BVWS) meet in Harpendon and
reported on the gathering to ARC
readers. Participation was be-
low average for this fall meet,
with an absence of the usual
crowd straining to get a first look.
There were a large number of
items being displayed for sale,
but the show was hardly sold
out. However, selling seemed
to be brisk, not indicative of the
smaller crowds available to buy.
One of the best attributes of this
meet is the depth of conversa-
tion and the collectors’ commit-
ment to the historical/technical
side of collecting — purism, it
could be called. It seems to me
that the technical side of collect-
ing is emphasized here to a higher degree on
average than in the States. A new collector
finding himself immersed in one of the BVWS
meets would be pleased with many pleasant and
knowledgeable collectors willing to help.

Most BVWS swap meets have a very interna-
tional flavor. Many people from Europe and other
parts of the world are usually in attendance. The
Chunnel seems to have encouraged this mix
since it's opening. Several Americans were
present, as well as Dutch, South Africans, Ital-
ians, French and many others. There is usually
an excellent selection of radios from Britain and
the continent, with radios from other parts of the
globe appearing from time to time.

American collectors would find the auction very
familiar, mostly run-of-the-mill items — what sell-
ers had left — with a few good items interspersed.

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Seen in the main hall were these postwar British sets mixed with
prewar Philips sets.

The Internet seems to have finally impacted
collecting in the British Isles. As in the States, this
has resuilted in higher prices and fewer quality
sets in the gatherings. There were still many
good sets to buy, however — a rare Philips, many
valves (tubes), a plethora of American sets, and
others.

Unlike most American radio meets, the BVWS
meet is over very quickly. The doors to the selling
open by 10:00 a.m. sharp, and all activities are
usually over by 4:00 p.m. As always the meet was
very enjoyable, and | recommend that you attend
it, if in the area.
