WITH THE COLLECTORS

Eisemann Radios from Modular Parts
BY BOB MURRAY

Atwater Kent was known for
its use of modular subassem-
blies in its breadboard radios.
However, a lesser known com-
pany took the same approach
and failed. Bob Murray explains.
(Editor)

Excuse me if you have heard
this before, but why does one
company prosper while another
one fails? The company in ques-
tion is the Eisemann Magneto
Corporation of Brooklyn, New
York. This company was the
American sales agency for Ernst
Eisemann & Co. of Stutigart,
Germany, makers of automotive
magnetos (and not related to
Freed-Eisemann).

Eisemann Magneto entered
the radio market in the second

company presumably had a ready-made dealer
network that gave it market access. Does this
situation remind you of another contemporary
radio company?

Eisemann Magneto modules were designed
to be attached to one of several aluminum pan-
els that were available, providing shielding of the
set from the operator’s hands. The panels were
finished In black wrinkle paint. The home builder

would often be tempted to enclose the set in a
rectangular box because of the shape of the
panels.

MY EISEMANN MAGNETO RADIO

| chose to assemble this set on a breadboard,
for ease of comparison with an Atwater Kent set
of a similar age and design. The two panels
shown in Figure 1 are the larger TD-3 on the left
and the smaller A-2 on the right. These designa-
tions possibly indicate tuner-detector and amplifi-
er. A rear view of the panels is shown in Figure 2.

The set consists of a tuning candenser, a vari-
ometer, a detector module, a variocoupler and
two audio amplifier modules. These parts repre-
sented most of the component modules made by
Eisemann at the time. The completed sets were
attractively colored in black and belge. Black was
a popular color of technology at the time; for
example, it was a common color for cars, type-
writers, cameras, etc.

The variometer and variocoupler were made from
glossy black Bakelite with cloth-covered windings
covered presumably with shellac. The audio trans-
formers were covered with cylindrical cans. They
were designed to admit a mouniing screw down
through the center of the transformer. Figure 3 shows
the internal construction. The detector and amplifier
rheostats were custom designed to mount horizon-
tally and fit neatly under the tube sockets.

| acquired this set still wired, although somewhat
roughly, by the original owner. | fraced the circutt
and restored the set with its same hook-up. | then
recognized that | had essentially the same circuit
as the Atwater Kent Model 4,
shown in Figure 4. Both sets use
a variocoupler as a tuning device
and a variometer as a means of
regeneration control. The Atwa-
ter Kent 4 took advantage of the
inductance of the variocoupler
and the capacitance in the aerial
to provide a tunable circuit reso-
nant in the Broadcast Band. The
Eisemann used a variocoupler
and a tuning condenser to achieve
the same effect. in other respects,
the two sets were equivalent.

Figure 5 shows a similar Eise-
mann set from the Editor’s col-
lection and an advertisement
from QST for the RF-2 receiver,
another similar set, is shown on
the following page.

It remains a mystery, to me at
least, why Eisemann and Atwater
Kent, starting with an apparently
level playing field, went on to have
such different experiences in the
radio business. Eisemann appears
to have abandoned radio and ra-
dio parts production in 1924 1o
return to magneto manufacture
Atwater Kent proceeded to enjoy
conspicuous success. Does any-
one know why?

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The “America” Crystal Set

When reporting on the annual
AWA Conference and Auction
at Rochester, New York, in our
December 2002 issue, we
showed Norm Hertz's prize-
winning contest display, which
he called the “America” Crystal
Set. The photo leaped out as
the perfect choice for the Fourth
of July cover. The choice
seemed wortha six-month wait.
(Editor)

The“America” crystal setisa
crystal radio buiftinto aceramic
form in the shape of Uncle
Sam’s top hat. In its red, white
andblue colors, this set may be
considered a work of folk art.

Folk art often documents an
individual's response to critical
moments in American history.
Symbols of liberty, for example,
became common images as
soon as the nation had declared
independence. They are also
common in times of war. Liberty figures,
American flags, and Uncle Sam are among the
images adapted to the forms of weathervanes,
quilts, textiles, and other decorative arts.

Shortly after September 11, 2001, | was
inspired to create a work of folk art that would be
dedicated to the spirit of America in this trying
time. If folk art can take many different forms, |
reasoned, why not in the form of an antique
crystal radio. The final work would connect my
love for collecting antique crystal radios with my
love for this great country.

Since | was born and raised in Lower
Manhattan, and later worked in the downtown
area, | spent the greater part of my life close to
where these buildings lay, both before and after
their construction. Even my job took me to
frequent meetings inside the twin towers to
meet with other city and state representatives.
Inthe period prior to the twin towers construction,
| had been fortunate to be able to purchase
radios and parts from the Radio Row shops in
those early days.

BUILDING THE SET

In order to give this work special significance,
| selected only materials that were related in

some way to the twin towers. The ceramic form
came from a small shop that lay in an adjacent
side streetin the shadow of the towers. All of the
hardware, taps, switches, as well as the crystal
detector and inner coil assembly, came from
Cortlandt St-eet, which existed in the area before
the great buildings were erected

By selecting these materials “native” to the
site from two different time periods, | felt that |
had also established a connection between the
past and the present. In completing this work, |
had unified these elements into a form that
celebrates poth America and radio. America
reigns as the land of liberty, and radio is
symbolized as the voice of liberty in the 20th
century.

To preserve the uniqueness of this crystal
radio, | made only two sets. One wentto another
member of the radio-collecting community, who
shares a common interest in antique radio and
a patriotic spirit. This last set will remain with me
as a constant reminder of my love for our hobby
and for this great country, which | pray will
always remain proud and free.

WITH THE COLLECTORS

The “True” Reasons RCA Bought Victor

Due to a filing error, the following article was put
‘on hold” in our system. Despite the lapse of time
since the letter that inspired the article was published,
the topic continues to pique interest and promote
further discussion and research. Responses are al-
ways welcome. (Editor)

I read with interest the letter to the Editor written by
Oliver Berliner in the August 1999 issue of A.R.C. He
states that Radio Corporation of America bought the
Victor Talking Machine Company in 1929 to acquire the
vast manufacturing and distributing system owned by
Victor, as well as the most famous trademark. indeed,
this has been the official reason given since the pur-
chase and is correct to a point. | feel that there were
other reasons RCA bought Victor that were equal to
RCA’s need for manufacturing and distribution facilities.

THE ROLE OF FRED GAISBERG

At the very beginning of the phonograph industry,
Fred Gaisberg started to make recordings for Colum-
bia from both sides of the horn. During one of the
early industry upheavals, he started working for Ber-
liner's Gramophone Company as a recording engi-
neer. He wisely determined, if recordings for home
entertainment were to be profitable, the recordings
would have to be of famous bands, singers, etc., that
people knew and wanted to hear.

This concept was quite different from that of Edison
who believed that people just wanted to hear the song
or tune. He seemed uninterested in acquiring the
services of famous performers and probably was not
interested in paying their fees.

During another upheaval in the phonograph
industry, Fred Gaisberg started working as a recording
engineer for Eldridge Johnson's Victor Talking
Machine Company. In addition to making the records,
he had to hire the people to perform in front of the
horn. His musical training and engaging nature aided

@

him in securing the services of many of the greatest
performers in the world. This brought Victor into
preeminence amongst record companies. Fred
Gaisberg became the senior recording expert for
Victor, and fater RCA, until his death.

Since Victor was the best known company, it was
not difficult for Victor to sign exclusive recording con-
tracts with most of its famous artists. Victor's lawyers
were clever enough to write the contracts to prevent
Victor artists from performing on radio without ex-
press permission from Victor. The management at
Victor was very reluctant to permit its artists to per-
form on radio and only gave permission on special
occasions. Victor viewed radio as a serious competi-
tor and rightly so. The sales of records had started to
decline with the advent of radio broadcasting, and the
radio set was starting to displace the phonograph as
the premier provider of home entertainment.

RCA AND CONTROL OF HOME
ENTERTAINMENT

Meanwhile, RCA was in the business of selling radio
sets regardiess of the manufacturer. Doc Herrold (founder
of the predecessor of KQW) knew, as did Westinghouse
(founder of KDKA and manufacturer of radio sets) that, if
you want to sell radio sets, you have to give the public
something to listen to. One of the reasons RCA started
network radio was to provide high quality radio pro-
grams to a large audience. This would stimulate the
sales of more radios. It also would allow great profits to
be made from the sale of advertising.

One major obstacle was in the way — Victor had
exclusive contracts with many of the great performers
of the time. Think of these contracts as having the
same effect as the patent monopoly did for RCA
earlier in the decade. Control of patents and/or exclu-
sive contracts would give RCA much power. There-
fore, a major reason to acquire Victor was to own the
performers’ contracts that were a part of Victor's

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assets. This would free the artists to perform or: radio.
Getting former Victor artists to perform on radio
would happen more quickly than the conversior of the
Victor plant to the production of radios. Thus, income
from the purchase of Victor could be realized sooner.
More radios and network advertising time would be
sold, radio broadcasts could be used to stimulate record
sales, and RCA's profitability would increase. This
business arrangement couid then move in a direction
that would control the home entertainment industry.

RCA ELIMINATES COMPETITION

Another minor reason, | believe, that RCA wanted
Victor is that RCA wanted to end Victor's phonograph
production. This is just speculation on my part. Victor
Orthophonic phonographs sounded better than the
electric phonographs of the time. True, the electric
phonographs were louder, but the Orthophonics had
a richer sound and were loud enough for most homes.

it might have concemed the management cf RCA
that Victor phonographs sounded better and buying
the company was a way of getting rid of them and
eliminating the threat of Victor coming up with a new
design of radio or phonograph that would give RCA
serious competition, Remember that the former Victor
factory that produced Orthophonics was the first fac-
tory to be converted to radio production.

32, RE-45, etc., series), not a new RCA design. Ap-
parently the R & D facilities at RCA were not fully
functional yet.

The photo at right shows
a few that have been culled from
over 3,000 transistor radios.

Some radios have different
size 9-volt batteries, and al-
though | collect all sizes, my col-
lection is mostly the oblong ones.

Some of the manufacturers
changed their logo with time.
Many stores have their own
brand name, while import radi-
os often have strange names.
Unfortunately, there is no guide
to batteries.

Of course, batteries have no value when drained.
But, if you're interested in collecting them, ook for
the round 9- and 4'%-volt batteries, as well as the
22'2- and 30-volt ones. The mercury batteries could
be collected also.

I house the batteries in compartmented plastic
boxes bought at K-Mart; the type is Plano 3600.

AIR KING HOMEBREW— This nice-locking re-
ceiver was built by the late Bob Herbig of
Oceanside, California, in the 1950s. It was made
to look like a typical set of the 1920s. Bob was
known for his beautifully engraved panels. (Wally

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CHANNEL MASTER MODEL 6459 - This 10 tran-
sistor portable was manufacturedin the late 1950's
or early 1960's. It was marketed as the “Signal
Seeker” which featured a motor in the rear that
automatically tuned the stations by depressing the
right-hand button. The left-hand button is for tuning
manually. (Gerald Silver — Tamarac, FL)

MIDWEST MODEL 18-36 — This high-end console
was manufactured in 1936 by the Midwest Radio
Company of Cincinnati, Ohio.

Initial publicity and Web site
photos Indicated that the Estes
radio auction for February 22,
2003, in Burbank, Ohio, would
be one not to miss. The consign-
or, Ken Blakeman, was a collec-
tor of early battery superhets,
including many Silver-Marshail
radlos, as well as other goodies
from the 1920s and 1930s. Un-
fortunately, many of the radios
were not in the best of condition,
were incomplete, or were heavi-
ly modified; others were more
recent home brews, some of
which were only partially com-
plete. On the other hand, there
were some high quality early su-
perhets, along with a few other
outstanding early wireless sets
and some other top quality items.

To illustrate the contrasting
conditions, there were 600 lots
that sold for a total sale price of
$114,302, yet only 11 of those
600 sales yielded over 50 per-
cent of the total dollars taken in.
Some of the high fliers were a
Marconl 106C receiver selling at
$20,000; a Wireless Specialty
IP-501 receiver in superb condi-
tion at $17,500; a Wireless Spe-
cialty IP-501A at $7,000; a Scott
Philharmonic console at $5,500;
a Scott Imperlal console at
$3,100; two Western Electric 6-foot long theatre
horns and drivers at $2,400; an Atwater Kent 9
breadboard, with tubes, at $2,000, and so on.
