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WITH THE COLLECTORS

The 1934 "All -Star" Kit Radio

Tom Boyd revives a bit of ra-
dio history for us. Kit radios of
the 1930s are not common, and
so Tom's research about his All -
Star kit find in Texas makes in-
teresting reading. (Editor)

Kit radios have been around
since the 1920s, appealing to
hobbyists and the cost-con-
scious alike. The shortwave
craze of the 1930s helped fuel
the kit market, and a variety of
all -wave receiver kits can be
seen advertised in magazines of
the period, such as Short Wave
Craft, Radio News and Short
Wave Radio, and others. Unfor-
tunately, few of these kit radios
seem to have survived.

A number of years ago, I pur-
chased a piece of old tube gear
in an antique store in Austin,
Texas. Although clearly a receiv-
er, it had no markings indicating
its manufacturer. I brought it
home and began poring through
books and old magazines in
hopes of identifying it. Before
long, I spotted it in Moore's vol-
ume on communications receiv-
ers - it was an All -Star, a kit
radio from the mid -1930s, shown
in Figures 1 and 2. Further re-
search revealed quite a bit more.

In the fall of 1934, Laurence
M. Cockaday, editor of Radio
News and Short Wave Radio,
began advertising an all -wave kit
radio, which he dubbed the "All -
Star," as seen in Figure 3. Initial-
ly, he had a group of eight suppli-
ers behind his venture, but this
number quickly grew to eleven.
The list included some familiar
names and some not -so -familiar: Thordarson, Cor-
nell-Dubilier, Hammarlund, Meissner, Ohmite,
Belden, Electrad, Crowe Name Plate & Mfg., Erie
Can, Oxford Radio, and Oak Manufacturing. The
kit could be obtained through most jobbers, some
of whom advertised in his magazine.

THE COMPLETE ALL-STAR KIT

A complete All -Star kit included a prepunched
and drilled front panel and chassis, along with all

components and hardware. Tubes and speaker
were extra, as was typical of the period. Alterna-
tively, builders could elect to purchase a "founda-
tion kit" consisting of just the chassis and front
panel at a cost of $2.50, and then choose their
own parts sources. An optional wood cabinet for
the All -Star was offered by Crowe Name Plate
and Mfg. Co., as shown in Figure 4.

The All -Star was originally designed as a 6 -
tube superheterodyne receiver with a tuning range

of 10 to 550 meters using factory -wound, plug-in
coils. The tube line up consisted of a 2A7 convert-
er; two IF stages, each with a 58: a 56 detector; a
2A5 audio output; and an 80 rectifier. An optional
BFO was soon made available, requiring the use
of an additional 58.

The All -Star was designed with an intermedi-
ate frequency of 370 kHz, a choice that is unusu-
al, if not unique. It certainly results in a poor
image ratio, especially for the higher frequencies.

THE ALL-STAR AND 1934 TECHNOLOGY

The All -Star hardly represented the latest in
radio technology, 1934 -style. The oscillator and
mixer sections are tuned separately, and there is
no AVC, a feature already common in consumer
radios by 1934. The optional BFO can only be
switched on and off - there is no convenient
means of varying the pitch, although an adjusting
nut can be accessed at the top of the BFO coil
can. There is no direct dial calibration - all three
tuning scales are simply marked 0-100.

These simplifications no doubt helped keep
the cost down, and resulted in an easy -to -assem-
ble kit. As Cockaday stated in a marketing blurb,
the kit was "...to be built by radio enthusiasts of
small experience."

Minor variations can be found in the schemat-
ics that appeared over the several months the kit
was marketed. One, probably the earliest, shows
neither the optional BFO nor provision for a head-
phone jack, while the others show both. The
values of some of the resistors and capacitors
differ from one version to another. The Septem-
ber 1934 editions of both Short Wave Craft and
Radio News and Short Wave Radio show a 5Z3
rectifier, instead of the 80 shown in other sche-
matics. These differences seem to signal that the

All -Star's development period was short and that
the kit was rushed to market.

My All -Star had been built with the optional
BFO and came with about half the original plug-
in coils. I have since acquired a couple of addi-
tional coils with the help of fellow hobbyists.
Cleaned up and repaired, it now enjoys light duty
for shortwave listening, though Cockaday's en-
thusiastic claims about its performance seem a
bit overstated.

It seemed that the All -Star had hardly arrived
when in the spring of 1935 Cockaday introduced
a revised model, the All -Star Junior, a 5 -tube set
using the newer 6 -volt tubes (6A7, 42, etc.). Many
basic features were retained, however, like the
separate oscillator and mixer tuning, the 370 kHz
IF, and the plug-in coils. The Junior model was
also distinguished from the original by its black
front panel and slightly different knobs.

The price of a complete All -Star kit (less tubes,
speaker and cabinet) was about $31 or so, vary-
ing slightly depending on the jobber. There were
less expensive 6 -tube "all -wave" kits advertised
in 1934, but having his own magazine gave
Cockaday an effective sales tool. A note in the
Thordarson Transmitter Guide of this period
claimed that "...over 6,000 units have been built."

Credible figure or not, it is certain that far fewer
have survived.

Advice to "Newbies"
BY JIM MENNING

Internet newsgroups are often a valuable re-
source for newcomers such as Jason Pramas,
who recently posted the following notice on the
newsgroup rec.radio+phonos:

"My wife and I were two of the "newbies" at the
recent [New England] show, and we enjoyed our-
selves, although it's a bit bewildering to people like
us not in -the -know... So, we thought it might be
nice to have an intro seminar or two at shows for
people new to antique radio collecting/restoration.
Perhaps it would help sales if more people had
more of a clue. Just a thought."

Jim Menning, an experienced collector, decid-
ed not to wait fora club to offer such a seminar, but
responded via the newsgroup to Jason's sugges-
tion. With Jim's permission, we are reprinting his
words of wisdom, which should prove valuable to
others just beginning to collect.

In addition to Jim's suggestions of useful re-
sources, we, of course, suggest "Antique Radio
Classified." (Editor)

Welcome to the hobby, Jason, (and your wife,
too!). Many of the larger shows (two- and three-
day meets) offer seminars on different levels of
radio repair, different collecting interests, and even
general question and answer forums. It is a good
idea to offer a "basic" course for the new collectors
and general public, but because most of the event
participants are "regulars," an "introduction to the
hobby" lecture would have relatively low atten-

dance. Therefore, you would have to watch to
make sure that you attend a show that has that
particular type of program listed in its schedule.
These live demonstrations are a very good re-
source, and I agree that they are very helpful to the
newcomers to the hobby.

NEWSGROUPS

There are other forums to learn from. A news -
group like this one, for example, helps beginners
through experts. Many times no one here knows
the correct answer to all of the questions, but the
group is pretty resourceful at finding where to look
to get an acceptable answer to most queries. You
can ask almost any type of question here and get
many different responses depending on the expe-
rience and the mood of the participants respond-
ing. This is a lively group of characters, both good
and bad, both selfish and philanthropic, but al-
ways entertaining.

BOOK BENEFITS

Books are of great benefit. You mention that
you have already found one to study from. Many of
the better books on fixing up old time radios are out
of print, but can be found through sources such as
www.abebooks.com and Ebay. Some are tailored
to the absolute beginner, and some are for far
advanced restorers. I'd recommend starting with
books low in theory and high in procedure. Too
much theory can not only be confusing, but can
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lead to the feeling that the repair is above one's
abilities.

Reading three or four of the basic repair books
will show you that there is a lot of overlap in the
recommended procedures for starting to repair a
radio from the first moment it is acquired. Such
basic things as what to look for before you ever
plug it in can save a lot of money and effort in the
long run. In each book you will learn some of the
"secrets" or tips and hints that the authors have
learned from their experiences and will share with
the readers.

Many of the books discuss the same topics, but
you will notice that some explain things better than
others. You may find one book that explains some-
thing like detector stages in an easy to understand
format, and another book will leave you totally
confused. But the next book may discuss a differ-
ent topic better than the first one did. Therefore, I
would recommend having at least three or four
basic books to glean understanding from. Just ask
the group for suggested titles and authors. Some
(not heavy in theory) that I would recommend are:

Fixing Up Nice Old Radios by Ed Romney;
Antique Radio Restoration Guide (2nd edition) by
David Johnson; Old Time Radios! Restoration &
Repairby Joseph J. Carr. [These three are in print
and available from A.R.C.] How To Repair Old -
Time Radios by Clayton L. Hallmark; Rapid Radio
Repair by G. Warren Heath; Radio Troubleshoot-
ing Guide by John F. Rider & J. Richard Johnson.
[These may be found in secondhand bookstores
or on eBay.]

THE INTERNET

The internet has many sites for the radio re-
storer and collector. Sites such as the very com-
prehensive one set up by this group's own Phil
Nelson are a great resource for beginners to
servicing, and radio/TV collectors as a whole.
http://antiqueradio.org/. [We also suggest
www.antiqueradio.com, A.R.C.'s web site.] As
you travel from website to website, always check
out the links provided. It is by following those links
that will put you on the path to discovery of
amazing radio -related things most could never
imagine. You can find more in one weekend on
the internet than you could in years of travel and
searching bookstores, libraries, and radio events.
The internet is not a substitute to a real life radio
experience, but it is a great resource for gaining
knowledge about the hobby.

VIDEOS

Videos can also assist in learning some basic
repair information. Both Bret Menassa and Ron
Mansfield have put out interesting videos on re-
storing radios. Bret has done one on antique radio
restoration, and Ron's is about servicing older
transistor type radios. Bret took a 1936 Philco
radio from flea market to restoration, sharing along
the way the steps he took to return the set to good
operating condition. Ron takes transistor radios,
and with the help of Eric Wrobble, shows how to
clean and repair them. There are also a lot of good
pointers in this video to help you understand some
of the cosmetic issues with the transistor radios,

and what can and can't be fixed. Good information
before spending big bucks on some of the rarer
models.

Now
I wouldn't say that I agree with everything shown
in these videos, but that is because I have devel-
oped my own techniques from my own experienc-
es. Also, some of the references to other materials
that Bret makes mention of are common knowl-
edge to those who have been in this hobby for a
while, but might need further explanation for a
beginner. He briefly mentions some of the work
that he had to do to the Philco off -camera, that a
newcomer might not be familiar with.

PRICE GUIDES

In answer to your question of how to begin -
first, remember not to use a price guide to deter-
mine the value of a radio. These books are often
good references for identifying adios, but the
prices can be ridiculously high or low.

These books often give a false impression of
what radios may be worth. I've brought clean,
working radios to large swap meets that have price
guide values over $400. But many came back
home with me, even though priced as low as $60.

On the other hand, I have a nice Philco 37-690
console that "books" for only $500 that I gladly paid
$1,250 for. I wanted the set, and it was in great
condition. I've since turned down three offers in
the $1,600-2,000 range for this set. These exam-
ples are only given to show the rela:ive value of the
price guides. Don't trust them!

FINAL COMMENTS

One thing you will soon learn if you study the
books, videos, and other information available -
there is no one right way to approach repair and
restoration. But the more you study, the more
you'll learn of what to avoid in the way of purchas-
es, and repair blunders. You'll eventually develop
your own procedure, adapting different techniques
depending on the particular radio or problem you
are trying to fix.

Some very tempting radios are out there, at
very reasonable prices. But some can be nearly
impossible to restore or get replacement parts
for, especially some of the cosmetic and me-
chanical pieces. Certain dials, grille cloths, and
cast parts will be impossible to find or remanu-
facture. Only experience will give you the knowl-
edge of what you can handle, and what you must
learn to avoid.

To start to learn to repair tube -type radios, study
the resources listed above, and purchase the
cheapest radios you can find locally - $5 rum-
mage sale radios are great to learn on. If you screw
up, you haven't invested much. And you need to
start with these to learn the basics of soldering,
identifying and replacing parts, and trouble shoot-
ing/aligning. Start small, and advance at your own
pace. Any time you have a question along the way,
feel welcome to come back to us.

The Hallicrafters S -38A
A Gift From RadioBob

When an antique radio enthusiast has twin
sons, we're delighted to find that he is raising them
right; that is, that at the ripe old age of five, the boys
are already excited about preserving old radios.
It's also a pleasure to know that there are surro-
gate uncles out there who also contribute to en-
couraging the next generation in the art of radio
collecting. Thanks to Dad and RadioBob. (Editor)

A few days past their fifth birthday and awash in
a sea of 21st century toys, brothers Max and
Aaron, a k a our RadioTwins, alerted us about an
exciting e-mail they had received from their be-
loved RadioBob. A long-term cyberpal, RadioBob
is a treasure, as he regularly scours the local flea
markets in his hometown at the New Jersey bor-
der near Philadelphia, Pa., keeping a sharp look-
out for restorable old radios atop, under, and
hidden between the tables of the vendors.

Frequently, we get colorful e -mails describing
these wonderful adventures. Often, there are en-
ticing photos of his latest prizes, such as a prewar
Korting tabletop, multiband receiver or a pristine
little Zenith Zenette, 4 -tube, AM portable in a
smooth, shiny, maroon -colored plastic cabinet. At
times we have commended him on a particularly
remarkable find. Other times, when something is
totally irresistible, we have shared that with him
too, often learning, to our delight, that a tantalizing
gem is on its way to us.

excitement. When the big box arrived at last,
RadioBob did nct disappoint. The boys struggled
to move the large, heavy box from the front
hallway into the living room where they could
open it. Quickly, they grabbed a pair of their
safety scissors and pressed and rubbed a blade
against the heavy gauge clear plastic tape that
bound all of the flaps tightly closed. Soon, the
tape was cut and the flaps were free.

Inside the box, under a thick cushion of news-
papers from South Jersey, were several items
wrapped in bubble packing. The smallest of these
was an S -scale 0-4-0 steam locomotive showing
crisp detailing in heavy black plastic. An internal
electric motor powered by two D -cell batteries
worked the drivers. A radially -oriented knife switch
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atop the boiler applied power in either forward or
reverse directions.

Beside the loco in the package was a lunchbox-
sized plastic toy barn complete with several pairs
of working doors. Inside, it was filled with a menag-
erie of small, stuffed animals including one crea-
ture dressed in a cloak covered with relgious
icons. Max named him Bible Bear. Max removed
all of the animals scattering them around him on
the floor. Then, he lay in the middle of this mess
and started rolling the locomotive back and forth in
front of the little structure.

"It's the Choo-Choo Barn!" he exclaimed. "Dad-
dy, do you remember the Choo-Choo Barn?"

Yes, I remembered the Choo-Choo barn from a
springtime trip we'd taken to the Amish country
near Lancaster, Pa. Good old Maxie had put it all
together in his mind.

Meanwhile, Aaron was struggling to lift the
largest item out of the big box. We looked .nside
and saw, through several layers of trans.ucent
bubble packing, the dark outline of something
RadioBob had described to us in a recent e-mail.
We lifted the item out of the box and tore off the
wrappings. RadioBob had sent the twins a com-
plete, but totally inoperative hulk of a Hallicraffers
S -38A, which is an entry-level general communi-
cations receiver, circa 1947.

THE HALLICRAFTERS S -38A
Saying this receiver was complete meant that

all of the essential and hard -to -find parts, such as
original knobs, dial pointers, dial glass, tuning
capacitor, IF transformers, RF coils, and audio
output transformer were present and accounted
for.

On closer inspection, we learned that both dial
strings were broken, that the top face of the
chassis was coated with rust, and that the rubber -
coated insulation on the power cord was crum-
bling into little black granules as we touched it. In
short, this was a project radio.

Aaron fondled the knobs and fell in love with the
little tabletop junker. Soon, he insisted that I re-
store it for him. "Make it work, Dad. I want you to
make it work. Can we go downstairs and fix it right
now? Can we? Huh? Can we?"

Careful not to promise too much, I agreed to
take the radio downstairs to the shop for a cleaning
and further inspection. Once downstairs, Aaron
quickly pulled a stool up to the bench beside me as
I examined the receiver. He pointed to the speaker
inside the cabinet.

"I know what that is, Dad. Do you know what that
is?" he asked.

"What do you think that is, Aaron?"
"That's the speaker, right Dad?"
"Yes, it is Aaron. That was very good identify-

ing. You really know your radios, don't you'"
Aaron's face filled with a brilliant smile. "And, do

you know what else, Dad?"
"What?" I asked.
"That's the tuner and that's a tube and that's

another tube and another tube and another tube
and another tube."

"Aaron," I said, "you've really earned this radio.
We're going to fix it up and get it running, and then,

Aaron's new radio.

it'll be your very own special radio, okay?"
"Yes, Dad." He was beaming excitedly. "When

are you gong to fix my radio?"
"Saturday. We'll do it Saturday, okay?"
"Okay, Dad. When is Saturday?"
"The day after tomorrow," I answered.
"Well, why can't tomorrow be Saturday," he asked.
"Because this is Thursday and it's nearly bath

time, and then, it's bedtime. So, it's time to close up
shop and head upstairs, okay?"

"Okay, Dad, but what day is tomorrow?" he asked.
"Friday."
"When is Saturday?"
"The day after Friday."
"How many days away is that, Dad?"
"Two days, Aaron."
"But Friday is only one day, nght Dad? And,

that's the only day between us and Saturday, right,
Dad?"

"Yes."
"So, why is it two days until Saturday?"
"Well, Saturday is the second day after tomor-

row," I tried to explain.
"But, it won't be a full day because when it's just

the first part of Saturday, and not the other parts,
then it won't be a whole day away, right Dad?"

"Aaron, it's BATH time," I announced, as I

pulled a power cord out of its outlet to shut off one
of the two overhead lights. I started to reach for the
pull chain to shut off the other light but Aaron
stopped me.

"Let me get that one. Le: me," he demanded as
he clambe-ed up onto the benchtop to reach
upward and pull the chain to shut off the light.

Friday came and went. A dark, stormy night was
followed by a bright, sunny Saturday morning. While
Lisa was out driving around and spending money, I
took the boys to a nearby park for some important
swinging and cycling through the numerous pud-
dles of rainwater that had not yet evaporated. The
day was hct, and humid, and when we returned
home, we planned to cool off in the basement shop
and begin to explore the remains of the S -38A.

RESTORING THE S -38A

Aaron and Max followed me downstairs as I

headed intc the shop. I removed the knobs of the
set from their shafts and placed them in one
section of one of the trisectionec plastic cookie

trays that we had salvaged from boxes of Snack -
wells brand cookies.

After I had removed the knobs, I flipped the
cabinet on its back and removed the remaining
two of what once had been a quartet of rubber feet.
Hallicrafters combined form with function by using
the rubber feet to secure a cardboard panel that,
once removed, permits access to the chassis'
underside components without requiring complete
removal of the chassis from the cabinet.

Upon reviewing the innards, I was relieved to
find all of the factory -installed paper caps intact
and the RF coils and trimmer caps undisturbed.
Some of the cloth -covered wiring had disintegrat-
ed, but none of the lengths of denuded wiring
appeared to make unwanted contact with other
wiring or chassis members. The wax was slowly
popping out of the cardboard tubes of two or three
paper caps, but I'd planned the venerable shotgun
approach to simply yank all of those critters and
take no prisoners.

Not so with the many mini mica dot boxes. In my
experience, they rarely go out of tolerance, so I
just ignored them, preferring, instead, to focus on
the notoriously leaky electrolytics and their paper
brethren. Ditto the handful of blistered resistors,
especially the high-meg units. Resistors live to
tease and deceive. More than once, I have been
taken in by a clean, shiny body that had doubled its
indicated value, wreaking havoc between stages
of a circuit. Equally deceptive are the scrawny -
looking units with their discolored bands and blem-
ished bodies that beg to be liberated from the
chassis but ultimately yield within 10 percent of
their indicated value.

I opted to do the replacements while I had the
chassis open. I combed through my wiring junk -
box and located a vintage line cord with excellent
rubber. As is often the case with old line cords,
upon stripping the ends of the wire, I find that the
exposed bare strands rarely absorb hot solder
unless they are scraped to a gleaming shine; no
exceptions here. After that task was complete, I
inspected the pair of stranded wires leading to the
panel lamp. The rubber insulation was falling off in
long stretches but the #47 lamp socket tested
good for low voltage continuity, so I cut the wiring
near the source terminals at the 35Z5 and slipped
lengths of shrink tubing over the naked strands.
Then, I resoldered the connections and closed the
book on chassis rewiring.

When I removed the chassis from the cabinet,
I found the remnants of the twin dial strings still
hanging from their respective bandspread and
main tuning capacitor pulleys. Having recently
acquired 50 feet of 0.028 -inch nylon dial cord from
Ocean State Electronics, I tied the free end of the
cord to a loop on one of the salvaged springs and
wrapped the cord around the main tuning pulley
continuing over to the driveshaft where I wound
two and a half turns before returning to the pulley
to complete the circuit. I thanked the Hallicrafters
engineers for the simplicity of their dial stringing,
as I recalled the recent nightmare of restringing
the Broadcast band drive pulleys on my Norde-
mende Globetraveler.

With the strings reinstalled on both pulleys, I

worked the tuning caps and discovered that there
was some unwanted blade clashing in the band -
spread. After a few minutes of bending the offend-
ing blade, I had restored smooth operation.

By this time, Aaron had returned to the bench. He
wanted to know when his radio would be fixed. I

showed him the newly -installed capacitors and re-
sistors and line cord, and also, the new dial strings.
He seemed impressed, but he repeated his ques-
tion. I wanted very much to power up the rig, at this
point, but caution told me to test the tubes, lest I

power up only to find the set still dead due to a blown
filament. Incredibly, as often is the case with both
rusty metal tubes and glass tubes that have loos-
ened in the base. everything tested good.

Fearing I'd neglected something, I delayed pow-
ering up the receiver and, instead, hauled out a
plastic bottle of naval jelly and an old toothbrush.
As Aaron watched, I began to swab the deck of the
rusty chassis little by little until all of the rusty areas
were thoroughly saturated.

"Ooh, that smells really awful," Aaron said,
holding his tiny nose in his thumb and forefinger.

"Yes, that sure is smelly stuff," I replied.
I thought about how useful this chemical has

been to remove the rust and oxidation between the
plates of noisy tuning caps. I had first applied the
stuff to a noisy cap in our Zenith 7G605. After
saturating the cap in the jelly and allowing the
assembly to dry for three days, I blew out the white
dust from between the plates, and, when I retested
the cap, the noise was gone.

"Well, we're almost ready to power up your
radio, Aaron," I announced.

As usual, powering up a radio for the first time
after a major overhaul can make your pulse race
just a tad past the legal limit. Such was the case
here. Certain as I was of the integrity of the
workmanship, I am never completely certain that
the radio will power up and immediately generate
radio frequency modulated audio output; that is,
that I'll hear anything other than crackling noise in
the loudspeaker.

How often have the major troubles in a radio
made themselves known only after you've spent
much time and energy correcting what you thought
were the underlying problems that kept the set out
of service? Aaron and Max stood nearby, watch -
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ing as I inserted the power plug into the AC
receptacle at the bench. I turned to them and, with
an optimistic grin, asked, "Ready?" They nodded.
We clicked the switch.

DISASTERS AVERTED

BOOM! POP! A plume of black smoke and a
wisp of flame lit from the socket of the #47 pilot
lamp. The boys were aghast; speechless; shocked
at the sight. I quickly pulled the plug from the outlet
to shut the power. The flame withered and died.
The #47 was blackened. The socket was burned
and broken. The top of the tuning capacitor, direct-
ly below the pilot lamp, was fringed with grey soot.

"Not a problem," I told the boys. "It'll just take
another minute or two to replace that pilot lamp
assembly." Something I should have done in the
first place, I thought to myself.

The boys wandered off to play elsewhere and I
combed through the junkbox once more to find a
replacement pilot lamp assembly. I was in luck, as
there were several salvaged items. I chose the
one with the longest leads and installed it. Then,
without any fanfare or audience, I powered Jp the
rig, but this time, there was silence. The set was
dead. What was wrong?

Hauling out the digi-VOM, I read "continuity"
across each of the filaments and discovered that
the 12SQ7 filament had blown. Ha! Not a problem.
I simply fished around in the tube caddy until I

located one of several spares. Confident that the

problem was solved, I plugged in the new tube and
powered up the set but, again, there was silence.
The filaments were dark. Hmmm.

Again using the digi-VOM, I checked for volts at
the AC line input to the 35Z5. I had line current at
the tube, but when I checked on the far side of the
on/off switch there was no power. The switch had
been fried during the explosion. No problem. I

jumpered the switch and applied power to the set
and voila! It was alive!

"Aaron," I called, "come and see your radio. It's
working. Come here and see."

"I'm busy, Dad. I'm working on something."
"But, your radio . . . can you hear it? It's working.
Remember it was all rusty and dead and you
wanted me to fix it?"

"Dad, I'm hungry," Aaron complained. "Me too,"
Max added.

"Hey Dad, can you fix my locomotive? Some-
thing's wrong. It's not working. Do you see? Dad?
Dad? Hey, Dad?"

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COLLECTOR PROFILE

Jack Lavelle - From T -Shirt to Tattoo

I have to go back to my dad. I think it was 1948
when I was 12, and my dad asked me to help him
change a 10 -inch Admiral picture tube. I was so
proud. I really didn't do anything. But I was there. It
was great. My dad wasn't an electrician or TV man,
but his attitude was, if it's broke, let's find out why. In
high school, I was fixing radios for my friends and
neighbors. After high school, I went to work for a
local TV store.

When I was 19, I entered DeVry Institute, but I

was doing repair jobs on the side. Once I was
installing a TV antenna that required running the
wire into the basement and up a center wall. While

in the basement, I spotted a Kolster K20 with a
speaker. This was the day I became a collector.

My collection has grown to over 500 pieces now.
In addition to my subscription to A.R.C.. I belong to
several clubs: Illinois (ARCI). Indiana (IHRS), Mich-
igan (MARC). Minnesota (NARC). New York

There are three ways to search for items:
1. Browser. Go to a particular category of classified

ads and under "Edit" (usually), click "Find." Enter your
search word, such as "Walter. Note it's best to try only
one word at first, and the first occurrence will be high-
lighted. Click "Find Next" to get the next occurrence, etc.
When finished with that page of ads, go to the next page
of ads and repeat the procedure.

under "Edit,""Select All, and then "Copy. "Open a word
processor (WP). Word perhaps. and "Paste. "Go back to
your browser and move to the next classified ads page.
Again. "Select All," "Copy," go to your WP and following
the first group of ads, "Paste." Repeat until you have all
of the ads pasted in your WP document. Then use the
"Find" feature in your WP.

3. Search Engine. In Google, Yahoo, Altavista. etc.,
click on the "Advanced Search" function and search only
the A. R. C. domain for the ads: www.antiqueradiol.com.
(Note the "1" after antiqueradio.) This will search only the
previous month's ads: search engines cannot access the
subscriber -only ads. Also. the search engine may not
have yet indexed the A.R.C. ad pages.

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Philips L6X38T Disassembly
Dear Editor:
In the July 2003 edition of your magazine, you

published a letter form John R. Baillett concerning the
disassembly of a Philips LSX38T. have one of these
sets. and is a great perfo'mer.

Disassembly is as follows: 1) Remove all knobs from
the front panel. These are held on the shah with set-
screws. 2) Remove the handle assembly. 3) Make sure
that the telescopic antennas are filly retracted. 4) Re-
move the small Philips head screw between the anten-
nas. 5) Open the battery access door and remove three
screws that attach the rear cover. 6) Carefully remove the
rear cover. The top edge of the real cover is a friction fit
in the cen:er of the front hinge. 7) Desolder the hinged
SW loop from its leads. 8) Four small Philips head screws
hold the chromed front panel to the front of the chassis.
These are accessible along the edges of the side panels
with a long thin Philips driver. The two adjacent to the
printed circuit board side of the set are part ally hidden
and extremely difficult to see and access. A long thin
screw starting tool must be used to reassemble. 9) Once
the front and rear panels are removed, the battery box
can be removed by removing four screws and desoldering
two power leads. 10) With the front panel. rear panel and
battery box removed, you will have access to the screws
that hold the side panels to the chassis.

My set was a basket case set I prchaseo at an AWA
meet several years ago. Once you get your set disas-
sembled, I would be interested in knowing how a C124
is mounted on an original set tha- has not been tam-
pered with. I have a copy of the schematic if you need
one. It is in Sams TM -76 listed as a Norelco.
