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EDITOR’S COMMENTS

What should a collector do in winter? A little
repair and restoration work, a bit of shop reorgani-
zation, some buying and selling through A.R.C.?
All noble pursuits, but there's that urge, that need
to get out and meet our fellow collectors. Over
700 folks did just that at Radio XXXV, the big meet
of the year for the Greater Boston Antique Radio
Coltectors, hosted by A.R.C. Over and over we
heard folks express their pleasure in escaping
hibernation and enjoying the general camarade-
rie of such a gathering, especially as this cold and
icy winter drags on in the Northeast.

Radio XXXV certainly was a place to buy that
set to add to your collection and sell those gath-
ering dust in the basement, attic or barn. At such
events, potential contest material may abound,
but if there is no contest, there is always a flea
market. There the sights can range from contest
candidates to musty basket cases, sometimes
complete with interred wildlife.

Our lead article by John Deloria and Richard
Burton illustrates my point. At the AWA Conven-
tion last August, John’s Ozarka Viking Model 93,
a contest entry, caught my eye. From that en-
counter, John's article evolved, with the help of
Ozarka expert Peter Burton. The article tells how
a flea-market basket case can be transformed
into a prize winner — a lesson worth repeating.

Interest in a particular set can be sparked at a
meet, auction, club meeting, antique shop, al-
most anywhere. An old ad did it for Richard Ar-
nold, who usually writes about AC cathedrals. In
fact, in all the years that Richard has been a
contributor to A.R.C. we can't recall when he's
ever written about a battery set. However, that ad
led to at least a momentary interest switch to a
1927, battery-operated, RCA Radiola 16.

Richard calls the Model 16 the “last of the pre-
electric battery sets,” and what is most interesting
is that it was advertised for about half the price of
the new electric Radiola 17. We wonder how it
sold. Did buyers consider only price, knowing
that the technology was changing and they would
be behind the times buying the Mode! 167 Today
the 16 is a good transitional piece for a collection.

Speaking of transitions, Ray Bintliff writes about
the Aladdin Radio Repair Shop, which he discov-
ered on a trip to the San Francisco area. You
might say that John and Louise Wentzel's shop
has been in transition since 1945. First, their
concentration was on radio repair, but when TV
arrived in 1950, they switched. Now they are
back to repairing antique radios, much to their
pleasure. Possibly the oldest continuous radio
repair shop in the country, Aladdin is certainly
worth a visit if you're in the area.

A radio repair shop with such a long history is
a rarity. Be on the lookcut for such interesting
places whenever you travel and let us in on your
discovery.

Photo Review features sets from the 1920s to
the 1950s, everything from a misitary receiver to
several traditional home sets. Perhaps most in-
teresting is the farm set operating on 32 VDC
more than likely supplied by a windmill in that
heyday of wind power. The Guild set in the form
of a lantern is also an eye-catcher.

We are finally catching up on the Estes auc-
tions, this one totaling $46,000. Among the high-
end items were the Collins SdLine equipment
selling at 1,800 and the British World War | Mk |}
receiver at $1,500. In addition, two breadboards
sold for over $1,000 each. There was also a good
assortment of tubes, consoles, cathedrals, and
even TVs.

Once again Ray Chase was our intrepid re-
porter assisted by his super radio wife Edith who
fills in when Ray can't be at two sections of the
auction at once. Of course, there are more Estes
Auctions to come, so we consider ourselves ex-
tremely lucky to have the Chase reporters among
the A.R.C. contributors.

Radio Miscellanea includes a number of resto-
ration tips, as well as a good suggestion for
getting your sets operating at meets.

The Viking Model 93 — Ozarka

Sometimes a radio is so striking that almost
everyone pays altention. That seemed to be the
case with John Deloria’s Ozarka 93 at the AWA
Convention last fall. | immediately envisioned a
possible cover for A.R.C. and asked John to help
us to put together an article. Peter Burton, whose
Ozarka article appeared in A.R.C.'s October 1995
issue also contributed. Enjoy the result below.
(Editor).

John Deloria has been collecting Ozarka
sets since 1988. He's had good company in
fellow Ozarka aficionados Don Patterson and
Peter Burton. Subscribers will remember Pe-
ter's October 1995 A.R.C. article, “The Other
Ozarkas,” which included a Model 93. Although
Peter did not have specific information on the
Model 93, he was able to provide a Model 938
brochure in which, comparing the Model 93B to
the Model 93, Ozarka claimed that it had “taken
the same circuit, reduced its cost... and yet
produced a real good super.” Ozarka also boast-
ed that “the success of the Model 93 Ozarka...
has proven that, as a super, it has no equal.” In
1931-1932, the Model 93 sold for $69.50, while
the Model 93B sold for $49.50.

John's Ozarka Model 93 was one of those
chance finds at a flea market in the Cape Ann
area of Massachusetts last summer, just before
the AWA Conference. It was a basket case, but
John set to work on rebuilding everything inter-
nally, as well as on refinishing the cabinet. His
thought was to enter it in the Old Equipment
Contest at AWA because he knew that the set
was rare and that folks would enjoy seeing it.

As he said, “It's nice to show something that no
one has seen before.” The set received recog-
nition in the cathedrals, tombstones, and con-
soles of the 1930s and 1940s category.

Although the following information is from
the Ozarka Model 93B brochure, John notes
that the description applies to his Mode! 93 as
well.

The chassis is 14" long, 874" deep, and 7%"
high overall. The weight is 22 Ibs. The seven
tube types are as follows: 227 oscillator, 235
signal amplifier, 235 modulator, 235 intermedi-
ate frequency amplifier, 227 second detector,
247 power amplifier, and 280 rectifier. The new
type 235 variable p (mu) tubes used in the first
three stages insure against disagreeable cross
modulation and reduce hiss to a minimum.

The new 247 pentode in the output stage
gives a power output of three watts or equal to
two Type 245 tubes. The amplification obtained
is 30 times that of a Type 245.

Complete shielding is employed, allowing
maximum selectivity and sensitivity. In addi-
tion, radiation from the local oscillator is kept at
a low level. The instrument will not interfere
with other receivers located in the neighbor-
hood.

Electrolytic condensers are used in the filter
system. Due to their high capacity, hum is
reduced to a low level, and their self-healing




characteristic makes break-
down impossible.

The large transformer is so
designed that the temperature
rise is low, thereby insuring long
life and preventing burnouts.
Resistance coupling is used be-
tween the detector and pen-
tode. Due to the fact that there
is absolutely nothing in this cir-
cuit to cause distortion, the tone
quality is exceptional. The dy-
namic speaker of high quality
is carefully matched to the re-
ceiver, insuring the best possi-
ble performance.

The RF system is so de-
signed that uniform gain and
selectivity are obtained over the
entire frequency band. A pow-
er line filter condenser prevents
RF disturbances in the power
line from affecting the instru-
ment and eliminates the neces-
sity for a ground connection in
most cases.

The sturdy 3-gang condenser for tuning is
accurately balanced and adjusted to match the
RF coits. Each section is fully shielded from the
adjacent section of the gang.

The illuminated drum dial, calibrated in kilo-
cycles for easy tuning, gives perfect visibility.
The tuning control is simple and positive in
action. Constant tension removes all chance for
drag or backlash. The absence of friction
throughout results in smooth easy tuning.

The strong heavy steel base is die-formed
and spot-welded at corners. It is rigid enough to
support a chassis twice the size and weight. Itis
copper-plated and has a tough, elastic zoat of
clear Japan, resulting in a most attractive finish.

Tube and coil shields are of heavy gauge
material. The tube sockets are of the latest
improved type with powerful spring contacts

mounted on laminated Bakelite grips creating
tubes with perfect contacl.

In 1988, John Deloria asked a collector un-
cle to repair a Radiola 18 for him — an event he
describes as ‘the beginning of the end.” He
stopped counting the number of sets in his
collection at 2,600. His focus now is on speak-
ers and rare cathedrals, and he credits his wife
with supporting him in the hobby.

Peter Burton started collecting in 1975 after
falling love with a Zenith 16A63 console at a
church rummage sale. For many years, he re-
searched the Ozarka Co., and he has a large
collection of original Ozarka letters and papers.

The RCA Radiola 16
Last of the Pre-Electric Battery Sets
BY RICHARD ARNOLD

As AC-operated radios reached the market-
place, battery sets were still being advertised.
Richard Arnold tells us how an old ad sparked
his interest. (Editor)

I am looking at a newspaper, the Oklahoma
City Daily Oklahoman. It is dated Septamber
1927 and contains a radio ad from a depart-
ment store named Pettee’s. In this ad, the
company is advertising both the new eletric
RCA Radiola 17 for 1927 and the new RCA
Radiola 16 battery set. In describing the Radi-
ola 17, the ad says, “Operates directly from the
electric light circuit without batteries or battery

eliminators. It is tuned with one knob. Entire
set an A.C. unit in a mahogany finished cabi-
net.” Less the accessories, the prce was $130.

THE RCA RADIOLA 16

However. the radio in this article, the Radio-
la 16, is advertised as follows: “Radiola 16,
furnishes the widest musical ranges ever
achieved with one dial control, a 6-tube model,
less accessories, $69.50.” This was about half
the price of the all-new electric. Radiola 17.
The Radiola 16 sold for $79.75 with six Ra-

diotron tubes. This particular dealer had decid-

ed to sell the Radiola and At-
water Kent lines. It gave them
the ability to reach the aver-
age person, as well as the
more affluent customers.

The Radiola 16, shown in
Figures 1 and 2, looks a lot like
the Radiola 17 or 18, especial-
ly inside, but it has a some-
what shorter cabinet, measur-
ing approximately 16 x 7 % x 7
inches. It is advertised as sen-
sitive, selective and compact.
The cabinet is also mahogany
finished. It is the last conven-
tional battery set offered by
RCA. For those of you who
don't know, these early RCA
radios were, of course, made
by General Electric and West-
inghouse. They were offered
for sale by RCA, as the three
companies were all working
together at the time.

The Radiola 16 is a 6-tube,
TRF type receiver with three
stages of radio frequency am-
plification, a detector and two
stages of audio frequency am-
plification. The Radiola 16 is of
the “Uni-Selector” type, hav-
ing but a single tuning control.
It has excellent sensitivity and
selectivity on a broadcast band
range of approximately 550 to
1400 kilocycles or 545 to 214
meters. The six tubes used are:
five UX-201-As and one UX-
112 that is used in the last
audio stage

The Radiola 16 has an on/
off switch, a volume control,
and a single knob station se- @
lector that operates an unlight-  ©
ed drum type selector dial. This
is the same as used in the
Radiola 17 and Radiola 18
Models. The Model 16 does
not use a lamp hood as do the models 17 and
18. The company's recommended loudspeak-
er is the RCA Radiola 100-A. RCA said that
this loudspeaker was a new accomplishment
in acoustics. It corresponded in its attainments
to the receiving qualities of the Radiola 16. |
will have to admit that the 100-A speaker is a
very good one. | have two of them that | use
most of the time when | play my battery sets,
and they do have great sound.

In my research into the radio, | found that
there were only 85,000 of the Radiola 16s
made. These radios are not all that common
nowadays, it seems, but they do show up once
in a while. It looks like a neat radio and since it
is the last of the early RCA battery sets, itis a
piece of history that we can still have at a

reasonable price. | know it is a plain looking
set, but still in all, it would look nice on the snelf
with the rest of your early battery sets.

More on Open Output Transformers

Dear Editor:

Inthe Radio Miscellanea column in the January 2004
issue, Harold Wright requested information about the
effect on an output tube of having the output transformer
open resulting in no plate voltage. He stated that a grid
was red hot.

The grid he observed was the screen grid, and this is
to be expected to some extent depending on gric align-
ment accuracy during manufacture. No voltage on the
plate will always result in excessive screen dissipation
unlessthe circuitis designed to limit it. It may not damage
the tube in the short term depending on severity. Con-
sumer radios usually don’t have screen current limiting.

I ran a quick experiment on a 6V6 and a 6F6 set up
identically except for appropriate control grid bias. Plate
and screen on each were set to 250 volts, a typical value.
Screen current on the two test tubes was 3 mA and 5 mA
respectively. Removing the plate voltage resultedin screen
current of about 20 mA in both cases. This is 6 and 4 times
normal respectively resulting in a dissipation of about twice
rated value. This probably will cause little damage if not
sustained for an extended period, but should be avoided.

During the early days of repairing TVs, | bought a
batch of sweep tubes. They were GE, and | thinx they
were 6BQ6s. | began to get calls the next day on every
TV | had used one of these tubes in. | replaced some
twice before | began to smell a rat. | took the rest of the
batch to my distributor and swapped them for another
brand. Later the answer came that the screen grid was
misaligned, placing it in the directly current flow from
cathode to plate, instead of in the shadow of the control
grid. Due to the severe operating conditions imposed in
most TV sets, this resuited very quickly in failure.

There is a very good explanation of the structure and
operation of the beam power tube, types 6V6, 6L6,
6BQ6, etc., on page 8 and 9 of RCA tube manual RC-21
and possibly in others. | will send a copy of this info to
anyone who asks and sends an SASE to me at 6841

Comment by Larry Hagman: At the Nashua meets,
which has 110 VAC available. | am able to actually plug
in my restored consoles and have them playing. This is
a big attraction that I'm sure sells the set.

Response from Larry Butler: Have you considered
bringing your own power? Sine wave inverters are
really cheap these days. Screw one on the outside of
a battery box with a deep-cycle boat battery from
WalMart. Cost is $60 for 300w, $100 ‘or 500w, and the
battery is about $70 for 165 amp hours. With the
inverter/battery, you'll have power to run sets any-
where you set up without the “electric fees” which
some shows charge the vendors. A fnend has a heavy
cable connectedto his truck batteries_He just starts the
truck and then connects the cable to his “radio display
power supply” battery to charge it on the way home or
on the way to the next show.

On Risky Tube Substitution

| enjoyed Herb Parsons' article in the November
2003 issue which describes how he qgot involved with
antique radios, but he also describes a substitution in
the article which is risky. A Type 5U4 tube doesn’t make
a good substitute for a Type 80 — the filament current
is 3 amps (as opposed to 2 amps for the 80), and will
place a greater load on the power transformer.

According to my trusty RCA tube manual (RC-16),
the Type 5Y3is electrically identical to a Type 80 and so
would make a much better replacement if no Type 80 is
available (and the mail-order price is deemed too high).

Here's a tip: Since the Bakelite bases are usually
loose on these old tubes anyway, it's not too hard to
unsolder the pins and “swap-in” the glass bulb of a 5Y3
into the 4-pin oase of abad Type 80. This way you won't
need to mess with the tube socket in your valued radio.
If you're lucky enough to have a 5Y3G to use (ST
shape), it will even look like a real Type 80.

WITH THE COLLECTORS

The Aladdin Radio Repair Shop

BY RAY BINTLIFF

On a recent trip to the San
Francisco area, Ray visited what
may be the oldest radio repair
shop still in business. His report
follows. (Editor)

Where do old radios go when
they die on the West Coast? If
they are lucky they go to the
Aladdin Radio Repalr Co. in San
Francisco.

John and Louise Wentzel,
shown in Figure 1, have operated
the Aladdin Radio Repair Co.
since 1946. When TV arrived in
San Francisco in 1950, radio re-
pair became a secondary activity
for them and the emphasis was
on television. Today, John and
Louise are back to their original
calling — repairing antique radios.
And enjoying it immensely.

The Aladdin is an active and well-equipped
radio repair shop as Figures 2 and 3 show. But, it
is also a showroom with many old radios on
display. Figure 4 provides a small sampling of the
Wentzels' collection. While a wide range of man-
ufacturers is represented, it is not surprising that
West Coast radios seem to dominate. To see
such a variety of West Coast radios was a treat
for East Coast eyes. The array of Remler sets

was especially impressive. In addition to familiar
West Coast names, John has some “bootleg sets.”
As he explained, these AC/DC sets were cranked
out by unlicensed manufacturers in Los Angeles
“until RCA caught up with them.” John also re-
called that the low-end AC/DC sets sold for $12.95
with credit payments of 25 cents per week.

The shop’s neatly arranged stock of tubes and
parts Is complemented by a set of Rider manuals
and Sams publications. But the Aladdin's great-

est asset is the knowledge and experience that
the Wentzels offer.

The sale was heavy in
Detrola, Philco and Zenith radi-
os, as well as many transistor
radios and tube lots. As in the
July auction, in order to handie
the number of transistor radios,
parts lots, test equipment, and
tube box lots, a second auction-
eer was employed off to the side
of the hall. Again, my wife Edith
recorded the transistor radio
sales as best she could; howev-
er, she could not manage the
parts, test equipment, and box
lots of tubes. The resuit was that
most of these sales went unre-
corded.

As usual, there were many
bargains to be had, and several
times | found myself running
back and forth from one auction to the other to try
to snag an item that piqued my interest. Usually
my efforts went unrewarded, so | stuck mainly to
the general auction.

The top-dollar items were a British World War
| aircraft set selling at $1,500, and a very nice
Collins S-Line station at $1,800.
