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EDITOR’S COMMENTS

A bridge to spring — that's how we like to de-
scribe the Greater Boston Antique Radio Collectors’
(GBARC) annual February meet, the subject cf our
lead article. At this writing, we can fantasize that this
bridge needed to be only a short one because we
are now enjoying record-breaking 60 degree tem-
peratures. But, New Englanders are realists and
know that in a minute all that can change. Since
outdoor meets are not in our immediate future, we
can reflect on the success of Radio XXXV, the
product of the hard labors of our own A.R.C. staff.

“Short and sweet" best describes this fast mov-
ing, single morning event, Starting time is a carefully
monitored 8:00 a.m., and then the fun begins. De-
spite the frigid weather, over 700 attendees filled
the Westford Regency ballroom and spilled over
into the lobby and two adjoining rooms. On view
were 94 tables laden with radio and related trea-
sures. As Dorothy Schecter points out in her article,
this is a family affair, and this event also offers the
pleasure of talking to people of all ages from as far
away as Hawaii.

In fact, camaraderie is key to a meet like this.
This year, the good fellowship extended beyord the
regular meet hours when | opened my museum to
anyone who wanted to drop by to view my collec-
tion. More than a dozen people made the short five
mile trip and enjoyed seeing my collection of 600
plus items, including over 100 horns, as well as over
100 crystal sets. Their enthusiasm for sets like the
37 Grebe items has made me think more seriously
about a barn/museum in the future.

In general, Radio XXXV proved to be as well
received as in preceding years. We seem to have
found the right venue in a location convenient to
highways, and because of our advertising, dealers
know that serious buyers will attend. Buyers, in
turn, know that a wide variety of quality goods will
be offered.

At this meet, a buyer might find an item he’s tried
to find for seven years, as Tom Collins did, or how
about a whole new area of collecting, like Jon
Golden's miniature tape recorders? Whatever your
pleasure, you can't ask for more in the dead of
winter when you need to get out to connect with the
real radio world.

Speaking of reaching out, Richard Arnold's At-
water Kent 84 article tells how he acquired this set
in his early collecting days via a unique advertising
scheme. As his frequent byline in A.R.C. attests,
Richard is one of our most prolific writers. Unfortu-
nately, | had a memory lapse last month when |
said on this page that | could not recall Amold
articles other than those on AC cathedrals. Rich-
ard has reminded me of a dozen battery set arti-
cles written from 1986 to 1994. Apologies for a
“senior moment” that may send an alarming signal

that ten years might be my memory limit!

Thanks to Loren Ashworth whose photos of a
CBS Col-R-Tel converter became the inspiration for
a short “photo essay.” This early color TV converter
utilized the CBS field-sequential colcr system, which
resulted in an excellent color picture, but was beat-
en out by the RCA NTSC system used today.

Early television collecting is becoming more and
more in evidence, and we're glad that Dave Sica
alerted us to the second Early Television Conven-
tion to be held April 24 and 25. Like the first conven-
tion last spring, which Dave and friends describe in
an article, this one will be held at wnat must be the
perfect venue — the Early Television Foundation
Museum in Hilliard, Ohio. This museum containing
Steve McVoy's extensive collection of television
artifacts is well worth a visit.

In its heyday, radio was used by advertisers to
promote almost everything. The gas pump advertis-
ing globe in Photo Review piques the imagination,
as we wonder if folks sought out the station with
“Radio” gas and oil. Also mixed with an assortment
of interesting sets is a relatively rare Magnavox 1-
tube amplifier.

In his latest Estes Auctions report, Ray Chase
suggests that this may have been a historic eventin
that a single vacuum tube sold for $14,500, while
another sold for $7,000. In fact, 25 items sold for
over $1,000 each. Certainly, these and other prices
are impressive, but prices weren't the only out-
standing thing about this auction. Quality too was
much in evidence because a large percentage of
the offerings came from the Sanford Deutsch (see
September 2003) and Donald Rossbach collections,
both noted tor their very fine condifion.

MEET REPORT

Radio XXXV
Westford, Massachusetts — February 15, 2004

BY DOROTHY SCHECTER

What's the best way for a collector to defeat the
winter doldrums? Leave the shop projects behind
and get out to a major meet, such as the Greater
Boston Antique Radio Collector's (GBARC) Ra-
dio XXXV in Westford, Massachusetts. Despite
the frigid temperatures outslde, over 700 collec-
tors did just that. From 8 am. to 1 p.m, they
gathered in the Westford Regency Hotel ball-
room, foyer, and two adjacent rooms to enjoy a
show that "brightens up the winter,” according to
John Hagman, down from Vermont for the plea-
sure of hobnobbing with fellow radio aficionados.

This is definitely a meet for everyone — not just
the collector in pursuit of a coveted item, but also
families and friends. If you were not among them
this year, we try in this report to give you an idea of
the offerings — everything from AC battery sets,
crystal sets, communications equipment, and TVs
to vintage audio equipment.

In addition, after the meet, there was the oppor-
tunity to visit Editor John Terrey’s museum about
five miles away. A number of collectors stopped
by to see a collection that centers on pre-1925,
pre-superhet, broadcast and early wireless sets.
Among the more than 600 items were over 100
horns and over 100 crystal sets. For many, if there
was a single highlight, it was the more than 37
Grebe items. The collection is spread throughout
three rooms in the spacious Terrey house, but
John envisions a barn/museum in the near future.

YOUNG, OLD, AND NEW COLLECTORS

Perhaps the most striking thing about a meet
like this one is the fact that it brings young, old,

and new collectors together. Seasoned collectors
come to communicate with old friends in the
“business” of buying and selling old radios, TVs,
and related equipment for the ultimate purpose of
preserving radio history.

him as a “regular” at the GBARC show primarily
because he says, “This show is a lot of fun.”

He’s one of the old guard com-
pared to two and one-half year old Ella Beauport
who clutched her first purchase of a transistor
radio and patiently did the rounds of tables with
her parents.

This was the Beauports' first trip to the GBARC
meet to check out tube gear and antique radios.

[On the stage, an area set aside for
consoles,] I saw a bunch of restored, $500-
plus consoles, Silvertones and such, ear-
ly in the show and expected them never
to sell. Wasn't I surprised when the stage
was nearly empty before noon, and not
because any sellers had already left... I
regretted not getting a table and plan to
do so next year...

I thank the staff of A.R.C. for putting
on a great show as usual... If you want to
buy or sell radios, don’t miss this event
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when we met him, he had bought
a few things and was arranging
to have them shipped home. We
hope to see Sean here again
next year.

John Golden from our home-
town here in Carlisle, Mass
comes to pursue his interest in
very small tape recorders, which
he has exhibited in area librar-
ies. John also sells beautifully
designed miniature reel-to-reel
tape recorders disguised in gad-
gets, like a cigarette lighter, orin
jewelry, like a ring — something
unexpected for new shoppers at
the meet.

working Super Sieben “Rotamnint” — an early
slot machine that might have been found in bars
in Germany.

Some collectors come because, like Doris and
Lowell Shultz of Ambler, Pa., they found that it
was worth the trip after their first try last year. The
Shultz radio story is a fairly typical one. In the
army, Lowell was a radio repair man, then in his
professional life, he became an electrical engi-
neer, and now in retirement, he's back to old
radios. Life comes 'round full circle.

WITH THE COLLECTORS

Atwater Kent Model 84

BY RICHARD ARNOLD

“It pays to advertise” is the message sent by
Richard Amold's article telling how he acquired a
nice Atwater Kent Model 84. (Editor)

I purchased this Atwater Kent Model 84, shown in
Figure 1, sometime in the fall of 1985 when | was a
brand new collector. At the time, | was selling insur-
ance and used to include radio cards in monthly
statements. | had one customer who brought a radio
to my office where we agreed upon a price of $75.
This was my first cathedral, the Atwater Kent Model
84. Needless to say, | was so impressed by the
beauty and size of this radio that from that time on |
was hooked not only on collecting radios, but also
on cathedrals in particular.

THE ATWATER KENT MODEL 84

Mr. Charles S. Bradley first designed the Atwater
Kent 84 in 1931. The design patent was applied for
on February 17, 1931, and the patent #84316 was
issued on June 9, 1931.

Since it measures 19" x 15 %" x 9 %" with its
Gothic arch, the Atwater Kent 84 is considered a
compact style. In the fall of 1931, an Atwater Kent
radio ad states the following: “Model 84, golden
voiced compact with the pentode tube. The cabinet
has a Gothic front of matched butt walnut. The sides
are of selected striped walnut. A quick-vision dial.
New electro-dynamic speaker. Antenna adjuster,
securing full efficiency on an antenna of any length.
It has an armored chassis, fully shielded to prevent
radiation and has a full rich tone.” The radio sold for
$69.50. That seems like nothing now, but back in
the Depression era that was a large sum of money.
Actually, the radio was more expensive than most of
its competition.

There were four versions of the Model 84 made.
All models had both an early and late version. The
model numbers are the following: 84 (part numbers
17500 and 19000; 84F (part numbers 17600 and
19200); 84D (part numbers 17800 and 19300); and
84Q (part numbers 18300 and 19400). The 84Q is
the battery version of the model.

The radio pictured in this article is the early
version of the Model 84. This set is a 6-tube
superheterodyne, listed as part number 17500.
The six tubes used are as follows: three Type 24
used as 1stIF, 1stand 2nd detector; one Type 47
1st AF; one Type 27 oscillator; and one Type 80
rectifier. The radio has no tone control, but the
later version of the Model 84, part number 19000,
does have tone control, as do all other late ver-
sions. It also has a slightly different cabinet style
and tube type lineup consisting of two 35s, one 24,

one 47, one 27 and one 80.
The tube lineups for the other three modeis are
as follows:

Model 84F (early): three Type 24s, one 27, one 47
and one 80.

Model 84F (late): one 24, one 27, two 35s, one 47
and one 80.

Model 84D (early): one 33, three 36s, and two 37s.

Model 84D (late): one 33, three 36s, and two 37s.

Model 84Q (early): two 30s, four 32s and one 33.

Model 84Q (late): two 30s, four 32s, and one 33.

The 84F is a 110v 25-cycle; the 84D is a 110v
DC,; and, as stated earlier, the 84Q is a battery set.

This Model 84 tunes only the broadcast band.
The three Bakelite knobs are for controlling the
tuning, on/off and volume. The radio uses a 180-
degree, or half-moon, lighted, dial scale, with a
metal escutcheon. The grille cloth is the original
diamond pattern.

Ot all the Atwater Kent cathedrals, this Model 84
is considered the most common. It has a plain
looking cabinet when compared to the other Atwater
Kent cathedral cabinet styles. However, it is still a
very desirable radio and commands a high price.

Over the years | have continued to collect cathe-
drals. Even though | have many other styles of



radios in my collection, the cathedrals still hold a
special place.

Col-R-Tel Converter

BY LOREN P. ASHWORTH AND A.R.C. STAFF

In the early days of color television, there were two
major systems proposed, one by RCA and the other by
CBS. The Col-R-Tel converter, manufactured by Color
Converter, Inc. of Columbia City, Indiana, was a device
that decoded the CBS signals. It used a 12" black and
white television receiver and a rotating color wheel.

At the transmitter, the CBS field-sequential color
broadcasting system utilized a rotating wheel placed in

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front of the camera tube. The wheel had three sets of
filters: red, blue and green. The result was a stream of
complete pictures; red, blue, green, red, blue, green,
etc. At the receiving end, a similar rotating disk was
placedin front of the television picture tube. This rotating
disk was synchronized with the transmitted pictures so
as to show a red filter in front of the tube when the red
picture was received, blue for the blue picture, and
green for the green picture. The result was an excellent
color picture. In 1946, the New York Times called CBS
color “superior to the Technicolor seen in the movies.”

The Col-R-Tel circular wheel unit, which is placed in
front of the black and white television receiver, is shown
in Figure 1. Figure 2 shows a rear view of the Col-R-Tel
circular wheel unit. Figures 3 and 4 show the 7-tube
control chassis.

Ultimately, the CBS field-sequential color
broadcasting system was rejected by the FCC and the
RCA-promoted NTSC system used today was adopted.

Johnson; “RCA’s 1939 TV Program in Russia” (a
video presentation) by Alex Magoun; “Frozen Out
in the 1940s and 1950s? Distant Reception (TVDX-
ing) in the NTSC Era” by John Pinckney; and
“Brought to You in Living Color” by Peter Stonard.

THE EARLY TELEVISION FOUNDATION
MUSEUM

From humble beginnings, starting literally from
scratch less than four years ago, Steve McVoy's
collection of early televisions quickly grew to the
point where he really did need a museum to hold
it. Today, the Early Television Foundation Muse-
um contains an extensive collection of historic
television artifacts. It has just completed a 2,200
square foot addition to its display space, more
than doubling the original area.

In the beginning, Steve focused his attention
on the early history of the technology, from the
1920s (the days of the earliest successful dem-
onstrations of mechanical television) through 1955
(the second year of electronic color). He estab-
lished a nonprofit foundation to buy a warehouse,
hired a staff, and enlisted friends and family to
help with renovations. The result is a serigs of
display rooms defined by nation, brand, or era.
Many of the sets are in working condition.

The immediate downside of Steve’s intense
collecting is that some of the best current items
are headed for Ohio and not to our collections.
But the longterm upside is the institutional knowl-

edge that the special fans of this particular slice of
history will have. We will all be the keepers of this
part of broadcasting history.

Steve does more to encourage and publicize
and help other collectors of early televisions than
anyone else. We all can surely marvel at and
learn from his collection and restorations. His
foundation and Web site have become the de
facto center of the television collecting universe,
a registry that benefits everyone. Steve makes
sure that we all know what is happening.

THE FIRST EARLY TELEVISION CONVENTION

The first of its kind Early Television Conven-
tion, held in March 2003, promised to be a fasci-
nating event, and given the fanaticism, demo-
graphics, and, yes, the money involved in antique
TV collecting, perhaps the start of something big.
The event far exceeded museum founder Steve
McVoy's expectations, with collectors converging
from 20 states, Canada and Germany.

The convention came together rather casually.
Steve had asked Nat Pendleton, Dave Johnson
and Geoff Bourne if they'd be willing to bring
some of their treasures to his museum in Hilliard
and make a presentation about them. They
agreed, and Steve posted a notice on his Web
site announcing the “First Annual Early Televi-
sion Convention.”

Several local collectors had already been talk-
ing about making a pilgrimage to the museum.
And, lo and behold, here was the perfect excuse!
It was too good an opportunity to pass up. We'd
get to meet our collecting colleagues and internet
friends, as well as the one collector who had
changed the face of our hobby and worked the
hardest to get all of us together. We'd get to see
what sort of artifacts exist and how they are

presented in one of the most ambitious television
museums in the world.

As the number of people registering for the
event continued to rise, it quickly became appar-
ent that the existing museum area itself was go-
ing to be too small. As a result, an unfinished
space was hurriedly gussied up with some floor
paint, and sheets from Wal-Mart were hung from
conduit to serve as walls.

The first day began with visits to the museum
by the 75 attendees (out of a total population of
perhaps 80-some acknowledged collectors of
these mahogany monsters). All of us were com-
petitors for the earliest and rarest of the examples
of arguably the greatest cultural influence of mod-
ern times. And all of us gathered in the house of
the modern day champion of the collectors —
Steve McVoy. There are certainly others with
collections to rival Steve’s, but none so visible or
accommodating.

During the tour, we enjoyed viewing a 1954
Milton Berle Show on the black-and-white televi-
sions and clips from The Wizard of Oz on the
color sets. Some ogled the 1930s British sets,
others preferred browsing the postwar extrava-
ganza, the military marvels, the tube displays or
the early color sets, most in working condition!
Others were mesmerized by the setup enabling
people to see their friends televised on a working
1920s Nipkow-disc camera, phatocell, and RCA
neon-tube vertical-scan televisicn

It was an awesome and humbling experience
to stand in the middle of a room with virtually
every set you might ever wish to have in your
collection, there on display and running! Standing
next to every one of the RCA TRK series, each
one with a period program flickering on its prewar
CRT had to qualify as... well, certainly as an
extraordinary experience.

There's little doubt that most of the attendees
of this first convention will return for the second.
Hope to see you there.

An historic event? Maybe not,
but it surely set the current record
for the sale of a single vacuum
tube — $14,500. This was the
final bid for a German Von Lie-
ben LRS relay tube with a mea-
surable filament, circa 1910. A
second similar tube with an open
filament was sold for $7,000.
Heady numbers for the vacuum
tube collecting fraternity. Both
tubes were from the Sanford
Deutsch collection of Yorktown
Heights, New York (see A.R.C.,
September 2003, for a preview).
Having one of these rare tubes
for public sale would be a mo-
mentous event; two of them, well,
incredible! For more details on the Von Lieben
tube, see Gerald Tyne’s Saga of the Vacuum Tube.

The Deutsch collection was highlighted in the
September 2003 issue of Antique Radio Classi-
fied, and review of that article is suggested along
with this auction report. The radios from the Deut-
sch estate were truly in outstanding condition and
could move right into the new owner's collection
with no more than a dusting off.

Historic tubes were not the only items setting
records at this auction. A mint condition Wireless
Specialty IP-501 paired with a rare Type B 2-step
amplifier was hammered down at $31,000. Among
the many other exceptional items from this super-
lative collection were a Westinghouse SE-1012A
shortwave receiver at $10,000, a Western Elec-
tric 4A receiver at $8,000, a Grebe CR-2 at $5,600,

Now one should not come away with the im-
pression that this sale was strictly for the “high
rollers.” As indicated previously, there were over
750 lots in this auction, and, as is usually the case
at Estes auctions, there is something for every-
body. This sale had a more than the usual selec-
tion of books and paper items, along with good
groupings of parts, military sets, Ham gear, tele-
visions and miscellaneous moderately priced ra-
dios of alt sort. In addition to the rare tubes, there
was a very large selection of other collector tubes
available to power up your battery and AC sets.
There were few box lots and no transistor radios,
but Estes had a follow-up auction scheduled for
his auction barn a week later that would have a
good supply of these items.
