EDITOR’S COMMENTS

The past month has been a good one — a
prolonged 20th anniversary celebration in which
we've received several congratulatory notes from
you readers. You enjoyed the recap of A.R.C. histo-
ry and wished us well for another decade or two.
So, your good wishes have sent us well on our way
into this first month of our 21st year.

Looking ahead, we find ourselves wondering
what radio-related collectibles will slip into the pag-
es of A.R.C. in the future. Will it be vintage iPods
and MP3 players? Believe it or not, we've just
received an article on the latter. The possibilities
are limitless.

Olin Shuler's lead article suggests some of the
possibilities that those of us who came into this
hobby 30 or 40 years ago might have overlooked
as serious collectibles; for example, the 1950s prod-
ucts of the Motorola Company. Though Olin’s arti-
cle focuses on his career with Motorola, the bro-
chure he sent pictures color television, 2-way radi-
o0s, a hi-fi sound system, and more. Yesterday's
new products have become today's coliectibles,
and so it will no doubt go into the future.

His article also represents the “one-article-leads-
to-another syndrome” that enriches A.R.C. Jerry
Wieland's February 2004 article on the Motorola
53LC3C clock radio triggered Olin’s many memo-
ries of a company's growth in the second half of the
20th century.

But it's back to the 1930s with Ray Bintliff's article
on the restoration of a Coast Guard transmitter. This
was certainly a first-rate basket case, and we com-
mend Ray for his persistence. Such TLC lavished
on a military set seems not to be as common as it is
on home radio receivers, the subject of more fre-
quent articles. Ray's work illustrates how important
collaboration can be in the absence of solid docu-
mentation, as his source of information was an
unmodified set on loan from the late Andy DuBois.

Collaboration and feedback are central themes
in A.R.C. articles. Witness the “Oops” letters in
Radio Miscellanea showing that you readers are
paying close attention to what is said in the maga-
zine. We rely on authors for accuracy and on our
editors for picking up on inaccuracies, but on occa-
sion, things fall through the cracks. Needless to
say, we welcome your corrections. And we’re com-
forted by being in good company — in a recent
issue, the New York Times published over a dozen
corrections to errors in that august publication.

Speaking of responses to the magazine, we were
deluged with phone calls this month when the June
issue showed up in your mailboxes later than usual.
Though it had been mailed only one day later than
usual, the Memorial Day holiday delayed its arrival
even further into June. Sorry about that, but we are

glad that you look forward to receiving each issue.

Photo Review has three sets in the crystal/bat-
tery set categories and three 1950s table models.
Even the ephemera is represented by a menu with
a Marconi signature.

Such a range of items and more is the hope of
everyone who attends a regional meet like that of
the New England Antique Radio Club in Nashua,
New Hampshire, this past spring. This is a nearby
affair for A.R.C. and easy to cover, but we also
welcome reports from other regions. From reports
by Ray Bintliff and John Hagman, we get a sense of
the revitalization of this event, which was a sellout.
Marty and Sue Bunis, who actually started this
event years ago, have taken over the helm again,
and their increased promotional efforts have paid
off. Hats off to them and to the other behind-the-
scenes workers who have created an event that
appeals to both buyers and sellers.

WITH THE COLLECTORS

More on Motorola and the 53LC3C

BY OLIN SHULER

One A.R.C. article frequently spawns another.
From his personal experience, Olin Shuler re-
sponds here lo Jerry Wieland'’s article on the
Motorola 53LC3 in the February 2004 issue of
A.R.C. Olin comments on Motorola's use of sub-
miniature tubes and inverted-basket speakers.
He also provided a 1953 brochure touting the
company’s wide ranging electronic products, such
as 2-way radios, radar equipment and color TV.
Some of the brochure’s illustrations are included
here. (Editor)

What a pleasant surprise to see a “familiar
face” looking back at me in Figure 1 on page 12 of
the February 2004 issue of ARC — specifically,
the 1953 Motorola 53LC3 portable clock radio.
This radio was built in a Motorola Consumer
Products Division plant in Quincy, illinois. This
division was located in an aging, 3-story factory
building, still standing today overlooking the Mis-
sissippi River at Third & Broadway.

Motorola relocated part of its radio production
to Quincy in 1948, expanded in 1950, and by
1956 occupied a new facility at 1400 North 30th

Street. It grew to become the world's largest plant
devoted solely to the manufacture of radios. Tele-
vision and audio products followed later.

| worked for Motorola, first as a production




tester and inspector, starting in
1950. In late 1951, | left for the
Army, returning in late 1953. |
rejoined Motorola as a statistical
clerk in the Production Engineer-
ing Department. The 53LC pro-
duction line was located a short
distance from our office on the
first floor. | visited the line daily
to pick up inspection and test
results, and to assist with a new-
ly established Quality Index pro-
gram. Motorola's emphasis on
quality goes back a good many
years. The “new” subminiature
tubes and the unusual speaker design caught my
eye too.

USE OF SUBMINIATURE TUBES

For a 1953 clock radio, a spring-wound clock
was a natural choice to use with subminiature
tubes. Then, most wrist and pocket watches re-
quired winding. In many areas, occasional power
interruptions were to be expected, making spring-
wound alarm clocks a habitual part of the house-
hold. The clock mechanism is probably an adap-
tation of a pocket watch, or small alarm clock
movement. A viable battery-operated clock didn't
find its way to Motorola until the transistor-clock-
portable Model CX-1 about eight years later.

That year, the use of subminiature tubes was
considered to be a harbinger of further miniatur-
ization efforts to come. Transistors were known
by name only. Vacuum tubes were all we under-
stood. The subminiature lineup was probably a
serious production trial to determine the ‘real
world” benefits, problems, and suitability for wider
application of these tubes.

| recall they were not popular with the line
workers. They were a little more difficult to handle
and install than their 7-pin miniature counterparts
and more susceptible to noise, when jarred, and
to microphonics. Their service reliabilty is un-
known, but, within a year or so, design emphasis
was placed on solid-state circuits. Use of the 7-
pin miniature tubes continued until the solid-state
circuits were ready.

OTHER STEPS TOWARD MINIATURIZATION

Another cutting edge feature is visible in the
chassis photograph in Jerry Wieland's February
article. Notice the presence and particularly the
size of the ferrite antenna rod. Ferrite rod anten-
nas were just coming into popular use. Today,
rods of that size are usually found only in higher
performance sets. Squeezing a conventional flat
loop antenna capable of similar performance into
the radia’s cabinet, along with its large decorative
metal grille, clock, and battery pack, would have
been quite a problem.

The speaker design was another step toward
miniaturization. It was used in other models that
year, including the 53H table model and the 63C
clock radio, allowing some interesting styling in-
novations. Motorola undertook the manufacture
of the inverted basket speaker at the Quincy
plant. The magnetizer, being too heavy for the
freight elevator, was set up in the basement of the
building, near the Production Engineering Docu-
mentation Department. | recall typing the engi-
neer's progress reports and test procedures for
the speaker project. By 1956, Motorola had re-
turned to the use of conventional speakers.

ing. Further inspection revealed
that a crystal socket had been add-
ed to the oscillator stage and some
bus-bar wiring had been cut. Later
in the restoration effort, 1 discov-
ered that a trimmer capacitor had
been removed as well.

The more | looked, the more
problems | found. The send/receive
switch on the far left had been re-
wired and the RF current meter
had a jumper across its terminals.
More missing parts and modifica-
tions were discovered as the res-
toration progressed.

Underneath the chassis, things
were not quite as bad. As Figure 4
shows, one of the original Aerovox
can-type capacitors had been re-
placed with a more modern capac-
itor. Some wiring changes were not-
ed at the capacitors’ terminals and
the microphone jack. Also, a jump-
er had been wired across the ter-
minals of the wire-wound resistor
at the bottom right of the photo.
Note the generous use of asbes-
tos insulation around the three car-
bon resistors.

The transmitter’s aluminum front
panel and cabinet were in poor
cosmetic condition because of
aged and dirty paint, dents and
scratches. Also, a number of non-
original holes were drilled in the
panel and cabinet. Figure 5 shows
the condition of the front panel.

WHERE DO WE GO FROM
HERE?

Before any serious restoration
effort could be performed it was
necessary to determine the set's
original configuration. Without a
schematic diagram or coil winding
data, the prospects for an authen-
tic restoration seemed dim. But ra-
dio collectors, being a tenacious
and closely-knit bunch, always
seem to find solutions. Fortunately,
Bill had obtained some photocopies
of data for the transmitter. The not-
so-good news was that the illustra-
tions were of marginal quality and a
schematic was not included.

Then Bill learned that the late
“Andy” Dubois had an unmodified
transmitter and receiver in his col-
lection. Andy offered the loan of
his transmitter to assist the resto-
ration project. Without his help itis
unlikely that the restoration could

(Coast Guard Transmitter, continued)
begin the actual restoration.

READY TO RESTORE

As a first step, all of the components mounted on
the front panel were removed. Then the panel was
removed so that it could be stripped and repainted.
Removing the panel had a side benefit — it made it
easier to reach some of the chassis-mounted compo-
nents. Figure 6 shows one stage in the disassembly
process.

After the panel was stripped of its paint, an engrav-
er's error was discovered in the upper left corner of
the panel. As Figure 7 shows, the legend for the plate
current meter was misplaced and engraved again in
the correct position. GE solved the problem by simply
painting over the incorrect engraving. Ain't black wrin-
kle paint a wonderful cover up!

The antenna loading coil was missing from Bill's
set. So, areplacement was replicated using old parts
and materials. The other three coils were cleaned,
their old windings removed and then rewound using
double cotton covered wire. The set of rewound coils
is shown in Figure 8.

THE HOME STRETCH

After the chassis and components were cleaned
and the tuning capacitors were lubricated, it was time
to reassemble the set. Replacements for missing
mica and trimmer capacitors were found. The miss-
ing bathtub capacitor was recreated, complete with a
label. Wiring modifications were returned to their
original state and things were starting to look good.
Alas, it was too good to be true. Remember that
jumper across the RF ammeter? It was there be-
cause the meter was open. So the search for a
suitable thermocouple ammeter began.

At this point, a brief and simplified explanation of
how a thermocouple ammeter works may be helpful.
A thermocouple type ammeter consists of the usual
DC meter movement connected to a thermocouple.
A thermocouple is a junction of two dissimilar metals
that produces a DC voltage when it is heated. If that
heat is generated by the flow of RF currentthen a DC
voltage is generated that causes a deflection in the
meter movement and we get a measurement of RF
current. Thermocouple meters were “big stuff” iong
ago and they were used in transmitters of World War
Il vintage. They are not as plentiful today and finding
one in working condition is difficult. The chance of

finding an identical meter to replace the bad one
borders on the impossible.

The only practical solution was to keep the meter
with its DC movement and replace its thermocouple.
Hey, that's duck soup. Right? Not really. After buy-
ing, begging and borrowing a bunch of ammeters as
possible sources of a good thermocouple, | was
unable to find one in working condition. Finally, a
friend came to the rescue with a meter that con-
tained the sealed-in-glass thermocouple shown in
Figure 9.

Every problem may have a solution, but some-
times it seems that every solution has a problem.
After removing the thermocouple from its meter case
and hooking it up to the old meter, it worked just fine.
But, it was too big to fit in the old meter case. |
decided to mount the thermocouple outboard and



hide it behind the meter. With all of
the electronics ready to go it was
time to mount the meters, dials
and such on the front panel. Be-
fore we get into that let's touch on
the repainting work.

REPAINTING

As mentioned previously, the
cabinet and front panel were in
poor shape. So, the first task was
to strip the paint from both pieces.
Next, the extra holes, gouges and
dents were repaired using
autobody filler followed by a light
sanding.

Painting was done with a spray
can of black wrinkle paint, and
painting the cabinet was easy
enough, However, the front panel
presented a problem. At the facto-
ry, the panel was painted first and
then engraved. Now the panel was
engraved and the problem was how
to keep the new paint job out of the
engraved lettering. Several ap-
proaches were considered includ-
ing filling the engraving with soft
wax and removing it after the spray
painting was completed. In the end,
the simplest and best method was
to scrape out the paint from the
engraving using a scribe. This op-
eration had to be repeated after
each layer of paint was applied.
The work was difficult and time-
consuming, but it produced a shiny
engraving that contrasted with the
black wrinkle finish.

THE END IS NEAR

The last cosmetic task was to
polish the nickel-plated dials and
hardware. Then all front panel com-
ponents were mounted and electrical connections
made. A dummy load was installed at the transmit-
ter's output connections, and now it was time for the
smoke test.

There was no smoke &nd the lamps in the dummy
load glowed nicely. The restoration was complete
and the litile rig worked. Tuning up the transmitter is a

little tricky and requires two hands because of the

interaction between the oscillator and amplifier tuning
controls.

THE FINISHED PRODUCT

Two views of the restored transmitter are shown in
Figures 10 and 11. A reproduction of the set's name-
plate is shown in Figure 12. The schematic diagram
that appears in Figure 13 and the parts list shown in
Table | were generated as part of the restoration effort.

Although there were some frustrating moments, it
was very satisfying to see the abused transmitter

restored and operating again.
In closing, | would like to cite again Andy DuBois’
contribution to the success of this restoration.

The January 17, 2004, Estes auction sale had
all the earmarks of being a “barn burner,” and on
our arrival we found that that prediction held true
“in spades.” The collection of the late Dr. Russell
Hanselman and his son, the late Keith Hansel-
man, of Auburn, Indiana, consisted of many ear-
ly, rare, collectible radios and artifacts, some of
which are seldom seen or offered for sale. As
usual, viewing was available on Friday evening
and on Saturday from 8:00 a.m. until 10:00 a.m.,
the start of the auction.

High-flyers were in abundance; for example, a
Marconi 294A receiver selling at $19,000, an
incomplete Marconi 107A at $15,000, a very rare
Mignon RLC tuner at $11,000, a Wireless Spe-
cialty IP-501A at $8,000, a Chicago Radio Labs
PAR Z-nith tuner at $16,000, and on and on. A
wealth of Westemn Electric, Grebe and other high-
ly collectible names were available to bidders. All
told, 43 items sold for $1,000 or more each.

In addition, there were many tube sales, many
early hard cover books, as well as a host of early
radio magazines, offered. | must apologize for
the listing of the books as it was difficult to record
accurately what titles were being sold, and | could
not get many of them.

Four Atwater Kent breadboards and three BC-
