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EDITOR'S COMMENTS
Once again a reader has given us the opportunity

to be the forum for an aspect of radio history that
isn't generally known. So it is with Ed Scr bner's
story about a post wired "broadcasting'. system at
the Radio Training School at Sioux Falls, South
Dakota. during World War II. This story follows the
pattern of many past stories we've published re-
cording the histories of places like Radio Row, WLW
Cincinnati, or RCA Camden, among others.

Ingenuity is a common thread in these histories,
and it is especially evident in the Scribner story.
Wartime makes immediate demands on problem
solvers Ed stepped up to the plate and created a
system to meet the needs of the Radio School for a
public address system that improved efficiency, as
well as provided news and entertainment. Making
do with whatever was available was the key to the
success of this project.

We invite others to share their radio history sto-
ries, which reinforce our sense of the importance of
preserving old radios. Hats off to Ed, who. at 96, is
still making use of his archives to add another
chapter to the story of radio.

Ed's direct involvement in the Sioux Falls story
illustrates the human interest dimension often
present in radio history articles. Similarly, redo nov-
elties, like the radio game shown in Photo Review
this month, also broaden the human side of collect-
ing. It's easy to imagine a player, young or not -so -
young, trying to get the radio tube -like capsules into
the socket holes of this game.

Other sets of note in Photo Review include a
Meteor by Radio Shop and a rarely seen Paragon
III -A by Adams Morgan. This latter set with its wood-
en cabinet and doors would look nice in any living
room, a contrast to the usual plain black panel sets
of the times.

Of course, history is an element even in a article
about a particular set. Richard Arnold always adds
to our knowledge about his latest find. In this case, it
is a Philco 48-460, which he nicknames "the frog."
This set seems to have had many variations, includ-
ing some Canadian sets and others we have found
in books and on the Internet. Perhaps you readers
will report on more.

Ingenuity is also very much a part of any restora-

Lion project. Daniel Schoo, who has written exten-
sively on restoration topics for A.R.C., has comment-
ed on Walter Heskes' January 2005 article on fixing
IF transformers. Dan offers an alternate method.

And once again resistance line cord or ballast
tube replacement is a restoration topic which both
Charles Rhodes and Don Borowski addressed with-
in days of each other.

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VINTAGE BROADCASTING

Military "PBS" - Vintage 1942
Designing a Post Broadcasting System

In the May 2004 issue of A.R.C., Edward Scrib-
ner responded to our August 2003 cover depict-
ing salvaged radios slated to aid in the war effort.
He not only had first-hand experience with those
salvaged radios, but also became the designer of
the one -of -a -kind military wired "broadcasting"
system described in this article. (Editor)

At age 96, Ed Scribner, shown in Figure 1 at
the control panel of his custom-built sound sys-
tem, is still a "Radio Man" par excellence. Only
last summer, he was called upon to repair the PA
system that had been damaged by lightning at
the 125 -year -old Upstate New York Cobleskill
"Sunshine" Fair and Race Track shortly before
the Saturday night races were to begin. An engi-
neer in the electrical and electronics business
since October 1925, Ed Scribner was obviously
the man to call in this local crisis.

After all, he installed the first audio system at
the fair in 1927, and though officially retired, he
continues to help his successor Ron Trask make
improvements in the system. Scribner was the
subject of a feature story in the September 2004
issue of Systems Contractor, a trade publication
for the sound industry. The article describes the
complexities in delivering sound to the 40 -acre
fairground where more than 100 loudspeakers
can be individually converted into an intercom.
The system even allows the operator to talk back

to people on the speakers. This is what Trask
calls "another Ed -designed feature."

Scribner's technical reputation had a fairly re-
cent moment in the spotlight of the Late Show
with David Letterman. Letterman had invited 500
people from the tiny town of Schoharie to see the

show. When he asked what the
other 492 people who stayed
home were doing, someone
shouted a response, "Watching
Ed Scribner wire up a toaster."

Scribner is also credited with
what some historians call the
world's first outdoor showing of
a talking motion picture. He had
converted a 1917 movie projec-
tor for sound and used it to show
weekly feature films in the vil-
lage on summer evenings from
1930 to 1942.

Back in 1942, Scribner's tal-
y ents also came to be appreciat-

ed by the Army Air Force, though
he had been rejected for service
earlier because of poor eyesight.
However, with a waiver on eyes
because of his technical knowl-
edge, and perhaps by dropping
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the name of longtime friend Colonel John F. 'Jack"
Rider (yes, the John F. Rider of radio reference
fame), he was ultimately accepted as a noncom-
batant. This classification meant no basic training
and no overseas service.

Instead, he was ordered immediately :o the
Radio Training School in Souix Falls, South Da-
kota, to which he traveled on his own, also paying
for his own rail ticket. A sobering thought was that
he didn't even have identification papers and
might have ended up in the stockade had an MP
stopped him along the way. Nevertheless, he
concluded that "someone knew something about
me" because he was given a permanent pass the
day after arrival. Right away, he became part of
the huge task of supplying radio parts to irstruc-
tors for use in training their thousands of stu-
dents.

"PBS" OR THE POST BROADCASTING
SYSTEM

From the beginning, the higher-ups must have
had something more in mind for this unusual 34 -
year old recruit. Though only a private, he was
called to attend a meeting with school officers to
discuss ways of alleviating the trainees' boredom
when listening to code with earphones for long
hours Understandably, the students were getting
groggy and nodding off. The first solution was to
buy a turntable and an amplifier to play popular
recordings. plus a microphone for announce-
ments. After a trip downtown with an officer :o buy
the equipment, Scribner was to hook it up in the
room adjoining the code room where students
trained.

The new unit was an RCA broadcast cuality
transcription turntable with playback and record-
ing capability. The unit could handle 16 -inch
records at speeds of 33'./3 rpm or 78 -rpm. A dozen
or more units were installed in Post Headquarters
in about three days. Scribner handled the me-
chanics of operating the system to feed music
and news to the four code classes on two shifts
that soon expanded to three.

Among the difficulties was getting announcers
from the student body and dealing with the noise
factor from adjoining rooms. In this regard, he
and the base Chief Executive Officer spent two
days looking among several hundred buildings
for a reasonably quiet space, but to no avail.

During these first months of service, Scribner
bypassed Private First Class rating and became
a Corporal. Before leaving on his first furlough in
April 1943, the CO handed him his Sergeant's
stripes and told him to come to see him on his
return. He had been in the service for only six
months!

EXPANDING PBS

On his return from furlough, Scribner reported
to the CO, now a Lt. Colonel, who had come up
with another job for him. A critical problem was
getting students to the school sessions and duty
posts on time. Sometimes the next shift was 15 to
20 minutes late; sometimes they waited in rain
and snow because they were too early. Bugle
calls were not exact enough for school sessions,

Mess, PT, etc. This, after all, was wartime and
every minute counted!

The Colonel wanted Scribner to draw up a plan
for each of the 16 squadrons to be equipped with
microphone, amplifier, and turntable to play the
bugle calls loud enough to be heard from one end
of the squadron street to the other. Scribner soon
saw that such a multigroup plan would not guar-
antee the accuracy of timing the sounding of the
bugle calls He determined that the one answer
was to design a single control for the entire field. It
would be the responsibility of one person or group
to play the bugle calls as scheduled, and all
would be on time.

The Colonel readily agreed .and began the
search for space needed to house the equip-
ment, which he ordered Scribner to list and locate
in four days. This was no small task, but by the
fourth day, Scribner was able to provide a pur-
chase order for 90 percent of the items needed.
Meanwhile, the Colonel had found a set of empty
barracks made in sections that could be moved
and reconstructed for the required space, which
would also be shared by the Chaplain, Special
Services, and Public Relations

In an appearance before the base staff, Scrib-
ner explaired how the system would work. It
would correlate to the student "breaks" in the
Code room, serve multiple functions, such as
announcing special changes on the base, the
uniform of the day, lost and found items, etc., as

well as provide news and entertainment. The
base staff approved the program, and Scribner
began to design the system.

Figure 2 shows Sgt. Scribner assembling an
amplifier for the Post sound system, which in-
cluded a control console and the room to house
it, a large studio linked to the control room by a
double -pane glass window, a front office, a work-
shop, and cabinets for the amplifiers, teletype,
etc. The teletype printer shown in Figure 3 pro-
vided up-to-date news for "broadcast" over the
system.

Identification indicating that the broadcast was
coming from the air base was necessary. "Post
Broadcasting System" or "PBS" was chosen, and
before long, "This broadcast is coming to you
from PBS the Broadcasting System of the Sioux
Falls Army Air Force" was heard thoughout the
base.

By September 1943, PBS had a staff of an-
nouncers, script writers, programmers, and tech-
nicians and was ready for its first broadcast. Grad-
ually, the system grew to a 22 -hour operation, as
more and more wires were strung to new loca-
tions deemed to be worthy of being a part of the
PBS network. For example, a much smaller dupli-
cate of the system, called "PBS Jr." was con-
structed for the base hospital where speakers
were wired into each room.

As development was underway, Scribner
learned that a Nebraska contractor had a sound
system to sell. It had fifteen horn type loudspeak-
ers, a similar number of amplifiers, a turntable, a
microphone, and an AM/FM radio. A bid of one-
third the price of new equipment won the day. A
truck set off to Nebraska to pick up the bargain
items which proved to be hardly used and exactly
right for the PBS job.

THE TECHNICAL SETUP

PBS was essentially a huge public address
system which was adapted for distributing pro-
grams to KSOO and KELO, NBC outlets in Sioux
Falls, through telephone lines. The manager of
both these stations praised PBS as a "complete
broadcast service, except it transmits programs
by wire instead of by wireless." NBC had no
objections to rebroadcasts because the service
was conducted exclusively for Army personnel.

Visitors to the PBS studio were impressed with
its professional appearance. The control room
contained the main console which measured 50"
x 90" x 40". In this console were two Stromberg-
Carlson preamplifiers, two RCA 16 -inch transcrip-
tion turntables with an RCA recording unit, which
facilitated recording and playback at 78 rpm or 33
'6 rpm, and a monitor amplifier. A recording am-
plifier with meters indicated volume levels of
both recordings and programs going over the air.
Figure 4 show Scribner at the control console,
and Figure 5 shows him cueing a record on the
RCA turntable.

Patchcords made it possible to pick up pro-
grams from either of the two amplifiers, the office
of the Commanding Officer, both post theaters,
the chapel, and the sports arena. Four steel cab -

inets housed twenty 25 -watt Stromberg-Carlson
dual channel amplifiers which fed programs to 36
giant loudspeakers distributed in centralized street
locations of each squadron and the radio school
area. In addition, each mess hall was equipped
with four 12 -inch Stromberg-Carlson speakers,
so the soldiers could have music while dining.

Switch panels facilitated feeding any group of
amplifiers to either of three input channels and
also feeding any speaker or group of speakers
any one of three available programs simultaneous-
ly. Each set of speakers could be controlled inde-
pendently.

The studio consisted of the main studio, the
control room, the chief's office and a general
office, all of which were thoroughly sound -proofed.
The main 20' by 40' studio contained a piano with
a Solo -Vox attachment, music stands for an or-
chestra, many microphones, and an announcer's
table and monitoring speaker.

According to a 1945 base publication, Radio
News, the most appealing aspect of the PBS
system was its "GI personality" - the system
from start to finish is a result of the ingenuity and
work of soldiers." Full credit is given in the article
to Sgt. Ed Scribner who designed the system
and, along with two assistants, installed it, work-
ing long hours and giving up much free time.

PROGRAMMING.

At least seven to twelve programs a week
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were originated in either the main
studio or a Service Club and
broadcast over the two radio sta-
tions in Sioux Falls, KELO and
KSOO, which were very gener-
ous in their cooperation. A tele-
type allowed the acquisition of
national and world news simul-
taneously with any newspaper
or other radio station.

Many "big name" bands visit-
ed the base and these programs
were broadcast nation-wide from
PBS. In February of 1945, the
Royal Air Force Band and Sym-
phony Orchestra of London, En-
gland, with 100 pieces toured
the United States. It was said
that the only nation-wide broad-
cast they made during that tour
was `rom the Sioux Falls base
equipment. Needless to say,
because of the size of the group,
one of the base theaters had to
be used for a studio.

In keeping with the original intent of the sys-
tem, each shift of code classes received special
10 -minute programs of music and news piped
through headsets in classrooms. These programs
helpeo to alleviate the monotony of receiving
code and kept the soldiers informed about world
events.

Outstanding network shows such as the Bob
Hope Show, the Telephone Hour, and Glenn Mill-
er's Army Air Forces Training Command Band
were piped in and also transcribed for rebroad-
cast for those who missed the original. Programs
featuring talented soldier singers and instrumen-
talists, as well as novelty shows and humorous
skits, also were aired regularly in the mess halls.
On Sundays, organ music, choral works and
short sermons were broadcast from one of three
chapels.

GOAL ACHIEVED

For two years PBS played a significant role in
advancing the rating of the school at Sioux Falls
and thereby helping to win the war as soon as
possible. A marked improvement in the time re-
quired both in the code classes and the radio -
technical classes had a direct effect on the effi-
ciency of the entire base operation. As many as
60 bugle calls went out over speakers in a 24 -
hour period. Announcements covered everything
from the time, to dress codes, changes in sched-
ules, lost and found items, and upcoming enter-
tainment.

An interesting point that Ed Scribner makes about
the system is that it was built around products that
had been on the market for some years, not the
electronics that played such an important part in
communications during World War II with new war-
fare items. Instead, PBS was built on "the ingenuity
of doing with what you had, and making what you
could find do what you wanted it to do."

EPILOGUE

In the summer of 1945, troops were returning
to the states for deployment, and the Souix
Falls base became a deployment center. More
loudspeakers and microphones were needed
to keep the flow of men through the lines. But
the radio schools were closing, and the PBS
staff was gradually departing. Ed Scribner him-
self was surprised by sudden orders to report to
Fort Dix on October 1, 1945, for discharge.
Though he wanted to say goodbye to his many
friends at the studio, he found that all but one
had already been transferred late the same day
or during the night.

He didn't want to leave the studio that had
been his home for three years, but almost over-
night, he was on his way home to restart the
electrical and sound system busiress that he ran
until his retirement in 1980. The experience he
took with him from the Sioux Falls PBS "could
never have been bought at any price."

Philco Model 48-460
BY RICHARD ARNOLD

Along the Oklahoma radio trail,
Richard Arnold seems to have
good luck finding sets of interest
at reasonable prices. Here's an-
other of his "finds." (Editor)

For six months or so, I had
been watching a Philco 46-420
at an antique store here in Ard-
more, Oklahoma. It is a look -
alike radio to the Philco 48-460
that this article features. The
owner had a firm selling price of
$79, which I thought was a little
too much, and I was hoping that
the price would come down. I

finally made up my mind to ask
the antique store owner to call
the owner to see if he would
come down to about $40. Just
as I was about to ask him to
make the call, he said, "I have a
radio that you might be interested in out back in
my storage area."

When we got back there, he showed me a
Bakelite radio he had on a table. It was the 48-
460, shown in Figure 1. It was in pretty good
condition, and it played. I asked him how much
he wanted for it, and he said, "Gimmie $20." So,
now I had a 48-460 that looked exactly like the
46-420 that I had come down to the store to try to
purchase.

Since then I have been doing some research
and have found out that these two sets that look
alike are actually different in chassis design. Both
are 6 -tube radios, but the difference is that the
46-420 has an RF amp and a single IF, while the
48-460 has no RF amp but has two IFs.

THE MODEL 48-460

The Philco Service Notes provide the following
information about the Models 48-460 and 48-
460-1 (the "I" meaning an ivory color cabinet):
these two sets are 6 -tube, table model, superhet-
erodyne radios, providing reception in the stan-
dard broadcast band (540-1620 Kc). The high -
impedance loop aerial normally provides ade-
quate signal pickup. If greater pickup is required,
an external aerial may be connected. The loop
works into a 14AF7 converter. Variable condens-
er tuning is used.

The two IF stages employ 7B7 pentode tubes.
To obtain good stability, resistance coupling is
employed between the first and second IF tubes.
One diode (pin 5) of the 7C6 tube provides detec-
tion and AVC voltage. The triode section of this

tube functions as the first audio amplifier and is
resistance coupled to the Type 50L6GT-output
tube. The speaker is a permanent magnet dy-
namic. The power supply employs a Type 35Y4
tube working into a resistance capacitance filter
system. The IF is 455 Kc.

The Model 46-420 uses the following tube types:
7A8, 7C6, 7C7, 7B7, 35Z5GT/G and 50L6GT.

MORE LOOK-ALIKES

While looking at radios on eBay, I came across
two other models that look exactly like the 46-420
and 48-460. They are the Canadian Philco Mod-
els 64 and 75. These finds came as a surprise to
me as I had thought that the 46-420 and 48-460
were the only two sets with this look. Now these
two sets pop up.

The Models 64 and 75 have the same cabinet
design but with .3 slightly different chassis. The

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Model 64 uses the same tube lineup as the 46-
420, except it uses a Type 7B7 in lieu of a Type
7C7 as an IF. The Model 75, however, uses the
same tube lineup as the 48-460, except for a Type
35Z5 as a power tube in lieu of a Type 35Y4. Both
the Models 64 and 75 are 115v AC/DC sets.

I tried to find out what years these two sets
were manufactured. I suppose that a good guess
would oe that the Model 64 was made around the
same time as the 46-420 (1946), and that the
Model 75 was made about the same time as the
Model 48-460 (1948).

I kept track of some of these sets as they were
sold on eBay during the months of August and
September 2004. Six of the these sets were sold.
Four of them were the Model 46-420: the other
two were the Models 64 and 75. No Model 48-
460s were offered for sale in that time period that
I could find. The price ranged from a low of $20 to

a high of $182.50.
It is amazing how much the spread is on what

collectors are willing to pay for this radio. Well,
seeing that I had to give only $20 lot mine makes
me feel pretty good. I think that because of the
sets unusual looks and the fact that it plays well, I
will probably put it into my collection and keep it.

More on Fixing IF Transformers
BY DANIEL SCHOO

In a followup to Walter Heskes' article about
repairing IF transformers (January 2005 ), Daniel
Schoo provides some additional and helpful infor-
mation. Schoo has written about this same subject
in the September 1992 issue of A.R.C. (Editor)

I was naturally quite interested in your January
2005 article in Restoration Topics titled "Fixing
Throwaway IF Transformers in AC/DC Table Ra-
dios' by Walter Heskes since it reviewed a topic I
wrote an article on in 1992. Mr. Heskes showed
very good will in repairing, at his own expense, a
set that obviously had sentimental meaning to
the owner. His opinion of stewardship rathe than
ownership of old radios is commendable.

The Crosley Model 10-135 he repaired uses IF
transformers of the Automatic Manufacturing Corp.
type commonly known as a "Miller K-Tran." These
became very popular in the early 1950s. He men-
tions this name in the article correctly describing
them as having an external cup core slug.

As I read the article, I was rather unsettled as to
the method he used to remove the old mica capac-
itor. From the photos it looks as though he some-
how excavated the pressure contacts and mica by
melting and/or chopping away sections of the plas-
tic base. While this seems to have been effective,
it is far more effort than one needs to go to, and
additionally, it risks serious damage to the base.
The K-Tran is actually one of the easier of the
"footprint" transformers to repair.

ANOTHER METHOD

After removal of the aluminum shell, you start
by unsoldering and removing the coil wires from
the solder tabs. The base easily unsnaps from
the coil tower. After drilling out the retaining eye-
let and lifting off the cover plate, the entire as-
sembly is exposed. The mica can be slipped out
and the pressure contacts can be cut short so
that they no longer overlap.

Once that is done. the cover is replaced by

reattaching it with hot melt glue. One could also
replace the eyelet if he had the parts and tooling.
Replacement of the cover is necessary to hold the
stubs of the pressure contacts in place and stabi-
lize the solder tabs. If glue oozes into the access
hole for tuning, it can easily be pushed aside while
it's still plastic, or you can drill it after it hardens.
Reassembly of the coil tower and soldering the
coil wires back on completes the work.

It is very important to take rotes and draw
sketches of the wiring and position of the parts
before you begin. After disassemoly you may not
remember what wire went to what pin or which
way the base snapped onto the coil tower. Put
matching spots of a sane colcr next to each
other on separable parts as a reference when
you reassemble. Use those color spots on your
sketch to identify the location of wires for reas-
sembly.

The K-Tran is a bit tight inside for a mica
capacitor. so placing then externally on the sol-
der tabs is an attractive option to tucking then
inside. If al all possible. I try to hide them inside
by using smaller mica capacitors or a good qual-
ity NPO ceramic.

All in all, I enjoyed Mr. Heskes' article and I

commend him for taking the extra effort to save a
nice old set that will continue to give years of
enjoyment to the new owner.

Resistance Line Cord and Ballast Tube Replacement
COMPILED FROM CONTRIBUTIONS BY CHARLES W. RHODES AND DON BOROWSKI

Finding replacements for old resistance line cords
and ballast tubes can be a problem. A.R.C. has ad-
dressed various solutions in the past, most recently in
an aricle by Ted Rogers in the December 2002 issue.
Ted proposed replacing the resistance line cord or
ballast tube with a diode. Prompted by Ted's solution,
both Charles Rhodes and Don Borowski wrote in pro-
posing another solution: use a capacitor. Here, we
combine their two contributions. (Editor)

In some radios, mostly the transformerless radios
introduced in the early 1930s, the tube heaters were
connected in series to avoid the need for a transformer
to furnish the usually 6.3 volt heater voltage. However,
the sum of the heater voltage requirements for all of the
tubes often did not add up to the line voltage of 110
volts. Therefore a series resistance in the form of a
resistance line cord, a ballast tube or an ordinary
resistor was added in series with the tube heater string
so that the line voltage was dropped to the correct
value for the tube string. Unfortunately. in all three
cases, heat was generated, sometimes in amounts
that caused concern.

To increase the total voltage of the series heater
string and, consequently, reduce the heat generated in
the series resistance, special tubes were developed
with 25 -volt heaters such as the 25Z5 rectifier and the
43 power output tube. These tubes were designed with
0.3 ampere heaters so they could be used in series
with the popular 6.3 -volt tubes using 0.3 ampere heat-
ers. A typical tube complement would be 25Z5 rectifier,
43 audio power amplifier, 75 2nd detector/AVC rectifi-
er/1st Audio, 78 or 6D6 IF amplifier, and 6A7 1st
detector. Adding up the heater voltages the series
string required 68.9 volts at 0.3 amperes.

RESISTANCE LINE CORDS

The earliest transformerless sets employed a resis-
tance line cord in which a nichrome wire was embed-
ded in asbestos insulation to drop the 110 -volt line
voltage to 68.9 volts for the heater string. The line cord
actually heated up. These resistance line cords are a
major problem in keeping such receivers operating.
The fine nichrome wire is usually broken, or the insula-
tion has failed, exposing the bare nichrome wire.

BALLAST TUBES

Some transformerless radios used a ballast tube
instead of a resistance line cord. This meant that all of
the heat produced by the radio was within the cabinet.
This was the major disadvantage of ballast tubes, but
such radios could be claimed to have six tubes instead
of the five which served in sets with resistance line
cords. Ballast tubes are actually power resistors in a
metal can or metal tube envelope. Eventually, they fail.

HEAT GENERATED

To drop 110 volts to 68.9 volts in a 0.3 ampere
series circuit, the ballast or resistance line cord must
dissipate 12.3 watts: that is a significant percentage of
the total heat developed by the 5 -tube radio. You could
use a 140 -ohm, 20 -watt power resistor to do the job,
but where would you put such a hot component? If you
mount it inside the radio cabinet, it will overheat all the
components and may melt the plastic cabinet. If you
put the power resistor outside the radio. how are you
going to mount it and insulate the terminals? There is a
better way.

USE A CAPACITOR AND A DIODE

A capacitor can be used instead of a resistance to
accomplish the same voltage dropping function when
powering the radio from an AC power line, generating
almost no heat in the process. (Note, however, that this
solution will not work if the radio is to be used with a DC
power line, available in some locations when these
radios were made, but which is not commonly avail-
able today.)

Also, the rectifier tube, usually a 25Z5 or 25Z6GT,
can be dispensed with. Sooner or later it will fail, so
why not replace it with a modern silicon diode. A silicon
diode, such as the 1N4005, will do the job nicely. In
most radios. the 25Z5 or 25Z6GT is wired for halfwave
rectification, and the diode can be wired directly be-
tween cathode and plate terminals of the rectifier tube
socket. (See Charles Rhodes' sketch in Figure 1.) In a
small number of sets. a "voltage doubler" circuit will be
found; for those radios, two diodes are needed.

With the elimination of the vacuum tube rectifier. we
only need a total of 43.9 volts for the heater string: 25
volts for the audio output tube plus 3 x 6.3 volts for the
other tubes and the string current is still 0.3 amperes.
The value of the series capacitor can be determined
from the equation:

C= 1000 x IH
0.377 x + - VH2

Where:

C = Series capacitance value in microfarads
IH = Series heater current in amperes
VL = AC line voltage in volts
VH = heater string voltage sum in volts

Note: 0.377 is 2 x rt x 60 Hertz

(Editor's note: Please take our word for this equa-
tion. Its explanation and derivation is two pages long.)

For the example here:

IH = 0.3 amperes, VL = 120 volts, VH = 43.9 volts

Thus: C = 7.14 microfarad

where the added diode is connected between cathode and plate
terminals of the rectifier tube socket. Since the diode replaces the
function of the rectifier, the rectifier tube must be removed.

PILOT LAMPS

What about radios with more than three 6.3 -volt
tubes in the heater string, and what about pilot lamps?
When calculating the value of the capacitor, make sure
to add in the pilot lamp voltage(s).

Note that pilot lamps rated for 6- to 8 -volt service
draw either 0.15 (brown bead) or 0.25 (olue bead)
amperes. Each pilot lamp must be shunted with a
resistor to bypass the extra current. For 0.15 ampere
lamps. you must bypass 0.15 amperes, and for a lamp
voltage of 6 volts, the shunt resistor value sho.ild be 39
ohms. This resistor will dissipate 0.9 watts. For a 0.25
ampere lamp. 0.05 amperes should pass through the
resistor yielding a value of 120 ohms. This resistor will
dissipate 0.3 watts.

PLACEMENT OF THE 7 MF CAPACITOR

But where to put the 7 mF capacitor? Since the
rectifier tube has been replaced with a diode mounted
under the chassis, we have an obvious placement.
Take a defective 6 -pin tube, salvage its base, mount a
7 mF paper capacitor in the base. and connect it
between pins 1 and 6. Then plug the tube base/capac-
itor combination into the rectifier tube socket, thus
completing the heater circuit.

ADDITIONAL DETAILS

Choose a capacitor that can withstand tne full power
line voltage, and it is a good practice to place a bleeder
resistor across the capacitor to discharge it after the
radio is turned off. A 50 K ohms, 1/4 -watt resistor works
well.

With this modification, the resistance type line cord
is replaced with an ordinary line cord. Receivers with a
balast tube instead of a resistance line cord are treat-
ed nearly the same way. Remove the ballast tube and
connect the resistance terminals together. Generally.
when you have a ballast tube, you have one or two pilot
lamps. Those should be disconnected from the socket
of the ballast tube and shunted as deserted above,
and then series -wired into the heater string

You will find that the pilot lamps do not flash at turn
or, and you may note that the tubes take a little longer
to warm up. This is normal and good. The series
capacitor limits the peak series current when the radio
is turned on. At turn on, the resistance of the tube
heaters and pilot lamps are quite low. so without this
modification, there is a very large surge current, and

that is what bums out the pilot lamps. Now, the initial
current is much less, and the tubes will not undergo this
current a-ge.

Use of a polarized plug s highly recommended and
the wider blade must be w red to the "cold" side of the
chassis or the B -bus, if the set has such. You should
check that the chassis is not tor relative to a water
pipe ground. This can be done witn an AC voltmeter.

Remember, use a papee capacitor, not an electrolyt-
ic. An electrolytic condenser in this application may
explode when you turn the radio on.

Why didn't the manufacturer employ a 7 mF capac-
itor instead of the resistance line cord or ballast tube?
Good
capacitor was much too large physically, and it would
certainly nave cost more. a real no -no during those
bleak Depression years.

A search on the Web produced a possible source of
a suitable capacitor: a motor -start ng capacitor. Amrad
Engineerng of Palm Coast, FL. offers a 7.5 mF/370
VAC unit, part number R2000/37-755. Their telephone
number is 1-386-445-6000.

The top cover
lifts for inserting batteries for the 199 tubes. (Dave
Crocker - Mashpee, MA)

RADIO HEKAPHON - Czeija, Nissl & Co. built this
crystal set, catalog number 89007, serial number
1839, in 1924. It has condensator tuning. This
Austrian set was sold by Josef Brandstetter, a radio
dealer who was living in Baden, a small city near
Vienna. (Erwin Macho - Vienna, Austria)

AIR KING MODEL 1001 - Manufactured by Air
King Products Co., Inc., Brooklyn, New York, this
tiny wooden -cabinet radio has a 4 -tube chassis
using the following tube types: (1) 6D6, (1) 6C6, (1)
43, and (1) 25Z5. (Clark Trissell - Lincoln, NE)
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PHOTO REVIEW

PARAGON TYPE III -A - This rather compact re-
ceiver was manufactured in 1924 by the Adams -
Morgan Company of Upper Montclair, New Jersey.
It is a 3 -tube receiver about which Alan Douglas'
Radio Manufacturers of the 1920's says is a re-
packaged version of the Paragon Type RB-2 of
1923. It has two doors and a top cover kid, all of
which when closed make it look like not much.
Nevertheless, it is a rare set. (Dave Crocker -
Mashpee, MA)

PHILIPS MODEL B5X43A - Found sitting curbside
on the grass in the rain with a take -me -home look,
this attractive, early 1960s LW/BC/SW/FM stereo
receiver is a hybrid design with 10 tubes plus a 6 -
transistor stereo decoder. It is switchable between
six different line voltages from 110 to 245 VAC,
uses 800 -ohm speakers, and has wonderful sound
quality. (Chris Jones - Fairport, NY)

TEMPLE REPRODUCER - This one-piece hom
speaker is made of molded fiber. even though the
manufacturer called it a "ceramic" material. The driver
is mounted in the bottom. The color is a "speckled" or
"mottled" green. It is extremely lightweight. The manu-
facturer was the Chicago S.gnal Company for Parcells
& Company, also of Chicago. In 1925, it sold for $21.

MORSE CHAPMAN WAVE
GENERATOR - This unit was
manufactured in Boston, Mass.,
by the Morse Chapman Com-
pany. It has two meters: a 0-200
voltmeter on the left and a 0-50
milliammeter on the right. On the
far left is a sine-wavemeter indi-
cator numbered from 1 to 10. A
GE 110 -volt motor, Type 5A, with
a patent date of January 1905,
drives the unit. (Frank Moore -
Billings, MT)

Estes Auctions
Burbank, Ohio - July 17, 2004

The July Estes auction at the
Expo Auction Center in Burbank,
Ohio, was heavy on Ham gear
and stereo equipment, but also
contained a few exceptional early
radios that did not draw prices
comparable to their potential.
Maybe it was the warm weather
that kept people away on vaca-
tion; maybe the "right people"
were not there, or maybe the
several items that were late ad-
ditions did not get the proper
publicity. Whatever the reason,
it was bargain time for these
great collectibles.

The first and most spectacu-
lar item was the 1931 Scott All -
wave Deluxe E-250 in a custom-
built,
nut highboy console. This set,
with superb chrome and with a complete set of
spare tubes was in working condition and even
had a loop antenna built into the cabinet under
the chassis. The original wood back had been
replaced with a sheet of clear Lexan to which a
large Scott logo had been affixed. One could
appreciate the beauty of this radio from the front
or the back. Remarkably, this set sold for $1,100.

Another Scott, a Phantom in a Warrington cab-
inet sold for $1,150. This set in excellent condi-
tion with good chrome was troubled only with a
torn speaker cone. A third item was a Westing-
house 7 -tube Station Monitor of which only 35 are
claimed to have been built. It was reported that
this item previously sold at the Muchow auction
for $8,000, yet it brought only $4,200 here. As a

very late arrival, it had not been advertised at all.
A rare type of breadboard, an Atwater Kent that
was a loaner "demo," as evidenced by the "not
saleable" heavily engraved into its base, sold for
only $700. Other bargains, as I perceived them,
were in evidence throughout the sale.

The Ham gear, by and large, was all in good
shape as was the stereo and hi-fi equipment.
There were not many consoles in this sale. A
group of early 1930s RCA trade magazines called
"Good News" with artist covers was an interest-
ing addition.

This was a long auction with more than the

normal numbers of lots. Several side auctions
were held to deal with bulk tube lots, parts and
test equipment, the normal "under the table
goods," as I call them. I was not able to record
these items. I did record about 600 lots which
came to a sale total of about $4,600. I stopped
recording at 4:45 P.M. in order to hold to my return

with
lesser items for about another 20 minutes.

The auction format was the usual: viewing on
Friday evening and on Saturday from 6 to 10 A.M.
at which time the auction commences. Many tube
lots are now appearing scattered through the
sale, as this becomes a popular venue to add
early or collector tubes to your collection. The
below detail listing does not include the 5 percent
buyer's premium which is applicable at this site.

Camp Selby and the NYA
Dear Editor:
In response to the letters from James ano Brenda

Smith (Feb. '05) and Carl D. Sutton (Dec. 04), my
Internet research provides more information about Camp
Selby. Mississippi, and the National Youth Administra-
tion (NYA).

Camp Selby, 10 miles south of Hattiesburg, Miss.,
was activated in 1917 as a training camp for World War
I troops and deactivated after the war. In 1934, the state
of Mississippi acquired the site for use as a summer
camp for National Guard troops. Reactivated during
World War II. Camp Shelby contained 360,000 acres
with an additional 400,000 acres leased, making it the
largest military training center in the world. Ove' 100,000
troops were housed in 14.000 tents until barracks were
built. Some of Rommel's German African soldiers were
housed there as prisoners. Today, the facility is used as
a summer training center for National Guard troops.

The NYA in Carl Sutton's ad was a youth employ.
ment and education project started by the Roosevelt
Administration on June 26, 1935. The purpose was to
provide education, jobs, and counseling for male and
female youths between the ages of 16 and 25. Financial
assistance in the amount of six dollars per month for
high school students and fifteen dollars for college
students was provided. Young men and women re-
ceived instruction in skills vital to the defense effort -
we'ding, sheet metal work, woodwork, and radio re-
pair. After their training, they were sent all over the
country to private companies with defense contracts.

Jackson was apparently the originator of the "dy-
namic" emission test also used by Precision and the
popular Eico 666/667. While Eico advertised to hobby-
ists and kit -builders, Precision, and especially Jackson,
aimed for the repair trade. Jackson models are well-built
and easily restorable. Lack of factory data has been
their main problem, and now that is solved

Don't Knock The Internet
In my January 2005 Editor's Comments, I wrote that

the Internet is "a global market," and offers "sometimes
instant satisfaction." I also wrote that the Internet is "a
largely impersonal venue that can lead to disappoint.
ment and loss." Both are true, and I suggested that
collectors combine the old traditional ways of collecting
with the new, e.g., the Internet. Steve Adams writes
about his success in doing just that. (Editor)

Dear Editor,
Eight years ago, I had the same attitude towards the

"impersonal Internet" as you expressed in your January
2005 Editor's Comments. As a result of that attitude, I

created tie RadioGallery.com Web site and invited
friendly folks to buy and sell old radios there. That site
was sold three years later for reasons not related to its
success, and shortly thereafter I opened the Radio Attic.

In five and a halt years, the Radio Attic has grown into
a huge success, and is certainly a "more intimate way"
of connecting with some nice old radios for purchase. I
recently added my 69th new seller, and currently 704
radios or radio -related items are for sale at the Radio
Attic. In 2003. 575 radios sold and in 2004, 915! What
has surprised me is that the site has been blessed with
a large number of quality tolks. In 2004, I received only
one complaint, and that one was resolved without my
input.

Your lament about the "impersonal Internet" is prob-
ably focused on a particularly noisy segment. Why didn't
you just come out and say "eBay"? They are the primary
cause of the battle on the Internet between "instant
satisfacton" and "out-and-out fraud." In the past two
years, when moving outside of a (very) small circle of
trusted eBay sellers, I have been burned many times.

At the Radio Attic, a buyer has a real name to contact,
at a real e-mail address. Many of my sellers also display
addresses and phone numbers. But every radio also
has a photo (or several) and a description. Questions
about any items can be asked and responded to quickly.

While I agree with you wholeheartedly about support-
ing radio clubs and publications such as A.R.C. and
others, it sounds as though you think the Internet is your
enemy. That's not the case. Just look at the long list of
Web site links on your own Web site: that's a tremendous
resource that cannot be reproduced in any print medium.
The collector's real enemies are the anonymity and
opportunities for fraud made possible by the Internet.

Web sites like the Radio Attic and the Radio Attic's
Archives are excellent resources for buying/selling and
identification of old radios. If you are going to discuss the
Internet on your editorial page, I think you would do a
better service to your readers if you examined some of
the positive opportunities available to radio collectors
on the Internet.
