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EDITOR'S COMMENTS
Whether it s entertainment. politics, fashion or,

yes, collectibles. "in" and "out" are classifications
often seen in various publications. Collectors of old
radios can trace the in and out status of types and
brands of radios over several decades. For exam-
ple, battery sets were "in" as the latest technology in
the 1920s, but obsolete a decade later. By the 1950s
and 1960s, these sets had become very "in" as
collectibles, and so the cycle of "in and out" goes on.

Today's collector often seeks out the set remem-
bered from his childhood, many of which landed in
junk yards or in the recycling drives of the war
years. Now they are collectibles. That same collec-
tor may also be fascinated by the rapid advances in
electronics from the 1950s through the 1990s and
find that many products of those decades have also
slipped into the collectible column.

Phil MacArthur's lead article in this issue is a
case in point. The 1954 Regency TR-1 initiated the
era of the transistor radio, and today the TR-1 is a
prize possession of transistor radio collectors. Phil
takes transistor sets into the 1960s when manufac-
turers packed as many transistors into a case as
possible, not because they improved performance.
but because they made the set more marketable.

In fact, some of the extra transistors were used
as diodes, but the set was still marketed as a 10-.
12-. 14-, etc. transistor set. Though right now these
multitransistor sets are the least collectible. Phil
continues his search for them. Who knows - to-
morrow they may be "in."

In Part 2 of his series on MP3 portables, Richard
Menta continues his defense of these sets as future
collectibles. Though the manufacturers of these sets
may still be around, the products themselves have
been superseded by several generations of techno-
logical improvements. Perhaps in another decade.
Richard's prophecy that these products of the 1990s
have collecting promise will be validated.

Have Atwater Kent products ever been "out"?
Their staying power among collectors seems con-
firmed by the success of Phil Steffora's website for
the International Society of Atwater Kent Collectors.

Whether a set is "in" or "out," its owner must be
concerned about its preservation. It's a comfort to
know that there are people out there looking for
ways to help along those lines. Bob Zimmer of Zim
Electronics has developed a "soft -starter" to protect

old sets from over -voltage and excessive inrush
current. A.R.C. staff member Ray Bintliff has tested
the product and found it very useful.

Photo Review is always a rem nder of the wide
range of collecting possibilities. The Mickey Mouse
nite-lite radio is one for the more fun -seeking side of
collecting. On the more serious side, for the hard-
core superhet collector, -here is a Leutz kit set,
which is an example of beautiful workmanship.

A.R.C. staff thought we
should borrow it for a lunch-hour diversion.

Shirt -Pocket Transistor Radios
BY PHIL MACARTHUR

As in the 1930s, when radio manufacturers
boosted tube counts for marketing reasons, some
manufacturers of transistor radios followed suit.
They added transistors that contributed little or
nothing to a radio's performance. (Editor)

The transistor radio story began with the devel-
opment of the Regency TR-1, a 4 -transistor AM -
only set that would fit in a shirt pocket. It was a
joint project of Texas Instruments and IDEA, Inc.,
and hit the streets late in 1954. A few months
later, Raytheon had its version in production, a
larger, better sounding portable. Soon, the fabled
Zenith 500 came along. By 1959, there were
dozens of manufacturers in the game, producing
everything from 1 -transistor (toy or experimenter)
radios to the legendary Zenith Trans -Oceanic
Royal 1000, a 6 -band, 9 -transistor portable.

This chapter is about the relatively small "shirt -
pocket" AM portables which made up the bulk of
the transistor market. By the late 1960s, there had
been scores of manufacturers cranking out hun-
dreds of brand names with total production in the
millions. Price competition was fierce.

These sets were first sold through established
American radio and TV retailers with familiar
names - RCA, Zenith, Philco, Magnavox, Sylva-
nia. Then Sony started the import wave, followed
by a host of others. At first the foreign sets were
sold under major U.S. trade names. Toshiba made
for Penney, while Sharp made for Montgomery
Ward. Then, they were marketed in every chain
under every conceivable name, and who could
count the explosion of importers from Japan, Ko-
rea, and Hong Kong, and finally, from the Philip-
pines and Taiwan.

WHY EXTRA TRANSISTORS?

Most often, shirt -pocket radios had six transis-
tors. Some makers used five by eliminating the 2 -
transistor output in favor of a single device driving
the speaker. Some others would make a 7 -tran-
sistor set by adding an RF amp to improve sensi-
tivity.

Some pricier sets would add an extra transistor
for audio gain or bias control and the count would
run up to eight or nine transistors. (Of course,
there was the 2 -transistor "boy's radio," but that's
another story.) So far though, every transistor had
a job. The competitive marketing pressure soon
pushed the engineers to add transistors, which
contributed little to the performance of a set.

The first additions were transistors hooked up
in parallel to the output devices. This arrange -

ment allowed the maker to brag of a 10- or 11 -
transistor set, quite often with verbiage about "pow-
er" or "high fidelity.'

The next phase of escalation involved installing
transistors with the collector leg clipped off, re-
ducing it to a diode. These sets were marketed as
10-, 12- and 14 -transistor sets, which, of course,
worked no differently from their 6 -transistor cous-
ins. I have examples from Jade, Viscount, Encore
and K -line with "transistorized diodes" all over the
place.

The K -line is unique in that not only are 6 of the
14 transistors "gelded," but none of the devices
have any markings on them whatever. The
prize winner so far is the Encore 16, shown in
Figure 1, which sadly has only 15 transistors, 9
of them neutered.
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TUBE AND TRANSISTOR RACES

This transistor escalation is all reminiscent of
the tube race of the 1930s when some makers
trotted out sets with an ever increasing number of
tubes, most of which actually contributed some-
thing to the sensitivity or audio power. They even
added to the total thermal output, as well as the
appearance of the chassis.

I'm reminded of the time I bought a guitar amp
from the late 1950s which had a tag on it advertis-
ing "4 -tube power," only to discover that one tube,
a 117Z3, had only the filament connected, and
served no purpose at all.

With the transistor race, however, no one ever
got to admire those extras inside the plastic back.
The cost to up the ante with a few extra transis-
tors finally fell to around a nickel a piece, although
I suspect the extras were rejects from Quality
Control which added no cost at all.

The highest count transistor radios are usually
the least collectible, and I continue to snatch 'em
up at yard sales looking for an 18- or 20 -transis-
tor set with an ugly little secret waiting to be
found.

Collecting MP3 Portables - Part 2
BY RICHARD MENTA

This is the second of Richard Menta's articles on
MP3 portables as future collectibles. The first article
appeared in the December 2004 issue. As editor of
MP3 Newswire. Richard has reviewed these sets
online and now shares his findings with us. He
reminds us again that "all new technology will even-
tually become old." (Editor)

Connected to my 1940 RCA K60 console through
the RCA jack and hidden in back is an MP3 player
containing hundreds of old radio shows. I find this to
be a most remarkable way to listen to the old shows
- through a vintage mono speaker. Many of these
shows I purchased on eBay, with roughly 100 half-
hour episodes burned to each CD. This ability of
MP3 to compress so much content in such a small
space gave new life to an entertainment that was
displaced decades ago when television came to the
forefront.

Digital technology is as much a tool to preserve
and distribute what is old than to replace it. I was
born long after these programs last aired. Had it not
been for MP3 (and the many collectors who spent
hours converting old records and tape to digital). I

would never have had the opportunity to appreciate
these shows as I do today.

With that in mind. and the knowledge that all new
technology will eventually become old, here is part
two of my list of collectible MP3 portable players.
The list reflects the pre -Apple iPod era, where play-
ers struggled with how to supply reasonable capac-
ity in the face of high memory prices. Today, most of
these older players can be acquired for under $20.
many in the original boxes.

MP3 SETS WITH COLLECTING PROMISE

RCA Lyra (1999). A straight -ahead player with
few frills, the RCA Lyra. shown in Figure 1, was
RCA's first MP3 portable. It is also notable as one of
the few players to support Real
Network's G2 format, an MP3
competitor that failed.

Diamond Rio PMP500 (1999).
Upped to 64MB of built-in memo-
ry. this Rio portable, shown in Fig-
ure 2. came in three colors: gray,
purple and teal. It quickly became
the top selling portable of its day.
Diamond was acquired just be-
fore the Rio 500's release by a
company called S3 that then
changed its name to SonicBlue.

I2Go eGo (2000). I called the

bles in my original review in MP3 64MB.

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Newswire. It was the first player to
tackle the size -to -capacity prob-
lem of existing portables and suc-
ceed. At that time, all players but
one, the Remote Solutions PJB-
100, could hold only about a doz-
en songs. The PJB-100 could hold
1,200 songs, but it was the size
and weight of a small brick. The
eGo is shown in Figure 3.

About the size of an average
player, the eGo utilized IBM's tiny
Microdrive technology (the same
drive now found in the popular iPod
Mini), which hit the 1GB capacity
mark during my Newswire review.
What made the eGo special was
that it could run two Microdrives
simultaneously, giving it an extraor-
dinary 2GB top end and allowing it
to hold over 500 songs. This capa-
bility hit you in the pocketbook
thougi. Since each 1GB Micro -
drive alone retailed for $1,000 a

Figure 4, looked like a Parker fountain pen
on steroids. Selling for $300, this unique
64MB player became one of Sony's great
failures. Why did the music clip fair Mostly
because Sony players did not play MP3 files
at all, but files formatted in Sony's compet-
ing ATRAC3 format.

This player did come with a software con -

2GB eGo cost well over two grand.
This player had many unique

features including a built-in speak-
er and text -to -speech capabilities
designed specifically to translate
your morning e-mail into MP3 files
to play during the morning com-
mute. If the Rio line of players is to
RCA what the Creative Labs line
is to Zenith, then the eGo aspired
to be the MP3 equivalent of E.H.
Scott. During the 2000 Academy
Awards, an eGo was given to all
the nominees as part of their cere-
monial goody bag. The promotion
didn't help the company. It folded
in 2002 after only making this one
model.

Sony Vaio MC -P10 Music Clip
(2000). The music clip, shown in

verter so users could laboriously transcode each of
their MP3 files into ATRAC3. This d d not appeal to
many buyers who thought they were purchasing an
MP3 player, a notion facilitated by Sony marketing
who used the transcode feature as an excuse to put
a big MP3 logo on the box.

The ploy backfired badly and angry Sony fans
returned these players in droves. Other negatives,
including a Pustrating PC -to -player file transfer pro-
gram, exacerbated the problem. Sony tried to recov-
er with two other digital music players, also ATRAC3
only, but bad word of mouth continued. and they
stopped making these players altogether.

Creative Labs Nomad Jukebox (2000). The
second jukebox portable to hit the market. the No-
mad, shown in Figure 5, was a big success for
Creative. Initially listing for 5500, it possessed 6GB
of capacity and a robust equalizer system that made
it the best sounding player available. Like the Re-
mote Solutions PJB-100, it was big and heavy.
weighing in at nearly a full pound.

Nike PSA Play 120 (2001). The first MP3 player
(Continued on following page)

designed for the gym set, Nikes
introductory player was specifical-
ly for use during exercise. Designed
by the people at Rio, the PSA Play
120, shown in Figure 6, was
wrapped in a neoprene coating to
keep sweat out of the workings.
The unit attached to the body via a
convenient armband that kept the
unit away from rotating body parts.

Intel Pocket Concert (2001).
The first 128MB portable to be
massed produced, the Intel Pock-
et Concert, shown in Figure 7, was
the best player we had ever test-
ed up to that date. It was a top -
selling player too, but its success
was tempered by changes at In-
tel. The company would soon elim-
inate its home electronics division
and all of that division's products,
including the popular Pocket Con-
cert, were discontinued.

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PRODUCT REVIEW

Zim Electronics Soft -Starter Model AB1M
REVIEWED BY RAY BINTLIFF, WIRY

An inrush current that occurs when an old
radio is first turned on can cause failures. This
article describes Zim Electronics' "Soft -Starter."
an inrush limiter designed to prevent such current
surges. (Editor)

The Zim Electronics Soft -Starter Model AB1M,
shown in Figure 1, was designed by Bob Zim-
mer to protect old radios from over -voltage and
excessive inrush current.

OVER -VOLTAGE PROTECTION

Most old radios were designed to operate on
line voltages in the range of 110 to 115 volts
while the present standard is 120 volts. Actual
line voltages can exceed that nomina' value at
times. Soft -Starter compensates for today's
higher line voltages by dropping the line volt-
age by 5 to 10 volts.

INRUSH CURRENT PROTECTION
High inrush current can result from several

factors. For example, vacuum tube filaments,
or heaters for indirectly heated cathodes, have
a much lower resistance at room temperature
than at their operating temperature The inrush
current that results from switching on a radio
with cold tubes can be as high as ten times the
normal operating current. Remember what Mr.
Ohm said, "Lower resistance means higher
current." The magnitude of the inrush current
can be reduced by lowering the line voltage to
the radio until the filaments have warmed up.
This is the basis of the Soft-Starte's design.

Also, if a radio has not been operated for a
long time the electrolytic capacitors may need
to be reformed. Capacitors in need of reform-
ing will draw higher than normal current until
they are reformed. Reducing the line voltage
while the capacitors begin to reform also re-
duces the inrush current.

DESCRIPTION AND OPERATION OF THE
SOFT -STARTER

The Soft -Starter is housed in a black plastic
cabinet 2.5" deep x 2.125" wide x 4" high. An
AC voltmeter and a 3 -wire AC outlet are mount-
ed on the front of the housing. The AC voltme-
ter reads the voltage at the AC outlet.

Figure 2, a rear view, shows the 3 -prong AC
plug. A fuse holder containing a 1.25A fuse is
mounted on the top of the unit.

The unit is easy to use. It's a good idea to

have the radio turned off before plugging the
Soft -Starter into a convenient AC outlet - a
wall outlet or power strip on the workbench.
Then plug your radio into the Soft -Starter's
outlet With the radio turned off ono load), the
Soft -Starter's voltmeter will read the AC line
voltage at the wall socket.

Next, turn on the radio and observe the voltme-
ter. With a load, the meter will now read the line
voltage being seen by the radio. At turn on, the
meter reading will drop to shoe, that the line
voltage to the radio has been redLced to limit the
inrush current. As the radio warms up, the meter
reading will increase slowly to show that the line
voltage is returning to normal. The time delay to
full -lire voltage takes about two minutes.

As mentioned earlier, the line voltage to the
radio will be 5- to 10 -volts lower than the line
voltage on the "house side" of the Soft -Starter.
The result will be a more appropriate line volt-
age for that old radio designed to work on 110
VAC.

The unit is designed to work with a Line Input
Voltage of 100 to 130 VAC and a Maximum
Load of 150 watts. The time delay to full line
voltage is approximately two minutes. The volt-
age present at turn -on is typically 50 to 60 volts.

I ran the Soft -Starter on the bench with two
dummy loads - actually incandescent lamps -
one at 50 watts and one at 100 watts. The
results fell with the specifications cited by the
manufacturer. The unit is nicely made with its 3 -

prong plug molded into the housing. The unit
runs slightly warm under load. And as the man-
ufacturer indicates, this condition is normal.

The Soft -Starter Model AB1M, made in the
U.S.A.. is priced at $34.95. plus $5 shipping &
handling. S&H for additional units is $2 each.

The Game of Radio
BY JOSEPH G. JACKSON

In the early days of radio. every other
business wanted to get in on its popularity.
even manufacturers of board games. Here
Joseph Jackson shares his find of a bit of
ephemera in the form of a three -in -one "Game
of Radio." (Editor)

Always the practical sort, I have never
been compelled to add much paper matter to
my radio collection, except that which has a
direct application to operation, construction
or repair. If it can't be played, I usually resist
temptation and pass it up, unless the item
has some special appeal and is of reason-
able cost. Recently, however, I happened
upon ephemera that could actually be
"played" in a sense -a vintage card game
aptly titled. The Game of Radio.

Copyrighted in 1924 by the Radio Games
Company of Peoria, Illinois, the "Game of
Radio" includes "rules for the three modern,
instructive. fun -producing games": "Radio."
"Radio Junior," and "Broadcasting." There
are 51 cards in the deck: seventeen sets of
three cards, each set stamped with the call
sign of a contemporary station of the day, the
wavelength of the station in meters and the
broadcast range in miles.

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Some of the stations included are now
defunct, but many, such as WGN, are still in
existence. Each card has a letter assign-
ment derived from the call sign - "W" from
WSB, "N" from WGN, "D" from KDKA, etc.

"RADIO"
For the game "Radio," the object is to

acquire five cards spelling out the word "R-a-
d-i-o" for a score of 10 points, or to secure
the cards necessary to spell out the three or
four letter call signs from a list of 20 stations
included in the instruction sheet. Five points
are awarded for each such station complet-
ed. The first player to accumulate a total of
40 points is the winner.

An interesting note - in the list of 20
stations utilized for the game "Radio," space
is provided for three stations to be added by
"mutual consent" of all players. Penciled in
are the call letters WLW, WHAM and WHEC.
The latter two additions would suggest that
the original owner of the game was from the
Rochester. New York, listening area.

"BROADCASTING"
The game "Broadcasting" is a variation of

the popular game "Go Fish." The objective is
to acquire all three cards of a single station
(all three "KDKA" cards, for example) to form
a "book" - each book worth one point. The
player with the most points after completing
four hands is declared the winner.

Possibly a sign of the simpler times, a
lesson in good manners is involved with this
game - likely as a counter to the "evils"'
often associated with card playing. The play-
er who has successfully called for a needed
card through "fishing" the hand of another
player must say "Thank you" before actually
touching the card. The failure to offer this
simple courtesy allows the
contributing player to ex-
claim, "Static" and his card
is promptly returned while
the ill-mannered player los-
es a turn.

"RADIO JUNIOR"
"Radio Junior" is a mi-

nor variation on or combi-
nation of the other two
games. Spelling out "R-a-
d-i-o" still garners a player
10 points, while a "book" is
worth 4 points and a pair
of any one station earns
one point. In this version,
the first player to reach 25
points wins. Progressive
and partner forms of each
game, to be played at "Ra-
dio Parties," are briefly de-
scribed in the brochure as
well.

The August Estes Auction fea-
tured items from the late Leonard
Lacue estate, another collection
from Mechanicsburg, Pennsyl-
vania, and parts and tubes from
A.G. Tannenbaum Company of
Ambler, Pennsylvania. Leonard
Lacue of Johnstown, Pennsyl-
vania, repaired Zenith radios and
was on the Internet as "ZBlack-
Dial." His collection contained
many other makes as well. Un-
fortunately, many of his radios
were in the process of restora-
tion and the chassis and speak-
ers were separated from the cab-
inets, some of which were in the
process of being refinished.

Though Richard Estes' crew
tried to marry the items up as
best they could, some were sold
as they were found, and, conse-
quently, many knobs were miss-
ing. Some knobs were sold as
separate items. Nonetheless, it
was a field day for Zenith collec-
tors, as there were about 33 Zenith consoles,
including 12 "shutter -dial" models in various states
of repair and restoration.

The A.G. Tannenbaum Company had con-
signed most of its stock of tubes and parts. This
was the result of a decision to limit the business
to the sale of manuals and paper items.

There were few high -end historic items in this
rather low-key auction, although there were three
good Atwater Kent breadboards. Also, a very
interesting early 2 -unit home-brew receiver corn -

On the other hand, this was an auction to pick

up lots of 3 -dialers and wood "fixer -uppers," as
well as a host of tubes and parts to stock your
repair shop. Many of the large lots of tubes and
parts were sold in a separate side auction that I
did not record. The underside of the display ta-
bles was packed with tube and part lots that were
sold off to the side. I also ended my recording
duties early at about 3:15 P.M. when there was still
a large quantity of box lots, large tube lots, and
miscellany being sold.

The auction crowd of about 75 bidders was a
little light, perhaps because the day was hot and
humid. The lack of significant historic items may
also have kept the crowd down. However, this
was the place for dedicated repairmen (and wom-
en) and restorers.

The following detailed listing excludes many
low value and late -in -the -auction items and does
not include the 5 percent buyer's premium charged
at this site. I recorded a sale total of $42,329.

On Zenith Model Years
Dear Editor
I noticed some errors in the February issue regarding

Zenith model years (pp 15, 19. 21). The first thing to
remember is to note the last three digits in the model
number of which the first digit is the year code. The code
is as follows: 4=1940: 3=1939; 2=1938: and 1=1937.
For example, for Model 6S254 - the first digit of the last
three digits is 2 which designates 1938.

Also. on page 23. the Zenith identified as a "125471'
should be a model "12S471."

A quick perusal of books on our reference shelf

showed the Model 6S254 from both 1937 and 1938.
Cones. Bryant and Blankinship in their Zenith book,
show it as from the 1938 model year. as do Jesperson
and Emery. Slusser's guide. however. identifies the set
as from 1937.

Radio models. as with automobiles today. were
usually introduced late in the year prior to the model
year. Every retailer knows that it is important to get the
new models in the showrooms for the hohday season.

In order to be entirely correct, perhaps a year desig-
nation needs to be identified as either a model year or
the year of manufacturer. (Editor)

More on Fixing IF Transformers
Dear Editor:
The article in your January 2005 issue "Fixing IF

Transformers" by Walter M. Heskes brought back fond
memories of when I was a teenager in the 1940s
hanging around the only radio shop in Smithtown. New
York. The shop was owned and operated by Tony Bono.
an excelle it radio repairman. Tony, now deceased,
became my best friend and showed me many things you
learn only 'rom experience. One thing he showed me
was a less invasive way of repairing .F transformers that
I would like to share with you.

As Walter Heskes says. the conductive path across
the mica d.electric from primary to secondary must be
eliminated. Tony did this on the transformer, leaving it
intact. He took a small drill bit and dnlled a section of the
micro dialectic away on each side of the hollow rivet,
thereby eliminating the path and leaving both capacitors
intact and operational.
