WITH THE COLLECTORS

Hallock and Watson

BY ART REDMAN

The 1920s saw the formation of many radio
manufacturing companies. Art Redman pursues
his interest in Pacific Northwest radio manufactur-
ers in this article on the Hallock and Watson
Radio Corporation and its “Halowat" line of radios.
(Editor)

Halowat was the trademark of the radio firm of
Hallock and Watson commencing in 1924, The
“wat” part of the trademark was Clifton H. Wat-
son, born in 1892, who got his start in radio at the
public library in Portland, Oregon, where a wire-
less club had been formed in 1907. The only
other source of information about radio at the
time was through magazines. At the library, Wat-
son obtained plans to build a magnetic coherer
detector, which allowed him to receive signais
across the room from his spark coil transmitter.
Because he sported a red moustache, he be-
came known to some ‘as “the cat's whisker.”

When the USS Connecticut, the flagship of the
Great White Fleet, came to the West Coast in
1908, Watson was able to go aboard. The sight of
a Slaby-Arco 2-kilowatt spark transmitter provid-
ed him with enough information to construct a
larger 1-inch spark gap transmitter. He helped
install the Deforest transmitter at Station PE, the
United Wireless Station, located at the 1,072-foot
summit of Council Crest in Portland’s west hills.
He was able to contact that station and occasional
ships coming up the Columbia River using the call
sign “W.” A 3-slide tuner and carborundum detec-
tor comprised the receiving end of the station.

COLLEGE YEARS

During the fall of 1910, Watson, along with
Joseph Homer Hallock, (See Figure 1), the “Halo”
half of Halowat, enrolled at the Oregon Agricultur-
al College at Corvaliis, now Oregon State Univer-
sity. The two students shipped a Ham radio sta-
tion to the fraternity house, later installing the
antenna between the roof of the administration
building and the chimney of the heating plant. The
station was powerful enough to work PH in San
Francisco, NPL Point Loma, and PA in Seattle.

On the night of June 28, 1911, Watson han-
dled the distress calls of the steamer SS Spo-
kane which was sinking in the Gulf of Alaska. He
directed some of the rescue work and received
$25 as his share of the salvage money. After
college, Watson worked as an operator on Alas-
kan coastal steamers.

EARLY CAREER YEARS
In 1915, Watson and Hallock installed five trans-

mitters for the Montana Power Company. In 1916,
they built a radio system comprising a stationary
gap and later a rotary gap for the Northwestern
Electric Company as a link from their Portland
office to their generating plant near White Salm-
on, Washington. The company claimed this was
the first time a utility had used a wireless for load
dispatching anywnere in the country.

At this time, the pair separated, and Watson
was appointed Radio Inspector at Seattle,
Washington during World War 1. After the war, he
was put in charge of the Wireless Laboratory at
the Mare island, California, Naval Yard.

During World War |, Joseph Hallock was in
charge of the powerful Navy arc station at Bor-
deaux, France. After the war, Hallock worked for
Federal Telegraph and supervised the installa-
tion of two wireless transmitters for the Republic
of China.

They joined together in business again in 1921




as the Hallock and Watson Radio Service, and
started broadcasting first as Station 7XI, and lat-
er, in 1922, as KGG on 360 meters. This early 5-
watt station operation was an Esso motor-gener-
ator transmitter with a flat-top antenna above the
building.

Beginning in early 1922, Watson wrote an Ore-
gon Journal newspaper radlo column as “C.H.
Watson, Radio Engineer.” Interest in radio be-
came apparent that year after the first three broad-
casting stations had gone on the air in Partland.

THE MANUFACTURING YEARS

The next step for Hallock and Watson was the
manufacture of radio sets, beginning In 1923 with
the Models RF12 and RF22, which sold for $100
and $125 respectively. Figures 2 and 3 show
early advertisements promoting these sets. The
company was incorporated with Hallock as pres-
ident and Clifton Watson as treasurer at 190-192
Park Street (now the 900 block of SW Park Ave-
nue at the southeast corner of

SW Taylor Street). This down-
town Portland spot was also thelr
salesroom until 1931,

The manufacturing plant was
located at 406 East Alder Street
across the river from downtown.
The firm soon produced two su-
perhet receivers — a Porta-pak
8 model containing a 5-volt pan-
el meter, of which 577 were man-
ufactured, and the 8-tube set,
shown in Figures 4 and 5.

Manufacturing superhets
made Hallock and Watson sub-
ject to future fitigation from RCA.
In fact, attorneys from RCA visit-
ed Hallock at his Portiand plant
and strongly suggested that if
he did not stop making super-
heterodynes, the firm of Hallock
and Watson would face a law-

The company appears to have
made a wise decision and
switched to manufacturing TRF
sets. The two Type TR-5s, made
in 1925 and 1926, were the first
models to bear the “Halowat” la-
bel. A distinctive logo was de-
signed displaying three small
lightning bolts at each end of the
Halowat name. The Model TR-5
sold for $90 and incorporated
the tuned radio frequency cir-
cuit. Views of the TR-5 are shown
in Figures 6 through 9.

The two audio transformers
in the TR-5 models are the
Hedgehog brand, a unique,
small, all wire-wound type, hav-
ing a 1:3 ratio. It was a product

of the Premier Electric Compa-

ny of Chicago. The transformers
are mounted underneath the
sub-panel and are known today
for their high failure rate. The
two phone jacks (loud and medi-
um volume output) are from the
Federal Telephone and Tele-
graph Company of Buffalo, New
York. The fixed capacitors are a
0.00025 mF grid leak bypass
capacitor and two 0.001 mF ca-
pacitors made by the New York
Coil Company. The Daven Ra-
dio Company made the 3.0 me-
gohm grid leak resistor, and all
the parts were connected by
square wire bus bar wiring.

The TR-5 models had three
vertically mounted Coto Compa-
ny coils wound with green silk
wire in a pancake shape. One
rheostat controlled the filament
voltage to the detector stage and
thereby volume. The set was
housed in an 8'%" wide x 22"
long x 8'2” high cabinet. An ad-
vertisement for the Model TR-5
appears in Figure 10.

There are several differenc-
es between the two models. The
1925 model uses five Type UX-
01-A tubes and an additional
rheostat that controls filament
voltage to the first RF stage.
The 1926 model uses four Type
01-A tubes and a Type UX-112
tube in the final amplifier stage.
It has a new 3-tap wavelength
selector switch mounted on the
front panel.

The 1925 model's three vari-
able 250 mmf capacitors were
made by the General Radio
Company and used counter-
weights; the 1926 model's tun-
ing capacitors were the Premier
Company's Crowfoot brand, low-
loss type. The 1925 model came
with an instruction pamphlet,
while the 1926 model had an
instruction card and a station
card list attached under the cab-
inet lid.

Later 1926 TR-5s used a
brown, instead of black Bakelite
front panel with Kurz-Kasch
knobs and an engraved border
line around the perimeter of the
front panel. it had no front phone
jacks, and the on/off switch was
moved to the lower center of the
panel.

THE ALL WAVE TYPE AW-5

The Halowat All Wave Type
AW-5 receiver sold for $155 in

1926 and was the firm's best
and last radio. It was advertised
as being “unmatched for tone”
and available in several cabi-
nets, all with 2-dial control with
direct reading of wave lengths in
the dials, covering the range from
185 to 570 meters with equal
efficiency. Advertisements for the
All Wave sets are shown in Fig-
ures 11 and 12.

This set was “designed to use
the new power tubes in audio —
the amplifier stage (71As) and
ultra-modem audio transformers,
(large General Type 285 having
a 2:1 ratio).” It was touted as
having “the most advanced and
proven hookup to account for
the wide range and marvelous
tone in Halowat.”

The AW-5 Type A cabinet was
9%" high x 10" wide x 22" long, while the AW-5
longer style had two side battery compartments
in a self contained cabinet measuring 10" wide x
11'%%" high x 36" long.

The longer cabinet model also had a 3-way
selector switch (short, medium and long wave)
identical to one in the 1926 TR-5 model with a 1-
gang variable capacitor directly behind it. The
Type A did not have a tap switch and used a
double ganged tuning capacitor and one single
gang type. The long model also had two tuning
dials and an additional three single-gang tuning

capacitor inside.

Both models had an oft/on toggle switch and
two smaller controls for “Soft/Loud” under the left
tuner and “Short/Long” under the right tuner. The
Type A had one volume control marked “Volume.”
The long style AW-5 had two rheostats for volume
control labeled “Audio” and “Radic.” The company
continued production of the TR-5 as a lower cost
model after the AW-5 was introduced, although by
1927, 3-dial battery sets were obsolete.

RADIO BROADCAST STATIONS

The firm moved into the Wilhelm Building at
355 Everett Street (now NW Fifth Avenue and
NW Everett) in late 1926. Later 1926 TR-5 mod-
els showed this address, but soon Hallock and
Watson abandoned the radio manufacturing busi-
ness and moved to 494 NE 12" Avenue in 1928
to continue radio repairing and retailing. The firm
became known in this period for the design and
building of over ten radio broadcast stations, in-
cluding KOIN in the Pacific Northwest.

The most notable was the fulfillment of Wat-
son's dream of a police radic communication
system, which he first proposed in 1921 to the
Portland Chief of Police. The dream became a
reality in April 1932 when the firm of Hallock and
Watson built the 50-watt transmitter and later a
more powerful 500-watt system for police station
KGPP. Watson said that “Portland actually had in
operation the first ‘Police Radio’ in the world,
although at the time it was not municipally owned.”

This claim is confusing. The first “Police Radio”
actually refers to an earlier 5-watt experimental
station built by Charles Austin ot the Northwest-
em Radio Manufacturing Company. Watson also
mentions in his address to the Portland City Coun-
cil that he traveled to Los Angeles in 1931 at his
own expense and that “many of the ideas and
plans that have been proven efficient in Los An-
geles were utilized by me in organizing and plan-
ning our own cormmunication system.”

Cliff watson operated Amateur Radio Station
W7ANO and worked as radio engineer for the Port-

land Police Department until World
War il when he went on active
duty with the US Navy. After the
war, he was appointed radio engi-
neer at the Electronic Laboratory
of Naval Radio at San Diego. He
died in San Diego, California, in
1973 at the age of 81.

'We made a lot of money in
the 11 years we were in busi-
ness,” sald Watson's partner, Jo-
seph Hallock in a newspaper in-
terview, “but the Depression
wiped us out.”

During the 1930s, Hallock was
an announcer and actor for sev-
eral radio stations appearing live
on dramatic programs. He went
to work for the FCC in 1935 and
stayed for 25 years, becoming
head of the Portland office in 1952,
He died at Lake Oswego, Ore-
gon, in 1976 at the age of 85.

Farnsworth ET-066. After much haggling with the
owner, we went from $35 to $20. The main attrac-
tion was the ornate cabinet on this radio. A lot of
attention had been paid to detail, especially the
fluted pilasters on each side. No part of this cabi-
net escaped attention or failed to display some
special feature. The top and sides are mahogany
veneer and the front appears to be walnut.

Removing the old finish revealed the beauty of
the wood. | restained it with oil to enhance the
grain and refinished it to the original color with a
satin polyurethane finish. This set receives many
compliments as displayed, among others, in our
home. The restored radio is shown in Figure 1.

ELECTRICAL RESTORATION

| followed my usual procedures for the electri-
cal restoration. The first thing was to clean up the
chassis with compressed air. Fortunately, this
one wasn't filled with more dead bugs than radio
parts like another one | remember restoring. |

also used WD-40 and a tooth brush.

Next, | changed all the capacitors. The electro-
lytic capacitors dry out and lose their value. The
paper capacitors tend to absorb moisture and
have excessive leakage currents. The tubes were
tested for shorts and emission. Everything seemed
to point to success.

However after completion, the radio would play
for 30 minutes and stop. | determined that the
local oscillator was failing. Replacing the tube
and all associated resistors did not fix the prob-
lem. | was down to two components to test — the
oscillator coil and a mica capacitor.

Changing the capacitor fixec the problem. In
my over fifty years of playing radios, | had never
found a bad mica capacitor. This was a first-time
problem. But, | learned that they go bad from Ray
Bintliff's articles on capacitors in A.R.C.

It doesn’t seem as if Farnsworth ever made a
big splash in the market which was dominated by
RCA, Philco and Zenith. The company also made
Capehart after World War 1. Though never very
popular, it had a reputation for quality.

As soon as we break out of winter, we will be in
pursuit of another “diamond in the rough.”

A Universal Driver for
Orphan Speaker Horns

BY PHILIP BLISS

Here is a novel approach to constructing re-
placement bases and drivers for horn speakers
using readily avallable parts. (Editor)

During the past few years | have purchased
several horn speakers that were missing drivers
or bases. In each case, | constructed a replace-
ment. However, each one was somewhat differ-
entin terms of shape and size. I recently acquired
a Baldwin homn, which was missing the base, and
of course the driver. After checking it over, | noted
that the driver end of the horn was about %" in
diameter — about the same size as other homs
that need driver assemblies. This being the case,
I set out to design and build a base and driver that
would fit a wide range of horns and would be both
functional and attractive. The result of my efforts
is shown in Figure 1.

To meet this goal, my requirements included
construction materials that were readily available
and did not require the use of special tools.

MATERIALS

On a trip to an electric lamp store, | was able to
purchase all of the parts necessary to make a
base assembly. | used a holder for glass shades
as the base, shown in Figure 2. This holder is 6"

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in diameter and 2'%" high; its shape is similar to
several units shown in Floyd Paul's hom speaker
books. (Similar shade holders are available in a
number of diameters ranging from 4'%" to 8".)

| added a wooden lamp base to the shade
holder to complete the base. The wooden lamp
base is 6" in diameter and %" thick.

Shown in Figure 2 is another readily available
part, a threaded candle holder. Lamp shops will
usually call it a cup for lamp sockets or candles,
The cup is used to hold the neck of a horn. The
opening of the candle holder is 78" in diameter
and about 1" deep. These dimensions will ac-
commodate the driver end of many homs such as
Magnavox, Baldwin, etc.

The other parts needed to complete the horn
base are: a "s-IP pipe nipple, 1'%2" long; three
Ye-1P nuts; two %" O.D. flat washers; three #4
wood screws, 1" long; and a length of 1%"
chrome-plated, brass sink drain pipe,

THE DRIVER

| modified a Federal 53-W earphone for use as
the driver. The first operation was to double the
number of magnets in the earphone. To do this |
had to cannibalize the other earphone from the
set and use longer screws to hold the magnets in
place. Figure 3 shows the extra magnetic and
longer machine screws used to modify the ear-
phone. Figure 4 shows the modified earphone.

Next, | used JB Weld to glue the pipe nipple to
the earpiece of the earphone, as shown in Figure
5. I had to be very careful in posifioning the nipple
so that it did not come in contact with the driver's
diaphragm. The purpose of the nipple is twofold:
first, it is used to transmit sound from the base-
mounted driver to the candle holder; second
along with the washers and nuts, it secures the
driver to the base. When the JB Weldhad cured
| assembled the earphone and tested it to make
certain the diaphragm was not striking the nipple.

ASSEMBLING THE DRIVER AND BASE

| then installed two of the nuts and a flat wash-
er on the nipple and adjusted the top nut for
proper clearance between the driver and the shade
holder. Next, | used the bottom nut as a lock nut.

Figure 6 shows the driver at this stage of the
assembly process.

With the shade holder in place, | added anoth-
er flat washer on top and fastened the two pieces
together with a nut. The assembled unit is shown
in Figure 7.

Next, | screwed the candle holder on the nipple
and determined the required length of the sink
drain pipe to be used to cover the candle cup. A
close-up of the drain pipe is shown in Figure 8.
The pipe's length will determine how well its di-
ameter matches the tapered neck of the hom.

The shade holder came in a brass finish, but |
painted it black. | left the chrome pipe unpainted
because some of my horns had a bright metal
collar around the base of the horn.

FINAL STEPS

The final steps included cutting a hole in the
wooden lamp base to allow clearance for the driver

and drilling a hole in the shade holder for the 2-
conductor speaker cable. After drilling the hole in
the holder, | inserted a grommet to protect the cable.

Next ,the wooden base was fitted to the holder
and the speaker cable was connected to the
driver. The assembled base is shown in Figure 9.
The wooden base was secured to the shade
holder using three wood screws placed in the
threaded holes of the shade holder.

The driver was tested again and the last mechan-
ical operation was performed — a hole was drilled
and tapped in both the sink pipe and candie holder,
and a set screw was added, as shown in Figure 10.

Gradually, as | sat before the radio
in our library at La Foce, trying to reconcile their
messages and sift the small kernel of truth, these
voices became for me the true echo of our times.
It is difficult to convey the cumulative impact of
these voices as we sat alone in the library of our
isolated country-house day after day, and the
increasing sense that they brought of inevitable,
imminent catastrophe, of the Juggernaut approach
of war.”

VOICES OF THE PAST

Reading these lines, it came to me in a flash.
When | walk into my own living room, I, myself,
am met by voices of the past that echo history
and events, standing in silence now, but once

broadcasting voices that shaped our world, our
very lives! This incredible presence, this history in
my living room, reminds me that people across
the world have lived and died, have been rescued
and condemned, have rejoiced and deeply
mourned as a result of communication by radio.

Our vacation was truly splendid and beautiful.
This Italian encounter made me realize how these
radios are the ancestors of the history of our
communication sitting quietly now, but reminding
me what important roles they have played in our
lives, Italian lives, American lives, and lives all
over the world.

Now all of this would have been a tale of fiction
if John and | had not met again. You see we had
attended school together forty years ago. We
remet at a high school reunion at St. Stephen’s, a
boarding school in the hills of Austin, Texas. We
discovered that we both lived in the East, had
much in common, and were kindred spirits with
grown children and the legacy of Texas. The truth
is “the Artist married the Engineer.” How much
this has enriched my life and made it possible for
me to enjoy this new and very rewarding relation-
ship with radio!

| have one added thought. Since my arrival,
some four years ago, the radios are finding a new
home as we provide space for our lives together,
my needs for a studio, (a space of one's own),
and an opportunity for both of our worlds to ex-
pand!

Estes Auctions — Three Estates

Burbank,

The October 22, 2005, auc-
tion at the Expo Auction center
In Burbank, Ohio, was another
regular monthly event conduct-
ed by Richard Estes. The auc-
tion consisted of a combination
of three estates, plus additional
consighments. There were sev-
eral early items, Including a Wire-
less Specialty SE-712 that went
for $4,000. Some examiners
claimed that it was not 100 per-
cent authentic, but | could not
discern any problems.

Many battery radios, 1930s
wood sets, and plastics from the
1930s through the 1950s were
offered. A large grouping of tubes
was sold, along with quite a large
quantity of paper and maga-
zines. Some Ham equipment
was also included. Most notably
there was a large selection of
good quality Zenith radios.

One of the prizes of the day
was a Radiobar set with full
glassware — one of the best |
have seen — that sold for
$1,400. | recorded about 616 lots
for a total sale price of
$583,318.50, not including the five
percent buyer's premium
charged at this location.

In the afternoon, there were
several side auctions to dispose of bulk box lots
and low value items that 1 did not record. Also
many paper items and books were sold “choice,”
on which, for the most part, | was not able to collect
information. | stopped recording at 4:15 p.m., and
there were many tube lots yet to go, or about an
hour’s worth of the auction remaining.
