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RESTORATION TOPICS

Restoring an RCA Theremin
BY MARK MCKEOWN

Although not a radio, the Theremin was manu-
factured by RCA in 1929. It was included in the
well-known RCA "Red Books" and was sold by
RCA radio dealers. Open the rear doors, and you
will see what looks much like a radio chassis, with
tubes, transformers, capacitors. etc. However, a
couple of unusual items - tall coils and antennas
on the cabinet - give away the real nature of the
Theremin. It is, in fact, a musical instrument.

An October 1990 A. R.C. article by Mark Kitner
describes the Theremin generally, but Mark McKe-
own describes the extensive restoration of a Ther-
emin in this article. Many of the details will be
unfamiliar to those who have never seen a Ther-
emin. but all will appreciate Mark's careful work in
restoring a radio -like musical instrument. A num-
ber of tips will also be useful in radio restoration.
(Editor)

The history of the invention of the Theremin by
is well known so I won't go into it

again. Suffice it to say. his invention opened up a
new world of electronic musical instruments from
the Theremin to the Ondes Martenot to the mod-
ern synthesizers we see today.

My inspiration probably came from the movie
Forbidden Planet. which has some great Theremin-
like sounds. My first Theremin, built in the mid -
1970s, was a Robert Moog design, published in
Radio and Television News in 1954. Parts for tube
equipment were hard to find even then, and I had to
have two of the TV horizontal sweep coils required
in the circuit wound by the original manufacturer.
This Theremin ended up in a rock band.

I have always wanted an original RCA There -
min. and knowing that I would never own one,
last year I built a replica using mostly vintage
parts and the original physical layout. Building my
second Theremin resulted in a thorough knowl-
edge of how it was constructed and how it worked
electronically.

I also have been restoring antique radios for
the past ten years. This background combined
with a fanatical desire for authentic restoration
set the stage for the RCA Theremin restoration
project reported here. The result is my third Ther-
emin, completely restored and shown in Figure 1
above right.

DISASSEMBLY

All the following photos assume one is facing
the back of the Theremin. Photographs of every-
thing before disassembly are extremely useful
during the restoration and reassembly process. If
in doubt, draw a sketch. Not only will you have a

record but you will better understand what has
been done. It is a lot easier to draw a sketch now
than try to figure it out later. Wire color coding in
this set was the same as in the RCA manual,
although some fading of the power supply cable
wires had occurred.

I carefully removed all the tubes, keeping in
mind that the sockets were delicate. The nuts on
the front panel switches were hard to loosen. I

used a pair of pliers with duct tape on the jaws to
keep from scratching the bezels and cabinet. Not
doing damage now means less to repair later. I

noted that the lower on/off switch bezel reads up
side down: it came that way.

I then removed the pitch and volume coils from
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the chassis shelf. I used small wrenches or nut
drivers to loosen the nuts on the wire terminals.
Pliers chew up whatever they touch. The termi-
nals were spade lugs, except for the antenna wire
lugs. These were inconveniently of the ring type.
so the nuts had to be removed, dropped and
found. Each coil is fastened to the chassis shelf
with bolts. The bolts on the chassis side have to
be very carefully removed to keep from damaging
the coils.

The Theremin was then placed next to a table
on the left side of the cabinet. The chassis/shelf
was then removed from the case. rotated around
and set on the table while the cable to the power
supply was disconnected. The chassis shelf is
fastened into the cabinet by a screw on each end.

As Figure 2 shows, the power supply cable
does not use all the power supply terminals (dis-
cussed below). The cable is formed so that each
wire almost automatically wants to go on the right
terminal. The correct layout is in the RCA manual
if needed. although a sketch and photograph of
the hookup is a good idea before remov.ng the
wires.

After sliding out the chassis/shelf. I set the unit
on a small box so that the unit was not resting on
the power supply cable. The cable goes tnrough
a hole in the shelf and can easily be bent or
damaged. The old cloth -covered wire insulation
is very delicate.

I then unfastened the accessory socket, switch-
es from the cabinet front, and the safety interlock
switch bracket. The AC power cord was then
pulled through the hole in the cabinet bottom.
After removing the four screws that held the pow-
er supply to the cabinet bottom. I removed the
power supply.

POWER SUPPLY CHASSIS

The power supply, shown in Figure 3. is typical
of the time (1928), utilizing three chokes to do
much of the filtering because high value capaci-
tors were very large. I cleaned the underside of
the power supply, shown in Figure 4, using lots of
0 -Tips, 409 or paint thinner, or both, depending
on what worked best. I applied power to the
supply without a rectifier tube with a Variac, slow-
ly increasing the voltage. The transforme- voltag-
es were within specifications so I installed a Type
80 rectifier, the modern equivalent to the Type
UX-280. Why risk a vintage tube?

Again using the Variac, I increased the line
voltage output. Voltages were still within specifi-
cations, so I let the power supply cook for a few
hours. The filter capacitors are typically bad in
these old power supplies, but these appeared to
be good. I then used the power supply to power
the replica RCA Theremin I had constructed, and
everything worked fine.

The power supply used by RCA in the Therem-
in is identical to the supply used in t -re RCA
Radiola 60 radio that was produced at the same
time. The only difference is that terminals 3 and 4
and terminals 6 and 7 are shorted together, re-
moving one output voltage and grounding another
terminal. Because these power supplies are avail-
able, I was not too worried about the capacitors.

MAIN CHASSIS

The underside of the main chassis, shown in
Figure 5 was in good condition with al compo-
nents in relatively good physical condition. Again,
I cleanec the underside of the power supply using
lots of 0 -tips, 409 and paint thinner. All nuts and
bolts were checked for tightness. Metal can cor-
rode, and anything not made of metal can shrink
in 77 years, so these were carefully checked. The
variable capacitor frames were fiber board, and
the through bolts were loose. All resistances were
checked and were close to nominal. The values
of carbon composition resistors are often not close
to the o-iginal values because carbon resistors
can cha-ige radically with age. In this case, the
resistors were all within a few percent. For some
reason the resistors were not color coded.

The power cable was corstructed of cloth -

covered wire that was laced together. The insula-
tion was very fragile so I wrapped the cable with
roll bandage to protect it. This protective covering
is shown on the left side of Figure 6. Typically a
chassis gets flipped over numerous times during
repair and restoration so extra care was neces-
sary to protect the cable.

All the bypass capacitors were in large cans.
The capacitors were bad so these I rebuilt. Each
can was disassembled, a spacer block was made
and a much smaller modern replacement was
installed in the cans. A typical rebuilt capacitor is
shown in Figure 7. The cans were then sealed,
painted and new labels made. A scanner and
color printer are invaluable for doing this work.
The damaged labels were scanned, repaired bit -
by -bit, and then printed. Figure 8 shows the re-
stored capacitors.

The three oscillator coils, fortunately mostly
protected by the chassis, were in good shape.
The double cotton -covered wire looked intact.
The chassis was too shallow for the coils proba-
bly because it was the same as used for one of
RCA's radio models. The chassis was mounted
on strips of wood to get the necessary clearance
beneath the chassis for the coils. The parallel
capacitors used in the oscillators were mica and
were in excellent shape. If you looked close, the
capacitance of each capacitor could be seen hand-
written on the outside.

The audio transformers checked OK and had
appropriate DC resistances. This was fortunate
since rewinding audio transformers is a tedious
process. The transformers had part numbers on
the can, and these turned out to be the same
audio transformers used in Radiola 60 radios.

PITCH AND VOLUME COILS

Unfortunately, someone had removed and lost

the two back cabinet doors exposing the large
pitch and volume coils to damage. These coils,
shown in Figure 9, were wound with double cot-
ton -covered wire and had been scraped. The
wires were broken and the insulation rotted. For-
tunately, the forms were undamaged.

Because these coils are the heart of the instru-
ment electronically and help give the instrument a
vintage look, using the appropriate wire was very
important. Getting the wire made in the small
quantity needed was not practical, so I checked
with some antique radio forums on the internet. I
was fortunate to find Alan Douglas (author of

numerous antique radio publi-
cations) who donated the vin-
tage #38 wire needed for the
restoration.

Winding coils this size with
#38 wire by hand is difficult. I

decided to build a coil winding
lathe out of a sewing machine. I
purchased a nice Singer sewing
machine or $2 at a rummage
sale. I disassembled the unit as
much as possible and then cut
the main frame of the machine
off with a cutoff wheel in a body
grinder - brutal but effective.
The foot control was very useful
but the speed was too fast so I
used a gear reduction from a
World War II radio control head
to reduce the speed.

The machine had to be turned
around and used from the back
side to get the rotation in the
right direction for coil winding. I
made two hubs to hold the coil
form on the sewing machine
main shaft. The "Singer" coil
winding lathe made winding the
coils much easier. The coil -wind-
ing setup is shown in Figure 10.

Cotton -covered wire is very
sensitive to kinking which dam-
ages the insulation, so the coil
lathe was well worth the effort.
Before winding the coils, I

sprayed the form with satin Rus-
toleum enamel which dries very
slowly. When the paint became
tacky, I wound the coils, taking
advantage of the tacky paint to
help hold the windings in place.
The resultant coils are identical
to the original and are shown in
Figures 11 and 12. The pitch coil
has a "concentrating" coil locat-
ed inside at the base which was
in good condition. Figure 13 pro-
vides end views of the coils.

THEORY OF OPERATION OF
COILS

Volume Control. The RCA
Theremin uses the Type 120
tube to vary the audio gain by
varying the tube filament volt-
age (i.e. filament temperature)
and therefore the amount of cur-
rent flowing through the tube.
Many early 1920s radios used a
rheostat to control the filament
voltage and basically the same
method to control the volume.

Hand capacitance applied to
the antenna on the side of the
Theremin is used to vary the os-
cillation frequency of the volume

variable oscillator. The output of the volume vari-
able oscillator is mixed (heterodyned) with the
output of a fixed oscillator. As the resonant fre-
quency of the volume variable oscillator, which is
varied by hand capacitance, approaches the res-
onant frequency of the volume fixed oscillator,
more current flows in the large coil and therefore
in the secondary of the large coil which powers
the 120 filaments.

Pitch Control. The pitch control coil likewise
uses hand capacitance to vary the oscillation
frequency of the variable oscillator. The output of
the variable oscillator is mixed (heterodyned) with
the output of the fixed oscillator. The result is the
audio frequency we hear.

FRONT PANEL

The chassis had a black Bakelite panel mount-
ed on the front that is visible through the hole in
the cabinet that exposes the tuning capacitors
and pilot light. I painted the panel satin black and
fitted a replacement jewel for the light to the
original jewel holder

ANTENNAE

The previous owner of the instrument had re-
placement antennae made. These were made of
'/16 in diameter brass tubing. The antennae are
plugged into sockets on the case. The replace-
ments were exact duplicates of the original (there
was a damaged pitch antenna for comparison).
All I had to do was get them and the original
sockets nickel plated to match the original and
look new. Figure 14 shows the replated pieces.

INITIAL OPERATION

In order to test the pitch and volume sections

separately - not expecting either section to work
- I put three volts on the Type 120 -tube so that
the volume part of the circuit would have the
volume all the way up. Amazingly enough, after
the smoke test was successful (no smoke), the
pitch circuitry worked fine from the start, and I had
only to tune the unit as described in the RCA
Service Notes.

I then removed the three volts from the 120
tube and had no sound. I checked to see if the
oscillator was working, and it was, but not near
resonance with the large coil. I then removed the
capacitance that was in parallel with the oscillator
coil and installed a mica compression trimmer so
I could "tune" the circuit. I tuned the circuit to
proper resonance and then measured the capac-
itance needed. The needed capacitance was less
than the original fixed mica capacitor, but I was
able to disconnect one of the plates between the
mica leaves and then add a small mica capacitor
to get the correct parallel capacitance. The small
mica capacitor is hidden underneath the original
capacitor. I could have added or removed turns
from the large coil but chose to change the ca-
pacitance because this seemed less drastic.

REFINISHING THE POWER SUPPLY AND
CHASSIS

The power supply chassis and the main chas-
sis had originally been painted brown. The trans-
formers and potted chokes and capacitors were
in large rectangular cans or small cans that were
also painted browr. Figure 15 shows the main
chassis in its original state. Everything was rust-
ed and pitted, so I removed as many screws
(sometimes sequentially) as possible and sand-
ed the chassis to remove loose paint and rust.
Every screw, bolt and nut that was removable

was taken off and cleaned with
a small wire brush. I made card-
board discs to mask the tube
sockets, as shown in Figure 16.

I then sprayed the power sup-
ply and chassis with red primer.
The primed chassis is shown in
Figure 17. After sanding the
primed power supply and chas-
sis, I painted both with leather
brown Rustoleum gloss enamel.
This color closely matched the
original brown paint. The restored
main chassis and power supply
chassis are shown in Figure 18.

The bracket that holds the ceramic trimmer ca-
pacitors on the back of the chassis had to be
removed and refinished because it was rusty Black
satin enamel was used for this part of the project.

REFINISHING THE CABINET

The cabinet was covered with numerous
scrapes, gouges and dents, as Figure 19 shows.
Apparently not everyone cherished the instru-
ment as we would now. I took small wetted bits of
paper towel and used mylar tape to holc them
over the dents for a day to let the wood swell and
fill the holes. The patches are shown in Figure 20.
I filled what remained with plastic wood as neces-
sary until the cabinet was repaired and ready for
refinishing.

The cabinet apparently spent part of its life in a
humid cli -nate because almost every glued joint
was loose. I carefully aligned, glued and clamped
joints, and added screws if they could be con-
cealed, until the cabinet was again tight. The
gluing and clamping operation is shown in Figure
21. I ther stripped off the old finish.

The beading between the cabinet base and top
was either missing or torn up so I constructed new
out of mahogany. The two doors on the back of the
cabinet had been removed so I had to coistruct
new ones. The original instrument was made of
solid mahogany with the base and back doors
made of mahogany -veneered wood. I had to find

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MISCELLANEOUS

During construction of the
replica RCA Theremin I discov-
ered that there were many elec-
tronic part values and mechani-
cal and physical dimensions of
the instrument that were un-
known. As part of the restora-
tion project, I measured all the
electronic part values and coil
dimensions. This was to check
the information I was able to
find and had developed for my
earlier replica construction so
that the instruments could be
more easily and correctly dupli-
cated. I also made dimensioned
drawings of the cabinet so the
cabinets could also be duplicat-
ed, although the dimensions

A Type 31 tube can be sub-
stituted for the Type 120 tube
but the response time is a little
slower. I made a socket adapt-
er and used a Type 3Q4 minia-
ture tube, and it works about as
well as the 120 and is easy and
cheap to obtain. A Type 01-A
tube can be substituted for the
Type 171A audio amplifier and
actually works better. A 171A is
necessary in the volume oscil-
lator because the 01-A will not
oscillate.

This instrument is like radios
of the time, requiring a high im-
pedance speaker. Modern
speakers have impedances be-
tween 4 and 16 ohms and a
high impedance speaker is
around 2000 ohms. A modern
speaker can be used, but an
impedance matching transform-
er is appropriate between the

instrument and the speaker.
The serial number of the instrument is stamped

on the top of the main chassis. The serial num-
ber of this instrument is 100247 which correlates
with other reported numbers. I don't know what
the number on the doors means.

two flat pieces of wood, use a planer to reduce the
thickness by two layers of veneer. and then glue
the veneer to the wood to get the right material in
kind and thickness to replace the doors. I also had
to make the safety interlock brackets that fasten to
the door. These close the interlock switches when
the doors are closed allowing the mains power to
be turned on with the front panel switch.

RCA apparently did not do anything beyond
what was normally done for finishes on their
production radios. The cabinet was made by the
Jamestown Mantel Company, manufacturers
also of Radiola 60 radio cabinets. I refinished the
cabinet by staining the unit with walnut to match
the original finish, applying a coat of lacquer
sanding sealer. and a coat of satin clear lacquer.
The satin finish is closer to a vintage finish than a
shiny new gloss lacquer produces. See Figures
22, 23, and 24.

CONCLUSIONS

This project was a challenge from start to
finish. Perseverance in finding obsolete parts
and materials and a strict adherence to the orig-
inal construction resulted in a restoration that
would be difficult to detect. The measurement of
values and dimensions during the restoration
made available critical information that allows
duplication and repair of the original instrument
electronically as well as physically.

Remember that this instrument uses lethal
voltages with which many transistor era con-
structors are not familiar.

The Knight D-106 Superhet

Don Watson tells us about his
Knight Model D-106 and raises
questions regarding its compo-
nents and the time of its manu-
facture. Perhaps some A.R.C.
readers can provide him with an-
swers to his questions. (Editor)

The Knight D-106, shown in
Figure 1, is a 6 -tube superhet
that covers broadcast and short-
wave bands from 6 to 18 mega-
cycles. The circuitry is very typi-
cal for its time. It features an un-
tuned RF stage and the tube
lineup for the all-American Five
(six in this case). The speaker is
an electrodynamic type, and the
resistors used are of the older
type - i.e. the three -color code

This set was advertised in the
1942 Allied Radio Catalog (see
Figure 2) and went for a whop-
ping $18.95, perhaps a tidy sum back then. The
cabinet is covered in a walnut veneer and the
secondary wood appears to be poplar.

Perhaps what really adds to the appeal of
these old radios is their performance and appear-
ance. Their sensitivity, selectivity, and tonal qual-
ity are lacking in today's receivers. Manufactur-
ers don't seem to pay particular attention to these
details. I still enjoy BCB DXing and SWLing after
all these years.

QUESTIONING THE PERIOD

As previously mentioned, the radio appeared
in the 1942 catalog; however, I just wonder if it
was really available during that period. This radio
seems to be from a much earlier era. The knobs
are wood and not plastic, and the resistors are
from the 1930s. I would think that these consum-
er products were no longer available due to gears
shifting towards the war effort. The cover of the
Allied Catalog depicts the war era and what ap-
pears to be a Naval fleet.

Perhaps somebody out there in radioland has
more information as to what company actually
manufactured this radio for Allied. At that time,
there were many large and small radio manufac-
turers in Chicago.

As far back as I can remember, our first radio
was a Knight from the 1930s. In the 1940s, we
had a Majestic radio/record player combination.
Every morning it was tuned into the Arthur God -

frey show. I was perhaps four or five at the time. I
could not understand how they could get a man in
that box to talk. To satisfy my curiosity, I poked
pins into the speaker to see if it would go "ouch."
Well, it never did, and I still couldn't understand.
Imagine my surprise when I disassembled this
radio and found pin holes in the speaker cone. I
know I didn't do it.

I found this radio and purchased it for $15 at a
flea market. The electronics have been restored
and the cabinet refinished in the original color,
minus sixty years of aging. Having worked for
Allied Radio in tie early 1960s, I am always
looking for old Knght radios.

I hope that some of you out there will be able to
fill in some of the blanks in this article.

Emerson Model 541
"Most Advanced, Yet Acceptable"

BY RICHARD ARNOLD

Once again Richard Arnold reports on a radio
find. In this case, he learns a lot about the cabinet's
designer. (Editor)

I was making one of my weekly rouncs to my
favorite antique store here in Ardmore, Oklahoma,
when I just happened to come across this very
unusual looking radio tucked away in one of the
booths. I had never seen one like this before, and
though at the time, I thought it wasn't very good
looking, I decided that I just had to have it. It was
a 1947 Emerson Model 541, shown in Figure 1.
What got my attention the most was the good
condition of the finish on the front of the cabinet -
that, and the overall unusual look of the radio.

I took the radio home and did nothing to it. I just
put it up for some future time, maybe a winter
project. Then one day I was looking at radios on
eBay, and I noticed that an Emerson 541. one just
like mine, was up for auction. I had never seen one
before on eBay either.

The seller was saying that the radio was a post -
World War II model designed by a world famous
designer named Raymond Loewy. Who was Ray-
mond Lcewy? I had never heard of him, but
apparently other people had, as this seemed to be
a major selling point for the radio.

I happen to have a copy of a 1943 Emerson
publication called Small Radio Yesterday and in
the Worid of Tomorrow. I thought maybe, just
maybe, there would be something about this Loewy
guy in the book. Well, sure enough, there is.

Here is a direct quote from the book: "Design of
Emerson Radio-Electrcnics. Styling has always
been an important influence in the sale of radio.
While directing efforts to producing high quality
instruments for sale at popular prices, Emerson
has paic particular attention to style trends and
has intrcduced many innovations.

"In this connection we are proud to announce
that much of Emerson's Radic-Electronic styling

of the future will be executed by
the outstanding industrial design-
er, Raymond Loewy.

"Mr. Loewy, aided by a large
organization of engineers and
designers, has been responsi-
ble for many of the world's finest
creations in a wide range of in-
dustries - radio, locomotive, fur-
niture, automobile, home appli-
ance, personal items, instru-
ments of war- on down to pack-
aging countless products. Work-
ing with Emerson engineers, Mr.
Loewy and his associates will
set new standards of style and
performance as postwar opera-
tions progress."

Mr. Loewy's design philoso-
phy was fairly simple. He sum-
marized it with the acronym
MAYA - "most advanced, yet
acceptable."

I add here an interesting
aside: Recently, I was listening on my computer
to a Jack Benny Christmas radio program from
1953. At the end of the program, the announcer
was selling Lucky Strike cigarettes. He men-
tioned that the bright holiday Christmas gift car-
ton of Lucky Strike cigarettes for that year was
designed by the world famous designer Mr.
Raymond Loewy.

THE MODEL 541

The Emerson Model 541, designed by Mr.
Lowey, was made in 1947 and was one of Emer-
son's first postwar "All American Five" superhet-
erodyne sets. According to the Emerson book, he
also designed the 1947 line of Hallicrafters radio
receivers that "conveyed a crisp precision far
ahead of their time."

The Emerson Model 541 is a 5 -tube radio. It
uses the following tubes: 12SA7GT converter,
12SK7GT IF amplifier, 12SQ7GT detector and
1st audio, 50L6GT audio output and the 35W4
rectifier. There is one dial lamp, a Type 47. The
radio tunes the broadcast band only, from 540 to
1620 Kc. The two knobs are for volume control,
on/off and tuning. The radio uses a self-contained
loop antenna.

The Models 511 and 517 (see Figure 2) also
use this chassis. These two models come in
colored plastic cabinets, some with a red or white
marble pattern. Even though they are very similar
in design to the wood Model 541, they seem to be
more popular and will bring a higher price.

The radio uses a 4 -inch permanent magnet
speaker and the IF is 455 Kc. It sports a large
plastic dial that just slips into a curved track and is
held in place by a white tab that comes out of the
grill area. The dial scale numbers are pressed
into the plastic in a gold color, and the dial scale is
reversed with the 1500 Kc on the left side of the
scale. The station indicator has a large round
gold base and a red pointer.

I kept track of a few of the Model 541 sets on

eBay, and they sold for from $30 to $75. At first, I
thought that what I had was another one of those
- I'll use the word - "mundane" radios. I didn't
realize that it was a "most advanced, yet accept-
able" radio. But now that I know a little more about
it and its history, I think it's a pretty neat looking
radio, and I have come to really like it.

Listen to FM on Your Antique Radio
BY AL SMITH

Al Smith describes a practi-
cal way to adapt your old radios
to receive FM stations. (Editor)

Want to add FM reception to
your old AM radio? Shown in
Figure 1 is an FM converter that
can do just that. These convert-
ers, used to add monaural FM
reception to AM automobile ra-
dios, were sold in the 1960s
under various brand names and
models. The one pictured here
is an Audiovox FMC -5C.

The audio output of the FM Figure 1. The Audiovox FM converter used with AM car radios to
tuner in these devices is used provide monaural FM reception.
to modulate an internal AM os-
cillator. When this signal is fed
to an AM -only auto radio, it en-
ables the radio to receive FM
broadcasts. Now that virtually
every car has FM, there is no
longer any need for these de-
vices in cars; but they can find
good use in the homes of radio
collectors.

Receiving FM stations on an
antique or classic AM radio re-
quires only a converter, a 12-
volt/500mA wall -type power
supply, such as a Radio Shack
part number 273-1773, and an
FM antenna. An automotive -
type antenna is not required.
Any standard 75 -ohm FM an-
tenna may be used.

The Motorola -type antenna
input socket on the converter
can be connected to a standard
F -type TV/FM cable connector
by using two adapters. The Ra-
dio Shack 278-160 is a female
BNC to Motorola adapter and
the part number 278-277 is a
BNC male to female Type F adapter. Using part
number 278-160 alone will allow connection to a
BNC male connector.

Figure 2 shows the FM converter in use with
an Atwater Kent Model 84 cathedral. The only
connections to the Atwater Kent is to the anten-
na and ground terminals.

This approach is an easy way to expand your
source of radio programming.

Estes Auctions

This auction report was delayed because I

misplaced my notes and only found them a month
ago. Hence some of the listings are abbreviated
and others had to be eliminated since I usually
rely on my memory, along with my notes. As
might be expected, in the ensuing months since
the auction, my memory has faded somewhat.

The Estes auction on July 16. 2005, dealt with
several estates and was held at the Estes Auc-
tions Barn in Seville, Ohio. Collector Steve
Kenyon specialized in post -World War II Europe-
an radios of which about 18 models were of-
fered. Most were working and in excellent condi-
tion. Other estates were from Glenn Osborn of
Ohio, Arthur Aseltine, and a collection from
Baden, Pennsylvania.

The barn in Seville is a truly rural barn, and it
was chock full of over 500 radios and 1,000s of
tubes. Richard Estes announced that this was
"not much of a sale." If so, I could not imagine
what a large sale would entail.

The weather was forecast to be hot and steamy,
and that it was. On Friday, the place was packed,
and goods were still coming in. Wood tombstones
and cathedrals were packed three deep making
full inspection quite difficult. On Saturday morn-
ing even more goods were being brought in.

As is the usual practice at the barn, tables of
low value goods and box lots were arrayed out-
side the barn and were auctioned off at 8:30
Saturday morning prior to the main sale at 10.00
A.M. This process was completed by 9:25 with
many of the items being sold for no more than a
dollar and some lots hying combinpo

opening bid could be obtained. For example, a
very poor condition Hammarlund Super Pro sold
for $5. and a ratty but complete Hallicrafters SX-
28 sold for $1. Nonetheless, when a "good" item
turned up, it drew a competitive price.

In the main auct.on, in addition to the Europe-
an sets. there was a variety of n:irly radios, elec-

tric sets, Ham gear, consoles, many tubes, and a
good selection of phonograph items. As the day
wore on, the heat became quite stifling and was
made further unpleasant by swarms of houseflies
requiring constant swatting, Yet, Richard kept the
auction moving along without stop or relief until
after 5:00 P.M.

In the afternoon, a table full of novelty radios
and a large selection of books and paper were
sold at a side auction that I was not able to
record. Also many bulk tube box lots were not
recorded, and my wife Edith did some recording
when I had to take a break or two. She does not
write as fast as I do, so some listings were missed
or are incomplete. We recorded over 600 lots.
and the auction surely must have had over 700
items sold.

The total sales realized must have been at
least $40,000 as our listing adds up to slightly
over $38,000. At this location, there is no buyer's
premium so the list price is the actual cost to the
buyer. It was an interesting and profitable experi-
ence, if one was willing to endure the unpleasant
weather.
