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Description of Station Directory Section

The Station Maps

The only official and uniform rough guide to a station’s
physical coverage is found in the files of the Federal Com-
munications Commission. Each TV station grantee is re-
quired to submit to the Commission its coverage contours
predicted on the basis of engineering formulas designated
by the Commission. The FCC specifies three grades of
service as a general indication of the probable quality of
reception.

The FCC does not intend or expect the predicted cov-
erage contours, submitted by each station, to reflect
whether a signal is received or not received at any specific
location. Rather, the Commission regards the contours as
a general guide to probable reception. The basic use made
by the Commission of the contours is as a tool to deter-
mine where to allocate channels to minimize interference
among stations.

Though all stations and applicants are required to
submit predicted contours to the FCC, stations may also
file contours based on actual measurements of transmitted
signals. Under FCC rules, such filings are not mandatory,
and only a relatively few stations have offered such
measurements voluntarily. The Commission has no official
and uniform rules for measuring service contours; such
submissions are associated with stations’ files but are not
given official status by the Commission.

The maps are intended to serve as guides. It should
be emphasized that the use of maps for legal proceedings,
such as those before the FCC, may require precision greater
than that reasonably obtainable in maps of the size em-
ployed in the Factbook.

The three grades of predicted contours required by
the FCC are as follows:

Grade B Service: The quality of picture expected to
be satisfactory to the median observer at least 90% of the
time for at least 509 of the receiving locations within
the contour, in the absence of interfering co-channel and
adjacent-channel signals.

Grade A Service: Satisfactory service expected at
least 909% of the time for at least 709% of the receiving
locations.

Principal City Service: Satisfactory service expected
at least 909 of the time for at least 90% of the receiving
locations.

We obtained the predicted contour maps from the FCC
files. We publish two contour lines, “Grade A” and “Grade
B.))

ARB TV STATION CIRCULATION

The shaded areas on each of the station maps repre-
sent the home market ARB metro area plus those counties
in which the station receives a net weekly circulation of at
least 5% according to ARB circulation estimates based on
March 1967 nationwide sweep. Each of these counties is
then delineated by 3 circulation categories which include
those in which the station’s circulation is over 50%, 25%
to 509% and 5% to 249%. In a few instances, counties listed
do not appear on the maps, since the reduction in scale
required to include them would impair the legibility of the
maps.

For a few stations, ARB indicates no coverage in one

or two of the three percentage categories—over 50%,
25-50%, 5-24%. In previous Factbooks, absence 6f coverage
in such categories was indicated by the expression “none,”
in conjunction with the specific percentage category. In
this edition, only those percentage categories with coverage
are shown; categories in which ARB indicates no coverage
are simply omitted.

In order to provide the most current estimates avail-
able for each county, Total Households, TV Homes and
Percent TV Penetration are provided from ARB’s current
“United States TV Homes Estimates by State and County.”
These data are based on ARB projected estimates to Jan-
uary, 1968, “Station Total” figures do not include those
counties in which the net weekly circulation is under 5%.

Total Net Weekly and Average Daily Circulation
estimates are also provided for all television stations which
are reported in ARB television market reports. These
estimates are based on ARB’s March 1967 Nationwide
Sweep.

SURVEY METHODS, Described by ARB

ARB uses one-week interviewer-supervised family-
viewing diaries to secure information for television audi-
ence estimates. Families are contacted initially by tele-
phone to secure their cooperation and elicit basic informa-
tion as to television set ownership, number of sets owned,
presence of color set in the home and in appropriate areas,
whether the family can receive uhf stations. Contact is
maintained with the sample families through followup
calls to encourage proper recording and prompt return of
the diaries.

Sampling is controlled by geographic units of no larger
than county size, and in some instances for reasons of
population distribution, terrain or technical control a
county is divided into 2 sampling units. Sample homes are
selected by computer from all available telephone direc-
tories listing the homes within each sampling unit through
a systematic interval selection technique with random
selection occurring within each interval.

The ARB family viewing diary measurement technique
is used for both market surveys of television viewing and
broadscale station circulation information by county.

At least twice each year, in the fall and again in the
spring, ARB Nation-wide Sampling Sweeps survey every
county to provide viewing information for every television
market in the country. ARB’s Television Coverage/65
included data gathered from each county in from one to 3
of these sweeps, depending upon the need for an adequate
sample accumulation within the county. The entire study,
based on more than 200,000 family viewing records, repre-
sents the most current and reliable source of basic tele-
vision circulation available. Further details on the com-
plete study and ARB sampling procedures are available
from the American Research Bureau.

DEFINITIONS OF TERMS & CODES

ARB Terms:

Total Homes—A household or home is comprised of all
persons who occupy a single dwelling unit, which may be a
house, an apartment, or a group of one or more rooms.
The total homes figures shown in the current study are
Standard Rate & Data Service estimates projected to
January 1968, and rounded to the nearest hundred.

TV Factbook No. 38
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Television Households—A television household is a
household having one or more television sets. Estimates
for each county are based on an updating of ARB TV
penetration estimates using historical regional growth
curves to January 1968. This penetration percentage is
then applied to SRDS total homes projections for esti-
mates of total television households. Mathematical dif-
ferences may occur due to computer rounding to whole
numerals from fractions of a percent.

TV Penetration—The percent of total homes having
one or more television sets at the time of the survey. TV
penetration is derived from the same basic technique as
described above, using current regional penetration esti-
mates derived by the Advertising Research Foundation
from specially commissioned U.S. Census surveys.

Net Weekly Circulation—The estimated number of
different television households viewing a particular station
at least once per week, Monday-Sunday, 6:00 AM-2:00 AM,
EST.

Average Daily Circulation—The estimated average
number of different television households reached by a
particular station on each day of the week, Monday-
Sunday, 6:00 AM-2:00 AM, EST.

EXPLANATION OF FCC SYMBOLS

FCC Filing Symbols:
1. BPCT': Broadcast Permit Commercial Television.

2. BMPCT: Broadcast Modification of Permit Com-
mercial Television.

3. DOC: Docket. (Designation applied by FCC to
hearing cases.)

4. GRANTED: Date of authorization by FCC.

Note: “BPCT” and “BMPCT” designations, ac-
companied by numbers, are affixed by the FCC to applica-
tions for new or changed station facilities to identify each
when it is accepted for filing. They therefore constitute
file numbers. Each map in the Factbook is accompanied
with its file number to facilitate reference to the Com-
mission’s official files. In each case, the file number used
is the one affixed to the application for facilities which
were subsequently authorized by the FCC and in use at
the time this Factbook was published. “Docket” numbers
are used in those few cases where the application is in a
hearing status and a file number hasn’t been assigned. The
“granted” date indicates when the FCC approved con-
struction of facilities involved.

After a station is completed according to the terms
of its construction permit, it receives a license; this is
identified by a number with a “BLCT” (Broadcast License
Commercial Television) prefix. When a license is renewed,
a number with a “BRCT” (Broadcast Renewal Commercial
Television) prefix is employed. Applications for licenses or
license renewals do not include requests for changes in
facilities, thus do not affect predicted Grade A & B con-
tours. Therefore, they are not employed as references in
the Factbook.

The Grade A & B contours on the maps are predicted
by station engineers according to the formulas designated
by the FCC, as previously explained. They are based on
facilities in use by stations at the time of Factbook publi-
cation. Where a station has a construction permit for a
change in facilities but has not completed the change, both
existing and projected contours are shown—the latter by
dotted broken lines.

BBM SURVEY METHODS

The BBM Bureau of Measurement conducts National
Surveys covering all of Canada except the Yukon and
Northwest Territories.

A listing of all individuals in a sample of households
is first obtained by telephone contact in most urban areas
and by mail in other areas. From this universe of indi-

viduals, a random sample of persons is selected and each
such person is sent a diary by mail in which he or she is
asked to record his or her tuning to radio and television
over a week’s time period, by quarter hours.

For the purpose of this survey, the whole of Canada
is divided into 289 BBM sampling cells, which are whole
counties or census divisions or parts or combinations
thereof. These sampling cells are then reported, in some
cases singly, or in combination, as 202 county or census
division areas plus 44 Metropolitan or Greater Urban
areas, as defined by the Dominion Bureau of Statistics.

The Survey provides weekly circulation figures in
each BBM area. By weekly circulation is meant the
number of persons that tuned to the station at least once
during the survey week.

For any station, therefore, it is possible to arrange its
audience reached weekly according to—

(a) those BBM areas in which it reached over 509% of

the households

(b) those BBM areas in which it reached 25-509 of the
households

(¢) those areas in which it reached 5-249 of the house-
holds.

This is the arrangement followed in the Factbook.
Totals include Metropolitan areas which are also listed
separately.

In addition, a figure designated as “BBM Weekly
Circulation (All Persons)” is shown. This is the estimated
total number of persons that tuned to the station during
the survey in all of its coverage areas—i.e. in all the
BBM areas into which its signal penetrated, including the
areas in which its reach was less than 5%.

Technical facilities listings for all educational stations within each state are found on the page following
each state map.

The state pages also carry additional cross-reference material, indicating for example, those stations within
the state that are identified with two or more cities, or with cities in another state.

Licensed commercial and educational TV stations by VHF and UHF are shown for each state in a status report
as of Jan. 1, 1968.
