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Balancing of Artists Essential

HE good old male quartet that took a
T deep breath before each minor chord
and “gave ’er all they had” in length,
breadth and height of tone, has passed from
the radio studio.

It has been superseded by a group of
trained singers capable of melodicus pro-
duction in tones only slightly louder than
that of ordinary conversation.

The new type is the outgrowth of experi-
ments by experts in the National Broadcast-
ing Company and other leading studios in
eliminating the raucous ‘“blasting” of tones
in broadcasting. In the earlier stages of
broadcasting, much irritating rattling accom-
panied the renditions of quartet numbers.
The quartet was moved back from the mi-
crophone, sometimes as much as ten feet,
but without getting rid of the annoying rasp
of super-vibrated receiving and transmitting
apparatus.

Then came the discovery that if the mem-
bers would sing pianissimo, they might ap-
proach the “mike” within a foot or two
without “blasting.” Further experimentation
has resulted in such further improvement
that now the quartet numbers come over the
air as sweetly and naturally as a violin solo.

The members of the quartet are “bal-
anced” by production experts to a point of
perfect blending. The bass is moved back
an inch or the baritone six inches to the
side in rehearsals until a tone unison of
pipe-organ accuracy is accomplished.

“Balancing” occupies much of the re-
hearsal periods of vocal and orchestral
groups in the radio studios which initiate
most of the network features.

Each piece in an orchestra is placed at
such distance from the microphone as to
Dhest symphonize it with the rest of the in-
struments. The violins occupy the front
row, with the ’cellos and viols back of them
and at either end.

Directly back of the strings are the clari-
nets. Flanking these, and slightly to the
rear are the flute, the oboe, the piccolo and
the bassoon, and possibly the xylophone.

Back of these there is a considerable
space, perhaps eight or ten feet, and here
sit the trumpets and saxophones and trom-
bones and basses in brassy isolation. And
'way over yonder, in the corner of the room,
is the musical pariah-—the drummer,

The druminer, who used to get his joy in
life out of a battering tattoo on the old bass
drum, and a rolling crescendo on the snare,
is a pathetic sight in a radio studio. The
drum is a poor radio instrument, and there
is little drumming to do. So the drummer
has to content himself with cocoanut shell
imitations of the galloping horse, ringing
dinky little steel triangles or blowing the
canary bird warble. It’'s a terrible come-
down for the drummer. He has been virtu-
ally “balanced” out of a job.

So now—when our pet orches-
tral selection is butchered to please a mov-
ing minute hand, the Lord High cuts in a
couple of chimes and bids us be of good
cheer. Oh boy! If he could but hear the
language!

The other night L. H. raised his finger.
shuffled his spats and caught the eye of the
announcer, and clipped Tannhauser in two.

As a panacea, he gave us a couple of dingles
and the startling news that there was a way
of keeping the carbon out of our cylinders.
The night before he smacked down a per-
fectly good number, and let us in for a long
wait, during which the static shusshed on our
loud speakers, and the guy next door
squeraked for distance.

The Lord High is rapidly popularizing the
programs that break in this way (in a pig’s
valise!). He is getting radio fans so peeved
with his calm disregard of courtesy that
they cut the set off for the evening, in many
instances. You may borrow a man’s lawn-
mower, or his money—if you are decent
about it. But try and get either by force!

The day has passed when the Lord High
Executioner can lop off heads as he sees fit.
Today we want to know the reason for the
lopping. And the general tendency is not
to hurry the victim. In what frame of mind
does the Lord High think a listener tackles
the next program when the one to which he
has been listening has been ruthlessly exe-
cuted while the jury was hearing the evi-
dence? If the Lord High will keep his finger
off the push-button until the gentlemen who
are fiddling, sawing and blowing get
through, it will be greatly appreciated.

Heaven knows, these fifteen-minute pro-
grams are ruining enough good music with-
out chopping what we are being given into
hash. Speeding up progranis, forcing musi-
cians to play music at tempos foreign to the
composer’s intention and the listener’s good
judgment, is a dastardly enough crime
against so-called ‘“‘good procedure” without
butchering the piece itself by an untimely
end. If the Lord High Executioner will lay
an ear close to the ground, he will be sur-
prised.

New Record Set In

Radio Service

Spending $1.15 a second to broadcast the
Democratic National Convention, the Na-
tional Broadcasting Company and associated
stations are believed to have set a new high
record in radio public service, according to
M. H. Aylesworth, president of the National
Broadcasting Company.

The Democratic convention was on the
air for a total of 25 hours. according to Na-
tional Broadcasting Company’s records. The
total cost of the Democratic broadcast over
the coast-to-coast network of 43 radio sta-
tions was $104,000 or $27,000 more than the
Republican convention broadcast.

“We believe that the broadcasts of the
Republican and Democratic conventions are
outstanding examples of the service radio
can render the nation as a whole.”

The figure of $1.15 per second is arrived
at by reducing the 25 hours to 90,000 sec-
onds of time on the air at a total cost of
$104,000.

The total cost of broadcasting both con-
ventions, shared by the National Broadcast-
ing Company and associated stations, was
$181,000.
