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Broadcasters to Aid in National 
Job Hunt 

THE full weight of the tremendous 
radio facilities of the country is to be 
thrown behind the governmen'ts cam- 

paign to eliminate unemployment and re- 
store normal conditions, by carrying to the 
people the messages of the President's 
Emergency Committee for Employment. 

The committee is headed by Col. Arthur 
Woods of New York, who in 1921, led the 
government's fight against the unemploy- 
ment caused by the deflation of after -war 
industry. The facilities of the National 
Broadcasting and Columbia nation -wide net- 
works have already been placed at the dis- 
posal of the committee by the heads of those 
companies and a large number of stations 
not affiliated with either system have evi- 
denced their desire to aid. 

It is remembered by members of the 
president's committee who also served in 
1921 -22 that the earlier fight was conducted 
without the aid of radio, then in its in- 
fancy. They are, however, eager to avail 
themselves of this additional facility of corn - 
munciating with the general public, which 
then could be reached only through the 
newspapers. 

Use of the radio as part of the campaign 
against unemployment does not contemplate 
the delivery of any messages of the "let's 

go to work" or "everything's all right" type. 
For the best part of a year, the country 
has been flooded with optimistic statements 
that business was on the upgrade. It is now 
realized that saying something does not 
make it so, and the committee's plans for 
broadcasting involve explanations of how 
various communities have met their indi- 
vidual unemployment situation so that other 
communities may use that experience in 
mapping out their own programs of relief. 

The seriousness of the present situation, 
which will grow progressively worse as cold 
weather moves south unless something is 
done, is not minimized by Colonel Woods. 
In fact, it is planned to tell the people just 
how severe the emergency is, both for the 
purpose of influencing business men to pro- 
vide as much employment as they possibly 
can and to show how necessary it is that 
those who are fortunate enough to be work- 
ing shall contribute generously to commun- 
ity chest and other methods of relieving the 
distress of those who have no jobs. 

The big use of radio, according to mem- 
bers of the committee, will be the carrying 
of these messages to 122,000,000 people of 
the country, spurring on the work of relief 
and at the same time reassuring the unem- 
ployed that actual, practical steps are being 
taken to get work for them.

Ray has always 
been interested in dance bands. In 1919 he 
started a four -piece band which "grew and 
grew." In 1922 his band opened the Rose 
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Room of the Palace Hotel. Later they were 
at the Winter Garden and during the last 
few years he has directed and managed or- 
chestras at Russian River during the vaca- 
tion season. * 

Josef Hofmann, world famous pianist, who 
is star of the Atwater Kent Radio Hour 
November 16, was born in 1876, and made 
his first appearance as a concert artist at 
the age of six years. Hence he has been 
almost constantly before the public as an 
artist for forty -eight years. During that 
time he has grown from an infant prodigy 
into one of the few universally recognized 
geniuses of musical expression. Unlike most 
child wonders, he has matured actually 
under the eyes of the public to hitherto un- 
scaled heights of artistic achievement.

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THE beautiful strains of a violin wafted 
softly and melodiously through the 
loudspeaker. 

"A real artist -one of the West's great- 
est," said Dobbsie as the last notes of "Cali- 
fornia Lullaby" died away. 

Hugh Barrett Dobbs and the writer were 
sitting before the radio in Dobbsie's com- 
fortable Burlingame home listening to the 
Monday evening broadcast of Rudy Seiger 
and his Shell Symphonists. Seiger had just 
concluded playing a violin solo number of 
his own composition -one of the more than 
fifty he has written in recent years. 

Then came the Shell Symphonists under 
Seiger's baton playing the lilting tune of 
Lacombé s "Spring Morning Serenade," fol- 
lowed by selections from Verdi's "Othello." 
And so it was throughout the hour. The 
whole gauntlet of music, from the classics 
to the ba:lads, was paraded before us. 
"Which," remarked Dobbsie, "is one of the 
secrets of Seiger's tremendous popularity 
with the radio audience. He doesn't play 
to any special group of listeners, but selects 
his program so that it will appeal to every- 
one. It is not high -brow, neither is it low- 
brow. Seiger seems to sense his audience's 
likes and dislikes and has managed to strike 
a happy medium. 

"But don't take this to mean that this 
alone is the reason for Seiger's success," 
Dobbsie added. "Seiger's ability as a vio- 
linist, as a director, his personality, the mu- 
sicians he has gathered about him, all con- 
tribute their bit toward making the Shell 
Symphonists one of the greatest musical 
aggregations of its kind in the United States. 

"Every man in Seiger's organization is a 
musician of the highest type, every one a 
soloist of real ability. J. Chandler Smith, 
the pianist, for example, ranks as one of the 
West's real geniuses on his chosen instru- 
ment. He has been with Seiger for more 
than fifteen years, interrupted only by a 
year in Europe, which he spent studying un- 
der the masters of that country. Rudolf 
Kirs, the cellist, is noted for his remarkable 
tone and has played in symphonies through- 
out the world. Arthur Storch, all- soloist 
bass player of the Shell Symphonists, toured 
the world with Sousa. Edward Bergenholtz, 
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who plays the French horn, has been under 
Seiger's baton for nearly fifteen years, and 
besides his ability as a soloist, composer 
and arranger, is musical director of the 
Oakland high schools. These are just a 
few of the members of Seiger's group which 
go to make it the all -star aggregation it is," 
Dobbsie concluded. 

Seiger's place in the musical life of the 
West is unique. He is distinctly a product 
of the West, born, raised and educated in 
San Francisco. 

His first teachings on the violin were 
from his father, himself a violinist of rare 
ability who had played before audiences the 
world over. Later young Seiger studied un- 
der August Hinrichs, Guilo Minetti and 
William Hoffman. At the age of 17 years 
he had become one of the city's finest vio- 
lin masters and was chosen to direct the 
Grand Opera House orchestra during the 
reign there of the famous Richard Mans- 
field. 

Then came several years during which 
Rudy and his orchestra became the rage of 
San Francisco's gay musical life, inter- 
rupted only by the great fire in 1906. It 
was shortly thereafter that Seiger was 
offered the post he now holds at the Fair- 
mont Hotel. 

Rudy's first radio audience was back in 
1919 and consisted of a half dozen sailors 
aboard one of Uncle Sam's warships an- 
chored in San Francisco Bay. The broad- 
cast originated from a tiny room atop the 
Fairmont Hotel, where one of the Coast's 
first experimental transmitting stations had 
been erected. Up to that time no one had 
ever thought of broadcasting anything but 
phonograph records, or, perhaps, announcing 
in a sing -song voice "Hel-lo-o-o, Hel- l -o -o. 
This is station 9X1 speaking. Can you 
hear me ?" On this particular evening some- 
thing had happened to the phonograph. 
Someone thought of Rudy and his violin, 
conveniently handy downstairs. And so it 
was that Rudy Seiger, as far as can be 
learned, was the first in the West to broad- 
cast "in person" over the air. 

Later the experimental station was im- 
proved and went on the air as a full- fledged

broadcaster under the call letters of KDN. 
Here again Seiger led his field by being the 
first on the Coast to direct an orchestra be- 
fore a microphone. From then on Seiger 
appeared frequently as orchestra director or 
soloist on the air. 

In 1925 radio started to come into its own 
and a few far -sighted advertising men began 
to see the 'possibilities of radio in their busi- 
ness. One of the most enthusiastic among 
them was E. H. Sanders, advertising man- 
ager of Shell Oil Company, who, seeing a 
bit farther than the rest, determined that an 
outstanding personality and real talent were 
the two factors needed to make a "commer- 
cial" type program pay its sponsors divi- 
dends. Rudy Seiger filled these require- 
ments, but upon being approached on the 
subject of "prostituting his art," as he felt 
about it then, steadfastly refused to go 
on the air as an advertising medium. But 
Sanders, foreseeing Seiger's tremendous pos- 
sibilities, was not to be rebuked. Not quite 
two years later Seiger signed the contract 
which brought into being the organization 
which has since become one of radio's most 
popular musical 
aggregations - 
Rudy Seiger and 
his Shell Sym- 
phonists. 

Today the far- 
sightedness of E. 
H. Sanders stands 
rewarded. Seiger 
himself has risen 
to the place of 
the best loved 
and most popu- 
lar directors and 
soloists on the air. 
His fan mail is 
the puzzle and 
despair of almost 
every radio artist 
in San Francisco. 
Rudy's letters 
from his admir- 
ers have required 
the combined ef- 
forts of himself 
and a secretary 
for several hours each day. And this is just 
a bit unusual for an artist of Seiger's type 
who does not make any special "play" for 
letters from listeners. The usual artist of 
the air who proves a "hit" with the radio 
audience finds himself at first deluged with 
fan mail, which gradually dwindles off until 
he considers himself fortunate to receive 
several postcards a day. But not Rudy! 
His mail has maintained its first "splurge" 
proportions. Neither their number nor their 
enthusiasm has lessened. All of which 
makes it a bit difficult for other less fortu- 

nate stars of the air to explain to their sta- 
tion director or sponsor the reason for their 
mail decrease, which is the medium by which 
an artist's popularity is judged. 

That Seiger is responsive to the tribute 
paid him by his great radio audience is seen 
in the beautiful melody of "Song of the Air," 
which he composed and dedicated to the 
radio fans of the West. Among his other 
compositions, all published and meeting 
with great popularity, are "Zamboanga," 
"Argentine Love," "Tango D'Oro," "Cali- 
fornia Lullaby," "Rainbow Lane," "Lido" 
and "The Arrogant Youth." There are 
dozens of others, published and unpublished, 
which Seiger frequently incorporates into 
his broadcast programs. He is a member 
of the famous Bohemian Club of San Fran- 
cisco and has already written three musical 
plays which were produced at that exclusive 
club's yearly Hi -Jinks among the redwoods 
of the Russian River. 

A rather amusing story is told of his early 
efforts as a musical composer: 

A woman who ran a candy store, but 
spent her spare moments in composing 

poetry, came to 
Rudy one day 
with the offer that 
if he would set 
one of her poems 
to music she 
would give him 
a hundred dol- 
lars. Yes, Rudy 
would be glad to 
do it, whereupon 
the young musi- 
cian proceeded to 
spend every night 
for a week writ- 
ing a melody to 
fit the poem. But 
upon presenting 
his finished man- 
uscript, he was 
sadly but firmly 
informed that 
there was no 
money forthcom- 
ing, but he might 
take the hundred 

dollars out in trade if he wished. And Rudy 
did! "Many's the time I got sick eating all 
that candy;' Rudy reminisces, "but I was 
determined to get my money's worth out of 
that music!" 

Rudy Seiger and his Shell Symphonists 
are presented every Monday evening from 
8 to 9 o'clock, Pacific standard time, over 
the Pacific Coast network of the National 
Broadcasting Company, which includes sta- 
tions KPO, San Francisco; KHQ, Spokane; 
KOMO, Seattle; KFI, Los Angeles, and 
KSL, Salt Lake City.

Miss Ashley's talent was stamped as 
meritorious when she was but five years 

old by none other than the famous Pade- 
rewski as he sat in a private car in the San 
Francisco railroad yards and heard her play. 

On Paderewski's recommendation, Phyl- 
lida's parents gave her every musical advan- 
tage. Among her teachers were Fannie 
Bloomfield Zeisler and Sigismond Stojow- 
ski, the eminent Polish composer. She 
coached several seasons with Stojowski, 
known universally as the "only true expo- 
nent of Paderewski."

City. Critics then 
paused long enough 
to prophesy a bril- 
liant career for the 
California girl. 

Appearing as solo- 
ist with the Los An- 
geles Philharmonic 
and San Francisco 
Symphony Orches- 
tras are only two of 
the Western appear- 

ances Miss Fealy has made since returning 
from New York. 

Miss Fealy and Miss Ashley are able to 
contribute generously of their talent, one to 
other, toward the development of a color- 
ful ensemble, and their work on the air is 
attracting wide attention.
