What mato., a radio good? That is the question confronting the radk. 

set buyer today—and it isn't an easy one to answer. 

There are so many different manufacturers—so many diversified claims 

—it is little wonder the average purchaser becomes confused. is apt to 

overlook important features and attach undue significance to relatively 

unimportant ones. 

In an effort to clarify this situation, we have devoted these pages to a 

non-technical description of exactly what is required in a fine radio, and 

just what features characteriie a radio that can honestly be called a 

custom-Intuit. high-fidelity receiver. 

Perhaps the simplest way to go about it is 

to trace a broadcast program right through 

an excellent radio. studying all the stages 

along the route, and discovering why this 

particular set is a truly fine one. Having done 

this, you will be able to determine readily 

what features have contributed most to the process. and, consequently. 

what features you should look for when you wish to buy a good receiver. 

Now the human ear is so constructed that it picks up any sound wave 

from, roughly. iti to t fi.000 cycles. Musical tones, as transmitted by niost 
radio stations, range from approximately 40 cycles to a maximum of 

7.000. However, an ordinary radio will pick up only those sounds ranging 

from about 70 to flo cycles up to 3.5oo or 4.000 cycles. So it is easy to see 

that even in a good radio, you cannot possibly receive all that your ear is 

capable of hearing. A poor set cuts into this still further. The poorer the 

set, naturally the less you are going to hear of the true tone which is being 

broadcast. The reason for this is that, in order to compensate for the hum 

caused by inadequate filters—low frequencies are deliberately cut off. 

Conversely, in order to overcome noises, high frequencies are cm off. 

Quite obviously, this Is a compromise, and the poorest sort of compro-

mise, at that. In a good radio, of course, it is possible to get both the low 

and high frequencies (you know now why they are important) without 
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disturbances. That is one of the signs of a good radio, and, as we have 

said. these pages are our contribution to your better understanding of 

• what makes a radio good. 

)  Let us assume. then, that you are listening to a broad-

cast of a symphony concert. The music comes in the 

form of radio frequency waves. from the antenna into 

your radio, where it first passes into the R. F. Stage. 

i This mysterious symbol simply means Raeio Fre-

quency amplifier. 'The amplifier operates on the time frequency as the 

station to which you are listening. Its purpose is to intensify the nation's 

-signal' '. to rut down whistles and squeals: and reduce interference from 

any other station whose frequency may be close to that of the station to 

which you are listening. The amplifier. then, increases your set's sensi-

tivity. That, in substance, is the R. F. Stage—and its importance and desir-

ability can readily be understood. 

From the R. F. Stage. the radio frequency waves are carried to 

the Convertor Tube. This tube is also operating on 

the same frequency as the incoming signal. In the tube 

the signal is combined with another signal generated 

by the Oscillator Tube in the set, and the resulting 

signal is sent to the Intermediate Frequency Amplifier 

(the I. F. Stage) . Here it is again amplified. There 

num be no distortion, however, and in order that this may be regulated to 

suit local conditions, the good radio is equipped with a High Fidelity 

Switch, or a Tone Control, 

The Intermediate Frequency Amplifier. operating on a fixed fre• 
gurney. provides the major portion of the amplification and selectivity 

of the receiver. It is important. however, that the set be "sharp" enough to 

reject unwanted signals without reducing the response to the higher audio 

frequencies. Hence. in the best radios a High Fidelity Switch is provided 
so that the tuning may be made broad enough (expanded) , for high 

. fidelity reception on local stations, yet also may be made sharp enough 

to receive distant stations with a minimum of interference under raw's, 
conditions. 

The Tone Control, sometimes operating in conjunction with the High 

Fidelity switch, controls the high frequency response of the audio ampli-

fier. This control is used to compensate for variations in room acoustics 
and for individual preferences in tonal balance. 

To continue the route of our hypothetical symphony concert, the signal 

now goes from the I. F. Stage to the Second Detector Stage. The End 
Detector. or Demodulator . converts the radio frequency energy into elec-

trical energy at audio frequenc ies . This circuit too, 

- ' must be free from distortion. And it is here that, in a 

good radio, you enjoy the benefits of Automatic Vol-

um symphony concert proceeds next to the Audio Amplifier and, 

since the receiver we are studying is a very good one, we find that we have 

Push-Pull Amplification, wherein the power is divided between several 

i tubes. This is very important, for it reduces harmonic distortion. The 

Audio Amplifier must transmit the entire range of frequencies without 

adding any spurious frequencies of its own, and without reducing the 

range of frequencies. It must StIpply enough power to carry peaks of sound 

—the loudest passages produced—without "blasting." 

From here the signal goes to the Loud Speaker. 

where electrical energy is tramlated into acoustical 

energy, or sound. Again, the loud speaker must be 

able to handle the entire audible range without cut• 

sing frequencies and without undue emphasis on any 

frequencies. Moreover, it must handle this audio out-

put without rattling. 

Here the Baffle (cabinet) plays an important part. 
It must be large enough to reproduce low tones with-

out undue resonance or booming. This, of course. is 

an acoustic job, achieved through bracing. padding. 

etc. Generally speaking. the larger the speaker, the 

better the response. 

We have now traced the entire route of a broadcast through a good 

radio. We hope you have a better understanding of some of the "myster-

Min" feature-claims you may have seen in print. Perhaps you have noticed 

in reading this how many "musts" there are in connection with each 

component part. 'The I. F. Stage must amplify, but it must be free from 

distortion and high frequency discrimination. The Audit, Output must 

transmit the entire range of frequencies. 'The sod Detector must be free 

from distortion. etc.. etc. These are really "m t s" —a nd they are the marks 
of a fine radio. 

Now that you know some of the important features—check them 

against a IAFAYrTFE. You'll find every one—and more! Because 

tracing your "symphony" through a fine radio parallels tracing it 

through a Lafayette! Bear its mind that the radio we have just ex-

amined is not just any radio—it is a good radio!
