Portables Using 1A7G
Tubes

A number of the ac-dies battery
portahle  recetvers on the market
which employ 1A7G or 1TAZ7GT type
tubes seem to have one common fault.
The set will operate satisfactorily on
batteries, but when used on the ac.
or .. line the results are not the
same.  This is of course the personal
experience of the writer, and may he
the same with other servicemen,

When  this trouble  arises, check
oscillator performance characteristics.
Try changing the 1A7G or 1A7G
tube  regardless of  how  the  tube
cheeks in your tube tester.—Georyge
A, Sudhetmer, San Francisco, Calif.

Midwest Model 16, ’35

[T this set becomes inoperative,
check for a defective 002 mid. mica
capacitor in the plate and screen cir-
cuits of the 616 oscillator tube. This
shorts the “B” voltage to ground at
this pomt.

Another unusual source of trouble
may be caused by the two capacitors
connected in the cathode circuit of
the 2A5 driver tube. A carciul check
for capacitors which hecome defective
may reveal the source of trouble in
this type of set as the writer exper-
icnced  several  cases. — George .

An Improvised Ballast

A\ 130-watt mazda clectric lLight
bulb makes o dandy ballast tor many
models ol sets such as the Silver
model 30, The writer uses an old
4-prong tuhe base and removes two of
the prongs diagonally, Short flexible
wire connections are then soldered
from the bulb to the two prongs of
thie tube hase. The bulb basce is then
carciully inserted in the tube base so
that conncections do not short, and
held i place by filling with hot scal-
g wax.—Clvde 1.

AC-DC Midgets Using
352Z5 Tubes

If the dial lights burn out in midget
scts using this type of rectifier and
the set stops operating, look for the
trouble in the 3575, The filament of

this tube is center-tapped and  the
dial  hghts  are  usnally  connected
across  one hali of  this  filament.

Often one half of the filament will
burn out and the set will continue to
function incfficiently, since the fila-
ment current of the tubes in the set
are connected through the dial lights.
In many tube checkers the 35735 will
check OK. but an ohmmeter will
reveal the true condition of the fila-
ment.—IV. A Holmin, Rockford, 1I.
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Testing Defective Line
Cord

Hire is a method emploved by the
writer to cheek resistance hne cords
for shorts while a set is in peration.

Connect a pilot lamp ol «quivalent
ampere rating moseries with the hal-
lost connections in the set and the
a.c. plug. Dy squeezing the line cord
at various suspected places the short
will be detected by the pilet light by
going  out  completely  or glowing
brightcr.

RCA Model 97-K

If this recelver s intermittent or
will not play at all on dial tuning,
replace C-27 4700 mmid  capacitor
No. 31399, This tubulin  capacitor
is wired in series with the oseillitor
scction of the tuning condenser.

In this model the condenser gang

is rubber mounted.  This floating
action puts a strain on the above
mentioned  capacitor leads with re-

sultant intermittent contact within the
capacitor,

When installing the new replace-
ment, allow sufficient slack in the
leads to prevent a recurrence of the
intermitteat. — Joseph N, Napora.

Weak volume in sets of this type
may  be cauvsed  from  dozens  of
sounrces.  However, after much time
spent in realigning and checking all
capacitors and resistors for trouble
i was fnally found that of the filter
at power supply. By emploving an
clectrolytic tubular type clectrolytic
capacitor between the voice coil of
the speaker and ground, the set in-
creascd in volume almost 30%. The
capacity of the capacitor used by the
writer was 12 mdd. 150 volts.—/J] m.

Silvertone Model 6230

Noisy resistor can be a particularly
puzzling source of trouble to find in
almost any type or model of receiver,
but a one meyg. resistor which be-
came noisy in this particutar circuit
almost had the writer stumped.  This
is the resistor mounted on the back
of the volume control in this set.

To rumedy the trouble, the writer,
of course, simply replaced this re-
sistor with o one-watt unit of the
same  tesistance value—John Link,
Corryton, Tenn.

Emerson Model 103

A loud high pitched whistle may
develop in sets of this type, and is
particularly annoyving since it is much
louder than the signal of the station
heing received.

To correct this trouble, use a lower
value resistor in the grid circuit of
the 33 tube, but not too low a value
as to affect the efficient operation
or alter characteristics of the circuit.
A resistor of a few hundred ohms or
less should do the trick—Morris C.
