The week the family spent in the sun at Jaco on the Pacific coast of Costa Rica last year
was such a welcome break from our seemingly intenninable St. John's winter ""ik1l we decided
to do it again. Last year I managed to DXlband scan in tlle evenings, and the results appeared
in tlle April 24, 1993, DX Monitor (Vol 30, No 30). I ""1L~very grateful to C.arJ)JutTaker for
taking tlle tilllC to write to IIlC twice with interesting conTInents on those logs. TIlis time I
brought along tlle DX-440 again, and tlle antenna was tlle same piece of wire (about 30 meters)
tl1at I ran along the hotel balcony at night. Again, I DXed mainly at night but tllis time I also
put in two daytime sessions (withjust the built-in antenna) between dips in tlle surf and the pool.
During daylight quite a few Costa Rican stations were audible tllat were overwilelllled at night
by stations in Hondura~ and neighbouring NicaJ1Jt.'IIa.TIle logs below include all of tlle statims
that had more tlJall marginal audio during the daytime and most of tlle heavy-hitters at night.
This list is more compr~hcnsive tlJat tlle 1993 version, but tllere were dozens of stations logged
in 1993 tl1at I did not hear in 1994. TIlliS, tlle two reports are complementary, and I hope tlle
infonnation is useful for DXers interested in the are.'t I have noted some changes since 1993 and
some omissions from WRTIf94. The accuracy of the frequencies of most stations was not
checked. The DX-440 displays frequency to tlle ne.yest I kHz, but in some instances I have
reported frequencies to tlle nearest O.I kHz This was done by using the BFO. I do not need to
use this technique often these days, so readers should be warned tl1at my estimates IlIaY not be
without error. (Dates and times in these logs are UTe.)

issue)...The expectation of getting in the door straight out of a college
or university is way too high. One should expect to be out of work (paid
or volunteer) in that profession for an extended period of time before
his or her first job offer is tendered, as some radio programmers tend to
have trouble of seeing that person perform under his or her station's
format (for example, CHR) , after going, say, three or years under an
Alternative Rock format. The possible results could be strained personal
and professional relationships (I broke off my engagement last September
due In part to my attempt to get in the door of professional
broadcasting), temporary insanity, and even acts of desperation to save
one's fading career (such as my failed attempt to purchase KXEN-IOIO,
with two former KCFV DJs and a ham radio operator friend,five years ago).
There's still money in AM radio, but the problem is, most broadcast
analysts and investors don't see what they're missing when they don't
invest in AM radio. For instance, had my group purchased KXEN-IOIO, an
old-line market call (KXLW) would have been back on the air, the original
plan was for a full-service '80s format (later fine-tuned to an Oldies
format featuring music from 1955.to 1989), new talent would have been on
the SL Louis airwaves, thus saving a bundle in salaries, a set-aside
program would have been set up to allow people with disabilities to work
in various off-air positions at the station, which would have resulted in
the station getting tax credits, as well as further payroll savings,
making the stat ion a showplace of technology instead of the spartan
station that it now is (due in part to Radio Property Ventures' financial
problems), giving St. Louis' northern and western' suburbs an information
source more accurate than the weekly suburban paper, and allowed for an
unserved St. Louis suburb (Hazelwood, MO) to have licensed radio service
they wouldn't otherwise have. The failure of the proposed purchase of
KXEN shows me that broadcast analysts and investors lake a vision of what
radio should be--a community servant 24 hours a day, seven days a week.
The only station in this market that seems to be doing this is KMOX-1120.
73 and good DX from Eric-NOUIH.

Another brick in the wall is about to fall, Clear channel WOWO,

1190 kHz, Fort Wayne, Indiana is being bought for $2.3 million by Inner
City Broadcasting of New York, NY. Their interest is not in Indiana!
They currently own WLIB in the Big Apple, also on 1190. Inner City has
always been frustrated that their station can not operate full time.
Years ago, WLIB successfully won the right to broadcast past local sunset
after a long legal batt Ie. They would sign off in the summer as late as
2230 or so. At long last, full-time operation may be on its way. When
Inner City gains control of WOWO, they will be able to apply for pattern
changes for both stations to allow 24 hour a day co-existence. WLIB's
talk format heralds the African-American point-pf-view, often featuring
Rev. Al Sharpton, former Mayor Dinkins, and other public figures. Many
ethnic oriented shows also air on WLIB, most notably a great variety of
programming aimed at New York City's Caribbean immigrants. A few people
wi II note the loss of II"OWOfrom New York City airwaves, 1ike myself.
During the golden age of Top 40 radio, WOWO was a clear and powerful
source of rock 'n° roll, joined by stations like WKBW, CKLW, WMCA, WABC,
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AND WINS. "Whoa-Whoa' is the last survivor still playing rock 'n' roll.
KB 1520, and The Big 8: CKLW have both moved to talk and sports. WMCA
survives on religion and talk. WABC enjoys excellent financial success
with their talk format, and has become the home of Rush Limbaugh. WINS

became Group W's answer to all-news. Other east coast rockers like
Cleveland's "Theree-W-E" and WGAR have fallen, too. Will WOWO have the
same fate? I guess the only thing certain about life is change, but it
can be sad!
