in a long time. Many of these circuits stretch
the mind as you begin to discover some of
the amazing ways radio signals can be de-
tected. For example, included is a study of
how you can use a propane torch as a
detector!!! Or maybe your tastes run more
toward carbon and steel detectors which
were the basis of “Foxhole” radios that are
nearly legend in many radio discussions. The
book’s articles are all well illustrated as it is
always the intent of the society to have the
published designs built by their member-
ship. This collection begins with a very
interesting study of how FM signals can be
detected with a crystal set. The work in this
area (by member Edward Richley) is down-
right scholarly. A number of the designs in
the book are shortwave receivers. Anybody
can log a SW station with a high dollar
commercially produced general coverage re-
ceiver. Why not take a more sporting route
to the Dxing hobby and try your hand at
logging some rare ones with a homebrew
receiver constructed with a minimum of
parts.As I mentioned earlier, the society
now includes designs that go a bit beyond
basic crystal set circuits. This compilation
includes a very nice design for a J-FET based
Regenerative Shortwave receiver as well.
Who wants to be the first in the club to show
up on the Contributors Page with one of
these rigs??? This edition also includes a
number of TRF receiver designs that demon-
strate very high performance with minimum
parts count. A word of warning. This basic
radio stuff is highly addictive. Don't be
surprised if you find yourself forsaking your
current commercial rig for something you
can proudly say you made with your own
hands.

If you really want to try your hand at “back
to basics” shortwave listening, this latest
volume of the Xtal Set Society’s newsletter
contains a “must have” circuit design. The
Shortwave Looper designed by Mark Karney
N9JWF combines antenna and detector into
a very interesting package. As mark himself
puts it, this design “avoids the problem of
matching the antenna to the tuned circuit
since the antenna IS the tuned circuit!”
Once you get done building this receiver you
will not only have an excellent conversation
pice but you will have a very healthy respect
for circuit “Q".

Another design you may want to try is
Leonard Jannese’s AM/SW Frisbee Crystal
Radic. This idea takes a classic crystal set
design and packages it in a unique way to
make a receiver that not only performs well
but is also very attractive.

My favorite out of this collection is the
reproduction of a 1920 era Stentite Wave
Trap Crystal Set that was the “Cat’s Meow”
way back when.

This compilation includes an interesting
theory and construction piece on an old
radio component called the variometer. You
are not likely to find a variometer inside
your latest store bought receiver but there
was a time when this was the way to go for
tuned circuits.

This latest volume of the Xtal Set Society
Newsletter show that there are still many
intriguing ideas from radios past that can be
a lot of fun even today.

I received an interesting little book in the
mail that althoughitisn't directty related to
shortwave radio, I thought it might be of
interest to radio enthusiasts. Why? Gener-
ally speaking, I have found that shortwave
radio folks tend to do a lot more traveling
than typical gentry. In fact, from my own
observations, they tend to do quite a bit of
international travel too. Consequently, I
thought a book about travel tips from an
“insider” to be of real value to the shortwave
listener.

In recent years, Laura Quarantiello has been
a prolific author of numerous titles in a wide
array of subject matters. She has written the
well-known “Cop Talk” in addition to books
about being safe in strange cities, cyber
crime, and, a personal favorite of mine, “The
Root Beer Book.” Clearly, Ms. Quarantiello
has abroad knowledge of many subjects that
is enhanced by her superb research at-
tributes. Air-Ways adds to her portfolio of
well-researched books that clearly communi-
cate valuable information in an easy to read
manner.

We have all received travel tips from Uncle
Charlie or Aunt Sadie.

Digital Short-wave Broadcasting

The Quest Continues
Part 5

Thus column is the final instaliment of our
lock at the Thomcast Skywave 2000 system
for digital broadcasting. We will look at the
receiver, how Thomson simulates real world
prapagation paths, and the results of their
tests.

Receiver Parameters

What is needed on the receiver side of the
link is a small black box, bigger than a
postage stamp, but smaller than a bread
bo<, that can be added to receivers to enable
digital reception. Is such a device possible?
Sure, but here are some of the issues.

This compenent must permit demodulation
of normal 4M, suppressed carrier single side-
band, and digital transmissions. It willinte-
grate the detection and digital decoding
functions including the integration of pos-
sible new data functions. Because we are
talking consumer radios, the device must
primarily be very low cost. For portable
radios, the chip must have very low power
coasumption.

This device will integrate a 100 million
operations per second digital signal proces-
so1, a micracontroller core, digital to analog
converters and peripherals.

Can this all be done given the current state
of the art of large scale integrated circuits?
Probably. But there are other problems that
will possibly prevent such a chip from being
retrofitted into existing receivers.

The IF filters in today’s analog radios are
tailored for analog. Some filters will be too
narrow to pass the digital part of the signal.
Wide filters may still have phase delay
problems.

Phase distortion problems occur when the
signal components near the center of the
filter passband travel slightly faster than
the components out near the filter edges.
Engineers call it group delay. Group delay is
related to the slope of the phase shift as a
function of frequency. A linear phase shift
corresponds to a constant delay across the
passband. Our beloved mechanical filters are
notoriously bad when it comes to phase
linearity. This doesn’'t matter much in ana-
log applications but it can ruin digital sig-
nals.

Link Simulations

Both bench type simulations and on-air
demonstrations have been performed at vari-
ous broadcasting trade shows beginning with
the 3rd Radio Symposium at Montreux in
June 1996. Thomcast designed an end-to-
end simulator to demonstrate performance.
The simulator includes the real time digital
signal processing systems (DsP) for the func-
tions of the coder, decoder and modem.
These are implemented on standard DSP PC
boards.

In order to simulate the effects of propaga-
tion via the ionosphere, an HF channel
simulator was also developed using a stan-
dard psp board with 2 analog inputs and
outputs. The propagation simulator uses
digital sampling and filtering to create a
maximum of three different paths. The aver-
age signal to noise ratio is continuously
adjustable, as well as the frequency offset.
Each path has a fixed amplitude component
and a fluctuating component designed to
mimic the probability distribution of actual
ionospheric propagation. The average power
and frequency offset of the components are
adjustable.
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Astheionosphere fluctuates, the pathlength
changes inducing distortion. The effect is
the same as would be noticed if the trans-
mitter and receiver were moving rapidly
toward each other one instant and receding
the next. This apparent motion imparts a
Doppler frequency shift to the received sig-
nals. The amount of the shift is a function of
the frequency being transmitted so higher
frequencies are shifted more than lower
ones. That causes a phenomenon known as
Doppler spreading. Two coherent carriers
exactly 1kHz apart at the transmitter will be
slightly further apart or closer at the re-
ceiver. Phase coherency between the carri-
ers will have a noise component caused by
the Doppler spreading. The Doppler spread
of the random component can also be modi-
fied in the simulator.

The maximum simulated differential delay
of each path is 8 ms. Three narrow band
jammers, with variable level and frequency
can also be simulated.

A combined analog/digital low power ex-
citer operating in the sw frequency band is
used to transmit the test signal to a standard
short wave consumer receiver dedicated to
receive the analog program and a modified
short wave consumer receiver dedicated to
receive the digital program.

The demonstrator simulates real AM broad-
cast operating conditions and offers high
flexibility in simulating transmission chan-
nel characteristics and modes. Modes in-
clude standard AM DSB, USB, LSB, and simul-
cast analog program material with USB or LSB
and full digital transmission.

The RFbandwidth can be set from a nominal
9 kuz RF bandwidth fully compatible with 1Ty
channel allotment and spacing to an ex-
tended 12 kHz RF bandwidth compatible
with the audio bandwidth of modern trans-
mitters. The extended RF bandwidth mode
allows demonstration of audio quality and
the possibilities for additional data services.
This extended mode leads to digital stereo

audio at a usable bit rate of 32 kb/s and 10
kHz audio bandwidth in normal mode and a
usable 24 kb/s in fall back mode. Additional
data services with a usable bit rate of 1250
b/s are also possible.

Test Results

Thomcast claims to have demonstrated a
simulcast mode where an analog program
was received by means of an existing sw
consumer receiver without noticeable inter-
ference from a digital program. They also
report having achieved a 10 kHz bandwidth
stereo audio program at a 32 kb/s usable bit
rate. Their additional data services have
shown a 1250 b/s usable bit rate. Full
implementation will require an expansion of
the separation between channel centers of
about 12 kHz. This change from the present
5 to 10 kHz increments will require ITU
approval.

Several major shortwave broadcasters have
installed Thomson exciters to conduct their
OWn on-air tests.

Future tests will likely include investiga-
tions to improve source and channel coding,
automatic elimination of interference and
jamming signals, improved data compres-
sion techniques, and investigation of trans-
mitter linearity requirements.

The Future is Almost Here

A tested and completely functional digital
AM system design will be presented soon.
This will enable work to start on obtaining
formal standards recognition from the in-
ternational standards bodies. Once the stan-
dard has been agreed to, manufacturing of
digital broadcasting equipment will com-
mence. The goal is to get the standardized
system to market in 2001.

RF Systems P-3 Preselector

I jumped at the chance to review this unit
when Fred Osterman of Universal Radio gave
me the opportunity, having been alerted
by a mention on Radio Nederland's website
that the pP-3 was on the way. Why all the
excitement about another black box? Because
the one fault of modern receivers is their
lack of front-end selectivity.

Back in the old days before digital frequency
synthesizers, most quality radios had a
tunable radio frequency amplifier as the first
stage after the antenna input. This amplifier
was tuned either in conjunction with the
main tuning or, in some radios, the stage
was tuned with a separate “preselector”
control. The main reason that this stage
was required was to reduce the problem
of “images”—signals that were twice the
intermediate frequency away from the
desired signal. With the advent of high
(>3D MHz) first IFs, image rejection could be
accomplished by a simple low pass filter at
the front end of the receiver. Along with the
switch to digital frequency synthesis and
equipment minaturization, mechanical parts
sucn as variable capacitors, wafer switches
and slug-tuned inductors became expensive
and difficult to obtain. As a result, the tuned
front-ends of yore were replaced with fixed
bandpass filters covering an octave or more,
or no filtering at all.

The ultimate job of a radio receiver is to
permit “single-signal” (did National Radio
and James Millen have a trademark on this
term?) reception of the desired station. This
requires that the receiver reject interfering
stations and noise, as well as providing
adequate sensitivity to allow reception
of weak signals. Most hobbyists think of
selectivity as that provided by filters in the
intermediate frequency stages of the radio.

These filters reject adjacent channel interfer-
ence. There is also a need to reject signals
which are far removed from the desired
frequency, such as the local broadcaster down
the street or WEWN and other powerhouse
sw broadcasters. The problems that such
strong signals can cause when they enter
the circuitry of receivers with poor front-
end selectivity are spurious signals (signals
appearing on frequencies they shouldn't),
cross-modulation (an undesired signal
appears to be mixed with the desired one),
intermodulation (two or more signals mix to
produce spurious signals), blocking (overall
reduction of receiver sensitivity) and a
general increase in the background noise
level. A properly designed preselector can
eliminate these problems.

What's an antenna tuner?

Many people confuse antenna tuners (also
known as transmatches or matchboxes)
with preselectors, although the two have
completely different functions. An antenna
tuner is designed to transform or match the
characteristic impedance of the antenna and
feedline to the impedance of the receiver’s
antenna input. An antenna tuner serves
as a transformer to correct for impedance
mismatch and allows for maximum signal
transfer from the antenna to the receiver.
Depending on the circuit design, an antenna
tuner may function as a low-pass filter,
but lacks the narrow selectivity afforded
by a preselector. A preselector serves as a
bandpass filter (a “window” which passes
only a portion of the radio spectrum) for
the radio’s input. A good preselector can
compensate for the deficiencies of the
wideband front ends of modern receivers (or
older receivers with no front end filtering).
The marks of a good preselector are a narrow
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bandwidth (i.e. a narrower window on the
frequency spectrum), smooth tuning, minimal
insertion loss and no added noise or distor-
tion. High quality components are required
for optimum preselector performance. A
measure of the quality of tuned circuits
is the “0” factor—essentially the ratio of
bandwidth to signal loss—the higher the
number, the better.

There is a role for both antenna tuners and
preselectors. Since most passive antennas
present widely varying impedance over
the radio spectrum, an antenna tuner can
compensate for this and allow for maximum
signal transfer to the receiver. This aspect
of signal transfer is most important for
transmitters, however. Filters, including
preselectors, are designed to have a specific
input and output impedance. So, when a
preselector is used in a receive-only situation,
there is at least a theoretical advantage
to using an antenna tuner between the
antenna feedline and the preselector to
insure optimum preselector filtering. Most
" active antennas are designed to provide a
constant 50 ohm output, so tuners are not
necessary with them. Preselectors can be
of benefit with active antennas since the
antenna’s wideband output can overload
receivers, especially if their output gain is
set too high.

The RF Systems Approach

To achieve the narrowest bandwidth practi-
cally and economically possible, RF Systems
used high quality inductors using ferrite core
material developed in a research program
sponsored by the Dutch government. Using
these cores for the coils of the -3 has resulted
in a preselector with very low loss (averaging
1.5 dB in the HF range, 4 dB in the MW band)
and no spurious outputs, since there is no
amplifier required to overcome insertion
loss and the cores are highly resistant to
saturation with strong signals.

RF Systems was also meticulous in other
design aspects of the p-3. A high quality air
spaced variable capacitor is used and is tuned

with a 1:3 reduction drive. Tuning is smooth
and precise, which is not only nice, but also
necessary due to the narrow bandwidth of
the preselector. The coils are enclosed in
shielded modules which are subsequently
filled with inert foam to provide mechanical
and thermal stability. The top three ranges
(4 to 32 MHz) have an additional high pass
filter placed prior to the preselector circuit
for additional attenuation of undesired
signals. Protection against voltage spikes
for both the P-3 and the connected receiver
are provided by a static leak path and a gas
discharge surge arrestor.

The pP-3 is such a

well-built and
designed unit, that

The P-3 has a rated frequency coverage of
30 kHz to 32 MHz. The longwave range of
30 to 450 kHz is not tunable, but is filtered
by a low-pass filter which provides 40 dB of
attenuation of signals above 450 kHz. The
tunable ranges are: 0.45 to 1.6, 1.6 to 4.0,
4.0 to 8.0, 8.0 to 17 and 17 to 32 MHz. The
average insertion loss from 1.6 to 32 MHz is
1.5 dB, with a specified maximum of 3 ds.
Over the range of 0.1 to 1.6 MHz, the average
loss is 4 dB, with a maximum of 7 dB. The
specified average 3 dB bandwidths are 15
kHz for the range of 0.45 to 1.6 MHz, 50
kHz for 1.6 to 4.0 MHz, 200 kHz for 4.0 to
8.0 MHz, 700 kHz for 8.0 to 17.0 MHz and 3
MHz for the upper range 17 to 32 MHz. There
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are no values specified for -20 ds or -30 dB
bancwidths, but a frequency plot included
in the manual shows good selectivity down
to -20 dB. The second order intercept point
is specified as +80 dBm and the third order
point is listed as +40dBm.

RF Systems has deliberately failed to include a
preamplifier circuit in the p-3. Other preselec-
tors add a preamp in order to overcome
the insertion loss of the tuned circuitry,
such a preamp can suffer the same risks of
overload and spurious signal generation as
the receiver itself. The RF Systems philosophy
was to minimize insertion loss and avoid
the need for a preamp and its potential
problems.

The P-3 is housed in the same type of
enclosure that seems to be standard for RF
Systems products, a black enclosure with
silver front and rear panels measuring 160
x 150 x 60 mm (WxDxH). $0-239 coaxial
connectors are provided for the antenna and
receiver connections. There is also a binding
post for an earth ground connection which is
required for the lightning protection to work.
The front panel contains a “Pass—Selective”
switch to put the P-3 in and out of the circuit,
a six position range switch and the 1% inch
diamater tuning knob. No power connection
is required, as the unit is completely passive.
The ~urrent price from Universal Radio is
$219 95, plus shipping.

Operation

The -3 is simply a joy to use, as the tuning
is smooth and precise and the signal peak
is sharp and unambiguous. Although in the
majotity of cases, the preselector will be
adjusted to provide the maximum signal
level for the desired station, there are times
when better reception can be obtained by
off-tuning the preselector to reduce the
overall level of interference and improve
the signal-to-noise ratio. The instruction
manual details how to use the preselector
in this fashion.

The #-3 is such a well-built and designed
unit, that I wish I could report that it
magically made weak signals crystal-clear—

unfortunately the effects are more subtle
than that, With the p-3 in the antenna line, I
was able to peak the tuned signal easily and
there was almost no noticeable insertion loss
for shortwave signals. I could detect a slight
reduction in the underlying noise with the
P-3 in use and it did help make signals more
readable in the lower shortwave ranges—I
noticed less effect above 10 MHz. My results
may be explained by the overall lower signal
strengths here in the West. I tried the P-3
with an AOR 7030+ and a Lowe HF-225E, both
of which are designed with front-ends that
are resistant to overload. I also used the p-3
with a Kenwood R-1000, an older generation
receiver which can be prone to overload, but
my results were similar to those with the
more modern receivers.

Effects most pronounced on MW

1 did notice a definite difference on MW,
however. Here using the P-3 reduced the
underlying “babble” of those several stations
that can be heard under the desired signal.
Switching in the P-3 made them virtually
inaudible and made the desired signal more
intelligible. I was concerned that what
1 was hearing was just due to the signal
attenuation from the inherent insertion loss
of the preselector, but comparison of the
audio with the preselector switched in versus
switching in the receiver’s built-in 20 dB
attenuator indicated that the effect was due
to enhanced front-end selectivity, rather
than signal attenuation alone. I noticed a
similar, but less pronounced effect on 49
meter band signals. My last test receiver was
a Radio Shack px-160—a single conversion
solid-state dinosaur from the 1970's. Here the
-3 made a definite improvement in reducing
images from the 49 meter powerhouses that
tended to appear 910 kHz below the actual
frequency.

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The following graph shows selectivity curves for the P-3 tuned to the mid-point of
each range:
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The top photo of a spectrum analyzer screen shows a sweep of the mediumwave band with
the p-3 tuned to 1008 kuz. The bottom photo shows the spectrum analyzer response with
the p-3 switched out. Notice that the desired signal has been reduced in amplitude by about
5 dB, but the undesired signals have been reduced by about 40 dB; also look at what happens
to the low level noise in the upper trace—it disappears.

A Shortwave Listening Contest Sponsored by

The Association of North American Radio Clubs (ANARC)
Purpose
This contest is designed to promote the shortwave listening hobby and to provide those
SWLs and DXers interested in competing an opporturity to participate in a carefully
run, challenging contest.
Eligibility
The 2000 DX Championship is open to all DXers residing in North America {as defined by the
country list of the North American Shortwave Association (NAswA)]. Members of the NADXC
Administrative Committee are excluded from participation.

Listening Period, Frequencies, and Times
The contest listening period will begin on Friday, 10 March 2000, at 1900 EST (0000 UTC)
and end Sunday, 12 March 2000, at 2359 EST (0459 UTC).

Plaques and Certificates

Plaques will be awarded by ANARC to the top three finishers. All entrants will receive
a participation certificate indicating that they competed in the 2000 North American
DX Championships. The certificates for the top 20 will have their place of finish in the
NaDXC indicated on the certificate.

Scoring
Contestants are to log as many stations as possible from as many countries as possible
within the prescribed listening parameters. The first station logged from each country =
_1 point. The second station from each country = 3 points; each additional station from
that country = 5 points. There are 10 BONUS countries that count 10 points each—rather
than 1—the first time they are logged: Angola, PNG, Botswana, Iceland, Ecuador, Guatemala,
Indonesia, Vatican City, Pakistan and India. For contest purposes, all clandestine stations
- and hobby pirate transmissions will be considered one “country.” A station is a shortwave
broadcaster whose transmissions are intended for reception by the general public.
Each transmitter site of a broadcasting organization will count as a separate station.
Different services of the same broadcast organization do not count as separate stations.
Transmissions of a single broadcast organization on various frequencies may only be
counted once. The use of multiple frequencies does not create as many new stations
as frequencies used. For country counting and station counting purposes, the country
list of the North American Shortwave Association (45 Wildflower Road, Levittown, Pa
19057) will be the sole criterion.

Participants are required to submit a legible running log to include country, station,
frequency, time, date, SINPO, and the basis of station identification (i.e., spoken ID, interval
signal, language, program, known//frequency checked, etc.).

Each contestant is required to total his own entry and provide a summary of the number
of countries and stations claimed to support the point totals. The receiver(s) used in
the contest must also be indicated. Logs will be judged on accuracy, completeness and
neatness. If the judges cannot read a log, it will not be counted for scoring purposes.
The decision of the judges is final.

Fees

An administrative fee of $4.00 plus four $0.32 stamps must be provided for each contest
entry. All entries must be postmarked by Thursday, 1 April 2000, and sent to: Dr. Harold
Cones, Two Whits Court, Newport News, VA 23606 USA.

Contestants will be notified of the results in June, and a list of winners will be sent to each
of the ANARC member clubs for publication.
