Lies, Damned Lies, and BBC World 
Service Audience Figures 

It's paradoxically sad that the BBC World 
Service (bbcws), widely respected for objec- 
tivity and completeness in its coverage of 
world affairs, fails miserably at communi- 
cating an accurate, telling picture of bbc 
Wofld Service listening habits. On April 
16th, the bbcws released its latest audi- 
ence survey statistics, dating from last 
July/August—after the cutbacks in short- 
wave broadcasting to North America and 
Australasia. Audience numbers Worldwide 
fell from 153 million to 150 million. World 
Service management says this is due to a 
precipitous drop in the number of listen- 
ers in India. Among other critiques, Radio 
Netherlands' Media Newsdesk page noted 
that the BBC claimed an increased number 
of listeners in North America (up from 2.3 
million to 2.9 million), and then goes on to 
point out shortcomings in the bbc's record 
of research. 

Quoting from Ralph Brandi at the http: 
//www.savebbc.org website, 

It seems necessary at this point to renew our 
criticism ofthe bbc's research, namely that it 
is more interested in raw numbers of listen- 
ers than in listenership. Our survey of local 
rebroadcasters makes it crystal clear that 
huge swathes of North America are uncov- 
ered or insufficiently covered by bbc's local 
partners. Our point-counterpoint page réfutés 
every argument the bbc makes regarding the 
superiority of the audience gained through 
local rebroadcasts. The second question in 
particular takes them to taskfor the methods 
they use. The bbc appears to be more inter- 
ested in counting listeners than listenership; 
someone who stumbles across The World on 

their local public radio outlet counts just as 
much as someone who deliberately seeks out 
the bbc and listens for hours to their news, 
arts, and cultural programs. 

It's probably a good idea to dash off another 
note to the Foreign & Commonwealth 
Office—which funds the bbcws—to com- 
plain about the bbc's continuing cavalier 
use of statistics to justify its poor déci- 
sions. Meanwhile, the bbcws has requested a 
£65 Million (roughly us $95 Million) budget 
increase over the next three years. The 
$750,000 required to fully restore short- 
wave is pocket change, by comparison to 
this request, and makes this so-called 
desire to save money look rather foolish.

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Meanwhile, Radio Netherlands' Andy 
Sennitt had this to say regarding these 
announcements: 

The détails released by the bbc are bound to 
renew the debate over whether it was right 
to drop shortwave to North America and Aus- 
tralia. Clearly, on the basis of the published 
figures, the décision appears justified. The 
problem is that the figures alone don't tell 
the whole story. In its measurements, the 
bbc appears to make no distinction between 
someone who listens once a week to a nine 
minute bbc news bulletin relayed by a local 
public broadcaster, and someone who is com- 
mitted to listening to a wide range of BBC 
outputfor several hours a day. The Coalition 
to Save the bbc World Service has repeatedly 
made this point over the last nine months. 

The other factor which is not covered by 
naked statistics is the quality of the listen- 
ing experience. Analogue shortwave is not 
a perfect médium, but it is inherently more 
reliable than temperamental Web servers that 
can't cope with demand every time there's a 
big story. Broadcasters can boast about how 
many people were connected—but what they 
don't mention is the frustration experienced 
by the many more who tried and failed to 
listen online. Many people were glad to have 
shortwave as a backup when they were unable 
to listen via the Web. That option having been 
removed, a lot of potential listening hours 
have been lost. 

It remains the policy of Radio Netherlands to 
offer our listeners a choice ofprogram deliv- 
ery methods within the con'straints of our 
resources. Our décision to take over some of 
the shortwave airtime relinquished by the bbc 
last July has enabled us to offer our North 
American audience a choice of listening in the 
morning or evening, and provides improved 
news and current affairs coverage to an audi- 
ence hungry for a European perspective on 
the day's events. 

Radio Netherlands' Dutch Horizons 

For many years, one area that was particu- 
larly weak in Radio Netherlands' other- 

wise-excellent coverage was their coverage 
of Dutch current affairs and cultural life. 
Since October 1999, Dutch Horizons has 
nicely filled that void. Program host and 
producer Bertine Krol recently provided 
some background information on this 
weekly feature: 

Dutch Horizons aims to give listeners across 
the world an idea about life in the Nether- 
lands. How we do things here and why. Pro- 
gram ideas corne from the Dutch national 
and régional média, colleagues, friends, and 
from just keeping my eyes and ears openfor 
interesting stories. 

How do I select the topics worth coverage? I 
try tojudge whether a subject might be inter- 
esting for a foreign audience. For instance, 
Dutch local politics generally are not, a new 
book with révélations about Anne Frank is. 
Some stories are simply a must: the first gay 
marriage, the new euthanasia law. The topic 
as such is not the only important factor, I 
also need to détermine if a story would also 
make a good radio-story: it requires a good 
speaker, nice atmosphère etc. This is radio, 
not a newspaper story read aloud. [editor's 
note: Sure wish Eastern European stations 
could figure this out...] 

Once I have gathered ail the material I décidé 
which reports fit nicely together into one pro- 
gram, to see ifthey're linked somehow. A nice 
bridge is always welcome. But with Dutch 
Horizons aiming to be a varied magazine, 
it doesn't really matter if the stories have 
nothing in common. Over its 3 % year run, 
the program's subject matter hasn't really 
changed, it's still varied (or at least I hope 
it is). 

I then asked Bertine about upcoming topics 
we can look forward to: 

That's a tough one. On the one hand I like 
to plan ahead, but on the other I also like to 
have a newsy peg to hang a story on, so to 
speak. This year there will be lots of events 
and célébrations here in the Netherlands 
to mark the birth of the Dutch East India 
Company v.o.c., four hundred years ago, and 
I will certainly cover some of those. EU defi- 
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nitelyplay some Dutch jazz music soon, we'll 
look at the murder rate in the Netherlands 
(which remains reassuringly low, even if it 
has increased over the years). And although 
the Dutch are said to be stingy, they've been 
spending it ail too eagerly lately. It seems 
many Dutch are getting deeper and deeper in 
debt. Hope this has whetted your appetite... 

I was also interested to understand Ber- 
tine's take on the importance of audience 
feedback to her work: 

I don't actively seek listener feedback, though 
feedback is always welcome and indeed very 
much appreciated. I love making this program, 
but it's not the Bertine Krol Show. I always 
keep the listeners in mind; I have received 
quite a lot ofletters and emails over thepast 
couple of years and I try to answer ail ques- 
tions put to me. AH reactions are of value, 
positive or négative. The highest volume of 
feedback happened a Utile over a year ago, 
when I did a spécial on Dutch country & rock 
singer Use Delange, who at the time hadjust 
finished her second album, and the letters 
and emails kept pouring in for months after. 
Most of them from the US and Canada, and 
ail of them extremely positive... (so we can 
safely assume Uses record company Warner 
Brothers has mode a big mistake by releasing 
her albums in Europe only).

VOA Revises NewsNow Format 

I wandered over the voa NewsNow webcast 
feed recently, and discovered a revamped 
NewsNow schedule was launched on April 8,h. 

NewsNow broadcasts a full news summary 
at one minute past every hour, 24 hours 
a day, 7 days a week. VOA NewsNow also 
broadcasts news headlines at half past 
every hour. Most hours have expanded 
news and in-depth coverage and analysis 
of the events and issues of the day. 

The new format, launched April 8,2002, also 
expands coverage of business and économie 
news, sports and American subjects. 

The weekday schedule: 

Sportscasts are at 23 minutes past most 
hours. 

Business and économie news can be found 
throughout the program, but particularly 
after the news headlines at half past 01, 
03, 05, 07, 11, 15, 20 and 23 UTC. 

The Dateline documentary will expand 
and move to 45 minutes past those same 
hours. 

A new segment, Focus, will put one of the 
day's top stories in perspective, at 15 min- 
utes past 00, 02, 06, 10, 12, 14, 16, 18 and 
22 UTC. 

The new program for American coverage, 
Coast To Coast with Dave Arlington, is on 
Mondays through Fridays after the head- 
lines at half past 00, 12, 14, 16 and 18 
UTC. (Plus 00 Saturdays for Latin America.) 
This will be home for ail kinds of American 
topics, including their popular science cov- 
erage. Later this year, watch for the premier 
of another new program! 

Listen for the new Opinion Roundup at 55 
minutes past 00,07,12,15 and 17 UTC. Those 
of non-American citizenry can add their 
views via opinion@voanews.com. 
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Talk to America will continue live, Mondays 
through Fridays, at 17 utc, on radio, télévi- 
sion and the Internet, and non-American 
participation is welcomed. Talk to America 
will now also be repeated on radio and 
Internet at 08 utc. More information is at 
http://www.voanews.com/talk.

7. Denmark To Increase Coverage 

On Jan-29, Denmark's Tele Danmark 
received govemment approval for the 
final phase of transmitter rollout that will 
bring 100% dab Digital Radio coverage to 
the country. Currently, coverage stands at 
30% of the population. A national network 
of transmitters is due to roll out this year 
increasing coverage to 75% by August 1, 
2002, building to 100% by March 2003. 

National public broadcaster, DR, plans to 
introduce a wide range of new programming, 
which will be unique to DAB Digital Radio.

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The forum was designed to highlight the 
trends and opportunities presented by dab 
Digital Radio following indications at the 
end of last year that the médium was ripe 
for mass market adoption.

year. This is in addition to its existing six- 
language broadeasts in English, French, 
Hausa, Fufudi, Kiswahili and Arabie. 

von's Director General, Mr Taiwo Allimi, who 
disclosed this, said the organisation was fully 
prepared for the three additional language 
services, having already re-engineered 
three of its super power transmitters. 

He told a select group of média 
représentatives at an interactive session 
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in Lagos that, to enhance the viability 
of the nine-language services, two 
other transmitters are currently being 
re-engineered, adding "with time, five 
transmitters will be running, one of which 
willbe on stand-by during maintenance and 
another will be dedicated solely for the new 
languages' broadcasts". 

Allimi also hinted that, before the end of May, 
von will have developed its own website to 
project the best of Nigeria's cultural héritage. 

The Director General, who was appointed 
about three years ago, said von was almost 
moribond by the time he took over, adding 
"our mandate was to revive the organisation 
and make it the most effective and enduring 
instrument that will continue to expose the 
value of democracy and the developments in 
the country to the outside world." He said 
towards this, he had been able to put a lot 
of structures on the ground. 

For instance, Allimi said, he realised early 
enough that if von is to cover Nigeria 
effectively to the outside world, it would 
not do to sit down in Lagos and Abuja alone,

adding "this was why we started to open 
zonal offices in Gombe, Calabar, Sokoto and 
Ekiti." 

He said the same goes for the coverage 
of Africa to the world, pointing out that 
"we can't sit down in Nigeria and say we 
are covering Africa, and we have opened a 
bureau in South Africa." 

The VON boss said global broadcasting must 
promote world peace, development, universal 
understanding and world friendship. 

He said with this in mind, von would not 
cover any conflict from the perspective of 
conflict alone but also from the perspective 
of efforts geared towards finding solution 
to the conflict. 

He acknowledged the support of président 
Olusegun Obasanjo and Minister of 
information and National Orientation, Prof. 
Jerry Gana as well as the Ministry of Foreign 
Affairs to von since he took over and pledged 
to sustain the new VON's status of the "sole 
broadcaster of Nigérian viewpoints by radio 
to the outside world.

The First Nepalese Community Based 
Commercial Radio Broadcast 

By Richard A. DAngelo 

The post-Cold War era has changed the face 
of international shortwave broadcasting. 
No longer the sole domain of governmental 
organizations, "modem" day international 
shortwave broadcasting involves numerous 
complicated broadcasting and relay 
arrangements with many organization 
having an opportunity to reach an 
international audience through the use of 
shortwave transmitter rental agreements 
that have become a standard item in 
today's environment. One such shortwave 
broadcaster was the fleeting Everest Radio 
headquartered in London. 

Everest Radio was the first Nepalese 
community based station in England to 
broadcast to an overseas audience. It began 
shortwave opérations in April 2001. It's 
programs consisted of news about Népal, local 
community activities, interviews with local 
and visiting guests from Népal, greetings, 
musical dedications and requests, a travel 
guide to Népal, letters and Nepalese musical 
features. The station operated through the 
facilities of Radio Austria International's 
Moosbrunn transmitter using 100 kilowatts 
of power on a frequency of 7,235 kHz from 
2100 to 2200 UTC four days a week, Saturday, 
Sunday, Monday and Tuesday broadcasting 
programs for Nepalese living in the United 
Kingdom and Western Europe. Consequently, 
it was well heard throughout Europe and 
many parts of the world. 
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Everest Media Services was the sponsoring 
organization behind the opération. Everest 
Times London ("ETL") were the producers of 
the radio programming. One of the key 
contacts was Bijaya Thapa who was a member 
of the three person Board of Directors. In 
fact, many members of the Thapa family 
were listed as active participants in this 
project providing services in many areas 
such as business administration, public 
relations, program presenters, and website 
support. Everest Radio tried to be self- 
sustaining by offering to sell advertising 
and sponsorships. By sponsoring a 15- 
minute program block, the purchaser 
received four 30 second advertisements 
and cost £150. There were many other 
package offering but they were unable to 
raise enough funds to continue opérations. 
Unfortunately, long-term financialinterests 
could not be sustained to enable Everest 
Radio to continue program and broadcast 
opérations. 

The station attempted to get some 
community support through the formation 
of the ETL Listener's Club. The ETL issued 
membership cards to anyone willing to 
join the listener's club for £15 per year. ETL 
claimed that 10% of the membership charge 
would be forwarded to a well-known, but 
not named, Nepalese community charity 
in the United Kingdom. Members received 
the opportunity to participate in a lucky 
draw and were entitled to receive spécial 
discounts on various events organized by 
ETL. Membership was open to the Nepalese 
community and friends of Népal. 

The station's objectives were many. Primarily, 
Everest Radio sought to inform the Nepalese 
Community around the world about the 
activities in Népal and overseas. The station 
sought to create harmony and mutual 
understanding between Nepalese residing 
around the world with other members of the 
community. Also, it wanted other people to 
know about Népal and its culture in order 
to contribute to the country's promotion of 
tourism. In addition Everest Radio created 
a platform to exchange ideas between 
Nepalese around the world and provided 

entertainment to the Nepalese community 
and friends. Finally, the station tried to 
encourage foreign investment in Népal. 
Due to its short life as an international 
broadcast entity, it would be difficult for 
Everest Radio to daim any successes in 
these endeavors. 

Everest Radio was an excellent vérifier 
of listener réception reports during its 
brief tenure on shortwave radio. Accurate 
réception reports with return postage were 
promptly verified with a partial data "Top of 
the World" card featuring a beautiful picture 
Mt. Everest (8,848 meters) from verie signer 
Kumar Thapa (another member of the 
Thapa family circle), Director, Editorial and 
Programming. If you have a report that you 
neglected to send, you can try reaching the 
station at:

In early February 2002, word reached 
the international shortwave community 
that Everest Radio discontinued its 
transmissions via the Moosbrunn, Austria 
broadcasting facilities due to budgetary 
problems. Although it had a short life as 
an international broadcast station, Everest 
Radio was a little différent. Whether the 
station returns once again to the airwaves 
is anyone's guess but the commercial nature 
of international shortwave broadcasting has 
always been a difficult proposition. Clearly, a 
sponsoring organization with deep pockets 
is necessary to secure a reliable, long-term 
source of funding of station opérations. 
Nevertheless, Everest Radio can still be 
heard on air in the United Kingdom, Ireland, 
Europe, Saudi Arabia, Qatar and around the 
world through the worldwide web through 
its website .
