TBM 
is a new and unique tool for the DXer on 
Tropical Bands. It shows month-by-month 
which broadcasting stations between 2300 
and 5700 kuz that have been reported heard 
by Dxers somewhere in the world. It provides 
a very good indication from DXer to DXer on 
which stations are most probably audible 
on each frequency. The dswci is offering 
the following free copies of some of their 
recent publications, including the tbm which 
you can download from www.dswci.org.

Scoring: 1000 points of each logged coun- 
try will be divided by a number of logs and 
rounded to two décimal places. Maximum 
point value 200 points for one country. In 
Part 2 you can raise your score by listening 
to any DX program. The number of DX pro- 
grams is limited to 6! No particular country 
limit. Scoring in the same way as in Part 1, 
maximum point value 100 points for one DX 
program. Full value of the Quiz questions is 
1/10 of the points reached in Part 1 + Part 
2. Example; If your point value of Part 1 + 
Part 2 is 1000 points, and you reach 65 quiz 
points, then you can raise your total score 
to 1000 * 1.065 = 1065 points.

His voice was known to 
générations of listeners at home and abroad 
from his English news bulletins on the first 
programme of the orf, his announceraents 
for ail broadeasts from the Salzburg Festival 
and last, but not least the orf's English-lan- 
guage news and current affairs programme 
Report from Austria. David is survived by 
his wife and one son."

Scott R. Barbour, 3r.( Intervale, New Hampshire 
Before I get to the logs I thought I would give everyone a quick update on the ongoing noise 
problem at my location. Spoke with the technician in charge of investigating such prob- 
lems last week.

The following loggings are from the Cônes and Bryant Outer Banks DXpedition (OBXDX) 
from 28 February to 4 March 2007. Location was on Bodie Island, NC. A 15-passenger van 
with the seats removed served as the platform for two receiving locations. One 800 foot 
beverage pointing south remained constant for the time period. A second beverage, 500 
feet long, pointing northeast, was used for the first two days. After it was stolen, it was 
replaced the next two days with a 500 foot dogleg Beverage pointing northeast. John 
basically did médium wave DXing and Harold gave his time to long wave and shortwave. 
Both used Eton E-ls and Harold also used a Winradio 313 and a NRD-525 (had to have 
a traditional radio). The E-ls performed as well as the 525 and almost as well as the 
313—1 think we proved the E-l to be a very worthy DXpedition radio—John said it was 
great for médium wave dxing. This was a total 12-volt dxpedition and Bodi Island is a 
low radio noise place: the bands were pretty quiet except for static crashes the night of 
the big storm (1 March). A good time was had by ail.

Thanks to improving weather (we are now having 60 and 70 degree days) I was able to 
spend a good deal of time outside installing two new antennas. I now have an RF Systems 
GMDSS-2 vertical, mounted on a ten-foot mast and a 100 foot long wire in a horizontal 
L shape, with the appropriate balun. So now my antenna collection has grown to four: 
the attic mounted Eavesdropper, the home-brew Grove Flex-Tenna, the vertical, and 
the long wire. I am still doing a lot of experimenting. The vertical does seem a bit more 
résistant to locally-generated noise. But so far my testing has produced only what might 
be called "unpredictable variability"—just a polite way to say that you never know! The 
following were logged mostly for practice in antenna comparison. IVe used the R-75 for 
this since JRC has made antenna switching on the NRD-545 quite inconvénient.

Korea, I was wondexing?), I finally got the Return Receipt back, although there was no 
signature of récipient, but a couple of official-looking stamps in Myanmar alphabet. The 
very next afternoon, there was a notice in my mailbox (It's a drop 2/3-mi. from here; 
they don't deliver to the side roads in this huge subdivision) that I had a Registered 
Letter, and said it was from U Ko Ko Htway, who I recognized to be the v/s for Myanmar 
Radio.

And I remember 
the song John Denver's "Take me home country road" when I read the words about the 
location in your letter. 

It's the first time I receive your letter. And I reply my letter to you as soon as possible 
with the QSL card for the vérification. I always reply the letters from our radio listeners. 
l've replied the letters to the countries of Asia, Europe, U.S, and Australia and so on. It's 
nice to hear that you're interested in our programme and would like to know more infor- 
mation. And I value your attention to send the réception reports since last 20 years. 

May you be well off spiritually and physically in Happy New year."

It was great to meet many naswa members 
once again at the 20th (!) Annual Winter SWL 
Fest. Approximately 170 radio and technol- 
ogy enthusiasts participated in the three 
days' worth of forums, démonstrations, 
spécial events, a muséum tour, and général 
conviviality. 

Two audio highlights I know of would 
include the March 9lh édition of Talk 
To America on the voa; Kim Elliott par- 
ticipated in the second half of Talk To 
America, which begins roughly 25 min- 
utes into the program. You can find the 
program by visiting the main voa site, http: 
//www.voanews.com; look for the section 
labeled Program Highlights, then click on 
Programs, then the letter T, then Talk To 
America, then Past Shows. Once there, 
look for March 9 and you'U find the audio 
link. 

The second audio report is a 45-minute 
program produced by Bob Zanotti, whom 
you may remember from his days hosting 
the Swfss Shortwave Merry-Go-Round 
along with Bob Thomann on Swiss Radio 
International. While SRI is no longer on the 
air, and both of "The Two Bobs" are both 
retired, Bob Zanotti still has the ' radio 
bug, and has set up a site, called Switzerland 
In Sound, where you can listen to a variety 
of documentaries, travelogues, features, 
and profiles. From the main website, http; 
//www.switzerlandinsound.com, click on 
The Two Bobs, then 20th Kulpsville SWL 
Winterfest for a 45-minute long interview 
with lan Mcfarland, John Figliozzi and me 
conducted after the Fest. It sounds like 
we were sitting around a table having a 
chat over a cup of coffee, but we actually 
were on a Skype ip-based conférence call, 
scattered between two locations in Swit- 

zerland, upstate New York, Pennsylvania, 
and British Columbia.

Ye editor has a short memory 

You may remember my February column 
that questioned the logic of Radio Canada 
International targeting North American 
listeners with Russian language program- 
ming. NASWAn Richard Wood of Hawaii sent 
me a note reminding me that, in the days 
of the Soviet Union, Radio Station Peace 
and Progress, the voice of Soviet public 
opinion, broadcast in Russian in its North 
America-targeted broadcasts, as well as 
Radio Tikhiy Okean, or what we'd call 
Radio Pacific Océan, which broadcasts in 
Russian from Vladivostok and targets the 
Pacific and Western North America. Thanks, 
Richard, for setting the record straight! 

Radio Singapore International: 
The American Dream 

Radio Singapore International (rsi) can 
hardly be considered an "Easy Listening" 
station on shortwave in eastern North 
America, as its transmission pattern isn't 
designed to serve North America. However, 
the availability of web-delivered content— 
particularly on-demand content—means 
that rsi programming can easily be incor- 
porated in your listening diet. 

Singapore is an intriguing country — 
extremely small, y et very much the "cross- 
roads of the Pacific", with Chinese, Malay 
and Indian strands in its culture, overlaid 
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with a very strong component business and 
international trade. As a crossroads coun- 
try, English is widely spoken and serves as 
the "linking language" between the various 
cultures. 

rsi's programraing provides a uniquely Sin- 
gaporean view of events and issues as they 
apply to the country and the région. One 
current example is a 10-part documentary 
sériés titled The American Dream. It's 
broadcast weekly on shortwave at Saturday 
at 1215 UTC, with repeats Mondays at 1220 
and Wednesdays at 1110 UTC; ail 10 épisodes 
should be made available for on-demand 
listening; seven are already available. Each 
segment runs 10 minutes. 

The American Dream deals with the size- 
able Asian American immigrant community 
in cities such as New York, Washington DC, 
Seattle, and San Francisco. Asian immi- 
grants in these countries address the fol- 
lowing questions; 

. Why did these individuals décidé to make 
America their home? 

• What are the challenges they faced in 
their adopted homeland? 

• What are their hopes for the future? 

For access to this sériés and other on- 
demand programming from Radio Singapore 
International, visit http://www.rsi.sg, click 
on English: under what's new you'll see the 
listing for The American Dream. In addi- 
tion to the programs listed there, you can 
also click on the Programmes link for the 
current features airing on RSi. 

If you're on the west coast of North America, 
you can try for rsi on shortwave daily from 
1100 to 1400 on 6080 and 6150 kuz. They're 
a tough catch here in the East unless you 
are in an electrically quiet environment, 
such as you mind find at a oxpedition. 

Sélections from the BBC's Radio 4 

Analysis—The BBC Radio 4 version 
Most everyone knows of the World Service 
version of Analysis, the daily 10-minute 
treatment of a single current affairs topic. 
The bbc's domestic spoken word service, 
Radio 4, airs a weekly program called 
Analysis is différent in scope and content. 
This Analysis has been around for 30 years; 
its focus is the ideas and forces that shape 
public policy in Britain and elsewhere. 
The subjects the program covers range 
from the principles guiding foreign policy 
to the influence of Darwinism on prés- 
ent-day ideas about human nature; from 
arguments about whether the better-off 
will be more willing to pay higher tax to 
the reasons behind the rise of the populist 
Right in Europe. 

A recent édition of the program looked at 
the relationship between faith and state — 
or, as we'd more likely call it, church and 
state. The program highlights the issues 
that develop when governments seek to 
protect the rights of people whose views 
differ from those in organized religion as 
well as the rights of people in organized 
religion. It was a thoughtful half-hour. 
Easiest way to find the program is to visit 
the Radio 4 website, http://www.bbc.co.uk/ 
radio4, then click on Programme A-Z, then 
on Analysis. 

Crossing Continents 
This Radio 4 sériés, which is somewhat 
similar to the World Service program 
Assignment, has returned for a sériés of 
fresh programs. The bbc has enhanced the 
Crossing Continents website by providing 
the opportunity to listen to archived audio 
sorted by program date, with this archive 
going back to November 2006. Previously, you 
could only search the Crossing Continents 
archives by topic or country. That's still a 
good way to navigate the program archives, 
as audio is available dating back to 2002. 
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Letter From America 
You remember this program from its World 
Service run, right? A website is now set up in 
the BBC pages specifically for program audio 
and transcripts of Letter From America; 
audio and transcripts are available from the 
time of Alistair Cooke's retirement in Febru- 
ary 2004 as far back as 1999. Easiest way 
to find this audio is to visit the main bbc 
website, http://www.bbc.co.uk, and type 
Letter From America into the search box at 
the top of the page. The spécial Letter From 
America page will be displayed as the top 
link in the search results. 

More Frequency Cutbacks from the 
BBC, but few schedule changes 

The A-07 spring season has brought about 
more frequency cutbacks from the bbc; this 
time, English language shortwave frequen- 
cies targeting Central and Eastern Europe 
were eliminated; English language frequen- 
cies targeting Southern Europe have been 
scaled back to 12 hours per day, with Euro- 
pean sw frequencies "dark" from 0900 to 

.1500 every day except for Saturday, when 
Sportsworld is (still!) aired on shortwave 
from 1400 to 1700. 

Only 4 hours of bbc World Service program- 
ming remain on shortwave to the Americas, 
targeting the Caribbean; frequencies in use 
for the A-07 season include 1100-1300 on 
9660 and 9480 kHz; 2100-2200 on 11675 
and 13640 kHz; and, 2200-2300 on 13640 
and 5975 kHz. Programming at those hours 
is (surprise!) mostly news-oriented; Carib- 
bean-themed news and magazine programs 
air on weekdays, and Newshour airs seven 
days per week at 1200. The only decidedly 
non-news program slot on weekdays airs at 
2232 utc and includes Health Check (Mon- 
days), Digital Planet (Tuesdays), Discovery 
(Wednesdays), One Planet (Thursdays), Sci- 
ence in Action (Fridays), World Business 
Review (Saturdays), and Heart and Soul 
(Sundays). 

There aren't any significant programming 
changes in the bbc schedule; the bbc seems 

to be more interested in launching spécial 
thematic "seasons" of programming that 
incorporate a single topic or focus area 
across multiple programs. 

Upcoming BBC World Service pro- 
grams 

The documentary spécial slated for April 
is France Versus the World, a four-part 
sériés beginning April 2nd and airing in 
the Monday Documentary time slot. Best 
shortwave opportunities in North America 
are probably the 1406 and 2106 airings tar- 
geting West Africa. Subscribers to xm Radio 
can catch the documentary live Mondays at 
1306 and 1906, Tuesdays at 0006 and 0506, 
plus Sundays at 1906. Sirius subscribers are 
out of luck. The sériés will no doubt be 
available for podcast and also in the audio 
documentary archive at the World Service 
website. 

Also, Global Perspective will feature a new 
eight-part sériés of programs from various 
broadcasters on the subject of belief from 
the bbc and various partner stations as of 
March 30th. April topics will include The 
Charismatic Church and a Promise of Pros- 
perity on Earth beginning Friday, April 13th 

from Ghana's Joy FM; Little Fish in a Multi- 
cultural Pond, presented by David Swatling 
of Radio Netherlands and beginning April 
20lh; After the Shot; Heroes and Conspiracies, 
independently produced by Jean Snedegar 
and beginning April 27th. Global Perspec- 
tives airs in the Friday Documentary time 
slot; Fridays, 1406 and 2106, in the West 
Africa service, are probably the best times 
to catch the sériés on shortwave. The online 
documentary archive also has this sériés 
available. 

Speaking of online archives, the bbcws 
actually impleraented a suggestion of mine: 
saving past éditions of Assignment, the 
weekly documentary, for repeat listening. 
YouTl find the archive linked from the main 
Assignment listing (under Programs A-z) as 
well as from the Documentary Archive link 
on the main World Service web page. 
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Close Up: What's in a Picture? is a three- 
part spécial sériés in which writer, broad- 
caster and art historian Tim Marlow assesses 
the significance and lasting impact of three 
of the twentieth century's raost iconic 
paintings. Picasso's Guernica, Mark Rothko's 
Black on Maroon/Red on Maroon sériés, and 
Frida Khalo's Self Portrait With Monkey are 
the works featured in the sériés. Most likely 
audible shortwave airings include Fridays 
1832 targeting Southern Europe and 2132 
targeting West Africa. The program is also 
available for on-demand listening. 

Radio Netherlands — New Program: 
Flatlanders 

The A-07 season brings a new program to 
the Radio Netherlands schedule. Platlin- 
ers features conversations with people who 
have a connection with the Netherlands. 
They can be Dutch people living here or 
working abroad, or people who've corne to 
the Netherlands for professional or personal 
reasons. Eric Beauchemin, well-known from 
the weekly documentary sériés, hosts the 
first two éditions of the program, but the 
advance information from Radio Nether- 
lands doesn't show a permanent program 
host. Flatlanders airs to North America via 
shortwave at 1130 on Thursdays; 0027,0127 
and 0427 on Fridays; 1900 Saturdays, and 
0000 Sundays. The program is also available 
in the wrn North America service 1230 and 
2230 utc on Thursdays. Once each month 
Euro Hit 40, a popular music countdown 
show, will pre-empt Flatlanders. 

Deutsche Welle to update Newslink 
11 times per day 

The A-07 season sees a more fréquent 
update schedule for the current affairs 
program Newslink; previously the program 
had been updated once every three hours; 
now, the program will be updated 11 times 
per day, roughly once every two hours, The 
former midday Europe-focused newsmaga- 
zine, Update Europe, is no longer available. 

Frankly, I don't think it will be missed—the 
combination of music and features just 
didn't work...my own opinion is that a 
news magazine program really shouldn't 
be sprinkled with music sélections. 

Deutsche Welle has also scaled back its use 
of shortwave; Europe is no longer targeted 
via shortwave, and German language ser- 
vices no longer target North America 
(though Central America and South America 
are still targeted via shortwave). 

Radio Japan: Six more months 
(to North America)? 

As reported in Glenn Hauser's dx Listening 
Digest édition 7-027 of March S"1, 2007, 
Radio Japan will be ending shortwave 
broadcasts targeting North America as of 
September. It isn't clear if this shutdown 
will include the relays from the CBC Sack- 
ville, Canada facility, or if it applies solely 
to broadcasts from Radio Japan's own 
transmitters. English language services 
will continue elsewhere; it also isn't clear 
if Radio Japan's Internet offerings will be" 
expanded beyond the news and Japan & 
the World / 44 Minutes. It was, alas, just 
three months ago that I was touting Radio 
Japan's status as a true "Easy Listening" 
broadcaster.

WASHINGTON, D.C. (March 5)—Eleven former 
directors of the Voice of America have issued 
a joint statement calling on Congress to 
reverse a Bush administration plan to sub- 
stantially reduce voa's English broadcasts 
and those in 15 other languages. 

voa, the nation's largest publicly funded 
civilian overseas broadcasting network, 
may go silent in many areas of the world 
on radio later this year unless the Congress 
reverses the action in upcoming hearings 
on the u.s. fédéral budget for the next 
fiscal year starting October 1. Among the 
planned cuts is the shutdown on radio of 
voa's Worldwide English service. Six other 
services also would be abolished: Canton- 
ese, Croatian, Greek, Georgian, Uzbek and 

Thai. The former Voice directors joining in 
the appeal to reverse the cuts have served 
at various times during the past half a cen- 
tury under both Republican and Démocratie 
administrations. 

The directors' statement follows: 

We former directors of the Voice of America 
urgently appeal for a reversai by Congress 
of planned réductions in voa that could 
silence the nation's largest publicly-funded 
overseas broadeast network in much of the 
world. Taken together, the cuts would 
seriously jeopardize our national security 
and public diplomacy. Further, they would 
deprive millions of people of access to a fully 
free and open média, a core value of what 
our nation is ail about. 

The Bush administration has proposed to 
eliminate voa English in every continent 
except Africa, abolish services in Canton- 
ese, Croatian, Georgian, Greek, Thai and 
Uzbek, cease radio broadcasts in Russian, 
Ukrainian, Serbian, Albanian, Bosnian, 
Macedonian, and Hindi (to India), and 
significantly scale back programming in 
Tibetan and Portuguese to Africa. 

In view of; 

• décisions by China, Russia, Iran, 
France and Al dazeera TV to broadeast 
around the dock or increase airtime 
in our own language, English, spoken 
or understood by at least 1.6 billion 
people worldwide 

• a 23 percent increase in Russia's mili- 
tary budget as Vladimir Putin muzzles 
his own as well as foreign news and 
information outlets 

• new média restrictions and arrests 
or jailing of journalists in China, 
Tibet and Uzbekistan along with just 
declared martial law and an upsurge 
of extremist Muslim activity in Thai- 
land 

• the volatile situation in the Balkans 
as Kosovo moves toward indepen- 
dence, and 
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• voa's proven cost effectiveness (more 
than 115 million listeners and viewers 
a week)... 

We urgently appeal for an increase of the 
proposed $178 million voa budget to $204 
million for fiscal year 2008 beginning Octo- 
ber 1. This would be mandated to cover 
programming and transmission of services 
listed above, 3.9 percent of the entire u.s. 
overseas broadcasting budget. This is a tiny 
but essential investment. Surveys show 
anti-American opinion abroad to be at an 

all-time high. At this critical moment in 
the post 9/11 era, the United States simply 
cannot, for its own long term stratégie 
safety and security, unilaterally disarm in 
the global contest of ideas.

Country and people 

Vietnam has a total size like that of Finland. 
But with its long panhandle shape, a length 
of about 1800 km from north to south and 78 
million inhabitants, it is quite différent! 

Its population and history is also much more 
complex than that of Finland and Thailand. 
Vietnam is a multi-ethnie nation with no 
less than 54 ethnie groups who ail have their 
own spoken language, written language and 
culture! 85% of the population belongs to 
the dominating Vietnamese group. It lives 
along the coast and in the Red River Delta 
around Hanoi and Mékong Delta near Saigon, 
or Ho Chi Minh City as it is called today.

Although the Vietnamese spoken language 
is just as impossible to understand for us 
Westerners, as Thai, Lao and Cambodian, 
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their written language is influenced by the 
French dominance, so they use Latin letters 
with many spécial accents. 

The other 53 sraall ethnie groups live in the 
mountains towards the borders of China, 
Laos and Cambodia 

I shall not go into depth with the 4000 years 
long history, but make a short summary, 
because it has had sortie influence on the 
development of broadeasting in Vietnam: 

In year 1792 the Nguyen Dynasty united the 
big country and ruled it from the central 
city of Hué until the end of World War II 
in 1945. Vietnam became a French colony 
in 1858. 

In 1945 the rising Communist Party, Viet 
Minh, lead by Ho Chi Minh, began its 
struggle for independence. In 1954 the 
French Armed Forces suffered a décisive 
defeat to the Army of Viet Minh near the 
town of Dien Bien Phu west of Hanoi. 

From 1955 until 1975 the country was 
divided into two nations; 

• The Démocratie Republic of Vietnam 
north of the 17th Parallel with Hanoi as 
capital and a communist government 
lead by Ho Chi Minh. 

• The Republic of Vietnam south of the 
17th Parallel with Saigon as capital 
with a government supported by the 
USA.

The Vietnam War between North and South 
Vietnam lasted from 1962 until the 30th of 
April 1975 when a North Vietnamese tank 

broke through the fence around the Palace 
of the South Vietnamese Président. 

As we ail know, U.S. Forces supported South 
Vietnam. Because of that, the Vietnamese 
call it "The American War". 

Since 1976 Vietnam has been united as a 
Socialist Republic with Hanoi as capital. 

Broadeasting history 

Broadeasting on shortwaves began in 
September 1945 when Viet Minh inaugurated 
the Voice of Vietnam and its external service 
which still exists today broadeasting in 
many languages. More about that station 
in a moment. 

In 1947, the French authority in Indochina 
established its own network, called Radio 
France Asie with headquarters in Saigon. 
Their identifications on SW were in English: 
"This is Radio Saigon—The voice of France in 
Far East" and in French: "Ici Radio Saigon- 
La Voix de la France en Extrême-Orient." 

They also announced that they did 
appreciate réception reports from listeners 
abroad. They had affiliated stations 
in Hanoi, Phnom Penh, Cambodia and 
Vientiane, Laos. However, the Frenchmen 
allowed independent channels to be opened 
in Vietnamese, Cambodian and Lao. AU 
stations were audible on SW. 

During the existence of the Republic of 
Vietnam—or South Vietnam—from 1955 
till 1975, they of course had their own 
broadeasting organization—called VTVN 
—the Broadeasting System of Vietnam 
—with headquarters in Saigon. They also 
had régional SW transmitters in 5 cities 
throughout the country. 

VTVN had three différent SW channels using 
the 60, 49, 41, 31 and 25 metrebands. 

The Voice of America opened a MW transmitter 
in Hué and the American Forces Vietnam 
Network had four stations throughout South 
Vietnam on MW and FM. 
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Antennas on top of former Presidential heard in EuroPe- 
Palace in Saigon. 

Since 1945, the Voice of Vietnam has 
developed six nation-wide domestic radio 
networks which are produced in Hanoi. 

assistance, 15 in the North and 10 in the 
South. But most have disappeared again due 
to deteriorating equipment in the humid 
climate and reduced budgets. Most were 
broadcasting with a few kilowatts from the 
provincial capitals to the local population 
in Vietnamese and minority languages. 

They were typically heard on 4, 5 and 6 MHz 
and often out of the officiai 60 and 49 metre 
bands. Because of that, they could often be 

Today, ail six networks are on FM. The 
news channel "Voice of Vietnam-1" and the 
cultural channel "Voice of Vietnam-2" are 
also using MW and SW which can be heard 
in Europe. 

On SW, the Voice of Vietnam-1 is mainly 
heard in Europe on 5975 and 7210 kHz. 

Voice of Vietnam-2 is mainly 
heard in Europe on 5925 
kHz. 

The Voice of Vietnam-4 is 
broadcasting two différent 
programmes for the minority 
language groups on MW and 
SW. 

One is entirely in the 
H'Mong language which 
can be heard in Europe on 
6165 kHz. 

The other one broadcast in 
eight minority languages 
and can rarely be heard on 
6020 kHz. 

After the re-unification 
in 1975, no less than 25 
provincial SW stations 
have popped up throughout 
Vietnam with Chinese 

Présent status 

When I visited the southern half of Vietnam 
November 2005,1 concentrated my listening 
on the latest known SW frequencies of 
the Voice of Vietnam and its provincial 
stations. 

The Voice of Vietnam from Hanoi was heard 
well on several frequencies. 

But I was only able to hear one of the 
previous 25 provincial SW 
stations. That was So'n La 
in the mountains west of 
Hanoi which alternâtes 
between 4740 and 4796 
kHz. 

It was évident that 
Vietnam now focuses on 
TV, FM and MW for domestic 
broadcasting. At nearly 
every house there was a 
TV-antenna.

In contrary to my previous 
visit to Sâo Tomé and 
Principe, I never saw a SW 
receiver in use outdoors or 
on sale in the few shops 
and markets I passed in 
Vietnam.

The VT trans-Atlantic DRM experiment from 
Rampisham on 6155 kHz, 0000-0400 UTC, 
was less successful. On one occasion, we 
were able to hang on to the audio for about 
20 minutes, but usually only the text id was 
making it to the PC screen. vx did have a 
more northerly azimuth to deal with, and, 
as we know, the 49 meter band is pretty 
crowded during our evenings. vt told me 
that they might have had better luck with 
their higher powered transmitter at Woof- 
ferton, but there was no antenna available. 

hcjb transmitted to the Fest from Fifo using 
only four kilowatts. (However, as I under- 
stand it, four kilowatts of digital takes more 
electricity than four kilowatts of analog.) 
At first, we were having trouble getting an 
audible drm signal from hcib. Bitrates were 
reduced, and frequencies were changed, 
finally settling on (if I recall correctly) 
15200 by day, and 9800 in the evening. 
The final bitrate of 9.8 kbps or thereabouts 
was good for maintaining the signal, but 
the audio quality was téléphoné grade. It 
would have been interesting to do a side- 
by-side comparison of drm, at that bitrate, 
with analog, using the same amount of 
electricity at the transmitter. At least we 
know the drm audio was free of the fading 
that drives some people crazy. 

We also listened to the regularly scheduled 
transmission of tdf from French Guiana, 
1200-2000 UTC on 17875. When it worked, 
the audio quality was very good, but, per- 
haps because of the ambitious bitrate, it 
did drop out from time to time. The tdf drm 
relay of Radio Netherlands at 2200-2300 on 
15425 was generally successful. 

Radio Canada International has drm trans- 
missions on 9800 throughout the day. These 
were audible more than half of the time, 
but they would also drop out on occasions, 
just as we were getting down to comfort- 
able, casual listening. As we know, Sackville 
often runs into propagational difficulties 
from its far-northerly venue. 

I would like to see rci set up a low power 
(one to five kilowatts) drm transmitter in 
southern Ontario, using 5 or 6 MHz by day, 2 
or 3 MHz by night, for réception by the DRM 
early adopters in North America. Of course, 
we would want to steer them away from our 
favorite tropical band dx catches. 

The Sackville relay of China Radio Interna- 
tional at 0100-0200 UTC on 6080 was audible 
throughout. Fortunately for cri, we don't 
jam them the way they jam us. 

The allure of internet radio 

Fve been writing about the new crop of wi- 
fi internet radios. At this year's swl Fest, 
I finally was able to use one. The Acoustic 
Energy Wi-Fi Internet Radio was sitting on 
the display table just to the left of the drm 
apparatuses. Using the hotel's free wireless 
connection, the ae was picking up many of 
the same stations we were listening to via 
drm. But the ae did it within one compact 
box, as opposed to a bunch of devices wired 
together. 

Furthermore, while we could hear five trans- 
mitting sites via DRM, the ae could receive 
10,000 stations. We didn't get around to 
hearing them ail. But the Fest attendees 
were impressed. 

One thing about the ae "tuning" system is 
less than convenient: the menu allows you 
to select stations by location or by genre. 
If you select by location, first you pick the 
continent, then you pick the country. If you 
select usa, you will then have 2,200 internet 
radio stations to choose from. You have to 
scroll down ail those stations by tuming the 
volume knob clockwise. That's a lot of tum- 
ing by the time you get down to, say, Voice 
of America. However, you can put favorite 
stations in the memories for easier retrieval. 

Join us at the 2008 Winter swl Fest, March 
7-8. We hope by then at least one stand- 
alone drm receiver will be available in North 
America. And there will no doubt be more 
wi-fi internet radios on the market.

Réception in the UK had proved less than reli- 
able; Kevin Ryan in Monitoring Monthly reported 
80% réception in Reading using a Morphy Richards 
receiver. The programming also received much criti- 
cism in online forums. In November RTL's vice prési- 
dent Dan D'Aversa said of the service in The 
Independent: "For us it is a test though. We have re- 
launched the station as an experiment. Historically 
Luxembourg was the biggest commercial station, so 
in the future who knows what will happen." 

The closure of the shortwave frequency for the 
UK has not been announced on their website and it 
is claimed in online forums that messages about this 
have not been allowed to appear on their onUne fo- 
rum which is pre-moderated. Emails from Dan 
D'Aversa quoted on the Digital Spy forums says that 
the transmissions were stopped for "technical rea- 
sons" and that they are "currently working on vari- 
ons options." There were problems with the 
transmission chain from Luxembourg to the leased 
transmitters in Nauen, later switched to Wertachtal. 
The French and German DRM broadcasts continue on 
5990 and 6095 from RTL's own site in JungUnster
