In her opening 
remarks Sheryl mentioned; "Welcome to the 
First Edition of the naswa Flash Sheet. It 
is very exciting to be part of naswa's move 
into the electronic âge and I never thought 
I would be editing such a column. However, 
I am one of the people who does not want 
to see the print version of the Journal die 
out." The blending of the new electronic 
distribution of dx loggings along with the 
traditional print Journal has been a huge 
success thanks to the many fine folks that 
have participated from day one. Although 
initially targeted to be a periodic or perhaps 
a bi-weekly publication, it became clear 
right away that a weekly schedule could be 
supported by the membership.

Over the six year period the size and scope 
of the Flashsheet has constantly grown 
reflecting the interest in the membership in 
this "new" enhancement to the club. Over 
200 club members are on the distribution 
list for "the sheet." I want to thank Sheryl 
Paszkiewicz, Ray Bauernhuber and Mark 
Taylor for their dedication in support of the 
Flashsheet.

From Dan Ferguson we learn that the IBB 
transmitting station in Morocco will cease 
opérations in March 2008, and the facil- 
ity will be returned to the Government of 
Morocco by the end of next year. The rising 
cost of operating the Morocco station is cited 
as the reason for this décision. Supposedly, 
the closing of the transmitting station in 
Morocco will not reduce the number of hours 
of radio programming currently broadcast 
by shortwave. We shall see if that is true. In 
theory they expect ail programs currently 
broadcast from the Morocco station to con- 
tinue to be broadcast, either from other ibb 
facilities or through lease arrangements.

2007 from 1730-0100 UTC on 11,092.5 kHz 
in upper side band with 1,000 watts using 
a 3-element monoband directional antenna. 
Here is a summary of the times and target 
areas for the transmissions: 1730-1815 UTC 
to New Zealand; 1815-1900 UTC to India; 
1900-2015 UTC to Japan; 2015-2145 UTC to 
Europe; 2145-2245 UTC to North America 
East; 2245-2330 UTC North America West; 
2330-0015 UTC South America North; 0015- 
0100 utc South America Central/South. 
The station plans a spécial full-colour qsl 
card for this double anniversary shortwave 
broadcast. By the way, thanks to everyone 
that contacted me about missing Radio St. 
Helena qsls for 2006 transmission. I have 
sent a list to Robert Kipp. Maybe the station 
will issue follow-up replies. 

The latest version of Shortwave Broadcasts

Been enjoying the 60m dipole that I strung up Friday. In a word, WOW! It really digs out 
the signais that are barely noticeable on my NW Beverage and MLB-1 antennas. Already 
thinking about building one for the 49m band. I know l'm stating the obvious for many of 
you DX vétérans here, but seeing how I am still an easily impressed babe-in-the- DX woods, 
I just want to state how much I am in awe of the 60m band dipole I erected on Friday. 

It really pulls the signais out of the 60m band static as compared to my other 3 antennas, 
the NE and NW mini-Beverages and the MLB-1. With it I logged some Peruvians I haven't 
heard here in quite some time, in addition to carriers w/ hints of audio from 4605-RRI 
Serui, 5040v-Myanmar and 4716v-Bolivia. 4755v-Micronesia is atop my target list! 

What also pleases me is the dipoles performance compared to the work involved erecting 
it. My backyard consists of a steep, heavily wooded hillside, and a brook. AU longwire 
antennas require at least an hour of tree pruning, brush removal and at times, getting 
your feet wet. Fm glad the work was worth it.

Thanks to Bob Fraser for his comments on my review of the Tangent Quattro internet 
wi-fi radio. The Quattro looks and feels like a radio, but I hope I didn't give the impres- 
sion that it is big, i.e. Hammarlund big. The Quattro is 8 1/4 inches wide, 4 1/2 inches 
tall, and 5 1/2 inches deep. 

To look at the other Reciva-based wifi radios, go to www.reciva.com. Navigating is a 
bit awkward: you will see one manufacturer's model on the right side. Click the pause 
button, then the right arrow button, to move to the other models. Four of them are sold 
by C. Crâne, www.ccrane.com. 

At the Reciva site, you can also see a list of ail the stations receivable on these wi-fi 
radios, and even listen to the stations on your PC.

First topic is Radio St. Helena Day 2007, world-wide shortwave broadcast. The year 2007 
marks a DOUBLE ANNIVERSARY for Radio St. Helena: the 40th anniversary of broadcast- 
ing for Radio St. Helena, and the lOth shortwave transmission anniversary. This year's 
spécial broadcast is on Saturday, 15 December 2007. The times and target area are from 
1730 to 1815 UTC to New Zealand from 1815 to 1900 UTC to India; from 1900 to 2015 UTC 
to Japan; from 2015 to 2145 UTC; to Europe; from 2145 to 2245 UTC to North America 
East; from 2245 to 2330 UTC to North America West; from 2330 to 0015 UTC, Sunday 16, 
December to South America North; from 0015 to 0100 UTC to South America Central/ 
South. Frequency is 11092.5 KHz in USB with 1000 Watts and using a 3-element mono-band 
directional antenna. Address for réception report: Ms. Laura Lawrence, Station Manager, 
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Radio St. Helena, P. 0. Box 24, Jamestown, St. Helena Island, STHL 1ZZ, South Atlantic 
Océan. Please note 3 IRC's minimum are requested for QSL printing and return postage. 

The second topic is broadcast hour extension of Iran, effective October 28th. Iran's IRIB, 
the Voice of Islamic Republic of Iran, extends its Japanese language service from 30 
minutes to one hour from this winter season. The new times and frequencies are: 13:30 
to 14:30 UTC, on 9905 and 7380 kHz; 21:00 to 22:00 UTC, on 7190 and 6145 kHz. This is 
the third station that extended the broadcast hour of Japanese language service this 
year. Earlier in June, Voice of Indonesia extended its broadcast hour from 30 minutes 
to one hour. In August, Radio Taiwan International extended from one hour to one and 
half hours. Voice of Indonesia airs from 12:00 to 13:00 UTC on 9525 kHz. Radio Taiwan 
International airs 3 times daily. From 08:00 to 09:30 UTC on 11605 kHz. From 11:00 to 
12:30 UTC on 9735 kHz. From 12:30 to 14:00 UTC on 9735 kHz. They dropped 7130 kHz 
used for 11:00 and 12:30 UTC program from October 28.

I tuned around for a short while and settled 
into some music for background. Noted a glimmer of green light in the north sky... a 
small display of northern lights! This continued off and on, with each mini-show lasting 
about 5 minutes or so. Not a cloud in the sky and the moon had not risen yet. Around 
lOpm a huge display started covering just about ail of the northeast sky. This lasted for 
about 30-40 minutes. After the show concluded the full moon had risen a bit and we 
were treated to an unexpected total lunar éclipsé. 

I had forgotten about the radio and didn't check out the effect the light show was having 
on réception. Wish I had, but I was preoccupied. (hi)

A new propagation term has been added to the WWV forecasts: "pitiful." The DX doldrums 
were assuaged a bit by a great visit from Bob Brossell last Tuesday. Conditions in the 
Milwaukee area seem to be no better than here.

We had an unexpected local power outage for over two hours the morning of Oct 31, so 
instead of sleeping in, I couldn't pass up the opportunity to monitor on battery power 
without ail the line noise we have been subject to. Most, but not ail of it was gone, result- 
ing in a much lower noise floor. Unfortunately, it was too late for much axion on the 
trop bands, but a nuraber of 60m signais could be detected around 1330 before fadeout, 
such as 4605, 4750, 4790, 4870, 4900, 4920. Also something in Spanish on 4820, which 
turned out to be 2-way SSB, Mexican? riding along on an unID carrier.

Has anybody noticed AFRTS via Key West being off frequency lately? I just logged them 
with a good signal on 12135u? 

Bill Tilford <Billltilford@aol.com>, Chicago IL 
I live within the city in an area chock full of electrical noise and dont have the option 
of large external antenna arrays. Nevertheless, until recently I did surprisingly well 
with a SAT 800 and the whip or for some stations a Mini-Windom rigged internally. For 
the last couple of months, however, réception conditions in my neighborhood have been 
unusually bad, so I finally bit the bullet and got an active antenna, AOR's LA 380. It's 
not a miracle cure, it didn't null out ail of the noise, but it has turned some stations that 
recently became inaudible on the whip to audible with some residual noise. 

The instructions recommend using at or near a window. I learned after trial and error 
that this isn't necessarily so. Front and side window locations both left me with an 
intolérable residual noise level (raising my suspicions that there's something strange in 
the neighborhood like a bad transformer or street lamp, a neighbor's leaky something 
or a similar culprit). After trying différent locations, I actually found a sweet spot deep 
inside the room (even though said spot was doser to my wall warts) and set the radio 
and antenna there. 

Handling is like using the analog dials of yore without the frequency markers. Takes 
getting used to but actually kind of fun when you get the hang of it. Like whip anten- 
nas, the loop element is affected by human touch, sometimes touching the loop will 
null noise, and sometimes it will add it. There is, unfortunately, also what I will call a 
'theremin effect' while tuning; the tuning element interacts with your hand and arm 
somewhat re adding or nulling noise, complicating tuning somewhat. 

Bottom line; It hasn't turned unusable static into FM-quality listening, but with practice 
using the tuning element and trial and error on positioning, it has turned some inaudible 
stations into audible ones. The next step is to see if I can identify what's mucking up 
conditions on the ground here.

I have been using the El lately for some nice DX. I see in Passport that they are coming 
out with the Satellite 1000 which is the same as the El except for the color and XM 
capability. 
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Celebrating my 50th year of DXing in October. I was using a Hallicrafteis S-53A receiver 
with a 50 foot wire. Didn't keep a log for about a year, November 1958.1 have over 50,000 
listings in my logbook today. 

Through the years of DXing not to much luck with Pakistan, Bangladesh, Indonesia and 
Burma. I have not heard Bangladesh since 1992 and Pakistan since 1994. What gives? 

Just received a Kaito 1121 and Kaito KA11 from Radios4you. They made a nice mistake 
by sending me 2 of each even though I ordered only one of each. I talked to them on the 
phone and they sent me a Kaito KA33 loop instead, in exchange for the two radios and 
they even enclosed a packaging return label. He's a real nice guy. 

Using the 1121 is not easy and is complicated to record with the MP3. Picks up several 
channels real well in long wave.

After playing around a bit with Rich D'Angelo's El last Sunday and Monday at French 
Creek and being impressed by it, I spent the remainder of the week going back and forth 
trying to décidé if I really needed one and reading every review I could find on the inter- 
net. Finally, decided before I left work this morning that I had to have one. Was going 
to call Universal at 10AM but decided to call HR0 in New Castle, Delaware to see if they 
had one in stock. They did and I picked it up this afternoon. 

Price was great—just $349 for the radio (no tax), and they included the XM antenna 
and docking module for free. (They are being shipped to me.) I called Universal when I 
got home and ordered the antenna jack adapter and radio stand. This radio has a sériai 
number just under #7000, so I don't think it was a recalled unit that went to Drake and 
are now being cleared out for cheap on-line. 

Had it on for about four hours now with no problems. The display is fine, and the fre- 
quency readout is dead on.

The synch on this 
radio is great and the PBT does a good job too. l've now been awake more than 24 hours, 
so I feel just like I do on dxpeditions! Still have the noise here but it's not as severe as 
when I use the Drake with a longwire. Can't wait to get it out of the house for a mini 
dxpedition.

After almost six years of weekly publication, the clubs electronic Flashsheet bas pub- 
lished its BOOth issue. Congratulations to the éditorial team that made this happen. Our 
launch editor Sheryl Paszkiewicz was followed by Ray Bauernhuber. Mark Taylor is our 
current editor. AU three of our editors have sacrificed their time and energy to make the 
Flashsheet a weekly part of our life. Thanks! That doesn't diminish the fine work by the 
rest of our éditorial team that continue to produce the excellent columns that make the 
Journal the best ail shortwave broadcast publication in the business today. The blend- 
ing of the new electronic âge while enhancing the print Journal has been an excellent 
marriage of médiums to the benefit of the entire club and its membership. 

After a prolonged summer, the DXpedition finally commenced with our first effort of the 
new DX season to French Creek and our 28th trip overall. I didn't think the DXpedition 
season would ever get here with summer weather extending my backyard mini-DXpeditions 
into late October. 

Fred Kohlbrenner was the first to arrive. He was ail set up and tuning the bands when I 
arrived at 2:30 PM local time. After saying "hi" to Fred, I unloaded my junk putting off 
as long as possible climbing the sloped terrain to erect my 500 foot wire. Once that was 
done I rolled out a second wire of about 250 feet on more level terrain as well as a 50 foot 
run for the El. Ed Mauger, who rounded out our DXpedition group, had some family related 
activities in the afternoon so he arrived around 7:00 PM local time which is about four 
hours later than usual. Nevertheless, Ed managed some foreign médium wave DX results 
using a relatively short indoor wire instead of his usual monster 1500 foot beverage. 

We enjoyed good African conditions in the late afternoon with Djibouti pounding in for its 
2100 UTC closedown. Radio Nacional from Bata was also quite good. Radio Universidad from 
Mexico on 9599.2 had an interesting late afternoon jazz program featuring the Préserva- 
tion Hall Jazz Band which made for some great relaxed listening. Although Latin's were 
nothing to shout about, I experienced an excellent opening to the sub-continent with 
five Indians entering the logbook. It was an unusual opening in that almost nothing was 
présent at the familiar opening tiraes just before 0030 UTC. Instead the stations seemingly 
drifted up out of the noise floor with many continuing to linger past 0200. Interesting! 
As the evening wore on, the African stations made another welcomed strong appearance 
with signais from Zambia and Ethiopia (Radio Fana and Radio Ethiopia) dominating. 

With a late night the following morning arrived much too soon. At 3:50 AM local time, I 
could hear Ed stirring on his way to the radio. I briefly considered getting up to see what 
was available from Latin America but I never moved. Next thing I knew it was 5:00 AM. I 
did manage to rise to find Fred tuning the dials. He indicated conditions to South America 
just weren't much so I was glad I managed a few extra hours of much needed sleep. The 
morning session featured Radio East Sepik on past 1300 UTC was well as Laos, Myanmar 
and the three Australien régions in the 2 MHz range. Nothing spectacular but good enough. 

After running some errands, including going home to distribute the Flashsheet, I returned 
around 1830 UTC to note many European signais already occupying the 41 and 49 meter 
bands. The BBC from Seychelles on 6005 kHz around 1900 was interesting with its Focus 
on Africa program. A few interesting surprises surfaced with TWR-Swaziland poking 
through on 3200 kHz before sudden close at 2045 UTC. Parakou made an appearance when 
Rebelde co-operated by leaving the air for a brief period. Noted at 2027 to 2038 UTC. Also, 
LRA36 from Antarctica made an appearance although the signal was quite choppy. The 
afternoon closed with Uganda running past nominal 2100 sign off with a nice signal to 
2145* and two Indonesians; Kendari-3995 and Makassar-4750. Also, Ed unhappily noticed 
W0R-710 IB0C signal wasting away 700 kHz on médium wave. 
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The last night is our traditional "banquet" meal where I cook up a plate of pasta and 
someone usually buys some meatballs (this time both Fred and Ed brought them) and 
bread (Ed took care of this item) to round out the meal. This is usually when we swap 
stories of past Expéditions and other events. Not that we haven't told a story or two 
prior to the meal. Things begin to slow down a bit after a big meal with some listening 
intently and others going to sleep early to préparé for the following moming. Although 
Latin America never seemed to peak there was some action but nothing spectacular. A 
highlight for me was a solid log of the Voice of Iraqi Kurdistan which was new for me. I 
believe this may be the only way to log Iraq these days on shortwave. 

Moming arrived but Latin America was still relatively quiet on the DX front. That 
prompted Fred to be the first one to pack and départ so he could have his moming nap 
at home as opposed to in the cabin. Japan's Nikkei Radio was heard as was Radio Chaskis 
in Ecuador. Things seemed to pick up after Fred departed with signais from four PNGs, 
a pile of Indians, and a bunch of Chinese stations that I didn't have time to log. Rain 
decided to visit us making antenna dismantling a little bit more of a chore than usual. 
After I saw how wet Ed got doing some antenna work, I put the headphones back on 
intent on waiting out the weather as much as possible. Thankfully, I was rewarded with 
a nice log of Radio New Ireland with a mix of island music and country tunes with a man 
hosting in English. However, eventually I did venture out into the wet woods to retrieve 
my antennas getting soaked in the process. Of course, losing my way in the woods for a 
while didn't help matters. 

Overall, conditions were a little uneven with not much happening from Latin America 
which is usually a major focus. Instead Indian régional stations and Papua New Guinea 
provided much entertainment and listening pleasure with four PNGs showing the final 
moming. Africans were very good in the late afternoon (for local sign off) and late eve- 
ning's local time (for early moming local time sign on). Despite the lack of Latin signais, 
the DXpedition was productive for me.

Passport's "Top Ten" program 
picks 

As you know from reading elsewhere in 
the Journal, Passport to World Band Radio 
for 2008 has been released; I enjoy reading 
each édition when it cornes ont. One of the 
sections I focus on is Passport's list of "Top 
Ten" programs for 2008, where they profile 
10 différent and noteworthy programs; I 
like to see how my own personal "top ten" 
list compares with theirs. l'U offer my 
two cents on one of them in this month's 
Journal. 

Deutsche Welle—Spectrum 
Spectrum is dw's weekly half-hour magazine 
program on science and technology. Nor- 
mally each half-hour segment has four to 
five stories, each 6 to 8 minutes in length. 
Subjects can range from pure science to 
ethical issues to technology innovations; 
the six- to eight-minute length allows each 
story to be developed in greater length 
than many magazine-oriented programs, 
which is a treat—this allows DW to delve 
into a subject deeper than might typically 
be done. 

Spectrum is likely a tough catch on short- 
wave; while the 2100 utc broadcast target- 
ing West Africa typically cornes in quite 
well in Eastern North America, this broad- 
cast doesn't include Spectrum in any of its 
éditions. Instead, try 0400 UTC Tuesdays 
on 5905, 5945, 6180, 7225, and 15445 kHz; 
these ail target varions régions in Africa. 
Try also 2000 UTC on 9735 and 13780 kHz. 
Spectrum airs on the live dw webcast on 
the even half-hours from 0430 Tuesday 
through 0030 Wednesdays, and each édi- 
tion is available on-demand via the Web 
for one week. 

75 Years of the BBC World Service 

December marks the 75th anniversary of the 
bbc's efforts in international broadcasting; 
the Empire Service, later more humbly 
called the World Service, made its début 
in 1932; there is a spécial season of pro- 
grams celebrating the bbc and freedom of 
information. This spécial season is called 
Free To Speak. 

I know some folks have gravitated away 
from the bbc World Service in recent years 
as they have deemphasized their use of 
shortwave, but the subjects below—in part 
analyzing how the bbc and other global 
news média gather, prioritize, edit, and 
report news, should be very interesting to 
those who are interested in how the bbc 
décidés what to put on air. 

Saturday, December l!t: bbc World Drama: 
The Rocking Horse by Sir Arnold Wesker, 
one of the key figures in 20th Century 
drama. Wesker has written The Rocking 
Horse to mark the 75th anniversary of the 
World Service. Fawlty Towers star Prunella 
Scales and Clive Swift, who plays the hap- 
less Richard Bucket in bbc comedy Keeping 
Up Appearances, are among the top cast. 
This is Arnold Wesker's 50th year of writ- 
ing plays and, like bbc World Service, he's 
celebrating 75 years of observing the world. 
He was knighted in 2006 for his services to 
Drama. Arnold Wesker himself features in 
the play, singing a song which opens and 
closes the piece. European air times include 
Saturday, 1930 and Sunday, 2200; African 
shortwave air times will probably include 
Saturday 2100 and Monday 0000. 

Sunday, December 9lh, The Reith Global 
Debate: To launch its 75th anniversary 
sériés of programs on the theme of individ- 
ual and média freedom, bbc World Service 
is holding The Reith Global Debate led by

three former Reith Lecturers—us economist 
Jeffrey Sachs, philosopher Onora O'Neill 
and Nobel prize-winning Nigérian writer 
Wole Soyinka. On Sunday 9 December, the 
three lecturers deliver their thoughts on 
the theme Free to Speak, examining issues 
of censorship, political and économie pres- 
sure, and the ways in which technology 
is changing methods of communication 
around the world. The debate takes place 
in front of an invited audience. The Reith 
Global Debate, a unique new format, is 
named in honor of Lord Reith, the BBC's 
first Director General, who launched the 
Empire Service—forerunner of the current 
World Service—in December 1932. European 
air times (including the live Webcast) are 
1300 and 2000; times for other régions 
haven't yet been posted, but these may be 
valid globally: 2000 one of the global air 
times for Newshour. 

Monday, December 10th and 17th, Making 
News: Allan Little examines the notion 
of impartial journalism, and explores how 
news is presented in a two-part sériés 
beginning Monday, December 10th. The 
sériés assesses newsmakers' reflexes and 
ideas about news priorities on Monday 10 
December. Allan Little conducts a compara- 
tive study of one particular day in three 
international télévision news channels— 
BBC World, Al Jazeera, and cnn—as they 
explain and justify their news agenda for 
the day. Making News shows up at the 
various éditorial meetings to find out how 
the organizations create their priorities and 
shape the treatment of the day's news. The 
program also hears from critics who blâme 
modéra rolling news culture, with its reli- 
ance on striking visual images and shock 
to win the holy grail of audience share. 
On Monday, December 17th, Allan Little 
explores the challenges to objectivity in a 
rapidly changing western média world and 
discusses the criticism the bbc has met 
for its sparing use of the word 'terrorist' 
to describe the perpetrators of atrocities. 
He also examines news channels that are 
fond of using the soap box to promote 
their political stance. European air times 
(including the live Webcast) are 0905,1205, 
and 2005. African shortwave air times will 
likely include 0905, 1405, and 2105 

Wednesdays, beginning December 12,h: 
Press for Freedom is a four part sériés in 
which former Daily Mirror editor and lead- 
ing média commentator Roy Greenslade 
explores how far reporting 'the truth' can be 
endangered by govemments, corporations 
and the new wave of internet publishing. 
He looks at the dangers facing jouraalists 
in today's world; their freedom to report 
and how it can be protected. The program 
focuses on Moscow, Zimbabwe, Kuala 
Lumpur, and the explosion of small inde- 
pendent citizen/reporter radio stations. 

On January 2ni, Greenslade asks how free 
the press in Europe and America can daim 
to be. He asks Robert Thomson, editor of 
The Times, the flagship of Rupert Murdoch's 
média empire, how the tensions of owner- 
ship, advertising and the drive for circu- 
lation shape our média. And he ponders 
whether the upsurge in alternative média 
suggests that people no longer accept tra- 
ditional média as free and indépendant. 
European air times (including the live 
Webcast) include 0905, 1205, and 2005; 
African shortwave air times include 0905, 
1405 and 2105. 

Saturday, December 15th: How Free the 
BBC? takes a candid look at the relationship 
between bbc World Service and its funders, 
the UK Government. Respected UK média 
commentator Ray Snoddy asks whether a 
broadeasting organization funded directly 
by £246 million a year grant-in-aid from 
the uk Foreign & Commonwealth Office 
can remain editorially independent. The 
program features an extensive interview 
with Nigel Chapman, Director of bbc World 
Service, responding to the questions raised 
by Snoddy's analysis. European air times 
(including the live Webcast) include Satur- 
day, December 15th, at 0530 & 0830; African 
airtimes are likely the same. 

Wednesday, December 19lh: The Big Link Up 
celebrates the day of the bbc's 75th birthday 
with all-day live remote broadeasts link- 
ing audiences around the world in a global 
debate on freedom of the média. The debate 
will echo the thèmes of programming in the 
bbc World Service's Free to Speak season. 
Remote broadeast sites are planned to 
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include East Asia from Mongolia to Austra- 
lia; the Middle East, Europe and Africa, and 
The Americas from North through Central 
America to the South. Régional link-ups 
featuring panels of experts and audiences 
will interact with internet cafés; local radio 
stations; newsrooms and other meeting 
places around the globe. 

The "Silly Season" cornes to Radio 
Australia and Radio New Zealand 
International 

With the Christmas and New Year holidays 
approaching along with the first days of 
summer, much of the southern hemisphere 
shuts down for holidays and vacations as 
of mid-December. This includes the domes- 
tic English-language services of Australia 
and New Zealand, which are the sources 
for much of the programming that airs 
on shortwave on Radio Australia and 
Radio New Zealand International. Both 
broadcasters relay a substantial amount of 
domestic content, and they have to shuffle 
their schedules and bring in one-time pro- 
gramming and increase some repeats. 

While plans aren't finalized yet for the 
schedules of each broadcaster, historically 
Radio Australia takes much of its holiday 
season programming from the Local Radio 
network, not Radio National. There is also 
an increased level of sports programming 
at times and on frequencies that are not 
typical sports times. 

As mid-December approaches, l'U try to 
publicize schedule changes via the swpro- 
grams e-mail list, the msmFlashsheet, and 
my very occasional blog, http;//intlradio. 
blogspot.com/. 

Other broadcasters' holiday plans 

Most international broadcasters try to 
arrange for time off for their program pre- 
senters and editors around the Christmas 
and New Year's seasons, resulting in specials 
and end-of-year reviews and perspectives 
that can be prepared in advance. Prioryears 
have seen the following specials and events: 

Radio Canada International / CBC 
The odxa's Fred Waterer along with John 
Figliozzi, have assembled the following 
notes on what to expect from the cbc: 

As It Happens, especially on Christmas 
Eve, produces a spécial annual program. 
Each year, the program contacts merabers 
of the Canadien Armed Forces serving with 
the un, nato, norad and those serving in 
the far north. Each unit has 3 or 4 people 
speak for those serving with the unit. In 
past years, the units have served in such 
diverse locations as Canadian Forces Base 
Alert (Arctic), Colorado Springs (Norad), 
Germany, Cyprus, Golan Heights, Bermuda 
(!), the Persian Gulf, Somalia, Bosnia and 
Croatia, and Kosovo. It also has its moments 
of huraor, such as the time the Canadian 
naval personnel stationed in Bermuda tried 
to daim they missed the Canadian winter 
real bad! (via Fred Waterer/ODXA). 

Christmas Day will likely see specials across 
cbc Radio One, as was the case last year; 
some of these may show up in rci program- 
ming as well. 

The weekend before Christmas, Quirks and 
Quarks, the popular long-running science 
show, will likely air the Annual Quirks Ques- 
tion Show; Last year, listeners found out 
whether blind people get motion sickness, 
why you can't put métal in the microwave, 
and why cold snow squeaks when you walk 
on it. 

Vinyl Café will likely air a spécial Christmas 
concert. 

BBC World Service 
The bbc World Service hasn't publicized their 
holiday plans yet, but there are several annual 
traditions that are expected to continue: 

The Festival of Nine Cessons and Carols 
is a long-standing tradition. Expect the 
program to originate once again from King's 
Collège in Cambridge; the Festival is a cél- 
ébration of the birth of Christ in readings 
from the Bible and beautiful choral music. 
It features traditional favorites such as Once 
In Royal David's City as well as new music 
specially composed for the occasion. Last 
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year's airings included Christmas Eve at 
1501 and Christmas Day at 1301. 

The Queen's Christmas Message to the 
Commonwealth is another annual tradi- 
tion, lasting just 10 minutes but a high- 
light from year to year. Last year's airtimes 
included December Z5th at 1505. 

Radio Netherlands 
Often Radio Netherlands will air a spécial 
seasonal documentary in lieu of Newsline 
on Christmas Day. 

Request-a-Month 

Unless the us Postal Service or my Internet 
provider have been blocking items from 
naswa members, I received only one com- 
ment from naswa members regarding hob- 
by-oriented programming! l'm amazed by 
that...considering how, back in the 1980s, 
programs like Shortwave Listeners' Digest, 
Media Network, dx Party Line, and World 
Of Radio were "appointment listening" on 
a Thursday evening {Media Network) and 
over a typical weekend. That one comment 
came from Bill Tilford, who mentioned that 
he's a sometime listener to Radio Havana 
Cuba's oxers Unlimited and Glenn Hauser's 
World Of Radio, which continues to air on 
WRMI, WBCQ, KAIJ, and WWCR. 

Bill provides some thoughtful comments 
updating his prior suggestions; 

I. Music Updates for B07 from October issue 
listings: 

A. Greekln Style (Voice Of Greece) is now 
at 0005-0105 UTC on Sundays, 7475 kHz and 
9420 kHz, 50 far 7475 seems better for the 
midwest (but not as dear as during A07). 
Song titles are appearing more frequently 
too.

II. A comment about Radio Ukraine Inter- 
national; 

Unless they have a rabbit up their hat for 
the future, the recent move awayfrom 7440 
kHz for the North American English language 
transmission was extremely unfortunate. 
7440 was the only frequency they beamed at 
us in recent times that was audible without 
extreme enhancement measures, and I even 
sent them a letter of high praise about that 
in the spring. Until the audibility situation 
is rectified, l'm not going to offer any pro- 
gram endorsements in this particular journal 
even though I think RUI is worth listening to 
periodically. 

III. I want to second and amplify Richard's 
November sermon about letter-writing and 
making our feelings known about radio 
cutbacks. In the âge of the Web, many 
broadcasting authorities appear to picture 
us radio listeners as anachronisms, and 
while being more visible won't guarantee the 
continuation of radio, failing to do so will 
virtually guarantee the opposite over time. 
We need to talk content with them but also 
need to explain why we still do things the 
old-fashioned way (portability, the ability of 
governments to monitor and control internet 
access etc. etc.).

News, Notes and Mlscellany 

Fromthe November AIB Media Briefings... 

Pakistan's commercial TV news channels 
were off the air following the déclaration of 
a state of emergency by Président Musharaff 
on 3 November. Geo News, Aaj TV, Ary World 
and Karachi Dawn News were not carried 
on cable télévision networks which is how 
a majority of Pakistan's citizens receive TV. 
The channels are, however, still available 
on satellite. At the tirae of the state of 
emergency, the country's média regulator - 
PEMRA—told ail cable companies to cease 
carriage of the independent commercial 
channels, as well as international channels 
including BBC World, CNN and Al Jazeera. 
State-controlled Pakistan TV is the only 
channel carrying news still available across 
the country. Entertainment channels oper- 
ated by Geo TV are still available on Paki- 

■stan's cable networks as these appear to be 
seen as less problematic by the government 
than news channels. Questioned at the ABU 
General Assembly in Tehran on 4 November, 
PTV's head said that his news programmes 
were fair, and had carried interviews with 
key political opposition figures such as 
Imran Khan. He declined to say whether 
such interviews had been broadcast follow- 
ing the state of emergency. At the start of 
the current crisis, BBC World Service and 
Voice of America both increased their Urdu- 
language programming on shortwave. "The 
Pakistani government has shut down ail 
independent média inside Pakistan," said 
VoA Director Danforth Austin. "We find 
ourselves, along with the BBC, among the 
only international broadcasters currently 
heard inside of Pakistan." On 28 October, 
Broadcasting House in Karachi suffered a 
major fire that resulted in the destruction 
of 14 studios, the master control room and 
a range of other technical facilities. 

BBC World Service has increased its reach 
in Romania with the launch of two further 

24-hour FM relays. The cities of Sibiu and 
Constanta now have BBC World Service in 
English and Romanian available through- 
out the day, adding to existing relays in 
Bucharest and Timisoara. In India, the BBC 
has begun a partnership with Tomato FM 
in Maharashtra that will see BBC program- 
ming available in the cities of Kolhapur 
and Sangli. There is still a restriction on 
the carriage of news and current affairs 
programming on commercial FM radio in 
India and the programming offered by the 
BBC is principally sports and entertainment 
news, plus a weekly chat show. 

The AIB announced the winners of its 2007

in London on 20 Nov. 150 média executives, 
journalists, editors, regulators and satellite 
operators from every continent gathered at 
Clothworkers' Hall in London for the AIB

More silent shortwave sites 

In the latter months, at least four large 
chunks of the shortwave iceberg have gone 
plop into the sea. With the end of A07, the 
Radio Netherlands site in Flevo, the Nether- 
lands, and the ibb site in Delano, California, 
went off the air. That was followed by the 
announcement that the ibb would give its 
Morocco relay back to Morocco in March 
2008. A bit earlier, on October 1, rai shut 
down ail of its shortwave broadcasting, 
and it appears that its sites at Prato Smer- 
aldo and Caltanissetta will never transmit 
again. 

The Morocco announcement was the most 
shocking. I heard one rumor to that effect, 
but didn't believe it. The Morocco site is a 
Cold War stalwart, with ten 500-kilowatt 
transmitters. But that might also explain 
its demise. Most of its single hops would 
land in Eastern Europe, where the pesky 
outbreak of freedom has greatly reduced the 
incentive to listen to shortwave. Morocco is 
also useful for reaching the Arab World, but 
the Arabs tend to watch satellite télévision 
these days. The third prong of Morocco's 
coverage, Africa, still has plenty of short- 
wave listeners. Perhaps the thinking is that 
Botswana and Sâo Tome will suffice. 

The announcement about the closure of 
Morocco said that the "ail programs cur- 
rently broadcast from the Morocco station 
will continue to be broadcast, either from 
other ibb facilities or through lease arrange- 
ments." With the closure of the IBB relays in 
Greece in 2006, other ibb facilities will be 
busy. And even with other stations' réduc- 
tions of shortwave, I don't know where suf- 
ficient transmitters-for-lease will be found. 
But keep in mind that the promise is to 
maintain broadcast hours, not specifically 
frequency hours. Broadcast hours could be 
fulfilled entirely via the internet. 

Delano 

Delano was not the idéal location for a 
shortwave site in 2007. Shortwave audiences 
in Latin America have dissipated. It's too 
far from Asia or Africa to reach those con- 
tinents with commanding signais. 

Ironically, just days before Delano closed. 
Président Bush spoke to the people of Cuba 
via Radio Marti, including a Delano trans- 
mitter. And Congress is willing to lavish 
funds to overcome the jamming of TV and 
Radio Marti. But the laws of physics tell us 
that shortwave is the least interdictable of 
the média available to international broad- 
casting. The best way to get intelligible 
content into Cuba is to transmit on as many 
shortwave frequencies as possible, from as 
many sites as possible. The closure of Delano 
éliminâtes one of those sites. 

The U.S. State Department declared 2007 
to be the "Year of the Pacific." A big reason 
for this is that China is expanding its influ- 
ence there. On the small island nations of 
the southern Pacific, with their liraited 
domestic journalism and média, people still 
listen to shortwave, e.g. Radio Australia 
and Radio New Zealand International. The 
southern Pacific was also one of the places 
that Delano could reach reliably. Alas, in 
this Year of the Pacific, Delano was elimi- 
nated as a means to inform the Pacific. 

l'm told that Delano will remain, for now, in 
"caretaker" status. Good. It will be needed 
in the future. 

Flevo 

The shutdown of the Flevo transmitters 
means that we can no longer pick up Radio 
Netherlands via (ahem) the Netherlands. 
Andy Sennitt wrote in the RN Media Weblog 
that, by dropping the Flevo transmissions, 
"we are saving money, and as a bonus the 
ability to split our transmissions across 
more sites means that some listeners can 
expect stronger signais. Also, we have eut 
out a few hours of Dutch transmissions 
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where the listening audience was quite 
small, and boosted other transmissions with 
additional frequencies." I hope Flevo will 
be "mothballed" rather than dismantled, 
because rn may need it in the future. 

It does make sense for northerly European 
countries to drop their transmissions from 
domestic sites, often swallowed up by auro- 
ral disturbances, in favor of relays from 
more southerly relays. The satellite links are 
easy enough. rn is doing that by continuing 
to use its Bonaire and Madagascar relays, as 
well as leased facilities. 

Sackville, New Brunswick, is a sacred 
place to us of the shortwave persuasion, 
but l've often wondered if Radio Canada 
International would give us a better signal 
if its shortwave transmitters were in the 
Caribbean rather than in Canada. On a few 
occasions since 1917, Canada has floated the 
idea of annexing Turks and Caicos, the most 
recent a proposai by Nova Scotia in 2004. 
That would be a good location for a short- 
wave transmitting site—if there would still 
be interest in transmitting on shortwave. 

Here is the news from RAI. In English 

rai, mentioned above, has given up on short- 
wave and on most of its 26 languages. (What 
are ail those broadcasters doing now?) But 
you can still hear the news in English from 
rai. It's on raTs "Notturno Italiano." This all- 
night radio program has existed since 1952, 
when its name was "Notturno dall'Italia." 
It's mostly music, but on the hour is news in 
Italian, English, and French. (German was 
dropped after October 1.) The program was 
transmitted to Europe on médium wave and 
on one shortwave frequency. The shortwave 
is now gone, but the médium wave and the 
internet audio stream carry on. 

And, so, on my Tangent Quattro internet wi-fi 
radio, l've been a fairly regular listener to 
Notturno, including its news in English. The 
schedule is 2300-0500 utc during the winter. 

Frankly, this is the program rai should have 
transmitted ail along on shortwave to North 
America. Instead of the rip-and-read global 
news we used to get from rai's English 
shortwave broadcast to North America, the 
Notturno English news is ail about Italy. The 
reader, a British-accented maie, has a much 
more polished delivery than what we were 
used to on the old RAI shortwave service. 
(The weekend of October 6,1 heard no Eng- 
lish news, just Italian and French. The next 
weekend, the youngish-sounding female, 
prone to fluffs, we used to hear on the 0055 
utc shortwave transmission, was back, doing 
the English news on Notturno.) 

And while the music that filled the second 
ten minutes of the RAI shortwave broadcasts 
was an admixture of Western pop tunes, the 
music on Notturno is a pleasingly eclectic 
mix of mostly Italian tunes, some modem, 
some vintage. 

There is sprightly conversation in Italian 
between musical sélections. If you know 
any Spanish, you'll have some idea of what 
is being said in Italian. If not, Italian is a 
pleasant language to listen to uncompre- 
hended. 

As I have been listening, l've noticed the 
Notturno internet stream drop out ("buff- 
ering") a few times. What, is bandwidth 
exceeded? Are more than forty people 
accessing the stream? Here is where put- 
ting Notturno back on shortwave to North 
America might make sense. 

In the meantime, pour yourself a glass of 
Montepulciano d'Abruzzo, sit down to your 
current novel, and enjoy Notturno Italiano 
in the background. We might even send 
e-mails to Notturno's apparently live forum, 
surprising them with a sudden influx of 
North American listeners.

CENTRAL AFRICAN REPUBLIC A new shortwave 
station in Central Africa Republic is raaking Chris- 
tian broadcasts and community health information 
available to most of the country's 3.5 million peo- 
ple. This is the country's first privately owned short- 
wave station. 

Curt Bender of the Indiana-based HCJB Global 
Technology Center led the team that installed the 
station in Boali, culminating several years of plan- 
ning and prayer by partner, Integrated Community 
Development International (ICDI). 

"Our partner, Jim Hocking, and the staff of ICDI 
have prayed and worked to see this vision of na- 
tionwide Christian radio," said Bender, who manages 
radio planting and development at the technology 
center in Elkhart. 

In a clear example of the voice and hands of 
Jésus at work, Bender shared, "This is a country 
that has been devastated by war and HIV/AIDS. The 
folks at ICDI plan to use the radio broadcasts to help 
disseminate community health information and to 
spread the gospel. The needs are immense, but this 
station is a significant step in helping a people who 
need so much." 

The low-power shortwave station, broadcasting 
at 6030 kHz, airs eight hours daily with program- 
ming in French and three Aftican languages, Sango, 
Aka and Fulfulde. "This radio station will enable the 
staff at ICDI to deliver community health informa- 
tion and the gospel daily to remote villages inacces- 
sible by vehicle," he added. 

Bender, together with engineers Dan Andetson, 
Don Hastings and Jeremy Maller, installed the 
1,000-watt shortwave transmitter at ICDI, a ministry 
founded by Hocking 3 years ago. 

Anderson said response to the new broadcasts 
was alraost immédiate. "Within hours of going on 
the air the station teceived cell phone calls from 10 
towns across the country even though no formai an- 
nouncement had been made. Reports came from as 
far away as 300 miles! Pray that many will corne to 
trust Christ and that the churches in the country 
will be built up through the ministry of this station. 
We thank God for the privilège of having a part in 
starting this ministry." 

A week eatlier (Thursday, Feb. 22), the mayor of 
Boali spoke during a "commissioning ceremony" to 
thank ail the people who helped make the station a 
reality. "Her commenta were aired to the nation over 

the radio during an initial one-hour test broadcast," 
Bender said. 

The TB1000 shortwave transmitter, while porta- 
ble and compact like a FM transmitter, "can send 
the signal much farther than FM transmitters." The 
antenna, designed at the technology center by 
Hastings and Maller, covers an area almost the size 
of a football field when fully assembled. 

The team also set up two satellite dishes for ac- 
cess to the Internet. This allows ICDI and other mis- 
sion organisations in the country to have "reliable 
e-mail and Internet access," Bender explained. 

Hocking first got involved with HCJB Global 
Voice six years ago when he was with Grâce Brethren 
International Missions. At that time engineers 
helped the mission set up an FM station in the capi- 
tal city of Bangui. 

"I felt like we needed broadcasts that would reach 
further," said Hocking. Poor roads make traveling to 
many villages difficult or dangerous. For these rea- 
sons, radio has become the logical tool to reach the 
inaccessible people of the country. 

It was a year after founding ICBI that he began 
serious discussions with HCJB Global Voice regarding 
a shortwave station to complément the ministry's 
community development work. The radio station as, 
an effective way to disseminate community health 
information and spread the gospel. 

ICDI has been involved in various community _ 
health projects across Central African Republic such 
as well-drilling to provide drinking water in remote 
villages, orphan care and micro-enterprise develop- 
ment. 

Hocking expressed his appréciation to the staff 
at the HCJB Global Technology Center on Monday, 
March 5. "There would not be a shortwave station 
on the air today in the Central African Republic if 
not for the help of HCJB Global," he said. "We are 
already having fantastic results with people calling 
from across the country." (HCJB Global/Slaen-ARG,

Miraya FM has about 7 transmitting sites across 
southern Sudan.

The government of the 
north refused to honor their initial agreement to let 
us transmit in the north (hence one of the prime 
reasons for shortwave), but the government of the 
south was ail for our station. When I designed the 
System, I linked the two studios in full duplex over 
Atlantic Bird 3 from Eutelsat with a 128kbps stream 
using Comstreara encoding. The studio in the north 
can hear the hroadeasts ail day long and the south- 
ern studio in Juba takes news and interviews and 
spécial features from the north and transmits them. 
They often have national debates and requests of 
northern music. People can call into a téléphoné ex- 
change of the UN and make music requests. Pretty 
cool setup if I do say so rayself. Maybe someday 
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Khartoum will stop being so anal retentive and al- 
low us on the air. The shortwave also serves Darfur. 
It was one long uphill battle to get on the air in 
Sudan. It really took a lot out of me. Peacekeeping 
is tough. Now Haiti is pulling the same stunt as 
Khartoum and refusing to give us a frequency, so we 
are trying to partner with a local station who has a 
license to get on the air. (Muick in DX Listening Di-
