Our friends at the New Zealand Radio DX 
League began their 60th year of opération 
in November. This will be the clubs 60lh 

year of continuous publication of the excel- 
lent monthly New Zealand DX Times. David 
Ricquish wrote an interesting feature that 
appeared in the club's December bulletin 
providing some of the interesting history of 
the club. Although officially formed in Octo- 
ber 1948, the club can trace its history back 
to June 1931 when the nz dx Club was formed 
in association with a weekly radio program. 
Initially, it was run as a commercial venture 
before radio hobbyists took over opérations. 
Internai squabbles lead to the formation of 
the club that we now know. In total that 
would make it 76 years of continuous pub- 
lication. Over 700+ issues later, the club is 
still going strong. Congratulations to the 
officers, editors and members of the New 
Zealand Radio dx League. 

Thanks to Jerry Berg, we learned about 
a press release from the drm Consortium 
that open up the tropical bands for this 
new technology. Here are the pertinent 
portions of the press release: "Since 2002 
Digital Radio Mondiale's (drm) System has 
been endorsed by the itu for broadcasting 
over the world in the long-wave, medium- 
wave and short-wave frequencies, with the 
exception of the 'tropical zone' bands. The 
tropical zone bands are the frequencies near 
the lower end of the shortwave spectrum 
that are reserved for domestic (national) 
broadcasting. It includes countries located 
roughly in latitudes between 30 degrees 
North and South like Indonesia, India, 
Pakistan, Iran, Egypt, Congo, South Africa, 
2 



Mexico, Brazil, and many others countries 
are concerned. At the last World Radiocom- 
municaton Conférence (wrc) of the ITU in 
Geneva, the conférence officially approved 
drm system in the broadcasting bands 
between 3200 and 5900 kHz for domestic 
coverage in the 'tropical zone' countries. 
This major regulatory achievement opens up 
a huge market for the benefit of the citizens 
from this part of the world. The drm Con- 
sortium is very pleased with this outcome 
that 'the récognition of the drm system is 
now totally Worldwide for ail digital radio 
applications of various types around the 
world in the traditional broadcasting bands 
below 30 MHz—long-wave, medium-wave 
and short-wave' said Dr. H. Donald Messer, 
drm représentative at wrc."

FRENDX: Twenty-Five Years Ago (January 1983) 

In the Headquarters Report, Bill Oliver announced that John T. Arthur was appointed to 
replace Peter Schipelliti as the new editor for Log Report "C". George Sherman was offer- 
ing the new 1983 édition of the NASWA Tropical Band Guide which covered 2000-5900 kHz 
based on log reports from February 1976 through January 1983 for US$3.00. In Chris Han- 
sen's Shortwave Center, Don Jensen's "On to the Top" sériés continued. Also, Don supplied 
information about the early history of the club which adopted the name Frendx through 
a compétition held by Bill Eddings—the club's Friendship Corner editor at that time—in 
which raember Bill Harris provided the winning entry (incorporating PREND for friendship 
and X for dx). In Vintage Vignettes, editor Bill Taylor continues his list of vintage receiving 
equipment with emphasis on the National line. Vincent Pinto provided a comprehensive 
review of the Icom IC-R70 communications receiver. David K. Maxfield provided the Index 
for Shortwave Center 1982. Glenn Hauser resumed Listener's Notebook in alphabetical order 
after last month's "disorganized" approach. In the QSL Report, editor Sam Barto noted 
that 101 countries were reported. In his Update column, editor Tom Alleman noted that 
he has forwarded requests for information about the hoax club the "National Union of 
Radio DXers" to the United States Attorney to conduct an investigation into fraudulent 
conduct.

The topic for this month is EDXC 2007 held at Lugano, Switzerland from 1 through 4 of 
November. The first day was registration and get together at the hôtel bar. On Friday, 
2nd of November, the Conférence started with the speech of Dr. VENTURI, the Deputy 
Mayor of the City of Lugano, actually the city of "Paradiso" or Paradise, next to Lugano. 
He was very glad to see so many conférence participants at Hôtel Dischma. 

During his présentation he spoke about the City of Lugano and also about Switzerland. 
as well. Lugano has 55,000 inhabitants + 38,000 visitors at the peak season and is the 
3rd Financial City of Switzerland. 

The first speaker was Mr. Jeff White from Radio Miami International. He spoke about 
his Radio Miami International, the NASB (North American Shortwave Broadcasters ) and 
about the State of the Art of DRM in the U.S. Next speaker was Mr. Anker Petersen of 
DSWCI giving an interesting speech on the subject: DX-ing in the High Andes. This was 
a summary about his visits to South America in three différent occasions. He showed 
us the most excellent color pictures about this fascinating part of the World, the High 
Andes.

No Radio St. Helena for me. We were on a bus trip to New York City to see The Lion King 
and to do some holiday type stuff while there. Although we had a great time, I didn't 
have a good opportunity to attempt hearing Radio St. Helena. I brought along my Eton 
E5 with the hope of finding a park or some other electrically quiet spot. However, we 
were dropped off nowhere near Bryant Park - our usual location - which I was counting 
one. I tried while on the bus going home around 0000 UTC but had no luck. I was amazed 
at ail the e-mail piled up in my inbox about the station when I arrived home. It sounds 
like there signal got out nicely this year. 

A nor'easter brought severe weather into our DX plans for our second outing of the 
season to French Creek. We began watching the weather forecasts four days prior to the 
event. Winter can be a tricky and this DXpedition suffered because of it. John Figliozzi, 
scheduled to attend, had to cancel because New York State saw more than its fair share 
of snow and ice making the 4.5 hour commute unwise. I was the first to arrive but Ed 
showed as I was unpacking my gear. Ed Mauger suffered a power outage at home which 
complicated life since power had not returned prior to his arriving at French Creek. I 
left much later than usual, arriving slightly after 3:00 PM local time, in order for the 
local ice to melt a little. Rich Cuff was the last to arrive waiting for darkness and high 
winds to make the trip more exciting. 

Since cabin #10 offers numerous avenues for setting up our antennas, I took the easy 
way out. I avoided the back acreage sporting a climb up an ice coated hill for the more 
flat terrain in front of the cabin. Even with this easy path, ice coated trees and rocks 
plus wet leaves made this interesting while a chilled rain continued to fall. Later the 
winds would pick up driving rain into the side of the cabin. This continued throughout 
the night. 

African conditions seemed pretty good with a solid signal from Rwanda on 6,055 kHz 
and Uganda. I was pleased to hear a reactivated Radio Serbia International from Bijeljina, 
Bosnia on 7,240 kHz with a nice French ID as "Ici Radio Serbia Internatiomale" at 2310 
while switching languages from German to French (the next day I caught the end of the 
English broadcast on 6,100 kHz at 1948 UTC). I thought India would be promising catch- 
ing AU India Radio Mumbai's opening at 2355 but only weak signais were noted from 
other outlets. With the bad weather the day was far from perfect but Ed managed a few 
moments of happiness when his beloved Eagles upset the Cowboys. Uganda opened early, 
noted around 0210 with a wake up program and listener phone call, providing for some 
interesting late night entertainment. Radio Zambia on 5,915 kHz had an outstanding 
signal and Madagascar on 5,010 kHz opened at 0300 with a pretty respectable signal. No 
African evening would be complété without Horn of Africa music from Radio Fana on 
6110 kHz and the Voice of the Broad Masses of Eritrea Ist program on 7,100 kHz.. 

The following morning saw poor Latin America conditions but reasonable Pacific area 
réception. Laos, Myanmar, Indonesia and Papua New Guinea ail made it across the océan. 
Tantalizing station carriers and low level audio was noted from RRI Serui on 4,605 kHz 
but it never rose as anticipated. The morning closed with nice réceptions of several North 
Korea domestic outlets. During the early morning hours the lights flickered causing some 
concern about potentially losing power which was a prévalent local problem due to the 
severe icing and high winds. 

As I traveled out the park, I got a good look at the damage caused by the icy conditions, 
rain and high winds. There were trees down ail over the place with many tree limbs 
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hanging precariously low. The park roads were covered with débris and ice in many spots 
making driving hazardous. Once ont of the park things began to improve but anywhere 
trees were located experienced dropping limbs and potential hazards. 

I am leaming to enjoy whatever the shortwave bands bring during the day. The 41 and 
49 meter bands seem to be opening up a lot earlier than I remember from past DXpedi- 
tions. In any case explohng the bands provided for sorae interesting listening but really 
enjoyed catching the end of International Radio of Serbia's English program at 1948 UTC 
on 6,100 kHz after yesterday's French broadcast. Also, Radio Thailand to Europe on 9,535 
kHz and Radio ELWA on 4,760 kHz - eventually signing off at 2300 UTC - provided some 
listening highlights. 

Latin Station remained difficult as the evening wore on. Both expéditions this season 
experienced lackluster Latin conditions although Brazilians seemed to be doing pretty 
good. RRI Makassar raade another strong showing as did a handful of Indian régional 
stations. The usual pasta banquet rounded out some of the evening as we usual catch 
up on things while eating. Jury Duty Ed was first out packing up in the evening because 
he needed to serve the following day. African continued being a strong région to tune 
in with both Eritrea's at strong levels although there were fréquent transmission breaks 
marring réception. Also, the Voice of Iraqi Kurdistan on 5,335 kHz was audible after 
being unsuccessful the previous evening. 

Having stayed up later than planned due to excellent conditions the previous night, I 
decided to sleep in since Latin conditions seemed less than idéal. Nevertheless, I dragged 
myself out of bed around 0540 UTC to hear what was happening. Not much, hi! Radio 
Chaskis on 4,909.2 was there but not a lot of interest from other Latin stations for some 
reason. The Asian and Pacific régions seemed quiet this moming too with some Indone- 
sian signais audible at barely there levels. 

Although Latin America, a prime interest, was rather quiet this was a pretty good over- 
all outing. The signais from Africa were outstanding for the most part. The Asian and 
Pacific régions were also filled with usable signais. Except for deep south, things were 
reasonably good around the globe. 

Here is this month's rundown of QSLs. Many of this month's QSLs were thanks to electronic 
replies although I am expecting some postal QSL follow ups from some of these. China 
Radio International via Cerrik verified electronically promising a postal reply. Another 
electronic reply was from Trans World Radio via Wertachtal with Walter Brodowsky at 
T-Systems doing the honors. I am very pleased to have received a reply from the Voice 
of Iraqi Kurdistan, which verified an electronic report sent to the Kurdistan Démocratie 
Party-Iraq's Information Office in under an hour from Alex Atroushi. He provided sorae 
interesting background information about the station which is included in my detailed 
report about the vérification. Finally, a postal reply to note with Palau's Voice of Hope 
(T8BZ) replying with card. Rounding out this month's lot of QSLs is a reply from Anne 
Bennett at the Cotton Tree News who verified their transmission electronically. She told 
me to expect a postal reply but that it could take a while.

2007, the year that was, and 
looking ahead to 2008 

Shortwave down... 
Alas, 2007 saw continuing réductions in 
shortwave usage by broadcasters that his- 
torically have sent good signais into the 
USA. Italy's RAI ended its English language 
broadcasts on shortwave; in its later years, 
rai was good for enjoyable music during 
its English service; a few years back, rai 
featured a female announcer whose lack 
of enthusiasm made for listening that 
was simultaneously pathetic and amusing. 
She'd sigh and stifle yawns while reading 
the news, rai can still be heard in English 
a few minutes each hour on its domestic 
Notturno Italiano service; a multilingual 
news broadcast airs at the top of each hour; 
you can listen to Notturno Italiano via 
live webcast; it's also archived in hour-long 
chunks for on-demand listening. 

Radio Japan, too, has scaled back its use of 
shortwave; English language broadcasts are 
now only 20 minutes long; several language 
were discontinued outright. 

Radio Budapest ended its English lan- 
guage services mid-year, and I must admit 
I wasn't aware of their impending shutdown 
in advance; perhaps it was the time of 
year—not exactly peak listening season— 
perhaps it was the content, that few people 
felt losing Budapest in English was a great 
loss. 

As of this writing, Kol Israël may also 
see shortwave transmissions ending as of 
December 31st. Kol Israel's English language 
service is actually produced nowadays for 
a domestic audience: new immigrants to 
Israël. The old 25-minute daily English 
language broadcast is kaput; ail English 
broadcasts Eve recently heard are only 15 
minutes long. If Kol Israël follows through 

and switches off its shortwave transmit- 
ters, North American listeners will be rel- 
egated to listening to live and on-demand 
webcasts for their daily dose of news and 
perspectives from Israël. 

...Podcasts up 
While this is little solace to those who 
enjoy their international broadcasting 
via shortwave, international broadcasters 
have increased their use of podcasting 
technology in 2007. Podcasting isn't any- 
thing revolutionary to those who listen to 
streaming audio on-demand, but it does 
offer the listener more options, as audio can 
be downloaded to one's computer and then 
transferred to an mp3 player for portablç 
listening. One can use podcasting software 
on their personal computers (Windows, Mac, 
Linux) to manage audio directly on your 
computer; I actually use a web-based pod-' 
cast aggregator, Google Reader, that enables 
me to keep track of podcast sources without 
automatically downloading audio to my 
computer unless I specifically want to. 

Podcasting offers international broadcast- 
ers additional ways to increase their vis- 
ibility to new audiences that don't own 
shortwave radios, as broadcasters can list 
their offerings in several online podcast 
directories—podcast enthusiasts might 
then discover international broadcasting 
via podcasts. 

Canada's domestic cbc service has done a 
particularly good job of using podcasts 
to make archivai content available—CBC 
podcasts offer weekly installments of pro- 
gramming that won awards in years past, 
as well as programming that listeners have 
asked to hear again. Check out http://cbc. 
ca/podcasting for examples. Ireland's rte 
Radio 1 also offers archived programming 
via podcast. The BBC's various radio services, 
including both the domestic Radio 4 and 
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the World Service, increased the number 
of programs offered via podcast in 2007. 

Speaking of podcasts, see the item below 
regarding "Media Network". 

A new radio station to hit the airwaves in 
2008? 
In mid-December, Radio Netherlands 
announced it and 12 other European 
member states will team together to pro- 
duce programming for a wide European 
audience, to be funded by the European 
Commission. This new initiative is called 
the European Radio Project, and will début 
on radio in April 2008 and on the Internet 
in May 2008. Broadcasters involved will be 
Deutsche Welle, Radio France Internation- 
ale, Radio Netherlands Worldwide, Polskie 
Radio and Radio Punt (from Spain). There 
are further broadcasters from Belgium, the 
Czech Republic, Bulgarie, Greece, Hungary, 
Portugal, Romania and Slovenia. 

Whether any shortwave frequencies—es- 
pecially frequencies targeting North Amer- 
ica—will be involved remains to be seen. 
Participating members of the European 
Radio Project will be providing transmitter 
and frequency bandwidth, but whether this 
will be longwave, am, fm or shortwave has 
not yet been publicized. 

Interestingly, English will be one of the first 
languages launched by the European Radio 
Project, even though no uk participation 
has been announced.

Sudan Radio Service 

One of the shortwave services l've tried to 
catch on DXpeditions the past couple years 
has been the Sudan Radio Service. This is 
an English-language broadcast produced by 
an indépendant organization operating out 
of main offices in Nairobi, Kenya, as well as 
bureaus in Juba and Khartoum. The SRS is 
a project of Education Development Center, 
an international NGO, with support from 
the United States Agency for International 
Development (usaid). 

It's interesting to hear news of the région 
targeted specifically to the région, espe- 
cially due to the poverty and instability 
prevailing in the country. While the speak- 
ers tend to have noticeable African accents, 
they are relatively easy to understand; 
certainly easier than the heavily accented 
English one frequently hears on Eastern 
European broadcasters. 

Sudan Radio Service programming is aired 
on the uk transmitters of vt Merlin; these 
are transmitters historically used by the 
bbc World Service to target West Africa, and 
these transmissions often make it to the 
USA reasonably as well. 

Shortwave air times for English and other 
local languages for the B-07 season include 
0300-0500 on 7120; 0500-0600 on 9525; 
1500-1700 on 15575; and, 1700-1800 on 
11705, according to Daniel Sampson's and 
Ernest Riley's Prime Time Shortwave web- 
site. Programming goes to air on weekdays 
only. 

The Sudan Radio Service maintains a 
website at http://www.sudanradio.org; 
each day's audio is archived and available 
for download or streaming until the next 
édition goes to air. 
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Voice of Turkey—one of few 
alternative shortwave views of 
the Middle East 

Turkey sits in an interesting géographie 
position—seeking to influence European 
and Middle Eastern affairs. Unlike many 
Middle Eastern countries that don't see 
the need to use international broadeast- 
ing as a means to influence global opinion, 
Turkey—through the Voice of Turkey—is 
able to create awareness of Turkish atti- 
tudes, culture and opinion that serve as an 
interesting balance to other perspectives 
in the région. 

The Voice of Turkey will celebrate its 70th 

anniversary in 2008; programming airs in 
26 languages—larger than most interna- 
tional broadeasters nowadays—including 
German, Albanian, Arabie, Azéri, Bos- 
nian, Bulgarian, Croatian, Chinese, Farsi, 
French, Georgian, English, Spanish, Italian, 
Kazakh, Kyrgyz, Hungarian, Macedonian, 
Uzbek, Rumanian, Russian, Serbian, Tatar, 
Turkmen, Turkish, Urdu and Greek. 

The Voice of Turkey is part of the state-run 
broadeaster TRT, but has éditorial indepen- 
dence from its funding sources, as was 
recently emphatically stated by the host 
of the Letterbox program. 

A typical daily 55-minute broadeast con- 
tains a mix of news, current affairs, and 
culturally-oriented programming, with 
Turkish popular music providing interludes 
between the individual programs. 

Voice of Turkey programming can be heard 
via shortwave and live webcast; my own 
preference is for the webcast, as many of 
the announcers speak in accented English, 
and station modulation is often muffled. 
Best shortwave times and frequencies for 
a North American audience include 5960 
at 2300 ut and 6020 at 0400 UT. A live 
webcast is also available, and that's ray 

preferred way of listening as sometimes 
the announcers' accents make shortwave 
listening difficult in less-than-ideal propa- 
gation conditions. A link to the webcast is 
at http://www.trt.net.tr/voiceofturkey/ 
vot.htm; English airs at 0400, 0800, 1330, 
1930, 2130, and 2300 UT on the "vot-world" 
channel. It does not appear that on-demand 
audio is yet available. 

I think of the Voice Of Turkey as a good 
example of many second-tier broadeast- 
ers who have chosen to focus their efforts 
on their own country and not delve into 
global affairs. The Voice Of Turkey focuses 
on two perspectives; 1) Global and régional 
events through the perspectives of how 
they impact Turkey, and 2)Turkish news and 
culture that would be of interest to a global 
audience and Turkish expatriâtes.

Radio Ukraine International... 
still absent from shortwave? 

I mentioned in November that Radio 
Ukraine International (rui) had added on- 
demand webcast capabilities to its website; 
it appears that remains the only way to 
hear them easily in North America. I went 
looking for their evening service targeting 
North America while on a oxpedition in 
mid-December, but they weren't audible, 
and the website still says the transmitter 
is "temporarily off." 

If you want to know what's happening in 
Ukraine, or what Ukraine or Ukrainians 
think of current global affairs, it's still 
worth a visit.

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"Open Mike" programming sug- 
gestions 

Bill Tilford sent in some additional thoughts 
regarding varions shortwave programming 
of interest: 

Radio Taiwan International does a program 
of traditional music called Jade Bells And 
Bamboo Pipes, easily heard via Okeechobee 
relay, 5950 kHz, on Tuesdays (local American 
date; utc Wednesdays) from approx. 0233 and 
0333 utc ta near top of the hours. It's hosted 
by Carlson Wang, a little under a half hour, 
and very well done; it's often very pleasant 
listening whether or notyou arefamiliar with 
Chinese/Taiwanese music (if you like classi- 
cal music, there's a very good chance that 
you mil like this program). [Bill's right... 
this has long been one of the best-regarded 
programs on shortwave...éd.] 

Afrique #1 from Gabon has become a little 
more eclectic in its music programming 
in recent months; its programming now 
includes an American r&b program called 
Flashback (still a French-language charnel 
however) in addition to very good Afropop. 
Although music also appears at other times 
and frequencies, I like to graze 9580 kHz 
from 2100-2300 utc weekdays. The music 
is sandwiched between a lot of talk, but it's 
quite good when it pops up. They are aware 
that Anglophones are listening; although the 
programs aren't in English, the stray English- 
language jingle appears now. 

I would love to be able to recommend Radio 
Romania Internationales The Skylark and 
The Folk Music Box, but their transmit- 
ter 'upgrades' and frequency changes have 
rendered them temporarily ail but inaudible 
here (ironie since my town is said to have the 
largest concentration of Romanians in the 
United States). Once upon a time, I enjoyed 
them. If you are more fortunate than I, 
these are worth seeking ont. [7105 kHz at 
2300 came in OK, and 6145 at 0100 came 
in pretty well when I was at French Creek 
recently...-ed.] 

If we had been discussing all-aromd variety 
shows in recent weeks, Spain's Radio Exte- 
rior de Espana would have been on the list. 
They do one of the most best overall mixes 
of news, weather, sports, cooking, music, 
/satures etc. currently on shortwave, and 
unlike the announcers on some channels, they 
actually Sound like they are having a good 
time doing it (perhaps too good a time on 
occasion, as there is the stray blooper etc). 
It wouldn't be accurate to compare them to 
Radio Netherlands' Happy Station ofyears 
gone by, but it might be as close as well get 
these days. Best catch is 6055 at 0000 utc 
7 days/week. I write this even though they 
don't qsl and dropped Origins ofthe Spanish 
Music, a wonderful program, from the lineup. 
[Ye editor wishes they offered either live or 
on-demand webcasts of their programming, 
but this isn't the case...-éd.] 

Where were yonr programming ideas this 
past month? For January, any thoughts 
on cultural life programming, that is, pro- 
gramming that relates to domestic trends, 
values, or society in the broadcaster's coun- 
try would be sincerely appreciated.

If the great days of Australian télévision 
have faded into the doldrums of reality, only 
now to begin a creative revival considerably 
nudged by the subscription channels, then 
this enchantingly nostalgie five-part his- 
tory of Australian radio will have immense 
appeal. 

For one thing, the surprise is in how much 
of the flavour of the early days of Lux Radio 
Theatre and Caltex Theatre, Police Files and 
Randy Stone's Nightbeat have been captured 
and restored from newsreel film. No more 
than a taste, perhaps, but as Noeline Brown 
and Ita Buttrose remind us in the first épi- 
sode, listening to the radio was something 
people used to do with remarkable intensity. 
They would stare at the receiver, while - as 
we can still see in gorgeous clips - smartly 
dressed actors crowded round a single micro- 

phone stirring listeners' imaginations in 
the formidable era of the radio play, The 
youngsters in the Buttrose family would, if 
their parents were safely out of the house, 
turn down the lights and do crazy things 
with the fumiture as they allowed scary 
radio mysteries to shiver the timbers of 
their minds. 

Don't miss this show, introduced by Mike 
Hammond, for it is crammed with delights 
that bring back the days of the great Jack" 
Davey, whose nationwide audience numbers 
have never been exceeded. The opening 
crédits perfectly catch the mood and are- 
alone worth the price of admission.

Mogadishu Broadcasters Go Silent to 

Protest Government Crackdown 

19 November 2007 

Broadcasters in the Somali capital, Mogadi- 
shu, have gone off the air for 24 hours to 
protest a government crackdown on indé- 
pendant média. 

Authorities have accused Radio Simba, 
Radio Banadir and Radio Shabelle of making 
inflammatory and anti-government broad- 
casts. The government has also ordered ail 
Somali média houses to register with the 
government or face closure. 

The four local radio stations still operat- 
ing went silent Monday. Their directors say 
they want to show solidarity with three 
other stations the government shut down 
last week. 

Media advocacy groups like Reporters With- 
out Borders have strongly criticized the 
moves, saying the government is trying to 
censor unwelcome news. 
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The closed stations have reported regularly 
on the violence in Mogadishu between 
insurgents and Ethiopian troops backing 
the Somali intérim government. 

The fighting over the past 11 months has 
killed thousands, and prompted hundreds of 
thousands more to flee the Somali capital.

Japan Donates Radios to Solomon Islands 

A total of 200 portable radios were donated 
to villages in the Western and Choiseul 
provinces. 

The donation of radios came from Japan 
through the Honorary Consulate of Solomon 
Islands in Mr. Tsuguto Kitano. 

Mr Kitano is in charge of the Honorary 
Consul of Solomon Islands in Japan for 17 
years since 1990. 

The people Japan kindly donated the 200 
radios after learning the disastrous earth- 
quake and tsunami that hit the Western 
parts of the country on April 02, 2007. 

.They tried to do what they can do and were 
able to contact the Honorary Consulate of 
Solomon Islands in Japan. 

In Japan, there were lot of earthquakes also 
and the people there knew how misérable 
it was. 

Many people in Japan worry about the 
people who were suffering from the earth- 
quake and tsunami that hit these two 
provinces. 

For that reason, the Honorary Consulate 

set up Disaster Council for the Earth and 
Tsunami as a gateway for the donors. 

After considération with the people con- 
cerned, they decided to supply this useful 
emergency radio in case that similar situa- 
tion will occur again. 

The radios were shared equally among the 
two provinces with 100 radios each. 

The radio can be used for 60 minutes using 
AM frequency, 40 minutes using FM fre- 
quency, and 15 minutes of light without dry 
battery by just one minutes of rotating the 
handle of the built-in power generator. 

It is very useful in remote places where dry 
cell batteries are not readily available. If in 
case a similar disaster is to happen again, 
the people can get information and warning 
at once from this radio. 

The people of Japan are hoping that these 
radios will ultimately serve its purpose for 
the people of these two provinces.

Organizlng Your Digital DX

3im, we hardly knew ye 

James Glassman, who was appointed chair- 
man of the Broadcasting Board of Governors 
only in June, has been nominated by Prési- 
dent Bush to succeed Karen Hughes as under 
secretary of state for public diplomacy. 

Perhaps the new job, if he is confirmed by 
the Senate (likely), is a better fit for Mr. 
Glassman. During his town meeting with voa 
and ibb employées on July 10, Mr. Glassman 
said: "I just want to emphasize something 
I said back in July. l've been a journalist 
ail my life. The foundation of everything 
we do here is rock solid journalism. At the 
same time, we are not a conventional jour- 
nalism organization. We are not cnn. We are 
broadcasters who work for the United States 
government, broadcasting under a very 
clear mandate to be accurate and objective 
and comprehensive." 

So Mr. Glassman could not just let U.s. inter- 
national broadcasting provide "conventional 
journalism," and indeed left U.s. interna- 
tional broadcasters with a contradictory 
charge. I think he fancied himself more as 
a member of the administration's foreign 
policy team, than as part of the bbg's "fire- 
wall," protecting the usib newsrooms from 
administration dictâtes. He'U be happier in 
Foggy Bottom. 

Of course, some observers will say that Char- 
lotte Beers failed to make the United States 
popular, then Margaret Tutwiler failed, then 
Karen Hughes failed. I hope Mr. Glassman 
won't try a Hail Mary stunt in the waning 
raonths of the Bush Administration in a bid 
to turn around Araerican's disraal standing 
in global opinion poils. 

Public diplomacy should not be expected to 
make unpopular policies popular. A more 

realistic goal is to keep the United States 
from becoming even more unpopular. Or, 
at best, nudging world opinion from "dis- 
like extremely" to just "dislike." That could 
make the différence between engaging in 
violent acts against Americans, and merely 
yelling very loudly at Americans. 

It would also be helpful for Mr. Glassman to 
sort out which u.s. agency does what in U.S. 
international communications. The Penta- 
gon continues to demonstrate its ambitions 
to conduct public diplomacy-like campaigns 
over broad areas. To avoid redundancy or, 
worse, contradictory messages, Defense 
Department efforts should be restricted to 
PsyOp and other communications in military 
areas of opération. The State Department'? 
public diplomacy efforts would advocate and 
explain U.S. policies on a global scale. And 
U.s. international broadcasting would stick 
to the news (and, as appropriate, entertain-" 
ment). 

Making BBC look good by making 
VOA look bad 

On December 14, a story in the Times of 
London about the 75th anniversary of bbc 
World Service included this passage: '"Other 
international broadcasters are locked into 
their perspective,' says [World Service direc- 
torNigel] Chapman, pointing out that Voice 
of America employées, for example, are civil 
servants, with an explicit purpose 'to Proj- 
ect a us political view'." 

l've made something of a career describing 
the institutional différences between voa 
and bbc World Service. Yes, voa employées 
are civil service, and they take the "defend 
and uphold the Constitution" oath when 
they hire on. And the employées in the ibb 
Office of Policy "project a us political view" 
in their éditorials broadcast by VOA. But 
in saying that ail voa employées do this, 
Chapman was over the top. He should know 
better. I hope that the bbc World Service 
journalists working for him have a better 
grasp of nuance. 
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Neverthless, congratulations to 
BBCWS on its 75th. 

Nigel Chapman's howler aside, the 75th anni- 
versary of bbc World Service, celebrated in 
December, was a momentous occasion. l've 
listened to World Service for about 42 of those 
75 years. I started back before it was called 
"World Service." A bit later, the BBC 24-hour 
global English-language broadcast was 
called "World Service." Finally, the entire bbc 
external radio opération took on that name. 

After I began listening, bbc World Service 
added more and more relay stations in key 
locations, such as Ascension Island and 
Antigua. It transmitted on out-of-band 
frequencies such as 15070 and 9410, which 
almost always seemed to be in the clear. 
By the 1970s, World Service reached its 
heyday as a shortwave service. You really 
could be anywhere in the world, listening 
at any time, with a good chance of hearing 
bbc World Service English on at least one 
frequency. I could hear World Service just 
about any time on the portable shortwave 
■radios residing in every room of my then 
apartments and condos. 

(By the way, Andrew Stephen, the O.S. cor- 
respondent of the New Statesman, writing 
about spending his Christmases in the 
United States, had something to say about 
this: "I found a warm, sunny Christmas and 
no Boxing Day wildly alien at first: I would 
desperately rig up an aerial to listen through 
the static to the bbc World Service relay of 
the Festival of Nine Lessons and Carols from 
Cambridge, but the bbc's disgraceful décision 
to cease short-wave transmissions to North 
America soon put a stop to my Christmas 
Eve fix.") 

I think World Service programming was also 
in its golden âge in the 70s and 80s. World 
news on the hour was eight minutes long— 
just right. The longer news programs were 
usually not over a half hour, not wasting 
our time and optimum for radio attention 

spans. And there was a broad variety of 
drama, comedy, music, quiz, and spécial 
interest programs. The bbc even acknowl- 
edged its radio aficionado audience with 
"World Radio Club." 

Perhaps the quintessential bbc program was 
"Anything Goes," hosted by Bob Holness. 
Music requests came from ail over, giving a 
real sense of the "World" in "World Service." 
Dedications were acknowledged. Many of 
the names of those writing in were Anglo, 
from countries that were not, at least any 
longer, Anglo. Perhaps because the program 
had the whiff of the Empire, perhaps because 
it was not Cool Britannia, "Anything Goes" 
was dropped. 

This was symptomatic of a new corporate 
attitude on the part of World Service. 
Hour-long news programs have squeezed 
out much of the variety. Shortwave to 
North America, which provided that vari- 
ety to stalwart World Service listeners, was 
dropped in favor of feeds of mostly news to 
u.s. FM public radio stations. More audience, 
impressive numbers, but less variety, less 
exposure to ail that the u.K. accomplishes. 

Branding the BBC world services 

Funny how the World Service newscasts 
on the hour now just say "BBC," not "World 
Service." And its redesigned website says 
at the top, "bbc Radio World Service," and 
"Listen to the bbc's international radio sta- 
tion." Perhaps this is by way of separating 
the bbc World Service (radio) brand from the 
bbc World (télévision) brand. 

And how will the new bbc Arabie and Persian 
télévision services be identified? bbc World 
Service, because they are Foreign Office- 
funded like bbc World Service radio? Or bbc 
World, because they are télévision like the 
so-far-English-only bbc World?
