If anyone out there knows the proper address to use when sending a réception rpt. to 
BBC World Svc transmitting from the Atlantic Relay Station at Ascension Island, plz let 
me know -1 mailed my rpt to BBC WS/Atlantic Relay Stn/English Bay, Ascension Island 
(South Atlantic Océan) per PWBR - it came back to me and is sitting here, neglected, on 
my desk. This is a minor matter in the scheme of things, however. 

Last week, I was camped out at Furnace Creek in Death Valley NR This is a place that I 
have always loved - in ways that are hard to express w/words. It is an extremely harsh 
land - rocky, treeless, brooding, massive mountains devoid of trees, tortured by sizzling, 
unrelenting beat - intimidating you and making you feel awfully humble - you realize 
that the landscape is in charge - you are not. Appropriately named spots such as Coffin 
Peak, Badwater, The DeviTs Cornfield, Furnace Creek, The Funeral Range - are aptly 
named - many people have died in this hotspot - fortunately, I made it out alive - and 
I will go back. 

I took my YB 400PE w/reel antenna down there expecting to "hear the world" - however, 
initially I was let down - at Furnace Creek, much to my dismay, I turned on the radio 
and heard a mass of irritating QRM -1 asked a ranger "what gives" - he said "probably 
blâme it on the Wireless Internet contraption over at the lodge" - the "lodge" was about 
1/2 mile from my tent. Now, I wasn't going to give up the shortwave challenge ail that 
easily. So... 

The next morning I woke up at 4:15 and, gathered LOTS of H20, some other stuff and 
my DX'nalia. I headed up to Dante's View (over 5,000') and tossed my antenna around a 
Smoketree or some sort of desert tree (really a shrub) — and — pulled in the world. Yet, 
there was a drawback - the stations were fighting it out - some frequencies were pestered 
by AT LEAST 3 stations and maybe more. It was mind-boggling... Not easily intimidated, 
I did score a new country out of the mire - Uzbekistan. Also, heard what I believe was 
Jordan - didn't identify it, though - Egypt boomed in - also, heard what obviously was 
Radio East Septic (er, Sipik), Laos, and a number of unidentified Spanish speaking sta- 
tions on the lower end of the shortwave spectrum - it was pretty incredible - almost 
overwhelming in fact. 

Because of the massive bombardment of unidentifiable stns, I decided to concentrate on 
the stns that were not being pestered by other competitors - and -1 scribbled out the 
notes that have resulted in me sending about 10 réception reports out this week. The 
station that had me laughing was KJES down in NM - at the top of the hour, the little 
girl giving the stn ID almost caused me to fall down on a nearby cactus. Incidentally, 
additionally, some of this listening was done at about 7,000' at Wildrose Campground 
- the sun had dipped beneath the Panamint Mts, the température plummeted and the 
DX rolled in - so did giant moths - attracted by my Coleman lantern - they made the 
listening rather cumbersome - but - like I said earlier, I made it home in one piece. I 
love Death Valley...

In July a nasty wind 
storm brought down a huge Umb from one of the dozen or so trees in our backyard, 
taking with it a good of my antenna. In spite of that, there was still plenty of wire 
remaining up and the antenna still seemed useable, so I did not worry about it much. A 
month or so later we awoke to the fact that a huge tree on the south of our front lawn 
was dead and should corne down before it fell down. That tree also supported one end of 
the U-shaped long wire that ran around three sides of the house. Remembering that I 
had occasionally thought I might be suffering from "tired wire", I somewhat reluctantly 
decided that maybe the old one should be trashed and replaced. 

Now it came down to deciding which of the commercially-available antennas to get. I 
asked NASWAn Rich Parker, with whom I correspond, for his opinion. Quite unexpect- 
edly he offered to build an antenna for me just for the cost of parts. Since I knew Rich 
was a master at such things it wasn't long before the required amount was in his hands, 
along with a property sketch and paced off measurements. Less than ten days later a 
box was on my doorstep containing an assembled, balanced doublet, complété with an 
"Antennas For Dummies" set of instructions, just as I had asked. 

During my earlier délibérations over the antenna situation. Mark Taylor had volunteered 
to come over and put the thing up (since I no longer maintain a relationship with lad- 
ders.) I promised dinner at one of Lake Geneva's nicer restaurants as a thank you. So, 
one Saturday in late September became "Antenna Day." We had it up and connected in 
something over three hours. (Where I say "we" you should read "he" or "Mark"—ail I 
really did was hold wire.) Unfortunately, the resuit was anything but spectacular. We 
shrugged it off as being a case of bad luck, of having picked a day when conditions were 
really poor—a not uncommon affliction these days. 

After a few days it became évident that, indeed, something was amiss. Rich and I 
exchanged more letters. Eventually we concluded that we may have unthinkingly placed 
the ladder lead-in too close to the métal pipes and ducts in the basement. I figured out 
an alternate route and Mark again volunteered to come over and re-route the lead-in, 
and I offered another dinner as a thank you. So almost a month after the first Antenna 
Day we had another try. The ladder line was re-routed and made the now longer distance 
with just inches to spare. (We had eut several unneeded feet off during the first attempt.) 
The resuit? No change! Mark tried every possible combination of connections he could 
think of to eliminate this or that as a possible source of the problem. One of the elements 
in question was a commercially available antenna tuner, which Rich had indicated was 
considered an intégral part of the antenna. Through the process of élimination, Mark 
put the finger of suspicion on the potentially faulty antenna tuner 
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I called the company and asked that the tuner be replaced, which they said wouldn't be 
a problem. Once more Mark volunteered to come back and do a re-hookup, and once more 
I promised another dinner. We set it for St. Helena Day. The replacement unit arrived in 
plenty of time and we were up and flying in about 20-minutes. The new antenna did not 
improve the already disappointing signais from Radio St. Helena. However, it did open 
up new worlds elsewhere. Signais from stations unheard in literally months, even years, 
were showing up as if by magie. So, after some ten weeks of frustration, aggravation, 
appréhension and hésitation all's well that ends 

My lasting thanks to Rich Parker for his genius and generosity. And, equally, to friend Mark, 
who, by now, must know every hill and curve on Interstate 35/90 and Wisconsin Hwy 11!

It was interesting to read ail the posts of little to no réception of Radio St. Helena, 
especially in North America. 

Here I was able to record the entire broadcast from 2000, although the North American 
portion was by far the worst réception and suffered from the usual distortion as had 
been noted in the past. An e-mail to the station did not get answered. RF getting back 
into the transmitter with their antenna beam directly at the utility transmission tower 
on the RSH site. 

2000 "crash started" with a couple of time pips and the National Anthem. The first 
song was Hôtel California and at 2020 the "unofficial NA" St. Helena Island was played. 
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Throughout the first couple of hours there was mention of a contest and winners were 
selected at 0057 UTC. 

Some other highlights was the pirate heard at 2254 UTC singing over the ABBA tune 
about wanting to meet up with a lady on St. Helena (not using those words though). 

Best réception was probably between the 2200 hour to Europe when many Japanese lis- 
teners reported very good réception and received several music requests. 

Any of the pre-recorded segments (with the Governor, Commerce advisor, or the young 
school girl that read a brief history of her school) just did not have very good audio and 
was lost once it hit the shortwaves. 

Usual "classic" pop/rock tunes from ABBA, Rush, The Carpenters, Joe Cocker etc were 
played but during the North American broadcast I did not recognize more than a couple 
of tunes and very little, if any e-mails were read. 

So, I suspect our choice of a log periodic helped réception, but the beverages did do well 
early on as did the K9AY. I was using an Icom R72, while Don and Nigel used their Perseus. 

By far the worst réception in recent memory of RSH day but by far not a complété loss.

Radio St. Helena did not hunt on a Saturday evening in eastern Pennsylvania. The best 
réception that I had was of a station on 11092.5 that was playing music and which occa- 
sionally broadcast the voices of maies and females. Nothing remotely identifiable. The 
broadcasts to India, Japan, and North America were about the same-unidentifiable-and 
the European broadcast was simply not there. 

Only a north-south random wire sent a signal to my Drake R8; an amplified vertical and 
a dipole eut for 41 meters did not receive much of anything. 

Remembering that S-units vary greatly, the noise floor was S-3 and the signal on 11092 
barely raised the S-meter above that level. I wondered "Why?" For an answer, I looked at 
three propagation programs-DXToolBox, VOAProp, and a utility in the Smart R8 package. 
As I understand the programs, VOAProp relies on historical data to predict conditions 
from a solar flux and time and the other two actually calculate propagation from the 
solar flux, the day of the year and other things. I think. 

Both the DXToolBox and Smart R8 suggested that, with a solar flux of 75, a signal from 
St. Helena was not going to rise above the noise floor-a bit over S3-unless the transmit- 
ter was putting out over 2000 watts. DXToolBox, which allows power to be considered, 
suggested that a transmitter on St. Helena must put out at least 5000 watts for an S4 
signal in Wyomissing. SmartRS does not consider power and it suggested that, over the 
four and a half hours, the signal would never rise above SI. VOAProp suggested that, with 
a largish transmitter, after 2300 or so one might expect a signal in the range of S4-S6. 

I originally relied on VOAProp. Only later did I pull up the other two programs. The lesson: 
Check them ail, before-hand. The reality: I was going to listen for St. Helena regardless 
what the programs suggested!

Here is my once a year chance to send in Musings about Radio St. Helena Day 2009, 14 
November 2009. November 14th was also the day that my son was moving to his condo, 
so I planned on somehow working both events into my schedule. Fortunately, I was home 
in the mid-afternoon and turned on both my RSA and NRD-525 at 2005 UTC. By 2007 
UTC, I picked up my first ID of the day, a time check, followed by The Eagles singing 
"Hôtel California." At 2010, a partial ID was heard: "You are tuned to RSH broadcasting 
on the shortwave..." the rest unclear. Another partial ID was heard at 2013 UTC: "You are 
tuned to RSH...11092.5..." I continued listening to a program of music until 2032 UTC, 
with the music propagating well enough to distinguish but not identify the names of the 
sélections. No further ID's were possible and the signal was virtually unreadable by 2035 
UTC at my location. I tried again at 2200 for their program to Europe and experienced a 
high noise floor. My RSA and 100 foot longwire succeeded in picking up a weak signal, 
with musical sélections heard beginning and ending. It was not possible for me to ID 
them and any station ID's were not detected. By 2217, the signal was lost amidst the 
noise. That would be the last I would hear of their programming. I believe my 100 foot 
longwire was better suited to this frequency, since my PAR End-Fed Z on the NRD-525 
wasn't able to raise a readable signal. Passband tuning on my RSA also helped raise the 
signal. I was delighted to hear enough programming for a réception report to Radio St. 
Helena, considering réception conditions. I hope others fared as well, since it appears 
the signal had a very difficult time reaching the east coast of North America.

I have corne across a station that is most unusual and wonder if I can get some help 
with it. The station is AU India Radio on 9870 kHz. Passport to World Band Radio says 
the transmitter is in Bangalore and the WRTH says Bangaluru (the same place? - yes - 
RAD). Both agree that it is a domestic service and indeed, the programming is in Hindi 
(sorry l'm not into various languages) and it is ail classical Indian music (seems slightly 
modemized). The only ID (?) I heard was at 1300 UTC and was "Music Millenia." I also 
heard just before that the words "vivid patch" but I couldn't tell if this was the name 
of a song or the performers. I have heard this station as early as 1230 UTC and as late 
as 1630 UTC. So far, I haven't heard the very beginning or end but it seems mostly the 
morning here, it's not on the afternoons. 

The mystery is that it's SINP0 55555! And this by a Grundig YB-300PE. The station is rock 
solid although there was a hint of a shiver at times. I also got it very good on a couple 
of smaller radios, Grundig Mini-300 and Mini-100. Using their whips also, the signal was 
very good with a hint of fade. 
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I then tried my Sony ICF-SW100, also with its whip. It might be slightly off as it bas 
been repaired twice by Sony (the ribbon disconnected) but I found the signal centered 
on 9871.5 kHz. 

I remember hearing of some Indian superstations coming on but this seems much too 
good a signal from any of those. Any ideas?

Réception of the annual R. St Helena Day broadcast (14 November) was heard very well 
here, although the band took a dump long before their North/central America transmis- 
sion. Since their 2006 revival broadcast, l've usually been able to hear their transmissions 
to each of the several target areas, with North America naturally being the strongest. 
I have an unbalanced Vz-wave dipole that's eut for 25 meters and oriented towards the 
southwest, and this is a pretty good "St. Helena" antenna. 

This year, they were best heard between 2000-2205, for transmissions beamed to India 
and Japan. Signais were as strong as 70dB on my Collins 51S-1, and I had armehair copy 
out on the patio with the Lowe HF-150 and a random wire. However, when they changed 
the heading to Europe at 2200, they were ail but gone. I did try to hear them again at 
2330 when they moved the beam to North America, but they were extremely weak.

Welcome to the new BBG 

The big news since we last met is that 
Président Obama announced, on November 
18, his nomination of former CNN chairman 
Walter Isaacson as chairman of the Broad- 
casting Board of Governors. He will also 
submit nominations for the full complément 
of seven members of the bipartisan board, 
including Bush Administration spokesper- 
son Dana Perino as one of the Republicans. 
So, if they are confirmed, we will have an 
entirely new BBG. 

The BBG oversees ail of U.S. government 
funded international broadcasting. This 
includes Radio Free Europe/Radio Liberty, 
inc.. Radio Free Asia, Inc., Middle East 
Broadcasting Networks, Inc., which consists 
of Arabic-language broadcasters Radio Sawa 
and Alhurra, and the International Broad- 
casting Bureau, under which is the Voice of 
America and the Office of Cuba Broadcast- 
ing, whose elements are Radio and TV Marti. 
Are you still with me? 

With the présent Board, through attrition, 
down to four members (plus the ex officio 
Secretary of State), many of my colleagues 
at VOA were hoping the Obama Adminis- 
tration would dissolve the BBG. They are 
annoyed at the BBG because it has elimi- 
nated several VOA language services, mostly 
to East European countries, and has eut back 
on shortwave radio in favor of télévision 
and the internet. 

The new members of the Board will not 
only have unhappiness from the ranks to 
look forward to. As part of their firewall 
function, they will also have to fend off, 
and thus incur the animosity of, members 
of Congress and administration officiais, 
who might want the elements of US inter- 
national broadcasting to emphasize this, 
or to downplay that, or not to interview 
some insalubrious character. AU told, given 
the likelihood of antipathy from above and 

below, membership in the BBG is not for 
those who crave affection. 

No substitute for a board 

There is, nevertheless, no substitute for a 
bipartisan board, with fixed and staggered 
terms, to protect the independence and 
thus the credibility of the entities as news 
organizations. Public broadcasters abroad, 
including the BBC, Canadian Broadcasting 
Corporation, Australian Broadcasting Cor- 
poration, Norsk Riskringkasting, Sveriges 
Radio, etc., are statutory independent cor- 
porations, with similar boards, and news 
output that is respected. 

The staggered terms of BBG members mean 
that no one président, at one instance, 
can change the entire board, which could 
in turn change the managements of the 
entities, thus creating a credibility-jarring 
change of tone with each new administra- 
tion. Except that's what just happened, 
with Président Obama nominating ail eight 
members in one fell swoop. This was due to 
deferred action at the end of the previous 
administration and the beginning of the 
présent, as well as Senate politics involved 
with nominations to a bipartisan board. 

Why go to such lengths to provide this 
protection for news opérations that will, 
from time to time, have to transmit news 
unfavorable to the United States, or not in 
sync with US policy objectives? Three main 
reasons. First, it's necessary to attract an 
audience, which is seeking reliable news as 
an antidote to state controlled news in their 
own countries. Second, comprehensive news 
is the antidote to disinformation spread by 
dictators, terrorists, and other global mis- 
creants. Third, providing such a useful news 
service speaks well for the United States. 
Inflicting propaganda would do the opposite. 

There certainly is a place for advocacy on 
behalf of U.S. foreign policy. It's the job of 
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the public diplomacy offices of the State 
Department, including the America.gov 
website, now in seven languages. Interna- 
tional broadcasting and public diplomacy are 
necessarily conducted by separate agencies, 
in separate buildings, in différent parts of 
town. The BBG should maintain that distance. 

Australia's international broadcast- 
ing ambitions 

The other big news was the speech by Aus- 
tralian Broadcasting Corporation managing 
director Mark Scott, who outlined plans 
(yet to be funded) for a hugh expansion 
of Australian international broadcasting. 
Radio Australia and Australia Network (the 
international télévision channel) would be 
merged as one brand. The centerpiece of 
the expansion would be an ambitious global 
télévision channel, to compete with the 
likes of CNN International, BBC World, and 
Al Jazeera English. 

In his speech, Mr. Scott combined the term 
"public diplomacy" with "soft power" to 
corne up with the unfortunate "soft diplo- 
macy." AU these terms are inappropriate for 
a news organization. An international news 
channel, if it is to be crédible, and it must 
be to have an audience, cannot be part of 
diplomacy. Rather, it reports on diplomacy. 
Furthermore, there is nothing "soft" about 
hard news. 

Australia must décidé if it wants its inter- 
national télévision channel to be a news 
station or a public diplomacy station. Which 
is the same thing as deciding whether it 
wants its international télévision channel 
to have an audience or not. This is because 
a channel devoted to public diplomacy won't 
have an audience, or at least not much of 
an audience. The audience for international 
broadcasting views or listens to get news 
that is more comprehensive, reliable, and 
crédible than they news they get from their 
domestic média. 

If Australia wants to do public diplomacy 
via télévision, it should purchase 60-second 
spots on télévision stations that have large 
audiences because they do news rather 
than public diplomacy. These would include 

international channels such as CNN Interna- 
tional and BBC World, and the more popular 
domestic channels in countries important 
to Australian foreign policy. 

Responding to criticism about the ambigui- 
ties of his plan, Mr. Scott wrote: "The ABC 
has been in the business of 'soft diplomacy' 
for 70 years through Radio Australia and 
has been operating an international télévi- 
sion network for nearly ail this decade. Our 
international broadcasting responsibilities 
are in the ABC Charter. Like the BBC and a 
number of other global public broadcasters, 
through our international opérations we put 
the nation on show. It is part of our core 
business. What we offer is not state broad- 
casting or government propaganda: the 
ABC's international broadcasting opérâtes 
to the same standards for independence as 
the ABC's domestic service." 

A subtext here is a budding rivalry, even 
enmity, between Mr. Scott and Rupert Mur- 
doch, CEO of News Corporation. From an ABC 
report: "'Spending $800 million putting 
Australian culture and didgeridoos around 
the world is huge over-reach,' [Murdoch] 
told Sky News. Left unsaid was the fact Sky 
is bidding against the ABC for the contract 
to broadcast the Australia Network across 
the Asia-Pacific." 

Karl Quinn write in the Brisbane Times: 
"Scott is no doubt making a play to have 
the ABC reappointed as the content provider 
for Australia Network (the contract expires 
in 2011), as The Age's Ari Sharp has pointed 
out. But this leads to a central internai con- 
flict in the argument. On the one hand, the 
ABC is 'scrupulously independent' and edito- 
rially pure, Scott argues. ... On the other, 
the ABC is putting itself at the service of 
the Australian government, to do its foreign 
policy bidding. It may well be that this is not 
an incompatible position in practice, but in 
principle it seems enormously problematic." 

Problematic indeed.

Radio Australia, the ABC's international 
radio broadcaster, has begun broadcasting 
to Burma. The Burmese language service 
began Monday morning, with two news 
broadcasts. 

Radio Australia's Chief Executive, Hanh 
Tran, said Burma's élections next year and 
increased international attention on the 
military-led country prompted the décision 
to start the new radio service. "This is the 
first new language service for Radio 
Australia in more than 15 years," he said. 
Mr Tran told Radio Australia's Connect Asia 
program that the création of the Burmese 
service expands the broadcaster's brief to 
provide impartial news and information to 
the région. 

"Our audience has always been those who 
are in developing countries. Their access to 
information is limited, for reasons of poor 
infrastructure, or state control, or 
sometimes the reasons relate to stability in 
the région: he said. 
"We don't go along the activist path of 
régime change or anything like that. In fact 
the service we provide Burmese people is no 
différent from what we provide people in 
China, in Vietnam, those countries (that) 
are having very good bilatéral relations with 
Australia." 

The broadcasts will be transmitted to Burma 
seven days a week on shortwave frequencies 
12010 and 17665. The Burmese service will 
begin as a 15-minute news broadcast on 
shortwave, satellite and online at 5:30 am 
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local time, and repeated three times across 
peak morning listening times. More 
broadcasts will be added in the evening as 
the service grows. 

Cherry Mangrai, producer of the Burmese 
service, says though access to the Internet 
is limited in Burma, she expects a wide 
audience to tune in via shortwave. "A lot of 
people would have transistor radios that 
they can tune in on shortwave, and that is 
still very very popular in the whole of 
Burma, so my audience is I think, 50 million 
plus," she said. Ms Mangrai says there 
currently are four shortwave radio services 
broadcasting into Burma, two from the 
United States and two from Europe. 

Of Radio Australia's addition to the field, 
she said: "Corning from this région doser to 
Burma, it would be very good, would be 
very refreshing for the people in Burma.

Sending Shortwaves of Hope from 
Manhattan to China: Starting at 6 a.m. 
every morning, the news script begins to be 
prepared for the anchor. At 9 a.m., the 
anchor gets in, préparés for an hour. At 10 
a.m., to the frustration of communist 
authorities and the deUght of ordinary 
citizens in mainland China, the Sound of 
Hope Radio Network (S0H) starts its live 
shortwave news broadcast from a cramped 
Manhattan office. S0H was founded in 2003 
by a group of Chinese human rights 
activists, most of them practitioners of the 
Falun Gong spiritual discipUne. Its base is in 
San Francisco, with offices in New York and 
around the world. It broadcasts into China 
eight hours a day, getting by on a skeleton 
staff and shoestring budget. The station 
pays for its operating costs mostly from 
donations. Of those who founded the 
station, some had professional backgrounds 
in broadcast journalism in China, while 
many didn't. "Some staff work [day jobs] 
full time, they do this at night. Some can 
spend a lot of time on this," said Yue Chen 
chief editor at the S0H New York office. "So 
for us, our source of funding is really 
important; if funding permitted, we could 
do much more." The network has become a 
platform for Chinese académies, dissidents, 
activists, and commentators inside and 
outside China to express their opinions and 
stances; about half a dozen have their own 
regular column, while others take up 
invitations to comment on topical news and 
events. The uncompromising attitude has 
lead to some difficulties. Staff report that 
their faraily members in China g et visits 
from security officiais. The station covers ail 
of the mainland, including Tibet and 
Xinjiang. The signal also finds its way to 
Japan and Korea at times, as shortwave 
hobbyists there have attested to in letters 
to SOH's office. Shortwave radio culture is 
far more developed in China than in the 
West, since for years after the Cultural 
Révolution it was the only way for Chinese 
people to access foreign média. Media with 
the backing of Western govemments like 
the BBC, Voice of America, and Radio Free 
Asia have ail been broadeasting shortwave 
into China for years, but SOH says it can 
bring something new to the table. Listeners 
have written or called into SOH saying they 
stopped tistening to Voice of America or 
Radio Free Asia, instead opting for the SOH 
broadcast.

RUSSIA DX NEWS FR0M KAMCHATKA: Last 
August I toured the Kamchatka peninsula in 
the Russian Far East. In addition to 
sightseeing (lots of volcanoes and salmon- 
catching bears), I also did some listening 
and visited the State radio and TV station in 
Petropavlovsk to collect some information. 

The large Yelizovo transmitting station (LW, 
MW and SW) is located right next to 
Yelizovo Airport, 32 km North-West of 
Petropavlovsk. AU FM and TV broadcasts 
originate from Mishennaya Hill overlooking 
Petropavlovsk. The FM stations I noted are 
103.5 R Mayak, 104.5 R Tri, 105.5 R SV and 
106.0 Yevropa Plyus. 

R Mayak is parallel to 576 MW, but on FM it 
is interrupted for local programmes during 
the last 10 minutes of each hour between 
2100-0600. R Rossii's Far East programme is 
also broadcast from Yelizovo on 180 LW and 
5920 SW. I found réception somewhat 
disappointing and they - as well as Yunost 
and Mayak - may be running at reduced 
power. On 5920 I also noticed slight 
distortion and a hum; on comparison, 5940 
Arman came in much better with a solid and 
well-modulated signal. 

R Rossii is interrupted for régional 
programmes Monday-Friday only at 
1910-1930, 2010-2100, 2300-2330, 
0110-0130, 0510-0530 and 0810-0900. At 
2040-2055 and 0710-0725 there are 
segments in vernaculars, alternately in 
Koryak and Itelmen. The programme 
"Kamchatka Fishing" (Kamchatka 
Rybatskaya) is no longer Usted in the WRTH 
but is still on the air on Fridays only at 
2010-2040 on ail of R Rossi's frequencies: 
180 LW, 5920 and 69.72 0IRT FM. Sorry to 
say that I did not succeed in getting it 
confirmed that they shift 5920 to 6075 kHz 
in winter. 

R Rossii and R Mayak are commercial and R 
Yunost usually identifies as "YuFM". I 
checked the low-power MW outlets listed for 
Kamchatka many times, but no joy. They 
may be off or I was beyond their reach, 
staying mostly in Southern Kamchatka. 
Other stations noted from the Far East and 
Siberia were: Arman 5940 and 7320, Yakutsk 
7140, 7200 and 7345 and Krasnoyarsk on 
6085. (Van Delft via DSWCI DX Window)

understand. Now at 2050 it sounds like a 
radio drama, and I absolutely cannot follow 
what it is about. (George Marotti via 
Dxplorer) Finally heard it. Pair at 2000. 
Wayne Bastow, Australia via ARDXC Yahoo 
Group) Listening since *2000 with usual 
prgming, stn anmts and pops. Some decent 
peaks but overall tough copy. John 
Herkimer via Dxplorer Yahoo Group) I have 
Radio St. Helena on 11092.5. Heard at 20:00 
with very weak, but readable signal with 
songs by Lynard Skynard and The Eagles 
amongst others. By 21:00, signal here now 
barely audible. Hopefully will pick up for 
Europe and North America. This is always 
fun. (John M. Fisher, North Chelmsford, MA 
via Dxplorer) Very good to good réception 
now. At 2100 BBC time pips and 
acknowledging Indian reports. Ron my 
borther got back two e-mails and they 
played his musical request as well. Very 
good réception in these poor condition days 
of low sun spots. Greetings one and ail. 
(Victor A. Goonetilleke 4S7VK, "Shangri-la". 
Sri Lanka via Dxplorer) Very bad here in MD 
— no comparison to past years when had a 
hope of good levels even early on. Just 
above the noise here on ail receivers, 
including R8B and RX-340. (Dan Robinson 
râi Dxplorer) Great you guys in the US are 
hearing it. Worldwide réception, ncluding 
here in S.Asia, Japan. Better stignals I am 
sure when they beam your way. Still going 
good. Acknowledged my report at 2106. 
Very fast tum around. My mail went off at 
2103 and they announced at 2106, not bad 
at ail for organization. My brother is 
listening 50 métrés away in his ham hack 
and compating notes with me on our VHF 
repeater. He is using his Icom IC706MKn 
and 40 metre Moxon beam. He got his 
musical request played as well! He was a R/ 
0 on ships and sailed past them many times 
and listened to the MW, as well as to Tristan 
Radio!! I am using the 80 metre inverted V 
giving best réception, up to SIO 344 with 
the SSB quality spoiling a bit. I am off to 
sleep. 3 a.m. here. (Victor A. Goonetilleke 
4S7VK, "Shangri-la". Sri Lanka via Dxplorer) 
Nothing heard here so far. Maybe later when 
the beam turns this way. (Dan Ferguson via 
NASWA Yahoo Group) I was able to hear 
enough at sign on (I HOPE) to be able to 
qualify for the QSL. Right now (2157 UTC) 
absolutely nothing here on the east 
coast...Long Island. (John Schneider via 
NASWA Yahoo Group) Good signais here 
(near 53 deg north in western Canada) from 
the start, very consistent. Did not notice 
any différence thru any of the times when 
the beam was supposed to change, although 
it certainly isn't getting any weaker. Strong 
on the log periodic but still decent on some 
of the beverages as well. The audio, as in 
other years, is not perhaps as crisp and 

understandable as it could be with some 
audio tailoring. (Don Moman via Dxplorer) 
Nothing here in the last couple of hours. 
(Jerry Berg via Dxplorer) I tuned in around 
2140 and could hear them just above the 
floor (broadcasting to Japan/ Asia at that 
time) Now at 2245 I can hear them slightly 
better but there seems to be some fade that 
not the for Japan signal. In both cases nada 
on the loop but the 6925 dipole is pulling it 
in. (Mike Rohde, Columbus, 0H) It has been 
poor but steady since I began tuning about 
2130. I can distinguish between music and 
talk, man and woman ancrs, and on peaks 
occasional words are intelligible and some 
music can be identified. But hasn't yet risen 
to the level where I can make out the gist 
of programming for any appréciable length 
of time. (Don Jensen via NASWA Yahoo 
Group) St. Helena heard piano music "The 
Entertainer" 2244-2245 before signal fell 
into static. Will continue listening. (Michael 
R. Perry, Los Angeles, CA ) I could hear bits 
of music at times but was barely audible for 
the most part and now completely gone at 
2255. This one tanked very quickly as they 
were surprisingly readable at *2000. A 
disappointing year (so far). (John Herkimer 
via Dxplorer) Heard with threshold signal at 
2000-2030. Could make out some music and 
announcements but nothing definite. Since 
than signal has disappeared below noise 
level. 603-Spain with a wow signal, also 
Morocco on 612 killing it. (Stephen Wood- 
MA via NASWA Yahoo Group) I now have 
absolutely nothing after I thought I was 
beginning to start to propagate at 2250. 
(Steve Price-PA via NASWA Yahoo Group) 
Still good here. Has not changed too much 
since the start. A little better at the 
moment. Rod Stewarts "Sailing at 2300 UTC. 
Did have a pirate test out his vocals with a 
sea shanty a few minutes ago. He is sooo 
lonely tonight. A lot of Japanese listeners 
being greeted. (Mick Delmage via Dxplorer) 
It is now 2306. Since they switched the 
beam heading to Europe at 2200, the signal 
is either not there or very (very) faint. It 
probably doesn't help that my noise floor is 
S3.. (Ronald J. Hunsicker, Wyomissing, PA) 
Poor here when I re-checked at 2300 UTC. 
Playing the Carpenters "Top of the World" 
at 2305 UTC. I fear the MUF may already be 
too low for us to hear them at 2330 UTC 
when they direct the beam our way. My 
réception was much better at 2100 UTC.

(Bob Wilkner via 
DXplorer) From Bob's observation, it seems 
highly unlikely that my unidentified is a 
Brazilian. I noted that I had not identified 
the language, but suggested that the 
"sound" of the speaking might be Brazilian 
religious. By that observation, I meant that 
it consisted of long speech segments by 

man or woman, speaking with little 
emphasis or inflection. Evangelical 
Protestant preachers usually are more 
animated. The Brazilian religious stns are 
mostly Roman Catholic and seem much 
lower key. But I now feel it is unlikely to be 
a Brazilian. Could it be Tadjik Radio? 
Propagationally it seems possible. I had not 
considered that as a possibility but maybe. I 
will continue to work on this one as 
conditions allow. Thanks for the help! 
Jensen via DXplorer) Tajik Radio is 
definitely a possibility as they used to be 
heard well here in So CA around 0200 
peaking on the old 4.635 channel - the 
other night I did hear a weak station on 
4.765 in that time frame which seemed to 
have the Tajik R format.
