FRENDX: Twenty-Five Years Ago (December 1985) 

Spectrum World Broadcasting was holding its Third International Broadcasting Marathon 
between December 23rd and January 2nd noted Gerry Sinclair, Station Manager. In Tech- 
nical Topics, editor Skip Arey published a report from Dan Robinson about réception from 
East Africa. In the Computer Corner, editor Bill Cole wrote about the SWARL logbook pro- 
gram for the Apple computer and provided an update on the ANARC BBS. The Woodpecker 
Project t-shirts were selling for US$10.00 postpaid from the ANARC OTH Radio Committee. 
In The Awards Program column, John Kapinos reported that 11 individuals picked up a 
batch of awards in December. Ray Niekamp wrote "DXpedition, Minnesota Style". Editor 
Jerry Lineback's Scoreboard column featured results from 101 members with 23 report- 
ing 200 or more countries heard and 9 reporting 200 or more countries verified. In Log 
Report D, editor Wally Treibel noted only 128 loggings reported compared to 300 during the 
summer. Tiare Publications announced the release of Gerry Dexter's newest book, "Secrets 
of Successful QSLing", which became an instant classic. A four-page news release from 
NDXE Global Radio and H. D. Norman, Jr. called the station the world's first stereo high fre- 
quency station was looking for advertisers with a project sign on date of Outy 4, 1986. SA/

Recall the first I worked 
on was a Hallicrafters S-38. They and National, Hammarlund and Collins were the big 
names then.

The first topic is the Rhein Mein Radio Club's spécial broadcast. Germany's Rhein Mein 
Radio Club did a spécial broadcast to make up for the cancelled Radio St. Helena Day 2010 
broadcast on 9th of October, the day when the original Radio St. Helena was scheduled 
to go on the air. This spécial broadcast was first targeted to Europe which was heard here 
with heavy interférence from Deutsche Welle and China Radio International and later to 
North America, which was totally inaudible in Japan. 

Because of the poor réception in Japan and other Asian countries, RMRC, Rhein Mein 
Radio Club, planned another spécial broadcast targeting Asia with coopération of JSWC. 
The time and frequency was on October 23, Saturday, from 13:00 to 14:00 UTC on 11640 
kHz from Lithuanian transmitter. This v/as poor in the beginning, but the latter half 
from 13:30 was pretty well heard with SI0 454 to 353. QSL card has been issued from 
Rhein Mein Radio Club and e-mail version of the cards were already received by many 
Japanese listeners. 

The second topic is termination of Japanese service of AWR, Adventist World Radio. AWR's 
média center here had announced the termination of short wave transmission of their 
Japanese service from Guam at the end of October. They are broadcasting 30 minute 
program in our morning (2100 UTC) and evening (1300 UTC). A few years ago, KTWR 
terminated their Guam transmission and moved to domestic AM and FM radio and AWR 
had decided to take the same route. 

The third topic is EDXC 2010 in Turkey. This annual event was held in Ankara, Turkey 
from 30th September through 3rd October. I attended and enjoyed to see many old friends 
there. To my surprise, Director General of External Service of Voice of Turkey told us they 
had a plan to initiale Japanese and Mongolian language services in the future. He did 
not say when, but this is encouraging news to many Japanese listeners. 

For this year's EDXC, by the efforts of Dr. Ufuk, Chief of German Section, Voice of Turkey 
took very good care of us including visit to their short wave transmitter site in Emirler. 
Many of attendees were interviewed by their home language sections and I was inter- 
viewed by English section announcer, Mrs. Aytekin Cemre. 

By the way, utilizing my JAL mileage ticket, I am planning to attend Hamfest India 2010 
at Pollachi, South India. I may see some of you there.

World Radio Club 1978 recordings online: On an offshore radio focused newsletter BBC 
producer Tony Street asked if anyone had recordings of World Radio Club as there were 
none in the BBC World Service archives. I knew I had three on cassette and have found 
two of them. These have now been recorded as mpB's and uploaded to my 4Shared account 
for downloading or streaming. 

One is when I was a studio guest, it was broadcast on Wednesday 22 February 1978 at 
0815 1330 and 2315 and on Friday 24 February 1978 at 2100.1 talk about the forthcom- 
ing World Administrative Radio Conférence which included on its agenda a proposai to 
expand the shortwave broadcasting bands. Mike Ashdown of Racal then talks about a 
satellite communications unit that fits into a land rover. 

The second is from earlier the same month, or late January, and featured well known UK 
DXer Gordon Darling talking about médium wave DX'ing. The interview was recorded at a 
Reading meeting on 21 January which World Radio Club présenter Peter Barsby attended. 
The other feature was on digital tape recording. 

The recording I have been unable to find featured UK DX'er Gordon Pilling talking about 
his recent visit to Southern Africa, also interviewed at the Reading meeting. 

Bach édition had a propagation report from Henry Hatch, DX news by téléphoné from 
Noël Green and from BBC Monitoring and David Ansell, these were read in the studio. 
With the BBC World Service reducing its shortwave transmissions it's fascinating to look 
back and hear how shortwave propagation and frequency usage was so important for 
them at that time.

At the latest Shadow Lake Radio Camp I was going to erect a tilted folded terminated 
dipole (T2FD) that I had built to resonate around 7350 kHz. Unfortunately, I did not 
realize that the connection at the balun was not strong enough to handle the stress and 
it broke in two. Harold Sellers and I then scrambled to erect a G5RV. 

Back home I have managed to correct the weak points and have it installed between two 
trees beside my house. Man, is this a quiet antenna! Despite being in cottage country, I 
have some big problems with QRN - mainly from hydro-related RFI and Wifi. Using this 
antenna the noise problems seem to have vanished to the point that at 1530 UTC today I 
was listening to V0A in Spécial English via the Philippines on 9760 kHz with a good but 
fluttery signal on my Eton E-l. Then I tuned in Radio Free Asia via Palau at 1600 with a 
good signal. My Drake SPR-4 is still hooked up to the loaded Windom antenna. Both V0A 
and RFA were audible but réception conditions were very noisy. 

So, I guess the moral of the story is, if you can't eliminate the QRN - erect a quieter 
antenna.

Countries and the awards program: It is very sad that the SW hobby is at a point to where 
country counting is pretty much a non-issue, especially for DXers that just got started 
within the last decade or so. I suspect that only folks like me, who began DXing back in 
the golden âge of SW DXing mentioned by Don Jensen, and still have countries to verify 
that are even interested. 

I started DXing back in 1976, with many extremely long inactive periods over the years. 
Fortunately I was able to keep up with most of my QSLs over the years, and am still 
actively working on upping my verified country totals for the NASWA awards. Last year 
I finally applied for ail of the NASWA Awards that I was eligible for, and still have some 
more frames to pick up before I have them ail mounted. Many thanks to Gary Neal! Every 
since I applied the awards, I have been keeping an eye out in the bulletins each month 
for the NASWA awards announcement column but haven't seen one since. Has the lack 
of activity for the awards program curtailed these announcements? 

Unfortunately, back in the day, I was not very consistent with follow-up reports, PFCs 
and such, so there are many countries lacking in my totals that should have been rather 
easy at the time. In fact, it is only within the last year or so that I finally passed the 
150 countries verified mark (currently 156). 

I am still struggling to qualify for the basic Africa continental award (33/40), and not 
sure I will be able to achieve that one due to lack of responses. I am also lacking the 
Asia DXpert (37/50) and Oceania DXpert (14/17) awards, with the Oceania award being 
achievable if I can get the 3 PNG radio countries that I am lacking or one of the Irian 
Jaya stations to respond to my follow ups.

Also make sure that if it's located out where it's visible to visitors, it can be closed up 
so it's not an eyesore to your other half. Hide ail the wires too if you're in a common 
room. This will prevent curious fingers and pets from damaging things they don't know 
anything about. 

My CW Elmer, Paul NG7Z, set up a shack in his condo living room and had his antennas 
out on the balcony so small things can produce good results!

QSL returns seem to be gradually picking up with some nice replies in this month's batch 
of stuff.

Although I prefer the tradi- 
tional postal reply, especially for the exotic international stamps on the envelopes, any 
reply will do at the end of the day. If stations will reply only by electronic means that 
makes things very difficult for radio listeners that have not taken to computers and the 
Internet.

Report was sent to 
inbox@brtpc.by (which also appeared on the letterhead of the attachment) but the reply 
came from omts@brtpc.by. I présumé either would be good for any future reports. The 
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letter notes: "We are dreadfully sorry for such long time answering. Although we are 
very pleased that there are people who are interested in shortwave radio broadcasting 
outside borders of our country. We accept the fact of your réception our shortwave radio 
from Grodno. At présent time RUE "BRTPC" carries ont radio translation of state radio 
programs "First National channel of Belarusian radio" and "Radio channel Culture"... RUE 
"BRTPC" wishes you to have a nice réception. We were amazed to receive your letter and 
thankful for your interest in us." Next, Adventist World Radio - Wertachtal verified with 
a full data "Voice of Hope" card, a short personal letter and some 2011 pocket calendars 
from v/s Eunice Calvo-Trindade, AWR Listener Services. She noted that the card has the 
wrong postal address (39 Brendon Street in London) and that the correct postal address 
is: AWR, 1 Milbanke Court, Milbanke way, Bracknell RG12 1 RP, England. Third, US Pirate 
station Thinking Man Radio verified an electronic report with an electronic reply from 
TMR who noted "Yes you were in indeed tuned into Thinking Man Radio and our show 
#13. This was the first broadcast with our upgraded and improved dipole antenna. We 
experienced technical difficulties and had to eut the show short by about 5-8 minutes. 
Thinking Man Radio is sorry for that but we have fixed things and we are back in busi- 
ness. This station is dedicated to EREE thought and reflection. Until next time, think 
as you and I are not what we eat....we are what we think." Finally, Radio PMR (PRIDNE- 
STROVIE (Moldavian S.S.R.)) verified an electronic follow up report with an E-QSL in one 
day from v/s Anatoly Kirsa, Director of the Radio PMR who apologized for not responding 
to previous reports because "our former building (Rozy Lyuksemberg 10) was destroyed 
in 2008 when The Dnestr River overflowed, so fortunately now we are in another build- 
ing." Previous replies from Wilkins and Berg motivated me to do my follow up. 

The first DXpedition trip to French Creek State Park certainly got the DX juices flowing. 
We enjoyed mild weather making trekking through the woods doing antenna work a real 
pleasure. I even saw a hiker using the trail on my way back to the cabin. Bob Montgom- 
ery and Dave Turnick were unloading their gear as I arrived. Later we were joined by Ed 
Mauger and John Figliozzi. Unfortunately, the listening conditions were uneven at best. 

Conditions were pretty good the first afternoon with Thailand and DW-Trincomalee making 
appearances. The new clandestine station, Radio Free Sarawak was also noted. Africans 
were decent with Niger noted for the first time in a long time on 9,705 kHz. The Latin 
stations were somewhat quiet but there was a surprise spécial broadcast for the crew from 
pirate station the Voice of Kaos. A QSL was promptly received for this transmission. 

I was a late riser the following morning. Bob noted conditions were good at 0430 local 
(0930 UTC) but deteriorated after that. By the time I arrived behind the radio dial at 
1130 UTC things were almost awful. Some Papua New Guinea stations were heard at weak 
levels as were the three Aussies on 120 meters. A possible logging of an Indonesian on 
4,920 kHz with the Song of the Coconut Islands but not much else noted deeply under 
a Chinese station. 

After running some errands in 60 degree weather (did spring arrive before winter?), 
visiting the gym and distributing the Flashsheet I returned to the cabin for some after- 
noon listening.

A personal favorite, 
RTE Radio One via Meyerton was heard although the level wasn't nearly as good as last 
season. Rich Cuff arrived around 4:00 PM local as Dave Turnick was packing up his gear; 
the changing of the guard. Rich could only stay for a short while so by 5:00 PM local he 
packed up and headed for home. 

Late afternoon brought a return of Bolivia to the dials with logs from Eco, Mosoj Chaski 
and Santa Ana leading the way. Reactivated Chinese régional Qinghai PBS was heard 
too. The evening meal was the traditional pasta banquet with meatballs, Italian bread, 
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a bottle of wine, and a pudding dessert. That event usually kills the rest of the evening 
but we eventually raanaged to get back to the dials for more listening activity. 

The final morning saw awful conditions to just about everywhere. There just wasn't 
much to be had this morning. John was the first to hit the road by 7:00 AM local, a wise 
movel Bob, Ed and I struggled through the rest of the morning with little to show for 
it. The unseasonably warm weather may have had a hand in the inconsistent listening 
conditions with noise levels rising and dropping on many occasions. Nevertheless, there 
were always good opportunities where you could tune into something. We plan to attack 
French Creek again in December and hopefully overall propagation conditions will be 
for the better.Dr. Édgar Amilcar Madrid, Manager and Director of Radio Truth verifying 
my réception of their temporary transmissions on 4055 Kcs using only 50 watts power. 
They expect to return with a higher powered transmitter by the end of October on their 
original frequency of 40525 Kcs. He promised a QSL card and the "Radio Truth Pack" 
by regular mail. Next we venture into the world of pirate radio with vérifications from 
two of North America's unofficial voices. KB0X Radio - 6925 upper side band - verified 
an electronic report with a full data electronic reply from v/s Guy Fawkes. In his e-mail 
Guy wrote: "We are pleased to acknowledge that you did indeed hear our KB0X "Radio 
Paranoia" programme. We are most grateful for your signal report, and recognize your 
name from varions shortwave radio oriented journals. In particular we appreciate the 
détails regarding signal strength and audio clarity. This information is very helpful, con- 
sidering the erratic conditions this year. We hope that propaganda... pardon our error... 
propagation will continue to favour our efforts at disseminating peace and harmony 
through Boxxification. We shall try again soon. Stay tuned. Be warned. The first KB0X 
programme was transmitted in October 2009, with two shows in October including a Hal- 
loween flavoured programme; a January 2010 salute programme in memory of Art Clokey, 
the creator of Gumby; an April Pools Day 2010 show; and this September 2010 programme, 
our fifth. Our programme content celebrates popular culture, with particular emphasis 
on internet fads and the peculiarities of radio in général. We have a diverse background 
in radio production dating back several years. Now, virtually ail of our production is 
assembled using computer equipraent and software, with the occasional exception of the 
use of older materials on tapes.

If you're the organizers of Somalia's newest 
radio station, you ignore the death threats 
and defy the bans. You broadcast plenty of 
music and soccer matches — and you hire 
female announcers, too. 

The new station is Bar-Kulan (the Somali 
phrase for "meeting place"), which this 
year became the first non-partisan radio 
broadcaster in Somalia. 

Because it refuses to obey the extremists, 
its 50 employées must take précautions for 
their safety. They often use pseudonyms and 
voice-overs to protect their identities. And 
while the station has a network of corre- 
spondents across Somalia, along with an FM 
transmitter in Mogadishu, its main studio 
has been placed in neighbouring Kenya, 
where it can operate a little more freely. 

Their listeners must be equally cautious. If 
they live in areas of Mogadishu controlled by 
the extremist militias, they often secretly 
listen to Bar-Kulan on earphones or cell- 
phone radios, giving the impression that 
they're merely having a phone conversation. 

"They could get into trouble for listening to 
us," says Farah Lamaane, program co-ordi- 
nator at Bar-Kulan. "They are warned by the 
extremists not to listen to Bar-Kulan, but 
they still do. They know how to survive. So 
they are listening quietly and discreetly." 

Funded by the United Nations with a $1.7- 
million budget this year, the station has 
insisted on scrupulous independence, cov- 
ering ail sides of the conflict and refusing 
to take orders from anyone - not even the 
African Union military forces that guard 
the besieged government in Mogadishu. The 
military asked for three hours of daily cover- 
age of its activities, but the station refused. 

"Nobody can tell us what to broadcast," Mr. 
Lamaane says. "It's up to the Somalis. It's 
up to us." 

In a country ravaged by war for the past 20 
years, radio is the most popular médium. 
Somalia is still largely a rural society with 
an oral culture. Literacy is low, electricity is 
scarce, and infrastructure has been largely 
destroyed by décades of war. Radio has a 
long history in Somalia and it remains cru- 
cial to the national culture. 

Yet radio in Somalia is under assault. The 
extremist Islamic militias have seized radio 
transmitters and shut down radio stations 
that they dislike. When they banned music 
this year, most radio stations obeyed. Some 
used the sounds of gunfire or car horns to 
replace music. Bar-Kulan was one of only 
two stations that refused to obey the anti- 
music edict. 

For journalists, Somalia is one of the most 
hostile countries in the world. In past two 
years alone, 11 journalists have been killed 
in Somalia. Many people refused to accept 
jobs at Bar-Kulan when they discovered that 
it required fréquent travel into Somalia. 

There are many radio stations in Somalia, 
but most are loyal to local clans or officiais, 
and some openly engage in hate speech. 
The government station, Radio Mogadishu, 
is seen as a propaganda organ that lacks 
credibility. Bar-Kulan, by contrast, covers 
the news on ail sides, even the extremists. 
Its only rule is that it promûtes peace, tolér- 
ance and reconciliation. 
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Launched eight months ago, Bar-Kulan now 
broadcasts 24 hours a day on FM, along with 
two hours a day on shortwave. It also offers 
live streaming on its website, mostly for the 
Somali diaspora in countries such as Canada. 
About a quarter of its employées are female. 

Its music programming is drawn from a 
unique archive of about 6,000 Somali songs, 
ranging from K'naan (the Somali-Canadian 
pop singer) to more traditional songs. Much 
of its programming is youth-oriented, 
since nearly half of Somalia's population is 
younger than 15. 

During the World Cup this year, Bar-Kulan 
was the only Somali radio station authorized 
to broadcast the matches. It was a coup that 
dramatically boosted its audience ratings, 
although its soccer announcers and analysts 
could not afford to travel to South Africa, 
where the tournament was played, broad- 
casting instead from the studio, where they 
watched the matches on télévision. 

The station also carries a regular sériés of 
religious programs by Islande leaders, includ- 
ing quotations from the Koran that empha- 
size the thèmes of tolérance and harmony. 

The extremist militias are furious at the 
music, the sports and the female announc- 
ers on Bar-Kulan's airwaves. "AU of us reçoive 
threats by e-mail and téléphoné," Mr. Lamaane 

says. "We just ignore it. Nothing has hap- 
pened to us so far. It's in the hands of God." 

The founding director of Bar-Kulan is a Cana- 
dian radio consultant, David Smith, based 
in Johannesburg, who previously helped to 
croate radio networks in the Démocratie 
Republic of Congo and the Central African 
Republic. He jokes that the extremist mili- 
tias in Somalia probably consider him "the 
Great Infidel." But he believes strongly that 
information is a human right - and in Africa 
it is usually radio that supplies it. 

"Radio is king on this continent," he says. 
"These are oral cultures, and the infrastruc- 
ture and people are poor." 

Although it provides 16 newseasts a day, Bar- 
Kulan does not try to be too weighty. Music 
and sports are central to its programming. 
"In any war zone, people need to laugh and 
be entertained," Mr. Smith says. 

In the future, Bar-Kulan aims to be a national 
public broadeaster, with transmitters across 
Somalia. It will use cheap cellphone com- 
munications - text messages from its listen- 
ers - to gather feedback and ensure that 
it is providing what Somalis want to hear. 

"We can provide a platform for ordinary Soma- 
lis to express their feelings," Mr. Lamaane 
says. "Our ideas are purely from Somalis." 

Don't Silence Voice of America

With the prolifération and fragmentation 
of traditional news sources, what do most 
people identify as the médium they trust 
most for information? According to a new 
poil by Ofcom, the independent regulating 
authority of the British communications 
industries, the answer is radio. Of the poll's 
1,824 respondents, 66 percent said they 
found radio the most reliable médium. 
Second was online news Web sites with 58 
percent, which for the first time inched out 
télévision with 54 percent. Only 34 percent 
trusted newspapers the most, confirming 
their status as a dying breed. 

These findings are of particular relevance 
for U.S. lawmakers, who need to take a hard 
look at the way U.S. international broad- 
casting is structured. While the budgets 
for this important component of U.S. public 
diplomacy have steadily increased in recent 
years, radio is being deemphasized—despite 
being the most effective and the most eco- 
nomical method of mass communication in 
many parts of the world. Particularly where 
télévision is concerned, global compétition 
is so tierce that a massive investment would 
be needed to have a real impact in many 
markets around the world, especially in the 
media-saturated market of the Middle East. 
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Trusted and Versatile 

Not only does radio remain the médium most 
people trust, but in some parts of the world, 
it is the only médium that can evade the 
control of the state. Both télévision stations 
and the Internet are far more vulnérable to 
censorship and government interférence in 
a way that shortwave radio—due to the laws 
of physics, which allow transmitters to be 
stationed as far away as the other side of the 
earth—is not. Medium-wave radio can be 
effective if transmitted from across borders, 
as in the case of the array of U.S. transmit- 
ters located in Kuwait but directed at Iran. 

Furthermore, other countries are seeing 
the value of shortwave radio. For example, 
in China's new média and public diplomacy 
strategy, shortwave radio is prominently 
featured. Thus, according to the World 
Radio and Télévision Handbook (2000 and 
2009 éditions), while in 2000 the United 
States had some 260 shortwave frequencies 
and China 150, today that relationship is 
reversed, with China having some 280 and 
the U.S. just over 200. Over the past decade, 
the Broadcasting Board of Governors (BBG), 
whose nine members are appointed by the 
Président and which oversees U.S. interna- 
tional broadcasting, has made the décision 
to close down nine transmitter sites around 
the world, leaving just 13 active. In previous 
décades another 14 sites were closed down, 
including in 1997 the Radio Free Europe/ 
Radio Liberty site in Gloria, Portugal, the 
largest shortwave transmitting facility in 
the West. 

Oversight Needed 

Oversight of critically important broadcast- 
ing assets is wanting, possibly because of 
the institutional leadership vacuum at the 
BBG. According to a report by the State 
Department's inspecter général, a power- 
ful radio transmitter aimed at the Iranian 
audience was scheduled to go on the air 
in May 2008, yet it remains unfinished. 
Construction of the $5.2 million, 600,000- 
watt, medium-wave transmitter intended 
to reach a high-priority audience in Iran is 
far behind schedule. 

As a resuit of this delay, the powerful trans- 

mitter was not available in the chaos that 
followed the June 2009 disputed Iranian 
élections, which were precisely the type 
of event for which this transmitter was 
designed. Consequently, America's ability 
to broadeast into Iran was severely cur- 
tailed; existing medium-wave assets at the 
Kuwait transmitting station can reach only 
a narrow band of the western portion of 
Iran. According to the BBG, the transmitter 
is now scheduled to go on the air this fall. In 
order to make full and appropriate use of the 
considérable investment made by the U.S. 
over the years to build up its international 
broadcasting capability, Congress should: 

• Move with deliberate speed to seat the 
new BBG if and when Members of the 
Senate have satisfied themselves of the 
nominees' qualifications and dedication 
to democracy, freedom of expression, and 
the free flow of information; and 

• Hold hearings on the appropriate rôle of 
radio in U.S. international broadcasting 
strategy, considering the possibility of 
recalibrating the relative weight given 
to télévision and radio. 

The Obama Administration should: 

• Revisit its major public diplomacy 
strategy documents, promulgated this 
spring by the National Security Council 
and the State Department, neither of 
which has assigned a major rôle to U.S. 
international broadcasting. America has 
important, but not unlimited, assets 
whose potential should be maximized. 

Although diplomats and pundits have 
crowned Web 2.0 as the new communica- 
tions king, radio remains the globe's most 
trusted source for information. Conse- 
quently, America should ensure its public 
diplomacy strategy continues to commit 
resources, as well as congressional oversight, 
to developing its radio capabilities.

Will the World Service funding shift 
work? 

The huge story duiing October was the sudden 
deal in the U.K. to shift funding for BBC 
World Service from a Foreign Office grant to 
the BBC license fee, the £145.50 that must 
be paid to own a télévision. This was part of 
a larger budget réduction across the British 
government instituted by the Conservative- 
Liberal coalition. 

BBC officiais have been upbeat about this 
development. Nevertheless, the absorption 
of this new financial responsibility will mean 
cuts to both BBC domestic and international 
services. For World Service, the amount will 
be about 15% of its présent £272 million 
annual budget. This could actually be more 
like 25% when adjustments are made to deal 
with a BBC pension déficit. 

Obviously, some BBC international services 
will be eliminated. Which ones will be 
announced in the weeks to corne. I would 
suspect the Balkan and Central Asian services 
might be endangered. So would BBC Mundo 
and BBC Brasil, unless some way can be found 
to monetize these services. 

Mark Byford départs 

A precursor to the World Service funding shift 
was the announcement on October 12 that 
Mark Byford would départ as deputy director 
général of the parent BBC. In fact, the DDG 
position is to be eliminated altogether, one of 
the cutbacks the BBC will make to deal with 
its reduced funding. 

Some NASWA members will remember Byford's 
name. He was the director of BBC World Service 
in 2001 when it decided to drop shortwave 
transmissions to North America, Australia, 
and New Zealand. NASWA's Ralph Brandi orga- 
nized a Save the BBC World Service Coalition 
- whose materials are still available at www. 
savebbc.orc - to try to convince Byford and 
colleagues to delay this décision. 

As we know, BBCWS went ahead, and later 
dropped shortwave to many other target 
areas. This emboldened other international 
broadcasters to reduce or eliminate their 
shortwave transmissions. I would say that the 
shortwave dial is a quieter place these days, 
but with the prolifération of devices that 
create noise on the HF frequencies, it's actu- 
ally good noise replaced with bad noise.

I also discuss the ongoing problem of prési- 
dents and senators delaying the nomination 
and approval of members of the Broadeasting 
Board of Governors. This has often left U.S. 
broadeasting without a fully seated board, 
which acts as its collective CEO. I offer one 
solution: "The United States could franchise 
the international broadeasting effort for a 
fixed term, say five to 10 years, to a con- 
sortium of the major U.S. broadeast news 
organizations; ABC, CBS, NBC, FOX News and 
CNN. Each of these companies would appoint 
an executive to a five-person board, which 
would, in turn, appoint the chief executive 
officer of the Consolidated international 
broadeasting corporation and approve the 
CEO's senior management sélections. This 
self-regenerating board would also approve 
major décisions, such as adjustments in the 
use of média technologies."

Mazhale told 
Studio 7 that the effort to confiscate radios 
was an attempt to silence dissenting voices 
as the country braces for possible élections 
next year. "They want people to listen to 
négative propaganda broadcast by the state- 
controlled Zimbabwe Broadcasting 
Corporation linked to ZANU-PF," he said.
